It could
be shown, however, with perfect clearness,
that the Messiah whom the Israelites ex-
pected, was to be a being not less than

divine, Our Saviour himself quotes the
fecond psalm as referring to himself, in
the expression, ‘‘Jehovah said unto me,
.Thou art my Son;.this day have I begot-
ten thee.”” The Mcssiah was to be, not
only David’s son, but his Lord. Several
prophecies in Isaiah show that the Messiah
was to be a divine being. Isaiah 9:6 says:
*‘For unto us a child is born, unto n1s a son
is given; and the government shall be upon
his shoulder; and his name shall be called
Wonderful, Counsellor, The Mighty God,
The Everlasting Father, The Prince of
Pence.”” This statement could be made of
a divine being only, and obliges the birth
of a child through some miraculous means.
The statement in Isaiah 7:14 is even strong-
er: ‘‘Therefore the Lord himself will give
You a sign: Behold, a virgin shalf conecive,
and bear a son, and shall eall his name
Immanuel.” This name, *‘Immanuel”
- (God with us), is given to Jesus. Isaish
.8ays thia being, was to be of -virgin- birth.
If, therefore, our Saviour is to fulfill the
conditions prescribed by aneient prophecy
-he'must be'a person born of a woman, and
-yet born under such conditions as to con-
stitute him Immanuel—God with us.

The Christ that
John‘vpm: before us is not, and could not
be the son of Joacph, He is the eternal
Word, made fieah. The same truths could
be shown from the writings of the Apostle
Paul. The Christ of Paul is & being who
pre-existed, and who miraculoualy took our
fleah nature. In 1 Timothy 3:16, Paul says
that **God was manifest in the fleah.’’ That
cexpremion fairly carries with it the idea
of the miraculous birth. The fact that
our Lord preexisted is taught by himself,
and by al] the New Testament writers. This
idea of preexistenee obliges a  birth
through supernatural means.

‘Byery student of the carliest Christian
history knows that in the fit ycars of
Christianity there way no disposition to
question the miraculous advent of ovr
lord. All who accepted Christian teaching
in any sense sccepted also the idea of his
divine nature. The earlicst herexy was not

epéountered was Docetism, which detied
the reality of Christ's human body. In
1 John 4:2.3 this Docetism is controverted.
The Docetist said that Christ's human body
was only seeming. They said that ‘‘as
water flows through a reed, s God flowed
through Mary.”” They denied the human
fatherhood, because the impression of
"Christ’s deity was so prevalent that all
Christians accepted it. They carried the
doetrine of the divine Sonship so far that
they would not admit that Jesus was hu-
man in any sense. Is it not remarkable
that the people who lived nearest to the
day in which Jesus lived on earth, and who
had the best opportunity of knowing Him,
were most strongly impressed with his di-
vine pature. Among them no question
arose as to the virginal birth.

I think, also, that it is of the utmost im-
portance that we should carefully consider

the position which Jesus himself took in
regard to this delicate and important sub-
ject.

If Baptists were to
practice free communion, logie would lie
dead, common sense be stultified, consei-
enee over-ridden, and the Baptist system
of dovtrines blown to atoms.  Baptists can
no more do away with close communion
and logically remain Baptists, than a man
cun tear the fowgdation from under his

-house, and expeet it to stitl stand.  So we
see how™elose comimunion stands as a safe-
puard to other doctrines. Let us never
surrender it.  Armitage tells of a man
who said. the millenium will never come
titl the Baptists surrender their close com-
munion. If that be true, then we need not
loak for the millenium at all.

2. Cloge communion helps to give us a
purer church membership.

THE CHURCH'VAUDEVILLE.

It is reported of a church in New York
that on 4 recent Sabbath evening, between
the reading of the Bible and the sermon, a
‘‘lady whistler’ gave three selections from
popular operas in her particular musical
art, and that on the following Sabbath a
gentleman was to play sacred and classical
melodies on the musical glasses. The min-
ister, being asked the reason for these ad-
ditions to the usual evening service, said
that the church has to provide an attrac-
tion to get the crowd, and that if it is to
drai the erowd it must compete with the
thepter. He intends to compete, in as dig-
nified a way as possible, with the attrac-
tions by which his church is surrounded.

This is the frankest statement of the
reason for so-called attractions in the

- church service that we have met for some

time. It is also the most advanced at-
tempt to introduce the vaudeville enter-
tainment into the meeting for the worship
of God and the preaching of the gospel
that we have observed. The seoular news-
papers have of late given some attention
to the fact that the announcement of sen-
sational topies for preaching has quite
subsided, and that the topics published for
the past year or two have been far more
Seriptural and religious than was the case
for a considerable period. It has been
proved that the effect of a- sensational topic
so far as drawing erowd-is concerned, is
of _n..yexy. hrief .duration, .and .that:those.
who may have been drawn by the startling
title have seldom taken away with them
much of the matter for which the title was
given. It is interesting, therefore, to find
that one minister, at least, feels that some

But the church
cannot compele with the theater and the
music hall. The attractions given cannot
be equally attractive. And after awhile
the crowd that came will have dwindled
nway, and the result will be difficult to

They had no money, but they gave
what they had. Every one with whom was
found anything that could be used in the
proposed structure . brought it.

“of whom havp their own lesson system. During
the same period, while the Baptist leaven has
been permeating all denominations, as a distinet
people they have maintained the lowest mate of
increase of any of the larger denominations 1
leave to your judgment the causes of this dispro-
portionate growth. Whether my suggestion can
furnish evidence as to one of the causes or not,
T still maintain that the time has come for a
radieal change ia our lesson plan.

It may be eclaimed that there is no need to
diverge from the regular international lessons,
for, in the course of their exposition by our own
publishing bouses, there are abundant opportuni-
ties to unfold Baptist doctrine. This is doubt-
less #o, and yet the fact remaina that the circula-
tion among our people of undenominational Sun-
day school papers and helps tends to obseure these
doctrines in the mind of tho teacher and to leave
them unpresented to the scholar.

T am more and more convinced that we can only
keep tha torch of truth in full flame and pans it
on to the complete illumfnation of the world as
we have our owan lessons clucidated by our own
expositors, among whom we have the great Bible
teachers of the age.

Tt tho Baptists of America, or better, of the
world, issue their own series, supplementing them

. with special lessons in Baptist doetrine, history
and biograpby. These special lessons could then
be related more or less intimately to the regular
lessons, By much relation, which, under the pres-
ent system is impossible, a distinet advantage
wonld be derived.

vrr,”" Yon know that it is the na-
ture of fever tn leave the patient
prostrate even when the disease
itaelf departs: but Jesns Christ not
only intrnded to heal Peter's wife'’s
mother, and to heal her at once,
but he alen meant that she should
be so completely cured that she
should have no lingering prostra.
tion. Christ’'s eures are always
perfeet cures: not partial ones. He
does not cause the fever to o, and
permit the prostration to remain;
but he takes away bhoth the fever
and the prostration.

I hope that there are many in
this congregation whom  Jesns
Christ means ta bless: but they are,
at present, in-a state of utter pros.

Now, there are some poor, pros-
trate, deponding souls, who need
somebady to give them a lift; and
I would that the Lond, even while
I am preaching, might take some
of you by the hand, and lift you
up. My object will be to mention
» {ew things which may help to
give you a lift. You want tn be
saved; you long to be maved; but
you fear that you never will be,
and it i« that very fear which keepa
vou from being saved. If you
could but hope, your hope wonld
be realized; but you do not fcel
an if vou dared even o hope. Now,
give me your hand, and let me try
to give you a lift.

First, remember that others, who
were very like what you now are,
have been saved. Do you not know
some people who used to be very
much in the condition in which
vou arc at the present moment!?
If you do not, then find out the
nearest Christian friend amongst
your acrjuaintance, tell him what
you regard as the peculiarity of
your condition, and I feel almost
certain that he will say to you,
““Why, that is not anything pecu-
liar; that is just how I was before
T found the Saviour.'' If youn do
not find it so with the first Chris-
tian person whom you meet, you
ought not to be surprised, because
of course, all Christians are not
alike; but I feel sure that you will
not have talked to many Chris-
tian people before you will find
that what you consider to be very
remarkable peculiarities in your-
self will turn out to have been
very common, for a great many
other people have been in just the
same state. I challenge you, who
are very despondent, to see wheth-
er. you cannot find some, who once
were as you now are, who have
been saved; and when you do find
them, the reasoning is yery clear.
If A besaved, and B ig like A, then
why should not B also be saved !

““Ah!"" say you, ‘‘I have very
few Christian acquaintances of
whom I can make enquiry.”’ Very
well, then, I will give you another
simple test. Take your Bible, and
look out the cases of conversion,
and see whether the saved ones
were not very much like you now
are; and if that should not satisfy
vou, turn to the various promises
that the Lord Jesus has made to
such a sinner as you are.

Thr ring-like egr mawes of the
tent caterpillar can be readily seen
by seanning the tips of the apple
twigs. Pruning them off now is
much ecanier than destroying the
webs after the eges have hatched.

Dangling from the twigs of
young trees are the twisted cascs
of the apple leaf-crumpler, which
nften does considerable injury to
the young foliage. Each contains
a small caterpillar resting prepar-
atory tn it ‘depredations of “the
next spring. Pick them off and
burn. Burn all the prunings from
trees, young and old, for the eggs
and winter cases of many small
insects which would escape the un-
trained eye, such as plant lice eggs
and the cases of the pistol case-
hearer, occur upon them.

All dead or diseased wood should
be cut out and burned as it harbors
many of the small bark beetles such
as the fruit-tree bark beetle, also
known as the shot-hole borer from
the fact that its work looks as if the
limb had been hit with a charge of
bird shot. Paint or wax over any
stubs or cuts left upon the trees
in pruning, for otherwise decay

--wrill set in and a ready entrance for

borers permitted.

In New England the webs of the
dreaded brown-tail moth should be

pruned off and burned and as this
pest is readily transported, it will

be well to be on the lookout for it

in other eastern states. The brown-
tail moth now oceurs in Massa-
chusetts, New .Hampshire, and
Maine, and before long will appear
in New York and New Jersey. As
automobiles are known to have car-
ried the gypsy moth caterpillars for
‘sixty miles northiard it ‘would ot
be surprising if those from neigh-
bormg states which tour New Eng-

land in summer should carry the,

brown-tail caterpillars south or
‘westward.—The Garden Magazine.
