These are wise words of the Inferior:
‘‘There @ame a time when it was necessary
for a Christian leader of an carly day to
say to hig disciples, ‘What! You talk of
surrender! You talk of giving up the fajth
because your service is hard and your dan-
ger imminent!? Ye have not yet resisted
unto blood striving against sin.’ The serv-
ice of Jesus Christ is not a question of com-
fort, but of fidelity and honor. Itisnota
question of what men call victory. Itisa
question of duty.”

Are the Eunices all dead? Prof. H. A.
Sell, of Cornell, found in a class of fifteen
students not one had heard of Belshazzar’s
feast. The churches need to appoint a day
of fasting and prayer to God to raise up a
generation of Loises and Eunices.

In the recently taued wecond volume of
his ** A History of the Kefuormation,’’ Prin.
cipal Thomas M. Lindsay, D.D,, LL.D., of
the United Free Church Collegy, Glangorw,
devotes forty pages tu the great Anabaptist
movement. 1o abows a fairly satisfaclory
acquaintance with the sources and has writ
ten with the highot appreciation of the
good clements involved and with a disposi-
tion to spologize for, minimize or explain
away their errors and shortcomings. Never
have the Anabaptlists found among Pedo-
baptists 8 more sympathetic historian, with
the possible exception of Dr. Ludwig Kel-
ler, who is somctimes chargeable with ape-
cial pleading on their behalf,

With good right in opposition to scveral
prominent * Luthcran writers( such s
Kolde and Tachackert) Lindsay agrees with
the present writer in maintaining that the
Anabaptist movement is a perpetuation of
the older evangelical life and thought of
the medicval time. e gives due weight to
the agreement of Anabaptists with Wallen.
se%, Bohemian Brethren, cte., in modes of
interpreting the Scripturcs, doctrinal con-
ceptions, church organization, modes of
life, modes of work, cte, and shows that
the agreement iz so many particulars can
better be accounted for by the theory of his-
torical concction than by the-theory. that
like cireuristanées, withethe piss

the.Scriptures and the recognition of fhem

as the authoritative standard of faith and’
practice, would sufficiently account for such
agreement. He also rightly insists upon re-
ferring the multitudinous phases of the

Anabaptist movement to medieval tpyes of
dissenting thought. The following sen-

tences set forth his attitude toward the

movement: ‘‘It is no longer possible to

sum up the movement in four stages, be-

ginning with the Zurckau prophets and

ending with the catastrophe in Munster, or

to explain its origin by calling it the radical

side of the Reformation movemerdt. It is

acknowledged by eareful students to have

been a very complicated affair, to have

had roots buried in the previous centuries,

and to have had men among its leaders who

were distinguished Humanists. It is now

known that it spread over Europe with

great rapidity, and attracted to itself an

enormously larger number of adherents

than had heen imagined.”’

While he recognizes fully the indisput-
able fact that the Anabapiist propaganda to
a certain extent went hand in hand with ef.
forts at social reform with socialistic or
communistic tendencies, he refuses to re
gard it as only a phase of socialistic endeav-
or. ‘‘There nre good reasons for assert-
ing.”” he writes, ‘‘that the distinctively reli-
gious side of Anabaptism had little to do
with anarchic outbreaks. It comes in di-
rect succession from these communities of
pious Christians who, 6n the testimony of
their enemies, lived quiet, God-fearing lives,
and believed all the articles in the Apostles’
Creed, but who were strongly anti-clerical.
They lived unobstrusively, and rarely ap-
pear in history save when the chronicle of
some makes casual mention of their exist-
ence, or when an inquisitor ferreted. them .
out aiid_recordy fheir _so-called heresie
Their -objections ‘to “the " constitiition and
ceremonies of the medieval church were ex-
actly those of the Anabaptists of the six-
teenth century: and if we do not find a‘uni-
versal repudiation of infant baptism, there
are fraces that some did not approve of it.
They insisted that the service oucht to be in
the vulear tonzue ;thev objected to all the
church festivals: to all blessings of build-

chasubles; they scoffcd at excommunica-
tions, indulgences, and dispensations; they
declnred that there wan no regenerative effi-
cacy in Infant baptixm ; and they were keen-
ly alive to all the injunctions of Christian
charity—it was better, they aaid, to clothe
the poor than to expend money on costly
vestments or to adorn the walls of churches,
nnd they kept up schools and hospitals for
lepers. They met in cach other's houses for
public worship, which took the form of
reading and commenting upon the loly
Seriptures.’

The above representation of medieval
methicdn is sympathetic and correet enough
ax far an it goex, but the author has evident.
Iy failed to sequaint himself with the nich
source-material that has been  brought to
light within the past few years. A knowl-
edge of thin literature would enable him to
identify the Anabaplista with the Wal.
deuses and related partis far more com-
pletely than does the meager material st his
disposal. e scems to know nothing of
Dollinger ‘s souree book, of the researches of
Preger. Haupt, Wattenbach, Fries, ete,
and while he mentions Keller, it »secems
doubtful whether be has read his books on
medieval sccts.

Dr. Lindsay insists that *‘the Swiss Ana-
baptists were in no scnse disciples of
Zwingli."” They had their distinetive prin-

- ¢iphés and were a récognized eommunity
zJang before Zwingli. rom Ei
and ‘wére the lineal desechdants of the Me-
dieval Waldenses. They welcomed the Re-
former; some of them were in the company
who challenged the authoritics by cating
meat during Lent in 1522; but a fun.lament-
al difference soon emerged. After the pub-
lic disputation of 1523, when it became
clear that Zurich meant to accept the Re-
formation, a deputation of the Brethren ap-
peared before the council to urge their idea
of what a Reformed church should be.
Their statement of principles is an exposi-
tion of the fundamental conceptions which
Iny at the basis of the whole Anabaptist
movement, and explains why they could not
join either the Lutheran or the Reformed
branch of the Reformation Church. They
insisted that an Evangelical Church must
differ from the Roman Chuarch in this,
among other things, that it should consist of
members who had made a personal profes-
sion of faith in their Saviour, and who had
vowed to live in obedience to Jesus Christ,
their Tauptmann (captain). It could not
be like a State Church, whether Romanist
or other, to which people belonged without
any individual profession of faith. They
insisted that the church, thus farmed,
should be free from all civil control, to de-
cide for itself what doctrines and ceremo-
nies of worship were founded on the Word
of God, and agreeable thereto, and should
make this decision according to the opinions
of a majority of the members. They fur-
ther asked that the church should be free
to exercise, by brotherly admonition and,
"as a last resort, by excommunication; discip-
line on such of its members as offended
against the moral law. They also deelared
that the church which thus rejected Stats
control onght to refuse State support, and

nroposed that the tithes shounld-be-secular-

nothing ahout inferest and usury, tithes,
livings and prehends.”

TIn his account of snch Anabantist leaders
as Hubmaier, Deuck, Grebel, Manz, Blau-
rock, no Baptist conld be more appreciative.
Tt is evident that Dr. Lindsay looks with
strong disfavor on Zwingli’s contention
that infant baptism must be maintained be-
cause it takes the place of cirenmeision, and

-~

Zwingli, introduced for compelling all par
ents to have their infanta baptized and fin.
ally inflicting the death penalty upon thass
that peruisted in denouncing infant bap-
tixm snd inaisting upon believers' baptism.
Dr. Lindsay devoles half of his space, not
guite wiscly, perhaps, to the Munster King-
Jdom. He accounts for this frightful epl-
sode in & truly scientific way, without cast-
ing a shadow of reflection upon tho funds-
mental  principles of anti-pedohaptism.
With the execption of Kautsky, no writer
han %0 fully vindicated the prineiples of the
Anabaptist movement from  responaidility
for the cruelties and the immoralitios of the
time of scige. He gives an excellent ac-
count of the argunients and process where:
by the young John of Leyden brought the
preachers and a majority of the community
to accept polygamy as in accordance with
the will of God and expedient under the
existant circumstances, He follows Det-
mer in the view that John of Leyden **had
fallen violently in love with the young,
beautiful and intellectual Divara, the widow
of Jan Mathy's, and that, as he could not
marry ber apart from polygamy, ho per-
suaded his preachers and clders to consent
to his proposal. His wonderful magnetio
influence overbore their betteg, judgment.”’

Lindsay's work on the Reformation, now
complete, in two volumes, is throughout of
high exeellence and should have a wide
reading.  Ie is a fine example of 4he ob-
Jective church historian. e has no axe to
erind and is content to let the facts make
their own impression.

There are many socicties composed of
persons who have little real work to do in
the world, who are always secking to get
resolutions passed by the numerous associa-
tions of workers when they meet in annual
session.  Qur churches and religious organi.
zations suffer greatly from these people,
They want a Baptist Association or State
Convention to “‘resolute’” in favor of them.
Their object may be a good one, but it is no
part of the work of a religious organization
to endorse it. This is true of teachers’ as-
sociations and of all professional bodies, al-
though lawyers, from the fact that they
come into closer contact with practical life,
are not so casily influenced. Seldom do
these resolutions even represent the opinion
of the body which is supposed to adopt
them. They are usually brought in toward
the last, often with a very small attendance,
and passed against the wishes of a large ma-
Jority of the members. Many who vote for
them do so good-naturally, with-the idea
that they will do no harm. No one should
be influenced in any way by resolutions out-
side of the business of the *‘resoluting”
body.  The resolutions really represent
nothing hut the opinion of a few people,
perhaps only some society which sends its

‘delegates around to get them passed.” They

“Where Jid the Seventh Day Baptists
originate?’’ I think they were known in
England for some years beforeany of them
appeared in the United States, bat for how
long a time I do not know. Their begin-
ning in this country was in Rhode Island.
Stephen Mumford had been a Seventh Day
Baptidt in Eneland, but  coming to the
I'nited States in 1664 he Joined the regular
Raptist church at Newport.  He sucedceded
in converting some of the members to his
views of the chureh, and some dissension
arose. At last, in December, 1671, charges
were brought agminst Mumford and those
who agreed with him. This charve reads
strangely in these days, when every one be.
lieves with Lowell that the *ten command-
ments will not budee™ and are as binding
today on all the human race as they were
upon those Israclites who stood under Sinai
when they were spoken.  The chureh said:
*“That the ten commandments, being given
to the Jews, were not binding upon the
Gentiles, and thnt those who observed the
seventh day, were gone  from Christ to
Moses.”’

Next to the little Twenty-thicd Psalm,
the fourteenth chapter of St. John's Gospel
i, no doubt, the best known and best loved
portion of the Bible. It is a chapter of
comfort.  The sick love it, for there is a
music in its words which soothes pain and
suffering.

We are always in danger of losing faith
in our times of trouble.

In this day of false doc-
trine, when men who have herctofore stood firm
for the doctrine once delivered to the maints, are
proving recreant to their trust, and joining the
army of the unfaithful, it ia a great lows to the
cause of Christ and the ranks of such as stand
firmly for the truth as we have been tanght it, for
onc so capable to wield such telling blows against
the growing evil, and whese pen and voice was
consccrated to that cend, to fall in the midst of the
conflict.

The wad intelligenee of the sudden death of Rov,
Thow T, Eaton, which occurred nt Urand Junction,
Tean., June JUth, was n profound shock to the
Baptiste af the warld, and was keenly felt in this
community and church, where he was so well
known and so much beloved.

Drr. Eaton waa one of the most distinguished men
of our denomination in America; he was n pillar
of strength in the Southern Raptist Convention,
whose seasions he alwayns aptended. He was fore-
most in every movement inaugurated by that
great Christinn missionary body, to advance the
kingdom of Christ at home and in the foreign
fleld.  He was nn earncst, cloquent preacher, n pro-
founid scholar, and a pious, consecrated man. He
did a great wark as minister of the gospel of
Christ. He impressed himeelf upon every one
with whom he eame in contact as a mnan of ability.
He was a man of great veruatility of genius, of ex.
tensive reading and wide information. He was a
mast genial  and companionable  man, and his
friends delighted to entertain him in their homea.

He has made many valuable contributions to
Baptiat denominational literature, which will per-
petunte his fame as an author. For a number of
years past, he was editor of the WESTERN RECORD-
FR, one of the best edited and most ably con-
ducted Baptist papers of the country.

Dr. Enton waa educated for a Iawyer, and was
admitted to the bar and began the practice of his
profession in Murfreesbore, Tenn., the city of his
nativity, Ho was a most promising youny lawyer,
but he laid aside ali his hopes and aspirntions in
that direetion to answer tho eall to bo a minister
of Christ. Hin first pastorate was at Tébanon and
Murfreeshoro, between which towns he divided his
time. In 1872, he was selected as the pastor of
thin church, which was not then able to pay the
salnry of $1,500 per annum, which we offered him,
The 1lome Mirsion Board of the Southern Buptist
Convention for the first year paid £500 of the sal-
ary, after which wo had no trouble in paying it
all ourselves. e served this church about threo
years, and went from here to Petersburg, Va.,
where, after n very successful pastorate, he wus
called to Walnut street church, Louisville, Ky.,
where he remained their beloved pastor to the day
of his death, a perind of more than twenty-six
vears. lHis great life work as pastor, editor and
author was wrought. out.at -Touisville. - - o

structor and pupil is almoest impos-
sible,  Where this is wanling, we
need not be surprised that the stu.
dent beeomes less interested in his
work. He seeks other sonrees of
ocenpation.  Generally, if he has
suflicient means, he finds this in the
college elub or fraternity.  This
would be had enough if a growing
lack of interest in study were the
only result.  But the evil reaches
{arther.  According to stntements
made by President Woodrow Wil
son, of  Prinecton, these clubs,
which at Princeton. number thir-
teen, give rise to group rivalries,
wherein the whole time of the sta-
dent is so taken up with personal
ambitiona therein as to hring about
an ignoring of the welfare of the
university. Furthermore, these
clubs make for the formation of
easte distinetions and extravaganee,
It is well known that many poor
young men, impelled by a desire to
keep up with those of wealth lay
themselves under terrible tribute in
order to do so. Parents and guar-
dians foot the bills and ery out
ngainst the expense involved in se-
curing an edueation.

The Missionary Review gives the
statistics of the German Baptist
Mimion in the Kamarun country in
Africa. This field has a most thrill.
ing story of the faithfulness of the
native converts when  left  with
their Bibles and their God.

The English Baptixts began a
mission there and some were con.
verted.  But the climate was very
deadly to the whiten.  Many of the
missionaries dicd and othera left
the country. But the native Chris.
tinns were faithful and their Bibles
made them intelligent {o a surpris-
ing degree to those who believe in
salvation by education.

After a number of years in the
partition of Africa by the Euro
pean nations, the English gave up
the Kamarun country to Germany.
The Lutherans of Germany sent
missionarics there and were pleased
to find Christians there.  Their
Missionary Society wished to take
them into Lutheran churches but
they replied: ‘‘No, we are Bap-
tistx, and we do not propose to be-
come pedobaptists.”’

When their answer was told in
Germany it touched the hearts of
the German Baptists. They scnt
as a missionary there a young na-
tive of the country whom God had
prepared. He was a heathen or a
Mahommedan who went from Kam-
arun to Berlin to get an education.
One day in the city he saw a pla-
eard showing that a house was a
meeting house of a Baptist church.
He had learned the German lan-
guage, probably from the German

officials in his native land before he-

went to Europe.

So he went in to the worship and
was converted by the grace of God.
Then he was anxious to go back to
his home and tell his people the
story of the Cross. The German
Baptists sent him, and being a Bap-
tist he was welcomed by the faith-
ful ones.

The Missionary Review gives the
report from this field as given in
the annual report of the German
Baptist Missionary Society. Three
hundred and twenty-eight heathens
were baptized in 1906, making the
total membership now 1,306.
There are forty-five native preach-
ers at work. What hath God
wrought!

Here is a story of him,
related by Mr. Charles Ray in the
Sunday Magazine, which has never
before been published.

For an hour or more Spurgeon
talked most earnestly to the boy of
his guilt as a sinner, of God's holi.
ness, and of His grace in offering
to pardon sin if only the sinner
would repent and trust for his sal-
vation to the atoning merits of the
Saviour's blood. The 8pirit came
to the help of the earnest young
Christian, the boy got out of bed
erying for the forgiveness of his
sin, and knelt down with Spurgeon
in prayer. They prayed til} the
boy found pardon. That boy is
now & deacon in the Baptist church
at Waterbeach.

Oh, if every young man in the
Innd wax only ax eager for the xal.
vation of souls as was the young
Spurgeon! How often must that
eodly deacon have  thanked God
that He led Spurgeon to his fath-
er's house that night! And how
grateful Spurgeon must have been
to God who gave him the opportun-
ity of reaching the boy and led him
to speak to tho young stranger
about his salvation. Brethren, let
us “‘buy up the opportunities’
which God puts in our way. In
the morning sow thy seed, and in
the evening withhold not thy hand.

The evils of the loose laws in re-
gard to divorce arc growing great-
er and greater. Whatever loosens
the family tie disintegrates the very
foundation of socicty.

The decizion of the Supreme
Court that divorces are illegal
when both parties do not reside in
the rame State in which the divoree
is obtained, or, if residents of other
States, are present in court at the
trinl will do much to limit the evil.
But the decision will not affect a
majority of the cascs.

It would be best if all the States
adopted the law of South Carolina.
No absolute divorce is granted in
that State for any cause. Either
party can secure a separation
which is a divorce withont the
right to remarriage during the life-
time of both parties. A Chicago
judge said some years ago that he
had granted several hundred di-
vorces because such was the law.
But in—ninety-nine -cases -ont -of a
hundred one party was married al-
most immediately.: In fact the
cause of nearly that proportion of
divorces was the desire to marry
some one else. And he said if the
South Carolina law was adopted by
Tllinois, divorces would be few and
far between.

In 1889 the great Gladstone
wrote these words on this subject:

‘“While divoree of any kind im-
pairs the integrity of the family,
divorce with remarriage destroys
it root and branch. The parental
and the conjugal relations are
‘joined together’ by the hand of
the Almighty no less than the per-
sons united by the marriage tie to
one another.

And the passages thus used are
divided, and subdivided to page
398.  And in one of the subdivi.
sions of this elassification, page 397,
Acts 2:38, is found, where ers, ne-
cording to  Winer, denotes *“the
purpose and end in view."’

This accords with my position;
for T hold that baptism is in order
to the formal, or symbolic remis-
sion of sins.  Evidently, then, eis
in Acts 2:38 enotes the purpose
and end in view, This was my po-
sition in my first article, published
April 27th.  And in my article,
published June 15th, this fact was
‘learly brought out, in which arti-
ele I quoted the passage from
Winer (p. 397), quoted by Elder
Kurfees, and published in the same
paper of August 3rd.

Now, I am sure that if Elder
Kurfees had known my position
fully, that he would have written
to Elder Smith very differently
from what he did; for I am cred-
ibly informed that he ‘‘is a scholar-
ly gentleman.’”’ And Elder Smith
says that he is ‘‘one of the ripest
scholars in the South.”

(3o over the surface every
few days with a dise harrow, if a
horse is used, or with a hand ecnl-
tivator,  The important thing is {a
keep the surface soil loose, thus
forming a soil mulch and retaining
the moisture in the groun.l.

Abont the tenth of August sow
a cover crop, that is to say some-
thing which may remain  on the
ground during the fall and winter
to proteet the roots of the young
trees.  This cover crop preferably
should be one of the legumes. which
have the quality of taking nitrogen
from the air and conveying it ta
the soil. Growing trees need a
large amount of nitrogen. Clover,
peas and beans are among the le-
gumes used.  As early as possible

_in the spring, this erop is plowel

under, the resnlt being to improve
the soil and inerease the humus,
Many people who have only a
fow acres feel that they onght to be
retting something from the ground
while they are waiting for fruit
trees to mature. Tl\oy may grow
some annual erop of small fruits,
and will et returns without great-
Iv retarding the growth of the
trees.  Potatoes, beans, peas, beets,
carrots and squashes make excel-
lent erops for young orchards and
do yot impoverish the land.  The
beans and peas bring nitrogen into
the soil, and the constant cultiva-
tion helps to improve its condition.
When herries -are grown,-they
should not be allowed to approach
a tree nearer than four feet. Oats,
wheat and corn, which make heavy
drains on the land, should never he
grown in an orchard.—~Zion’s Ad-
omlr
