Thirty-eight major Christian bodies in the United States, rep-
resenting approximately as many millions of members, launched
last Fall a fifteen months’ preparatory program looking toward
their UNITED EVANGELISTIC ADVANCE. Southern Baptists had already
committed themselves to a program designated as the SIMULTANEOUS

Evanceristic CrusabeE. In the

United Advance movement,

each of the thirty-eight denominations sets its own goals, utilizes

its own resources, and determines its own methods.

The “united”

aspect refers chiefly to plans of publicity and promotion. Southern
Baptists will follow their historic tradition of separateness and in-
dependence of other churches, yet are seeking co-operation of all
their churches in two great periods of simultaneous evangelism, in
the territory of the Convention west of the Mississippi during the
spring of 1950, and in the eastern territory during the following

spring.

While mission and messages are of
first importance in the hope of a new
Great Awakening, method also be-
comes tremendously significant. Mes-
sage and method interact, each con-
ditioning the other. Sound gospel
message may be vitiated by unsound
evangelistic practice. Effective meth-
od may be utilized to propagate an
unscriptural message. We need fre-
quently to re-examine our evange-
listic methods.

Spurgeon was fond of saying,
“There is no wrong way to win people
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to Christ.” If the actual result is
sound Christian conversion, the meth-
od employed is not to be despised.
Obviously there is no one method in
soul-winning. Persons vary greatly in
background, interests, needs, difficult-
ies, capacities. Paul said, “I am made
all things to all men, that I might by
all means save some.” Literature of
the UNITED EVANGELISTIC ADVANCE in-
dicates that chief emphasis is being
placed on ‘“visitation evangelism.”
Our Southern Baptist leadership is

stressing ‘“revival evangelism.” In
neither movement are these two types
of evangelistic method mutually ex-
clusive. Our friends of other de-
nominations recognize the value and
power of the “preaching mission,” or
revival; and our Dr. Matthews makes
much of visitation and personal wit-
nessing. .

In my class in evangelism, we re-
cently undertook a careful analysis
and evaluation of the several main
types of evangelistic method now in
use. We set up certain simple criteria
by which to adjudge the strength and
weakness of a given type of method.
The result was a new appreciation of
the value of each kind of method and
a fresh awareness of the need to use
“all means to save some.”

We first listed the following main
types of evangelism:

(1) The revival—a special season
of evangelistic effort, in which as
many people as possible are brought
together to hear the preaching of the
Gospel, with accompanying personal
work.

(2) Educational evangelism—the
use of the Sunday school as the
principal evangelistic agency, either
continuously or during special sea-
sons.

(3) Perennial pastoral evangelism
—a church under the leadership of
its pastor seeking to make all of its
services evangelistic.

(4) Visitation evangelism—the or-
ganization of laymen and women for
visits into the homes of selected per-
sons to present to them the claims of
Christ and the obligation of church
membership, continuously or occa-
sionally.

(5) Counseling evangelism—adap-
tation of the techniques of the trained
counselor to dealing with peculiarly
difficult cases.

(6) Radio evangelism—Dbroadcast-
ing the Gospel and following up in-
quiries in every practicable way.

(7) The written and printed word
—evangelistic use of Iletters, tracts
advertisements, special articles, and
the like.

Criteria Proposed

Each of these types of method has
its value and special appeal. How
may we determine the relative value
of each method? The following cri-
teria were proposed:

(1) Is it Christ-like? Does it fol-
low the example or would it meet
with the approval of Christ himself?

Georgetown Coliege has had
enrolled as a freshman in 1918.

my love and admiration since 1
I was an active member of the

Kentucky Baptist Educational Society after my graduation until

the college charter was amended

and the termination of that or-

ganization. I was then elected to the Board of Trustees of the Col-
lege and have served in that capacity until the present time.

Although my employment for sev-
eral years has been in Louisville, I
have maintained my home in George-
town. My son graduated from George-
town College last May. Therefore, I
have observed the college and its
operations as a student, alumnus,
neighbor, its banker, trustee, parent
of a student, and a member of the
denomination to which it belongs.
These relationships, all together, have
extended over a period of almost a
third of a century.

I stood on the campus and watched
a disastrous fire destroy the building
housing the chapel, library, gym-
nasium and biology laboratories. I
saw the college carry on through the
depression years, largely through the
personal sacrifices of an able and de-
voted faculty. I saw, with great dis-
tress, the widening breach between
the college authorities and the de-
nomination.  Then, with thankful
heart I participated in the devoted
and successful efforts of the trustees
and denominational leaders to elimi-
nate the differences and restore the
college to its rightful owners and
make it truly an instrumentality of
Kentucky Baptists for the educa-
tion and religious training of our
youth.

Ownership of the college will be
clearly established when the amend-
ment to our charter, providing for the
nomination and election of trustees
by the General Association, is com-
pleted. With ownership comes respon-
sibility. It is my sincere belief that
Kentucky Baptists will recognize their
responsibilities to the youth of our
denomination by providing adequate
facilities for Christian Education.

Great progress has been made under

Four
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the able and courageous administra-
tion of Dr. S. S. Hill. The operating
budget has been balanced through the
generous assistance of the Cooperative
Program and educational campaigns
. .. generous contributions by friends
and alumni have built the Chapel,
which has been needed for so many
years .". . but, many additional facil-
ities are needed to provide the type
of education so earnestly desired for
our boys and girls and to attract them
to our Christian Colleges.

Too many worthy students are
deprived of a Christian Educa-
tion provided by Georgetown Col-
lege because of an insufficient
number of endowed scholarships.
It is a great strain upon our
operating budget to provide so
many scholarships from current
funds.

We are losing many students,
who want to attend Georgetown
College, because of an insuf-
ficient number of comfortable
and attractive dormitory facil-
ities. This is our most pressing
problem and one that must be
solved in the near future, if we
are to attract and hold students
durine this period of decreasing
enrollment. Many of our Bap-
tist boys and girls will be at-
tracted to the new dermitories
at state-supported schools, es-
pecially when conditions are not
so crowded in those schools.

Qur disastrous experience
twenty years ago, in the loss of
our library, must not be repeated.
Valuable private libraries and
collections will not be given to
us until a fireproof building is
provided.

Annual donations and grants

from large educational founda-
tions would be available, if we

had adequate natural science

laboratories and facilities.

Additional funds are needed to
match generous contributions
from friends for the purpose of
erecting the Student and Musie
Buildings.

The endowment must be in-
creased and reserves established
to provide funds for low periods
in the business cycle when our
income may not be sufficient to
meet operating costs. We have
had such periods in the past and
prudent judgment demands pro-
visions be made for such periods
in the future. ol

I have a deep and abiding faith in
the destiny and purpose of George-
town College. I am confident of the
ability and willingness of Kentucky
Baptists to provide for its needs, if
those needs are made known to them
as individuals and as a group. There-
fore, when President Hill and the
trustees asked me to assist the ad-
ministration of the college in a pro-
gram to present its worthy needs to
Kentucky Baptists, friends, and
alumni, I was to some extent sur-
prised that I was selected. There
was never a doubt in my mind, how-
ever, but that I wanted to accept.

Although it means leaving a busi-
ness in which I have spent all of my
adult life, I look forward with a great
deal of pleasure and anticipation to
assisting the trustees, the alumni, and
Kentucky Baptists in achieving their
hopes and ambitions to place George-
town College at the top of the edu-
cational field in scholarships, facil-
ities. endowment, and in training
Christian leaders in whatever walk
of life chosen by its graduates. This
is not a difficult program for 500,000
Baptists with a vision of a type of
school we should have for training
our denominational leaders of the
future. It will not be difficult to
achieve if individual Baptists, alumni
and friends will think of Georgetown
College—its purpose and its needs—
when providing for Christian and
charitable contributions in their per-
sonal budgets and wills. This pro-
gram will not be difficult if, as in-
dividuals and organizations, we think
of Georgetown College as an institu-
tion in which we have a personal in-
terest.

?ration’s third largest city, one finds visible evidence of the harvest
Bom seeds planted by the great pioneer missionaries to Brazil—the

Southern Baptists staked a claim to
Brazil in the name of Christ 70 years
ago. Since then, our workers and
their converts in this greatest of coun-
tries in South America have had to
struggle against two allied forces—
Catholicism and ignorance. Almost
?0 per cent of all Brazilians are still
illiterate. Our schools for Christian
education are proof that some ground
imst been gained that will never be
ost.

Here in Recife, three Baptist
schools occupy a whole block in the
r_esidential section. Within the city
limits are 56 Baptist churches. One
school, known as CoLEGIO BATISTA, in-
(.:ludes grade school, high school, and
junior college. The president is a
stalwart Christian leader, Dr. JosE
Avrrrepo MENEZES, who was converted
to the Baptist faith in the process of
helping MissioNARY ONIs VINEYARD
translate a book on LotrTiE MOON.
They say that when DRr. MENEZES
strikes a knotty problem in adminis-
tration, he says to himself, “Now what
would Lottie Moon do in this situa-
tion?”

The school has an enrolment of
1,000 students. Summer school was in
session during our January visit. The
elementary section has outgrown its
quarters and MissiIONARY KATHERINE
C.OZZENS is supervising the construc-
tion of a handsome two-story building
for the school to enter by June.

The Training School, directed by
MissioNARIES MAYE BELL TAYLOR and
CATHRYN SMITH, last year graduated
ten young women into special Chris-
tian work, from a student body of 60.

WESTERN RECORDER

Ir.1 December 1947, MiLprep Cox, then
director, married Dr. MEIN, president
of the Seminary. Thus a professional
partnership of 16 years became a
perpetual one.

The North Brazil Seminary trains
pastors for service in the constantly
expanding evangelistic program of
this vast section of Latin America.
Students range in age from 20 to 62;
they are accepted only on recommen-
dation of their churches and after
careful examination.

One of Dr. MEIN’S sons, Davip,
Th.D. of Louisville, is a member of
the Seminary faculty. HAROLD SCHALY,
glso a Louisville graduate, is a Brazil-
ian member of the faculty. DAN
LuUPER, along with Mgs. LUPER, is en-
gaged in language study with a view
to seminary service.

Dr. ArnorLp E. HavEs is in Recife
as mission treasurer, handling the
problems of international exchange,
building costs, and so on. He and
Mrgs. Haves know North Brazil from
long service. Mgrs. A. J. TERRY, vet-
eran of interior missions, teaches at
the Training School. Here also are
JoE and Mary LEe UNDERWOOD; he is
serving under the state convention as
executive secretary, fostering fellow-
ship and co-operation among the 82
churches of the convention.

n other words they believe that people are healed today in answer

to :
prayer but not by people who claim they have a special gift of healing when doctors failed.

healii.n;g. _.VYe do not believe that special gifts are the order of the
day'in God’s plan such as existed in apostolic days.

! In those days Christianity was be-
ing introduced and established. There
was no New Testament. Authenti-
cating signs and wonders were essen-
tial to guarantee genu{neness and to
gain entry for this strange new gospel.
It was old in divine revelation but
strange and new to mest of its hear-
ers. There were the gifts of prophecy.
tongues, interpretation, healing and
raising the dead, etc. They were be-
stowed upon different individuals—
that is the different gifts as a rule.
But they were simultaneous and é'on-
temporaneous in the body of Chrfst.
There is no evidence that the gift to
prophecy or to raise the dead is with
us today. Therefore we doubt seri-
ously that there are genuine gifts of
tongues and healing. We do not say
that these phenomena will not re-
appear in the future.
& * *

Someone has suggested that those
who claim to be divine healers should
have cases of incurable cancers,
tuberculosis, diabetes, lepers, lupus,
etc., submitted to a group of scientific
experts as to whether these cases are
incurable. Then seek to cure these by
divine healing independent of surgeon
or physician. Then present the al-
legedly-cured individuals to the same
band of experts to ascertain the gen-
uineness of the healing. This seems
to be fair. We refer to those claiming
special gifts.

Some will say that God is always
willing to heal and that our healing
was purchased on the Cross. They
claim that it is our fault when any-
body is not healed. Well, none of the
apostolic saints are living today. Peo-
ple seem to live and die whether saint
or sinner. Yes, I am sure that saints
average greater longevity than sin-
ners but they pass on sooner or later.
The Christian testimony whether by
life or death, whether in healing or
victorious suffering, is the main thing.
Spiritual objectives are primary. Our
Lord can achieve them in a variety of
ways.

In the Old Testament we find that
God sometimes used physical means

to affect healing in answer to prayer.
Hezekiah was doomed to die. He
prayed—God extended his life fifteen
years. He instructed the prophet to
prepare a poultice and place on the
affected part of the body. Paul
ordered Timothy to use a little wine
for a disordered stomach and asso-
ciated infirmities. It was the best
available medical remedy at that
time. Paul and others had the gift
of healing but the apostle used other
means also. He kept Luke the physi-
cian with him much of the time. Paul
had a remarkable capacity for com-

bining common sense and religion.

Kentucky Baptists grieve over the tragedy of
January 4 which snuffed out the lives of Joyck
Lee STEwWART, high school student, and BEVERLY

Coartes, Georgetown College student.

These precious girls were returning, along

with many others, from a prayer meeting at Cane

Run Baptist Church, near Georgetown. They were

all riding in an oLp bus. For some reason the
driver of the bus, Wallace Jeff, a Georgetown Col-
lege student, lost control of the vehicle and it left
the road and crashed, killing the two girls and in-
juring eleven others. The entire upper part of
the old wooden bus was torn away.

There is no disposition here to fix blame. It
is no time for that. But the future should
be influenced by the blunders of the past.
Certainly, hereafter, great care should be
exercised by those responsible for the lives of
young people, to see that ALL CIRCUMSTANCES, in so

far as is humanly possible, shall be watched care-
fully.

Dr. Brain Says Great
Authors Are Insane

According to Associated Press, Dr. Russell W.
Brain, noted London brain specialist, has made the
statement that “great authors sometimes are at
least partly off the beam.” He is said to have listed
such men as Boswell, Bunyan, Burns, Dickens,
Johnson, Lamb, Ruskin, Shelly, and Tennyson as
among those displaying mental aberrations.

The First Gentile

Sunday School Lesson—

FOR FEBRUARY 5

Church

Acts 11:19-26; 13:1-3

On account of the violent perse-
cutions which followed STEPHEN’S
martyrdom, the members of the
church in Jerusalem, with the excep-
tion of the apostles, were scattered
widely. As in many other cases, what
seemed to be a terrible calamity ac-
tually proved to be a blessing. With-
out persecution those early Christians
would probably have remained in
Jerusalem, satisfied and rejoicing in
the grace of God. However, it is in-
teresting to note that the efforts to
destroy Christianity simply gave it a
new vigor and a wider influence.
This was another jllustration of the
truth, “the blood of the martyrs is the
seed of the church.”

Having been driven by persecution
from Jerusalem, the rank and file
of the laity in the church simply
preached the Word of God and bore
faithful testimony to the LoRD JESUS
CHRIST Wherever they went. To
Phenice, Cyprus and Antioch these

unnamed disciples went and preached
the gospel of CHRIST to the Jews only,
not yet understanding that the Gen-
tiles also were to receive it. But some
brethren from Cyprus and Cyrene
went to Antioch and preached CHRIST
to the Gentiles also.

I. The Establishment
Church. Acts 11:19-21.
Antioch, the third largest city in
the Roman Empire, with a population
of approximately one-half million,
was the capital of Syria. It was fa-

mous for its commerce, art and liter-
ature, and infamous for its worldli-
ness, licentiousness and wickedness.

When he saw the wonderful mani-
festations of the grace of God in the
chaste conversion and transformed
lives of the believers, he was pleased
beyond expression. His heart was
filled to overflowing with joy and
thanksgiving. Being entirely free
from jealousy, he was delighted to see
their thriving new church, even
though he had not participated in its
establishment. It is commendable
when one truly rejoices in the
achievements of a fellow believer or
pelievers in the work of the Lord.
How we need to be like BARNABAS in

this regard!

BarNABAS heartily approved the
work as being of the Lorp.

In their conversations,
lives and work they manifested a
close relationship and likeness to
CHrisT. When those who were un-
saved heard their words or saw their
actions, they were reminded of
CurisT. What a compliment! Would
that the same were true of us!

In this first Gentile church there
immediately appeared a genuine in-
terest in the salvation of those in the
regions beyond. The members real-
ized their responsibility for others.
While in the pathway of Christian
duty, the HorY SpriT commanded
them saying, “Separate me BARNABAS
and SauL for the work whereunto I
have called them.” He spoke thus
because He wanted them to do pio-
neer missionary work among the un-
evangelized in distant places. With-
out a single complaint the church
promptly complied with the expressed
will of the HOLY SPIRIT. After a most
impressive service, the church sent
forth their most brilliant and beloved
BarNABAS and SAUL, as their
own foreign missionaries. They were
convinced that, inasmuch as their
Christian brethren had brought the
glorious gospel of Christ to them, they
should carry it to the unsaved else-
where. In the performance of this
task, their best was not too good for
them to give. Thereafter, this church
in Antioch was a great and famous
center of Christian activity and mis-
sionary effort. As such it enjoyed the
marvelous blessings of our Lord.

In Enrclment?

Last year Kentucky gained 6.3 per
cent in Sunday school enrolment, and
the percentage gain for the entire
South was 7.6 per cent. Do we like
the record we made in Kentucky?
Although we had a net gain of nearl)‘r
20,000, yet we failed to reach the goal
for 40,000. Kentucky ranked four-
teejnth among the states in percentage
gain, with the leading states as fol-
lows: Kansas, 35 per cent; California
25 per cent; and Arizona, 17 per centi
Of the states east of the Mississippi
River, Georgia was first with 10.2 per
cent; and South Carolina, second with
9.7 per cent.

Kentucky Baptists, we should “lift
our eyes and lock on the fields,” and
get such a conviction that we would
not be satisfied so long as there is
one person out of Christ. Actually we
should work for more than 40,000 this
year.

1,400 Chinese
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West Kentucky Baptist Bible

Institute Opened

CLINTON, Ky., January 21.—The
West Kentucky Baptist Bible Institute
came into being as the result of a
keenly felt need on the part of some
pastors and others in the West Ken-
tucky Baptist Association. Inspired
by this need and the Spirit of Christ,
these brethren requested the West
Kentucky Baptist Association, through
its Executive Board, to organize a
Preacher’s Bible School, the organiza-
tion of which was authorized by the
Association at its annual session in
October, 1948, convening with the
West Hickman Baptist Church.

Upon this authorization by the As-
sociation, a committee was elected,
which arranged for teachers and
classes during the winter of 1948-49.
This work made such a favorable im-
pression upon our people in general
that it was decided to organize the
school on a permanent basis. Where-
upon, the Executive Board proceeded
with such organization.

Brother Curry O. Simpson, Pastor
of the First Baptist Church of Clinton,
was elected President of the school;
and the following brethren were
elected to membership on the Board
of Trustees: Galen Hargrove, Beunice
Fleming, Dentis McDaniel, Walter
Williams, Howard Hocker, Calvin
Hudson, T. H. Streeter, Leo Galey,
and Fred Key. This Board of Trustees
upon recommendation from the Ex-
ecutive Board of the Association,
elected O. C. Markham as Executive
Secretary.

The present school year, beginning
September 12, 1949, has seen marked
growth and development. Classes in
both High School and Bible (College
Level) subjects are in progress. Seven
(full or part-time) regular instructors,
along with a number of visiting lec-
turers, are teaching these classes. And
the enrolment has grown until there
are about forty men and women on
the class rolls.

The Board of Trustees now consists
of nine members from the West Ken-
tucky Baptist Association and two
members each from the West Union,
Blood River, and Graves County As-
sociations. The membership of this
enlarged board is as follows: Dentis
McDaniel, Clinton; Leo Galey, Cun-
ningham; L. M. Cunningham, Clinton;
B. A. Fleming, Cunningham; Howard
Hocker, Arlington; Calvin Hudson,
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at Clinton

Bardwell; T. H. Streeter, Hickman;
Fred Key, Fulton; Walter Williams,
Clinton; Paul Weber, Jr., Paducah; R.

Gream, Mayfield; J. R. Barley, May-
field; J. J. Gough, Benton; and T. G.
Shelton, Murray.

For the time being, the school is
using the building of the First Bap-
tist Church at Clinton, Kentucky. This
church and its noble Pastor, Curry O.

Simpson, have been and are very
gracious; and they have had a large
part in establishing and maintaining
the school.

Book Reviews

PROGRESS IN THE CHRISTIAN LIFE.
By Austin Crouch, Broadman Press, Nash-
ville. Cloth 75c¢, paper 50c.

Dr. Austin Crouch is thoroughly
equipped both by Christian experience and
personal growth in grace to write such a
book as this. He has dedicated it ‘“to
Baptist young people in the hope that they
will make a success of the Christian life.”
Long a successful pastor and later the
executive secretary of the Southern Bap-
tist Convention’s Executive Committee, he
has literally given himself to bringing
about a stronger day for Southern Bap-
tists, the deepening of the spiritual life of
the people.

This is a Training Union study course
book for Young People and Adult Unions
and its successful completion secures the
seal for course III, The Christian Life.
But whether or not one is in the Training
Union, this book ought to be read again
and again. We know no one who makes
the plan of salvation and growth in Chris-

tian life piamer than does Dr. Crouch,
and few even approach his clarity of ex-
pression.

There are eight chapters, every one of
them loaded with New Testament truth.
Even pastors will refresh their souls by
reading this big, little book. It abounds
in usable material.

THE LITTLE WORLD OF HOME. By
Dr. Wilfred and Frances Tyler, the Broad-
man Press, Nashville. Price $1.50.

Here is a book you simply do not want
to miss reading. Its mission is to lift the
level of home life, to establish the Chris-
tian ideal. It is written jointly by a Chris-
tian father and mother who themselves
have made a success of home. Dr. Tyler
for thirteen years has been Bible teacher
in Blue Mountain College, and Mrs. Tyler
is a graduate of Mississippi Woman’s Col-
lege and the W. M. U. Training School.

David and His Sling

“What shall we do! What shall we
do! There is no man among us who
is willing to fight a giant as big as
this!”

‘“He has challenged the whole army.
Truly, are we defeated unless some-
one is willing to go against this man
named Goliath.”

Israel’s captain, standing to one
side, once again reviewed his army.
No, it was true; there was not a
soldier who could battle with Goliath.

Goliath of Gath was from the camp
of the Philistines who had gathered
to fight the army of Israel. Saul, who
was Israel’s king at that time, and his
men had made ready for battle, but
they were wholly unprepared to fight
a Philistine giant! The camp of the
Philistines was on a mountain on
one side, and the camp of Israelites
was on a mountain on the other side.
There was a valley between the two
camps. ,

Only a short time ago Goliath had
stood and shouted unto the Hebrew
soldiers: “Choose you a man for you,
and let him come down to me. If he
be able to fight with me, and to kill
me, then will we be your servants: but
if T prevail against him, and kill him,
then shall ye be our servants, and
serve us . . . Give me a man, that
we may fight together.”

When Sz;ul and the men of Israel
heard‘ these words, they were greatly
afraid; and, of course, no Hebrew was
willing to take on the giant. Goliath
was more than seven feet tall. He
hva'd a helmet of brass upon his head,
and wore a coat of armor. He had
pieces of brass covering his legs and
a brass target over his chest, so that
no sword or spear might wound him.

Every morning and evening for
forty days, he came out to dare the
men of Israel.

Among the soldiers of the Israelite
army were three brothers, sons of
Jesse. Jesse’s youngest son was
David, who cared for his father’s
sheep at Bethlehem.

One day Jesse called his son to him
and said: “Take now . . .this parched
corn, and these ten loaves, and run to
the camp to thy brethren; and carry
these ten cheeses unto the captain

. and look how thy brethren fare.”

The next morning David arose
early and, leaving someone else to
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keep the sheep, he took the food and
the present for the captain and went
to the army camp.

As he came near the valley, he saw

-the two armies just going out against

each other. David left the things he
had brought in the carriage, and ran
to greet his brothers before the bat-
tle started. While they were talking,
Goliath made his appearance in the
valley. As at other times, the soldiers
trembled and fled before him.

The men who stood by David told
him 21l about the giant and his threat,
and how there was no one to fight
Goliath. They told David how the
king had offered a reward of great
riches and his own daughter to be
the wife of the man who was willing
to go out against the giant.

Eliab, David’s oldest brother, heard
him talking and became angry with
him, and asked why he was not back
at home tending the sheep. But David
answered Eliab that he had done no
wrong.

When the men saw how interested
and unafraid the boy David was, they
went and told King Saul. Saul asked
for David to come before him.

David talked with Saul, and told
him that he would go out and fight
against the Philistine giant so Israel’s
army could be saved. David said:
“Let no man’s heart fail because of
him; thy servant will go and fight
with this Philistine.”

Saul was very surprised, and an-
swered David that he could not go
out against Goliath, for he was just
a boy, and Goliath had been a man
of war ever since he was a young
man.

Childhood, the most favorable time
for reaching them, will soon be gone
forever. We must seize upon it, and
use this God-given opportunity lest,
alas, it be forever too late. “Train
up a child in the way he should go:
and when he is old, he will not de-
pait’ from it” (Proverbs 92:6) is still
God’s burning exhortation to all his
people. : :

Fortunate indeed is the child who
has forbears like 'Timothy, for
Paul said of Timothy, “That from: a
child thou hast known the holy Scrip-
tures, which are able to make thee
wise unto salvation through faith
which is in Christ Jesus” (2 Timothy
3:16).

But if a child has not such fore-
bears, O beloved, let us not forget
that God has made it our business as
his church to go our length to provide
that child with such a father and such
2 mother. Thank God, we have in
the Cradle Roll Department of our
gunday school, the -means at hand
which are eminently efficient in ac-
complishing this. Every church should
make utmost use of it:

Then again, so many of them will
soon be gone from our midst. Some
will be moving away. Death will
come and tracically take others in
their youth. Let us not delay our
intended efforts to reach them for

May the shortness of our time for
reaching the children for Christ con-
stantly admonish us, as it did our
blessed Lord, who said, “] must work
the works of Him that sent me, while
it is day: the night cometh when no
man can work” (John 9:4).

Please, please, please give gener-
ously to the offering that is to be
taken in the churches throughout our
Convention on Baptist World Al-
liance Sunday, February 5. This of-
fering, following the action of the
Convention at the Oklahoma session
last May, is to go entirely for the Re-
lief Committee of the Baptist World
Alliance with the exception of $4,000
which will go to the over-all pro-
gram of the Alliance.

Contrary to popular pbelief, the re-
lief job is not yet finished in needy
Europe. The last two weeks have
brought distressing calls for added as-
sistance particularly in the Berlin
area and the Eastern zone. In fact,
there are yet thousands upon tens
of thousands who are yet homeless,
hungry and poorly clad.

Since the Relief Committee is now
able to channel supplies into the East-
ern zone, our trucks are carrying all

available food stuffs and clothing into -

the Russian zone where the need con-
tinues to be desperate. The meat
ration, for instance, for the laborer
has been only twenty-five grams per
day (less than one ounce), and many
of the people rarely see meat at all.

With the exception of some feed-
ing centers, and assistance to select
groups of old people and students, the
larger ministry of the Relief Com-
mittee, as to food and clothing, is now
being carried on in the Eastern zone.

The special need, at the moment,
however, is for cash. The Relief
Committee has made great progress
in helping our fellow-Baptist DP’s to
emigrate to the U. S. and elsewhere.
But there are yet other thousands of
our fellow-Baptists who are “refu-
gees” or “expellees” and whose lot
is in many instances much worse than
that of the DP’s. They are living
from hand to mouth wherever a kind

100 Foreign Missionaries
To Be Appointed in 1950

Appointment of 100 new mission-
aries this year was proposed at the
January 5 meeting of the Foreign
Mission Board. This is an increase of
30 over the number appointed in 1949.

“This is a prelude to Advance, get-
ting a running start for the real Ad-
vance to come next year,” Secretary
M. Theron Rankin stated.

The Board appointed two new mis-
sionaries and one contract worker at
its January meeting. Dr. and Mrs.
H. F. Peacock, Jr., of Arizona and
North Carolina, will serve at the in-
ternational Baptist seminary in Zur-
ich, Switzerland, and Miss Anna Mae
Wollerman of Arkansas will serve
in Brazil. Mr. Peacock, a chaplain
during the war, is teaching at the
Louisville seminary. Miss Woller-
man has served two and a half years
in Brazil as an independent mission-
ary.

China Work is not Curtailed

Dr. Baker J. Cauthen sent a written
report on the Orient just before he
left Hongkong for India enroute to
the United States. Mission work in
the territory recently taken over by
Chinese Communists has not been
curtailed and national Baptist leaders
here and in northern areas are per-
mitted to travel about the country to
visit their work.

Pastor M. C. Fan of Hwanghsien,
elected traveling secretary for the
North China Baptist Convention at a
meeting of the convention’s executive
committee in Tsingtao, urged all
Chinese workers to return to the in-
terior places as early as possible to
build up the work of the churches.

Dr. Daniel Fu, vice-president of the
Board of Trustees of the University
of Shanghai, has been elected acting
president since the resignation of Dr.
Henry Lin. Students in the univer-
sity number 1,234, more than half of
them freshmen and about one fourth
of them Christians. Dr. Fu, a Chris-
tian layman, has stated his purpose of
maintaining the Christian character
of the institution.

Only medical missionaries and
wives of men already in China have
been able to obtain permits to enter
the country. Missionaries who have
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requested re-entry permits have been
refused.

Mining the waters of China ports
by the Nationalists may mean heavy
loss of life, Dr. Cauthen says, because
many of the passengers on ships sail-
ing from Hongkong for the ports
carry Chinese people returning to
their homes.

Missionary Education Council

The Missionary Education Council
of Southern Baptist agencies met in
Richmond January 4-6 to discuss mis-
sion study themes and printed and
visual materials to implement their
use in study groups.

Themes chosen for 1952 are “Ad-
vance in New Fields” for foreign mis-
sions and “Home Missions Meeting
Human Needs.” Next year’s study
themes are Latin American missions
and “The Urban Church Serving its
Community” for home missions.

Mr. George W. Schroeder of the
Baptist Brotherhood was elected
chairman of the Council. Dr. Frank
K. Means of the Foreign Mission
Board was elected vice-chairman and
Miss Mary Christian of the Sunday
School Board secretary. Miss Juliette
Mather of the Woman’s Missionary
Union presided at the January meet-
ing in Richmond.

The sixth annual meeting of the
Council will be held at Nashville,
January 2-4, next year.

Board Receives Surprise Package

Secretary M. Theron Rankin cas-
ually opened a brown paper parcel
marked “Printed Matter” that ap-
peared on his desk with the accumu-
lation of mail over the Christmas
holidays. Just as casually he opened
the first of eight envelopes he found
inside.

It contained fifty $20 bills—a thous-
and dollars in cash. Each of the other
envelopes contained fifty $20 bills,
with one extra bill that may have
been put in through an error in
counting. A total of $8,020.

Hurriedly Dr. Rankin fished the
brown wrapping out of the waste
basket. But there was no return ad-
dress. The donor remains anonymous.

Tokyo Mail Destroyed by Fire .

Much of the Christmas mail sent to
missionaries in Tokyo was destroyed

when the Mission Post Office (APO
500) at Tokyo burned to the ground
December 27. No Christmas mail had
been put up since the preceding Sun-
day. Nothing was saved from the
fire.

The Japan Mission has asked the
Foreign Mission Board office to dup-
licate all mail written after December
12 and addressed to the APO post

-office. (This does not apply to mail

sent to a Japanese post office or to
the missionary’s house address).

Churches or individuals who sent
Christmas mail to missionaries at the
APO address will understand, if they
should fail to receive acknowledge-
ment-from the Tokyo missionaries,
that the mail was probably destroyed
in the fire.

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Southern Baptists Comment on Myron C.
Taylor’s Resignation; Urge No Successor

WASHINGTON, D. C.—(BP)—The
resignation of Myron C. TAYLOR as
PrESIDENT TRUMAN’S personal ambas-
sador to the Vatican brought im-
mediate rejoicing to Protestant lead-
ers and groups, who have repeatedly
called on the President to abolish the
special post Taylor held. Taylor had
served as personal envoy to the Pope
for ten years. He was first named
to the post by President Franklin D.
Roosevelt.

Dr. JosepH M. DAwWSON, executive
director of the Joint Conference Com-
mittee on Public Relations of Baptists

-of the United States, with offices here,
‘wired the President immediately upon

announcement of Taylor’s resigna-

‘tion:* “On behalf of 14,000,000 Bap-

tists in the United States who have
consistently protested Myron Taylor’s
appointment to the Vatican I wish to
express satisfaction that he is no long-
er the occasion of controversy and na-
tional disunity. Our earnest hope is
that in complete recognition of the
American principle of separation be-
tween church and state, Mr. Taylor
will have no successor in the office he
has held.”

Dr. DawsoN had predicted that
eventually Taylor would resign and
thus relieve the President from with-
drawing him in fulfillment of a prom-
ise made in June 1946 when he was
visited by a group of representatives
from seven Protestant denominations.
The group presented the President
with resolutions stating that the

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President’s personal representative to
the Vatican was “unauthorized,” “un-
constitutional,” and “contrary to the
historic American principle of the
separation of church and state.”

The delegation reported they were
given assurance that the appointment
of Taylor was ‘“‘a temporary expedient
to give the President the fullest op-
portunity to make his contribution to
the peace, that it might terminate at
an early date but would certainly
terminate with the signing of the
peace treaties.”

“It "occurs -to me,” Dawson said,
“that Mr. Truman will discover that
whatever  political advantage there
may be in retaining the favor of Ro-
man Catholics, a minority in this
country, he will conclude there is
more support to come from a right
attitude on this matter from Protes-
tants who constitute, with those who
think like them, more than 70 per
cent of the people in the nation.”

Dr. Louie D. NEwToN, Atlanta Bap-
tist pastor, who as president of the
Southern Baptist Convention in 1946
was a member of the delegation that
visited the President, commented on
the resignation of Taylor: “It is ear-
nestly hoped that the President will
use the advantage of the Taylor resig-
nation to terminiate U. S. relations
with the Vatican, which he promised
in June 1946 he would do at an early
date. This emergency appointment
threatens to become a permanent ar-
rangement already embodying full-
time services of at least one career
diplomat and embassy staff costing
taxpayers $40,000 annually. Con-
gress ended original diplomatic re-
lations with the Vatican in 1867 stat-
ing that no money shall be paid for
support of American legation at Rome
after June 20 unless Congress author-
izes and approves resumption of dip-
lomatic relation with the Vatican. The
President assumes great responsibility
in continuing the present arrange-
ment.”

Dr. Duke K. McCaLL, executive
secretary of the Executive Committee
of the Southern Baptist Convention,
said in Nashville, Tenn.: “In private
conversation President Harry Tru-
man has indicated that he felt justi-
fied in continuing the appointment of
Myron Taylor as special ambassador
to the Vatican because it was a matter

inherited from the Franklin D. Roose-
velt administration. Without in any-
wise approving the continuation, some
of us have been able to understand the
President’s position. We rejoice now
that without embarrassment to any
part of his political constituency he is
relieved of his problem and may free-
ly chart his own course.

“It would be appropriate at this
time for all who have repeatedly
petitioned the recall of Myron Taylor
to send a personal communication to
the President indicating rejoicing that
this embarrassing relationship is now
terminated and urging that regardless
of the pressure no successor be ap-
pointed.” '

At Nassau Revival

NASSAU, Bahama Islands—(BP)—
A Baptist “goodwill tour in the
Bahamas has turned into an evange-
listic crusade, according to Dr. Guy
A. Bellamy, leader of a group of six
laymen and ministers now visiting
Negro churches of the island.

He writes, “The greatest experience
of my life. We had more than 50 pro-
fessions of faith last night. We lost
count of exact number. The building
is full. Every inch taken. They sit
on laps, stand in aisles, in doors, win-
dows, more out in the street than in-
side. We have a P. A. outside. We
move to school auditorium tonight.
Since Sunday night we have had
more than 80 professions. Never in
my life saw such rich field and such
a response.”
