A call to preach means that the preacher is to get his message
from God. In the Bible it is to be noticed that, sometimes at least,
the prophet’s commission and his message came to him in the same

give the commission without the message, nor the message without
the commission. The commission was always a commission to com-
municate the particular message given and the message was always

a message to be communicated.

There is no such thing as one’s
having an orthodox message without
a missionary spirit. The lack of a
missionary spirit vitiates the message.
“A church that will not spread the
gospel does not understand the gos-
pel.” The mission and the message
are inseparable.

The Gospel Is the
Preacher’s Message

Paul did not say: “Woe is me if I do
not preach.” He said: “Woe is me if
I preach not the gospel.” He said also
that if any man preach any other gos-
pel than the one Paul had received
and preached, let him be accursed.
God does not call men to preach just
anything; he calls them to preach the
gospel of Christ. Many men are
preaching today who, according fo
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their own testimony, have not re-
ceived any special call. And you can
count pretty safely on one thing: they
are not preaching the gospel of
Christ. The God-called man is to

. proclaim the God-given message, and

the message is given to be preached
to the world. I have heard men preach
(at least, they called it that), who
said they were not divinely called.
By listening to their message I con-
cluded that on that point they were
correct, but that they were mistaken
in thinking that they were preaching
the gospel.

The Gospel Must Be Given Away

The gospel is a divinely given mes-
sage, and the commission to preach it
is a divinely given commission. We

cannot keep the message without ful-
filling the mission and we cannot ful-
fill the mission without proclaiming
the message. That means that we
cannot keep this gospel without giving
it away. And we cannot give it to
others unless it is first given to us.
Like the manna in the desert, the gos-
pel decays if hoarded.

Some will object that this narrows
the preacher’s message, restricts the
range of his thinking and gives him
no room for originality.

In one sense it does all that. His
message is limited to the gospel. of
Christ. The preacher may range be-
yond that in his thinking; but if he
does so, so far as spiritual truth is
concerned, he will only range over
barren deserts and empty wastes. He
cannot discover truth except as God
has revealed it. But this objection
after all is based on a superficial view
of things. The gospel of Christ is as
wide as man’s spiritual need and as
deep as the mysteries of God. There
is plenty of room here for any in-
tellectual giant to exercise all his
powers; but he will miss the way
unless he does so in humble depend-
ence on God.

Message and Commission Are
From Same Source

The preacher, then, is to get his
message from the same source from
which he gets his commission to
preach. The message and the com-
mission come from the same source.
This means that there can be no ef-
fective preaching unless the preacher
lives in fellowship with God.

I do not believe in mysticism in the
sense of direct and unmediated fel-
lowship with God—that 1is, the -
preacher is not to receive his mes-
sage apart from the Bible and all
other means. But I do believe in
mysticism in the sense of a touch of
the Spirit of God on the spirit of man
that illumines and guides the mind of
man. Without this, preaching is net
preaching. Without this element, men
may talk sociological reform, ethical
culture, cultural development—they
may advocate and promote a thousand
good things; but they will not, cannot,
in the true sense, preach the gospel
of Christ.

«TOGETHER”

Presidential Address Delivered Before the
Louisiana Baptist Convent ion at Monroe, Louisiana

“All that believed were together, and had all things common.”—

Acts 2:44.

As Louisiana Baptists enter their second century of service for
their Saviour, one word above all others portrays their miraculous

progress during their first hundred years.

That one word is “to-

gether.” As we think of the forward march into this second century
of our Convention with its 1,000 independent, sovereign New Testa-
ment churches, with a membership of 263,207 born-again, blood-
washed, baptized believers, one word prophesies our future progress.
That likewise is the one word, “together.”

As we think of that larger fellow-
ship in our Southern Baptist Conven-
tion with 26,822 independent, sover-
eign churches, with a membership of
6,491,981 born-again, blood-washed,
baptized believers, one word above all
others needs to be upon our hearts and
in our minds; that is the word ‘“to-
gether.” Napoleon Bonaparte once
said, “Conquest has made me and con-
quest must maintain me.” To para-
phrase the words of the little Corsi-
can, may we Baptists now say, “Being
together has made us and staying to-
gether will maintain us.”

What beauty, what loveliness, and
what excellence this word portrays.
It tells of a beautiful building with its
lines falling in perfect symmetry. It
pictures a lovely flower that is com-
pact and united in giving forth its
beauty and fragrance. It de-ccribes a
garden that is laid out row upon row,
bed beside bed, in orderliness and in
attractiveness.

What harmony, what resonance,
and what music this word baspeaks!
1t tells of a glorious symphony with all
the instruments in tune following the
score of music and giving perfect har-
mony. The word presents a majestic
choir wherein all the members lift
their voices together in praise to the
blessed Lord. It tells of a magnificent
oratorio like Handel’s “Messiah” or
Haydn’s = “Creation,” wherein the
glories of God are sung with majestic
precision and perfect harmony.

What precision of performance
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and accuracy of accomplishment this
word portrays. It describes a beautiful
and intricate mechanism like a fine
watch wherein all of the wheels and
springs are in place and each one
functions with perfect relationship to
the others, keeping perfect time. It
pictures the giant motor in an airplane
or in a Deisel engine moving through
the air or down on the track with pre-
cision of performance and efficiency
which evokes from all men deserved
and ardent admiration.

What matchless coordination, con-
centration, and cooperation is suggest-
ed in this word “together!” It pictures
a well-trained, skilled football team
out on the field of action, playing the
game to win, moving forward against
its powerful opponent. It also portrays
a mighty army going into battle
against its powerful enemy. The sol-
diers stand shoulder to shoulder, the
enemy is overcome, and victory is as-
sured. This word dominated the
thinking and the living of the Chris-
tians in the first century, for only in a
spirit of “togetherness” could they
have won as they did. Charles Jeffer-
son reminds us, “An easy going Chris-
tianity could not have survived the
first century.” :

But observe that only the believers
were together. The text from Acts
2:44 says, “All .that believed were to-
gether.” Unbelievers cannot get to-
gether, they never can get together,
they never will get together. TUn-

believers always give inharmony and
discord. They always produce friction
and inefficiency. They may be listed
on the church roll, but they never can
get together with the believers for it
is just not in their nature to “be to-
gether” with the believers.

The text indicates to us the mar-
velous process of assimilation that
took place on Pentecost. Early that
morning, ‘“the number of names was
120.” However, on the evening of that
day, the number was 3,000 over that
number, thus that heterogeneous mass
became a homogeneous unit by the
power of that one thought, “All that
believed were together.”

Together in Doctrine and Devotion

Immediately following Pentecost,
the early church is described in these
words, “They continued steadfastly in
the apostle’s doctrine.” The 3,000 con-
verts on Pentecost came from seven-
teen different racial groups, and these
new converts were ignorant of the full
content of Christian doctrine. But
they were eager. And while there
were seventeen different groups
of them, yet they were all united in
this common faith. The content of
their doctrine was not complete, but
the power of their faith to receive it
was very strong. They were told of
Christ’s virgin birth, of His diety, of
His sinlessness, of His miraculous
power, of His vicarious substitutionary
death, of His glorious resurrection,
His marvelous ascension and His
blessed return, and they were united
in their devotion to such a great
Lord. Their doctrine made them de-
voted.

There are evil tidings abroad
throughout the land today which
would have us think that doctrine is
unimportant. With enthusiasm they
tell us, “It doesn’t matter what a man
believes, just so he is all right.” This
viewpoint applied in other realms
would say to you, “Go into the drug
store and drink from every bottle on
the shelf of the pharmacist and it
won’t hurt you, just so you are all
right to start with.” Baptists, as Bible
believers, must repect in toto this mis-
chievous point of view.

A Real Mission Work in Colombia

BARRANQUILLA, COLOMBIA—
Only nine years old, the Colombian
Mission of the Baptist Foreign Mis-
sion Board includes all three of the
basic missionary activities—preach-
ing, teaching, and healing. On this
our last stop in a tour of the con-
tinent, we were met by the missionary
in charge, HowARrDp L. SHOEMAKE.

It was Saturday. MRr. AND MRs.
SHOEMAKE took us to Central Baptist
Church after supper. “Here’s where
we’ll get leaders for our churches in
this country,” HowArp said as he
showed us through the patio and a
corridor to a lighted playground
which is part of the church’s educa-
tional plant.

Fifty or 60 children and young peo-

ple were hard at play, yelling, shriek-
ing, racing, playing ball, and throw-
ing goals. The concrete floor and the
cement walls surrounding the area
made it clean and safe. With the ar-
rival of the SHOEMAKES and MISSION-
ARY CrEa RIDENOUR, organized play
got under way—volley ball for the
older ones, circle games for the
youngsters.
- Among a people who have never
learned how to lose gracefully, who
consider winning more important than
playing, and who do not understand
the principles of good sportsmanship,
a playground is a useful technique in
Christian education. It is also a means
to evangelism.

“See the one-armed man over
there,” HowARrD said when he dropped
out of the game to get his second
wind. We had marveled at the skill
with which the amputee handled the
volley ball. “He was an Olympic
basketball star until the accident that
took his arm. He was fit for suicide
when he happened to pass here one
Saturday night, and now he is one of
our best members.

“The man in the back row next to
the boy who just served—the one-
armed man brought him. He’s a
lawyer. He first came in just six
months ago. He directs our play
program for the children now. He’s
in the church membership class we
hold once a week.”
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Others were pointed out—a fifteen-
year-old wrestler who has shown
great promise as a preacher; a teen-
age girl, good at fencing and an ex-
cellent worker with children. “We’ll
get the native leaders we need from
this playground,” SHOEMAKE repeated.

As the two-hour program came to
an end and the group set to work
putting away the equipment, HowARrD
indicated another lad. ‘“You saw him
stroll in here tonight with two other
boys. Now, you see, his buddies have
gone but he preferred to stay till the
last minute. He’ll be back next Sat-
urday,” Howarp said with confidence.
When the boy bade him “Adios,” the
missionary mentioned ‘“Escuela
Dominical (Sunday school)” for the

next morning, and the new boy nod-
ded.

The Central Baptist Church has 700
members, a big Sunday school, and a
thriving elementary day school. It
has three daughter churches in as
many sections of Barranquilla—San
Felipe, San Isidro, and Rebolo—and a
clinic at San Felipe which will be a
50-bed hospital in another year. It
also has daughter churches in Sabana-
larga, Cartagena, and Bogota (the
capital) and the hope of a seminary in
Cali.

The GeEraLD RIDDELLS welcomed us
to Colombia when we flew in from
Lima and LaPaz to Bogota. We found
evidences of the violence of the 1949
revolution, and considerable appre-
hension about the prospects for 1950,
but the missionaries anticipate build-
ing plans for the Baptist church which
now meets in a rented second-story
hall.

Harcis recently purchased a little
home, with a few acres, out on the
Preston Road near Louisville. Mg.
Harars says he’s going to keep house
and run the place. And, if he’s as
good a housekeeper as he is a Sunday
school worker, Mrs. Harcis will have
an easy time at home. Here is
BROTHER HARGIS’ story, told in his own
words:

A Glimpse At My Sunday
School Work In Kentucky

By C. P. Hargis

During the week of June 10, 1914, I
had my first glimpse of a well organ-
ized, graded Sunday school, by study-
ing the Normal Manual undér the in-
struction  of our State Sunday School
Secretary at that time.

Soon after, I became superintendent
of a mission in Somerset, which later
became the HIiGH STREET BAPTIST
CruUrcH. I carried on a fully organ-
ized Sunday school, graded on the age
basis, having a weekly officers’ and
teachers’ meeting. My experience
there proved to me that Southern
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Baptists have a worthwhile program
of work.

Pulaski County

During this period I was asked to
become a missionary in Pulaski Coun-
ty Association, and I was given at
least one month to make my decision.
After much prayer and careful think-
ing about the will of God for my life,
I definitely decided it was the thing
the Lord wanted me to do.

I acted as supply pastor when it was
necessary, taught study courses in
both B.Y.P.U. and Sunday school
work. At that time the study course
books were not so plentiful in all
lines of our work: and I soon found
myself in need of more knowledge
and greater wisdom for the work.

Upon the advice and encouragement
of my pastor, W. E. HUNTER, I decided
to attend the Baptist Bible Institute
in New Orleans and made all arrange-
ments to go.

I Met W. A. Gardiner

As I was returning from Stearns,
Kentucky, where I had supplied the
pulpit that Sunday, I met W. A.
GARDINER and his wife as they were
returning on the train to Louisville
from a rural church near Pine Knot.

To my surprise, BROTHER GARDINER
came to me and called me by name—
the first time we had met. We sat
down together and were soon well
acquainted.

Just before I left the train BROTHER
GARDINER said, “I understand you are
thinking about going to New Orleans
to attend the Baptist Bible Institute.
Please let me know when you are
through.”

When I finished my work in New
Orleans, and with my family had re-
turned to Somerset, I kept my promise
and notified BROTHER (GARDINER.

Within a few days I received a let-
ter from Dgr. C. M. THOMPSON, our
state secretary at that time, saying,
“Come to Louisville to a meeting of

the state workers and we will pay
your expenses.” That week, June 1,
1923, I became an employee of the
State Mission Board.

Early Experiences

My first experience as an employee
of the State Mission Board was a
week at Carlisle, Ky., with the state
Sunday school and B.Y.P.U. secre-
taries, in a study course for both de-
partments the same week.

Following this, for sixteen days, 1
was in a church-to-church campaign
in Wayne County speaking twice each
day and eating fried chicken from one
to three times a day. That was a
glorious beginning!

In Retrospect

I have thoroughly enjoyed the work
through these almost 27 years. The
Lord has wonderfully blessed me in
my work as Sunday School TField
Worker. He has richly blessed me
with physical strength to do the work,
and for all His goodness I am grate-
full

I have had many delightful ex-
periences as well as some not so de-
lightful. But the delightful experi-
ences have overbalanced the others.
I have nothing to boast about. If I
have accomplished anything worth-
while, to God be the glory—all of it!

Here is somewhat of a general sum-
mary of my work in campaigns in
study courses. This does not include

clinics, conventions, nor planning
meetings.

Anyone who is-aware of the times
must notice with grave concern the
growing tendency in many quarters
either to belittle, oppose, ignore or
talk down our distinctive doctrines.
The deadly virus of an inane and in-
sipid theology, a spineless and convic-
tionless preaching, is contaminating
the land throughout its length and
breadth with the result that many
“are weak and sickly among us,” suf-
fering from spiritual malnutrition,
theological astigmatism and doctrinal
anemia. The proponents of a bloodless
religion, a liberal theology, and a so-
called “social Gospel” make vocal
their hue and cry, their self-styled in-
tellectualism and psuedo-spiritual ap-
peal wreak havoc among many who
truly believe the Book. Some surren-
der supinely, others sit in compla-
cency, and others because of fear of
criticism are as silent as a sphinx on
our Baptist distinctives,

There is needed today as never be-
fore a revival of old-fashioned, old-
time Bible preaching of the “faith
once for all delivered unto the saints,”
a preaching which ‘“shuns not to de-
clare the whole counsel of God.” If
Bible believers will become as aggres-
sive and as vocal as Bible scoffers, a
new day will dawn. Baptists either
have a distinctive message or they do
not have a distinctive message. If
they do not have a distinctive mes-
sage, then they should, in common
sense and as an economy measure,
join some other denomination. How-
ever, if they do have a distinctive mes-
sage, and bless God they do, then they
should be declaring that message in a
spirit of love but with a glorious pow-
er of certainty and positive preaching.
This means more than that we should
have a little study course once a year
in the book, “What Baptists Believe,”
taught down in a corner basement
room to a handful of “the faithful.”
It means that we should, in season
and out of season, with a renewed
zeal and holy vigor “speak the truth
in love.” Let us become as zealous for
the truth as it is in Christ as other
groups are against the truth.

New Testament Christians believed
something. They knew what they
believed and why they believed it.
They were true to the inspired Word
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of God as they recelvea it. They be-
lieved in the divinity, the diety of
Jesus Christ, including His virgin
birth, His sinless life, His miraculous
power, His vicarious substitutionary
death on the cross, His bodily resur-
rection, His visible ascension, and His
blessed return. They believed in bap-
tism by immersion only; they believed
in the autonomy and independence of
the local church; they believed in the
security of the believers and they be-
lieved in giving the Gospel of Christ
to the whole world. They lived their
beliefs out in devotion to Christ and
many of them gave their own blood
as martyrs since they were ready to
die for their faith. Yes, they were to-
gether in doctrine and devotion,

The rank and file of our Baptist
people are together in doctrine. By
and large our preachers, our denomi-
national leaders, and our educational
institutions are together in their loyal-
ty to the fundamentals of the faith.
And the rare cases among us of devia-
tion from doctrine cannot be effec-
tively dealt with by constitutional
amendments nor by setting up a “Bap-
tist Gestapo” who will have carte
blanche to chop off heads right and
left. They should be dealt with pati-
ently and in a spirit of brotherly love
just as Priscilla and Aquilla took
Apollos aside and “showed him the
way of the Lord more perfectly.” A
positive and forceful proclamation of
the truth of the Word of God will
cause the offending brethren either
to mend their doctrines and their
ways or cause them tc “fold their
tents like the Arabs and to silently
steal away.”

Together in Prayer and Fellowship

These disciples, these three thou-
sand converted at Pentecost, were
separated from their nation and its
religion, from their people and their
customs. By their very situation they
were driven together as sheep are
driven together when wolves are
prowling around. They were drawn
together in a close Christian fellow-
ship. Being individually weak they
held on to one another for strength.
Like glimmering embers on the hearth
are raked together until they break
into a flame, so were these disciples

drawn together by the cords of Chris-
tian love. And being united in Chris-
tian fellowship, the power of God

* worked through them to make a tre-

mendous impact upon the world in
their day.

But the circumstances of that day
are past. We live in a different day.
The tendencies of this day are rather
to drive people apart. We see differ-
ences of position, differences of occu-
pation, of culture, differences in ways
of looking at things. We need today
to do much to cultivate a sense of
mutual understanding and love for
our brethren. We need to develop a
spirit of kindliness instead of harsh-
ness; a spirit of understanding instead
of criticism. s

The spirit of fellowship among
Louisiana Baptists was never finer.
The remarkable progress which our
organized work in the State has made
under the capable leadership of our
esteemed Secretary is evidence of the
fact that we are united in fellowship.
We seem to be of one mind—to do the
will of Christ and to advance His cause
and give the Gospel to men. It is very
singular that in all our Baptist ranks
in Louisiana there is not a single, not
one, cantankerous and disturbing ele-
ment fighting our organized work.
There is not one yellow sheet or paper
published in our State to serve as in=-
filtration of the fifth columnists of
anti-missions. Let us labor and pray
to keep our fellowship unmarred.
When controversial issues arise, let
us enter every discussion with a fra-
ternal spirit of mutual respect, love
and admiration. Oh, my beloved
brethren, let us stay together!

Let us keep the word “together”
in bold face type when we write the
story of our Southern Baptist fellow=
ship. We Southern Baptists are al-
ways the marvel of, and often the
envy of, some of our evangelical
brethren. They cannot understand
how six and a half million Baptists,
working through 26,000 churches,
stay together and make the progress
which we have made these 104 years
of our Convention work. Here we are
without any centralized authority,
without any ecclesiastical dictator-
ship, without any ‘“cabinet of bishops®”
and yet we continue to grow by leaps
and bounds and to increase our pro-

gram of giving the Gospel of Christ-

to the world. The answer to how we
do it is a simple word. It is the word
of our text, “together.” The spirit of
voluntary cooperation has character-
ized Baptists and has been the genius
of our work. Let us keep it so.

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Pastor J. Marvin Adams Dies Suddenly
In The Middlesboro Hospital

MIDDLESBORO, Ky., February 27.
—The funeral of PasTOR J. MARVIN
Apams was held today at the First
Baptist Church of this city, where he
has been the minister for the last
twelve years. The service was con-
ducted by Dr. T. D. BROWN, Pineville.

Dr. Brown said that the Middles-
boro pastor was a good witness in his
character, his commitment to his
life-work, to his confession, to speak
out clearly on all issues, and that he
was a good witness in his contribution
in establishing a Christian home, and
in being a great pastor and denomina-
tional servant.

Dr. Brown stated that Dr. Adams
was useable because of his commit-
ment to do God’s will. “Dr. Adams
doubtless spent more volunteer hours
in serving on various committees and
boards than any other man in our
state,” said Dr. Brown.

The church was lined with flowers
from friends near and afar. J. C.
Dance, of Harriman, Tennessee, a
long-time friend of the family, led
in prayer.

The Middlesboro pastor was born
December 13, 1897, in Nelson County,
Kentucky. He attended Nelson Coun-
ty School, graduated from George-
town College and the Southern Semi-
nary. He was pastor of the Cyn-
thiana Baptist Church twelve years
before going to Middlesboro. His
early pastorates before going to Cyn-
thiana were: Dry Run, in Scott Coun-
ty; Butler, Ky.; Short Creek, in
Pendleton County; and Millersburg,
Ky. He was the alumni secretary of
Georgetown College in 1924-25.

At the last meeting of the General
Association of Baptists in Kentucky
he was elected an assistant moderator
of that body, and has frequently
served that body in many capacities.
In former years he was president of
the Kentucky Baptist Assembly, mem-

Rev. Levi Vincent died recently in
Covington. He had been pastor of a
number of churches in northern and
eastern Kentucky. He was a former
student of Georgetown College, and in
recent years, since his retirement from
the pastorate, was a member of the
South Side Baptist Church of Cov-
ington,

Trustee and Vice President of the
Board of Georgetown College, and
long represented Baptists on the
Board of the Anti-Saloon League of
Kentucky. Also he was president of
the old Kentucky Baptist Education
Society.

Appalling Needs on Foreigh Fields

Addressing the student body and faculty of
Southwestern Seminary some time back Dr. FRaNk
K. MEeaNs, secretary of education and promotion
for the Foreign Mission Board, declared that
Southern Baptists are now attempting to increase
by one thousand the number of foreign mission-

aries now on the fields.

This one thousand, if sent, will lack only 511
of equalling the total number of missionaries
Southern Baptists have sent out in the last one

hundred years—1,511.

Following SECRETARY MEANS’ appeal, fourteen
students responded and dedicated their lives to
foreign mission service. RarLpH CHURCHILL, di-
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rector of publicity for the seminary, estimates that
Southwestern will have to furnish five or six hun-
dred of the one thousand if they are to be sent.

Dr. MEANS, stressing the great need for mis-
sionaries, told of the death of Miss ALBERTINE
Meapow which took place after she had spent only
two years on her Brazilian field. Her Brazilian
associates, not realizing that Southern Baptists
had no missionary to take her place, thought our
Foreign Mission Board had refused to send another
because it was felt she had been mistreated. It
was hard to let them know the actual truth—more
than six million Southern Baptists and with a
total wealth running into the very high brackets
and with many, many ministers and trained work-
ers, actually had no missionary to take Miss Mea-
pow’s place. Not enough missionaries, and not
enough money to send them and maintain them!
And we call ourselves Missionary Baptists!

Dr. MEans also told of the great sacrifice by
the president of the seminary in Guatemala. The
small salary paid him did not even permit him to
have the bare necessities of life. Our Foreign
Mission Board gave him a small salary supplement.
What did he do with it? He promptly turned it
over to a fellow worker who was more poverty
stricken than he.

We cannot keep from wondering how thou-
sands will feel, in the great day of reckoning,
when they who received and kept large salaries
stand alongside those who really suffered for the
gospel’s sake; when those who turned deaf ears
to -the broken-hearted call of tired workers in
foreign lands, and elected to spend their lives in
comfort at home, see at last the tragic result of
their self-loving decision. We wonder what will
take place then, when churches which had near
adequate equipment—at least far better than the
missionaries had on foreign fields—see at last the
awful results of spending their wealth at home
while mission stations, thinly manned, beg for per-
sonnel and means to even halfway carry on for
Christ!

Do you wonder why we do not have the great
revival for which we say we pray? Do you won-
der why the HorLy SpiriT does not come on us in
power? Do you wonder why only a few hundreds
of thousands are won to Christ when there ought
to be millions at home and abroad? God will not
bless disobedience either in the individual or the
church! His great outpouring of grace and power
will not come on us until we, from the heart, obey
His command to “go into all the world and preach
the gospel to every creature.”

These are days when Southern
Baptists need to be alert. This is the
day when we who believe in our pro-
gram, our leaders, and our institutions
need to be as vocal in our loyalty to
these things as certain disturbing ele-
ments are in opposition to them. Some-
times I fear that many of us are blind
optimists who stay quiet about the
things we believe in. Let us today of
all days follow the injunction of Paul
given in Romans 16:17, “Brethren,
mark them which cause divisions and
offences contrary to the doctrine
which ye have learned; and avoid
them.” There have always been
among Southern Baptists those who
cause divisions. There have always
been those who opposed our work,
who had no sympathy for it, and who
had no part in it.

As Southern Baptists continue to
stay together, our brethren in each
section need to have a most courteous
and considerate attitude toward the
brethren in other sections. For in-
stance, there are the East-West dif-
ferences of viewpoint. We would say
to the beloved brethren of Virginia:
“Be patient with and understanding
toward the brethren from California
and the new territories of our Conven-
tion. Do not be too quick to brand
them as radicals, extremists and
trouble-makers. Welcome them
whole heartedly into our full-orbed
Southern Baptist life.” By the same
token we would say to the brethren
from California and the newer ter-
ritories: “Do not look with critical
eye upon the brethren from Virginia
and the older territories of the Con-
vention. Do not brand them as
traditionalists, moss-backs and theo-
logical liberals.” At the same time
lend absolutely no encouragement to
the idea that we of the West, we the
new territories of the Convention,
will ‘take over’ so to speak and change
everything the Southern Baptist Con-
vention has been doing. Let all of us
be gracious, cordial, understanding,
and above all, Christian, in our at-
titude toward one another.

Only by staying together can we
stay strong. We need to remember the
tactics Hitler employed in conquering
the low countries, at'the beginning of
World War II. “Divide and conquer”
was his strategy. Our modern enemies
would employ the same tactics to
weaken, to vitiate and destroy the
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work of Southern Baptists. The early
church “Prayed themselves together;”
hence they presented a solid front
against the common enemy. Only
in this manner can we today impress
a gainsaying and sinful world, Let us
make as our theme song,

“We are not divided,

All one body we,

One in faith and doctrine,
One in charity.”

Together in Worship and Witnessing

Those early disciples placed the
church with its services and its pro-
gram in a prominent place in their
lives and in their thinking. “They con-
tinued daily with one accord in the
temple.” Our churches need all our
people in our work and worship, for
such a church will be a witnessing
church. How inspiring and how im-
pressive it is upon the unsaved to see
a church filled during its service,
united, enthusiastic, interested in
doing the work of our blessed Saviour.

They were together in their wit-
nessing. They witnessed to the real-
ity of the spiritual; they witnessed
to the saving power of Jesus Christ;
they witnessed in their lives to the
genuineness of their conversion ex-
perience; even through persecution
and affliction they continued to wit-
ness. - One of the greatest compli-
ments ever paid to any people is found
in Acts 5:42, “And daily in the
temple, and in every house, they ceas-
ed not to teach and preach Jesus
Christ.” Oh how we today need to be
imbued with the same spirit of per-
sonal, individual soul-winning and of
public proclamation of the Gospel of
Jesus Christ. The early church was
a victorious church because it was a
witnessing church. Many of our
churches today flounder around in the
shallows of defeat because they have
lost their witness. The early church
was a soul-winning, evangelistic, mis-
sionary church. May the Lord Jesus
Christ grant that our churches today
shall be the same! We have a Christ
to proclaim; we have a Gospel to give;
we have a message to deliver. Let us
deliver it; let us not be taken up in our
time with little inconsequential, un-
important trivialities, but let’s keep
our hearts set on the main task of
making, of baptizing, of teaching
disciples. Let us stay together in our
worship and in our witnessing,

Together in Sacrifice and Surrender

One of the first lessons these new
converts learned was the lesson re-
garding their relationship to their
possessions. Acts 2:45 declares, “And
sold their possessions and goods, and
parted them to all men, as every man
had need.” Acts 4:32 further declares,
“Neither said any of them that ought
of the things which he possessed was
his own; but they had all things com-
mon.” Each of them, regardless of his
ability, gave of what he had to help
others and to advance the cause of
Christ.

Our glorious Cooperative Program
is one of the greatest plans for staying
together that we can possibly think of.
It is rooted in the example of the early
church. It gives to every church and
to every Baptist an opportunity of
sharing in everything dear to the
heart of our Saviour and every cause
which we Baptists propose to advance.
We do not simply give to the Coopera-
tive Program; we give through the
Cooperative Program to the world-
wide causes dear to the heart of our
Saviour. The challenging program of
Louisiana Baptists and Southern Bap-
tists for 1950 calls for the best in
sacrificial giving and in surrender of
self and substance of all our people.

We will stay together as we stay
united in a great task, as we work
together, as we serve together, as we
sacrifice together. There is no place,
there is no time, there is no occasion
for drifting apart.

Special Committee
Recommends Southern

Baptists Produce Movies

DALLAS, Tex.—(BP)—The South-
ern Baptist Convention should set up
its own studios to produce religious
movies, a committee of Southwide
Baptist leaders recommended here.

The suggestion was offered in a re-
port of a special committee appointed
by the SBC Executive Committee to
study means to get better sound and
silent motion pictures and film strips
for showing in churches and institu-
tions. The report asked “that South-
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ern Baptists should approach serious-
ly and with great vision the matter of
audio visual education.”

The report will go to the Executive
Committee and then will be presented
to the Convention in Chicago in May.
If the committee’s suggestions are
carried out, Southern Baptists will
produce sound and silent movies and
film strips of an educational-religious
nature to be sold or rented to South-
ern Baptists.

The Sunday School Board was sug-
gested as the agency to handle the
audio visual aid business. The com-
mittee’s report said: “Since, in the
province of God, Southern Baptists

have the Sunday School Board, the
most competent and powerful agency
of its kind among evangelical Chris-
tians, and since audio visual education
belongs in its general field of ser-
vice, we recommend that Southern
Baptists make the Sunday School
Board their central agency for the
promotion, production, and distribu-
tion of visual aids . ..” The Sunday
School Board now operates book
stores and supplies Sunday school and
other literature for Baptist churches.

The report also said: “We recom-
mend further that the state boards
and institutions, and the Southern
Baptist Convention boards, institu-
tions and agencies which may choose
to use the Sunday School Board in
producing their audio visual aids bear
the expense of their own productions;
and that the expense for providing
adequate equipment for this ministry
be referred to the Sunday School
Board, the Southern Baptist Conven-
tion Executive Committee, in con-
ference with the state secretaries.”
The cost would be borne by the
agencies or conventions using the
Sunday School Board facilities,

This oration was followed by
the simple four-minute address of
President Lincoln. Nobody re-
members what the Statesman Ever-
ett said on that occasion, but every
schoolboy today can recite the words
of Lincoln,” said Dr. Peterson.

Enrollment Rises

GEORGETOWN, Ky.—Georgetown
College registrar, J. FOLEY SNYDER,
revealed today that the school’s en-
rollment figure had risen to 674, only
one below the figure for the fall
semester.

Figures released shortly after regis-
tration day gave the enrollment as
643, but an unexpectedly large num-
ber of students have enrolled since
then.

These special
classes are offered by the education
department only, and are taught by
Dr. RomIie D. Jupp, head of the de-
partment of education and Dr. J.

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The Value of A Two Weeks’ Revival

By C. Y. DOSSEY

Someone once asked ABRAHAM LiIN-
coLN the question, “How long should
a man’s legs be?” LiNcoLN replied,
“A man’s legs ought to be long enough
to reach the ground.” Many are ask-
ing: How long should a revival con-
tinue? The answer is: It ought to
continue long enough to reach the
unsaved and unenlisted.

During the past few years our
SOUTHERN BAPTIST CHURCHES have
drifted into the habit of limiting their
revival efforts to one week. Some are
even attempting to have what they
call “week end revivals.” The writer
believes this last term is a misnomer.
We cannot help but doubt if a church
can have a revival in the real sense
“over the week end.”

- There have been some things that
have caused us to drift into this hurt-
ful custom of limiting our revivals te
one week or eight days.

1. During the war we had gasoline
rationing; our people were busy, and
they felt they could give but one
week for a revival. This condition
no longer exists. Our people are not
so busy now. They are going to other
places. Sporting events and places of
amusement are having their greatest
attendance. We have the five-day
work week back. If you think your
people are staying at home at night,
just go out and try to visit them at
night and see how few you find at
home.

2. Ancther factor that has brought
on the eight day revival is laziness
and indifference on the part of our
people toward a lost world and their
duty to God. This has caused them
to be unwilling to put forth a real
effort in a revival lasting two weeks.
We should not give in to this spirit.
Instead of giving in, we ocuzht to
challenge ocur people and call them
back to God and their responsibility
to Him and a lost world.

3. Another thing which has con-
tributed to these eight day “week
end” revivals is the poor attendance
many churches have on the week
nights during the second week of a
revival, This can be remedied by
mobilizing the forces and organiza-
tions we now have in our churches.
On pages 103 and 131 of the book, en-
titled The Southern Baptist Program
of Evangelism, by C. E. Matthews,
will be found plans for mobilizing our
people through the organizations in
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our churches. The writer has worked
all these plans and has been having
larger crowds the second week of a
revival than the first. The only way
you will ever get some people to re-
spond and do their duty is to put
responsibility upon them. Those plans
and methods will do that very thing.

A two weeks’ revival affords the
epportunity to preach more of the
great truths of God’s Word to the
masses. One will find it difficult to
do this in an eight day revival. In
a two weeks’ revival the evangelist
can use the first week as a time of
sowing, arousing concern in the hearts
of God’s pzople. A two weeks’ revival
will give the Holy Spirit time to bring
conviction to the hearts of the lost,
the cold, and the indifferent. The
second week will then be a great time
of reaping.

A two weeks’ revival will enable
our churches to reach more people for
Christ. The writer has had the privi-
lege of conducting more than four
hundred revival meetings. Ninety-
nine per cent of them have been for a
period of two weeks and some of
them for a period of three weeks. It
has been our experience that at the
close of the services of the middle
Sunday of a two ‘weeks’ revival we
can total the number of additions we
have had, and that total will be about
sixty per cent of the total additions we
will have in that two weeks’ revival
meeting. If these four hundred re-
vival meetings had been limited to
eight days each, forty per cent of the
people that we have reached would
not have been reached. It is the hope
that, during the two great simul-
taneous crusades which Southern
Baptists will undertake during 1950
and 1951, every church will go in for
the full two weeks of the campaign.
Now is the time to give the gospel a
chance and to give God a chance to
use us in a great way in winning the
lost to Christ.

An Old Garage is Quickly Changed into a Northside Baptist Meeting House at Princeton

PRINCETON, Ky. March 1.—The
story of the Northside Baptist Church,
Princeton, Kentucky, is a most inter-
esting one.

Hatler as
acting pastor snd he served in that
capacity until the first of this year
preaching at Northside at 10:00, and
First Baptist Church at 11:00, and
again at Northside at 6:30 and First
Baptist-at 7:30. In the meantime the
metbership had grown to 102, and
the Sunday school attendance to more
than 100.

Then God answered the prayers of

this fine group and sent them Rev.
Irvine L. Parrett of Irvington, Ken-
tucky, to be its pastor. Bro. Parrett
assumed his duties on the new field
January 8 and _the work has since
gone forward in a way that has been
the soul delight of all the church. And
both pastor and people are fully con-
vinced that the Spirit of God led them
fogether. The Sunday school attend-
ance now averages around 150; Train-
ing Union 2bout seventy; and the
mempership is 121, with additions
most every Sunday.

2. Round-table discussion of the
plans and programs of each of the
Convention agencies for the next five
years.

3. A clearer view of certain major
aspects of these programs, which
should be reflected in the Conven-
tion’s proposed five-year program.

4. An increased sense of the unity
and interdependence of all our work.

5. Groundwork for further progress
toward a five-year plan of work for
the Convention.

More Stations Take

Baptist Hour Records

ATLANTA, Ga—More and more
non-ABC stations all over the ter-
ritory of the Southern Baptist Con-
vention are asking for records of the
weekly Baptist Hour broadcasts.

During the past month the Radio
Commission has been adding stations
at the rate of about one every other
day. There are now 157 stations
broadcasting the Baptist Hour each
Sunday. Of the 157, there are 61
stations taking the program every
week by transcription. Almost all of
these (54) are carried on a sustaining
basis.

The Radio Commission has an-
nounced that regular recordings of all
the Baptist Hour broadcasts are avail=
able to any stations that will schedule
the program on a sustaining basis.

This objective has now
been accomplished, and transcriptions
will be sent without cost to any radio
outlets requesting them.

In Medellin we spent one busy day
with seventeen young missionaries
engaged in language study. They are
preparing for mission service in Mex-
ico, Uruguay, Chile, Colombia, and a
possible new opportunity in Ecuador.
Like the Portuguese language school
at Campinas, Brazil, this school was
started by the Presbyterians, but has
a larger proportion of Southern Bap-
tists than any other group.

These students were eager to dis-
cuss the political conditions of South
America as we had observed them,
and the implications for their mis-
sionary careers. They were quite as
eager to talk about evangelism, the
best methods we had observed, and
the prospects for speeding up the
evangelization of Catholic-dominated
countries.

In all three centers we were con-
scious of the vigor of this, one of the
youngest Missions of the Foreign
Board. Excellent new church houses,
in strategic locations, made possible
by the JarmaN FoOUNDATION, have
stimulated these new churches to their
best efforts in self-support, Tithing
is one of their major emphases, and
the offering plate shows it. This
policy may prove to be the quickest
aid to sound growth in mission
churches.

heartily thanked him, bade him a
warm, brotherly goodbye and a safe
journey home, and with a kind “God
bless you,” the rich man was gone.

They reported their great, and ap-
parently miraculous success, and de-
cided to write a formal letter of
thanks to their generous millionaire
benefactor.

Missionaries Make Good-
Will Call On President

WASHINGTON, D. C.— (BP) —
Three American Indians called on
President Truman the other day. They
were Davip OwL, a Cherokee mission-
ary to Seneca Indians in New York,
and Mr. and Mrs. AArRON HANCOCK, of
Oklahoma. The occasion was a brief
visit of 24 Baptist missionaries and
leaders to the White House during the
Washington, D. C. fifth annual World
Mission Week. Included were mis-
sionaries who serve in China, Argen-
tina, Nigeria, Burma, Japan, Belgian
Congo, Hungary, and the TUnited
States. During the week they spoke
to nearly 20,000 people in 175 lan-
guages.

Dr. Epwarp H. PruUDEN, pastor of
the First Baptist Church where the
President attends, said in presenting
the visiting missionaries to the Presi-
dent: “This is the fifth annual World

Thirty-two

Mission Week in which we have tried
to make the people of Washington
conscious that missionaries are am-
bassadors of goodwill to every nation.
They are a powerful influence in
creating that reservoir of goodwill
which may prevent another world
conflict.”

REv. Isamu CHIBA, native Japanese
pastor, told the group earlier in the
week that despite the fact that 23 of
the 53 Baptist church buildings in
Japan were bombed during the war,
membership in the Baptist churches
had more than doubled since the war.

Dr. HarorLp B. CannNing, a medical
missionary in Nigeria, told the group:
“Africa is jumping from the 16th to
the 20th century ... It is no longer
the ‘dark continent’ . . . it is explosive
Africa. There is the greatest hatred
for white people today that Africa has
ever known. We can change this feel-
ing if we missionaries get there first
and in sufficient numbers.”
