The Greatness and the Glory
Of the Great Commission

Once I received a request that I give a list of Bible references
which would sustain and confirm the doctrine of the people called
Baptists. Any thoughtful person must realize that this was a very

large order.

From the beginning of the Book to the end, there are hundreds
and thousands of references that might be used. Even a condensed

list would require much research and space and time.

However,

fortunately for me, my thoughts were directed to some brief but
broad statements, made by the Master, which we have come to

know as ‘“the Great Commission.”

This does not enter into partic-

ulars or explanations, but it is concise, complete, comprehensive
and constructive; and here it is: “All power is given unto me in
heaven and in earth. Go ye therefore, and teach all nations (make
disciples of all nations), baptizing them in the name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: teaching them to observe all
things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you
alway, even unto the end of the world” (Matthew 28:18-20).

It is said that, when a site was
selected for our nation’s Capitol, the
designers drew their lines of the ave-
nues all ending at the Executive Man-
sion. Other designations and streets
were added later; but we are now in-
terested in the original plan. Now,
with this thought in our minds, let us
think of the New Testament church
as a city: and then think of the fun-
damental principles of Christianity as
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being avenues centering in the person
of our Lord and Saviour. Please note
how complete and attractive is the
divine arrangement.

Supreme Authority

First, we have the Avenue of Su-
preme Authority. Let us remember
that this is fundamental and that our
Saviour is King of kings and Lord of

all. There must be supreme authority.
Think what perils might have been
avoided, what errors removed and
what dangerous conclusions might
have been left out of the thinking of
men, if all had accepted the Prince of
Peace as the highest and mightiest of
all.
World-Wide Evangelism

Secondly, after recognizing the Son
of God as the one with all power, we
next enter the Avenue of World-Wide
Evangelism.

This is not only a doctrine, but it is
an obligation. The great Commander
says, “Go and tell.” We may not be
able to win the world to Christ, but
we must have the spirit of one who
said “I am made all things to all
men, that I might by all means save
some.” Individual Christians and
churches should know that our Lord’s
chief command is for us to become
missionaries. The New Testament
church must be a great news carrier
to the world.

The Symbol of Christianity

The third Avenue is the Observance
of the Symbol of Christianity. Human
beings not only need salvation, but
they need to have the spirit of obe=
dience. Baptism is a symbol of our
Lord’s life and purpose. He died, He
was buried, He was raised from the
dead. All of this He did for those
who needed forgiveness, salvation and
life. This ordinance is a picture, or,
as Simon Peter expressed - it, “a
figure,” and he associates that figure
with the resurrection of our Re=
deemer. :

Baptism, of course is not essential
to salvation but it is essential te
obedience. The command goes on to
say “baptizing them”—those who
were saved. In John’s Gospel we read
that “Jesus made and baptized more
disciples than John.” A disciple could
not be baptized, scripturally, until he
had been made a disciple. Is there
any answer to this conclusion?

Let me make a plea for some con-
scientious thinking and reverential
thanksgiving as to this ordinance, as
emphasized in the New Testament.
When Jesus was baptized, the divine
voice of the Father recognized Him as
the Son, and the Holy Spirit came in
the form of a dove and honored the
sacred rite by his presence. In this
Great Commission, which we study
today, this ordinance is to be per=
formed “in the name of the Father
and of the Son and of the Holy
Spirit.” What else are we to do in
the name of the Trinity?

Che HBaptist Opportunity
In Euangelidm

This is a time of Baptist opportunity in evangelism. Never was
a nation in greater need of a spiritual awakening than ours is now.
We have seen several revival tides in the past—the Great Awak-
ening of Colonial days, sparked by JoNATHAN EDWARDS, GEORGE
WarTEFIELD and GILBERT TENNENT; the Camp Meeting tide led by men
like PETER CARTWRIGHT; The Tabernacle Revivals of the 1800’s led by

FinnEY, MooDY, and SUNDAY.

Each of these revival tides contributed much to our national life.

But not one of them.was led by a Baptist.

Epwarps was a Con-

gregationalist, WHITEFIELD a Methodist, TENNENT a Presbyterian.
CARTWRIGHT was a Methodist; FINNEY was a Congregationalist,
Moobpy, Congregationalist, SuNpAY, a Presbyterian.

Today the most intensely evangelistic group is Southern Baptists.
Surely God has brought us to this hour to give evangelistic leader-
ship for the much-needed “Great Awakening of the Twentieth

Century.”

The Rise and Fall

When colonization began, all citizens
were church members by law. How-
ever, there was an early separation
of church and state: and active church
membership dropped to a low of 5
per cent of the population. The Great
Awakening brought it up to 20 per
cent, but the Revolutionary War and
the Free-thinking and Deism of the
century’s end brought it down again
to 5 per cent. The College and Camp
meeting revivals and the Finney Cam-
paigns raised the figure to 22 per cent
before the Civil War; but the War and
the Reconstruction days, following,
dropped it again to 17.5 per cent. The
Tabernacle Revivals, Moody to Sun-
day, raised the percentage of church
members to 34.3 per cent before the
first World War. Strange to say, the
percentage did not drop after that
war, but has maintained a steady in-
crease to the present high of 50 per
cent.

The Explanation

Where is the explanation for this
rise and fall of membership up to the
beginning of this present century, and
the steadiness now? The explanation
is simple: The churches are the units
of kingdom expansion and the stabi-
lizers of Christian growth. No move-
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ment that ignores the local church
can conserve its gains. The early na-
tional awakenings centered around
men or methods, and largely ignored
the churches. The Colonial Great
Awakening consisted largely of one
to three-day stands in the population
centers and quickly burned over the
territory. Like wildfire, the heat was
intense and illuminating for a brief
period, but soon burned out. The
College and Camp Meeting Revivals
of the late 1700’s and early 1800’s cen-
tered around men and colleges or
camp meeting sites—too far removed
from the local churches.

The Tabernacle Campaigns of the
1800’s and early 1900’s were cen-
tered around outstanding men and
were too far removed from the enlist-
ment programs of the individual
churches.

The Local Churches

The conservation of conversion is in
the fellowship of the local church
where personal contacts can be main-
tained and made permanent.

Around 1900 there began emphasis
upon the local church revival, pas-
toral evangelism, and trained church
membership. This largely accounts
for the present growth and steadiness

in the percentage of church member-
ship to the total population.

The Revival for today must be one
sufficiently close to the churches for
its fruit to be conserved, yet big
enough to make weighty impact upon
distracted American life.

The Simultaneous Revival

We believe that the SpiriT oF Gobp
has given us the answer to today’s
need in the SIMULTANEOUS REVIVAL as
promoted in the Southern Baptist
Convention. That method of evange-
lism is rooted in the local churches,
and yet is big enough to dint the
American consciousness in any local-
ity.

Where one church alone cannot stir
a great city, all Baptist churches pray-
ing, preaching, visiting, and adver-
tising simultaneously, can create a
spiritual earthquake, with the ener-
gizing power of the HoLy SPIRIT.

The far flung campaigns each side of
the Mississippi in 1950 and 1951 sure-
ly will stir the nation. Whatever re-
sults are achieved will be conserved
because the converts will be in direct
contact with local churches. A con-
vert of a city-wide tabernacle revival
is a soul saved but often the convert
becomes an interdenominational drift-
er. A convert won in a local church
revival knows where his spiritual
home is, and he usually serves there.

A Proven Value

The Simultaneous Revival method
has abundantly proven its value in the
swiftly ascending totals baptized
among Southern Baptists in the last
few years:

1947—285,152, a record; 1948—312,-
246, a record; 1949—334,863, a record.
This outstanding growth began with
the Simultaneous Revival emphasis
and has grown, year by year, with the
growing emphasis upon this method,
promoted through state and local
evangelistic conferences, through Dr.
MaTTHEWS’ book: “The Southern Bap-
tist Program of Evangelism,” through
our periodicals, and by the State
Secretaries of Evangelism.

New Testament Evangelism solves
many problems in individual lives, in
the local church, and in the denomina-
tion.

“What think ye of Jesus?” is a question that rocked the world
two millenniums ago. In this article the query is, “What think ye of

Northern Baptists?”

BY WAY OF EXPLAINING on
what authority and by what experi-
ence I now speak, permit me to say
that I was born in South Carolina,
roamed on the Furman University
campus for nearly four years, sat
under “Tiglath” and “Dr. Bob” at
Louisville Seminary, and did general
denominational work that took me
into twelve or fifteen states in the
Southern Baptist Convention. Finally
I drifted west, and then moved into
the North. For several years I have
been engaged in general denomina-
tional work that has taken me into
thousands of Baptist homes in Iowa,
Kansas, Nebraska, South Dakota,
Minnesota, Illinois and Indiana.

In going from one section to another
in our expansive nation (north, south,
east or west), one will immediately
encounter a ‘“confusion of tongues.”
New words, old words strangely used,
unfamiliar pronunciations, meaning-
less idioms, to say nothing of a verit-
able host of accents, will blare forth
upon the newcomer’s ears without ex-
planation or apology. Whether this
is to be resented, or taken as a bit of
fun, depends on the attitude of each
individual.

* * *

AS A RULE, northerners speak
more rapidly than do southerners. Oc-
casionally some northern speaker will
rattle off words and syllables so rapid-
ly that it sounds very much like the
pop-pop-pop of a machine gun. Those
not used to this sort of talk are apt
to find it unintelligible at first, but
after a bit it can be taken in on nor-
mal reception with little or no strain.
It is not a matter of the I. Q. of the
listener, but is something like becom-
ing familiar with the keyboard of a
typewriter.

Furthermore, short vowels are
common in the north, while long
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vowels are usually heard in the south.
Thus, when a southerner comes north,
he will seldom hear such pronun-
ciations as “a-rea,” for it is almost al-
ways “airea.” And words like “Mary,”
“marry” and “merry” seem  to drop
into one mold and all three sound for
the world like the southern “merry.”

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lander pronounce the word “mayor”
exactly like southerners pronounce
the word “mare.” I overheard a New
York newscaster boldly announce to
the world that “Dr. Frank Gram, of
North Carolina, has been appointed a
member of the United States Senate.”
The very next evening, this same New
York announcer, after hearing the
southern orators, managed to change
his flat, monysyllabic “Gram” into a
full fledged “Gray-um.” If Dr.
Graham heard that, he probably got
a kick out of it.

Since coming north, I have found it

necessary to change the pronunciation
of some words and syllables. How-
ever, I have ceased to use some words,
for they would have no meaning here;
and I have taken on a number of new
words, for they are “the coin of the
realm” in this section of the nation.

Are northern people tolerant? In
answering this question let me say
that only a few weeks ago I heard a
Northern Baptist minister praise the
kindly and gentlemanly qualities of
RoBERT E. LEE with the same ease and
effectiveness as if he had spoken of
ABE LINCOLN or GEORGE WASHINGTON.
Being a southerner, I looked around
over the audience to see if anyone ex-
pressed surprise or disappointment. I
saw none whatever. This took place
in the First Baptist Church of a city
of about 30,000 inhabitants, and there
must have been 800 to 1,000 worship-
pers present, representing all classes
of society.

Are northerners, with special ref-
erence to Baptists, a friendly people?
This is a matter that two honest and
intelligent southerners can disagree
upon, and strange to say, each will be
telling the truth—as he sees it. An
attempt will be made here to clear up
the situation, though complete satis-
faction is not guaranteed. It really
harps back to the old saying that
“actions speak louder than words.”

Northerners, almost universally,
think it is good taste to keep the emo-
tions under “decent control,” as they
regard it. They may be very sad,
very happy, love devotedly, and all
the rest; but if there is too much dis-
play or “goings-on,” it is considered
out of place, and may actually be re-
sented. Therefore, if a northern man
or woman receives a guest with calm-
ness (which a southerner may mis-
take for “casualness’), it is no sign
that there is a lack of welcome, or
that genuine hospitality is absent. The
trouble comes, I think, when we iden-
tify the “goings-on” with true gen-
erosity. This sort of behavior is just
as natural to northerners as taking a
drink of water, and they will not
know what you mean if you accuse
them of being unfriendly.

Revival Came

to

Northern Seminary

For years we had talked about revival, longed for revival, and
prayed for revival. Sometimes we sensed its nearness and felt the
mercy drops, but on Friday, February 10, revival came in a flood
tide. Without any special speakers or meetings, without any un-
usual preparations, almost without our expecting it, revival burst
upon us. We did not deserve it, nor did we expect it, but it came.
With quiet restraint, but with surgings, the revival came, bending,
breaking, melting, cleansing, purging, renewing, overflowing.

What a day! What praying, what
confessions, what adjustments! None
present can ever forget. It was re-
vival. This may not have been the
greatest nor the deepest revival in
the world; certainly it was not; but it
was the most like the real thing that
ever came to Northern.

At chapel time that day, some half
a dozen students, at DrR. KOLLER’S in-
vitation, came' to the speaker’s plat-
form and told their observation of the
Wheaton College Revival. Immedi-
ately one of the seminary girls, un-
invited, rushed to the platform and
poured out her heart in sobs and tears,
confessing her sins and apologizing to
the school. Others followed in quick
succession. The SpiriT wrought might-
ily and the revival swept on through
the day, hour after hour. Classes
were forgotten, dinner bells ignored,
engagements adjusted.

With the exception of about an hour
and a half, over the evening dinner
period, the chapel service continued
till past midnight. Without human
control or without a program, the
meeting was orderly, reverent, quiet.
There was no excitement, no mass
demonstrations, no hysteria, no shout-
ing, nothing but a deep and searching
work of the Hory SpiriT. But many
breasts were aching that night be-
cause of almost continuous heaving,
as confessions and testimonies stirred
us to the depths. Human pressure,
invitations, maneuverings, there were
none. The SpirIT applied the pressure
and broke stubborn wills and hearts.

The confessions included slanderous
criticism, pride, cheating, deception,
hypocrisy, spiritual emptiness and
shame, prayerlessness, failure to study

the Bible, robbing God of tithes, fruit-
lessness in soul-winning, lack of con-
cern for lost loved ones, impure
thoughts, and secret sin.

services turned into a prayer meeting
with nearly an hour of praying in the
first person singular for cleansing, re-
newal and filling of the SpiriTr. The
last couple hours were occupied with
testimonies, more confessions, and in-
tercession for others. A changed group
went down from the chapel after
nearly a twelve-hour chapel service.

Faces were radiant and joy was over=
flowing.

Many chapel services, since, have
been times of testimony, more con-
fessions, and intercession, and instead
of the usual 45 minutes some have run
to two hours each.

Many have confessed their dislike
of confession meetings, and have
vowed they would never get up before
the group and confess their sins; but
the SpirIT has driven them to it, and
they have come away with victory
and power.

Public confession, under the control
of the SpirrT, is scriptural (Matt. 3:6;
5:23-24; Jas. 5:16; I Jno. 1:9), humb-
ling, cleansing, fear-destroying, soul=
cleansing, and spiritually healing.

The revival is producing whole=
some results. Many private apologies
and restitutions have been made, re=-
conciliations effected, lives fully ded-
icated to God, and, best of all, evan-
gelistic witnessing is going on as never
before and souls are being won on
every hand.

‘THIS IS THE WHITE
HOUSE CALLING

The President

The PRrRESIDENT was seated behind
an enormous desk, which at first
glance seemed to be crowded and
cluttered up with ship models, curios,
clocks, and brica-a-brac from many
lands. He greeted me with the ease
and cordiality for which he was justly
famous. With a few gracious words,
he put me completely at my ease.

Someone had evidently informed
him fully concerning my work, my
official position, and my world-wide
travel contacts. He referred in the
most gracious and flattering terms to
these things and then plunged im-
mediately into the matter which he
said he wanted to discuss with me.

MR. RoOSEVELT then selected from
the pile of papers on his desk a type-
written sheet, together with a batch
of newspaper clippings. As he flipped
over the clippings, glancing at them
one by one as he talked, I recognized
the familiar names and type of sev-
eral of the Baptist State papers of the
South. The PresmENT then referred
to the fact that several months be-
fore, in keeping with his supreme de-
sire for world peace and his fixed
determination, if humanly possible, to
keep America out of another world
conflict that would be appalling in
its cost in blood and treasure, he had
sent MRr. MyroN C. TAYLOR as his
personal representative to the Pope in
Rome.

He declared that he still adhered
wholeheartedly to the deep and un-
changing feeling of that vast majority
of the American people that there
should be, in the future as in the past,
the complete and unqualified separa-
tion of church and state. He left the
definite impression upon my mind
that he never would consent for the
United States to become officially
represented at the Vatican by a dip-
lomatic representative such as we
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send to other political states and na-
tions of the world.

He Felt the Criticisms

Evidently, the PResmenT felt very
keenly the continued criticism of the
editors and leaders among the Bap-
tists of the South concerning his
action in the Taylor-Vatican matter.
The criticisms had evidently wounded
him deeply because, as he earnestly
contended, these leaders wholly mis-
understood his motives and, therefore,
misjudged his action in the matter
under controversy.

He said further that he wished to
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make plain to me, the official rep-
resentative of the foreign mission in-
terests of Southern Baptists, the true
reasons for his action in the Taylor-
Vatican matter. He did not request
me to intercede with these editors
and leaders, or to do anything about
the matter; but the implied tone and
trend of the half-hour’s interview was
that, understanding the reasons and
motives of his action, I personally and
in my official capacity, could in-
fluence the Baptist leaders of the
South to “lay off” in their (as he saw
it) unjust and hurtful criticism of his
action. He repeated over and over
that the Baptist leaders misunderstood
his motives and misjudged ‘the rea-
sons for his action.

Let me here emphasize very earn-
estly the distinction the Chief Execu-
tive made between Mr. Taylor and his
personal representative to the Pope as
the universal head of the Roman

Catholic Church, and the mistaken
idea of the Baptists of the South that
he had sent MRr. TAYLOR to the Vatican
as the official representative of the
American Government. Over and over
with emphatic and convincing ear-
nestness,the PRESIDENT pressed his two
points; viz., first, that what he had
done had been done solely in the in-
terests of world peace; and second,
that Mr. Taylor was his personal rep-
resentative to the Pope as the head
of the Roman Catholic Church and
not the official representative of the
United States Government at the
Vatican.

Vatican Called A Listening Post

The PRESIDENT then proceeded to
set forth, in his most appealing and
persuasive manner, the fact that as
the constitutional head of the Amer-
ican Union he was specifically
charged with the responsibility for
the conduct of foreign affairs; there-
fore, he must be kept fully and ac-
curately informed as to the con-
stantly changing trends in world af-
fairs among the nations. He further
maintained that because of the neutral
attitude and unique world position of
the Pope, as the universal head of the
Roman Catholic Church, the Vatican
became the best and most valuable
listening post for peace in the world.
Rome, he said, with her political and
religious contacts, in all lands, to-
gether with her skill and reliability in
diplomatic affairs, constituted her a
valuable asset and ally for one who
was striving so desperately for world
peace. For this reason alone, there-
fore, said the PRESIDENT he had taken
the unprecedented action under con-
troversy.

Moreover, continued the President,
if the Protestants of the world were
organized as were the Catholics with
a responsible executive head, having
efficient world-wide contacts, he
would without delay send a personal
representative to such a world or-
ganization. As an evidence of this,
he cited the fact that he had con-
stantly conferred with the official
representative of the Federal Council
of Churches. The PReSIDENT stated
further that if the Greek Orthodox
Church or the followers of Mohamet
were so organized as to have respon-
sible and accurate world-wide con-
tacts, and he was convinced of the
value of such action for world peace,
he would unhesitatingly send his
personal representative to their re-
sponsible heads.

I have been an overnight guest in
hundreds and hundreds of northern
homes, and without exception, I find
the people to be kind and generous
and gracious, willing to go the sec-
ond mile, or even the third mile, to
make their visitor’s lot a comfortable
and happy one. On several occasions
I have been treated with such unusual
and solicitous consideration that I felt
like going off by myself and shedding
a tear or two. And in making thou-
sands and thousands of calls on north-
ern business executives, doctors, law-
yers, editors, farmers, laborers, and a
number of other groups, I never re-
ceived the least bit of mistreatment,
except two or three times; and that
could have been easily avoided, had I
known of the unusual circumstances
into which I stumbled more or less
awkwardly.

%* * *

Are Northern Baptists evangelistic?
In reports received from the offices of
Dr. Dure McCaALL, of Southern Bap-
tists, and from Dr. REUBEN NELSON, of
Northern Baptists, we note that
Southern Baptists have a total mem-
bership of 6,761,265, and there were
334,892 baptisms. This means that
it took approximately 20 Southern
Baptists to win one convert. Noth-
ern Baptists have a total membership
of 1,559,614, and there were 59,129
baptisms. It therefore took approx-
imately 26 Northern Baptists to win
one convert.

Are Northern Baptists missionary
minded? Southern Baptists gave a
total of $5,229,762.73 to foreign mis-
sions, and Northern Baptists gave for
the same purpose a total of $2,371,-
076.69. Thus, for foreign missions, the
Southern Baptist per capita gift was
77¢, and the Northern Baptist per
capita gift was $1.52. Of course it is
only fair to point out that a difference
in economic conditions would account
for much of this generosity in North-
ern Baptists. On the other hand,
Northern Baptists do have very deep
convictions about sharing the gospel
with other lands.

Do Northern Baptists welcome
heart-warming preaching? Keeping
in mind that Northern Baptists are
apt to frown on what they look upon
as being “unnecessary emotional out-
bursts.” They are very much pleased
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when their minister is warm, deep,
sincere, positive, sure of his beliefs,
and unshakable in his faith in a God
who rules and a Saviour who saves.

At the Central Baptist Church,
Quincy, Illinois, DR. FRED MACARTHUR,
pastor, the morning crowds are so
great that two worship services are
necessary. They have an evening
service also, and I understand that
the sanctuary is filled at all three
worship periods. The mid-week
prayer hours are attended by 250 or
more, and they are working for 375.
They have taken in a little over 200

new members each year for the past
six years.

Dr. C. OscArR JOHNSON, one of the
outstanding ministers of the ages, is
loved and appreciated in the north
just as much as he is in the south, or
the world over, for that matter. I
have known of Northern Baptist lay-
men who drove nearly 200 miles in
snow and ice, with temperatures close
to zero, just to hear Dr. Johnson for
25 or 30 minutes.

Certainly Northern Baptists face
many problems, and there are some
embarrassing deficiencies. But they
are a great people serving a great
God, and some of these problems and
deficiencies will be solved or over-
come in the years ahead.

To my Southern Baptist friends who
come north, let me have a final word.
Not every Baptist church in the north

1s Northern Baptist. Call up the
Methodist or Presbyterian minister,
and he will gladly tell you which is
which. If you can do so without im=
propriety, speak to the minister be=
fore the service begins, and tell him
that you are a Southern Baptist. You
will be delighted with a sincere and
warm welcome from him. And if his
pronunciations sound strange, or if
he is a verbal machine gunner, do
not resent it. You will hear and
understand much better if you do not
“rebel.” And if they sing a grand,
old hymn in a tune you never heard
before, try to enjoy it anyway. And
finally, beneath all the unfamiliar
things that you see and hear, you will
find great hearts, noble spirits, and a
friendliness that is akin to that of
your mother, your father, your sister
and your brother.

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Editorials

WHO?

From all sides comes the question, “Who will
be the next president of the Southern Baptist
Convention?” :

It may be that some have ideas about the an-
swer. This editor does not. Nor does he know
anybody who has the answer.

The Southern Baptist Convention is a demo-
cratic body. It demonstrated that, clearly, in Okla-
homa last year. Some of the predictors came away
from Oklahoma City a bit baffled. The mes-
sengers hadn’t voted the way they were “sure to
vote.”

Baptists in their churches and in their con-
ventions will do well to let the world know that
their program is not a cut and dried affair. We
have committees and commissions appointed by
the Convention to look into matters and bring
recommendations to the body. But remember, the
Convention itself is going to have the final word.

There are a great many who will go to the
Chicago Convention with the feeling that Dr. R. G.
LEE should be elected again. He is now completing
his second year. Editor Mays directs attention to
the fact that “the average tenure of office of the
presidents of the Southern Baptist Convention
during the last hundred years has been. four years
each.”

Others are mentioning Dr. R. C. CAMPBELL, re-
cently retired from the pastorate of the First
Baptist Church of Little Rock, Arkansas because of
ill health and who, they feel, is sufficiently re-
covered to undertake the responsibilities of the
office. Still others are of the opinion that great
layman should be chosen.

Of one thing we can be very certain: the mes-
sengers to the Convention will decide the matter.
It must always remain that way.

The Ludiow Decision

A group of Ludlow citizens recently requested
an opinion from ArtorNeEy GENERAL A. E. FUNK.
The question raised: could the Ludlow Board of
Education open school property for public use
for softball and other activities outside the regular
school program. The Ludlow Board passed the
inquiry to the Attorney General.

Mg. Funk informed the Board that it would
not have the right to use public funds to provide
recreation and amusement programs for  adult
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games, in that school money must be used for
common school purposes and no other under the
Kentucky Constitution.

This is right. And the application could be
made much broader. No outside organizations,
not even religious programs, should, in any way,
be fostered and/or supported by money from the
public treasury. Baptists must be exceedingly
cautious in view of our historic position on the
complete separation of church and state, lest
we, at any point, compromise that position.

H. Leo Eddleman To Teach
In Southern Seminary

Dr. H. Lo EppLEMAN has been elected to teach
in the Department of Old Testament in the South-
ern Baptist Theological Seminary. This announce-
ment, made recently by the Seminary, will be wel-
comed far and wide.

Dr. EpbLEMAN is more than a great scholar:
he has had what every teacher of young ministers
ought to have—real experience in pastoral work.
He is therefore no novice in the things he would
teach to others. He knows his way around, not
simply because he is magnificently trained, but
because for years, he has been one of the most
successful pastors to be found anywhere. He
knows the problems the young minister will face
when he goes out into the work. He is an out-
standing preacher, pastor, and church adminis-
trator. .

More than this, he is already, though still a
comparatively young man, an experienced leader
in denominational work. For some time he has
been chairman of the State Mission Board of our
General Association, and also of the Executive
Committee of the Board. We dare to say, there
is not an angle of our denominational work with
which Dr. EppLEMAN is not thoroughly familiar.

But there is vastly more to be said about Dg.
EppLEMAN, and this has special meaning in his
work as a teacher at the Seminary: he is a pro-
gressive-conservative in his faith and practice; he
believes the Bible and he raises no questions about
it; he believes it is God’s inspired Word; he does
not try to sidestep any of the miraculous element
of the Bible or of the Christian experience. He
is a great Baptist, a great Christian, a great scholar,
and his going to the Seminary will add immeasure-
able strength.

Dr. EpbLEMAN and his good wife were for some
time, missionaries in Palestine. For about two
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years he taught Hebrew in the Baptist Bible In-
stitute of New Orleans—now the New Orleans
Baptist Theological Seminary. Since then, he has
been pastor of the Parkland Baptist Church of
Louisville, and under his leadership the church
has become one of the ranking congregations in
Kentucky. Dgr. EppLEMAN will continue his work
at Parkland, teaching, we understand, three days
a week at the Seminary. We need more men of
his type to train our young ministers for the work
they are to do for the churches and for Christ. We
congratulate the Trustees of the Seminary and
President Fuller on placing such a man in this
responsible position.

Editor Stracener, Florida, Discusses
“There Holy (?) Seasons”

Under the caption, “These Holy (?) Seasons,”
Eprror W. G. STRACENER, Florida Baptist Witness,
states in his April 13 issue:

Once again we have weathered a season of
much display at Eastertime. To the plain, Bible-
believing and practicing Christian, there has, as
always, been much to weary and distress one’s
mind.

There are amusing as well as pathetic and
tragic happenings. For example, an old lady
was asking sympathetic clerks and customers
alike in a Jacksonville department store last
week, “Could you tell me where in the Bible to
find what is said about Easter bunnies and
colored eggs in connection with the resurrection
of Christ?” Her question was such a surprise to
person after person that, as far as we learned, no
one remembered to tell her that both customs
were dragged bodily out of the grossest paganism
into a so-called Christian festival. Someone did
tell her, however, that there was the same men-
tion of rabbits and eggs in the Scripture as of
Lent, Good Friday and Holy Week—absolutely
NONE.

When we realize that the early Christians ob-
served no Lenten season, no Holy Week, no
Good Friday, no Easter, it is hard to see how any
Baptist feels there is anything to be gained from
participation just in order to emphasize the resur-
rection of Christ which we in fact emphasize
every Lord’s Day, and which we emphasize pic-
torially every time a believing candidate obeys
Christ’s example and command in Bible baptism.

Use the Opportunity—
But Not the Error

Let us use every opportunity to teach and
preach “resurrection” truth right along with
“crucifixion” truth, upon any and every Lord’s
Day. Certainly we will not neglect the oppor-
tunity to present some great and pertinent idea
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Editorials

related to the resurrection at “Easter” when more
people than usual are thinking about it; but let
us be sure that it is done without use of the
paganism and heresy which the world, the flesh,
and the devil would all like to have us fall into.

Let us not only “hold fast the form of sound
words,” but alse, “let no man therefore judge
you in respect of an holy day, or of the new moon,
or of the sabbath days ... ” As Paul, led of the
Spirit, enjoined long ago.

These are sound words, Editor Stracener—
words badly needed today. We congratuate you.

A Disagreeable Picture

Editorial, Religious Herald, Virginia
Lovers of religious liberty must have experi-
enced a deep feeling of chagrin and disappointment
upon seeing the picture of Myron C. TAYLOR, the
personal representative of the President of the
United States, upon his knees in the presence of
Pope Pius.

If MRr. TavyLor were a Roman Catholic, one
might find excuse by saying that he knelt as a
personal act of worship before the ‘Vicar of
Christ’ as do all members of the Roman faith. But
Mr. TavLor is not a Catholic. His obeisance was
made in formality as to a superior political ruler.
Because MRr. Tavror could not divorce himself
from his position as the ambassador of the Presi-
dent of the United States his act represented an
attitude of submission on the part of the President
to the Pope—an unbearable and unthinkable idea
for most American citizens.

Hosea, The Man and His Message

Hosea 4:1-9; 6:1-3; 10:12-13

Hosea was a prophet of the North-
ern Kingdom in the closing days of
Israel’s independence. The message
of this prophet of love was essentially
the same as that of Amos, while his
manner and method were in sharp
contrast to those of the prophet of
Tekoa.

I. The Resistance. Hosea 4:1-9.

Hosea' summoned the people of
Irsael to appear at Gob’s tribunal.
They had covenanted to be His people
and He had covenanted to be their
Gop. They had so broken their part
of the covenant that conditions were
terribly grievous. Not only was good
absent and evil present, but there was
no truth, nor mercy, nor knowledge
of God in the land. This lack of the
knowledge of Gop was accompanied
with and followed by a general lower=-
ing of moral standards. The people
_ closed their eyes to the truth and re-
fused to be taught. They were averse
to knowing God’s will because they
wanted their own way.

Gobp was grieved to see the nation,
which He had redeemed from bondage
in Egypt, to which He had given the
Law, and to which He had shown
such love and favor through the years,
steadily growing worse. Gobp had a
controversy with the people of Israel
because of their gross violations of
His law, their inexcusable idolatry
and their desperate incorrigibleness.
The people were proud, unstable,
worldly, corrupt, ungodly and idola-
trous.

Furthermore, the time-serving
priests had the law, but they neither
studied it nor taught it. They were
unfaithful to their trust, and allowed
the people to perish for lack of
knowledge. They had strayed from
their functions as moral teachers to
such an extent that they connived at,
if they did not directly foster, the
sinfulness of the people. It is a dis-
grace for a true priest to become like
the people, and it is also a disgrace for
a people to become like a bad priest.
A spiritual leadership will tend to de-
velop a spiritual people, and a spirit-
ual people will aid also in the de-
velopment of a spiritual. leadership.
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Definite responsibility for both needs
emphasis today.

II. The Request. Heosea 6:1-3.

In the preceding verse Gop had
said because of Israel’s rebellion He
would withdraw to His “place” until
they were ready to acknowledge their
sin. With tender insight and sym-
pathetic approach Hosea laid bare the
sins of the people, sins so terrible and
so persistent that Gop was compelled
to withdraw His presence from them.
Their sins had broken their fellow-
ship with Him, and forced Gop to
leave them to their own devices, and
to eat the fruit of their own doings.
The people had thought that other
nations might help them. They had
even recognized idols when all the
time they should have been putting
their trust in Gop alone. And they
knew better! Of course Gobp was
grieved because they acted that way!

Hosea cried “Come, and let us re-
turn unto the Lord.” In this request
he expressed the conviction that true
repentance would lead to three
things: 1. Restoration. “He will heal
us” (6:1). 2. Revival. “After two
days will He revive us” (6:2). 3.
Resurrection. ‘“In the third day He
will raise us up” (6:2b). Gop’s loving
heart yearns after wayward men.
Though they have turned from Him
in backsliding, yet He sends His mes-
senger to convey His gracious invita-
tion. No more beautiful word can be
spoken than “Come.” It speaks of an
open door, of a forgiving spirit, and
of a desire for renewed fellowship.

After fully reviewing their iniquity
and the certain results that would fol-
low it, the Lorp graciously gave His
promise to the people, that if they
would return to Him with confession
and the forsaking of their sin, He
would receive them. He would heal
their backsliding and restore them to
His tender care and full protection.
There would be no limits to His love
for them and no limits to His gracious
dealings with them. He would be as
the dew upon them, refreshing and
cooling and healing after the long hot
days under His chastening hand. Once
their sin was forsaken, His anger

would not longer be felt by them, be-
cause it was not against them but
against their sin.

Here the prophet pleads with way=
ward, rebellious Israel to return unto
the Lorp who, having punished them
because of their transgressions, would
in the hour of their sincere repentance
heal their wounds, raise them up from
their state of death and bestow such
a spiritual refreshing upon them as
could be compared with the renewal
of the earth caused by much-needed
showers of rain. Have you ever seen
the dry earth drinking in the refresh=
ing showers that descend at the end
of a blistering hot day? That is what
the grace of God is like to the tired
soul that, sick of its sin, turns its
weary steps toward Him.

IIl. The Response. Hosea 10:12-13.

Hosea lived close to Gop, close to
the people and close to nature. From
communion with Gop he derived in=
spiration, from the people he gathered
information, and from nature he
gleaned illustrations.

In this passage HosEA spoke vividly
of ‘“fallow ground”—ground which
had remained in a neglected, uncul-
tivated and fruitless condition. On the
fallow ground the rain, the dew and
the sunshine fell, but all in vain. The
fallow ground had to be broken up.
That which lay below had to be
brought to the surface and exposed to
the sunlight. Hosea used this as a
picture of the people of Israel after
they had long neglected the house of
Gop and the ways of righteousness.
Their vicious inclinations, sensual ap-
petites and inordinate affections had
to be uprooted. The soil had to be
prepared for the reception, the germ-
ination and the growth of the seed of
righteousness. The prophet urged the
doing of the things that righteous God
required of them after those years of
shameful idolatry and stubborn resis-
tance.

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Bonowitz, Long Music
Teacher At Georgetown,
Dies In Pennsylvania

GEORGETOWN, Ky., April 20,
1950.—Dg. C. FREDERICK BoNawITZ, 67,
for twenty-eight years head of the
music department of Georgetown Col-
lege, died April 17 in Reading, Pen-
nsylvania. He had been in failing
health for several months.

Dr. Bonawitz had to make a choice
in his early years between two
careers, dentistry and music. He was
graduated from the UNIVERSITY OF
PENNSYLVANIA with the degree of
Doctor of Dental Surgery in 1907, but
his friends convinced him that he
should devote himself to the develop-
ment of his magnificent voice.

For eight years Dr. Bonawitz
studied in the musical centers of
Europe: Vienna, Detmold, Hanover,
Rome, and Paris. He then sang lead-
ing operatic roles with the major com-
panies on the continent. He was
named Premier Baritone at the
TEATRO ADRINO, in Rome, Italy.

During World War 1, Dr. Bonawitz
served as a liaison officer in the
Italian Army with the rank of captain.
For his work in the rehabilitation of
convalescent soldiers in Italy, he was
knighted by the Kin or ITaLy, with
the title, Cawvalieri della Corona
d’Italia, and was awarded the Bronze
Red Cross Medal.

Upon his return to the United
States, Dr. Bonawitz joined the
faculty of BRENAU CoOLLEGE, Gaines-
ville, Georgia. Later he taught at the
ATLANTA CONSERVATORY OF Music and
the Peoria Musicar COLLEGE, Peoria,
Illinois. He also toured for several
summer seasons with the Corr-ALBER
CHAUTAUQUA CIRCUIT.

He came to GEORGETOWN COLLEGE
in 1920, and was made department
head. In 1948 he was named director
of music emeritus and continued to
serve in that capacity until a few
months ago. Georgetown College con-
ferred on him the degree Doctor of
Music in 1947.

Widely known in musical circles,
Dr. Bonawitz was a member of the
CHICAGO ASSOCIATION OF TEACHERS OF
SiNGING, the NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF
TEACHERS OF SINGING, the NATIONAL
AssocIATION OF OPERA, and has served
as an officer in the STATE FEDERATION
oF Music CLUBS.
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Dr. Bonawitz is a native of Reading,
Pennsylvania. He is survived by his
wife, Mrs. Evelyn Bonawitz. Burial
took place April 19, in Reading. Dr.
Homer Trickett, pastor of the First
Baptist Church of Reading, conducted
the service.

Epwarp Lee OrLwver of Louisville,
Kentucky, for Japan; REv. AND MRs.
JaMes O. Watson of Louisville, Ken-
tucky for Latin America, and Miss
GEORGIA ALicE MILLER, contact nurse
for Nigeria.

Four missionary resignations were
accepted at the April meeting: DRr.
.AND Mgrs. H. E. TurLiNGTON of China
and Rev. AND MRrs. HERMAN SANDFORD
of Nigeria. A

China Missionaries Detained

Three China missionaries are
scheduled to leave China, one trans-
ferring from Shanghai to Hong Kong,
one going on furlough and the other
returning to the State for medical
treatment. Their departure is delayed
by complications with the Com-
munist government preventing evac-
uation ships from picking up pas-
sengers at Shanghai.

Drought, floods and military ac-
tivities have combined to produce a
food shortage in eleven provinces of
China. Dr. BAKER JAMES CAUTHEN
said missionaries personally are in no
danger of starvation. They are in a
position to help those who are suffer-
ing. Famine strikes the large seg-
ments of people who live from day to
day on a narrow margin of security.

Dr. AND Mrs. C. L. CULPEPPER are
in Hong Kong waiting to get back
into China if their application for re-
entry is granted. Only a few doctors
and women rejoining their husbands
have been permitted to re-enter the
country. §

Several missionaries completing
their period of language study in
Baguio, Philippine Islands, will go to
Manila to work with the 150,000 Chi-
nese in that city. Most of the China
missionaries studying now at Yale will
be transferred to Baguio during the
summer to continue their study and
work among the Chinese population.
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Dr. Sadler in Middle East

Dr. GEORGE W. SADLER cabled a
brief message to the Board from
Rome, en route to the Zurich Semi-
nary after conferences with mission-
aries in the Near East and Arabia. A
written report on his observations in
the Middle East is expected within a
few days.

Venezuela Staff Increased

MRg. AND MRs. J. U. Moss are frans-
ferring from Colombia to Barquisi-
meto to open a second Baptist mission
station in Venezuela. A new church
building is wunder -construction in
Caracas where MRr. aND Mrs. T. L.
NEeeLy are located.

The Board named MISSIONARIES
ErRHARDT SWENSON and J. C. QUARLES
of Argentina, Joun A. PARKER of
Chile, FRANKLIN FowLER of Paraguay
and J. D. McMugrray of Uruguay to
serve on the Board of Trustees of the
Spanish American seminary in
Buenos Aires. Other trustees will in-
clude four nationals elected by the
Baptist conventions of the four coun-
tries and two local members to be
named by the Foreign Mission Board
and the Argentina Convention.

This is not only a symbol of our
Lord’s life and death, but it is a pic-
ture of our own death to sin and our
obligation to walk in newness of life.
I once saw this phrase in a private
letter, an expression of one of our
great Baptist leaders: “First the birth,
then the bath.”

The Avenue of Obedience

The fourth Avenue is that of
Obedience. Some seem willing fto
leave the waters of immersion with
the feeling that all is finished: but

the New Testamnt has opened up the

highway of holiness in living. Our
Lord goes on to say, “Teaching them
to observe all things whatsoever I
have commanded you.” There must
be the milk of the Word, and then
strong meat, and then all the obliga-
tions and opportunities of Christian
life. A Bible writer says something
about “edifying itself in love.” We
are saved by grace; but we are
“created in Christ Jesus unto good
works.”

Appointment of Myron C. Taylor to the Vatican

It should be kept in mind that this
interview with the PRESIDENT took
place on April 5, 1941, nine months
before “America’s day of infamy” at
Pearl Harbor. We had not as yet be-
come involved in the bloody conflict
then raging in Europe. The vast
majority of the American people were
hoping and praying that we might be
spared the horrors of becoming in-
volved in a second world war.

Maddry Convinced On Four Counts

While differing wholly with the
conclusions of MR. ROOSEVELT let me
state here very emphatically, that I
came away from this interview at the
White House fully convinced of these
things:

The PRESIDENT was absolutely sin-
cere in his desire; first, that America
should not become involved in the
conflict then raging in Europe; sec-
ond, that world peace should be re-
stored between the warring nations
at the earliest possible moment; third,
that in the interest of peace at home
and abroad, the CHIEF MAGISTRATE
was fully convinced that he should
have a personal representative at the
Vatican; fourth, that he believed he
was wholly within his constitutional
rights as the Executive Head of the
American Government in maintaining
such a representative in Rome.

It developed that my interview was
scheduled for only fifteen minutes,

but the PresENT was in the midst of
his interesting dissertation at the end
of twenty minutes. There was little
chance for the visitor to get in a word
edgewise. I sat as a silent but in-
tensely interested listener. At 12:35,
SECRETARY EARLY rapped on the office
door and called out:

“The PRESIDENT’S next engagement
was at 12:30.”

“All right! All right!, called the
PreEsIDENT with a gesture of im-
patience at the interruption, and con-
tinued his arguments.

In a few minutes, the phone on the
PresENT’S desk rang. He answered
the ring with another “All right,” and
continued his efforts to convince me
of the correctness and wisdom of his
conduct in the matter under contro-
versy.

I was greatly embarrassed, knowing
that the time allotted for my visit was
long since past. But what was one to
do? An innate sense of the common
fitness of things would make it im-
possible for one to walk out on the
PresDENT of the United States while
he was still in the midst of an earnest
and enthusiastic presentation of his
views upon a serious and controver-
sial issue. This was especially strue
of a _PresmeNT with the unsurpassed
social grace and incomparable charm
of MR. ROOSEVELT.

At the end of thirty minutes, we
were again interrupted by a pre-
emptory knock on the door. The
PRESIDENT’S secretary said in a voice
that indicated that it was high time
for the interview to end:

“The next engagement of the Presi-
dent was at 12:30.”

The PresmeNT then cut short his
discussion, thus indicating that the
interview was over. He smilingly
shook hands and thanked me for com-~
ing to see him. AsI turned to leave,
evidently as an afterthought, he said
that it was his purpose to call Mg.
TavLoR home in a few days for a per-
sonal and intimate report on world
trends as seen from his “listening
post” at the Vatican. This gave me
an opening for a personal word for
the first time during the interview.

«Mg. PRESIDENT,” said I, “it ill be-
comes me to offer advice to the
PresmeNnT of the United States, but if
I may humbly offer a suggestion, it

would be this: bring Mgr. TAYLOR
home and park him here for keeps.”

The wan smile that spread over
the President’s face indicated that he
felt that he had wasted his time try-
ing to convince me of the rightness of
his position in the Taylor contro=-
versy.

Almost But Not Quite Convinced

If I had not from early life be-
lieved profoundly in the absolute
separation of church and state, and
had not been fully convinced that the
Taylor appointment was a violation
of that fundamental and time-honored
doctrine held so tenaciously by the
vast majority of the American peo-
ple, I am free to confess that I would
have come from the PRESIDENT’S pres=
ence completely convinced that he
was right!

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More About Pastoral Prayer

A Prayer Breaks Up a Dance

From C. Frep Hunt, City Building
Inspector of Somerset and Burnside,
Kentucky, comes a greatly appre-
ciated letter. He says:

“My Dear Brother:

“The article, ‘Prayer During the
Pastoral Call,’ by H. H. SmITH, SR., of
Ashland, Virginia, in the current issue
of the Western Recorder was very
interesting to us, and we think his
conclusions are timely.

“We have tried to practice the theme
of the good old hymn, ‘Take the Name
of Jesus With You’ without- being
conspicuous or offensive.

“As we read this good article, an-
other story came to our mind which
is recorded in the Historical Sketches
of Kentucky, by LEwis CoLLINS and
published in 1850. It is as follows:

“ ‘ReEv. CAREY H. ALLEN, on the 11th
of October, 1794, was ordained pastor
of Paint Lick and Silver Creek
Churches. He was a mirthful, ful-
loving, pleasant companion and a
great wit and satirist. Sanguine and
impulsive his sallies partook occa-
sionally of no little eccentricity. On
his way to Kentucky, he put up for
the night at a house where the young
people had assembled to dance. The
handsome stranger was invited to join
them and no denial would be taken.

“‘At length he suffered himself to
be led to the floor and to have a
partner assigned him: when all at
once he called to the musician—

“Stop! I am always in the
habit, when I enter on any busi-
ness that I am unaccustomed to;
first to ask the blessings of God
upon it. Now, as I find myself
in new and unexpected circum-
stances, I beg permission to im-
plore the Divine direction in the
matter.

“ ‘Suiting the action to the word, he
dropped on his knees and poured forth
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a prayer in his characteristic impas-
sioned manner: then springing to his
feet he followed the prayer with a
powerful and excellent exhortation.

“‘Mute with astonishment at such
an unlooked-for interruption, the
company stood spellbound. They were
enchained by eloquence such as they
had never listened to before; the
orator’s burning words sank into their
souls and found an echo in their con-
sciences: death and judgment flashed
their terrors before their eyes, and
they felt how unprepared they were
to meet God. Bursting into tears,
they besought him to tell them what
they must do to be saved. He re-
mained and preached in the neighbor-
hood a few days and several hopeful
conversions were the happy result of
a measure which many would con-
sider of questionable propriety and
which, it must be admitted, in less
skilful hands, might have proved a
signal failure.’”
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Much Religion
Professed, Little
Practiced, Says McCall

“We live in a Christian land where
affiliation with a church is an asset
and not a liability.” So spoke Dgr.
Duke K. McCaLL, Executive Secre-
tary of the Southern Baptist Conven-
tion, as he delivered his Baptist Hour
message over a network of 180 sta-
tions Sunday afternoon, April 30. And
he added, “Claiming to be a Christian
provides prestige, not persecution.”

" I?R. McCaLL said it is easy to be re-
ligious in America, and indicated that
our mere claim of Christianity does
not keep this country from being a
pagan nation. Citing the social ad-
vantages of church membership, he
said: “No wonder 76 per cent of the
American people claim to belong to

a church while the optimistic church
records only claim 55 per cent of the
people.”

The Baptist Hour speaker went on
Fo say that almost everyone in Amer=-
ica believes in God. ‘“One survey of
our land found that 95 per cent of
the population claimed such a belief,
while another survey gave the figure
as 96 per cent.”

Saying again “It is easy to be re-
ligious,” MecCall characterized this
wide-spread religion as a weak and
useless figment of the imagination
for most men. He pointed out that
this pseudo-religion does not sustain
men in time of trouble but usually
disappears completely.

As an answer to this sham and
hypocrisy in religion, Dr. McCall ex-
horted his listeners to turn to a sin-
cere belief in God, and a heartfelt
religious faith.
