A Great Seminary Professor
Goes to His Heavenly Reward

On Sunday evening, September 10, Dr. W. H. Davis passed
away on the back seat of his automobile on his way from his cottage
at Holden Beach to Elizabeth City, N.C., where his son, Dr. W. H.
Davis, Jr,, lives. Dr. Davis had suffered two or more strokes prior
to the last attack which took him away.

In the passing of this noble servant
of God the Seminary sustains a loss
which is beyond measure. Dr. Davis
was head of the Department of New
Testament Interpretation, which posi-
tion he had held since 1934.

There would be unanimous agree-
ment among the faculty, the students,
and his friends throughout the Soutlr
that Southern Baptists had no greater
scholar in the field of New Testament
Interpretation. He was a genuine
scholar, but also a man of unspeak-
able faith. No one went more thor-

“oughly into the field of critical study
of the Bible and all the various inter-
pretations that men of different con-
victions had given the Word of Ged.
He was acquainted with the position
held by the friends and foes of re-
vealed truth, but what he knew only
strengthened his faith in the trust-
worthiness of the Bible as an inspired
record of the revelation. With child-
like faith he held to all the great
truths that are found in the super-
natural revelation of God in Christ
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Jesus. What to some were faith dis-
turbing problems did not disturb him
in the least.

He was a scholar without academic
pride or ambition. He thought much
more of the contents of his faith than
he did of his understanding. With
such convictions and such loyalty to
the truth as we have it in CHRIST
JESUs, it is easy to understand why
his ministry made such a profound
impression upon the scores and scores
of students who sat at his feet.

This man of God had a keen insight
into human hearts both individually
and collectively. He knew how to in-
terpret men and how to deal with
them in the light of their own needs.
He had a keen appreciation of all de-
nominational trends and develop-
ments. Best of all he had a keen in-
sight into the meaning of the Scrip-
tures and was unusually gifted in
digging into the more or less obscure
meanings of certain passages which so
many Bible students take for granted.

When he came to the Seminary as
an honor student from the University
of Richmond, the faculty soon dis-
covered that he was a young man of
unusual gifts and a great mind. Dr. A.
T. ROBERTSON, our peerless Greek
scholar, recognized him in his early
student days as a young man of re-
markable ability in the Greek lan-
guage. Long before Dr. DAVIs received
his Th.M. degree in the spring of 1919,
it was almost certain that DrR. ROBERT-
soN had marked him as the young
man upon whose shoulders his mantle
would fall. No man living could have
worn that mantle more gracefully and
more effectively than DRr. Davis.

This great teacher was so absorbed
with his study and his teaching that
he did not respond to the myriads of
requests for him to write books or to
become a leader in the work of the
denomination. He wrote a short Greek
gx:ammar which he used in teaching
his own classes. He had a real desire
to translate the New Testament and
did some work along this line but did
not finish it. He seemed satisfied to
give all his strength to the ministry of
teaching the classes who sat at his
feet from year to year.

The readers will allow me to take
this occasion to express my personal
gratitude for this noble friend and
fellow worker. He was graduated with
the Th.M. degree the year after I
entered the Seminary. Therefore, I
knew him as a fellow student and
have known him through the years as
a friend and a fellow worker; but I
did not see the bigness of his mind
and heart and personality until I
joined him as a fellow worker upon
this campus. I cannot express the
meaningfulness and the helpfulness of
his friendship and advice as I at-
tempted to take hold of the tremen-
dous responsibility which the denom-
ination had assigned unto me. His
counsel was always wise and his co-
operation of the friendliest and most
constructive type.

My Pastor and Me: A Good Combination

He’s my pastor, and you’d better
not criticize him any quicker than
you criticize my wife. I know he is
not perfect. Neither is she: but I
don’t want you to say so.

So long as he is my pastor, he’s the
best in the Southern Baptist Conven-
tion; or in the world, for that matter.
The one who preceded him was the
best in his day. So will be the one
who follows.

No other man must have the talents
of a pastor. He deals with the in-
dividual and the mass. He’s preacher,
administrator, counsellor and friend
all wrapped into one man—my pastor.
Somewhere, there may be one who

excels him in one category, but cer-
tainly not in all.

There’s seldom a minute in any
day he can call his own. He’s the
first to bring comfort in hours of
sorrow, the first to share our joys.
His ministry is not limited to our
church. He serves all men at all
times. Not even his secretary knows
all these outside demands that take
so much of his time and energy.

Then, tired of body, he must find
the hours of prayer and study so es-
sential in his ministry. He must find
the time, for twice on Sunday he
stands in his pulpit and speaks as
God’s servant.

He’s the best pastor of them all! I
am proud of him and the invitations
that come his way for service and re-
vivals in other cities. I am glad to
share him with others. To do other-
wise would be selfish.

Don’t misunderstand. You can
criticize him if you are decent enough
to do it to his face—and in private.
I reserve part of that privilege for
myself. I prefer, however, to think
of these little chats as “suggestions to
the pastor.”” He’s shown me the
error of some of my thinking. Some
of it was good and he quickly agreed.

I have differed, too, over the span
of years, in some of the church con-
ferences, but my argument was in the
spirit of a friend, knowing that my
pastor’s responsibility for the church
program was greater by far than
mine.

He’s my pastor, called by God into
his ministry and led by Him to my
church. I love him and honor him as
a man and as God’s servant.

He’s my pastor . . . His name?
That’s not important but I have an
ambition:

I’m the church member always in
his pew when the doors are open. I
always breathe a prayer for the ser-
vice and the one who is to speak. I
pray, too, as he pours out his heart in
that invitation to the lost. I never
hurry toward the door, always stop-
ping to greet the stranger, speak to
friends, welcome the new members
and say a word of gratitude to my
pastor.

I pride myself in the thought that
he knows I'm ready to serve when-
ever he calls. I'm busy but not too
busy to help in my church. It hasn’t
been long since I won a lost one to
Christ and it won’t be long before I
win another. That’s my first mis-
sion as a Christian, just as it is my
pastor’s.

I hope I am worth enough to my
church to be missed when my name is
removed from the rolls. I would hate
not to be missed.

You understand, I’'m not all this
now. Go back four paragraphs and
yowll see where I said “but I have
an ambition—.”

Maybe, knowing the kind of church
member I want to be, I'm a little
prejudiced about this matter of mine.
Maybe he’s not the best in the world;
nor even in the Southern Baptist
Convention. Maybe he’s not—but I
don’t want you to agree. You’d better
not criticize him—not to me, anyway.

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Charles R. Shirar, Former Kentuckian
Has Twelfth Anniversary in Louisiana

ALEXANDRIA, La., June 5.—DR.
‘CHARLES R. SHIRAR, pastor of the Cal-
vary Baptist Church of Alexandria,
‘has recently celebrated his twelfth
anniversary. Under his leadership the
‘Calvary Church has shown great
progress spiritually, financially and
numerically. When he became pastor
in 1938 there were 1,507 members,
.and today there are more than 2,500.
This church’s budget has increased
four-fold during these years. In The
1949 Quarterly Review, this church
was 78th in the list of 167 churches
that baptized 100 or more converts in
1948.

Dr. Shirar was reared in Louisville,
Ky., where he was a newsboy and
attended school there. Also he worked
on a farm near Elizabethtown, Ky.
However, he is a Hoosier by birth,
coming to Kentucky with his parents
at two years of age. He was converted
at thirteen years while in Louisville,
and was baptized by the late Dr. M.
P. HunT. He lived for seven years in
Cincinnati, where he learned the shoe
business. He was called to preach at
twenty years of age, and moved to
Tennessee. He finished the Hall-
Moody Institute in 1919 and took his
B.A. at Union University in 1922, and
his Th.M. at Southwestern Seminary
following that. He was honored with
a D.D. degree from Howard-Payne
College, Brownwood, Texas. He was
an honor graduate from academy, col-
lege and seminary. In addition to be-
ing a student pastor during college
and seminary days, he has been pas-
tor of two large churches in Texas—
Breckenridge’s First Church; the First
Church of Temple, Texas, and his
present pastorate.

Dr. Shirar was a college and semi-
nary classmate of PasTor LyN CrLay-
BROOKE, Oneida, Kentucky; Dr. W. R.
PeTTIGREW, Walnut Street Church,
Louisville; and Miss ONNIE SKINNER,
sister of the editor of the Western Re-
corder.

How About This?

Before you feel that warm little
glow of pride as you drop your of-
fering in the plate to “help pay the
preacher”—consider this:

According to the 1949 Handbook,
there are in the Southern Baptist
Convention 27,285 churches with a
total of 6,761,265 members. The
average salary paid our ministers is
$2,199. Figure it up by dividing
6,761,265 by 27,285 to find how many
members are in the average church
(it will come to almost 248), and then
dividing that into the average salary
of $2,199, and the result by 12, to find
what each of us averages toward the.

pastor’s salary each month. You
probably won’t do all that, but read
on and youlll find out, anyway.

For the so-often scrimping years
at college and seminary, in many
cases paid for long afterwards out of
a pastor’s inadequate salary; for a
life completely dedicated to God’s ser-
vice and to ours—for a pastor, as
much or even more than a doctor, has
no life of his own; for a working day
that starts whenever the first tele-
phone call comes—five, six or seven
o’clock in the morning (if you don’t
believe that, check with your pastor)
—and ends when the last visit is
made or night engagement is over;
for night after night away from home
and family, seeking to further God’s
business—and ours; for hours of
study, hours of planning, hours of
prayer, all to the end that he may
serve better his Lord—and us; for
bearing with all the patience he can
muster the constant criticism, for
ministers, as few other men, are
criticized not only for what they do,
but as well for what they do not do;
for the sharing, as Christ’s represen-
tative, of the lives of each of the
members of the church he serves as
pastor—advising, counseling, answer-
ing that call which comes often, often
through the years, “Preacher, can
you come?”; standing by when the
shadows of the valley grow long;
speaking the words of hope and con-
solation at the grave-side; comforting
those left behind; visiting, visiting,
visiting, to offer that which he, as
Christ’s representative, is pledged and
privileged to offer—the strengthening
sickbed prayer; the lovely prayer of
dedication when a child comes into
the home; the benediction upon the
bowed heads of the new-married
couple, bringing to their hearts the

-realization that God has His part in

their union, and strengthening their
resolve that theirs shall be a Christ-
centered home; the offering of the
ready car, which serves the church
day by day, with no thought upon the
part of most of the members of the
bills for gas, oil, tires, maintenance,
which the pastor, just as any other
car owner, meets each month; for all
the things which a pastor should, and
most of the time, through God’s sus-
taining strength and grace, does mean
to his people—we, the average mem-
bers of the average church, pay each,
per month, an amount which rep-
resents less than two hours of a
small-town baby sitter’s time!—

«“The Pleasures of Sin”

It may seem strange to talk of the pleasures of sin, but the
Bible mentions it just the same (Heb. 11:25). Since it is mentioned
in the Bible, we need to do some careful thinking along this line.
Neither understatement nor overstatement can help the cause of

truth.

There are some shriveled souls who
regard everything pleasant as very
wicked. They proclaim a gospel of
misery everywhere they go. They
would have everybody try to enjoy
being miserable. To them, broad
smiles, and hearty laughter, have no
place in a Christian’s life. Their’s is
‘a religion of gloom. These people
have such shrunken souls that, spirit-
ually, they are as wrinkled as a prune.

* * *

But long-faced church-members are
not alone in the belief that every-
thing pleasant is sinful. This belief
prevails among lost people, and Satan
uses it to keep them from Christ.
Give people the idea that they’ll
never have any more fun becoming a
Christian and they will not want to
become Christians. Lost people be-
lieve that a Christian’s face should
register agony of body and anguish of
soul, while his tongue expresses
gloomy forebodings of evil. The world
believes that the only people who
really have a good time or those who
have thrown discretion to the winds.

The belief that everything pleasant
is evil and everything unpleasant is
good, has given rise to asceticism.
Hermits and religious recluses must of
necessity hold such views. All re-
ligious celibates must share these
views. Why inflict torture upon your-
self unless it is sinful to be com-
fortable? If being comfortable is
wrong, then we ought to sit on pin-
cushions instead of foam rubber cush-
ions.

* * *

Let’s get our facts straight: Every-
thing that brings real pleasure is good,
and everything that brings misery
and woe is bad. It is a law of God
that things bring forth after their
kind. Good trees bear good fruit, and
evil trees bad fruit (Matt. 7:16-20).
Clean things cannot be brought forth
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from the unclean (Job. 14:4). God
has not withheld a single good thing.
But he has labeled good as good, and
bad as bad. Now if we switch the
labels we have only made matters
worse.

If the good is also the pleasant, and -

the bad is unpleasant, then how can
we account for “The pleasures of
sin?” We reply, all of the pleasure
that is found in sin comes from mix-
ing good and evil. The only pleasure
to be found in sin comes from the
element of good in the mixture of
good and evil. If we mix sugar and
sand, the sugar in the mixture is still
sweet. Good and evil can be mixed,
but not blended. Stealing is a per-
version of the God-given right to own
property. Adultery is an effort to
appropriate the blessings of marriage
without assuming its obligations.
Satan is shrewd enough to mix good
and evil in order to make the evil
attractive. The fisherman mixes good
and evil when he hides a hook in a
nice, juicy worm.

While the good in the mixture of
good and evil is still good, the bad
also retains its badness, and the whole
mixture is bad. Sand in the sugar
ruins it without even improving the
sand. If we dissolve some poison in
a glass of water, the water is still
water, -but it is poisoned water. No
matter how thirsty you are, you had
better not drink it. If a fly falls into
a bowl of soup, the soup is spoiled
even if it has not lost any of its
nourishment. It is spoiled by ad-
dition rather than by substraction.

Why would anybody want to mix
good and evil? It is not a rational
thing to do. If we did not see it done
day after day, we could not believe
it. There is not a single pleasure that
can be had by sinning that cannot be

enjoyed in a better way without re--
sort to sinful practices. There is a-
legitimate way to appropriate and:
enjoy all real good.

The world persists in scrambling:
good and evil together in the vain.
hope that good may come of it; but
the evil in the mixture poisons the-
good, and the whole mixture is deadly"
poison. Evil can cancel out good,.
but good cannot nullify evil. That is,.
by being mixed with it.

Let us seek good in pure form. Let:
us not scramble up a lot of wicked-
ness with a few good things in the-
hope that the good will build up the-
bad, for it will not.

I have seen Niagara Falls where mil-
lions of tons of water pour over—
ninety-six per cent on the Canadian
side and four per cent on the Ameri-
can side—every day in the year. But,
when it comes to giving forth glory to
God in teaching and preaching to
multitudes, I saw at Falls Creek
greater glories that pertain to spiri-
tual realities than the natural glories
of Niagara.

Because of the goodness and guid-
ance of God, I have spoken to great
throngs of people occasionally, here
and there over our nation—throngs.
that numbered into the thousands,
but never have I spoken to throngs:
that numbered from six thousand to
twelve thousand in the morning and
at night. Think of over ten thousand
people—young and old—in classes
where they study the Bible, Baptist
doctrines, and missionary matters
every morning for twelve days! That
is what they had at Falls Creek every
morning this past August.

In the Bible, I read this: “Also at
the same time Solomon kept the feast
seven days, and all Israel with him, a
very great congregation, from the
entering in of Hamath unto the river
of Egypt” (II Chron.

Needed at Once: More
Blood Donors By The

American Red Cross

General George C. Marshall has
released an urgent plea for increased
blood donations to be processed
through the Red Cross Regional
Blood Center for immediate ship-
ment to the Korean War. The present
quota must be upped by 25% at
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least, and in order to give the fight-
ing men of the United Nations this
necessary blood service, the Louis-
ville Regional Blood Center, 1347
South Third Street, should have 100
donors a day.

As an example of the deplorable
indifference of people to this obvious
call, the Center has found that when
the war news is good, appointments
for donations are cancelled—even
when we make a gain of as little as

a mile. Some serious help must be
given this shocking situation.

The Louisville Regional Blood
Center, at the American Red Cross,
gives a “Drop of Blood” pin to blood
donors, and this would provide a
logical parallel between the neces-
sary drop of blood shed here for the
sick, injured and wounded in Korea,
who have shed their blood under in-
describable conditions.—William Ho-
dapp, Script Editor, WAVE, Inc.

to Elizabeth City, where lives his son, DrR. W. H. DAvIs,
Jr., DR. Davis slipped away to be with Jesus. He had
been in ill health for many months.

The funeral services were held at Elizabeth City,
September 13. Drs. Erris A. FULLER, EDWARD A. Mc-
DoweLL, Jr. and S. L. SteaLey—all from the Seminary—
assisted.

Dr. Davis is survived by his wife, the former Miss
MasLE SEWELL, of Windsor, N. C., and his son to whom
reference has been made. He was a native of Norfolk
County, Va., a son of QUINTON CLARENCE and SARa
Er1zaBeTH Davis. He received the B.A. degree from the
University of Richmond in 1912, the ML.A. in 1913, and the
D.D. in 1931. He received the Th.M. degree from South-
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ern Seminary in 1917, and the Th.D. in 1919. For one
year—1926-27—he studied at Berlin and Oxford Uni-
versities. Furman University conferred the D.D. degree
on him in 1929.

Dr. Davis had taught New Testament Interpretation
at the Southern Seminary since 1920 and had been head
of the Department since 1934. He was a member of the
American Philological Association and The Society of
Biblical Literature and Exegesis. He was the author of
“A Beginner’s Grammar of the New Testament” and co-
author with Dr. A. T. RoserTsoN of “A New Short Gram-
mar of the Greek Testament” and “Greek Papyri of the
First Century.”

Few men among Southern Baptists have been held in
the high esteem and devotion which was so easily and so
naturally and so universally accorded DR. Davis. His was
a greatness as unique as his own quiet spirit, as genuine as
his desire to know God’s revealed truth in CHRIST JESUS.

Wants Religious Freedom
Condition Fixed For
Spanish Loan

TRENTON, N. J.—Congressman
Charles R. Howell of the Fourth New
Jersey District has informed the
Council of Churches of Greater Tren-
ton that religious freedom should be
made a condition of any loan granted
to Franco Spain.

Rep. Howell’'s statement came in
response to a protest filed with him
by the Trenton church federation
following action by the U. S. Senate
in voting a $100,000,000 loan to Spain.
The House must still act on the pro-
posal.

Through the Rev. J. Courtney Hay-
ward, president, the Council of
Churches charged that religious free-
dom to Protestant and Orthodox
Churches is prohibited in Spain. Ma-
sonic bodies, Mr. Hayward said, also
are denied the right to function.

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Sunday Sci&ml Lesson

By H. C. CHILES

What Is Christian Living?

Matthew 5:13-16, 20; Philippians 1:27-30; I Thessalonians 5:15-23;
James 1:22, 26-27

Christian living is the conformity
of a life to the will of Christ. God’s
Word stresses the necessity of those
bearing the name of Christian really
living as Christ would have them.

Matthew 5:13-16, 20.

Our blesed Lord likened Christians
to salt. Salt serves a number of pur-
poses: it keeps things sweet and fresh,
it imparts a portion of its taste to
the food with which it is mixed thus
making it palatable, it whets the ap-
petite, it creates a thirst, it serves as
an antiseptic, and it preserves from
corruption and decay that with which
it is mingled. Salt has three outstand-
ing properties—penetration, purifica-
tion and preservation. It exists for
others and it does its work gradually,
silently and inconspicuously.

Christians are the only ones who
can add real savor to life. The pres-
ervation of the world depends upon
the presence of the Lord’s people.
Whether men realize it or not, it is
the presence of believers in Christ
that saves the world from destruction.

Peace and happiness in the lives of
Christians can create a real thirst for
the same in the lives of the ungodly.
Many have testified that the godly
life of some Christian had more to
do with bringing them to a saving
knowledge of Christ than anything
else. On the other hand, many have
been turned away from Christ by the
inconsistent lives of professing Chris-
tians.

Christ referred to His followers as
“the light of the world.” Now that
His bodily presence is no longer man-
ifested, His followers furnish the only
light this world has. Without them
the world would be in utter spiritual
darkness. What a glorious privilege
is the believer’s of giving forth light
to the world by reflecting the true
Light! Jesus Christ is the only true
light, but He shines through the lives
of those who know Him and walk in
His footsteps. He will shine through
the lives of all Christians if they will
let Him. Each Christian is respon-
sible for keeping the reflector of his
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soul clean so that Christ may shine
forth unhindered.

We are expected to witness openly
and boldly for Christ with our lips
and our lives. What our Lord de-
sires, and our world needs, is a gen-
uine, positive, active, righteous and
useful life. We are to shine freely,
fully and conspicuously. There is no
thought here of proud or selfish dis-
play. Light does not shout about it-
self; it just shines. Those who will
not hear the gospel preached should
at least be given a chance to see it
lived.

Jesus spoke of the righteousness of
the scribes and Pharisees, and then
demanded a righteousness better than
theirs, both in kind and in degree.
One who enters the kingdom of heav-
en will exhibit a righteousness which
has been placed upon him by Christ
and worked out in his life by the
Holy Spirit, which will be vastly su-
perior to that exhibited by the Phari-
sees.

Philippians 1:27-30.

Knowing that the Philippian Chris-
tians were surrounded by pagan in-
fluences, Paul was deeply concerned
about their manner of life because it
had a direct bearing upon the prog-
ress and success of the gospel. With
him the one matter of chief moment
was that their manner of life be wor-
thy of the gospel of Christ. He urged
them to conduct themselves in a man-
ner worthy of their Christian pro-
fesion. He was anxious that their
conduct be marked by moral stead-
fastness which was at once united in
its relation to their fellow Christians
and undaunted in the face of their
foes.

There is a standard for all Chris-
tians, and Paul urged the Philippian
believers to live in a way that was
consistent with that standard. It is
impossible for a Christian to accept
the standards and methods of the
world and at the same time to walk
worthily of the gospel of Christ.

No one can add anything to the

glory of the gospelﬁpj_f God’s grace,

but you can give that gospel a settingy
so that its glory shall be seen in your,
life. God places His good things
where they will show, and that is
why He wants a setting for His gos-
pel or a place where He can manifest
His grace. He would have all believ-
ers to be consistent in their living.
Those who truly believe should be
willing to follow Him, even though
they may have to suffer for doing so.
However, it is no privilege to suffer
unles one is certain that his suffer-
ings are not due to his own errors,
but are wholly for the sake of Christ
and for the advancement of His
cause.

I Thessalonians 5:15-23.

In writing to the Thessalonian
Christians Paul also emphasized the
importance of the Christian stand-
ards of life. Instead of comforming
to the ways of the world, the believ-
ers were challenged to test things ac-
cording to the Christian standards
and to do that which was right in
each instance.

There is a wealth of teaching in
the New Testament about the man-
ner of Christian living. In our re-
lationship with others we are to prac-
tice fair and kind treatment. Some
of the Thessalonian Christians had
been wronged by others. Paul taught
them by precept and example that
there was only one right way to act
in those circumstances, and that was,
not to retaliate, but to overcome evil
with good. For any to render evil for
evil, regardless of the circumstances,
is to create two evils instead of one.

Paul then mentioned some things
that are involved in our relationship
with God. We are to rejoice contin-
ususly in our position in Christ, our
protection in Christ, and our posses-
sions in Christ. To rejoice is not only
our privilege, but also our Christian
duty.

In this passage are two truths
which are vitally related and insep-
arably linked in the Word of God
—prayer and thanksgiving. Prayer
implies two things, namely, man is
dependent and he is capalble of fel-
lowship with God. Prayer is an ex-
pression of man’s sense of helpless-
ness and dependence. It is the great-
est resource in life and the mightiest
thing a Christian can do. Nothing
lies beyond the reach of prayer ex-
cept those things which lie outside
the will of God for us.

Recently a group of manufacturers,
merchants and professional men, all
members of the Louisville Chamber
of Commerce, made a “get-acquaint-
ed,” good-will tour of Eastern Ken-
tucky.

After he had concluded his re-
marks, one from the campany spoke
out so all could hear, “Dr. Kelly, as a
Catholic I would like to know how
you raised all that money without
bingo games.”

The question may or may not have
been asked seriously, but is a reveal-
ing one, none the less. It is a well-
known fact that the church of the
questioner’s faith depends largely on

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bingo to finance its educational and
humanitarian enterprises; while Bap-
tists believe that ‘“tithes and offer-
ings,” freely and lovingly given, is
God’s plan of financing the causes
that operate within the circle of His
will and purpose. Baptists read in
the Book dear to them, “Remember
the words of the Lord Jesus, how He
said, It is more blessed to GIVE than
to receive” (Acts 20:35). And we be-
lieve that He also would say, “It is
more blessed to GIVE, even a little,
than it is to WIN a big prize in a
bingo game, though it be for the holy

cause of religion.” We just can not
subscribe to the doctrine that ‘“the
end justifies the means.” If we be-
lieved that, there is no telling to
what extremes we might go! Another
thing: Extreme doctrinal differences
lead to widely separated practices in
propagating those divergent doctrines.

There are very few duties which
the Bible enjoins in terms of so large
a requirement as that of thanksgiv-
ing. Paul wrote the Thessalonians to
the effect that whether in sickness or
in health, in adversity or in pros-
perity, in prison or at liberty, what-
ever their outward -circumstances,
they were to be thankful. It is a
duty incumbent upon all of us to
render thanks unto God for mercies
received and enjoyed. Thanksgiving
wondrously strengthens our faith as
well as pleases our Heavenly Father.
Nothing can come into our lives un-
less He permits, and He only permits
what is for our welfare.

He further admonished them to
avoid quenching the Holy Spirit; to
refrain from despising prophesyings
by underestimating their value, ne-

glecting to hear them or refusing to
obey them; to distinguish between
the genuine and the spurious, and
hold fast the genuine; and to abstain
from the appearance of every kind of
evil.

James 1:22, 26-27.

In his most practical leter to the
Christians of his day James did not
mince matters, but plainly stated
that Christianity must express itself
in conformity to the Word and will
of Christ. We must not be content
with a mere knowledge of the Word
of God and the will of Christ, but we
must permit them to become opera-
tive in our lives. James emphasized
the importance and necessity of
obedience to the revealed will of our
Lord. It is easy for us to give mental
assent to the things set forth in God’s
Word but it is an entirely different
matter when it comes to actual obedi-
to the divine commands. Christians
should be good listeners for their pro-
tection from error, for their progress
in the truth, and for power in their
service, but they should also know
the great delight of doing the will of
Him Whom they love. It is fine to
hear with swift apprehension, but it
is far better to put into practice the
things taught in the Word.
