Vlie Supper o/ Our ~orJ 
There are two great ordinances set in the churches, and only two­

baptism and the Lord's Supper. 
They do not come from men. They are divine appointment. 
Since the deep, gracious meanings of Christianity are symbolized by 

these ordinances, their observance is fraught with far-reaching moment 
to both the church and the world. 

Our consideration here shall be given 
to one of these ordinances-the Lord's 
Supper. 

The treatment it has often received at 
the hands of men has been unspeakably 
sad and amazing. Unceasing controver­
sies have gathered about it for hundreds 
of years-controversies often of the most 
hostile and misleading tendencies. Aw­
ful has been the history that has gath­
ered about it. 

As we come, therefore, to consider its 
place in Christ's churches, and its mean­
ing to his people, may our souls be 
steeped in prayer that we may under­
stand it in its New Testament beauty 
and simplicity. 

Circumstances of Its Institution 

In approaching this ordinance, it is 
well for us to notice the circumstances 
of its institution. The place, you re­
member, was Jerusalem. The time was 
evening before the crucifixion of our 
Lord. 

At its institution some significant 
things occured, as given in the Gospel 
of John. First, Jesus, before instituting 
his Supper, washed his disciples' feet. 
Then, in the presence of the eleven dis­
ciples, he instituted the Supper-our 
Lord's Supper. Following its observance, 
they sang a hymn and went out into 
the Mount of Olives. 

A Personal Question for All 

And now I have a question to ask of 
every Christian. Do you not agree that 
nothing should be our criterion in this 
matter, save the Word of God? That 
long-established customs and peculiar 
tastes and personal sentiments must not 
decide our belief and practice in this 
solemn matter, but that this is the func­
tion alone of God's Word? 

Conceding this, as all of us must, then 
let this question be put to all our hearts: 
Shall not you and I and every child of 
God agree to lay down every precon­
ceived sentiment and opinion concerning 
this Supper for which we cannot find a 
positive "this saith the Lord"? 

There are three vital question growing 
out of this Supper that we need specially 
to consider: (1) Whose is this Supper? 
(2) To whom was it given? (3) What is 
its meaning? 

Whose Is This Suppel'? 

There can be but one mind concerning 
it, if we allow God's Word to answer it­
This is the Lord's Supper. It is his, not 
only because he instituted it, but also 
because he appointed it as a memorial of 
himself. Then, since Jesus instituted it, 
and for the specific purpose just men­
tioned, is it not beyond every question 
his table? He so designates it in every 
reference made in his Word. He alone 
is to say the "what" and "how" and 
"why" and "where" concerning it, 

Our neighbor proposes to give a din­
ing, It is for him to make every regula­
tion, specification, and limitation con­
cerning it. 

So it is with Christ's people concerning 
HIS Supper. They have no authority or 
option in this matter. This is not their 
table. This is not man's table. It is the 
Lord's table. 

If it were man's table, then to it he 
might invite his friends according to his 
opinion and tastes and inclinations. But 
he must remember evermore that THIS 
IS THE LORD'S TABLE. 

Human sentiment, therefore, is not to 
govern it. Long established customs are 
not to govern it. Prejudices, tastes and 
feelings are not to govern it. He who 
placed it in his church has alone the 
right to prescribe every regulation for 
its government. 

THEN, TALK about "courtesy" and 
"liberality" concerning it surely cannot 
be in place. 

Shall we talk of "liberality" concern­
ing things that are not ours? As well 
might we talk about the right of chang­
ing the laws of nature as the changing 
of the two ordinances from the place 
and purpose given them in the churches 
by the divine Lawgiver, Jesus Christ. 

To Whom Was It Given? 

To whom did our Lord give the Sup­
per? For whom did he intend it? To 
those who would sneer at it and pervert 
it? To men yet blind and lost in sin? 
To ask these questions is at the same 
time to answer them. Our Lord gave 
this Supper to his disciples, not to the 
world. There is no disagr~ment among 
Christian peoplg hl!r~, -

THEN THE FIRST PREREQUISITE: 
in coming to this table is that one must 
be a true disciple of Jesus Christ. He· 
must have been regenerated by the Spirit. 
of God. No other can in spirit either 
partake of this Supper or be really bap-­
tized. 

That it was committed to his disciples 
and not to the world is seen from this 
record in Acts 20:7: "And upon the first. 
day of the week, when the disciples. 
came together to break bread"-that is, 
to observe the Supper. This is the rec­
ord of the ear ly church now fully at 
work. Then clearly it was committed to 
Christ 's people and intended only for 
them. 

BUT AGAIN, not only was it re­
stricted to Christ's disciples, but these 
same disciples must previously have­
been baptized. Do the Scriptures teach 
that baptism is prerequisite to the Lord's 
Supper? Plainly and fully they do so 
teach. In the Bible, b a p tis m always 
comes before the Lord's Supper . Again,. 
there is p r a c t i c a 11 y no disagreement. 
among Christian people on this point. 

Only the· Baptized 

What then is the issue between our 
Baptist people and others concerning this. 
ordinance? The answer may be stated 
in one brief sentence : The issue gathers· 
mainly about the ordinance of baptism. 
We believe that only baptized people-­
and but one thing to us means scriptural 
baptism-may come to this table. 

As we have observed, baptism always 
comes before the Supper. Baptists, then, 
are not alone who propose "close or re-­
stricted communion," as it is commonly 
ca 11 ed. Every great denommation of" 
Christians throughout the wol'ld does 
identically the same thing. They, w:tn 
us, demand that before one comes to the 
table, he must have previously been bap­
tized. The issue, then, is not about "close, 
communion," but about "close baptism.''' 
With Baptists, immersion alone is bap­
tism, and the immersion of one who has· 
already been saved. 

HERE OPENS B E F O R E US a tre­
mendous field for thought . Our people­
are unyielding and iJilmovable in their 
contention that a person, to be scrip­
turally baptized, must first have believed 
on Christ and been saved by him, and 
then immersed. They believe that no­
body can be scripturally baptized, even 
though his body be immersed, if he has. 
not already been saved by Christ. 

Therefore they are compelled to deny 
the scripturalness of sprinkling or pour­
ing for baptism. To them, neither of 
these has even the semblence of scrip­
tural baptism.

Until August of 1945 I had not heard of the Extension Department 
of the Baptist Sunday schools. Until then, I, a bedridden invalid for 
twenty years, lived near Morganfield in Western Kentucky. My mother 
died in April of that year and, four months later, I came to a nursing 
home in this city, Evansville, Indiana. Unknown to me when I came, 
there was Calvary Baptist Church across the street from the nursing 
home. I was delighted when I learned that I was almost on the doorstep 
of a church of my faith. I felt that God had put me there. 

It was a sultry Tuesday night when I 
was carried into the nursing home. The 
k een edge of grief over the death of my 
mother was still cutting me to the qu ick 
and I knew very few people in this 
:town. But on Sunday evening after my 
arrival Tuesday, the superintendent of 
Calvary's Extension Department, Mrs. 
Waitman Brooks, came to see me. She 
told me about the Extension and asked 
-if I would like to become a member. The 
Sunday school has always been my 
favorite department of the church. She 
-enrolled me that night. It has been a 
·source of joy t o me from then until now. 

The Ex tension carries Sunday school 
to those who cannot attend Sunday 
school. Just as in Sunday school in the 
church so is it in the Extension Sunday 
-school at home; one gets out of it ac­
cording to what he or she pu ts in it . 
Anyone wh o carefully reads Altar Fir es 
in HOME LIFE, the magazine sen t out 
by the Sunday School Board and- the 
Bible passages suggested for every day, 
will know a gciod deal abou t the Sunday 
school lesson on Sunday morning. Mrs . 
Brooks or one of her workers tries to 
get the magazine out to each member 
by the first of the month. It has mean t 
·so much to me! Studying the Sunday 
school lesson is a part of my daily de­
votional. I fee l that I am a part of that 
'big class, made up of people all over the 
c ountry, w ho will be discussing the 
Sunday school lesson on Sunday morn­
ing. When Sunday comes, I have studied 
iti I arr:i not left out, even though I ·am 
lying here on my bed. 

Th e Calvary Extension Department 
has 153 members. Each member has, at 
least, one visit each month from a rep­
resentative of the Department. Once 
each month the workers meet with the 
superfotendent. It is a business meeting 
'in which they discuss ideas and plans. 
Every three months it is the desire to 
have as many members present in the 
m eeting as is possible---members, w ork-

ers, and superintendent in real f ellow­
ship. 

Who are those 153 mem ber s? They are 
people w h o, for different r easons, cannot 
attend Sunday school. Some are old, 
perh aps m ost of them, too feeble to a t ­
tend services. Some are invalids, su ch 
as I. Th ey may be bedr idden, in wheel 
chairs, or just shut in. Som e are tied at 
h ome with those wh o cannot get out . 
Som e are consecrated nurses, kitchen or 
dining r oom w orkers, bus drivers , or 
those following any occupation th at 
keeps them a way from the church on 
Sunday morning. Most of Calv ary's 153 
Extension m embers ar e church mem­
bers, but some are no t ; a ny o n e is 
eligible for hiembership who is inter­
ested in turning to th e stu dy of the 
lesson . The only requirement is the 
inability to a ttend Sunday school. 

There is a blind couple in Calvary's 
Extension class, Mr. and Mrs. Percival 
Pritchett. They are members of Calvar y 
Church. Mrs. Pritchett, who has been 
blind since she was four years old, is a 
gr aduate of a sch ool for the b lind. She 
reads Braille quite well and is capable 
of working with th e blin d . The Sunday 
School Board sen ds h er HOME LIFE in 
Braille and she reads it to her husband. 
Members and workers of the Depart­
ment have given her Books of the Bible 
in Braille, and Mrs. Hale, one of the 
w o r k er s , takes h er to the quarter ly 
meetings in which the members take 
part, reading from some portion of the 
Bible in Braille. 

Another member of Calvary's Exten­
sion class is a man who is 77 years old. 
Recently a n Extension worker led him 
to accept Christ as his Saviour. He is 
nearly blind and has only one leg. Sit­
u ated as he is, he could not attend 
church or Sunday school w ithout help . 
What if there had been no Extension 
worker coming to him to help him to a 

realization of God's saving grace? He 
may be going into eternity before long, 
but thanks to God and an Extension 
w o r k e r , h e "will n ot h ave to cross 
Jordan alone ." 

On the afternoon of October 2, the 
superintendent sent an ambulance to 
b ring m e to Calvary Chur ch for their 
quarterly m eeting. It w as th e fir st tim e 
I had been in one of the meetings fo r 
member s, and my first time in Calvary 
church building. I shall never for get 
how I felt as I crossed th e threshold. Of 
course, I sh all be h appier when I enter 
Heaven's gate because I shall have a 
greater capacity for h appiness, but­
perhaps n ot a great deal. If only Mrs, 
Brooks could know how grateful I am 
for her thoughtfulness and h er gener­
osity! 

My ambulance cot was let down be­
tween the fron t p ew and th e r ostrum 
where I could take in everything. I en­
joyed the flowers beside the pulpit, the 
opening song which was the class song, 
"Throw Out the Life Line," an o the r 
song, a prayer by a visiting minister, 
and a duet, "Be Still and Know that I 
am God," by Mr. Reet Brooks and his 
m other, which they sang beautifu lly. 

Mrs. P r itchett, the b 1 ind member, 
r ead P s a 1 m 4 6 , which has in it tha t 
lov ely k eynote to all serenity, "Be st ill 
an d know that I am God." Mrs. Hale led 
her to the Bible stand that had been 
placed there to hold her heavy Book of 
P salms in Braille, then waited to lead 
h er b ack to her pew. I noticed that Mrs. 
P r itchett was not r eading as well as she 
usu ally does. I could feel her em bar­
r assment and I found myself praying 
for her. Tha t conscientious m ember, an 
immaculately clean housekeeper and the 
cook in her home, had cut her fingers 
on a t in can; she could have asked to be 
excused from reading that day because 
her sore finger could not readily p ick 
up the words in Braille. But she did not. 
Her unfaltering zeal in doing what she 
could, made her efforts all the sweeter. 

After the service and business meet­
ing, two of the women rolled my ambu­
lance cot into th e J unior r oom that was 
being used as a dining room that day. 
They rolled me alongside the table that 
looked so pretty with vases of pink and 
r ed roses, tokens for the occasion which 
were tiny pink and blue plastic baskets 
of mints, and pink and blue napkins . It 
had been so long since I had seen food 
served any way except on a tray! It was 
like coming home-at last. Before serv­
ing· ice cream and cake, one of the 
members in a frail little voice, but sin­
cere, thanked God for His presence and 
our felowship. After twenty-two had 
enjoyed the refreshments, "Praise God 
from Whom All Blessings Flow" was 
sung; it served as the benediction for a 
very happy gathering.

Crusading In Alaska 
The department of evangelism of the 

Rome Mission Board conducted its 
.second simultaneous evangelistic cru­
sade in Alaska , October 15-29. There 
were six churches and one mission en­
·gaged 'in the campaign. The results 
were 132 additions to the churches, 70 
-of this number coming on profession of 
faith ·as candidates for baptism. There 
were 73 new members enlisted in the 
Sunday schools and 45 new members 
in the Training Unions . It was a privi­
lege of the writer to give direction to 
the campaign. In this article the reader 
will find a short estimation of the cam­
paign and the work in Alaska by five 
members of the party from five differ­
ent points in Alaska . Three of the re­
vivals were Anchorage.

Thrilling stories have come out of 
the revivals. At Juneau one man was 
licensed to p reach and plans to start a 
Baptist work at Seward.

James N. Morgan-Palmer Mission 

Alaska presents the greatest field for 
home missions that I have ever k nown 
anywhere. My work was in the Mata­
nuska Valley with an estimated popula­
tion of 5,000 people, and the only Bap­
tist message is the Baptist Mission 
meeting in the Seventh Day Adventist 
building. Palmer is the center of this 
great valley, a great productive region 
w ith fertile soil and as promising a 
community as will be found anywhere. 
There are many faiths represented, but 
definitely no great evangelical-militant 
message such as is characteristic of 
Southern Baptists. We found three 
members of the mission upon our arri­
val, October 15, and the little mission 
grew to a total of ten members by the 
closing night, October 29, four by bap­
tism and three by letter . This field w ill 
not be won to Christ until we send our 
message, by means of our missionaries, 
into the community and to every home 
within the neighborhood. It should not 
be long until this church is self-sup­
porting in view of the good productive 
region. They are soon to construct a 
one-and-a-half million dollar high 
school in Palmer, where some six hun­
dred students are now enrolled in 
school. They will soon build a one­
and-one-half million dollar hydro-elec­
tro plant in the Valley. 

* * * 
C. Y. Dossey-Fairbanks 

The First Baptist Church at F air­
banks is four years old and is the larg­
est non-Catholic church in Fairbanks. 
Catholic churches in Fairbanks, some of 
w hich h ave b een there for forty years. 
Yet, the First Baptist in four years is 
ahead of them all. They have a beauti­
ful building that can care 
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for 300 
in Sunday school. There are at least a 
dozen places near F airbanks with from 
fifty to three hundred people living in 
them w ith no church of any k ind. The 
First Church is p lanning soon to estab­
lish missions in some of these places. 
In almost every b lock of the bu siness 
section there will be found from three 
to five saloons . Sin is everywhere. 
But the people respond to the ggspel. 
It was our privilege to see an_ ~kimo 
rn an and his wife, seventy-three yeti.rs . 
of age, saved and baptized. •

MORE SCRIPTURES FOR BLIND 

An increase of over 3,000 embossed 
v olumes and Talking Book Records for 
the blind were distributed by the Ameri­
can Bible Society in the first six months 
of this year as compared with the similar 
period in 1949. Much of this increase 
may be laid to the fact that many veter­
ans wounded in the last war, are only 
no~ beginning to feel the effects of ill­
ness that results in blindness . 
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The Supper of Our Lord 
Such sentiment is widespread and has 

done incalculable harm. Only once is it 
called a "communion" in the Scriptures, 
and that by Paul, where he says, "The 
cup of blessings which we bless, is it 
not the c o m m u n i o n of the blood of 
Christ? The bread which we break, is it 
not the c o m m u n i o n of the body of 
Christ" (I Corinthians 10:16)? A better 
translation of this word "communion" 
would be "participation," and it does 
not mean A, B, and C participating with 
one another, but participating with the 
"body and blood of Christ."

Furthermore, they would also reject 
fundamentally unscriptural the immer­
sion of infants, if that were even pro­
posed in the place of sprinkling or 
pouring, because the Scriptures demand 
personality, voluntariness, and spirit­
uality in all the duties of Christianity. 
Baptism and the Supper are for the 
saved alone, and only the saved can 
scripturally observe either ordinance. 

* * * 
Though we are compelled thus to dif­

fer from others, irreconcilably, in our 
interpretation of God's Word, yet we 
differ in tenderest Christian love. God 
pity Christian men who otherwise differ 
and who magnify their differ{'nces by 
unchristian wranglings and spirit! He 
has shown unto us a more excellent way. 
Differing as we thus do fundamentally, 
we would be not only inconsistent, but 
we would be dishonorable also in the 
sight of God and men to ask thoi;e to 
come to this table who we solemnly be­
lieve have never been baptized. 

* * * 
BUT STILL FURTHER: Not only did 

Jesus give this Supper to his disciples 
who had been previously baptize<l, but 
he gave it to the baptized disciples in 
their organized capacity. 

That is to say, he gave this Supper to 
his church. Then, a third prerequisite 
to this table is orderly church member­
ship. Note the order: regeneration, bap­
tism, church membership. 

To his churches, then, Jesus corrimltted 
this ordinance. He did not commit it to 
preachers as such, no to individuals as 
such, but to his churches in their church 
capacity. 

* * * 
JUST HERE IS ANSWERED another 

question: Why do not Baptists invite the 
immersed of other denomina I.ions to the 
Lord's table? 

The answer is near at hand: Immer­
sion only, as before said, does not con­
stitute scriptural baptism. One must be 
immersed because he is already saved, 
and not in any sense to secure salvation. 

AGAIN, baptism must be adminis­
tered by a proper administor. This ord­
inance, as well as the Supper, has been 
committed to the church. Then the 
church alone can legally administer it. 

BUT SUPPOSE a body of Christian 
people inveigh against immersion as the 
scriptural act of baptism, and give their 
influence to writing against it; and if to 
secure a member, or for any other 
cause, immersion is administered by 
them, against their consciences and a­
gainst what they conceive to be teach­
ing of God's Word; and if, as is un-
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waveringly held by Baptists, immersion 
alone is the proper act of baptism; then 
can such baptism be orderly, consistent, 
and scriptural? Our convictions of 
God's Word compel us to answer in the 
negative. 

What Is the Meaning of the Supper? 

This is a question of great moment. 
Some of the most grievous evils that 
have ever a ff l i c t e d the world have 
grown out of the perversion of the de­
sign of this Supper. 

Three distinct views are held with 
regard to its nature. There is the view 
of the Romanist, called "transubstantia­
tion," which view is that this bread and 
wine are literally changed by the con­
secration of the priest, into the very 
body and blood of Christ; and that, by 
thus eating Christ's body and drinking 
his blood, God's saving grace is received 
by the communicant. 

The view of the Lutheran, and, per­
haps some others, called "consubstantia­
tion," is that though the bread and wine 
are not changed, yet along with them is 
present the real body and blood of Christ, 
so that both are eaten at the same time 
by the communicant. 

So palpably do these two theories con­
tradict the plain nature and purpose of 
this ordinance, and the whole gospel, 
that it is not necessary to stop and re­
fute them. 

"In Remembrance of Me" 

Let this simple statement of God's 
Word show us the -Supper's meaning: 
"This do in remembrance of me" (Luke 
22:19). 

But someone asks: "Do we not come 
to this table to commune with one 
another, or to show our Chrisian fellow­
ship for another? 

Jesus does not say, "This do in re­
membrance of certain loved ones, or to 
show fellowship for them," but, "This do 
in remembrance of me." It is the only 
thing he ever asked his people to do 
whereby they might remember him. 
Shall we deny him this simple request? 
It is not a question of Christian fellow­
ship. There are other times and places 
for the tender and beautiful manifesta­
tion of Christian fellowship, but this is 
not the time nor place to be thinking of 
that. "This do in remembrance of me."

The new nation Israel is a miracle. In honesty I must add it is an 
immoral miracle. 

For the people who have built a nation in just two years I have 
profound admiration. For the future of the nation I have great hope. 
For the way the nation began there must be some atonement. 

Legally the Jewish claim on the land 
of Palestine is exactly the claim the 
descendants of the Indians, who sold 
Manhattan Island for some beads, now 
have on New York City. Most of Pales­
tine belonged to Arabs who had in­
herited it for dozens of generations. 

In the 1930's the Jews began to buy 
back the land. To protect the Arabs the 
British forbad such sales. The Jews 
resorted to terrorism to secure the land. 

That over-simplified statement of the 
background sets the stage for Dier Es 
Siem. That is a little Arab village just 
outside of Jerusalem. The Jewish Stern 
Gang turned it into a slaughter house. 
The story of it belongs alongside of 
Lidice and Dachau. Hitler never sank 
lower. 

Responsible Jewish leaders have dis­
claimed the Stern gang. I am sure they 
are sincere, but during the war with the 
Arabs they did not hesitate to use the 
story of Dier Es Siem to frighten the 
Arab population out of the land. The 
Jewish radio blared "Remember Dier Es 
Siem" and the Arab leaders fell into the 
trap. They ordered the Arab people to 
abandon their businesses, homes, farms, 
and flee for their lives. 

Thus the visitor to Palestine is amazed 
to find whole villages and adjoining or­
chards abandoned. Homes, shops, goods, 
everything was left to be appropriated 
by the new nation. 

they do not want the world to know how 
badly they are treating their brothers. 

Ten days spent driving all over Jewish 
Israel and Arab Trans-Jordan won all 
my sympathy for the Jewish people who 
have at last made a national home and 
won all my sense of justice for adequate 
recompense for the displaced Arabs. I 
approve of the United States' support of 
the nation Israel. Somewhere, however, 
our advocacy of human rights must re­
member the Arab. Otherwise we will 
become partners in stealing a land. 

The Jews originally wanted to buy the 
land. The British tried to dam back the 
flow of history by refusing to allow it. 
The dam broke with tragedy for all. Now 
the word "immoral" must be wiped out 
of the miracle of the birth of a nation. 

With most Christians I look upon the 
Jewish people as especially chosen and 
favored of God. I visited Israel not be­
cause I was interested in the new nation. 
I visited it because two thousand years 
ago in that land "God so loved the world, 
that he gave his only begotten Son, that 
whosoever believeth in him should not 
perish, but have everlasting life." Jesus 
of Nazareth was that Son. 

I wish there was more religion in the 
new Israel. As Joe Cohen. from Phila­
delphia told me in the Kibbutz, a col­
lective farm, near Nazareth, "I am not 
here for any religious reasons. This is 
just the best way to live." Privately 
Joe's wife whispered to me, "Do not be­
lieve him. We both want our baby to 
be born here and grow up and help 
build a new nation." I believed her. 
There is a tremendous amount of ideal­
ism which I hope is going to find a re­
ligious channel. 

P. S.-The Christian worke,rs in Israel 
are all pro-Israel. The Christian work­
ers among the Arabs are all pro-Arab. 
That I advance as proof that there are 
two sides to the whole matter of Israel­
Arab relations.

PILOT DISTRIBUTES SCRIPTURES 

During the war Ralph Rice was a fly­
ing officer. Now, as a field worker for 
the American Bible Society distributing 
Scriptures in Honduras, he pilots a plane 
making landings in farming country that 
formerly was reached only on foot or by 
muleback. Sometimes he spends eight to 
ten minutes in flying from one town to 
another but has to circle the field for 
some tv'.renty minutes or more trying to 
clear the field of cattle before he can 
land. 

Across the border the once prosperous 
Arabs live in refugee camps. These 
camps make the European D.P. camps, 
from which a million Jews have come 
to Israel, seem like a summer spent on 
a dude ranch. Unfortunately for them­
selves the Arabs are stupid propagan­
dists. For example, they let me go 
where I pleased, talk with whom I 
pleased, but provided a police escort to 
see that I did not take any pictures of 
their horrible refugee camps. They are 
doing almost nothing for the Palestinian 
Arabs who fled to them for refuge, and

"Thou ~ast Asked A Hard Thing" 
. The foregoing words were spoken by Elijah to Elisha 
Just before the old prophet's ascension. Elisha, his servant, 
had f~llowed_ him, refusing to turn back even though Elijah 
had given him the opportunity. But men with the "turn 
back" in them never get to be Elishas. 

Just before the "chariot of fire and horses of fir e . . . partecl 
them both asunder, and Elijah went up by a whirlwind into 
heaven" (2 Kgs. 2:11) , "Elijah said unto Elisha, Ask what I 
shal~ do for thee. And Elisha said, I pray thee, let a double 
portwn of thy ~pirit be upon me. An d he said, Th ou hast 
asked a hard thmg; nevertheless, if thou see me when I am 
taken from thee, it shall be so unto th ee; but if not, it 
shall not be so" (Kgs. 2:9-10). 

"THOU HAST ASKED A HARD THING!" It was not 
hard_ fo~ God to give power to the young prophet, for 
nothmg is hard for the omnipotent God. He could empower 
the young preacher's life and work even as He had Elijah's, 
an.~ He could double what Elijah had. It was not hard for 
EhJah to _want his successor to have double the spiritual 
power which he had experienced with God. We have never 
~nown an older servant of God in· ihe ministry who did not 
earnestly !Iesire that those who came after him should have 
a "double portion" of the power and grace of God. 

_WHER~, THEN, lay the "hard' ·thing?" It lay in the 
tri~l~ which come to the faithful servants of God. The 
Spirit of God does not lead His warriors, always, among 
roses and where the sun shines and where the birds sing 
sweetly. There are rugged, dangerous roads to climb, and 
there are many dark nights, in the blackness of which the 
enemy lurks. 

The man of God who would pray for a "double portion" 
of the sp~rit of.~lijah must know, of a certainty, that if God 
grants his petition he will have great trials, trials which 
humanly speaking are insurmountable. "In the world ye 
shall have tribulations" applies to every soul th at would 
follow Christ wholly. But · we are to hear Him say also 
"Fear not, I have overcome the world." _ ' 

Elisha, hearing Elijali's .;arning, could have turned back 
to . live just the average life. Many do, even today. But 
Ehsha couldn't turn back to ordinary things and still be a 
man of power. 

May God give us men who have double portions of the 
power and presence of the Spirit of God. How we need 
them in the pulpits and pews! 

Prayerless Leaders, Prayerless People 
One of the gloomiest comments we've seen comes from 

Clyde K luckholn in "Morror of Man" (McGraw). He said: 

"More than half our people still occasionally go thr ough 
the form [of religion], and there are ethnic islands in our 
population where religion is still a vital force. But very 
few of our leaders are still religious in the sense that they 
are convinced that prayer or the observance of church codes 
will affect the course of human events." 

Human Escape Fails 
The tragedy of that statement lies in its truth, especially 

as. regards our national _eaders. We are being slowly infected 
with the deadly virus of a mere humanism- the human 
ideal, the human culture and th e human method of escape 
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from crises are being substituted for the divine ideal the 
~ivine. revelation set forth in the Bible. More and m:re ft 
Is commg to be what man thinks and what man can do not 
what God thinks and what God says in the Book. ' 

We are rapidly nearing the point in our history at which 
nation after nation has been destroyed in the past. We have 
come now into a day and circumstances from which only 
God can deliver us. Yet, we are NOT a praying nation 
Gloomy as it may sound, most of the churches in Amerio~ 
are NOT praying churches. Formalism has taken the plac-_, 
of spiritual power . One has but to look around a bit to 
know the truth of that statement. 

How Long Will God Wait? 
As Kluckhohn says, "there are ethnic islands in our popu­

lation where religion is still a vital force." It is a questio~, 
now, of how long God will wait before the day of wrath 
beg·ins. 

A wise Presbyterian layman, visiting in this office r~­
cently, remarked to this editor, "The armed forces of "the 
~nited _Nations are now, at the most, fighting only a delay­
mg action. Unless the spiritual forces of America arouse 
themselves and take the vital message of Christianity to the 
world, we are doomed as a nation and as a world." 

Perils Ahead 
~n the part of every one of us there ought to be daily 

periods of humble, repentant, heart-searching, sin-confess­
ing prayer. America has never faced the difficulties which 
now confront us. We are in great peril as a nation-peril 
from enemies within our borders, perils from without. 
A!ainst us are arrayed millions of power-drunk, atheistic 
mmds. 

Again we say, as in other editorials, our churches should 
become primarily praying bodies. "It is written, My house 
shall be called of all nations a house of prayer." When we 
pray better, we will do all things better. There is no other 
route to power with God, and there is no other door through 
which God's power can come to us. 

Love Is The Answer 
(By LOVE we do not mean the cheap, shallow attraction 

of which some think when the word is used. Satan has 
stolen holy words to decorate his tabernacles of sin, thereby 
confusing his benighted worshippers "who are taken captive 
by him at his will" (2 Tim. 2:26).) 

LOVE is the word and experience about which the world 
knows so little. And because it knows so little about divine 
love, destruction reigns. 

LOVE, at its highest level, is perfection. Only God can 
love perfectly, for only He is perfect. As we grow nearer 
and nearer like God, in the process of sanctificatio"u, the 
more we love Him and our brethren, and the more we 
yearn for the salvation of the lost-even our enemies. 

Love Reveals Our Likeness to God 
Our likeness to God is revealed more by LOVE than b7 

any other characteristic. And not only does LOVE reveal 
the degree of our likeness, it makes fruitful all other 
Christian graces and service. "Though I speak with the 
tongues of men and of angels, but have not love, I am be-
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come a sounding brass, or clanging cymbal ......... " (1 Cor. 
13:1-3). 

LOVE MAKES MEN DIFFERENT FROM THE WORLD. 

"Love suffereth long and is kind; love envieth not; love 
vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up, doth not behave it-
self unseemly, seeketh not her own ....... " (1 Cor. 13:4-8). 

Divine love is not a native of the human heart. It comes 
only from God. "In him was life" (Jno. 1:4), and in Him 
alone is love. He imparts, though Jesus Christ and for His 
sake, divine life and His love-nature. "And we have known 
and believed the LOVE that God hath to us. GOD IS 
LOVE: and HE THAT DWELLETH IN LOVE DWELLETH 
IN GOD, AND GOD IN HIM" (1 Jno. 4:16). "Beloved, let 
us love one another, FOR LOVE IS OF GOD. And every 
one that loveth is born of God, and knoweth God. And he 
that loveth not, knoweth not God, FOR GOD IS LOVE" 
(1 Jno. 4:7-8). 

LOVE IS ALWAYS A GIVER. Hate thinks only of self 
and self-things. Love is at the far-end of life, away from 
hate. The nearer a man is to the hate-end of life, the more 
Satanic, the more dangerous he is to himself and oth ers. 
''It is more blessed to give than to receive" because the 
true giver is more like God. "God so loved ... that he gave 
•... " (Jno. 3:16). 

So, again, the nearer we come in grace to God's likeness, 
the more we love. And the more we love, the more we give. 
And the more we give, the more we really live. 

JESUS BROUGHT THE FATHER'S LOVE into the world 
by the sacrifice of Himself for our sins. His love becomes 
a power in the world as it is "shed abroad in our hearts by 
the Holy Ghost" (Rom. 5:5). He makes repentant and trust­
ing sinners into the sons of God, and He imparts to them 
the love-nature of God. 

• * * 
LOVE, AT ITS IDGHEST LEVEL, will solve the problems 

which endanger the world. Human ingenuity will not bring 
peace. Only LOVE will stop war. Love will put truth on 
the tongue of the liar. Love will make the would-be mur­
derer lay down his weapon and extend his hand. Love will 
make the slanderer's tongue speak gently. Love will take 
the lust out of the adulterer's gaze. Love will turn the 
idolater to the living God. Love silences the backbiter, the 
destroyer, the scatterer of distrust and confusion. Love 
that comes from the heart of God will make an Eden out 
of this world which, now, is anything but an Eden! 

"As I Was ... So I Will Be" 
These are God's words of encouragement to Joshua as he 

was undertaking in Moses' stead: "There shall not any man 
be able to stand before thee all the days of thy life : as I was 
with Moses, so I will be with thee." 

Israel's progress under Joshua's leadership was sure, 
neither because Israel was Israel, nor because Joshua was 
Joshua; but because God is GOD! 

Human, even Christian, eyes are too easily blinded by 
lesser lights. We fasten our eyes on men and consider who 
THEY are and what THEY have done and what THEY pro­
pose to do. And all the time GOD is there. Are th er e not 
those of us who need to hear again the words spoken by 
.Jacob as he thought on his dream?-"Surely THE LORD is 
in this place, and I KNEW IT NOT" (Gen. 28:16). 
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Writers of histories have left God out of their lines, and 
heaped praise 11.t the feet of men, and attached total credit 
to wha t MEN have done. But we ask, "Are they alone in 
this robbery?" God put his question on the tongue of 
Malachi, "Will a man rob God?" and then He gave them His 
answer, "Yet ye have robbed me." We have stolen more 
than the tithe. We have stolen His praise. 

Our God m ust have priority-unconditional priority! He 
is the glorious, omnipresent, omnipotent Antecedent. And 
Jesus Christ- His only begot ten Son, the Eter nal Wor d, God 
in human flesh- was described b y Paul as "the image of the 
invisible God, the firstborn of every creatur e: for b y HIM 
were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in 
earth. visible a.nd invisible, whether they be thrones or do• 
minions, or powers: all things were created by HIM and 
FOR HIM: an d HE IS BEFORE ALL THINGS, and BY HIM 
all things consist" (Col. 1:15-17). 

Modernistic minds (and America has them in high re­
ligious places, aplenty) have not only sought to rob God of 
his personality, and Jesus Christ of his deity, and the Bible 
of its miraculous element, and the Lamb of God of his aton­
ing death on the cross: they would exalt man to the place of 
a god, bow down to h uman reason instead of divine wisdom, 
look to human ingenuity to pull this runaway planet out of 
the mess into which they have thrown it. Those who would 
erase God from the face of his universe and write therefor, 
miracled by inanimate law, will find that His hand has lost 
none of its strength-the strength to destroy; they will find 
that the hand which would have blessed can smite; they 
will find that the Lord of Glory who died for man's sins 
will sit as Judge on those who "love darkness rather than 
light." 

"As I was ... so I will be!" Only God can say that. It is 
only He that "changeth not", who is "the same, yesterday, 
today, and forever." And His immutability, which ever­
lastingly stalks the destroyer, walks as Unchanging Omnip­
otence by the side of those who, like Moses and Joshua, 
put their t rust in Him. To such He says, "As I was with 
Moses, so I will be with thee."

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General Association Decides 
Several Progressive 
Measures At Murray Session 

(Continued from Last Week) 

On Wednesday morning Secretary W. 
C. Boone revealed that gifts to the Co­
,operative Program amounted t o $1 ,233,-
149.43-a gain of $176,136.26 over last 
y ear, or a 16-2/3% increase. Designated 
r eceipts were $66,729.35, or a loss of 
'$40,434.21 from the previous year. The 
total receipts, he said, were $1,910,466.-
98, a gain of $131,705, or 7½ % in­
,crease-the largest amount ever given 
by Kentucky Baptists. "We fell short 
of our goal of $1,250,000 for the Co-oper­
tive Program by a slight margin," said 
the General Secretary, "but we fell short 
b ecause some treasurers of the churches 
did not get their money in to us in time 
to be counted." Dr. Boone concluded 
'oy saying, "The most gratifying thing 
about the report this year is the increas­
ing proport ion of people who are mak­
ing their gifts through the Co-operative 
Program." 

On Dr. Boone's recommendation the 
Green River Baptist Association was 
taken back into the fellowship as a co­
opera ting group. 

Five percent of the Thanksgiving Of­
fering is to be set aside for the eastern 
Kentucky orphanage, and it will be op­
erated under the Spring Meadows board. 

The General Association looked with 
favor upon shifting the statewide assem­
bly from Clear Creek to Cedarmore. 

The recommendation that January be 
"Will-Making Month, during which time 
the pastors would be requested to stress 
the importance of conserving life's re­
sources in this manner for the extension 
of God's Kingdom," was adopted. 

'. The Constitution and By-Laws were 
changed, but their length precludes their 
being included in this hurried report. 

A memorial was read by Secretary E. 
D. Davis from the South District Asso­
ciation proposing a Baptist University in 
Kentucky. On motion by Ellis M. Ham 
this memorial was referred to the De­
partment of Christian Education. The 
matter of the West Kentucky Baptist 
Bible Institute, Clinton, was likewise re­
ferred to them. 

Splendid addresses were made by 
many brethren, but brevity requires that 
we limit ourselves to mentioning Arthur 
Renich Dailey, Kentuckian now a mis­
sionary to Colombia, South America; 
Lewis W. Martin, Kentuckian long asso­
ciated with the Home Mission Board; and 
W. Peyton Thurman, pastor at Hopkins­
ville, who spoke with complete mastery 
on the subject of Foreign Missions. All 
of these messages were splendid. A 
fitting climax came at the end of the 
session when Pastor James W. Middle­
ton, of the First Baptist Church, Atlanta, 
put the icing on the cake by his states­
manlike utterance and sent the messen­
gers back to their fields of labor much 
inspired to proceed with their tasks.

Regarding J. J. Rucker, 
For Whom The Portrait 
Has Been Unveiled 
• The unveiling at Georgetown College 

of the portrait of the late Dr. James 
Jefferson Rucker, the gift of a relative, 
J. J . R. Briscoe, Dunedin, Fla., brings 
to mind the life story of one of the stal­
wart men who helped in his generation 
to make Georgetown. He was born in 
Randolph County, Missouri, October 14, 
1833. He attended Howard College in his 
native Missouri, and then came in 1852 
to Georgetown College as a student. He 
had a connection with the school from 
that year- 1852- until his death August 
24, 1910-fifty-eight years in all. 

He graduated with his bachelor's de­
gree in 1854-the honor graduate of that 
year- and immediately the trustees 
elected him to the faculty. He taught one 
year, and then, in 1855, he was made 
principal of the reparatory Department 
of Georgetown College. Shortly there­
after he was made head of the Depart­
ment of Mathematics. His teaching con­
nection spanned from 1854 to his retire­
ment in 1908, in which latter year he 
was made professor emeritus, and re­
tained that honor until his death ten 
years after the turn of the century. 

During a part of the time he served 
with the college as a teacher he also held 
a contemporary position as president 
from 1869 to 1892-twenty-three years­
of the Georgetown F emale Seminary, 
whose campus adjoined that of George­
town College, but was a separate school. 
The institution for girls was merged with 
Georgetown College in 1892. A new 
girls' dormitory was erected in 1895 
further up the campus, across the street 
from other college buildings, and was 
named Rucker H all in honor of our sub­
ject. The "Old Sem" building was used 
as a boy's dormitory 1893-1922. The 
property is now a local high school. 

The interests of Dr. Rucker were not 
confined to the class room nor with the 
deails of administration. Two of his 
major concerns were (1) the promoting 
and organizing of Sunday schools during 
the years that cause was fighting for 
its existence, and (2) for temperance, 
the latter at a time when it was not 
popular to advocate total abstinance. 

Georgetown gave him an A.M. degree 
in 1857, and Richmond College con­
ferred upon him an LL.D. degree at a 
still later time. 

The commencement in the year 1905 
was an occasion for the colege, its 
alumni, the old Female Seminary, and 
friends to pay tribute to his fifty years 
of labor among them. Accompanying the 
speeches and testimonies in his behalf, 
the college almuni gave him on that 
occasion an engraved medal, and the 
alumnae of the Female Seminary gave 
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him one hundred dollars in gold. His 
fifty-eight years' connection with the 
school reached back to the point where 
he was a contemporary with most of the 
early men connected with the institu­
tion, and reached forward to touch the 
lives of many men and w omen who are 
still living in this year of 1950. 

When he died in 1910 all the stores 
in town closed their doors out of respect 
to their useful citizen, and men and 
women poured into Georgetown from 
many parts of the state and beyond. 
Chief among the mourner s were at least 
150 Negro citizens who had been his 
friends throughout his long and useful 
years. 

If the oncoming generation is anxious 
to know for whom the portrait is hung, 
and for whom the girls' dormitor y on 
the campus is named, this is the man.

With Work, Loyalty,

STANTON, Texas-A sponsor here is 
so well pleased with two displaced fami­
lies on his farm that he has submitted 
assurances to sponsor three more fam­
ilies and is hoping to get someone "to 
come teach them English and the Bible." 

"One of our families has ·been with 
us 13 months and the other 10 months," 
the sponsor, Harry Billington, boasts. 
"They have saved from $40.00 to $75.00 
every month. We find them to be good, 
dependable help. Although we have done 
lots f o r them, giving them bedding, 
household linens, clothing, groceries and 
farm produce, bought them medicine and 
deducted nothing from their salaries, 
not even their transportation, we do not 
feel that it has been a one sided affair. 
We have been well repaid by their work, 
loyalty and appreciation." 

Mr. Billington and his son operate a 
large farm and dairy and plan to enlarge 
the dairy and go into registered stock 
just as soon as the three new families 
arrive. "We feel that we could use and 
c are f o r several additional families," 
they said. "We want to help them spirit­
ually and have in mind a Baptist 

preacher who was educated for the 
priesthood in Germany and who was 
sent to San Antonio where he was con­
werted at a Baptist mission for Mexi­
cans." 

At present, Mr. Billington is paying 
the "New Americans" $135.00 per month 
and provides free housing with all util­
ities. The houses are furnished w i th 
butane gas stoves, electric refrigerators 
and comfortable furniture. Certainly, this 
is an example of "successful resettle­
ment." 

There are nearly 8,000 Baptist d is­
placed persons living in Germany today 
who have just been made eligible for 
entry into the United States by the 
newly ammended Displaced Pers on s 
Law. They look to Baptists in the United 
States to give them the chance to show 
that they are able to work, and want 
to work, for a living. Displaced Persons 
are not perpetual b e g g a r s-many of 
them are former land owners, some of 
them are highly educated-but are, in 
the words of Dr. J. D. Franks, "the most 
unfortunate victims of the war."

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First Church, Madisonville 
'Experiences Great Revival 

MADISONVILLE, Ky.-The First 
Baptist Church of this city has just ex­
perienced a revival which will long be 
remembered for the large crowds, 
superb singing, powerful preaching, 
gratifying results, and continued spiri­
tual edification. 

Rev. Earl Stallings, pastor of the 
Ridgedale Baptist Church of Chatta­
nooga, Tennessee was the preacher, and 
the pastor, Harold D. Tallant, led the 
music.

YOU DID IT!

You did it! Through your work at 
Booneville you won this boy to the Lord, 
and interested him in service. Mr. Ernest 
Hughes, Sunday school superintendent, 
said, "Ray is just the best boy in our 
church. He always knows his Sunday 
school lessons." You did it in providing 
a hospital for Ray, who didn't have the 
money. Your love offering on Mother's 
Day made possible this healing service. 

"I don't want you all to cry like that. 
If it's the Lord's will for me to get well 
I'll be back; if it isn't it's all right." 

This statement was made by R a y 
McIntosh to friends who had come to 
his little mountain home, out from 
Booneville, Kentucky, to bid him God's 
speed as he left for the Kentucky Bap­
tist Hospital. Ray continued, "I have 
been to the Baptist Hospital before, and 
they sure did straighten me out in a 
few days and I know that if anything 
can be done, they'll do it." 

Saturday night I drove into the little 
county seat of Owsley County, Boone­
ville, to find "the strong arm of the 
Law, Sheriff Harlan McIntosh, waiting 
to take me to his home over on the hill 
from th e Kentucky River. W he n we 
arrived we found Deacon and Mrs.Wen­
del Carmack waiting for us. In a short 
time Mr. Carmack unburdened his heart 
about one of their church members 
who was sick and needed hospital 
care. "You know," he said, "Ray was 
saved here in our church some months 
ago, and I believe he has won more boys 
to the Lord, and influenced more people 
than anyone else in the church." 

I began to think, "You did it"-Ken­
tucky Baptists went to Owsley County a 
few years ago through a county mission­
ary. There was no church in Booneville. 
Today, there is a beautiful brick church 
buiilding and an excellent group working 
in it. Through the work of the mission­
aries of the past and your present work­
ers, Mr. and Mrs. John Bass, at Boone­
ville, you, through your mission offer­
ings, won this mountain boy to the Lord. 

Early Sunday morning Superinten­
dent Dobbs and Mr. Weatherstone, at 
the Baptist Hospital, were contacted ; 
and after proper requirements were met 
they promised there would be a bed 
waiting for Ray. Dr. W. H . Gibson, local 
physician had said, "I've done all I can 
do. Unless he gets hospital care he'll not 
live long. I believe something can be 
done for him, and he is a boy who is 
really worth saving. Ray is a good boy." 
He assured me that Ray could make the 
trip all right in the car and arrangements 
were made to leave after the evening 
service. 

It was a most touching sight when we 
got over to the house, some distance off 
the highway, to find a large number of 
friends who had come to see Ray off. 

Some placed money in his mother's 
hand as she got in the car and all were 
saying, "We'll be praying for you." 

I frequently asked Ray how he was 
getting along from his improvised am­
bulance bed in the back seat of my car. 
Even though I had just gone around a 
curve that had caused me to meet myself, 
Ray would always say he was just fine. 

W h e n w e arrived a t the Kentucky 
Baptist Hospital w e w e r e greeted p y 

'J.'wentr-two 
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Mrs. Goodrich who said,"Yes, we were 
expecting you." Immediately Ray w a s 
taken to his room and examination was 
started by Doctor Morgan. In the mean­
t i m e the receptionist, Miss Goodrich, 
said, "We'll have coffee for you and 
Ray's mother while you are waiting." I 
inquired if there was some place the 
mother could get a room for a day or so 
near the hospital. Immediately, a number 
was produced. I called it, and secured a 
room. After that long drive over crooked 
road and through the fog I was a bit 
tired. The receptionist doubtless noticed 
that and said, "Now if you want to go 
on home, I'll see that our night watch­
man shows the mother where her room 
is when they are ready for her to leave 
the hospital." 

"Guess who has been to see me?" 
asked Ray when I first visited him. 
"Chaplain- Bond," was his answer before 
I could guess. He sure did help me. 

Tests, blood transfusions, vitamin in­
jections, oxygen tent mixed with pray­
ers; but is was not the Lord's will. So 
Ray died quietly after six days of con­
stant care. But what comfort to his 
mother and friends just to know that so 
much was done to save his life!·

What do we as Baptists intend to do 
with our rural church opportunities? As 
a denomination we are predominantly 
rural with 53.1 per cent of our churches 
in the open country, 18 per cent in vil­
lages (1-500 population) and 12.7 per 
cent in towns (501-2500 population) . 
Thus 83.8 per cent of our Southern Bap­
tist C h u r c h e s are classed as rural 
churches; only 16.2 per cent are classed 
as urban or city churches.

"It is not an ignoble and impossible 
plan to push other people off the land 
to p u r c h a s e it for Catholics." Thus 
writes Monsignor Ligutti on page 13 in 
a recent publication, A Survey of Cath­
olic Weakness (The National Catholic 
Rural Life Conference, 3801 Grand Ave., 
Des Moines, Iowa, $1.00). 

This statement is a part of the pro­
posed 2(;1} Year Plan to strengthen the 
power of the Roman Catholic Church 
by concentrating activity in rural areas 
where, admits Monsignor Ligutti, their 
greatest weakness lies at the present 
t ime. 

The survey points out the fact, long 
known to those who have studied popu­
lation trends in America, that urban 
centers are not reproducing themse ves. 

WESTEEN RECORDER 

Modern urban life actually has become 
an important sterilizing factor where 
human beings are concerned. Only in 
the rural areas are larger families ac­
counting for our population increase. 
Cities are growing only as people mi­
grate to them. 

Ligutti points out that, if Catholics 
continue to depend upon the wealth and 
numerical strength of the cities, they 
are only "caring remotely for a ceme­
tery, because eventually 'cities kill.'" It 
is to rural areas that Catholics must 
look for strength in the future, he con­
tinues. "Protestants may prefer South 
Americans," but he concludes, "our 
special endeavor sh ould be to work 
among rural unchurched Americans." 

Shall we as Baptists stand by while 
Catholics "push us and others off the 
land" to purchase it for themselves? Are 
we going to stand idly by while they 
build churches and schools in rural 
areas supporting them with money from 
their urban strongholds until they be­
come self supporting? 

It is not time now for us as Baptists 
to turn to our great stronghold, the rur­
al areas of the southland, study our 
needs, train our leadership , build our 
churches and without "pushing anyone 
off the land" win the countryside for 
Christ? The time is now-it's later than 
you think!
