Pastor John W. Kurtz, Dayton, Ohio,

!Bowling Green. 

Albert McClellan, director of publi­
•cations for the Southern Baptist Con­
·vention Executive Committee, will be 
honored by the D. D. degree at the 
commencement services of Oklahoma 
Baptist University May 29. 

The 20 state Baptist papers have 
·reached a combined circulation of 1,­
-017,496, This surpasses the goal of 
1,000,000 subscribers by the meeting of 
the Houston Convention. Total cir­
<:ulation in 1940 was 192,000. 

Dr. Charles W. Burts has resigned as 
president of Shorter College, Rome, Ga., 
to accept a position on the faculty of 
Furman University, Greenville, S . C. 
He was for'merly on the Furman fac­
ulty. He has been head of Shorter 
since 1948, 

The Pendleton Street Baptist Church 
of Greenville, South Carolina, dedicated 
a new educational building February 
8, and at the same time unveiled a 
large portrait of Dr. J. Dean Crain who 
was pastor of that church from 1931 to 
1952. Dr. D. M. Rivers is the present 
pastor. 

President Eisenhower has advised re­
ligious leaders that he does not ap­
prove of the consumption of liquor at 
the White House, and has issued an 
order banning drinking by members of 
the White House executive staff dur­
ing business hours or at any other 
time while at their offices. 

The Woman's Missionary Union an­
nounces important changes in mission­
ary literature. World Comrades will not 
be published after April, 1953. Tell, 
a new Missions Magazine for Girls, will 
be published in May; also a new quar­
terly publication called Sunbeam Ac­
tivities for Sunbeam Band leaders. 

The Baptist Rescue Mission, New 
Orleans, celebrated on Februar'y 11 its 
twenty-sixth anniversary of contin­
uous service. During this time the 
Mission has served more than 750,000 
men or more than the present popula­
tion of New Orleans. The Mission func­
tions under the Home Mission Board 
of the Southern Baptist Convention. 

Mr. C. S. Hodge has arrived in May­
field, Kentucky, where he has become 
minister of education and music, as­
sociated with Pastor Jack Mer'ritt at 
the First Baptist Church. For more 
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than two years he has been associated 
with Dr. Rollin S. Burhans at the Cres­
cent Hill Baptist Church, Louisville, 
Kentucky . 

Warren F. Jones, Jr., Jackson, Ten­
nessee, has been elected director of 
young people's work in the Training 
Union Department of the Baptist Sun­
day School Board, succeeding R. Maines 
Rawls . His father is president of 
Union University, Jackson, Tennessee, 
and was formerly president of Camp­
bellsville College, Campbellsville, Ky. 

Registrations for the spring semester 
• at Southwestern Baptist Seminary, Fort 
Worth, have reached a total of 1,702. 
This includes 139 students who are reg­
istering for the first time. These stu­
dents attend from 38 states, the Dis­
trict of Columbia, and from Argentina, 
Canada, Canal Zone, China, Cuba, 
Europe, Hawaii, Korea and Netherlands 
West Indies. 

Rev. Robert H. Alston has just re­
turned from Alaska, where he has been 
Port Chaplain at the Army Base known 
as Port of Whittier. He has now been 
released by the Army and expects to 
return to the pastorate. He and his 
family are visiting Mrs. Alston's par­
ents, the W. W. Meltons, on Strathmoor 
Blvd., Louisville. Rev. Alston was 
Pastor of Immanuel Church, Louisville, 
prior to his service in the chaplaincy. 

Dr. H. Leo Eddleman, associate pro­
fessor of Old Testament Interpretation 
at the Southern Baptist Theological 
Seminary, is to preach in a series of 
evangelistic meetings with Pastor C. 
Carman Sharp at the Bardstown Bap­
tist Church, Bardstown, Kentucky . Mr. 
Robert James, director of music and 
education at the Parkland Church, 
Louisville, where Dr. Eddleman was 
formerly pastor, will lead the music. 

Rev. and Mrs. Oren C. Robison, Jr., 
Southern Biiptist missionary appointees 
to Nigeria, have moved from Ibadan to 
Port Harcout where they will be sta­
tioned at the American Baptist Mission 
until after April 1. Then they will go 
to their permanent field in J oinkrama 
and may be addressed in care of the 
American Baptist Mission, Joinkrama 
Village, via Ahoada, Nigeria, West Af­
rica. Mrs. Robison, formerly Martha 
Boaz, is a native of Murray, Ky. 

Brother Joseph A. Hill, formerly pas­
tor of the First Baptist Church of 
Cleves, Ohio, is now pastor of the Elk 
Creek Baptist Church, West Middle­
town, Butler County, Ohio. He has 
been there since the first of the year, 
and the Sunday school is showing re­
markable progress, increasing now about 
ten a Sunday. Plans are under way to 
tear out the rear of the church, pushing 
the pulpit back about thirty feet to 
enlarge the auditorium, and adding a

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number of class rooms. The church is 
affiliated with the Whitewater Associa­
tion. 

Close to 500 patients had been regis­
tered in the files of the Baptist Hos­
pital in Asuncion, Paraguay, between 
its inaugur'ation on December 9, 1952, 
and a report of February 16, 1953. There 
had been 14 babies and several surgical 
cases. Approximately 1,000 people, in­
cluding doctors, businessmen, and evan­
gelical leaders, were present for the 
dedication of the new hospital when 
Dr. Everett Gill, Jr., the Southern Bap­
tist Foreign Mission Board's secretary for 
Latin America, officially opened the 
doors. Two evangelistic messages of 
dedication made clear the hospital's pur­
pose of bringing healing to souls as 
well as bodies. 
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The Teaching Ministry of the Church

It is distressing that apparently there 
is a negative correlation between the 
increase in church enrolment and the 
impact religion is making on society. 
Whether the condition is due to a great­
er lag than would seem logical, it is ob­
viously true that even in the centers 
where the heaviest church membership 
is reported the paralysis of sin is rap­
idly spreading like the destructive flow 
of lava from an active volcano. 

Dr. W. 0. Carver, beloved Professor 
emeritus of Christian Missions at the 
Southern Baptist Theological Seminary, 
voiced the supreme need of the hour 
when, in a speech to a group of semi­
nary students going out to preach in 
simultaneous revivals, he said, "The 
greatest need of our day is an ethical 
revival." A revival that will produce 
the fruit of mature Christian living 
among those of us who profess to be 
disciples of Christ is our greatest need. 

Paul sensed a similar need: "And I , 
brethren, could not speak unto you as 
unto spiritual, but as unto carnal, even 
as unto babes in Christ" (1 Cor. 3:1). 
Many Christians today are "babes in 
Christ," and need is for strong, true, 
consistent, uncompromising men and 
women who are willing to live for Christ 
regardless of the cost. 

Where are we to get such men? The 
church itself must produce them. No 
other institution has been given the 
commission of God to do this important 
task. It is the task of the church and 
of the church only to produce the Chris­
tian leadern needed to change the world. 

New Perspectives from Old Facts 
Out of a growing conviction and a 

continuing study of the genius of early 
Christianity, I submit that if we are 
to be successful in developing mature 
men in Christ, we must regain the New 
Testament emphasis on the teaching 
ministry of the church. We do not 
present this phase of the work in op­
position to or in place of any other 
functions of the church. It is a plea 
that we match our efforts in other 
areas with a concerted, consistent ef­
fort to develop the church's teaching 
ministry to the level that will make pos­
sible a greater generation of Christians 
fortified with the Word of God and able 
to battle the forces of evil. 

Certainly Christ is our highest ex­
ample, and we ought to turn to him

for the pattern of our lives today. His 
was a threefold ministry: "And Jesus 
went about all Galilee teaching in their 
synagogues, and preaching the gospel 
of the Kingdom, and healing all man­
ner of sickness and disease among the 
people" (Matt. 4:23). Neglect of any of 
these phases of his ministry weakens 
the effectiveness of the churches he 
established. It is to the first of these 
three that we here give special atten­
tion. 

Jesus chose the teaching ministry as 
the strategy by which he should de­
liver the "Good News" to the world. 
He chose to spend the largest part of his 
brief ministry teaching his disciples. He 
multiplied himself through an inner 
circle. 

To the end of his ministry, Jesus re­
mained consistent to his emphasis on the 
teaching ministry in his Great Commis­
sion. "Go ye therefore, and teach all 
nations, baptizing them in the name of 
the Father, and of the Son, and of the 
Holy Ghost: Teaching them to observe 
all things whatsoever I- have commanded 
you .. . " (Matt. 28:19, 20). His title, 
his strategy, and his Great Commission 
all indicate how important the teach­
ing ministry was to Jesus. 

The teacher was the central figure 
in the early church. It is easier to un­
derstand the evangelistic success of the 
early churches when we visualize them 
as a group of zealous Christians who 
took the Great Commission literally and 
went everywhere teaching the things 
they had learned about Christ. Philip 
Schaff, the eminent historian, said: "It 
is a remarkable fact that after the 
days of the Apostles no great mission­
aries are mentioned until the opening 
of the Middle Ages ... Yet in less than 
three hundred years after the death of 
the disciple John, the whole population 
of the Roman empire, which then rep­
resented the civilized world, was nom­
inally Christianized." 

During the first three centuries-the 
period of greatest advance and expan­
sion in the history of Christianity-the 
teaching ministry of the church was 
the strongest it has ever been. Cate­
chumenal schools were established as 
integral parts of the church life. To 
become a church member one was re­
quired to attend the catechumenal 
school sometimes as long as three years 
to prepare for a place of service in the 

fellowship of the church. We have more' 
educated people in America; and we are 
not dealing· ;with Gnosticism, Greek: 
Philosophy, and Judaism as they were; 
but I am not sure that many of those' 
on the rolls of our churches today were 
any more ready for church membership 
than those who became "inquirers" in 
the catechumenal schools of the first 
three centuries. 

A great mistake. Beginning with the 
fourth century and continuing for a: 
thousand years tl\.e teaching ministry of 
the church was almost entirely lost. 
Great hordes of barbarians descended 
upon the so-called Christian countries, 
and were taken into the church in' 
wholesale fashion. Often a king or cap­
tain would be permitted to be bap-· 
tized for his whole army. No pre­
tense at preparing them for a new way 
of life was made. 

New Life. Fortunately, after this• 
long dark period, Martin Luther broke 
with the decadent, corrupt Roman 
church. He saw that if religion were· 
going to mean anything, the people 
would have to be taught. He spared no 
effort to get the Bible in the vernac­
ular, and went to great lengths to dis­
tribute it to the cotnir\.on people. He 
wrote tracts urging parents to teach 
their children in the home. 

The result of his work was the be­
ginning of a new period of expansion' 
and ethical advance. Unfortunately 
Luther reversed his position on many 
things and became very dogmatic in' 
his later years, but he had awakened a 
spirit that was unquenchable. His em­
phasis on the importance of teaching' 
was undoubtedly one of his greatest 
contributions and one of the keys of 
his success. 

Alarming Trends in the Modern Period 

Several surveys of religious literacy 
in the United States have been reported' 
in the last few years in Christian Cen­
tury, Atlantic Monthly, Pageant Magd.: 
zine, and other publications. They have 
not been as comprehensive or a:s' 
scientific as we would desire, but 
without exception these studies come to· 
the conclusion that we are developing· 
a nation of spiritual illiterates. 

In 1944 Dr. Gaines S. Dobbins re-' 
ported a survey in evangelism in the 
Review and Expositor in which he 
came to the conclusion that "every­
time one million members are added 
to the rolls of our churches we lose 
600,000 of them to any kind of active 
service in the church." Six out of ten 
that we work to reach, ptay for, and 
lead to Christ never becorrlt aetive in 
any evident way.

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Evangelism in the 
N ew Testament 

By J. T. FORD 

There have been four n otable evan­
gelistic movements in the United States 
in two hundred years. The first , charac­
terized by the preaching and person­
ality of J onathan Edwar ds, accented the 
new birth . The second, identified with 
the life of Charles G. Finney, em­
phasized practical Christianity. The 
third w as chiefly prompted by the con­
suming zeal of business men, and pro­
jected its powerful influence through 
prayer groups in the great cities. No 
doubt, it spilled over into the Civil War 
era and sped the spark of revival which 
swept through the Southern Armies dur ­
ing that awful conflict. 

We have today already entered a 
fourth phase-evangelism centered in 
and growing out of the local church, in 
which each member assumes evangelis­
tic responsibility. It marks a return 
to the New Testament pattern and pro­
cedure. 

Dr. L. R. Scarbrough drew the at­
tention of Southern Baptists to this pat­
tern through his excellent book, With 
Christ After the Lost. Dr. M. E. Dodd, 
of tender memory and revered stature, 
helped bring us into conscious recovery 
of the primitive plan, as a by-product of 
the Centennial Crusade in 1945. About 
that time, Dr. R. G . Lee waged a one­
man "Campaign for Concern." Dr. 
Ellis Fuller blazed new trails but fell 
by his post, with his trumpet still peal­
ing forth , "This is the time." 

Dr. Roland Leavell observes that "the 
one outstanding feature of the present 
day spiritual awakening is that the men, 
women and young people of the church­
es, as well as the ministers , are recog­
nizing their individual responsibility for 
helping others to become Christians." 

Dr. C. E. Matthews has indelibly 
penned the phrase through the little 
study book, Every Christian's Job; and 
Dr. Gaines S. Dobbins has provided a 
bold review of Evangelism According to 
Christ. 

All this is proof positive that Southern 
Baptist leadership has re-discovered the 
New Testament Pattern of Evangelism 
and is tearfully trying to gain the ear 
of every pastor and layman with the 
primitive plan. 

It is remarkable how we come back 
to the New Testament for our standard 
and for our inspiration. Its pages are

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full of inspir ation and instruction re­
gar ding evangelistic message and meth­
od. We turn to the first chapter of 
John 's Gospel for just one splendid ex­
ample: 

"Again the nex t day after, John stood, 
and two of his disciples; and looking 
upon Jesus as he walked, he saith, 'Be­
h old the Lamb of God! ' ... . One of 
the tw o which hear d John speak and 
followed Him, was Andrew, Simon 
Peter 's brother. He first findeth his 
own brother Simon and saith unto him, 
We have found the Messias, which is 
being interpreted, the Christ. AND HE 
BROUGHT HIM TO JESUS" (John 1: 
35f). 

The evangelism of which we speak 
is as simple as that! And yet it in­
cludes basic elements which must be­
come a functional part of our advance. 
John does not go beyond the first chap­
ter of his Gospel without making known 
these essential features of evangelism 
of present day problems. The first 
thing we notice about the evangelism 
of the early church is that 

It Centered In Christ 

Unless Christian workers realize this, 
we cannot begin to begin. John the 
baptizer knew this was the central fea­
ture, for "John bare witness of Him . . .. " 
The focus was upon Jesus, not John; for 
he said "Behold the Lamb of God, which 
taketh away the sin of the world." The 
shout of the two disciples was simple, 
"We have found the Messiah." And 
when Andrew located his brother Simon, 
"He brought him to Jesus." The spirit 
of the true evangelist was declared by 
John when he said, "He must increase, 
but I must decrease" (John 3: 30) . We 
do not bring men to ourselves, or to a 
church or a denomination! W e must 
bring them to Jesus! 

The more we understand the real 
needs of depraved hearts, the more we 
will insist upon the centrality of Jesus 
in both message and method. Our mes­
sage is the "good news" that Jesus has 
come to men, and that men must come 
to Jesus. 

It Featured Bold and Impassioned 
Preaching 

A brief review of the Acts will vin­
dicate this claim. It has been said that 
most church problems are preacher­
problems. And, my brethren, I am 
frank to say that I sincerely believe that 
the great weakness of modern day evan­
gelism can be tr aced directly to the pul-

pit! More correctly, I wish to suggest 
that the present return to the primitive 
plan is due largely to the return 
to the fu n damentals in evan­
gelical pr eaching. Still more specifi­
cally, it is directly related to a swing­
back to Middle C on the keyboard of 
Southern Baptist preaching. The evan­
gelistic note, so long hidden by the dis­
cords of the social gospel, or suppressed 
in a pseudo-intellectual pulpit sophisti­
ca tion, has burst forth in a white heat, to 
a greater degree than many h ave yet 
imagined! 

I believe sincerely that this is true 
of all seminary alumni gr oups, and not 
just one, or possibly two, as was claimed 
only a decade ago! 

Time was when the young Baptist 
m inister was advised to "go to South­
western for evangelism" and " to Louis­
ville for scholarship ." Almost w ithin 
a decade the cry has been forgotten. 
E ach of our five seminaries has achieved 
proper balance between the so-called 
scholarship and the evangelistic passion . 
We thank God and take courage; for 
the pulpit is the focal point of evan­
gelistic message and method. And if 
we are to succeed in recovering the 
New Testament pattern, we must have 
impassioned preaching in an our pul­
pits! 

Of course, our preaching must ring 
true on the doctrinal basis of vital 
evangelism; its message must be clear 
on the foundation issues of sin, right­
eousness, and judgment; it must speak 
in trumpet tones of the necessity of 
spiritual regeneration ..... "Ye must 
be born again." 

Evangelism of the New Testament 

It must be preaching with authority! 
With so many confusing and confound­
ing voices, one must be able to say 
"thus saith the Lord." He must feel 
that he stands in Christ's stead bidding 
men to be reconciled unto God. That 
is preaching with authority! Not the 
authority of the argumentative, ego­
tistical "smart-alee" but the voice of ex­
periential certainty and conviction. 
Having experienced the saving grace 
of Christ, he can confidently claim 
"these basic truths I do know," and 
they are designed to point you to the 
One who is the answer! "I deliver unto 
you that which I also first received 
from HIM. In the name of Jesus of 
Nazareth, rise up!"

Let us eavesdrop on some of our Bap­
tist editors as they discuss the merits 
and demerits of their state papers. The 
discussion is taking place in heaven in 
the year 2000. 

"I always marveled at Brother Alley's 
ability to keep the Religious Herald in 
the black," sighed Leon Macon, who 
edited The Alabama Baptist.

A great part of the 
credit was due to our Kentucky pastors 
keeping the paper before their con­
gregations, just as in Brother Alley's 
case. However, we did some printing to 
help bear publication expenses. I think 
our Baptist papers should have their 
own printing press. John Hurt kept 
The Christian Index from going in debt 
while he was editor. He would be too 
modest to tell us so, but I wouldn't be 
surprised if his excellent make-up, 
format and penetrating editorials didn't 
have something to do with his keeping 
the Index financially healthy." 

"You are too kind, Brother Skinner. 
What little success I had with the Index 
was largely the result of the wonder­
ful cooperation of the Georgia Baptists, 
led by pastors who believe in our paper. 
Of course I tried, as I know all of you 
did, to give the people the kind of paper 
they wanted. I tried to give them ar­
ticles by Baptist leaders, news about 
what Baptists at home and abroad were 
doing, an interpretation of news with 
a Christian slant, as well as promo­
tional material. Our newsprint was 
never as good as we wanted, but we 
gave as good quality paper as we could 
without straining our budget." 

"I believe Brother Hurt deserves great 
credit doing the splendid job he did 
with The Christian Index," joined in 
Lewis A. Myers. "I can also sympa­
thize with him in the feeling that he 
would have liked to use a better quality 
newsprint. I wish I had been able 
to use the quality the Index was printed 
on." 

"In all fairness to Brother Myers, let 
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me say that he didn't have the large 
subscription list that some of the papers 
did," commented Brother Floyd Looney. 
"Editors of papers with small circula­
tions have problems that aren't shared 
by editors in some of the stronger Bap­
tist states. Perhaps my enamelprint was 
more expensive than that used by any 
of the papers, but you will notice that I 
didn't have as many pages as some of 
them. None of you has mentioned the 
problem of advertisements, but I no­
ticed that we were in accord on re­
jecting questionable material. I'm afraid 
that some of our critics held up the 
professional standard of the big news­
papers for us as a goal without real­
izing that they paid their writers with 
money from whiskey ads. Speaking of 
writers, many of us could have profited 
by getting well-known people to write 
for us as David Gardner did. How did 
you do it, Brother Gardner?" 

"One of my most difficult tasks as 
an editor was to get people to write. 
All of the pastors have news if they will 
only get it in form to print and send 
it in. Don't you believe complaints 
about the content of the papers should 
be reserved to the faithful contributors 
who are trying to do something con­
structive about the paper? You asked 
how I got well-known people to write. 
My answer is just this-by giving def­
inite assignments. Some of our leaders 
never volunteer material for the paper, 
so I called on them. And, too, those 
who are already busy are usually the 
ones who will do the writing. People 
who have plenty of time usually have 
plenty of nothing but-time." 

"Dr. Skinner, what would you say 
were the weaknesses of our state pa­
pers?" asked John J. Hurt, Jr. 

"Brother Hurt, we have been accused 
of having too little news, too much 
'Preaching,' not enough teaching, and 
too much promotional material. We 
can't cut out the promotional material, 
even if it limits the interest of the pa­
pers to some of the readers, because one 
of the main purposes of Baptist papers 
is to promote Baptist causes. As our 
pastors continue to inform their people 
about our Baptist causes they will cease 
to be bored by promotional material. 
It will take on new meaning for them. 
I guess we don't have enough news in 
our papers because the news isn't sent 
in. Perhaps some of the articles are 
too 'preachy' in that they ask the read­
er to suspend his reasoning powers and 
allow himself to be led along by his 
emotions only. Our papers should teach. 
That is one of the tasks of any paper. 

If we only had some young men and 
women to see this need as we do, we 
would have our state papers full of news, 
interesting feature articles, and the 
whole-hearted support of the Baptist 
people." 

Of course we know that this confer­
ence did not take place and may never 
take place. These fine editors are all 
still with us, and we trust will be for 
many more useful years. Perhaps none 
of them would say the words exactly as 
I put them in their mouths. Still, I 
believe we will all agree that sometimes 
we aren't as loyal to our papers as we 
might be: that news article that we 
put off so long it wasn't news, or per­
haps that lapsed subscription. 

Yes, our Baptist state papers have 
their weaknesses: but all things con­
sidered, the editors are doing a great 
job, and will do even a better job when 
we all start doing our part.

Schools in Kentucky 

Independent of the Chw·di? 
By O. W. TAYLOR 

Please read Gal. 1:11-19 and 2:1-9 . 
In preceding studies it was seen that 
Paul was not independent of the church. 
The Galatian record does not conflict 
with this. Consider some items in the 
record.

According to the Educational Bultetin, 
November, 1952, issue, Number 9, Vol­
ume 20, published by the Department 
of Education of the Commonwealth of 
Kentucky, there are 258 private and 
parochial schools in Kentucky. These 
schools have a total enrollment of 68, 
350 as follows: Private 14,949 ; Paro­
chi;l, 43,401. These schools are widely 
scattered throughout the state. In fact, 
in checking the report, we found one or 
more of such schools in all of the 148 
counties, except 54, the majority being 
located in or around the larger centers 

years from Kentucky Baptists._ Witho_ut 
this help it would be exceedingly dif­
ficult for either school to carry on, but 
it would seem to indicate that, if such 
schools are as valuable as some groups 
seem to consider them, then the 
more than 550,000 Baptists in Ken­
tucky have not as yet fully a':"akened 
to the great possibilities found m them. 

Gospel not receiving from a human 
source.

2. No Conference "With Flesh and 
Blood." Like the foregoing, this was in 
the beginning of Paul's ministry. He 
did not consult with men whether he 
should be an apostle and a preacher. 
This simple statement of fact neither 
forbade nor excluded conferring with 
others in the exercise of his ministry, 
and he did this frequently. So there 
is no premise here for concluding that 
he was independent of the church. 

of population. Many of them are both 
high school and elementary. Others 
have only the high school, and the 
largest group are elementary schools 
only. 

Many religious denominations_ and 
other institutions are represented m the 
management of these schools, the largest 
group, by far, being operated hy the 
Catholic Church, or some Catholic o~­
ganization. Until recent years their 
schools have been confined to centers 
mostly Catholic in population, but dur­
ing the last few years there ha~ been 
a noticeable widening out of their pro­
gram, in that almost every ye~r new 
schools have been established m sec­
tions that had not been before entered. 

About the turn of this century, and 
later various groups established schools 
in o~r highland regions until many of 
our counties had one or more. These 
schools continued for a while, some of 
them for years. Then, for different 
reasons, the decline set in, and _some 
were sold, others just closed, until t~­
day only a few are being operated. This 
has been true of our Baptist schools. 
At one time we had several scattered 
throughout our state. But, today, only 
two are left, Magoffin Institute, located 
in Breathitt County, and our own 
Oneida Institute here in Clay Coun­
ty. These two schools report a 
combined enrollment of 268, as f?l­
lows: Magoffin, Elementary 10; _Jumor 
and Senior High School 60; Oneida In­
stitute High School, 198; which adds 
up to this: Kentucky Baptists are help­
ing to take care of about two-fifths of 
one per cent of the 68,350 st~dents en­
rolled in Private and Parochial Schools 
in Kentucky. In other words, only one 
out of 255 is in our schools. 

This certainly does not mean we _are 
not conscious of, or do not apprecia~e 
the great help both Oneida and Magoffin 
Institutes have received through the 
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The thing that concerns me most is, 
what is going to happen to the great 
host of Baptist boys and girls (and the 
number seems to be increasing every 
year) who are being overtaken by con_­
ditions and circumstances that make _it 
next to impossible for them to go m 

to school where they are? Both of 
our schools are full, perhaps too full, 
yet the calls keep coming in. Almost 
every week we receive one or more such 
calls. 

Then, what is to become of children 
of other religious backgrounds? We 
would gladly take them if we could. 
We have many such boys and girls here 
now. Just a few days ago a mother who 
has seven children, some in high school, 
some in the grades called me, insisting 
that I take these children. I had to say, 
"I am sorry." Pastors call me, pleading 
with me to take needy children, and 
social workers call. Yet, my answer to 
them almost always has to be the 
same, "I am sorry." 

I have addressed this article to in­
dividual Kentucky Baptists, not because 
I do not appreciate the help and friend­
ship of other groups, and other faiths, 
but because, fellow Baptists, this is our 
responsibility, more so than anyone else. 
These others will help. I know they 
will. They always have. But the ques­
tion is, will we set the example? 

3. No Visit to Jerusalem to Other 
Apostles. Later, Paul did go to Jen~­
salem and saw certain of the apostolic 
leaders. But that he did not do this at 
first does not warrant the conclusion, 
"Therefore, Paul was independent of 
the church." Such reasoning from the 
premise would be logically senseless. 

4. "Went Into Arabia." The word 
"immediately" belongs to this. The 
Arabian visit came between Acts 9: 22 
and 9: 23. No doubt Paul had his gos­
pel revelation in Arabia. B~t this as a 
premise furnishes no proof either for or 
against our proposition. 

5. Visit to Jerusalem "After Three 
Years ." He went "to see Peter." The 
word "see" carries the idea "to gain 
knowledge by visiting" (Robertson). A 
direct revelation did not keep Paul from 
learning from others. Paul also saw 
James on this visit. 

6. Visit to Jerusalem "After Fourteen 
Years." This was "by revelation" and 
was the visit recorded in Acts 15: 1-4. 
A crucial issue was carried for settle­
ment to the Jerusalem church, and that 
by divine revelation. Paul was not in­
dependent of the church! 

7. ''Right Hands of Fellowship." The 
apostles remaining at Jerusalem "added 
nothing" to Paul's gospel. But the "pil­
lars" Peter and James, in the church 
and' of course, representing the church, 
gav~ Paul and Barnabas "the right 
hands of fellowship" in the work. Thus 
in addition to that of the Antioch 
church Paul labored under the officially 
expres;ed approval and authorization of 
the Jerusalem church. 

Paul's apostolic call and his direct 
gospel revelation were independent of 
the churches, but not his ministry as 
such.

Only bold and biblical preaching will 
inspire zealous scriptural witn,essing 
from the pew! It must be the preach­
ing of a burdened heart. It must be 
preaching in dead earnest. It must be 
preaching with a desperate urgency. As 
Dr. William Ward Ayer has put it, "His 
attitude must not only be 'woe is me 
if I preach not,' but his earnestness and 
passion must tell his hearers 'WOE IS 
ME IF YOU HEED NOT.' " New Testa­
ment evangelism featured bold and im­
passioned preaching! 

It Focused Upon Individuals 

The Christian message is a message 
to persons. New Testament evangelism 
focused upon individuals. That interest 
manifested itself first in the home. 
Andrew might have sought a dozen 
others before going after his own flesh 
and blood; but we find him speaking 
first to his own kinsman! A candle 
which will not burn in a small room 
is not likely to blaze high in the temple, 
or the wayside inn. 

The Lord Jesus said to the young 
man who wanted to follow Him where­
soever He went, "Go home ... and tell 
how great things the Lord hath done 
for thee .... .'' The risen Christ sug­
gested the place to begin our witness­
ing ... at home. 

Then, this interest in individuals 
reached out to touch the neighbor and 
the friend. It sought to win the world 
by beginning with the individual. "He 
first findeth his own brother Simon .... 
The next day Jesus would go forth into 
Galilee, and findeth Philip . . . Philip 
findeth Nathaneal." The evangelism 
of which we speak moves outward--on 
and on. 

It had, and still must have, the rescue 
mission spirit! It will disregard sac­
rifice and circumstance. The late Dr. 
Cortland Myers tells of a well dressed 
lady in Paris who, while standing by 
the curb waiting for a conveyance 
dropped a very valuable jewel in the 
filthy gutter. With great dignity she 
poked around with her parasol think­
ing she could uncover the jewel, but 
it did not put in its appearance, and 
she began to scrape with much more 
interest and intensity. Finally, failing 
to find, the jewel, she pulled off her 
silken gloves and dropped down on her 
knees and dug with bare hands into the 
filth of the gutter until she found the 
precious jewel that was lost. We must 
do that- we preachers and laymen­
women and young people-we must be 
willing to go down with passion and 
persistence, 'til by God's grace we can 
lead them to the lift they need. 
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"Down in the human heart, crushed by 
the tempter, 

Feelings lie bm'ied that grace can re­
store; 

Touched by a loving heart, wakened by 
kindness, 

Chords that were broken will vibrate 
once more." 

It Was Properly Related to the Church 

The New Testament knows nothing of 
evangelism apart from the churches. 
"There were added to the church daily 
such as should be saved.'' According 
to the New Testament plan, everything 
goes out from the churches and draws 
back into the churches. The New 
Testament knows nothing of an evan­
gelism that leaves the saved to live 
apart from the churches. 

We must certainly agree with Dr. 
Arthur C. Archibald in the following 
observation: "Whatever good may be 
done by methods and institutions apart 
from the churches of Christ, we must 
remember that Christ has put his honor 
on the churches, and has chosen them 
to be the channels through which to 
work out his purpose among men.'' 

Dr. Roland Q. Leavell wrote over a 
decade ago, "No evangelism is com­
plete until the evangelized becomes 
an evangelist.'' This feat positively can­
not be accomplished to any appreciable 
degree and consistency by any other 
method known to man than through 
the person-centered ministry of teach­
ing training and enlistment in the New 
Testament church! 

Evangelism apart from the churches 
reminds me of my first impressions of 
mechanical incubation of chickens on 
the farm. I have always felt sorry for 
the little chickens that were incubated 
and then raised under a mechanical 
brooder. They looked so homeless, so 
pale and anemic-one almost feared 
to see them turned loose in the hard, 
cruel world! The chicks that had been 
mothered by God's own instrument had 
been well protected during their tender 
days, but also gradually, steadily de­
veloped under the wise tutelage of 
mother hen, so that they were strong, 
wise and crafty. They could make it. 

The churches have a definite function 
in conserving evangelistic results. If a 
church is true to the New Testament 
it teaches individual responsibility and 
trains in the fundamentals of the faith. 
The new convert needs the church, and 
that right early! In our return to New 
Testament evangelism, we must re­
turn to a program of careful, prayerful, 
persistent personal conservation and in­
dividual enlistment. Nothing less .... 

nothing less w ill suffice. Only the 
church can do it. 

The centrality of Jesus, projected in 
passionate preaching, focusing upon in­
dividuals and properly related to the 
church will bring us back to the evan­
gelistic pattern of the New Testament. 
Through this course only, can we make 
the evangelistic advance our day de­
mands.-A!abama Baptist.

Group Training S,chool at Briensburg 
Your Sunday School Department re­

ceived a very encouraging lette1' from 
Missionary Orman Stegall, of Blood 
River Association, relative to a group 
training school which was held in that 
association. The letter in part states: 

"The pastors and other Sunday school 

officers and teachers from twelve Bap­
tist churches in Marshall County, Blood 
River Association, met at the Briens­
burg Baptist Church, January 2-9 for 
a group training school. The average 
attendance for the five nights was 104 
with 115 present the first night. More 
than 150 enrolled in the simultaneous 
departmental studies. The interest and 
co-operation expressed in the program 
was very good. All the pastors and 
Sunday school superintendents co-op­
erated in a wonderful way.'' 

This is how it was done : "God al­
ways blesses more abundantly than we 
ask, therefore, we had great faith in 
such a program because we have seen 
the fruits of the group training schools 
for many years. As soon as the Briens­
burg Church and pastor, Rev. T . L. 
Campbell, extended us an invitation, we 
began to work. We announced a get­
to-gether meeting at which time five 
superintendents and five or six pastors 
were present. The advantage of the 
group school was fully expla~ned to those 
present and they committed them­
selves to try to meet an attendance 
goal. All pastors and superintendents 
in the association were contacted. The 
host pastor was principal and he en­
listed an excellent faculty that responded 
willingly in giving their best to the 
work.'' 

After the school closed the churches 
o-ave the associational Missionary, Or­
~an Stegall, a "Pounding.'' Five pas­
tors in two cars brought seventy pounds 
of sugar, potatoes, bacon, canned fruit, 
honey and other numerous items. The 
family was eager to count the value 
that totalled more than fifty dollars.'' 

No doubt many other associations will 
plan traini~g courses on the group basis.

The Rural Church Program 
G. R. Pendergraph 

"It is almost unbelievable," said 
Charles Ham, Associational Missionary 
to Salem Association. as we came to a 
stop in front of the Rock Haven Mis­
sionary Baptist Church in Meade coun­
ty. "This church," continued Brother 
Ham. "ceased to function in 1939, be­
cause the surrounding territory was 
purchased for the Fort Knox and the 
Otter Creek P ark reservations thu.s 
making it necessary for most ~f the 
people to move to other sections. "How­
ever," said he, "the church was re­
organized in 1948. under the direction of 
Brother Harold Marsh, who. at that 
time, was the associational missionary. 
"And now," continued Brother Ham 
"~ock Haven has a full-time progra~ 
with Brother William B. Craig. Jr. as 
pastor. They have 135 church members 
with 120 enrolled in Sunday school, and 
80 enrolled in the Training Union. 
Within the last two years they have 
baptized 20 people into the fellowship 
of their church." 

And so goes the story of the people 
who have a will to work. 

Rock Haven Baptist Church was or­
ganized in 1913 under the leadership of 
a Rev. Mr. Marcellus Watkins. who is 
now in Texas. Watkins, it seems, was 
just passing through the country by 
rail. At this point he stopped over and 
began preaching. As a result, the Rock 
Haven Baptist Church was organized. 

After three years. in 1916 to be ex­
act. the church called their first pastor. 
This was none other than Dr. C. Oscar 
Johnson of St. Louis, Missouri. one of 
the leading preachers in the Southern 
Baptist Convention. and who was at one 
time, president of the Baptist World 
Alliance. 

With twenty-six years of faithful min­
istry to its credit, Rock Haven closed 
its doors in 1939 for reasons mentioned 
above. However, the Lord was not 
through with the facilities which the 
people had left behind. so the church 
was reorganized after nine years. In 
July of 1951 the church called its pres­
ent pastor. Rev . William B. Craig, Jr. 
During his ministry. a new heating sys­
tem and new light fixtures have been 
installed. The interior has been re­
decorated with the installation of forty­
two good. used pews. The old roof has 
been replaced with a new one. and the 
grounds have been landscaped. A com­
mittee has been appointed to investi­
gate the possibility of making room for 
more Sunday school space, the pr esent 
space not being adequate. 

And all of this by a church that had 
gone out of business! This is a con­
crete example of what God can do w ith 
a pastor and people who are willing 
to let Him direct their affairs. May God 
give us more Rock Haven churches in 
our rural areas!

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The Teaching Ministry of the Church 
(Continued from Page 3) 

How can we interpret these stagger­
ing truths in the light of our continued 
growth in numbers? We ought not to 
cease to work to reach more, but reach­
ing them is not enough. It is con­
ceivable that church rolls might con­
tinue to grow and standards of Chris­
tian living decline until religion might 
become diffused in culture until it be­
came meaningless. 

If we are going to do anything about 
the religious literacy and the moral 
and spiritual level in our generation, we 
must give to the teaching ministry of 
the churches the emphasis Jesus gave. 
The gap between the religious knowl­
edge of the trained minister and the 
people must be narrowed, and the man 
with the training must take the initia­
tive . 

Beginning With New Attitudes 

We must begin by changing many 
of the attitudes now prevalent among us. 

First, we must change the attitudes 
of many ministers concerning the teach­
ing ministry itself. With some it is 
identified with a particular organization 
in the church and left with the leader 
of that organization to accomplish. 
Others feel it is a part of the church life 
that is worthy but not of their efforts. 
A number feel that only those occasions 
when a large congregation are gathered 
are worthy of their best efforts. 

To give the teaching ministry of the 
church its proper emphasis today will 
cost a life of sacrificial service; it may 
lessen the minister's publicity or give 
him less to brag about; but it will ulti­
mately bring honor to God. 

Second, we must change the attitude 
that the church is a group of loosely re­
lated parts to which a new member 
may or may not belong according to 
his own inclination. It is inconceivable 
that a Christian should desire to be­
long only to the morning worship serv­
ice or to the fellowship of some fa­
vorite Sunday school class. We must 
develop the attitude that a church is 
a fellowship of Christians joined together 
to worship, study, and serve according 
to the teaching of Jesus. 

Third, we must change the attitude 
of those leaders who feel their jobs need 
no special preparation. There are prev­
alent such misconceptions as: anyone 
can teach in the church school ; it 
doesn't take any training to teach in 
the church; studying the lesson is a 
rare thing rather than the usual; 
measurement is out of the question in 
religious education; assignments for the 
pupils are good for every kind of edu­
cation except religious education; and 
a leader is not especially responsible fo r 
fulfilling his task. We must raise the 
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level of the educational work in our 
churches. There is no reason why a 
young man, who has grown up in the 
church, at the age when he normally 
would graduate from high school, should 
not have a knowledge of religion com­
parable to his knowledge of biology, 
history, or literature. 

Fourth, we must change the attitude 
that one must choose between teaching 
and evangelism. They are in no wise 
opposites: they are parts of each other. 
The wise minister looks beyond the 
week to see that his work and the 
work of Christ can be greatly enlarged 
by spending a few hours enlisting and 
teaching a small group of consecrated 
people to join him in his evangelistic 
efforts . He will also recognize that un­
less he does take part of his precious 
day to teach those who have been won 
they soon will be lost to active service. 
More than that, he will be responsible 
for not showing them the Christian 
way of life. 

W e must teacli the people! If church­
es fail in the discharge of their Chris­
tian education responsibilities, they and 
they alone must be called to account if 
our present civilization is destroyed for 
lack of leaders trained in and motivated 
by the Christian philosophy of life.

Relief For Holland 
The Relief Committee of the Southern 

Baptist Convention recently appropriated 
$28,000 of relief funds to meet emer­
gency needs in overseas areas. 

Ten thousand dollars will be used 
in Holland to help families left home­
less by the recent storm; $10,000 will 
go to Korea, where Southern Baptists 
have already sent $100,000; $5,000 will 
help refugees from East Germany; $2,500 
will- be used in a joint effort with 
American and other Baptist groups in 
beginning a Bible school in the eastern 
zone of Germany; and $500 will be used 
toward the purchase of a church build­
ing lot in Singen, Germany. 

Dr. George W. Sadler, chairman of the 
relief committee, quoted from recent 
communications from Southern Baptist 
representatives in Europe about the 
needs there. One letter said, "It is said 
to be the worst disaster ever to strike 
Europe in peace time." 

Dr. Sadler r eported that there is a 
renewed influx of refugees from East 
Germany to the West. "They are com­
ing across the border at the rate of 
nearly two thousand a day, according to 
reports from Eur ope," he said. "The 
throngs now coming represent all groups, 
professions, and trades. And they can 
bring nothing at all with them." 

The Bible school in the eastern zone 

of Germany w ill serve young Baptists 
who feel called to enter the ministry. 
Dr. Sadler said these young people could 
get out to stay if they were ·willing to 
slip through; but they want to do their 
best to meet spiritual needs in th at part 
of the world in spite of their poverty. 

"For the moment they can get permis­
sion to study theology," he said. "Tha1 
is why we want to act now." 

The committee stressed its n eed for 
additional funds to meet emer gencies in 
every part of the world and especially 
for Korea. Funds for relief should be 
marked clearly for that purpose and ad­
dressed to the Southern Baptist Foreign 
Mission Board, P. 0. Box 5148, Rich­
mond 20, Va.

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Religious Libert')' in 
Spain is Complex 
Problem, Finds Sadler 

Dr. George W . Sadler, secretary for 
Africa, Europe, and the Near East for 
the Southern Baptist Foreign Mission 
Board who is now on a visit to several 
mission fields under his supervision, 
writes encouragingly of the spirit 
characterizing the Baptists of Sp;a,in who 
have been carrying on without mission­
ary leadership. 

Dr. Sadl2r's principal purpose in 
Spain was to arrange for the purchase 
of property by the Fo!'eign Mission 
Board for church construction. Purchase 
of property for Protestant worship is 
allowed legally but, Protestants have 
said, practically is impossible. 

Two Spanish university graduates h ad 
been refused Army commissions because 
they were Protestants, Dr. Sadler said . 
British Baptists have been refused resi­
dence permits and an American was 
granted a permit only after interven­
tion by the U. S. Embassy, he added. 

"Despite constant pressure from the 
hierarchy, genuine progress has been 
made," wr ites Dr. Sadler. "The per­
centage of growth since 1933 has been 
74. Most of this has taken place since 
1945. The current annual percentage 
of increase is 15. At the present time 
there are 2,000 Baptists in Spain and 
new centers are developing in import­
ant cities like Seville and Malaga." 

Dr. Sadler visited the American Em­
bassy in Madrid with the idea that ar­
r angements might be made for him to 
confer with the Spanish Minister of the 
Interior. "However, the official to 
whom I talked expressed the opinion 
th at the Minister would not see me if I 
should go as an official of an evan­
gelical church," Dr. Sadler said. "He 
would see me as an ordinary citizen, 
but not as a church official. 

"The Embassy representative indica­
ted that even if I should secure an 
audience with the Minister of the In­
terior, no worthwhile results would be 
achieved. He expressed the opinion 
that, as now constituted, Spain could 
not grant religious liberty. He h ad in

mind, I am sure, the fact that the 
Catholic Church was one of the forces 
that put Franco into power and h as 
helped to stablize his regime. If re­
ligious freedom were to be granted, ac­
cording to this American official's opin­
ion, the State would disintegrate . Thus, 
he questions the w isdom of bringing out­
side pressure to bear upon the Spanish 
religious situation." 

Dr. Sadler said this attit ude is op­
posed by an other American with whom 
he talked. "This second individual be­
lieves we should spare no reasonable 
means in this matter of securing re­
ligious liberty for evangelicals as well 
as for all others." 

Dr. Sadler continued: "The opinion

pressed is to me of great importance. 
He is so able that he was invited to 
teach both at Columbia University and 
at West Point.

This same man told 
me that he had hundreds of requests 
for books about evangelicalism from 
doctors, lawyers, and even priests.''

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Baptist Tracts Ridiculed 
By C. K. RAND 

Baptist Rescue l\'Iissions, New Orleans 
(Operated by Home Mission Board) 

The Roman Catholic Church has be­
gun a systematic attack upon Southern 
Baptist tracts which deal with Roman 
Catholic dogmas. Evidence of alarm 
among the Hierarchy was seen when 
the Knights of Columbus Bureau in St. 
Louis, Missouri, recently issued a 40-
page booklet in answer to our tract, 
"Ask a Catholic." The title of this 
booklet is "Judge Catholics By the 
Bible." The Catholic magazine, In­
formation , (Sept., 1952) contains a 
blast at Dr. L. R. Scarborough and C. K. 
Rand in an article written by Father 
Richard Ginder who is one of the out­
standing Paulist Fathers of our coun­
try. The work of the Paulist Fathers 
is to influence Protestants into the Ro­
man Church. 

"Are you Saved, Brother?" is the 
title of the article on page 19 of In­
formation published monthly by the 
Missionary Society of St. Paul the Apos­
tle in the State of New York at 401 
West 59th Street, New York 19. 

Dr. Scarborough a Heretic 

After ridiculing the idea of personal 
salvation without works, Father Ginder 
says, "Mr. Scarborough's idea is too 
simple .. . . in a word, Mr. Scarborough 
is a heretic" (Page 21). In such a man­
ner he attempts to dispose of Dr. Scar­
borough. 

"Another leaflet, put out by the same 
Southern Baptists," the article con­
tinues, "presents more of a challenge. 
It is attractive in its way with nice big 
print in blue ink. 'But I Am a Cath­
olic' is its title, by Cornelius K . Rand. 
It almost makes one wish such men 
could have spent more time in college. 
They don't know their Greek or Hebrew. 
They have no concept of logic .... At 
times you wonder, despite their protests 
of devotion to the Bible, whether they 
have so much as read the New Testa­
ment from cover to cover." And the 
article continued, " ... Beware of the 
Bible carrying Baptist who asks you 
over to his house for tea. If you accept 
his invitation, you'll be letting yourself 
in for an evening of tedious text-swap­
ping that may well end in a bashed 
head- his, yours, or both" (Pages 21-22). 

3,500 Catholics Became Baptists in 1951 

Apparently Fr. Ginder has been in­
formed of the fact ·that last year South­
ern Baptist churches baptized over 3,500 
former Roman Catholics. Thus he is 
fearful of Baptist tea parties. 

The writer will not attempt to defend 
Dr. Scarborough. His scholarship and 
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consecrated life are known to our Bap­
tist people. 

Our own defense will rest upon the 
results of our Home Mission Board 
tracts. To date we have distributed 
almost one million of them. A mis­
sionary from the Phillipine Islands told 
me that they have helped her in win­
ning Roman Catholics to Christ. Chap­
lains have reported good results from 
their use. And we know of many Ro­
man Catholics who are interested and 
may eventually be won to Christ through 
the use of our tracts.

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Several Surprises Sprung on Pastor J. H. Maddox 
At His Seventh Anniversary at Second, Hopkinsville 

The seventh anniversary of Pastor 
J . H. Maddox at the Second Baptist 
Church of Hopkinsville was used as an 
excuse for the members to spring some 
sensational surprises on him. 

While he was teaching the Adult 
Bible Class on Sunday m orning, Feb­
ruary 15, he was asked to dismiss the 
class earlier than usual .so that a 
photographer outside could take a 
group picture. Stepping outside, was 
he surprised to see that the whole 
church and Sunday school were there 
to have their pictur es taken, instead 
of just his Adult Class, as he had sup­
posed? But that was nothing as com­
pared to the surprise that came to him 
when he was called to the front of the 
crowd and presented with the "bill of 
sale and the keys" to a new 1953 model 
automobile trimmed with red satin rib­
bon. 

The entire crowd went back into the 
church auditorium after the outside 
speech-making. There Pastor Maddox 
again expressed his appreciation for 
what the members had just done, and 
also for what they had done throughout 
the seven years. He recalled that 
there had been 816 additions since he 
had been there, which has amounted to 
an average of 116 a year. The Sun­
day school attendance has risen from 
330 in 1946 to 729 at the present. He 
recalled many contributions and im­
provements, referring to the parsonage, 
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educational building and lot, the addi­
tion to the educational building, the 
kitchen, the bulletin board, the rebuild­
ing of the basement under the main 
floor, the enlarged auditorium, the ele­
vated choir and baptistry, the rug for 
the auditorium, the new heating plant 
and air conditioning, the electric organ 
and several pianos, the employment of 
organist and music director, the estab­
lishment of nursery for all services, the 
purchasing of new pews, and many, 
other items completed. 

The auditorium was filled and chairs 
filled all available space.

G. Williams and family. A table was

illuminated so all could plainly see, by 
seven candles. 

The president of the choir presented 
P astor Maddox a gift from the choir. 
This was a certificate for a new hat to 
go with another certificate for a ·new 
suit of clothes which his class had 
given him the previous Tuesday. 

At the evening service Pastor Maddox 
told the congregation, "This has really 
been a red-letter day in my life."

Jesus is +Crucified 
J 

Matthew 27 :32-44, 54 

Let us now humbly draw near to that 
place which stands out boldly in the 
mind and heart of every Christian. It 
is more meaningful to the Christian than 
any other place in all the world. The 
name of this memorable "green hill far 
away" is Calvary. It is the place wher'e 
by His death upon the cross a way of 
salvation for man was provided. 

I. The Crucifixion. Matthew 27:32-38. 

When they had finished much of their 
brutal treatment of Christ, the Roman 
soldiers selected a cross from the pile 
which lay close by and laid it on His 
shoulder. The procession passed along 
the most frequent street of the city on 
the way to the place of crucifixion. Ex­
hausted from the tortures to which He 
had been subjected, the Saviour stag­
gered beneath the weight of the heavy 
cross. Near the city gate His strength 
utterly failed, and we are told that He 
fell under His cross . Seeing that it was 
impossible for Him to carry the cross, 
the soldiers laid hold upon Simon of 
Cyrene and compelled him to carry the 
ghastly burden. 

In due time the procession ascended 
the skull-shaped hill overlooking the 
city, which was the common execution 
grounds for felons and outlaws. Upon 
their arrival, and before placing Christ 
on the cross, "They gave Him vinegar 
to drink mingled with gall," with a 
view to dulling His sensibility. Parched 
with thirst, He put this drink to His 
lips, and, as soon as He tasted it, with 
sublime heroism He refused to drink 
the stupefying potion. Determined to 
face death fully conscious, He refused to 
take anything that would lessen the 
horror of His death for sin and sinners. 

Having removed His garments from 
Him, His executioners laid Him on His 
back on the cross which was lying on 
the ground. Then, they drove the cruel 
spikes through the palms of His hands, 
fastening them to the ends of the cross­
piece, and nailed His feet to the upright 
piece. While His blood was flowing, 
a hole was prepared, the cross was lifted 
on end and dropped into the hole with 
a thud, leaving Him to suffer as the 
blood dripped from His head, His hands, 
and His feet. 

"Not the nails, but His wondrous love 
for me, 

Kept my Lord on the cross of Calvary; 
0, what pow'r could hold Him there, 

All my sin and shame to bear? 
Not the nails-but His wondrous love 

for me."

A superscription, which contained 
the accusation against Him, was placed 
above His head. In order that all who 
passed by might read it, it was written 
in all the current languages-Hebrew, 
Greek, and Latin-the languages of re­
ligion, of culture, and of government, 
respectively. The accusation against 
Him did not express all the truth. 
Christ not only claimed that He was the 
King of the Jews, but also that He was 
to be trusted as Saviour, and to be 
obeyed as Lord. 

As a further humiliation, or to add 
ignominy to His death, Christ was 
crucified between two thieves or rob­
bers. What a literal fulfillment of that 
prophecy, "And He was numbered with 
the transgressor" (Isaiah 53:12)! 

II. The Criticism. Matthew 27:39-44. 

Many people passed along the road 
near the cross and they united in mock­
ing the Saviour in His dying agonies. 
They scornfully reminded Him of His 
own words at the opening of His min­
istry (John 2:18- 21) , and sarcastically 
taunted Him for His seeming failure to 
fulfill His word. Their assertion that 
they would believe on Him if He would 
come down from the cross was nothing 
more than blatant falsehood and sheer 
mockery. Their cry, "Come down from 
the cross," is the essence of modern re­
ligious liberalism. Many are willing to 
acknowledge Christ as a good man, but 
they will not admit His vicarious atone­
ment. They want Christ without the 
cross. But, there is no Christ apart 
from the cross. Christ and His cross are 
insep~rable. A bloodless gospel is a 
powerless one. 

Likewise the religious leaders mocked 
Christ. They referred to His healing 
and saving others, indicating the fact 
that they still had memories of seeing 
His miracles. What they said was true, 
but not in the sense that they meant. 
"He saved others; Himself He cannot 
save." He could not come down from 
the cross, but the reason He could not 
do so was not the one which they had 
in mind. It was true that Christ could 
not save Himself if the Scriptures wer·e 
to be fulfilled, if His mission was to 
be accomplished, if Satan was to be 
defeated, if sin was to be put away, 
and if sinners were to be saved. Chr ist 
had the power to save Himself, but had 
He done so, none of these things would 
have been accomplished, and the 
Father's will would not have been 
achieved. Their words, "Let Him come 
down from the cross, and we will be-

lieve Him," were false. They h ad seen 
Christ perform as great a mir acle as 
they were r equesting, and still they had 
not believed. 

Apparently, at first both robbers re­
viled the Lord Jesus, and later the one, 
impr essed by what he had seen and 
heard, repented and believed. When he 
cast himself upon the mercy of the Lord, 
he was forgiven and saved. In view 
of the fact that he was saved in his 
dying hour, none, need despair and 
none should presume. 

It may be said that the mockery 
carried on around Christ's cross was in­
human. It is difficult for us to under­
stand how anyone could treat Him as 
they did. And yet, we must not for­
get that those who reject Christ, spurn­
ing His willingness and longing to save 
them from hell and take them to heaven, 
are just as guilty as those mocker's at 
the cross. They, too, absolutely refuse 
to accept Him as their Saviour. 

m. The Confession. Matthew 27:54. 

When the centurion and those who 
were associated with him witnessed the 
victorious manner of the Saviour's death 
and saw the supernatural manifestations 
connected therewith, they exclaimed, 
"Truly this was the Son of God." In 
all of his experience as a commanding 
officer in charge of executions, the 
centurion had never' witnessed one which 
was followed by such a supernatural 
demonstration. It is no wonder that h e 
readily confessed that the One Whom 
they had just put to death was the Son 
of God. 

In concluding these comments, we 
would call your attention to the fact 
that at Calvary Christ fulfilled Old 
Testament prophecy with a meticulous 
exactitude. Two of the outstanding 
prophecies concerning the suffering and 
death of Christ are recorded in Psalm 
22 and Isaiah 53 . Therein you will 
find a detailed descfiption of His cru­
cifixion, written centuries before it 
actually came to pass . Compare the 
following passages: Psalm 69:21 and 
Matthew 27:34, Psalm 22:16-18 and 
Matthew 27:35-36, Psalm 22:7 and 
Matthew 27:39, and Psalm 22:8 and 
Matthew 27:43.

FORT WORTH, Tex. - We at South­
western Seminary have read with a 
great deal of interest the statements in 
the religious press in recent weeks an­
nouncing proposed plans looking to­
ward more extended developments in 
religious education at three of our other 
Southern Baptist seminaries. 

For a number of years the New Or­
leans Baptist Theological Seminary has 
offered both the B. R. E. and M. R. E. 
degrees. It has trained a considerable 
number of vocational workers in this 
field both for home and foreign serv'­
ice. Now comes the announcement of 
President Leavell that the department 
is to be expanded into a school and a 
special building erected. 

Likewise the Golden Gate Baptist 
Theological Seminary has offered these 
same degrees and also trained a number 
of workers for service in this field. In 
his recent inaugural address President 
Graves made it clear that this institu­
tion proposes to go further along this 
line not only in training special work­
ers, but also in preparing pastors for 
service in this field. 

Other Baptist seminaries have made 
similar developments. For years An­
dover-Newton, Berkeley Divinity School, 
and Western Baptist Seminary have of­
fered degrees in religious education. All 
along Eastern has had either a depart­
ment or school of religious education. 
Both Northern and Central seminaries 
give special degrees and have made 
distinctive contributions. And Cali­
fornia Baptist Seminary proposes to de­
velop its department into a school. 

Now comes the announcement that 
the Southern Baptist Theological Semi­
nary plans not only to give religious edu­
cational degrees, but also to institute a 
school of religious education and include 
women as well as men. This is taking 
several steps all at one time and defin­
itely puts them in the field of training 
vocational workers in religious educa­
tion as well as preparing pastors for 
educational leadership. 

As previously stated, we at South­
western have watched these develop­
ments with a great deal of interest. We 
have looked forward for many years 
to just such developments. In fact, we 
have sometimes felt a bit lonesome since 
we started our pioneering activities in 
religious education 38 years ago as the 
first Baptist seminary in America to of-

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fer vocational training in the field and 
give special religious education degrees. No Houston Nursery 

At that time there were only four 
Baptist churches in the South that had 
paid workers, and these were by no 
means typical ministers of religious 
education. - Now there are literally 
hundreds of churches with these work­
ers and countless others seeking such. 
Many churches have several vocational 
workers such as young people's direc­
tor, youth director, and elementary di­
rector along with an educational direc­
tor and educational secretary. Also 
there are many calls for workers in 
schools and on the field. 

HOUSTON, Tex. - (BP) - No nur­
sery facilities will be provided at the 
Coliseum or the Music Hall during the 
Southern Baptist Convention. An ap­
proved list of baby sitters will be pro­
vided by the Child Care Committees 
of the Woman's Missionary Union Con­
vention and the Southern Baptist Con­
vention. If at all possible, it is sug­
gested that parents refrain from bring­
ing children to the Convention. Nur­
series will be maintained in most of the 
churches for local Baptists and their 
guests who could not otherwise attend 
the Convention sessions. 

As churches increasingly recognize 
that it is through the educational organ­
izations that they have their main mis­
sionary ,outreach, evangelistic oppor­
tunity ,and stewardship development, 
these demands will increase. So we 
welcome these other institutions into 
the ranks and bid them Godspeed.
