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Christ’s Alternative to Communism
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By R. PAUL CAUDILL, Pastor

(Address Delivered at Southern Seminary Conference)

“The only thing that matters now,”
says Dr. Frank Laubach, is whether
America will wake up or blow up.”

These arresting words from one of
America’s foremost religious observers
are enough to cause even the most im-
perturbable American grave concern.
They reflect a lamentable condition pre-
vailing not merely in our own nation
but even in the most remote areas of
of the world.

After visiting some sixty-eight na-
tions, in the interest of applied Chris-
tianity, Dr. Laubach appeals for the
Christians of America to keep their
heads in the clouds but their “feet on
the ground.” Dr. Laubach says, as dis-
cerning men everywhere are beginning
to see, that the fearful scourge of Com-
munism must be dealt with in every
nation under the sun, and that here in
our own beloved America this growing
menace is tragically real.

Gains of Communism

Few of us, perhaps, realize the scope
of the gains of Communism. We are
told that there are no less than eight
hundred million in some measure caught
in the vortex of this woeful ideology that
is sweeping downward everything in its
path.

What is more, some of the gains are
in areas that one might least expect.
In Rome, for instance, within the
shadow of the golden domes of the
Vatican, and the colonnaded court where
hundreds of thousands gather from time
to time, we find some of the strongest
gains of Communism. In France where

‘the Chamber of Deputies is all but hope-

lessly split by factionalism, we are told
that the picture is little better. In
Belgium, too, there have been strange
rumblings of the wheels of the Jugger-
naut of Communism. No one needs to
be reminded of pitiful China as the
people kow-tow before the handful of
political mobsters who have seized con-
trol of the state, and who by promises,
fair and foul, have succeeded in or-
ganizing a government and an army that
is all but inexhaustible in manpower.

One thing should be noted too, in
passing: The areas of Europe in which
the greatest gains have been made by
the Communists are in countries that
have been dominated by a state religion.
In no instance has Communism been
able to gain any considerable foot-hold
in a country where evangelical Chris-

tianity has been strong and virile, and
where there has been any appreciable
measure of separation between the
church and state.

What is responsible for the fanatical
gains of Communism, around the world?
What is there about its character, its
mission that has made it flourish like
a green bay tree wherever it has taken
root?

In the words of Whitaker Chambers,
it is a conviction shared by those who
profess to be followers of this way—a
conviction that it is necessary now to
change the world.

This conviction has produced a vision
of a world without God—a world in
which the rational mind of man, by
means of science and technology, con-
trols the universe. Every age says
Chambers, has had its vision, but al-
ways until now the vision has had to do
with both man and God, or rather with
man in his relation to God. But this
time the vision makes no place for God.

And Communism is unique, so far as
today’s world is concerned, because those
who espouse the cause of Communism
have been able, thus far, to act on their
convictions, yet, to die for them where
necessary. Operating on the “cell”
here and a cell there, Communists be-
lieve that one day their cause will pre-
vail.

The Answer

What is man’s answer to the alluring
claims of this fearful ideology? Man’s
answer is Christ’s answer. Christ’s al-
ternative—the alternative of the Way,
the Truth and the Life.

If those of us who have professed to
be followers of the Way had lived our
religion, there would have been no
ground for the devout adherents of
Communism to stand upon.

But we have not done this! We have
permitted our Christian idealism to be-
come vapid and hollow, and have failed
to apply it to the everyday, common-
place problems of life.

Whatever else may be said of Karl
Marx, it must be admitted that however
far he may have fallen short of his goal,
he was seeking to lift some of the ex-
cruciating burdens from the weary
backs of the sorrowing masses of hu-
manity. He was endeavoring, to say
the least, to plead the cause of the un-
touchables of life who, footsore and
weary, were plodding down the lonely

road of social and economic slavery. It
is true that he missed the road in his
quest by delivering his captives to a
greater slavery—the bondage to crass
materialism which makes no place for
God in all the world He made.

In a word, we need to lay hold of the
mind of Jesus, if we would cope with
the deadly menace of Communism, so
that we may come to see as He saw,
and to live as He lived, in a co-opera-
tive effort to lead all men to Him whom
to know is life abounding.

Jesus Saw People

_Jesus saw people—He saw the mul-
titudes as no one before Him nor since
has seen them.

We read in Matthew 9:36 that “when
he saw the multitudes, He was moved
with compassion for them, because they
fainted, and were scattered abroad, as
sheep having no shepherd.”

Notwithstanding His deity, and His
role as Messiah, and the popular ac-
claim which He received wherever he’
went, He was ever mindful of the people
as a whole, the common people, the’
people who bore the brunt of the social
and economic bondage of his day.

It is at this point that we come to the
head and front of our offending as Chris-
tians. We have not trained our eyes
to see people for their own sake, and to
realize that all are created in God’s’
image, and that we who have the mys-
tery of the faith are charged with an
inescapable responsibility to share the
gospel with those who do not have ff;
irrespective of race or nation.

And it is likewise at this point that-
we find the answer to the ever-increas-
ing number of cults and diverse religi--
ous sects that have sprung up here
in our Southland, in a territory that
should have been claimed long ago by
those of us who know Him as Saviour
and Lord.

Chaplains and Pastors Need to
Stay Close to the People

After reading in the Western Recorder a strong
.article appealing for more chaplains in the Armed
Forces, a mother who has a son in the Navy wrote
‘the editor as follows:

“I have a son in the Navy. I know through him
our crying need for good, earnest chaplains in that
branch of the service. But there is another need
which bears on many hearts also, even where there
is a chaplain.

“While in training at a certain base he replied
to my direct question that there was a non-Catholic
chaplain on the base, but that he was not personally
acquainted with him. I insisted that he take steps
to become acquainted. His answer, rather vehement,
was, ‘Mama, you don’t understand! The chaplain
is just a brass hat who sits in an office; and if you
need to see the chaplain, you go barging into his
office and tell him what you want!” Then he added
with a wry grin, ‘Imagine me barging into the office
to have a talk with the chaplain.’”

The mother then added, “The boy is an intro-
vert who almost never ‘airs’ his innermost feelings,
no matter what they are.”

Though the mother admits the fault may in part
be her son’s, she rightly pleads: “It seems to me that
our chaplains ought to be, of all people, the most
thoroughly down-to-earth, approachable, confidence-
inviting men in the world. Our boys are in need of
such a friend. At the same time I realize that there
must be rules of conduct that they, as well as other
officers, and men, must obey. But is there nothing
that can be done to promote a more intimate feeling
of fellowship between a boy in service and the per-
son that he must try to accept in the place of his
loved friends and pastor ‘back home?’ Must that
person continue to be ‘just a brass hat who sits in
an office’? What a cold description of one’s spiritual
advisor.”

This anxious hearted mother has touched on a
vital need which our men sense in the Armed Serv-
ices. It is good to know that there are many great
chaplains who have not made the boys feel as did
this mother’s son. But those who have allowed bar-
riers to stand between them and the boys ought, in
-all haste, to make needed adjustments.

Approachability is one of the finest character-
istics of either the pastor or the chaplain. The work
is by no means done when a “service” is concluded
and the benediction pronounced. Doors must be left
open for any burdened or confused heart and all
must be made to feel they have a real and under-
standing friend in their spiritual advisors.

This single case is mentioned as a matter of
public service ,in the hope it may work for the
mutual advantage both of the boys and their chap-
lains. The mother who wrote (her name is with-
held for obvious reasons) is by no means an ordin-
ary person.

She is a careful student of facts and -
needs, and she seeks to help; not to criticize or de-.
stroy. She'has the right to-ask that“all chaplains
shall leave no doubt in any boy’s mind“that he“and -

his problems are of great importance. What a pity
that the lad could not have been under the influence
of any one of the many beloved chaplains I have
known personally!

The Kinsey Report

Dr. J. M. Dawson rightly states in the September
issue of Report from the Capital: “Scientific research
is ever to be prized, but subsequent handling of the
results is of equal importance. The Kinsey report
smacks of being pseudo-science, both from the meth-
od used in obtaining its alleged facts and from lamen-
table ballyhoo in publications of the findings. Irre-
sponsible submissions of such dubious data to Fhe
mass mind, which is unacquainted with scientific
analysis and subject to erroneous judgments, poses
great peril to morality.”

Dr. Dawson referred to the recently announced
and widely publicized book, Sexual Behavior in the
Human Female, by Dr. Alfred Kinsey.

While the Kinsey book has been favorably men-
tioned by some, it has been vigorously condemned
by many others. It is reported that Dr. Kinsey based
his alleged findings on the experiences of less than
six thousand women in the United States, yet the
impression has been made that most women have
at one time or another been impure. We shudder
to think of the effect this will have on the young
people of today.

Representative Heller of New York is reported
to have said that Kinsey “draws conclusions which
are highly questionable if not downright ridiculous,”
and he announces his purpose to have the book in-
vested by a committee of Congress to determine
whether it should go through the mails.

More and more we question the real value of
some of those so-called surveys. As a usual thing,
comparatively few people are contacted, and yet the
few are made to represent the whole. Could it be
that some, in making such surveys, are merely find-
ing that for which they seek? And again, could it
be that some seek publicity even more than they
seek the truth?

Preachers and Head-On Collisions

According to a recent release from the Baptist
Press, two preachers—a Baptist and a Presbyterian—
had a head-on collision in their cars on the outskirts
of Wichita, Kansas. Four were hurt, including the
two preacher-drivers and a third preacher from
Texas.

If one wished to spiritualize on the highly re-
grettable accident he could think about as follows:
(1) it isn’t the first time preachers have had lamen-
table clashes; (2) it isn’t the first time preachers
themselves have been hurt by such clashes; (3) it
isn’t the first time others have suffered because of
such unfortunate circumstances; (4) nearly always,
clashes have been caused by one or the other driving

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Church Discipline

Discipliné poses many problems for
pastors and churches, and is looked upon
with disfavor and disapproval by many.

Because the preponderance of senti-
ment is against discipline in the church-
es today, the pastor, church, or individ-
ual member, who advocates if, will not
suddenly be found floating on breezes
of popularity, but may be stigmatized
as the trouble maker and promoter of
disorder.

Regardless of how painful, unpleas-
ant and undesirable it may be, we are
confronted with the fact that discipline
is taught in the New Testament. There
are many objections registered against
it, but these objections do not abrogate
the obligations, and the obligations point
to certain objectives.

I. Objections:

1. “Every person should be in a
church somewhere.”

If this objection were true, the many
Scriptures on this subject would be
superfluous and meaningless; and Jesus,
Paul and others, would stand convicted
of errors in instruction. Those who be=
lieve in an institutional salvation may
consistently raise this objection; but
Baptists, who believe in salvation by
grace, cannot accept if, for there are
some people who should not be in a
church anywhere.

2. “The Bible says, Let both grow
together.”

Jesus said this in the Parable of the
Tares and was speaking of the saved
and unsaved living together in the
world. He was not even remotely re-
ferring to church fellowship. In this
statement He was forbidding religious
persecution. The tares are not to be
destroyed from the world by persecution.
We must not persecute.

This statement cannot apply to the
church, for we find in Matthew 18:15-
17 that Jesus taught that unruly, ob-

“stinate, sinning, impenitent members are

not to be kept in a church. Those who
quote this statement to get around the
doctrine of discipline are “wresting”
the Scriptures.

Paul told the Corinthians that they
could not get away from fornicators in
the world; but ordered that such be put
out of the church (I Cor. 5:10-13).

3. “It is hard to know when and
where to begin.” s

When the offense is secret and beyond
proof there is nothing to be done; but
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when it is of a public nature and can
be established, it is incumbent upon the
church to take action.

Paul recommended disciplinary action
against the incestuous man at Corinth,
but did not recommend such action
against those who had been drunk on the
wine of the Lord’s Supper. There was a
reason for this for Paul condemned
drunkenness as a work of the flesh.
Perhaps the reason was that it was hard
to discipline people who could say that
they had taken the wine in the Supper
and, not knowing how much would be
too much, had mistakenly become in-
toxicated.

There are some ways that church
members can abuse their Christian priv-
ileges, and the church can do nothing
about it. The case of the incestuous
man was beyond question, excuse, or
reason. So Paul asked that they de-
liver him to Satan for the destruction
of the flesh (I Cor. 5:4-5).

4. “We don’t have enough who be-
lieve in it and will stand for it.”

A church can be strong financially,
numerically and denominationally, and,
yet, be so weak in conviction, courage
and integrity, that it cannot discipline
itself. Sardis had but few who had
not defiled themselves (Rev. 3:4). How
pathetic when evil predominates in a
church to the extent that nothing can
be done about it! Such a church may
attract the degenerate and carnal
minded, but can have no power to con=
vict for sin and turn people to Christ.

II. Obligations:

1. The words of Christ:

As a last effort at reconciliation where
fellowship has been broken, Christ said,
“Tell it to the church.” When other
measures fail, as a last resort, this is
obligatory. What right do we have to
ignore or neglect the word of Christ?
If telling the church fails to win the of-
fender, Jesus said, “Let him be unto
thee as an heathen man and a publican.”
The attitude He here enjoins is not one
of hatred, but of non-fellowship. There
is no basis for church fellowship with
those who are incorrigible in unchris-
tian conduct. If we are to please Christ,
we must take the attitude toward such
that He enjoins.

2. The teaching of Paul:

A church cannot obey the Scriptures
without exercising discipline when it is
obviously needed. Paul said to the

- saints at Rome, “Now I beseech you,

brethren, mark them which cause di-
visions and offenses contrary to the doc-
trine which ye have learned; and avoid
them” (Rom. 16:17). He gave a specific
command to the Thessalonians concern=-
ing discipline. “Now we command you,
brethren, in the name of our Lord Je=
sus Christ that ye withdraw yourselves
from every brother that walketh dis-
orderly, and not after the tradition
which ye received of us.” We note that
he did not say, “We urge you,” or “We
entreat you,” or “We advise you,” or
“We persuade you, or “We admonish
you,” but “We command you.” We have
no more right to come short of what
is commanded than we do to go beyond
what is commanded.

3. The practice of the apostolic
churches:

See I Corinthians 5 and II Corin-
thians 2:6-8. It is to be inferred that
the church at Rome, at Thessalonica,
and those at other places, heeded Paul’s
teaching on this matter.

4. The mutual interests of the
cause of Christ:

Churches and pastors have a mutual
obligation in matters of discipline which
grows out of the solidarity of the cause
of Christ. The church that fails to
recognize this, and receives an excluded
member, becomes a party to his offense,
and thus fails to observe the New Testa=
ment teaching on discipline. It is pre-
posterous to assume that Paul would
have recommended that the incestuous
man be received by a church anywhere
until his fellowship was restored with
the church at Corinth.

The case would be rare indeed when
a church would be justified in receive
ing by “statement,” or by any other
method, a person who has been ex-
cluded from another Baptist church.
When this is done, faith and fellowship
are willfully broken with a sister church
—unless a thorough investigation has
been made and it is found that the ex-
cluded person has been wronged.

Paul certainly would not have sanc-
tioned the church at Phillippi receiving
those who were marked by the church
at Rome for causing “divisions” and
“offenses;” or those from whom the
church at Thessalonica had withdrawn
fellowship, for walking “disorderly.”
Principle counted more with him than
numbers, and because of the solidarity
and inviolate nature of the kingdom of
Christ, he would not have commanded
one church to receive those from whom
he had commanded another church to
withdraw fellowship.

He taught that the place for the ex-
cluded member to go was back to his
own church for restoration of fellow=-
ship (II Cor. 2:6-8). Do we have any
authority to go beyond Paul in this
matter? If we do, aren’t we ignoring
apostolic teaching and precedent?

We have built our churches, and en-
gaged in worship, careful often that the
members of our own family, and our
friends, should come to know Christ as
Lord and Master; but we have often
seen little beyond those of our own
circle of concern. We have failed mis-
erably to see people for people’s sake.
The sharecropper, the itenerant work-
man, the sorry dweller of the repulsive
slum section of our cities—these we have
often passed by “on fhe other side” as
if we feared that we might become con-
taminated by their miserable plight.

And this concern for people strikes to
the very heart of our mission as Chris-
tians.

Some time ago a young woman of ob-
vious culture and gentle refinement
came to my office for consultation re-
garding her life’s work. The young
lady, a student in the hospital school for
laboratory technicians, had become chal-
lenged by the call of the mission fields
across the sea and was all but moved to
abandon her present course of training
and enroll as a student in the University
School of Medicine in the hope of going
to Africa as a medical volunteer in
Christian missions.

Upon hearing the story of the hopes
and fears of the young woman, I asked
her this pointed question: “Are you a
Christian? And can you give me one
solid reason why you know that you
are a Christian?” The young woman,
obviously strained by my unexpected
approach to her problem was apparently
lost, for a moment, in thoughtful silence.
Then she turned her face toward mine
and with a calm and disapassionate
manner said:

“Yes, I am a Christian, and I know
that I am a Christian because I love
people.”

“You love people!” I asked, “what
kind of people? People who are rich?
People who are cultured and refined as
you? People who move within your
social group—on your side of the rail-
road track?”

Then it was that the young lady, all
but bursting in tears said, “I love people
—any people that God has made; people
who are rich and people who are poor—
just people.”

The teeming crowds touched the heart
of Jesus and called forth his deepest
note of pathos as he thought on their
lost condition.

See Him as he stood weeping over
lost Jerusalem: “O Jerusalem, Jerusalem,
thou that stonest the prophets and killest
them that are sent unto thee: how often
I would have gathered thy children to-
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gether even as a hen gathers her chick-
ens under her wings, and ye would not.”
And it was this deep and manifest love
for people that led men to Him with
their woeful cares of life: Blind Bar-
taemaeus by the Jericho road; a leper
when he was come down from the
mountain where He had just delivered
the. Sermon on the Mount; a father
whose little daughter lay sick wunto
death; a sorrowing sister whose brother
had just died! Wherever He went,
whatever He did, His eyes were con-
stantly fixed upon people—the rich and
the poor, the great and the small.
People!

More Than People

But Jesus saw more than people. He
saw their sorry plight. He beheld the
grievous burdens which lay upon their
helpless backs, imprisoning them with a
bondage as real as any slavery known
to man.

And it is at this point that we have
failed miserably as followers of the
Lord Christ. We have not manifested
fullest concern for the woes of the
people. That is why Communism has
made such inroads among the nations
of the world.

We ought to look behind the scenes
and seek to ascertain the why of Com-
munism. We need to uncover what, in
the realm of medicine, would be called
the etiology of this woeful disease which
tends to paralyze the whole moral and
spiritual nature of man.

Some time ago, while enroute from
Edinburgh to Glasgow, Scotland, I came
upon an aged man whom I engaged in
conversation. I found him to be a re-
tired miner, one of those myriads of
fine people who spend the greater part
of their lives under ground working
in the coal mines. He told me of how,
at the tender age of thirteen, he was
sent down into the mines, long before
the sun had risen, to begin his day’s
work, and how, when he came up from
below, the sun was set because the day
was done. “I rarely saw the sun in
those days,” he said. Then the old man
went on to tell me of the miserable
conditions under which he worked, and
of how he would lie all day long on
his side in water a foot and one-half
deep, picking out lumps of coal to be
used for the fires of the more well-to-
do, and of how, on the long winter even-
ings as he would walk to his home, miles
away, his clothing would be frozen
stiff, all along the journey. And the old
man added, as he concluded his story,
“Aye, it’'s different now—it’s different
now.” I do not know how many times
this pathetic instance of child labor

could have been duplicated, had I made
a tour among the families of miners in
the coal regions of Scotland; but I do
know that child labor was one of the
most serious pustules upon the back of
society, in the not too distant past, and
that it was such conditions that created
the social and economic tensions out of
which- the germ of Communism was
spawned.

All about us today, throughout the
world, are minority groups, and major-
ity groups, who are beset with grievous
plights. Do we as Christians behold
them? That is the question that haunts
me day and night. Wherever Jesus
went, He was touched by the woes of
men.

But we have not followed in His foot-
steps. Sated with plenty, and with a
feeling of security in our own salvation,
we have gone about our ways on a
“business as wusual” basis, while the
hungry, distressed throngs have yearned
for sympathy and understanding, and,
most of all, for the grace of God which
alone can fulfill the deepest needs of
man.

In the words of Dr. Laubach: “Out of
the 2,200 million people in the world,
1,700 million, usually in debt all their
lives, are in want, more or less oppressed
and exploited, and increasingly unhappy
and determined to be free from want.
They are not in the United States, except
a million or two migrant workers and
many of the Negroes; they are not in
Canada, the United Kingdom, or in the
Scandinavian countries. But in all the
rest of the world there are multitudes
dissatisfied and groping for some way
up and out of the dark drudgery and
pain of empty living.”

The historic rise of dictators like
Joseph Stalin and Marshal Tito is
marked by poverty and squalor of cir-
cumstance and unbelievable yearnings
for a better circumstance in life.

One cannot help but wonder what
would have been the course of history
in the twentieth century, if these in-
tellectual giants and Napoleonic leaders
had but known the benedictine hands
of Christlike, loving concern during the
years of their painful longings and all
but hopeless days of gloom.

Christ saw the dejected state of men,
I tell you, and He knew their woes.
He would have shared the last crumb in
His knapsack with the worst sinner!
And I tell you that we who profess to
know Christ had better see these teem-
ing multitudes, and hear their cries, and
be touched by their miserable plight.
For, after all, they are people, the kind
of people over which Jesus wept in His
loving concern!

./ﬂy Circle ol Immeortals

I have a circle of immortals that are
to me like beacons in the dark. When
I lose my way and grope and fear, they
set my feet confidently again on the
path. They are the great souls who
have come unharmed through the worst
that life or death can do to them, and
are the greater and finer for it. Among
them are some of the great in the eyes
of the world, also some that are ob-
scure and unsung.

T’'ve just gone to the shrines of sev-
eral of them. I came back surer that
nothing in life or death can harm me;
surer that there is nothing to fear in
either life or death.

One of them is a beloved relative.
I went an extra hundred miles mainly
to ask her a crucial question. I knew
she had lately faced death in a hos-
pital. And from the most dreaded: of
all maladies—cancer. I wanted to ask
her, “How did death—and slow torture,
look—close-up?”’

Her reply was like the ring of a
golden bell, and made my heart leap:
“Through confident faith in God, I faced
it with not a moment’s fear, yet with
no doubt that it might mean death by
slow torture!”

A friend had sent her a little book to
boost her to fight cancer! It was Liv-
ing with Cancer. It is a well-told story
of a truly heroic battle with the dread
disease, and not without success. It is
a book to put iron into the blood for
a battle worse than death.

But with a ring of utter sincerity, my
dear one said, “I resent the title! I as-
sure you that, if the worst ever comes,
I'll not live with cancer; I’ll live above
it!”

I had gone a hundred miles to ask the
question. It was worth it! It assured
me I could dare to face life or death
with new confidence. I too could do it!

On the same pilgrimage I found my-
self in the nation’s capital. To me al-
most preeminently, it was the home of
the Peter Marshalls. I had but lately
read Mrs. Marshall’s book, A Man Called
Peter. I still felt the thrill of it. I
must ask the author a question or two,
if possible. My time didn’t permit an
appointment. I'd use the telephone. It
would serve to get the answer to the
crucial question I wanted to ask.

I looked up her number and rang.
Her secretary had told her I might call.
Mrs. Marshall was on the phone. I
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asked, “Are you free to talk five min-
utes?” she seemed friendly and human;
she said, “Let me cut off my stove!”
She graciously gave me maybe ten
minutes. I said, “I love your book. Best
of all, it shows that at Peter’s death you
had a wonderful experience of God.
Ihe crucial question I wanted to ask
is, Does that experience linger to as-

find yourself equal to it?

She answered, “One can never be
quite sure what the future might do to
you, but I feel almost sure.

comes, I'd find resources adequate to
meet it.”

Marsh.all. Their experiences see;sr'xegezt:i‘z
1.'nost identical. Mrs, Marshall, sitting
in the hospital room beside her beloved
dead, became aware of an unearthly
beace and exultation. A friend enter-
Ing looked with amazement at what
seemed the glory of heaven lighting up
hgr face and even flooding the room
With face radiant, she was able to fol-.
low the casket of her husband out of
the church, and to whisper a word of
cheer to a Wweeping friend near the aisle.

Sibyl Townsend says, “My experi
was strangely like hers, It );eenI:s n‘cejrtl}(iE
ing less than a miracle God worked in
me, leaving me an abiding confidence
that not life nor death can ever bring
any experience too hard for me to pass
through with triumph.”

Because her experience reassures me
_I gladly admit her into my circle of'
Immortals. Her experience seems the
more authentic and convincing because
shg is willing to let all the world into
this .holy of holies of her life, humbly
longing to help others by her experience
to master the worst in life or death.

Faith in Immortality the Secret

Strikingly similar to the experiences
named was that of a couple highly
honored in my own community. Their
hearts broke when the message came
that a beloved daughter had died almost
suddenly of polio, leaving a young doc-
to_r husband and two little children. But
with smiles and tears the mother said,
“That night on our hundred-mile drive
something wonderful happened. It came
to us overwhelmingly, ‘Elizabeth is not
dead; she is living and will still be with
us.’” And with a ring of confident
gladness in her voice, she declared, “And
she has been; her Presence as real as
that of any of our living children.”

Always in such cases, I think, the
peace and victory spring from a vivid
belief that the dead has only crossed the
portal into a fuller, richer life, to live
and maybe even to be near to give
help when needed.

III. Objectives.
1. To do the will of Christ:

(1) He gave the “keys” of author-
ity to the church for this purpose (Mat-
thew 18:18, 16:19).

(2) He promised the sanction of
heaven in the disciplinary use of the
keys (Matthew 18:18).

(3) His power is present with a
church in an ordeal of discipline (I Cor.
5:4-5).

(4) He has a “few things” against
a church that fails (Rev. 2:14-15).

2. For the spiritual good of the of-
fender:

When a church is forced to deal with
an erring member, it should always be
to the end that such a person be won
from wrong. Action should be per-
meated by the Spirit and love of Christ.

Discipline is both corrective and pun-
itive. It would not be corrective if it
were not punitive. The “punishment”
which was “inflicted” by “many” had
become corrective in the case of the in-
cestuous man at Corinth. He was about
to be swallowed up of overmuch sor-
row, and Paul urged that they confirm
their love to him.

3. For the protection of the church:
(1) Against false doctrine:

A man that is an heretic is to be
rejected after the first admonition (Titus
3:10).

Paul felt that those who were troub-
ling the churches of Galatia should be
“cut.off” (Gal. 5:12).

Christ was displeased with the church
at Thyatira because they permitted a
self-styled prophetess to teach heresy
(Rev. 2:20).

There was a time in the history of
Baptists that if it had not been for their
recourse to discipline, many churches
would not have survived the heresy of
Alexander Campbell.

(2) Against the evil designs of
some who would destroy the church
from within:

Christ revealed that the “seat” of
Satan was in the church at Pergamos
(Rev. 2:13). Satan, through members
who were promulgating the doctrines
of Balaam and of the Nicolaitanes, was
seeking to destroy this church from
within. Sometimes a church must take
action to rid itself of enemies within.
The church at Pergamos had not done
this; and Christ said, “I have a few
things against thee” (Rev. 2:14-16).

4. To keep the church clear in the
eyes of the world:

“It is reported commonly . . .” “Know

Eight-’

ye not that a little leaven leaventh the
whole lump?” “Purge out therefore the
old leaven” (I Cor. 5:1, 6-7).

Following is a quotation from Spen-
cer’s History of Kentucky Baptists con=
cerning discipline in the period from
1780 to 1800, which was carried in an
article in the Western Recorder a few
years ago.

“During the long seasons of coldness
in religion, and the great increase of
infidelity among the people, the Bap-
tists had kept up a vigilent discipline
in their churches. They kept constantly
before the eyes of the world the prac-
tical workings of Christianity. Men were
made practically better by its discipline
administered in love. The churches
were kept in a strict order as if they
had been enjoying a constant revival.
The contrast between the church and
the world was so striking that infidels
themselves could not fail to see the
superior influence of religion.”

Discipline was taught by Christ, prac-
ticed by the apostles, and recognized
and enforced by Baptists of a former
day, but what about our day?

The fellowship of each church must be
decided, not by some individual, some
other church, the world, public opinion,
or some self-appointed authority, but by
the church itself. “Do not ye judge
them that are within” (I Cor. 5:12)?

Discipline should always be admin-
istered in prayer, love and humility, as a
last resort; but as a last effort and move
by a church, there are times it must
not be omitted, if a church is to keep
itself blameless before Christ.

Are Baptist Youth to
Sponsor Non-Denomi-
national Conventions?

In some sections of the Southern Bap-
tist Convention territory separate youth
groups are attempting to set up con-
ventions in county, association and dis-
trict. The program sponsored by these
groups is completely apart from church
organizations. The programs for these
youth meetings are patterned somewhat
after the Youth For Christ movement.
This should be a matter of deep con-
cern to Southern Baptists.

Southern Baptists have been in-
terested from the beginning in our young
people. They have established encamp-
ments, schools, church orgainzations, and
conventions because of their interest in
and love for our youth. Southern Bap-
tists have done more for youth than

all other religious groups combined. We .

now have in each of the states of the
Southern Baptist Convention territory,
a Sunday school convention, a Training
Union convention, a W. M. U. conven-
tion, a Brotherhood convention, and a
B. S. U. convention. These are 992 as-
sociations and all of them have organ-
izations to inspire, utilize, and develop
our youth.

A letter just received from one of the
outstanding pastors of the South re-
veals the fact that in his area non-de-
nominational youth groups are seeking
to set up non-denominational organiza-
tions. This pastor says; ‘“The sponsors
of these conventionettes are of the
Youth For Christ variety, with a zeal
far outstripping their knowledge. The
establishment of these organizations is
due partly to an ever present doctrinally
ignorant fringe, and partly to the fail=
ure of our Baptist associational program
to utilize the energies and enthusiasm of
youth.”

Baptists should keep in mind that the
Miracle Book Club, the Young Life
Club, the Oxford Movement, and the
Youth For Christ Movement are all non-
denominational agencies or organiza-
tions. I doubt seriously that any of
these organizations or movements have
ever made a real contribution to our
churches and to the denominational
agencies and programs. I wish to raise
two questions:

1. Is there a place for a non-denomi-
national youth convention in any state
in the South?

Southern Baptists answered that ques-
tion at Houston when the following res-
olution was unanimously adopted by
the Southern Baptist Convention: “That
the teaching agencies of our Convention
continue their effort with renewed vigor
to strengthen Baptist conviction with
reference to the dangers of inter-denom-
inationalism and non-denominational-
ism.”

2. Is there a need for another Bap-
tist Youth convention in the South, or
any state in the South?

It is my opinion that we do not need
another convention. It appears to me
that we have all of the conventions, and
all of the organizations that we really
need to win the lost, to train the saved,
to inspire the masses, and to indoctrinate
and challenge our entire constituency.
If there should ever be a need for an-
other organization or convention, would
it not be wise for the new organization
to be sponsored by the parent Con-
vention?

We can no longer write letters to our

Teaming Up for Christian Education Through
State and Convention-Wide Agencies

General Association of Baptists in Kentucky

The greatest effort for Christian edu-~
cation in the history of the Southern
Baptist Convention will be launched in
April of 1954.

Spearheading this program will be
the Education Commission of the South-
ern Baptist Convention under the di-
-rection of Dr. R. Orin Cornett, Executive
Secretary.

Although Christian education has al-
ways occupied a prominent place in the
life and growth of Southern Baptists,
for over a century- more and more of
our Baptist leaders have felt that it has
‘been too much on the- periphery of our
‘general: promotional program. The
April ’54 - campaign -will mark the be-
‘ginning of a co-ordihated emphasis at
‘the Convention-wide, Statewide, -and
:Association-wide -levels with the par-
ents and young people of the local
ichurch as the central objectives.

In a historic move for Christian edu-
cation the Executive Committee of the
‘Southern Baptist Convention, on De-
cember 18, 1952, approved plans for an
annual Convention-wide emphasis on
Christian education.

Among the resolutions unanimously
adopted are to be found the following
statements: “That the Executive Com-
mittee co-operate and participate fully,
utilizing its publication, its staff, and
its access to other agencies . . . That the
proposed emphasis be anticipated by ap-
propriate articles and features in all
Southern Baptist publications which
will and can appropriately accept these
materials.”

The force of our Southern Baptist
agencies is already being felt as they

-have swung in behind the April ’54 em-
- phasis.

Dr. James L. Sullivan, Execu-
tive Secretary of the Baptist Sunday
School Board, is continuing the active
and ready co-operation in this effort
that was initiated by his predecessor,
Dr. T. L. Holcomb, as are also the di-
visional and departmental heads of the
Sunday School Board, including Dr. J.

IR
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0. Williams, Secretary of the Division
of Education and Promotion, Dr. Clifton
Allen, Secretary of the Division of Edi-
torial Service, Dr. J. N. Barnette, Secre-
tary of the Sunday School Department,
and Dr. J. E. Lambdin, Secretary of the
Training Union Department.

Of most direct assistance has been the
readiness with which the editors of the
many quarterlies and other periodicals
of the Sunday school and Training
Union  Departments of the Sunday
School Board have accepted or produced
materials for this emphasis.

‘The" Baptist. Brotherhood, under the
leadership of -its Executive Secretary,
Dr. George Schroeder, plans to.enlist the
interest of Baptist Brotherhood organi-
zations throughout the Convention. ‘The
Woman’s Missionary Union, Miss Alma
Hunt, Executive Secretary, will also help
through its publication and activities.
Through the BAPTIST PROGRAM,
edited by Dr. Albert McClellan, the
S. B. C. Executive Committee will help

‘reach the pastors in this emphasis.

Another great step toward unification
of the forces of the Southern Baptist
Convention for Christian Education was
taken when the secretaries of the state
convention boards met jointly with the
Education Commission and the South-
ern Association of Baptist Colleges and
Schools on June 18 in Nashville. The
state secretaries were unanimous in their
endorsement of plans for promoting
Christian education at all levels of de-~
nominational life. They also made a
strong appeal to the college presidents
and other school personnel for an even
stronger emphasis on denominational
loyalty and co-operation, especially in
the matter of backing up the co-opera-
tive program, and in producing grad-
uates who are both equipped and anx-
ious to take places of leadership in the
local church.

Present also for the June meeting
were many of the editors of the state
denominational papers. It is the con-
sensus that no group of men have sup-
ported more consistently and more ef-
fectively the cause of Christian educa-
tion than have our state editors. Their
willingness to support the April em-
phasis means that the colleges and in-
stitutions within the borders of each
state will have a powerful agent in their
campaign to lead Baptist youth to an
enlightened consideration of Baptist
schools.

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Dr. Caudill Writes from Korea

PUSAN, Korea

It is hard to say what I wish to say
in this article. There are times when
words do not adequately reflect the
deep emotions of the heart—and my
emotions are deeply stirred as I recount
the experiences of the morning.

Shortly after 8 am., I visited the
medical clinic on our Baptist Compound
at Pusan. The clinic was first opened
in 1951 by Dr. N. A. Bryan, with the
assistance of one Korean doctor and two
nurses—Dr. Bryan is in the States at
the moment on account of the illness of
his wife. Long before the doors of the
clinic opened there were scores of people
crowded into the little court yard—and
even to the sidewalks—awaiting treat-
ment. Mothers with their babies were
there. Old men were there. Children
in great numbers were there—some with
tuberculosis and others with various dis-
eases.

Doctor A. W. Yocun, who has just ob-
served his 70th birthday, and who has
given almost 40 years of service in
Christ’s name as a medical missionary,
was sitting there with his back to the
window, laying his hands softly on the
heads of liftle children, and patting
them gently on the back, as he diagnosed
their ailments and passed them on to
the nurses for injections of one sort and
another. Young Dr. John C. Haward
of New Orleans was in an adjoining
room performing a similar ministry.
Two nurses, Miss Irene Braunum of
Misssouri and Miss Ruby Wheat of
Texas were assisting, along with a staff
of Korean doctors and nurses.

Before any of the patients saw the
doctors, however, they heard the Gospel
preached. An Evangelist gathered the
men in one group while a Bible woman
gathered the women and children in
another group so that there were really
two sermons going on at once. After
they heard the gospel, they saw the doc-
tors.

From August 3 to 8, the clinic aver-
aged 748 patients per day. On two of
these days there were over 900 patients
—on August 11, 990. The daily patient
average for July was over 500, and as
many as 182 injections of streptomycin
were given in one day.

These learned and highly skilled
physicians and nurses receive a salary
of only $1,000 per year plus $83 per
month emergency supplement because
of the high cost of living in Pusan. This
is less than we pay some of our head
janitors in our churches back home.

As I stood there and watched the team
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carry on, I could not keep back the
tears. I thought of the great host of
Baptists in my homeland and around the
world who manifest so little concern for
our lost world: Many of them never give
a dollar to the cause of world missions—
and others do not even give at all!

I thought of a great denomination
numbering almost eight million souls
that has less than 900 missionaries on the
foreign field .

+ thought of one great host of be-
lievers who have perhaps 50 paid work-
ers in the churches back home for every
missionary on the field.

I thought of a people who for every
dollar spent in the mission fields spend
another $30 in the homeland.

I thought of how one day the picture
shall, by God’s grace, be changed. It
will, I tell you! It will!

PUSAN, Korea

I thought I knew something about
relief problems. I was in Europe soon
after the Armistice and moved among
the hundreds of thousands of homeless
people there. I saw them live in im-
provised shacks, under viaducts and
makeshift shelters—even in holes in the
ground. But I find it different here in
Korea. It is worse, if that is possible.

Here in Pusan the refugees are lit-
erally packed like sardines—jammed to
the sidewalks. I looked out of the rear
window of the Baptist Mission Com-
pound last evening and as far as my eyes
could see up the steep hillside there
were little, improvised one-room huts
jammed hard against each other, row
on row. “Formerly this section of the
city was a verdant hillside, a sort of
parkway where a winding roadway ran
—a place of pride and beauty. But now
it is literally covered with refugees who,
all day long, may be seen flowing, like
a human river, up and down the hillside
carrying buckets of water and other
objects that have to do with their daily
existence.

According to KCAC (Korea Civil As-
sistance Command) there are now in
South Korea some two million refugees.
Seven hundred thousand of the refu-
gees are from North Korea, and many
of them from the Seoul area and neigh-
boring providences—displaced because
of fighting.

But there are three and a half mil-
lion people now receiving relief, for
many of the local population have been
made destitute by the war. There are
widows, there are orphans, there are

whole families left destitute—a picture
that is hard to describe.

Of course this three and a half mil-
lion receive only partial support. Only
those who are ministered to by insti-
tutions and hospitals receive the maxi-
mum help.

This vast network of relief is chan-
nelled through the South Korean Gov-
ernent which, be it remembered, is yet
a sovereign nation. There are a total
of fifteen hundred Centers of Distribu-
tion—Administrative Divisions which
correspond to our “Townships.”
Through these outlets our relief sup-
plies go.

In addition to the millions of pounds
of clothing made available by ARK
(American Relief for Korea) three hun-
dred thousand tons of grain are dis-
tributed annually without cost to the
people. Moreover, three hundred thou-
sand tons of fertilizer are made available
to the farmer on a low cost basis, and
some three million dollars worth of med-
icine is given.

The whole economy has been upset
by the war. Nothing is quite the same
anymore. Brigadier General Homer
Case, Commanding General, KCAC, in-
formed me that the farms in South Ko-
rea have been reduced in acreage from
an average of 3.7 to 2.2 acres. Forty
per cent of the farms have no more than
1%, acreage in size. No more than five
per cent of them are above five acres.

It is a woeful, bleak picture—a pic-
ture full of heart-rending pathos. For
long months to come we can have no
satisfying alternative but to help re-
lieve the miserable plight of these he-
roic people—if we would do unto others
as we would have them do unto us.
Selah.

O

We have seen the work grow from
one church of less than fifty members
to fourteen churches with more than
six hundred members. If in another
thirty years the work should grow in
the same proportion, we should have
168 churches with a membership of 7,200
members. Why not, then, hope and pray
for such increase and put enough mis-
sionaries in Uruguay to make it pos-
sible? The only limit to our growth is
lack of workers.—B. W. Orrick, mission-
ary to Uruguay.

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New Church at Hartford is Dedicated

The Hartford Baptist Church is now
worshipping in its new building.

ISATAH 42:5-9.

These verses direct our attention to
God’s creative power and dignity. He
created this world just like He wanted
it.

Since the
fall of man, sin has caused untold be-
wilderment, confusion and distress
throughout the wonderful world which
God had created.

According to this passage of scripture,
it was God’s plan for Israel to be a light
to the Gentiles and to be a means of
deliverance to the multitudes who were
in bondage to Satan and sin. God’s
will for men to be made known by and
through the Israelites.

Surely we can see that God’s plan
contemplates an entirely different world
from the one which we know today.

He is the One Who saves the souls and
transforms the lives of individuals, and
it is by this method that the course of
a nation is changed.

MARK 1:14-15.

Mark’s Gospel presents Jesus Christ
as the mighty, wonder-working Son of
God, Who came ‘“not to be ministered
unto, but to minister, and to give His
life a ransom for many.” It pictures
His ministry as one of mighty words
and marvelous deeds, in which He com-~
pletely and perfectly accomplished the
will of Him Who sent Him to the earth.

Preaching was the first work of
Christ’s ministry. As He came into
Galilee, the theme of His preaching was
the glad tidings of the kingdom of God.
These tidings did not consist of outward
ceremonies and observances, but rather
of forgiveness, salvation, peace, right-
eousness and joy.

Christ called upon the people to re-
pent not only of their sins and vicious
course of life, but also of their wrong
opinions concerning a temporal kingdom
of the Messiah. He admonished them

the World

to relinquish their erroneous beliefs con-
cerning justification by works and sal-
vation through the observance of cere-
monies. He urged them to accept the
true gospel plan which proclaims pardon,
salvation, peace, righteousness, joy and
eternal life as gifts from Christ.

His message centered around two
great doctrines, namely, repentance and
faith. Repentance involves conscious-
ness of sin, sorrow for sin, and separa-
tion from sin by the grace of God and
through His power. Faith involves as-
sent to the truth, acceptance of Christ
as Saviour and acknowledgment of Him
as Lord.

JOHN 3:16-17.

Nowhere in all divine revelation is
the message of grace and love more
beautifully or more fully revealed. No
greater message was ever given to the
world than the one given by Christ in
these words. The first of these two
verses has been called, “the gospel in
miniature,” and it well deserves the
title. As far as language can express
it, the height, the depth, the length and
the breadth of the love of God are here
unfolded.

God’s love is here announced in such
wonderful simplicity, and yet with such
unfathomable grace, that it seems to be
presumptuous to try to make this mes-
sage plainer. No words are needed to
enhance the wonder and the glory of
His love. God’s love is universal, un-
changing, unending and unfailing. It
is infinite, inexpressible, incomprehen-
sible, immeasurable, inexhaustible and
illimitable.

God has made a wonderful provision
for our great need. His love was the
source from which this gracious pro-
vision has come. Salvation is of God.
It finds its birth in His love. It was
wrought out by His Son. It is made
effective through personal faith. His
love has been manifested to the end
that all who will may have eternal life.

God loved all men enough to give His
Son to die to save them. This love has
rescued multitudes from despair, brought
hope into their hearts, and influenced
them to put their trust in Christ and
depend on Him alone for salvation. The
acceptance of Christ means the reception
of eternal life. Have you come to the
place where you have actually made a
deliberate and definite committal of your
soul to Him? If not, do so now.

REVELATION 21:1-5.

In these wonderful verses we _zirg giv-
en a splendid description of the great

happiness which is in store for the chil-
dren of God in their future abode. How
wonderful to contemplate the joy of our
future life with God in the coming glory!
As children of God and followers of
Christ, we are looking forward to that
day when we shall be delivered not only
from the penalty and the power of sin,
but also from its very presence.

Throughout. the Scriptures God en-
courages u§ in the midst of our present
sufferings by the promise of the glory
we -shall have with Him. Life would
not be worth living if it were not for
anticipation based on God’s promises
concerning the future. It is the guaran-
tee of a better place on the other side
that spurs us on and makes us willing
to spend and to be spent for Christ our
Saviour.

There was ne service left undone for
their comfort and recovery. These
young ladies will never forget the kind-
ness shown them by the hospital staff
and the Baptist people of Corbin and
surrounding territory.

During their stay in the hospital the
families of the young ladies were so
graciously accommodated by the good
people of the First Baptist and Central
Baptist Churches, through the thought-

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A Sharp Ax Cuts Better

JACKSON, Miss. — 1 was waiting
for a bus in Talladega, Alabama when
the Circuit Judge walked by. He was
a marvelous Christian character, known
far and wide, not only as a great jurist,
but also as a great Baptist layman. He
shook hands with me and said, “Young
man, are you on your way to school?”
I replied that I was. Then for ten or
fifteen minutes he explained the impor-
tance of “sharpening your ax.” He told
about his exploits as a log roller when
timber was abundant in Alabama. The
judge said he found that the man with
strong shoulders and a sharp ax could
always do a better job than a man with
strong shoulders and a dull ax. With
his arm about my shoulders he said,
“Young man, don’t be afraid to take time
out to sharpen your ax.”

That was a marvelous lesson, one
every preacher ought to get. Many of
us have enough native ability to get by,
and many times we find those with na-
tive ability who can do a better job
than some of us who have been in
school for awhile. It isn’t a matter of
comparing personalities, it is a matter
of facing facts. Men with ability can
do a better job if they are trained. Men
with greater ability can do a better job
if they trained. Men with outstanding
ability and good training do an out-
standing job. People used to point out
certain great preachers in our denomina-
tion and in Christian history who made
good without an education, but those
close to these men often heard them
say that the greatest disappointment of
their life was that they did not get
enough training. Every preacher ought
to get the best training possible. If
he can go to college and seminary, he
should go. But he must start, and he
must start where he is. The preacher
who has read one book will be that much
better off. The man who reads two
will be better. The man who becomes
an incessant reader and constant stu-
dent is on his way to becoming a useful
personality in the kingdom of God.

Now with Baptist colleges and semi-
naries scattered about our Southland,
and with the extension programs of both,
no person, regardless of age or educa-
tional limitations, can say, “I do not
have an opportunity.” He can study
Bible, Religious Education, Preaching,
Missions, History, etc. by correspond-
ence, or he can meet with a group in
extension centers under capable leader-
ship. Now that September is upon us,
it would be well for every preacher to
ask himself, “Is my ax sharp enough?
Do I have enough training?” He should
do what he needs to do and can do to
advance. As schools open, a preacher
ought to make a beginning, regardless of
his station in life. He ought to start
where he is to go where he ought to be.

In states where Baptist colleges pro-
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mote extension centers let the preacher
get into one of them. If situated so that
attendance is impossible, write to Lee
Gallman, P. O. Box 530, Jackson, Mis-
sissippi for further information on cor-
respondence work or the details on how
to establish a Seminary Extension
Center.

Christ was touched by their miserable
economic and social plight, to be sure;
but He went beyond this to the root and
soul of their real misery, the sickening,
sinful state of their mind and soul life.
After all, man’s social and economic
plight is the result of sin today, even
as it was in the beginning.

We have not helped man, essentially,
when we have placed bread in his hand,
and clothes about his body to warm him
in winter, unless, at the same time, we
have led him to drink of the waters of
salvation. They alone satisfy. They
alone can bring spiritual health and
color to the palid cheeks of the mind and
soul life.

Once again, Jesus believed in the in-
herent dignity of each individual and in
the priceless worth of every living soul.
“For what shall it profit a man, if he
shall gain the whole world, and lose his
own soul? Or what shall a man give in
exchange for his soul” (Mark 9:36, 37)?

We have all but lost sight of the
priceless worth of the individual and
of his ability, under God, to develop into
the fullness of the stature of the full-
grown man in Christ! Somehow we have
lost our basic regard for man. The
great majority of us continue to go our
ways drinking the cup of carnal pleasure
to the full. The saloons, the honky-
tonks, and “the gay-lit nightclubs con-
tinue to abound.

All about us are wayward souls who

yearn for the fellowship of Kingdom
men, and for the truth that is in Christ
and the Christian way of life. They are
not always conscious of the meaning of
their deepseated yearnings, but the rest-
lessness is there and they will never
find peace until they rest in Him.

What, then, is our chiefest need in the
light of these astounding truths as re-
vealed to us by the insight of our Lord?
Simply this: We need to pray as we
have never prayed before that God will
give us workers that are equal to the
task.

There are scores and scores of young
men and young women who would glad-
ly volunteer for our world missionary
undertaking if we would only pray for
them to be “cast forth” as workers, and
back up our prayers with worthy offer-
ings in behalf of world missions. In-
stead of hundreds of missionaries, South-
ern Baptists ought at this moment to
have thousands of missionaries scattered
throughout the world until they have
reached, with the message, every out-
post of civilization.

Will we accept His challenge? Dare
we to get down upon our knees with
Christlike humility, and pray for work-
ers, and pray that we who have the re-
sources with which to send the workers
out will demonstrate our love for Him
with worthy tithes and offerings.

The manner in which we answer this
question may determine the course of
civilization for the coming years!
Nothing short of a sweeping revival of
New Testament religion can save our
nation, and the nations of the world,
from the fearful onrush of the Jugger-
naut of Communism which has already
made sick unto death more than 800
millions of the people of the world.
