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From Priest to Citizen

“I do mot wish rantingly to denounce Roman Catholicism. I
wish only to tell how I was indoctrinated in a Catholic seminary,
how I broke with the Catholic church and its priesthood, what I
found when I got out of it, what the Catholic church did to me
in the process, and what warning that might give you as a danger
to your freedom and that of the America we all love.”

“Be strong in the Lord, and in the
power of His might, put on the whole
armour of God . .. For we wrestle not
against flesh and blood, but against
principalities, against powers, against
rulers of the darkness in this world,
against spiritual wickedness in high
places.”—Ephesions 6:10, 12.

It is not unusual for people to change
their religious affiliations. It is not
unusual for ministers of Protestant de-
nominations to give up the ministry and
become farmers, or bricklayers, or sales-
men. But it is considered very unusual
for Roman Catholic priest to leave the
priesthood. One-third of the class with
which I was ordained have deserted the
hierarchy. I know 10 priests who have
quit from St. Mary’s Church in Phoenix
where I lived for 14 years. I personally
know approximately 100 ex-Roman
Catholic priests. The number of priests
quitting the priesthood is kept as secret
as possible.

According to the best estimates I have
been able to find, at least 30 per cent
of all Roman priests leave Rome. There
are 45,000 priests in the United States.
Probably more than 10,000 of them will
leave the Catholic priesthood.

Most ex-priests, because of fear of
persecution, fear of their own families,
and fear of starvation, slip into large
cities and deliberately become lost and
anonymous in an attempt to start their
lives anew.

You hear only vague rumors of them,
or if they appear in a Protestant pulpit
they are denounced by local Catholic
clergy and laity as being either fake
priests or liars.

No one can accuse me of being a fake
Roman priest. I was a priest in Phoe-
nix, Arizona, from 1934 to 1948. I
heard the confessions of thousands of

Phoenix Catholics. I baptized hundreds -

of them, and I buried a great many of
them. I cannot be accused of being a
liar because the experiences that led to
my break with Rome took place only in
Phoenix. The story was in the news-
papers and on the radio, and the cor-
respondence and the documents involved
are in a safety deposit box in the Valley
National Bank.

I do not wish rantingly to denounce
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Roman Catholicism. I wish only to tell
how I was indoctrinated in a Catholic
seminary, how I broke with the Catholic
Church and its priesthood, what I found
when I got out of it, what the Catholic
church did to me in the process, and
what warning that might give you as a
danger to your freedom and that of the
America we all love. P

How I Was Indoctrinated in a
Catholic Seminary

Free Americans have no conception
of the indoctrination, the walling in, the
mental inbreeding that takes place in the
training of a Catholic priest.

The courses last 12 years. I began in
St. Anthony Seminary in Santa Barbara,
California, in 1922, and finished when
I was sent to Phoenix in 1934.

Upon a boy’s entrance to a seminary
there begins 12 years of the most
thorough and effective intellectual in-
doctrination that the world has ever
known.

It begins gently, with a blending of -

the legitimate pleasures of boyhood, the
stimulus of competition in studies and
the pageantry of the forms of an ancient
religion unseen in an ordinary parish
church. It ends 12 years later with a
rigidity of mental barriers, of intellec-
tual processes, of medieval superstitions
and religious concepts as archaic as those
of the Buddhist monks upon the isola-
ted, frozen mountains of Tibet.

Subtly we were indoctrinated in
Catholicism to the exclusion of all other
thinking. Attendance at mass was daily
and compulsory. So were community
morning and evening prayers. All text-
books, even in high school courses, were
written by Catholic authors. No daily
papers were permitted nor were non-
Catholic magazines.

Radios for the use of Junior semi-
narians were forbidden. The priests—
and all the teachers were priests—were
permitted a radio in their supervised
recreation hall. We were not permitted
to enter that hall. We were allowed
to hear Notre Dame play U.S.C. by
means of a speaker placed in the window
and beamed to us outside. Of course,
on the morning of such games we all
prayed at mass that God would vindicate

the Faith through the victory of Notre
Dame.

During these years of seclusion from
American life the indoctrination in the
“spirit” of the Catholic Church became
so intense that I felt that I alone was a
normal Christian, privileged to commune
with God, that the American way of life
was a pagan, sinful thing, a rebirth of
the Roman Empire, and destined. to the
same disgraceful doom in the ashes of
future history. I came to believe that
the American Government is to be tol-
erated though wrong; tolerated because
it gives unlimited freedom to the
Catholic Church; wrong because it gives
freedom to other churches.

I came to believe that the ideal form
of government is the one in which I was
living in my seclusion of spirit, the day
when the Papacy made kings, and the
power to govern came from God to the
king through his “representative,” the
Pope. My boyhood concept of civics, of
the rights of man to the processes of
law and of government through the con-
sent of the governed faded away under
the constantl repetition of the teachings
of Thomas Aquinas and the moral theo-
logians.

The Constitution of America and the
laws of its states dimmed into trivialities
in comparison with the all-power Code
of Canon Law of the Roman Catholic
Church. I became in all truth a citizen
of the church, living, by accident, in the
United States.

The most important aspect of this pro-
longed indoctrination is the identifica-
tion of the Roman Church with God and
the identification of all church superiors
with the Roman Church and therefore
with God. Every command of a superior
of a religious community or a church
pastor, no matter how petulant, how ill
advised, or how unjust is a command
from God himself and must be obeyed
as such under the penalty of sin.

When the command to obey is given
with the words “Under Holy Obedience,”
refusal means a mortal sin. Every
Franciscan monk’s robe is girded with a
rope. One strand hangs from his side.
It has three knots on it, symbolizing
the three vows—poverty, charity, and
the bottom knot—obedience. The young
Franciscan is trained that when the
provincial superior greets him he must
kneel on one knee and kiss the lowest
knot on the superior’s cord, and then
his hand. It is the token of complete,
abject, unreasoning obedience.

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A Visit From the Master—cfn Experience

By the late DR. J. M. FROST

[Dr. Frost died October 31, 1916—just 105 days after he had this experience.—R.T.S.]

I have consented with reluctance to
relate here a recent experience. It is
almost too personal and delicate to be
told at all, much less to be laid bare in
public print.

It will be told, however, in plain and
prosaic speech, no coloring, nothing
overwrought, withal rather in a calm-
ness that illy comports with its coming
and going, with the passion and sweep of
its power.

I had gone to French Lick Springs in
the hope of finding, and did find, at
least temporary, relief and help from
its famous waters.

On the afterncon of the day of my
arrival, July 17, 1916, as I lay on the
bed but wide awake, there came over
me suddenly, unsought, without occasion,
a distinct and powerful sense of the
Saviour’s presence, and that He was not
unattended.

As a separate but very distinct sense,
standing one on his left, the other on
his right, my father and mother were
with Him, and, like Him, uncalled by
me—one being dead twenty years, the
other forty-one, with no special occasion
for my thinking of them.

While I looked on the thing not seen,
with an intensity which cannot be put
in words, my son Virginius, who had
recently died, appeared in the vision of
the unseen just above the other three.
To their right, as I turned to look, and
I did literally turn to look, lining up,
coming one at a time were Broadus,
Boyce, Manly and Kerfoot. There they
were, without my call or occasion on
my part, and their presence at the
starting moment turned my attention
not to the Seminary, as might be ex-
pected, but to the Southern Baptist Con-
vention and its great interests. All so
real and distinct, though invisible.

The attending persons in the group
did not, however, hold my attention,
not even Father and Mother, though the
vision of them as among the unseen was
as distinct as the invisible could be.
But oh, the absorbing, overmastering
sense of the Master’s presence, as though
we were face to face—I with surprise
and wonder, He as if ready to say some
word. Suppose, I thought, He and
they should emerge and become visible,
what would I do? Could I stand it?
Would anyone believe me as I told of
the wonder?

Creation, you say, of the imagination?
Well, is it not the office and power of
the mind, functioning in this noble qual-
ity, to make visible the invisible, and
put near at hand the far away?

But was it the imagination only with-
eut its foundation in fact, or rather facts

as appeared in the scene? 1 felt in a
way never to be forgotten the presence
and power of the persons, notwithstand-
ing the vail, itself invisible, which hung
between.

What a moment it was! I shrink from
opening my heart even to my brethren
whose sympathies at least I could ex-
pect. It was not a sense of overjoy, or
of joy at all, but of agitation and ex-
citement. It put me in a tremor. In-
voluntarily, but with earnest, outspoken
word, I said, “What is it, Master? What
is it?”

Strange as it may seem, notwithstand-
ing all my thinking of death and dying
these last few months, it did not occur
to me once that He had come to call for
me, but rather to give me a new mes-
sage and call me to new activity.

But I received no answer, not a word,
not even an impression as to the in-
tent of it all. But oh! that face and those
eyes charming, blessedly imperial and
holding beyond compare; unlike any-
thing I ever saw in the works of art in
attempting to visualize Him in picture
and figure. There was a clear, distinct
and commonplace sense, however, that
I was to work out His meaning myself
as I had worked out other matters and
other problems. It may possibly come

in the ordinary trend, perhaps not to be
recognized at the time as anything un-
usual. For even mighty events, even
when prearranged, specially set and sent,
yet move oftentimes in the plan of the
ordinary.

There was no satisfying or even
awakening of idle curiosity. It was no
time for loose thought and easy-going
questions.

And these words are not for the idle
seeker after the curious and the unseen.
I must be content to wait and see what
will come of it all, whatever it may
mean. But the power of that vision of
unseen things will abide. It hallowed
my room in the great hotel, hallowed
even the part of the room where the
scene was laid. Literally, for my re-
maining stay of two weeks I could not
enter the room without a feeling of
awe. Every remembrance of it even
thrills and subdues, while something of
the agitation comes back as I write.

The Lord has dealt bountifully with
me and been very gracious through the
years, but never before did I have an
experience which even approximated
this in vividness, intensity and distinc-
tive power.

The only other one that even ap-
proached it was one morning when
preaching to my people in Selma, over
thirty years ago, on the walk to Em-
maus on that first great day of resurrec-
tion power; my spirit got in company
with the three as they walked. I heard
their talk, felt my heart burn within.
The effect with me was like an electric
shock and left me sure with absolute
certainty as to the empty sepulcher and
the risen Christ. I returned with those
two disciples, they to tell, I to carry with
me to the end of conviction, that we
had seen the Lord. But even that,
though so memorable and distinct, was
not equal to this experience in realistic,
I had almost said in visualistic power.

I can say nothing more. It has come
and passed, leaving its imperishable
mark. The passion of it, the swiftness
of its coming and going, cannot be rep-
resented here. It had come and gone
in less time than it takes to write or
even read what I have written. I have
no word or even thought to force on
others concerning it, and yet I am glad
to have all others who wish to do so
share in whatever lesson it may carry.
I claim nothing—do not even think of
anything to be said, except that I am
telling in a simple, straightforward way
an experience of my own heart whose
meaning I do not venture to interpret,
but yet rest in the recollection of its
power and unspeakable wonder.

DR. EDDLEMAN, GEORGETOWN PRESIDENT: We
congratulate the trustees of Georgetown College on
their choice of Dr. H. Leo Eddleman as president of
our senior college. He has accepted and will assume
his new duties June 1, succeeding Dr. S. S. Hill who re-

" signed last October after serving eleven years.

Dr. Eddleman is a native of Mississippi, a graduate
of Mississippi College. He received his Th.M. degree
in 1935 from Southern Baptist Theological Seminary.
He and Mrs. Eddleman then went as missionaries of
our Foreign Mission Board to Palestine where they
served at Jerusalem, Tel Aviv, and Nazareth. In 1941
they returned to the States and he taught Old Testa-
ment and Hebrew in New Orleans Baptist Theological
Seminary for one year. In 1942 he became pastor of
Parkland Baptist Church, Louisville, and served that
rapidly growing church ten years. In 1942 he received
the Ph.D. degree from Southern Baptist Theological
Seminary, and in 1949 Georgetown College honored him
with the doctor-of-divinity degree.

While still pastor of Parkland Church, Dr. Eddle-
man became a part-time professor at Southern Semi-
nary in 1950. In 1952 he became a full-time professor
there in the Department of Old Testament, from which
work he goes to Georgetown,

' Dr. Eddleman has long been active in denomina-
tional life, both of our General Association and the
Southern Baptist Convention. He has served as a
member of both the Home and Foreign Mission Boards
and in other capacities too numerous to mention. He
is now chairman of the Executive Board of our Gen-
eral Association, vice president of the Board of Man-
agers of the Western Recorder, a member of the Ex-
ecutive Committee of Long Run Association, and chair-
man of the Southwide Committee on Negro Ministerial
Education.

He has been and doubtles swill continue to be in
great demand as a speaker at various assembles, con-
ventions, and in churches throughout the state and
South. He has also been a frequent contributor to
various publications.

Dr. Eddleman spent a good part of last summer
studying in Israel on a scholarship given by the Ameri-
can Association of Hebrew Professors and New York
University, doing advanced work in Hebrew and archa-
eology. He returned by way of London where he
preached in various Baptist churches and visited points
of historical interest to Baptists.

But when all this has been said about the new
president, only a part has been told: he is greatly loved
and trusted as a Christian gentleman of the highest or-
der, a great preacher, a wise administrator, a teacher
of first rank, a devoted and loyal supporter of the whole
program of our Baptist people.

 Southern Baptists, burdened down for
a quarter of a century with a back-
breaking debt, finally saw a beam of
light shining through the stifling fog of
debt and, with a slogan that still rings
in our ears, “Debt Free in ’43,” rallied
our churches into the mightiest crusade
of' debt liberation in the history of our
denomination.

' Our Sunday school leaders have re-
cently been inspired to action in trying
to meet .a challenge of enlisting a mil-
lion of the forty million men, women,
and children out in the world, out of
touch with God and in utter ignorance
of his Word, who are living in the con-
fines of our Southern Baptist Convention
territory. We believe that the Holy
Spirit whispered into somebody’s ear,
ds he whispered into the ears of the
saints of old, a slogan that will never
be forgotten by Southern Baptists—*“A
Million More in ’54.”

We believe that God loves his church-
es, on whose shoulders rests the respon-
sipility of enlisting a million more people

_ I had to learn to crush the lusts of the
‘flesh by fasting, self-denial, and even
‘physical torture. Many Americans have
read stories of the ascetics and hermits
-of the early middle ages of Christianity
torturing themselves by wearing hair

sshirts, fastening chains about their wrists

and sleeping on boards or in bare coffins.
But it might surprise them to know that
in the senior seminaries for Franciscan
priests in the United States there hangs
inside the door of each cell, or bedroom,
a scourge. It is made of several strands
-of heavy cord, each knotted at the ends.
Each Monday, Wednesday, and Friday
evening at 5:45 o’clock we closed the
«doors of our cells and to the chant of the
“Miserere” removed our underwear and
“scourged our flesh to bring it into sub-
mission.”

But we were not unhappy. After
years of seclusion and indoctrination,
we knew no other world. We were un-
aware of our indoctrination of fear. We
thought it was love. We were constantly
told so. We had come to accept celibacy
as supernatural—not unnatural. The
simple pleasures granted us, permission
to talk to each other at times, an oc-
casional picnic, a glass of wine on special

feasts, satisfied souls that had become
not merely childlike but even childish.
We belonged to what we firmly believed
to be the only enduring organization in
the world—the Roman Catholic Church,
and through it we belonged to God.

It is my firm belief that every young
man of the 13 of us, kneeling before
the Archbishop Cantwell on ordination
day in June 1933, was so thoroughly in-
doctrinated in his belief in the Roman
Catholic Church that he sincerely be-
lieved that his was the greatest privilege
given to mortal man, that nothing else
mattered, nor friends, nor relatives, nor
country—only the culmination of his
dreams of many years to hear the Arch-
bishop pronounce the awesome words,
“Thou art a priest forever, according to
the Order of Melchesidech.” To himself
and to all the Roman Catholic world he
was Alter Christus—“another Christ.”

I was a Catholic priest in Phoenix for
14 years. During that time I had a
part not only in the strictly churchly
duties of saying mass, hearing confes-
sions, performing baptisms, marriages,
and the other church functions; but also
I had some part in the civic and social
life of Phoenix. I helped in the develop-

ment of the public housing program, the
Arizona State Board of Health, and the
building and operation of Memorial Hos-
pital.

April 1, 1954
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Sunday School Lesson

By H. C. Chiles

Betrayal and Crucifixion
| John 19:17-30 /

This world has numerous places of
historical interest and they attract mul-
titudes of visitors. Many of these places
thrill us and fill us with a deep sense
of ecstasy. Among the various Bible
scenes, for which we cherish a high re-
gard, none stands out so prominently
in the mind of Christians as the place
called Calvary. It was there that “Je-
sus bore our sins in His own body on
the tree.”

I. The Crucifixion. John 19:17-18.

The picture of Christ passing out of
Jerusaklem, under the crushing weight of
the cross, knowing that ere long He
would be nailed to it, is a scene for
meditation rather than exposition. When
He stumbled and fell under His cross,
the soldiers had Simon of Cyrene to car-
ry it for Him. Upon their arrival at
Golgotha, the hill with the appearance
of a skull, the well-hardened soldiers
proceeded methodically to nail the pris-
oners to their respective crosses. Death
by ecrucifixion was the most horrible
and shameful which human ingenuity
could devise.

Note the position in which Christ was
placed at His crucifixion—between two
malefactors. Thus was fulfilled the
prophecy recorded in Isaiah 53:12, “He
was numbered with the transgressors.”
One of the robbers realized his need and
received Christ as his Saviour, while
the other rejeeted Him. What each did
with Christ determined his destiny, as
is true of all others. To receive Him
is to be saved; to reject Him is to be
lost.

II. The Charge. John 19:19-22.

It was customary to place an inscrip-
tion over the cross, stating the crime for
which the victim suffered. Pilate wrote
the inscription which revealed the reason
for the death of the Saviour. It was
written in the three languages then in
common usage—Hebrew, the language
of religion; Greek, the language of cul-
ture; and Latin, the language of govern-
ment. The charge was written in these
three languages, and placed above His
head, so that all who passed by could
read it for themselves. “And the writ-
ing was, Jesus of Nazareth the King of
the Jews.” Because Pilate labelled the
dying Saviour “the King of the Jews,”
the Jews became furious. They de-
manded that he alter what he had writ-
ten to the effect that it was Christ’s
claim that He was “the King of the
Jews.” Pilate refused to comply with
their demand saying, “What I have writ-
ten I have written.” Thus he fastened
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upon the Jews the stigma of crucifying
their King.

III. The Corroboration. John 19:23-24.

Utterly insensitive to the fact that
they were doing so, the soldiers corro-
borated the prophetic scriptures in de-
tail. Blindly ignorant of the contents
of the Word of God, they were fulfilling
them to the letter. According to the
law they could claim the garments which
Christ wore. After dividing all of them
except His seamless robe, they proceeded
to gamble for it. “They parted my gar-
ments among them, and cast lots upon
my vesture.” Psalms 22:18. This is an
illustration of how hard and callous men
may be in scheming and acting for per-
sonal gain under the very shadow of the
Cross.

IV. The Consolation. John 19:25-27.

Mary, the mother of Jesus, was faith-
ful to Him to the very end. She stood
near the cross during those horrible
mockeries. Her presence, along with
that of the other two Marys and John,
must have brought great comfort to the
heart of Christ. It required great love
and genuine courage to stand there.

Jesus Christ was not only a model
Son in His youth, but He continued to
honor His mother to the very day of His
death. It was a beautiful and tender
care which He manifested for her after
He was hanging on the cross. At that
time of His greatest anguish, in an act
of tender thoughtfulness, Christ Jesus
provided for His mother the best care
in the home of one whom He knew He
could trust to do his very best for her.
His action in that regard, while endur-
ing the terrible agony of that cross, has
sanctified filial affection for all time.
What marvelous compassion it was
which led Him to forget His own suf-
ferings and to think of the needs of His
dear mother!

It is well for us to remember that we
are the children of our parents as long
as we and they live. Having reached
maturity and having a family of one’s
own does not relieve one of the respon-
sibility of caring for his parents. One
marvels at the carelessness and uncon-
cern of those who have time and money

for everything else and yet neglect their,

parents.

V. The Culmination. John 19:28-30.

Near the end of His six hours on the
cross Christ uttered one word, “Teleo,”
which was translated, “It is finished.”
That was probably the greatest word
ever uttered. It was verily a shout of
triumph. It was an exclamation of su-

preme satisfaction. It was the cry of
a victor as He saw the defeat of His
foe. His death was sacrificial, substi-
tutionary and sufficient.

To finish a work means to bring it to
a successful completion. When Christ
died, all that the hatred of Satan and the
malice of men could devise was finished.
His great redemptive work was finished.
All that He started out to do was ac-
complished. It is our part simply to ac-
cept the finished work of Christ.

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SBC Convention to Meet
In Kiel Auditorium

NASHVILLE, Tenn. — (BP) — The
1954 Southern Baptist Convention will
convene June 2-5, in Kiel Auditorium,
St. Louis, Mo., with approximately 14,-
000 messengers from thirty states at-
tending.

Kiel Auditorium, a six million dollar
structure, is one of the most modern
and complete convention buildings in
the world. Within its walls is a veri-
table city planned for both the large and
small conventions. The three large as-
sembly centers, the opera house, the con-
vention hall, and exposition hall, reach
almost from front to back of the en-
tire building which is 493 feet over-all.

The main hall, with seating capacity
for 11,500 people, stretches from the
stage on the south side to the back of
the building.

The lobby is 32 feet by 92 feet, with
plenty of front space for registration
booths for speedy and convenient regis-
tration.

The building is air-conditioned and

the lighting system is up-to-the-minute

with use of both direct and indirect
systems.

Four large assembly rooms, each ac-
commodating 800 people, with footlight-
ed stages, motion picture equipment,
projection rooms and screens, are pro-
vided for departmental meetings. On
all floors are numerous committee rooms
with a capacity for 35 to 300 people.

The book store and convention ex-
hibits will be housed in the exposition
hall located in the basement.

Available in the building is a regular
combination restaurant and cafeteria,
and other food service centers.

The Auditorium is only three blocks
from Union Depot and within walking
distance of some of St. Louis’ best hotels.
It can be conveniently reached by auto-
mobiles and bus lines, and there is
ample parking facilities adjacent to it.

We were delighted with the
spiritual emphasis and evangelistic ef-
fectiveness of the work which Brother
and Mrs. Aldridge and the faculty are
doing.

The impact of the service was so in-
spiring and informative that one of our
discerning men remarked: “Brother Ald-
ridge should be turned loose to tell the
story of Magoifin Baptist Institute all
over the state. If all Kentucky Bap-
tists knew and felt what we do since
hearing him, I believe he would soon

have a school building on every hill-
side!” B

The story of Magoffin Baptist Insti-
tute deserves to be told. The message
of Brother Aldridge would strengthen
and inspire any Baptist pastor and
church. It weuld be fine if he could be
invited to speak in churches regularly
throughout the state. He has a stand-
ing invitation to return to speak to First
Baptist Church.
