First Corinthians 13

Annual sermon delivered by Dr. W. R. Pettigrew, pastor, Walnut Street Baptist Church,
Louisville, to the 1954 meeting of the General Association of Baptists in Kentucky, Georgetown.

Henry Drummond said that love is the
greatest thing in the world. It is also
the greatest hope of the world.

Dr. William C. Menninger, world
famous psychiatrist, said recently “Love
is the only neutralizer of hate.”

The world is filled with hate; unless
many of us learn to love much more
strongly, the world is doomed.

Paul describes love that will forestall
doom in First Corinthians, the Thir-
teenth Chapter.

This love is described as the “better
way.” In Chapter 12 great and mirac-
ulous gifts are discussed. But toward
the close of the chapter he says: “But
I show you a better way.” God has
never entrusted to men a greater gift of
power for good than the gift of love,
and it is ours for the taking and the
using.

In the first three verses, love is de-
clared to be an indispensable factor in
effective service to God and to man.

Paul paints a picture of a superman
who speaks with the eloquence of a
Demosthenes; in wisdom he is a Socrates;
in prophecy he is an Isaiah; in prayer
he is a mountain-mover; he is rich and
generous; in strength he is a Vulcan,
and in beauty an Apollo.

Then, like a child who has built a
towering house of blocks, suddenly with
one sweep of his hand brings it tumbling
down, so Paul destroys his superman by
adding, “Without love . . . it profiteth
nothing.”

Do We Love Him?

How solemnly we should examine our=-
selves. Do we actually love God? How
do we fare when we measure ourselves
with the statement: “You only love God
to the extent that you love the person
you like the least?” Have our motives
to succeed personally, to excel the other
fellow, to win acclaim and be declared
champion, displaced the only motive
God accepts—the motive of love? Will
our works be revealed to be “wood, hay,
stubble” in the day of God’s judgment?

Love is patient. “Love suffereth long
. . . is not easily provoked . . . beareth
all things . . . endureth all things.”

The Hope of the Home

Love that is patient is the only hope
of countless homes.
A young woman of great outward
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charm, but of little character, captured
the affection of a young minister. After
the wedding her real self was revealed.
She determined to drive him from the
ministry—she embarrassed him before
his church. At last he felt he could not
go on. He asked the advice of an older
minister. He advised divorce. After a
long silence, the young man said: “She
is my wife and I cannot divorce her.”
That night he resolved he would pray
until a real solution should be revealed.
About two in the morning, there was a
timid tap on his door. The next moment
his wife had thrown herself at his feet
sobbing out, “Oh my husband, I never
dreamed that a man could love a woman
as you love me. Forgive me and I will
be the wife you deserve and need.”

The Hope of Churches

Love that is patient is the hope of
churches. I know of one church des-
perately split because the pastor was
not lovingly patient with his people; he
tried to force them in a building pro-
gram on which they were not all agreed.
The people were not lovingly patient
with him in his impatience, thus the
impasse.

Some historians say that had the
North and the South exercised just a
few more months of patience with each
other, the issue of slavery would have
been settled without the tragedy of a
fraticidal war. \

Love is kind, and such love blesses
the world.

As I sat in Vacation Bible School as-
sembly, I saw a woman with a baby
sitting several pews in front of me.
After the service I went to the woman,
introduced myself, and placed my hand
on the beautiful head of the precious
child, which proved to be her grand-
child. She was exceedingly pleased and
grateful for my attention. Later as I
passed through the hall, the grandmother
stopped me and said, “I have a son who
wishes to be a Christian; will you speak
with him?” The following Sunday he
joined our church. A few days after-
wards, the grandmother phoned and
said: “I did not tell you, but I am not
a Christian. Would you please come
and talk with me?” She made her pro-
fession on the following Sunday. Sev-
eral Sundays afterwards her husband
came forward confessing back-sliding,
and joined by letter. Shortly afterwards

a second son made his profession and
was baptized. The next week a married
son made his profession of faith and
followed the Lord in baptism. This
son’s wife joined by letter. Two in-
laws and two neighbors have been
brought to the Lord by this family.
Who can tell how long and deep and
wide will grow this stream of blessing
which had its beginning with the plac-
ing of my hand on a baby’s head; a
simple act of loving kindness!

When we express the love of God in
kindness our world becomes brighter.
Carl, a friend of mine, was on his way
to work. Before leaving home he had
fussed with his wife over household ex-
penses. With his hands in his pockets,
shoulders sagging, and head down, he
walked along the treet in the depths of
mulligrubs. Suddenly there was the
screeching of brakes. He looked up in
time to see a car hit a bicycle, the negro
rider flying through the air, and a huge
basket of groceries being scattered in
the street. He rushed into the street,
directed the traffic around the mishap,
helped the boy up, and helped him pick
up the groceries. A jar of peanut butter
had been broken. The boy looked con-
demned. He didn’t want to tell the boss,
and he didn’t want to deliver the order
short of the peanut butter. Carl asked
what the peanut butter cost. “Thirty-
nine cents” said the boy. “Take this
money,” said Carl, “and buy another jar;
I will watch your stuff while you are
gone.” The boy looked like a stay of
execution had just come through.

Later Carl was telling me about this
incident. He said, “Life has been dif-
ferent. All that day my job clicked, and
I finished sooner than usual. I called
my wife and said, ‘Get ready and we’ll
see that show you’ve been wanting to
see’” I heard her gasp and she said,
‘Carl, are you sure you are feeling all
right?”” Then he added, “Pastor, I just
didn’t know things worked like that;
things have been so much brighter and
sweeter. It's strange, but this new hap-
piness seems to date back to a thirty-
nine cent jar of peanut butter.”

The Life Beyond

Long centuries ago Job asked, “If a man die,
shall he live again?” And looking toward that other
life he said, “All the days of my appointed time will
I wait, till my change come” (Job. 14:14); “For I
know that my Redeemer liveth, and that He will
stand at the latter day upon the earth, and though
after my skin worms destroy this body, yet in my
flesh shall I see God, Whom I shall see for myself,
and mine eyes shall behold” (Job. 19:25-27). This
suffering, tormented Job knew that this present life
is filled with trials which make even strong men
long for release; but he also knew there would be
deliverance in a life beyond.

There are those who say there is no life beyond
what we now know. Others say they do not know,
that they will wait and see. Such persons believe not
the Scriptures.

. Misunderstood Scripture

There is still another group which believe there
is life beyond the resurrection but that when man
dies the whole of him sleeps in the grave until then.
Such persons overlook many Scriptures and misin-
terpret others.

Those who say the whole of man sleeps in the
grave usually quote: “I said in my heart concerning
the estate of the sons of men, that God might mani-
fest them, and that they might see that they them-
selves are beasts. For that which befalleth the sons
of men befalleth beasts: even one thing befalleth
them. As the one dieth, so dieth the other; yet they
have all one breath; so that a man hath no pre-em-
inence above a beast; for all is vanity. All go unto
one place; all are of the dust, and all turn to dust
again” (Eccl. 3:18-20).

However, they neglect to read the next verse
which says, “Who knoweth the spirit of man that
goeth upward, and the spirit of the beast that goeth
downward to the earth” (Eccl. 3:21)? The whole
beast dies and goes to the earth again; but man is
more than dust—he is also an everlasting spirit. The
bodies of men and beasts are alike in that both re-
turn to dust at death, but there the similarity stops:
“Then shall the dust return to the earth as it was, and
the spirit shall return unto God Who gave it” (Eccl.
12:7).

The Eternal Spirit

Paul speaks of man being more than physical
and says that “though our outward man [the flesh]
perish, yet our inward man is renewed day by day”
2 Cor. 4:16). The inward man is the everlasting
spirit which never goes to the grave; he lives on,
whether he be a believer or whether he has re-
jected Christ as Saviour. The Scriptures make it
crystal clear that when lost men die they go im-
mediately to a place of torment, and that when those
who trust in Jesus die they go at once to be with the
Father and with Christ at His right hand.

When Stephen was being stoned he prayed,

“Lord Jesus, receive my spirit” (Acts 7:59). The
broken body was laid in the grave but the spirit was
alive and with Jesus.

This is also seen in the transfiguration of Christ,
for there came two unto Him from out the spirit
world—Moses who died and Elijah who was trans-
lated. Centuries before, they had left this world but
both were still alive; they were conscious and both
talked with Jesus about His approaching death
(Luke 9:29).

Into Paradise

In this connection one thinks of the thief on
the cross. He was dying. Soon his body would be
laid in the grave to decay. But he had trusted in
Jesus; and he prayed, “Lord, remember me when
Thou comest into Thy kingdom.” Jesus, however,
told him he would not need to wait until some far
distant time to enjoy His presence. “Verily I say
unto thee,” said the Master, “TODAY shalt thou be
with me in paradise” (Luke 23:42-43). The moment
the spirit left that suffering body he went to para-
dise and was with Jesus there.

Paradise is not the grave. God forbid! Revel-
ation 2:7 tells us the tree of life is in the midst of the
paradise of God. Revelation 22:1-2 tells us the tree of
life is at the side of the river of life which flows
from the throne of God. Where the tree of life is,
there is paradise; where the tree of life is, there is
the river of life; where the river of life is, there is
the throne of God; where the throne of God is,
there are the Father and His Son our Saviour. And
that is not only where the redeemed thief on the
cross went but where all go who put their trust in
Him as Saviour. And they go there the moment they
die as to the body.

Concerning that blessed place and estate God
said: “And there shall be no more curse; but the
throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it; and His
servants shall serve Him, and they shall see His face;
and His name shall be on their foreheads. And there
shall be no night there; and they need no candle,
neither light of the sun; for the Lord God giveth
them light: and they shall reign forever and ever”
(Rev. 22:3-5).

Paul knew this truth and said concerning his
ultimate death, “For I am in a strait betwixt two,
having a desire to depart and be with Christ, which
is far better” (Phil. 1:23). He yearned for the im-
mediate presence of Christ and for the Father’s
house. “Nevertheless,” he added, “to abide in the
flesh is more needful for you” (v. 24). There was
yet work for him to do for and with the saints of
God still in this life.

Another Side

But there is another side to the life beyond. Je-
sus indicated clearly that not only do the saved go
at once to be with Him in paradise, but the lost, at
death, go immediately to a place of torment. The
Scripture is Luke 16:19-31. Study it carefully.

Jesus is definite. He says, “There was a certain
rich man .. . there was a certain beggar named Laz-

arus” (verses 19-20). They were real persons and
Jesus was telling of what took place after death.
The rich man, a rejecter of God and His Truth and
way, died as to the body and was buried; but that
was not all for his spirit: “In hell he lifted up his
eyes, being in torments” (v. 23).

In hell the doomed man was alive. He was con-

_ scious. He suffered. He cried out for relief, a re-

lief that could never come. He remembered his
former life, his brothers back in the world. He begged
that one go from the world of redeemed spirits
to warn his brothers that they come not to “this place
of torment” (v. 28). He was told that his brothers
had the Scriptures—“Moses and the prophets” which
told of the coming Redeemer—and that “If they hear
not Moses and the prophets, neither will they be
persuaded, though one rose from the dead” (verses
29-31). (It would have been necessary for Lazarus to
have been reunited with his body and come forth
from the tomb with a physical voice the brothers
could hear.)

This writer believes every human being is an
immortal spirit and that, though the body dies, they
live on forever. Man was not made in the image of
God as to his body, for God had no physical form.

But man was made so he would live forever, whether
with Him in peace through Christ, or in hell without
Him. This cannot be stressed too strongly as we
consider lost man’s awful need.

This Life, But the Next

Let men do all they can about this life, for much
is needed. We need a better world, better conditions
in which to live. Jesus went about touching men’s
bodies and minds with His healing power; and He
taught truths leading to better human relationships
in this life. But let us never neglect to tell that this
life which ought to be lived for His glory is a time
of preparation for a vast eternity which stretches
out ahead. Let us tell of heaven. Let men be stirred
to trust the Saviour and come at last to know in ex-
perience that “In my Father’s house are many man-
sions.” Let men tell of hell, warning the lost millions
that “they come not to this place of torment.” In it
all, let us proclaim that “God so loved the world
that He gave His only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth on Him should not perish, but have ever-
lasting life” (Jno. 3:16). Men die every hour who
have never heard of His love and His provided salva-
tion. Paul said, “Therefore watch, and remember,
that by the space of three years I ceased not to
warn every one night and day” (Acts 20:31).

Personal Regeneration and the Social

Obligations of the Christian

seen in the social fruits of faith? In
other words the Christian’s treatment of
his brother in business, industry, poli-
tics, race or any other relationship can-
not be passed off as a social matter for
which he has no responsibility. We
should study the Bible for what it teach-
es on these issues and not for its ap-
proval on what we have come to be-

A serious question Southern Baptists
face is “How to magnify both personal
regeneration and the social obligations
of the Christian life.” This is one of
the ten vital issues to be met by South-
ern Baptists as suggested by J. Leo
Garrett of Southwestern Baptist Semi-
nary. As my answer to this question I
submit three suggestions.

We should make a sincere appraisal
of the questions raised in this topic. I
refer to the questions of “personal re-
generation and the moral and social re-
sponsibilities of the Christian.” We all
agree that the former is the first and
absolute requirement for the beginning
of the Christian life in us; but we do
not all accept the nature and extent of
the moral and social responsibilities
which the Christian life demands of us.
In fact many of us seem to feel that
the personal and social elements of the
gospel are two separate and distinct is-
sues. They are separate in function but
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they are one in origin and purpose. One
is the birth of the Spirit and the other
is the fruit of the Spirit.

Our fears of the so-called social gos-
pel “have led us to evade whole areas
of our responsibilities by referring to
them as social matters that are not a
part of the gospel. The social revolu-
tions now raging in our homeland and
around the world need not have taken
place had we been faithful in the proc-
lamation and acceptance of the total re-
quirements and responsibilities of the
gospel.

We should make a re-study of the
Bible on this question. From the first to
last the Bible teaches that man’s spirit-
ual relationship to God imposes on him
moral responsibilities for his fellow man.
This truth is revealed in the story of
God’s dealing with Adam and Cain and
continues through the Law, the prophets,
the teachings of Jesus, and the writings
of his apostles.

Why is it that after all the Bible study
we do that we continue to preach a
partial gospel? Do we not see that the
Bible plainly teaches that the evidence
of personal regeneration is and must be

lieve about them.

We should revise our preaching to
conform to what the Bible teaches on
this question. Here again our fears be-
tray us. We are afraid that too much
emphasis on our moral and social re-
sponsibilities will create a trend toward
the social gospel which we have taught
our people to fear without explaining
to them what it is. Moreover, we are
afraid that an emphasis on this social
side of the gospel will cool and ulti-
mately congeal our evangelistic fervor.
Yet is it not the failure of professing
Christians in their social areas of re-
sponsibility that weakens their Chris-
tian witness and our whole evangelistic
opportunity?

Paul also said love is without envy.
Envy is selfish ill-will toward an-
other because he possesses that which we
want. Envy makes one miserable. How
rightly someone has said, “The only one
we should envy is the one without envy.”

Love prevents envy. There are three
women in my life; my wife and two
daughters. They might be dressed in
fine raiment and in scintillating jewels,
and at the same time I might be lan-
guishing in rags; but I could not envy
them because love and envy cannot co-
exist.

Love is modest.

The King James Version says, “Love
vaunteth not itself, is not puffed up.”
The Revised Version says, “Love is not
boastful, is not arrogant or rude.”
Phillips says, “It is neither anxious to
impress, nor does it cherish inflated
ideas of its own importance.” Mont-
gomery says, “Love makes no parade,
is not puffed up.”

We do evil and not good when we
vaunt ourselves and “make parades of
our accomplishments” to impress others
with our importance.

It’s no uncommon thing to see a
preacher standing in the midst of other
preachers, regaling them with stories of
his great church, overflowing crowds,
great building program, great number of
additions, large salary, of his church
presenting him with a new car, or of his
church building a marvelous pastor’s
home. And, as he “makes a parade,”
his brother preachers who work just as
hard, but in stonier ground and always
without spectacular results, feel smaller
and less and less, until they come to feel
like the little refugee boy who said, “I
am nobody’s nothing.” If that brother
had known real love, he would have
sought out his brother preacher and
said to him, “Tell me, Jim, how go
things with your work? Tell me about
yourself. “He would have listened and
rejoiced with him without uttering a
word about his own work.

If the sister in the Missionary Circle
loved with love that blesses and blights
not, she wouldn’t “make a parade” of
her new clothes, new furniture, expen-
sive vacation, or of her new car. She
would remember the women whose hus-
bands work for small salaries, live in
their modest homes, and who wear their
coats several seasons. She wouldn’t say
a word that would make them have an
inferior feeling. She would be careful
to make others feel as great as they are,
and inspire them to be greater.

Love is unselfish, Love does not seek
for self, but seeks to give of self.

I once visited a dear, white haired
shut-in saint of 78 years. Her six chil=
dren were married and scattered. For
years she wrote each of them weekly.

One day telegrams announced, “Mother
has suffered a stroke, come.” They
had come and hovered about her until
the doctor said that she would live. In
due time, and after every provision for
her care and comfort had been made,
the children went back to their homes.
There were short professional letters
from the nurse. At least, the notes said
their mother had sat up in a wheel-
chair; she was able to move her left
hand a little.

One day the little mother asked for a
pencil and fingered it for hours with her
left hand. Then she asked for a tablet
to be fastened to the arm of her chair.
Hour after hour she laboriously practiced
forming letters of the alphabet. One
week the children received letters writ-
ten by mother, poorly scribbled, but oh
so full of mother-love! They wept over
those precious missives.

As I listened to this story from the
lips of her nurse, the little mother lay
quietly in her bed. I turned my tear-
dimmed eyes toward her, and in reply
to my look she simply said, “My left
hand was all I had left, and I wanted
the children to have that.” Love does
not seek her own, but gives her all away.
This is the love that is the hope of the
world.

Love gives emotional stability. It is
not “easily provoked.” Phillips trans-
lates it “it is not touchy.”

Temper, not harnessed by the love of
God, may be the womb out of which
tragedy is born. Temper, though it may
be “over in a flash,” may nevertheless
lead to irretrievable trouble. The ex-
plosion of a shot gun is over in a flash,
but a maimed body will never be whole
again, or a snuffed out life restored. If
we are to avoid life’s worst hours and
bitterest tears, the love of God must take
over our tempers. Temper that be-
comes tempered by the love of God can
turn threatening and tense times into
treasured triumphs for God.

Thomas B. Reed was a ponderous man.
Once when he was home, his little
daughter saw him about to seat himself
in his especially reinforced chair, and
at the same time she saw her kitty asleep
in the chair. Impending tragedy in-
spired immediate action. She rushed
forward and gave the chair a push. Mr.
Reed’s fall to the floor created a min-
iature earthquike, and upon his face was

the making of a storm. As he sat there-
on the floor greatly shaken up, some-
thing happened inside of him; love as-
serted itself and broke through the
storm. Smilingly he said, “Honey, next
time, you had better decide whether
you want a new kitty or a new papa.”
Only love can turn a threatening storm
into a carressing, soft and gentle zephyr!

Love is also optimistic. “Love beareth
all things, believeth all things, hopeth
all things, endureth all things.” Listen

to Phillips’ translation of the same pass=- °

age. “Love knows no limit to its en-
durance, no end to its trust, no fading of
its hope. It can outlast anything. It is,
in fact, the one thing that still stands
when all else has fallen.” People with=
out love are naturally suspicious. It is
love that opens the mind to think of
reasons why the thing they hoped for
may after all be possible. Love is not
credulity; it is an extra sense God en-
trusts to them who will have it.

Love that is optimistic is not merely
an attitude of mind, it is a course of
action taken in the face of overwhelming
odds.

During my school days a letter came
from a small village church asking that
the president of our college send one
of “the preacher boys” to hold a meet-
ing. He gave the letter to me. Since
I had the specified time open, I answered
it, saying I would be there.

When I arrived I was directed to go
to the home of Mrs. Emily Allen, who
had signed the letter, and whom I had
presumed to be the clerk of the church.
Her age and good health had given her
a five-by-five figure. Her gray, curly
hair was piled on top of her head; her
eyes twinkled like blue water in the
sun; her face was pink, happy and
smiling; her greeting was cordial and her
laughter rich and resounding. She in-
troduced me to Mr. Allen. He was as
thin as a rail, sour in spirit, and used
sarcasm that cut like a razor.

In the afternoon I decided to visit
around. I met a storekeeper who
chanced to remark that he used to be
a member of the Baptist church before it
was disbanded. I asked him what he
meant by “disbanded.” He said, “Oh,
there were not many of us left, and we
just voted to disband—all except Mrs.
Allen. She just wouldn’t be disbanded.”

I rushed back to Mrs. Allen’s home
and told her what I had just heard.
“That is right,” she said. I began ask-
ing questions. She admitted the few
members had disbanded two years be=
fore. She had gone alone to Sunday
school the first year. She had opened
the old, creaky doors, rung the bell,
played the wheezy organ, sung a hymn,
had a prayer, sat in the corner where
the ladies’ class once had met, studied
the lesson, made an offering, had a
closing prayer, and had gone home.

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Baptist State Mission Program Doing
Splendid Work With Rural Churches

In a recent issue of one of our daily
newspapers there appeared an article
by George V. Cornell under the head-
ing, “Rural Churches Given Assistance.
That writer stated that many denomina-
tions are now turning attention to the
“little brown church” which for many
years has been overlooked.

It is true that many of those church
buildings are empty, the roof gone, and
the windows out; but it is also true
that in our mission program many of
those rural churches are being reopened
and splendid work is being done.

Oak Ridge Church

Just recently the writer had the
privilege of assisting Brother O. G. Fos-
ter in a revival at Oak Ridge Baptist
Church in Lewis County. And while
there I learned firsthand just what our
state mission program is doing for such
rural churches.

When Brother Foster went into Lewis
County as our missionary he found that
the church building at Oak Ridge had
been closed for many years. Most of the
windows were gone, the roof leaked
badly, and the benches were nearly all
broken down. The stovepipe had rusted
away and nowhere about the building
could you see any sign of paint.

If you could only see that building
today! Not only has it been cared for
on the outside with a new roof, new
doors and windows, but it has literally

been made new on the inside—new -

floor, new pews, a good piano, electric
lights, and paint. This building illus-
trates what can be done when one of
God’s men is given the chance to lead
rural people in a church-centered pro-
gram.

All realize it is difficult to measure
spiritual growth. However, there are
some pointers which show clearly that
much spiritual good has come about by
this great mission project. The first
service Brother Foster ever conducted
at Oak Ridge was on a Sunday after-
noon in January. Three people were
present and the opinion was just about
unanimous that nothing could be done.
But prayer, and preaching, and visita-
tion have brought results. That church
now averages 40 in Sunday school and
prayer services. Their evening serv-
ices will have from 60 to 100 present.
The church has baptized 42 into its
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membership since it reopened, and many
have been revived and have found a
place of service in the church during
these years.

Finances

Shortly after the reopening of this
church one of the good members, an
elderly gentleman by the name of
Kegley, asked Brother Foster to allow
him to speak just a few words before
the close of the service. Of course the
request was granted, and the theme of
Brother Kegley’s remarks was the sup-
port of the ministry. He concluded his
remarks by asking that they take an of-

fering for Brother Foster, and the ‘“hat”
was passed and the total offering
amounted to forty-four cents. But the
church did not quit. And what is the
condition today? The church now has
a unified budget, giving fifty per cent
to the pastor, forty per cent to local
needs, and ten per cent to the Coopera-
tive Program.

A Comparison

In the Oak Ridge community there is
another building—the public school
house. There, some thirty or more
children are taught in the public edu-
cational system of the state. Could you
see the two buildings, you would be
impressed by the difference now existing
in the appearance both inside and out.
The school building is badly in need of
repairs. However, we as tax payers
cooperatively give to the upkeep of
that building. On the other hand, we
as Baptists give cooperatively to the up-
keep of the church building for the pur-
pose of providing religious education
for the boys and girls and to keep the
total work of the church going on in
that community. I am positive, after
seeing both the school building and the
church house, that the Baptist Coopera-
tive Program dollar goes much farther
than our tax cooperative dollar.

Our Cooperative Program is the best
scriptural way of carrying out the Great
Commission. We plead, therefore, with
Baptists everywhere, to include the Co-
operative Program in their budget for
the next year. In doing so you enable
other rural churches to open their
doors and to keep them open.

Education Plus Character Building

CHRISTIAN EDUCATION is educa-
tion plus character building. Our Bap-
tist schools are not only concerned that
their students gain knowledge, but that
they also develop character. And a
Baptist campus is a fertile field for
character growing.

[Third in a Series]

Baptists have no fight with state
schools and colleges. The state schools
are vital to the life of the nation. But
by their very nature, state schools can-
not teach courses in religion. The
teacher in the public school may or may
not be a Christian. But Baptist schools,
by their very purpose and nature, must
have none but Christians on their fac-
ulties and staffs. Nowhere will we find
a more consecrated and dedicated group
of Christian men and women than the
faculties and staffs of our Baptist schools
and colleges. Nowhere will we find
teachers taking more interest in the wel-
fare and future of their students than
in our Baptist schools. We can trust
the lives of our sons and daughters to
these fine leaders.

Religion is more than a habit or a
formality on the Baptist campuses.
Several times each week students and
teachers worship together. There is a
fellowship of kindred minds in the re-
ligious life of the Baptist schools that
bears the student up and gives him a
sense of security in the depth of his soul
that can come only from walking with
God and with God’s people. Religion
is not found only in chapel exercises and
in prayer meetings—it permeates the
life of the campus.

Our schools encourage the students
to find places of useful service in the
local churches and in the local com-
munity during their school days. Not
only are the students getting ready to
live after graduation—they are living
full lives of usefulness while in school
and college.

A visitor walking across a Kentucky
Baptist campus at sunset one day this
fall was moved by a scene that caught
his eye. Sitting informally together on
the chapel steps was a large group of
students, young men and young women.
They were engaged in an impromptu
favorite-hymn-sing. The naturalness
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and spontaneity of what they were doing
was most refreshing.

The real test of the greatness of our
Kentucky Baptist schools and colleges
is not to be found on the grade cards
and the transcripts, but in the lives of
the students and the contributions they
make to their churches, their homes,
their communities, and the world, when
they go out from the classrooms to take
their places in their chosen fields of
service. Without doubt, what our schools
help their students to become will al-
ways outweigh the knowledge the
schools impart. Character building must
continue to be one of the great dis-
tinctives of Baptist schools.

Mrs. Margaret T. Doane,
Daughter of Famous
Music Composer, Dies

Mrs. Marguerite Treat Doane died re-
cently, we are informed by The Watch-
man-Examiner, of New York City. Mrs.
Doane was the daughter of Frances
Treat and Dr. William Howard Doane—
the latter being the famous hymn com-
poser who wrote such songs as “The Old,
Old Story,” “More About Jesus,” and
“Near the Cross,” and many others one
may find in any hymnbook. She was the
wife of George W. Doane. Thus she

was one woman who, though married,
kept her same name throughout life.

“All her life was devoted to the Lord,”
says The Watchman-Examiner. “Al-
though blessed with wealth, she lived
modestly in order to give the more
away.”

Among her many interests might be
listed three categories which seemed
to be uppermost in her benefactions—
Baptist missions, Baptist schools and
Baptist journalism, which, being trans-
lated into life meant to her mission-
aries equipped and provided for; stu-
dents trained and educated for life; and
editors assisted in the dissemination of
the Word and the Good News.

She was a member of the Board of
the Woman’s American Baptist Foreign
Mission Society and its Finance Com-
mittee; was a member of the Board of
Trustees of The Watchman-Examiner,
Inc. She made a present of the Curtis
Lee Laws Memorial Chapel and Music
Center to Eastern Baptist Theological
Seminary, Philadelphia; she maintained
the Houses of Friendship at Ventnor,
N. J., devoted to the furloughed mis-
sionaries for their use while in their
homeland; and she and her sister con-
tributed heavily toward the erection of
buildings on the campus of Denison
University, a Baptist school at Gran-
ville, Ohio, one of these buildings be-
ing a memorial to their father.

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Love, the Hope of the World

The second year, a ten-year-old, red
headed girl whose family rented from
the Allens, joined Mrs. Allen, and there
were two going to the old rickety church
house on the hill Sunday mornings. She
said, “One day this summer I felt it was
God’s time for a revival. I sent post-
cards to the “ex-members,” urging them
to meet me at the church for a business
meeting. None of them came, so I acted
as moderator. I called the meeting to
order; I made a motion; I seconded it;
and I discussed it for a long time with
the Lord, and then I passed it unani-
mously and, as clerk of the meeting, I
wrote the letter.”

I forgot my youth and I lectured her
on Baptist procedure. I told ‘her Bap-
tists did things by majority vote; she
had made a laughing stock of herself
and of me, and I felt that I should re-
turn home on the late afternoon train.

She answered, “What kind of a soldier
of the Lord are you; wanting to retreat
before the first shot is fired?” I sud-
denly decided I'd stay.

That evening Mrs. Allen, the red-
head and I opened the creaky door, put
up the broken windows and lighted the
few lamps that were still in order. Less
than twenty people were present. But
the crowds increased each night.

From my room I could hear Mrs. Al-
len praying almost any hour of the day
or night. On Thursday night I gave the
invitation. The little red-headed junior
girl was the first to come. There fol-
lowed her ten men and women! That
scene was repeated in almost every
service. I baptized over fifty people at
one time, leaving others for a later bap-
tizing.

On the closing day some of the “ex-
members” were clustered around Mrs.
Allen. One old fellow said, “Em, you’ve
been a fool, but because you wouldn’t
give up, you’ve saved our church.” That
was exactly what had happened, for on
the following Lord’s Day there were over
100 in Sunday school. They called a
pastor, repaired the building and built
Sunday school rooms.

Read Phillips’ translation again: “Love
knows no limit to its endurance, no end
to its trust, no fading of its hope; it
can outlast anything. It is, in fact, the
one thing that still stands when all else
has fallen.”

This heavenly love left enshrined in
the “Chapter Beautiful” in this “epie,”
in this “lyric,” cannot save the world.
Love must become as much a part of
us and as pervasive of us as is salt in
the sea before it can begin to bless the
world.

Let us memorize these thirteen verses
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as a sort of divine blueprint of a
heavenly love-life. Anywhere, any
time, let us quote it and measure our
relationships to God and men by its
standards. Upon waking in the morn-
ing, before arising from bed, let us quote
it slowly, prayerfully, and apply it, in-
asmuch as it is possible to do so, to all
of the known situations with which we
may be confronted during the day. We
will be amazed at how well prepared we
will be for these encounters, and how
often the victory will have already been
won before the battle was actually en-
gaged. In the evening, let us lie quiet-
ly on our pillow and quote it over and
over until sleep comes. It makes no
difference where unconsciousness takes
over. Any one of the verses is a good
one on which to fall asleep.

Spirit-Wrought Miracle

But the incarnation of love in our
lives is a miracle that must be wrought
by the Spirit of God. We read in Ro-
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mans 5:5 that “the love of God is shed
abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost
which is given unto us.” We must look
to the Holy Spirit for this miracle and
make room in our lives for Him to en-
throne love.

“Many matters” will be constantly
conspiring against the warmth and
power of love in our lives, and we shall
have to look to the Spirit to perform
His miracle of constant renewing.

Sometime ago I was a speaker on the
program of a State-wide Convention of
my negro brethren. The preacher who
preceded me on the program was a
master. He had his audience in his
hand; they shouted, moaned, groaned,
laughed and wept. He would stop
dramatically, wait, and then shout,
“What do I see?” And his audience
would chant back, “What do you see?”
And then he would really tell them!

I will never forget the story he told
of his own little daughter, Mary Anne,

the very apple of his eye, and of his
neighbor’s daughter, Flora, whom he
described as “hateful” and as a “toms-
boy.” Flora was poison ivy, and his
greatest cross was that his little Mary
Anne loved her.

“One day,” he said, “Flora pushed my
Mary Anne off the porch and broke her
arm. I got the doctor; he got the bone
set; he got all my money, and I was
mad. When Mary Anne came out from
under the anaesthetic I said to her,
‘Mary Anne, don’t you ever go into that
Flora’s yard again. If you do, I'll tan
your hide;” I could see that made my
Mary Anne awfully sad. Later we were
sitting on the porch and Mary Anne was
watching Flora over in her yard. I
said, ‘Mary Anne, get your eyes back
on this side of the fence; big tears ran
down Mary Anne’s cheeks. The fol-
lowing week I was returning home and
when I came to my front gate” ... and—
“Brothers, what did I see?” They ans-
wered, “What did you see?” He cried,
“I saw my little Mary Anne over in
Flora’s yard, and brothers, she had her
good arm around Flora. All of a sud-
den the hate in my soul melted away
and I cried out, ‘Oh God, I know now
why you broke my little Mary Anne’s
arm. You wanted me to see how God
loves the unlovely. Oh Lord help me—
my heart is so cold’” The audience
swayed back and forth in a moaning
chant, “Lord, help me—my heart is so
cold.”

If we would come to know and to
practice the love of God, we must often
join our negro brethren in their con-
fession and prayer, “Lord, help me—my
heart is so cold.”

Isn’t it gratifying to think what our
$3,000,000 Lottie Moon Christmas Of-
fering will do by remembering what
the offering has done in other years?

SOUTHERN RHODESIA—In Novem-
ber looking at our new field, Southern
Rhodesia, we think of the School at
Sanyati where Miss Mary Aileen Broon-
er teaches. The Lottie Moon Christmas
Offering erected the dormitories, put up
a house for Miss Brooner to live in,
built the carpentry class building and
cares for school expenses. It built a
church with five Sunday school rooms.

What use are the buildings? Miss
Brooner tells us that boys and girls
brought up in superstition and fear are
turning to Christ for salvation.

How thank-
ful I was as he knelt in my living room,
repenting from his sins and trusting the
Lord Jesus as his Saviour.”

There are hundreds of others yet to
be won by our missionaries supported
by our gifts and empowered by our
prayers.

JAPAN—When Miss Gray, Miss Jones,
Miss Mather and others were in Ja-
pan, the missionaries often said, “This

We could not have had a
WMU headquarters, camp buildings or
traveling expenses for workers were it
not for the Lottie Moon Offering.

LONDON, Ky. — The McWhorter
Street Baptist Mission, sponsored by the
First Baptist Church of London, ob-
served its fifth anniversary October 17,
1954. The attendance in Sunday school
was 68.

The mission was organized five years
ago in the home of Mrs. J. K. Lewis in
East London. For three years they met
in this home and conducted the Sunday
school hour and occasionally had a
preaching service. Mr. E. C. Niemann,
assisted by his fine wife, served as
superintendent of the mission until they
recently moved to Lexington.

In Time of Trouble

Every person needs a refuge or hiding
place from the pangs of an accusing con-
science, from the power of Satan, from
the storms of life and from the wrath
of God. It is unfortunate that so many
resort to a refuge that is entirely inade-
quate. The only safe and adequate ref-
uge for the soul is the Lord Jesus
Christ.

Psalm 142:1-7.

Trouble is a subject which lies very
close to life. It is an inescapable ex-
perience of every person. No stage of
life is exempt from it. Christ never
promised His followers freedom from
trouble. However, the Christian answer
to trouble is not an explanation, but a
reinforcing presence to stand beside you
through your adversity. While we fre-
quently take trouble as a_curse and re-
sent it, we should follow the example
of our Saviour' Who took it as a trust
and used it. -

After the slaying of Goliath, when the
people sang, ‘“Saul hath slain his thou-
sands, and David his ten thousands,”
Saul became insanely jealous. Hence-
forth, it was his desire to slay David.
Fleeing from Saul, David took refuge
within- a cave. While there. Saul and
his pursuing army encomp~ssed him.
Naturally, every minute seemed to David
that it might be the last. He concluded
that everybody had failed him. Then,
in the midst of his gloom and despair,
David looked away from himself and
found a refuge in the Lord.

Pursued and surrounded by his en-
emies, the distressed and despairing
David availed himself of the blessed
privilege of prayer. Taught by grace
and by necessity, he cried to God for
help. In his despondency, and seeing
no way of escape unless (od inter-
vened, he cried, “Refuge failed me; no
man cared for my soul.”

There are many unsaved bpeople
around us today who can s~y, “Nobody
cares for my soul.” Through the years
they have associated with professed
Christians who knew that they did not
have any hope of heaven. and who
talked to them about everything else ex-
cept that which they most wanted to
hear them speak—the salvation of their
souls. They are convinced that nobody
cares for their souls because they just let
them alone. . Surely, one of the great
needs of this hour is a genuine con-
cern for the salvation of others. So
much pathos is contained in the ex-
pression, “No man cared for my soul.”

Twenty:.

What a pity that God’s children do not
work more faithfully at the glorious task
of winning the lost to Christ! The win-
ning of lost souls to salvation in Christ
and to service for Him is the most im-
portant task which has been commit-
ted to us. An explanation of our neglect
of this, our supreme business, is found
in this story. The German philosopher
and poet, Heine, one day stood in the
Louvre before the statue of Venus of
Milo. He was in a mood of disillusion-
ment and despair, and he spoke to the
statue of Venus saying, “Ah, yes! I
suppose you would help me if you could,
but you can’t. Your lips are still and
your heart is cold.” That is an ac-
curate description of many who should
be effective soul-winners. In this mat-
ter of our witnessing for Christ to the
lost, if our lips are still, it is simply be-
cause our hearts are cold.

Psalm 46:1-3, 10-11.

Since the days of King David this
forty-sixth Psalm has been a song of
comfort for God’s people as they found
themselves in trying places or passed
through trouble. For nearly twenty
centuries Christians have received
strength and encouragement from its
triumphant declarations and glorious
promises. It was the source from which
Martin Luther drew his solace and
courage. In his troubles and despon-
dency, Luther was accustomed to say to
his friend Melanchthon, “Come, Philip,
let us sing the forty-sixth Psalm.” It
had such a salutary effect upon Luther
that it inspired him to write the famous
hymn, “A Mighty Fortress Is Our God.”
This Psalm was also the song of the
Christian martyrs of Europe and of the
persecuted Quakers in this country.

“God is our refuge.” He is a refuge
from all the attacks of Satan, the wicked
desires of our hearts and the allurements
of the sinful world. In the loving care
of God is the place of safety and se-
curity for the soul is in doubt. danger
or distress. He will protect His own
from disease, danger and death.

“God is our strength.” In Him is all
power in heaven and on earéla. He of-
fers His strength to His people. He is
able to meet all of their needs. He is
equal to every emergency that may
arise. He will erable us to overcome the
temptations of Satan and to do things
which He has commanded us. Because
of His unlimited power, He asks us to
put our trust in Him, instead of depend-
ing on material things, human philoso-

phies or men. Those who trust in Him
need not be fearful as to the unknown
future.

It is encouraging to recall that the
ever-present God is the all-sufficient
and never-failing refuge of His chil-
dren. He never forsakes nor fails His
own. A motherless little girl was asked,
“What do you do without a mother to
whom to tell your troubles?” She re-
plied, “Before my mother died, she told
me to go to the Lord Jesus. She said
that He had always been her friend, and
that if I would go to Him He would
always be my friend.” “But,” said the
questioner, “He is a great way off, and
has so much to do; He cannot attend
to you.” “I don’t know how much He
has to do,” said the child, “but He has
said He would take care of me, and I
believe He will.” What a pity that all
of us do not have as much faith as that
orphan child!

With our trust reposed in God there
is absolutely nothing to fear. Though
the earth changes and the mountains are
from all the attacks of Satan, the wicked
roar, even in these cataclysmic occur-
rences God will meet our every need
perfectly. He will never fail those who
put their trust in Him and wait upon
Him.
