Text: "Have faith in God" (Mark 11 :22). 
Read John 6:1-14 

In the year 1917 when I was a young 
Christian layman, I heard Dr. Geo. W. 
Truett preach a sermon during a revival 
in Fort Worth, Texas. I shall never 
forget a statement" he made in that ser­
mon. He said, "The supreme need in 
this hour for all men everywhere is 
faith in God." That is the supreme need 
of all men now and always. 

The greatest appeal an infinite God 
ever made to a living creature is his 
appeal in the Bible, set out in Mark 11: 
22-"Have faith in God." That sentence 
of four words told us of a thing we 
could possess which would solve every 
problem of the human race. 

Faith in God is a guarantee of victory 
for every person that ever lived, from 
Adam to the last child that will be born 
before the end of the world. 

The Bible was given to us in order to 
help us have faith in God. The birth 
of Jesus and his life in the flesh were 
to help mankind have faith in God. The 
purpose of every gospel sermon and 
every lesson taught from the Scriptures 
is for that same purpose--to help us 
have faith in God. "Faith cometh by 
hearing and hearing by the Word of 
God." 

Without faith it is impossible to please 
God. Faith is the foundation grace of 
God. In 1 Cor. 13 Paul tells us, "faith, 
hope, love, these three; but the greatest 
of these is love." That is true; but with­
out faith there would be no hope, and 
without faith the love of God would be 
unknown to man. 

The achievement of every believer in 
this world is measured by his faith . 
Two blind men heard Jesus passing by. 
They followed him into a house, crying 
"Thou Son of David, have mercy 'On 
us." Jesus knew they wanted him to 
open their blinded eyes so they could 
see. He asked, "Do you believe I can 
do this?" They answered, "Yea, Lord." 
Then he said, "According to thy faith, 
be it unto you."

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of it is told, remember your faith in God 
will determine your achievement here 
and your destiny and your reward 
throughout an endless eternity. 

What Is Faith? 
If someone asked you the question, 

"What is your definition for faith?" 
what would your answer be? You 
would probably give the Bible defi­
nition: "Now faith is the substance of 
things hoped for, the evidence of things 
not seen." 

But who would know just what you 
meant? Jesus knew this. He knew 
how difficult . it is for man to have 
genuine faith in God, so he did every­
thing infinite wisdom could conceive of 
to help men have faith in God. He 
taught lessons; he used examples of 
the heroes of faith to illustrate; he 
preached sermons on faith. He performed 
miracle after miracle, and yet few be­
lieved. He knew our difficulty. So 
one day he staged a great drama in 
which he took all the elements of faith 
apart step by step. It was, undoubtedly, 
his greatest demonstration of the super­
natural record of his earthly ministry. 

What Are the True Elements of Faith? 
Here in this miracle of feeding the 

multitudes, we have a demonstration and 
a simple lesson on the true elements of 
faith, as follows: 

First, the first element in faith is ven­
ture. Five thousand men, not counting 
the women and children, left their 
homes and their places of employment 
and ventured out into a deserted place 
with Jesus. The reason for this first 
step in faith is that the world does not 
and cannot satisfy the hunger of the 
human heart. They were curious tci 
see what Jesus would do. That is the 
reason unsaved people attend church or 
that they willfully listen to the gospel 
preached by radio. Very few persons, 
if any, attend a service of worship in 
order to be entertained. But attending 
church does not save any one. To listen 
to the preaching of the gospel is only 
the first element in faith. 

Second, the second step in faith is 
prayer. This great throng of people was 
without food. There were no market 
places or eating houses where people 
could buy bread. It was a hungry, mill­
ing mob. These disciples discovered the 
predicament. They came to Jesus with 
their problem. The thing that brings 
a sinner to a state of conviction is that 
he discovers his shortcomings, his help­
lessness, and his need of God. Not until 
then will he pray. Neither does a Qe­
liever pray until he takes inventory of 

his helplessness without God. Can you 
remember the first time you ever 
prayed? When a sinner prays, he is 
getting close to salvation. I can re­
member the first time I ever prayed 
audibly to God. For two weeks I had 
been under conviction for my sins. l 
left my wife and baby with her mother 
and went to church. At the close of the 
service the minister asked those who­
were unsaved and wanted to be remem­
bered in prayer to stand. I stood. That 
was the first move I ever made toward 
God. That night when we arrived home, 
we placed the sleeping baby in his bed. 
Then I said to my wife, "Sweetheart, I 
am going to join the church next Sun­
day. Will you join with me?" She an­
swered, "I will." Then we read from 
the little Bible and knelt together in 
prayer. It was the first time either of 
us ever prayed aloud. The prayer did 
not save us. God does the saving. I 
do not believe salvation is possible to 
any one without the asking. "And it 
shall come to pass, that whosoever shall 
call on the name of the Lord shall be 
saved" (Acts 2:21). These disciples 
came to Jesus. But they dictated to· 
the Master what he should do. "Master, 
send these away that they may buy 
bread." That is the way most of us 
pray, telling God what to do instead of 
seeking his will. 

Third, the third element in faith i!t 
committal. There wai; a lad there 
standing in the presence of. Jesus and 
the troubled disciples. He had five 
barley loaves and two small fishes . That 
was his lunch, just enough for one boy. 
When Jesus asked him for his loaves 
and fishes, the little boy asked no 
question. He committed the entire 
lunch into the hands of Jesus. That 
is the element in faith that saves, 
When any person, regardless of how 
wicked he may be, commits the destiny 
of his soul into the hands of Jesus, 
that moment his name is written in 
the Lamb's Book of Life. That moment 
he experiences the spiritual birth that 
makes him a new creature, a child of 
God. That moment he is bound for 
heaven, where he has a mansion await­
ing him. That moment there is rejoic­
ing in the presence of the angels of God 
because hell has lost another victim. 
But here is a lesson for us. Many people 
attend church and hear the gospel but 
go no farther. They die without God 
and without hope. There may be some 
who pray without ever being saved be­
cause they are unwilling to risk their 
eternal destiny with Christ. There are 
countless numbers that take the third 
step and are saved, but they go no far­
ther. In our convention we have prob­
ably one million resident members who 
are saved, but who never get any far­
ther in their spiritual growth. They 
are, as a rule, almost as unhappy in 
life as the unsaved people are. They 
have little or no joy in the great salva-
tion God has given them. •

Baptist Progress in 1955 
Dr. Boone's report to the General Association, 

from the Executive Board, had many interesting 
aspects. 

There were 25,748 baptisms reported by the 
churches to the district associations, and this was an 
increase of 980 over 1954. Wonderful as this is, 
there's still much to be done in stirring hearts in be­
half of the lost. 

The mission spirit is also growing. Total mission 
gifts reported to the associations amounted to $3, 795,-
736, or $752,286 more than the previous year. Dr. 
Boone stated that the report did not include Bell 
County, Jackson County, North Concord, or Goose 
Creek Associations. 

Another evidence of advance is seen in the increase 
of undesignated Cooperative Program receipts. This 
year's receipts amounted to an 8.5 per cent advance 
over 1954, or an increase of $143,496.33-. The total re­
ceived was $1,825,487.25. Thus, our people went be­
yond the goal set by the General Association a year 
ago. The basic budget adopted in Georgetown was 
$1,700,000, and the total goal $1,800,000. "After de­
ducting tangible expenses of p ::-omoting the supple­
mentary offering we were able to distribute $117,-
969.92, with 75 per cent, or $88,477.44 going to our 
seven Kentucky Baptist schools, and $14,746.24, or 
12.5 per cent, for state missions and a like amount 
for home and foreign missions," the report stated. 

The report also stated: "Designated gifts through 
the state treasury were $815,797.15, compared with 
$807,527.65 last year. Our total receipts were $2,641,-
284.80-a gain of $151,775.83, or 6.1 per cent over last 
year." 

Another great challenge faces us this coming year. 
The adopted budget of the General Association calls 
for an increase of $174,513, or about 9.5 per cent, over 
last year. The goal this year is $2,000,000. 

The New Baptist Building 

At the General Association the Executive Board 
made its report on the new Baptist Building project. 
The Western Recorder has previously carried reports 
on the plans and actions of the Board, etc. 

The new space has been bought from the land of 
Spring Meadows' property-450 feet facing U. S. 
Highway 60-at a cost of $15,750. 

Contracts have been signed with a bank to dispose 
of the present property at 127 East Broadway, Louis­
ville, Ky., and with architects to draw the new plans. 
The Board's· building committee is working on re­
quirement details in conjunction with the a:-chitec­
tural department of the Baptist Sunday School Board 
and with the various departments of the Executive 
Board and the Western Recorder. It is stated that 
actual construction will begin in the spring of 1956. 
By adopting the Board's report of action taken, the 
Gene::-al Association gave official approval to the 
project, it is understood.

A Look at Last Year 
One notes progress by comparing the present with 

the past. 
Taking 1945 as the year with which to compare the 

present, it is noted that year witnessed 17,463 bap­
tisms, while there were 25,748 in 1955. The 1945 
membership of our churches totaled 437,160, while the 
1954 membership reached 579,680 (full report for 
1955 is not available as yet, but will be given later.) . 

Total gifts to missions in 1945 amounted to $1,-
753,823. The 1955 total was $3,795,736. Cooperative 
Program receipts in 1945 totaled $775,529, but in 1955 
the total was $1,825,487.65. Total receipts through 
the State Board in 1945 amounted to $1,309,874, while 
in 1955 the total was $2,641,284.80. 

Gifts for all purposes in 1945 totaled $7,536,320. 
But the total in 1954 (1955 report not yet available) 
was $16,854,238. In 1945 the percentage of total gifts 
to missions was 23.25. In 1954 the percentage was 
18. In 1945 the percentage of total gifts through the 
Cooperative Program was 10.3. In 1955 it was 9.9. 

These figures are offered as a matter of infor­
mation. In the main, they indicate solid progress. 

Regarding The Great Need of Aged 
Ministers And Their Wives 

In our state there are 120 aged and needy benefi­
ciaries who have been receiving assistance from the 
Relief and Annuity Board. The aged ministers have 
been receiving $12 per month, payable quarter ly. The 
widows have been receiving $8 per month, payable 
quarterly. Then, in addition, these have, in the past, 
been receiving $12.50 in a Christmas check. The 
latter practice has been the previous policy, that is. 
But the Relief and Annuity Board is not going to pay 
that Christmas check this year, under present condi­
tions. Why not? Our people have not provided the 
money. The Relief and Annuity Board cannot pay 
it out unless they receive it from Kentucky. 

Right now there is a deficit in the special offering 
taken this year amounting to $2,197.08. The Relief 
and Anuity Board, in other words, has paid out 
$2,197.08 more than they received from Kentucky 
Baptists. This makes it impossible for the Relief 
and Annuity Board to continue payments on the 
schedule followed in the past, unless and until Ken­
tucky Baptists provide this amount. Notice has al­
ready been served on us by the R. and A. Board that 
they cannot again carry Kentucky's deficit. 

The aged and needy ministers and widows will 
not receive their Christmas checks unless we come to 
their rescue, nor will the checks for this next quarter 
be going out unless we meet the situation. 

There is a desperate need. We plead with Ken­
tucky Baptists to do what they can, and send in, at 
once, an offering for this worthy cause. Send it to 
Dr. W. C. Boone, 127 East Broadway, Louisville 2, 
Kentucky. Surely we do not want these dear people 
to go without funds this Christmas and thereafter!

A Disappointment 
One of the disappointments of the year was the 

fact that the Relief Offering to aid aged and disabled 
preachers _and their widows who are on the relief 
rolls of the denomination fell far below the actual 
needs. This means that our state has a deficit in the 
relief providing for 120 beneficiaries. We are glad 
the General Association in Paducah requested its 
Executive Board to make a study of this need and try 
to find some solution to meet it. We're hoping those 
good men may have God's guidance as they study the 
problem and take action. Of course one of the hin­
dering factors has been the rather large number of 
special offerings, but, as Dr. Boone stated in his re­
port, "This has seemed to be the only way to meet 
some of the needs." 

Royal Ambassadors Trans£ erred 
One of the most fortunate actions taken in recent 

years is the transfer of the Royal Ambassadors to the 
Brotherhood Department. This movement started 
with the W.M.U. Convention of the Southern Baptist 
Convention, and last April the W.M.U. Convention 
of Kentucky ap::-oved the transfer, and the action 
has been approved also by the Brotherhood Com­
mittee in Kentucky and its secretary. 

The W.M.U. has done a magnificient work with 
the boys but it is confidently expected the work will 
expand still further with the Brotherhood Depart­
ment. Both the Royal Ambassadors and the Brother­
hood dese::-ve our fullest support, and the W.M.U. 
certainly deserves our gratitude and praise for what 
has been accomplished. 

State Mission Program Pays 
The General Association's Department of Direct 

Mission Work last year, as in previous years, indi­
cates the soundness of methods used. There were 
102 missionaries laboring; 19,657 preaching services 
were conducted; 2,706 professions of faith in the serv­
ices; _ 1,641 baptisms; 8,200 teaching services; 143,839 
personal visits made; and 1,486,144 miles traveled by 
the missionaries in doing the work. Our readers 
should observe carefully the full report in the annual. 
Brother Taylor and his associates have done an ex­
cellent work. 

Inspiration, Guidance, Evangelism 
At Cedarmore 

A total of 5,878 attended Cedarmore last year (not 
counting those who went merely 'for recreation). 
During the year there were 88 professions of faith 
and 168 life dedications. The General Camps for 
Boys and Girls will be discontinued, it is stated, and 
those two weeks will be assigned to the Royal Am­
bassadors and the Training Union-one week each. 

If only adequate space for lodging were provided, 
Cedarmore would attain far greater attendance rec­
o::ds. Churches that may desire to take up such a 
project are invited to correspond with Manager Mar­
vin Byrdwell, Bagdad, Ky., relative to the possibility 
of constructing cottages, dormitory space, etc. This 
has been done very effectively and profitably by 
some churches in other states, we a:::-e told.

Fourth, the fourth and last element 
in faith is obedience. That is a full and 
complete surrender of one's life and all 
to the will of God. That is as far as 
anyone can go in faith. That is all that 
God requires of any man. Think of J e­
sus giving thanks to the Father, then 
breaking the loaves and likewise the 
fishes and giving them to the disciples 
to feed the hungry multitudes. Did you 
ever hear of anything like it? Not one 
of his disciples murmured, hesitated, 
or asked a question of the Master. They 
carried out his instructions to the letter. 
That is obedience. That is faith in its 
highest function. It is that kind of faith 
that removes mountains. Just look at 
the uncharted course of the heroes ot 
faith. By faith Noah built the ark. No 
one ever built an ark before. It was 
a new and an unheard of venture. "By 
faith Abraham, when he was called to 
go out into a place which he should la­
ter receive for an inheritance, obeyed; 
and he went out, not knowing whither 
he went." That is the kind of faith that 
is needed by Christians everywhere, as 
we stand face to face with a world of 
unbelieving and frustrated people of 
every nationality under the sun, seek­
ing what only God can give that will 
satisfy them. The hungry multitudes 
were seeking bread that day when the 
disciples came to Jesus with only the 
five loaves and two small fishes be­
longing to a little boy. Jesus, so the 
Scripture says, knew what he would do. 
When •We are surrendered without res­
ervation to his will, he will tise us to 
do the impossible, just as he used them 
to do the impossible. 

The Fruits of an Obedient Faith 

What are the fruits of an obedient 
faith? The first fruit of an obedient 
faith is a prayer life. 

The richest experience and the hap­
piest communion known to man is found 
in a consistent prayer life. Just look 
at the revelation of this fact in the Bible. 
Daniel was untouched and unharmed 
in the lions' den because of his consis­
tent prayer life. Heaven sent fire to 
consume the sacrifice on Mt. Carmel be­
cause of the consistent prayer life of 
Elijah. 

I believe that the answer to why the 
people left the cities and gathered to­
gether in the valley of the Jordan to 
hear a sermon is found in a request 
made to Jesus by his disciples, as fol­
lows: "Lord, teach us to pray as John 
also taught his disciples . to pray." 

The multitudes would never have de­
populated the cities, where they had 
comfortable synagogues in which to 
won;bip, and gone to a wilderness to 

listen to a man preach as they sat on 
the ground had John not been great in 
prayer. 

If someone asked me now, "What is 
the greatest weakness of Southern Bap­
tists today?" my answer would be, "It 
is our lack of prayer." With other evan­
gelists we have gone from coast to coast, 
preaching in city, town, and rural 
churches. 

With all the sincerity of my soul I can 
truthfully say this: Wherever there is 
failure in winning the unsaved to Christ 

- or in growing a congregation of fruit­
bearing Christians, it is due to a lack of 
prayer. We have our air-conditioned 
churches, trained people in our organi­
zations, money, up-to-date programs, 
and educated ministers. The one thing 
we lack is praying churches. In most of 
our churches, a real prayer meeting, 
where people fervently and sincerely 
pray as they did in both Old and New 
Testament times, is absolutely unheard 
of. It is impossible for any person to 
live a victorious life without prayer. 
The multitudes never would have been 
fed with the loaves and fishes had the 
disciples not gone to Jesus and learned 
from him what to do. Had it been left 
to those men without petitioning him, 
the multitudes would have been sent 
away empty. 

The richest person on this earth is not 
the one who has the largest bank ac­
count or who owns the greatest amount 
of property. The richest person on this 
earth is the one who has the most con­
sistent prayer life. Thank God, that is 
within reach of the humblest person. 
We can never possess a victorious faith 
without the right kind of prayer. 

One other fruit that we will mention 
is this: One who has an obedient faith 
is bound to have great experiences with 
God. 

This miracle of feeding the multitudes 
is recorded in all four Gospels. There 
is a reason for this. God wanted his 
people in all generations to know about 
it. 

Four times he recorded it so no one 
could doubt its occurrence. 

These disciples had something to tell 
people when they got up to preach or 
when they witnessed to a believer. 

Do we have anything in the way of an 
experience with God worth telling? Or 
do we have to tell the worn-out ex­
periences of Moody and Spurgeon? It is 
perfectly legitimate to tell how God used 
other people, but how much more effec­
tive it is for us to do as the disciples of 
old when they stood and told what God 
hath wrought. 

If we have an obedient faith, we can-

not help telling what Jesus hes done 
through us. God expects us to do this­
"Let the redeemed of ·the Lord say so." 

No prea~her ever lived who was more 
given to relate his experiences with God 
than the Apostle Paul. He had no hesi­
tancy in telling his remarkable experi­
ence with Christ on the Damascus Road, 
even in the presence of royalty. The 
world is waiting to see and to know 
about the miraculous and the supernat­
ural. 

Dr. Truett and Dr. Scarborough used 
to stir their audiences to tears and 
create in the hearts of their hearers a 
burning desire to lead the unsaved to 
Christ by relating their experiences. Did 
you ever read the story told by Dr. 
Truett of the conversion of Big Jim 
during a revival in Texas? Dr. Gam­
brell was present when Big Jim was 
saved. He published an article in the 
Baptist Standard when this happened 
entitled, "The Greatest Conversion I 
Ever Witnessed." That story was told 
from coast to coast for years. There is 
no telling how many lives were affected 
by it. 

One night when I was pastor of Travis 
Avenue Baptist Church in Fort Worth, 
I was making an appeal at the close of 
the message. A woman came forward 
to unite with the church by letter. Her 
husband in his sixties came with her 
on profession of faith. Then another 
couple came on profession of faith. 
When I baptized these men. one of them 
pulled from his pocket a clipping from 
a paper. He said, "Read this." It was 
Dr. Gambrell's story of Big Jim's con­
versio~ written twenty-four years be­
fore that night. I asked, "Did you know 
Big Jim?" The man answered, "I am 
Big Jim's son, and the woman who came 
by letter tonight is Big Jim's daughter." 
I told the experience the best I oould that 
week in a radio message and from my • 
pulpit. A revival broke out anew in 
our community, and scores of people 
were saved. 

Southern Baptists are laying hold of 
the promises of God by faith today . 
God is blessing our efforts. Faith is 
the way to victory. Let's press on and 
never falter in any undertaking he 
places before us. 

With God all things are possible and 
"all things are possible to him that be­
lieveth" (Mark 9:23).

The Ha1·vest of the 
Spirit: KinJneJJ

In the early days of Christianity, 
when it was considered a crime to be a 
Christian, the word for pleasant and 
good (Chrestos) was often confused with 
the word for Christ (Christos) . Tertul­
lian of Carthage, who wrote many of the 
best defenses of Christians, declared 
that it made little difference that pagans 
confused the sounds as they lisped "out 
the sense of pleasantness and goodness" 
(Ad Nationes, 3) . The word for kind­
ness or gentleness in Galatians 5 :22 is 
Chrestotes and comes from Chrestos. It 
was the type of Christianity that could 
be confused with kindness about which 
Tertullian wrote the famous words at 
the beginning of the third century: "The 
more often we are mowed down the 
more in number we grow; the blood of 
Christians is seed" (Apology, 50). The 
godly are kind because they worship a 
kind God, and men become like the one 
they worship. 

The Kindness of God 

Kindness is the leading word in Ro­
mans 2:4 when Paul declares that God's 
kindness leads us to repentance: "Or do 
you presume upon the riches of his kind­
ness (Chrestotetos) and forebearance and 
longsuffering (makothumias)? Do you 
not know that God's kindness (Cheston) 
ls intended to lead you to repentance?" 

God's kindness may be pictured by 
putting God in the role of a plutocrat 
and a philanthropist. The word pluto­
crat comes for ploutos, from wealth, 
and kratos, from authority, and means 
the rule of the rich. Democracy, from 
demos, the people, and kratos means 
the rule of the people and is thought of 
as the opposite in human government. 
Despite this difficulty in human lang­
uage, it is not far from Paul's thought 
in Ephesians 2:1-10 to speak of the plu­
tocracy of God who rules in the richness 
of his grace. This is one of the passages 
in which God's kindness is mentioned. 
It apears as the explanation of the great 
difference between the past and ihe 
present walk of one who b.as experienced 
God's grace. 

The past walk is presented in EphP­
sians 2:1-3 where man's walk by nature 
is described in relation to the age of 
this w.orld, the rulers of the authority 
of the air, and the lusts of the flesh . In 
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plain language man's conduct is con­
trolled by the world, the Devil, and the 
flesh. The world is the social organism 
of sin, and those who conduct their lives 
according to this worldly pattern have 
no claim to an experience of God's grace. 
In these days when more and more 
compromise is made with the world it 
is high time that this be noted as the ex­
perience that is past for a true Chris­
tian. The Devil is here described as 
"the rulers of the authority of the air" 
and as "the spirit that is at work in the 
sons of disobediei:ice." As the Spirit of 
God works in the church as the organ

or body of Christ, so the spirit of the 
Devil rules in the world. Added to these 
social and spiritual powers that dom­
inate man's sinful conduct is the psy­
chological factor called the flesh. Flesh 
is not here a physical term. It is used 
to describe man's condition when he 
organizes life around himself as the 
center. At such a time he did "the 
desires of the flesh and of the mind" 
and was by nature a child of wrath like 
the rest of mankind. 

Into this sinful situation the riches of 
God's grace came to rule by delivering 
man from the world, thf! Devil, and the 
flesh. This is 1 he plutocracy d God! 
God came in mercy with all his great 
love and man experien.:ed nothing less 
than a resurrection from spiritual death. 
Looking at this experience from begin­
ning to end Paul speaks of the past ex­
perience of grace as being made alive 
with Christ, of the present as sitting 
with Christ in the heavenlies, and of the 
future as a great display of God's rich­
ness (ploutos) in kindness (chrestateti) 
toward us in Christ Jesus. All this 
drama of deliverance is found in Ephe­
sians 2:4-7 as God's kindness toward 
man that makes the present walk of 
man so different. 

The present walk is the poiema (work­
manship, handiwork) of God (Ephe­
sians 2: 8-10) . In the Centenary Trans­
lation of the New Testament by Helen 
Barrett Montgomery, that distinguished 
Baptist lady of the last generation, a 
note calls attention to the fact that 
poiema is the source of the English word 
"poem." "The poet," says the note, "is 
a maker, a creator." So there is a sense 
in which the true Christian is the poetry 
of God! He is what he is because he is 
a new creation in Christ (2 Corinthians 
5:17). The word is used only here in 
Ephesians 2:10 and in Romans 1:20 in 
the New Testament. In Romans 1:20 it 
has reference to the original creation, but 
here it has to do with the new creation 
of the Christian life. In the light of 
the great change from man's past con­
duct or walk to the present conduct in 
good works God's kindness as one who 
rules in the richness of his grace is 
clearly seen.

Owensboro·s First Church Honors the Humphreys 

Reception Line honoring Dr. and Mrs. R. E. Humphreys a t the First Baptist Church, 
Owensboro, October 14. 

OWENSBORO, Ky. , Oct. 17-Yester­
day was a sad day in the life of the First 
Baptist Church, here, the members and 
visitors well knowing that that was the 
last day of the 28-year pastorate of Dr. 
Robert E. Humphreys among them. 

"With all my heart I believe the angels 
and the saints of heaven are looking 
down upon this scene," said Moderator 
Sam C. Coots as he presided over the 
assembly. "You are now beholding the 
closing moments of a ministry without 
parallel in the history of our church, and 
with few parallels in Baptist history," 
he continued. 

"It is perfectly natural for those of us 
who were here 28 years ago to recall 
some of the incidents of that day. How 
well I remember when the venerable 
Mr. E. B. Anderson and the late la­
mented Judge George S. Wilson, then in 
the vigor of mature manhood, reported 
to the church about their investigation 
and observation regarding a young 
preacher of Tennessee by the name of 
Robert E. Humphreys. I was so im­
pressed by their report that, without 
hesitation, I offered the motion that the 
church call him as its pastor. I have 
never had any regret in so doing. I 
also recall that it was reported that Mr. 
James H. Anderson (of Knoxville) who 
was an unusual judge of men, said: 'You 
can count on Robert E. Humphreys al­
ways to do his best.' 

"While serving as our pastor, the snow 
of the winters has settled upon his 
head, still the sunshine of the summers 
has lingered upon his face. For 28 years 
he has given his best. May the best be 
his through the never-ending flight of 
the future years!" 

Mr. George S. Wilson, Jr., attorney 
and Sunday school superintendent, read 
a set of resolutions on behalf of the 
Resolutions committee, composed of Mrs. 
Homer Ford. president of the W.M.S.; 
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Mr. Ralph Taylor , director of the Train­
ing Union; Mr. Jack Powers, president 
of the Brotherhood; and himself. The 
resolution read: 

"Robert E. Humphreys assumed the 
duties as pastor of our church October 
16, 1927. His was a Divine Call; his 
has been an inspired leadership. 

"He was but approaching the middle 
years of his life when he and his young 
wife and family came to us. His 
strength, vigor and enthusiasm were 
exceeded only by his love for Jesus 
Christ and his childlike faith and trust 
in God as the Divine Leader. After 28

years of matchless leadership, his faith 
and trust still undiminished, he has fol­
lowed again the call of his Lord to lay 
down the heavy burden as pastor of our 
church. 

"During all the years as our Under­
shepherd he has preached Jesus Christ 
and Him crucified; he has taught the 
divine, inspired Word of God; and as our 
preceptor he is a living example of that 
which he has taught. Never has he com­
promised by word or act the Divine 
Teachings of the Holy Word. 

"Robert E. Humphreys has been pas­
tor , friend, comforter, confidant and 
servant of all of us, his people; he has 
been boon companion of none. The 
voice of the humblest has been as clear 
and as clarion a. call to him as the voice 
of the m ost influential. Though humble 
and modest with respect to his personal 
opinions he seems always to utter the 
right words at the right time. 

"The First Baptist Church passed its 
one hundredth year during his pastorate. 
Its Christian traditions of more than a 
century have been zealously guarded 
and nurtured by him. The. mantle of 
God's Servant, entrusted to him more 
than a quarter of a century ago, is this 
day being returned to us unsullied and 
unstained. Rather it is brighter, clear­
er and more endued with Christ's glory 
for the humble, yet zealous dignity, with 
which he has worn it. 

"While missing him as our pastor and 
as we prepare to transfer our allegiance 
to the one whom God has prepared and 
whom He will call to lead us, we shall 
be eternally grateful for the leadership 
of Robert E. Humphreys and shall pray 
for God's continuing blessings upon him 
and his family, for his good health and 
that he may continue in his strength for 
h is valiant service to our Lord, Jesus 
Christ.''

Moths

One of the strange things about most 
of the great night-flying moths is that 
they have no mouth pieces with which 
to eat; so only live about ten days. 

We have a group called the American 
Silkworms. One of these is the beau­
tiful pale green Luna with its gold eye 
spots. 

Then there is the Cecropis, a great 
reddish brown moth. 

A smaller one looks similar but its 
mate is black. These are the Prome­
thea moths. 

Another one we should know is the 
lovely Polyphemus. He is tan with a 
large blue-black and gold eye spot on 
each lower wing. 

The smallest one of the group is the 
brownish yellow Io moth. His lower 
wing eye spots have given him also the 
name Bulls Eye. 

We have a group of moths that have 
long whip-like tongues for feeding. 
These are the Sphinx moths. The cater­
pillar known as the "tomato worm" 
goes into the ground and turns into a 
black chrysalis. In the spring it moves 
to the surface and a lovely moth comes 
forth. It is the gray and yellow Tomato 
Sphinx. Toward evening one can see 
these moths among the flowers. It is 
quite easily mistaken for a humming 
bird. 

Beautiful as they are moths can be 
devastating. They destroy untold mil­
lions of dollars worth of property each 
year. Their destructive power is so 
great that Jesus used them to picture 
the result of greed in the Sermon on the 
Mount. He said, "Lay not up for your­
selves treasures upon earth where moth 
and rust doth corrupt" Matt. 6:19) .

God the plutocrat becomes God the 
philanthropist in Titus 3:4-7. It is the 
philanthropy of God that makes the 
plutocracy of God a good and pleasant 
(chrestos) thought. Philanthropy comes 
from the Greek philanthropia, and this 
Greek word is made up of philos which 
means loving and anthropos which 
means man. A philanthropist, then, is 
one who loves mankind. God's kindness 
is related to this word in Titus 3:4 where 
it is said a great change took place in 
man's life "when the kindness ( chr es­
totes) and philanthropia of God our 
Saviour appeared." God's kindness is 
seen in three main ways. First, God's 
kindness is seen in revelation (3 :4). Had 
God not been kind enough to make him­
self known man would still be in the 
darkness waiting for the dawn. In the 
second place, God shows his kindness in 
regeneration (3:5). God's abundant 
mercy gave " the bath of regeneration 
and the renewal of the Holy Spirit" 
(Williams). Man has no reason to 
boast, for this did not happen as a re­
ward for "upright deeds that we have 
done" (Williams). The third way God's 
kindness is shown is in justification 
(3:7). In much the same way God's 
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righteousness is described in Romans 
3:21-26 the kindness of God as the great 
philanthropist is brought to a climax 
in faithful saying recorded in Titus 3:4-
7. Against this background of God's 
kindness man's kindness as the harvest 
of the Spirit is to be understood. 

The Kindness of the Godly 

Kindness appears as one of the roses 
among the thorns in 2 Corinthians 6: 6. 
Against the rugged background of "af­
flictions, hardships, calamaties, beatings, 
imprisonments, tumults, labors, watch­
ing, hunger" are to be found "purity, 
knowledge, forebearance, kindness, the 
Holy Spirit, genuine love, truthful 
speech, and the power of God" (2 Corin­
thian 6:5-7 RSV). 

Kindness appears as character in Co­
lossians 3: 12 and as conduct in Ephe­
sians 4:32. The two are of course in­
separable in the Christian life. The 
character of a Christian kindness con­
sists among other things of the seven 
garments in Colossians 3:12f kept in 
place with the belt of love. The charac­
ter of God's chosen ones has "compas­
sion, kindness, lowliness, meekness, and 
patience" along with forbearance and 

forgiveness, but even these garments in 
all their beauty do not remain in place 
unless they are bound together with the 
belt of love "which binds everything 
together in perfect harmony" (Colos­
sians 3:14 RSV). What a contrast this 
is when compared with the ugly charac­
ter described in Colossians 3:5-9 as that 
which the Christian should put to death 
or put away in order to put on the char­
acter of Christ. 

The conduct of Christian kindness 
puts the character of Christian kindness 
into practice. Kindness appears at the 
end of the list of exhortations in Ephe­
sians 4:25-32. The last of the six sen­
tences in the RSV follows: "Let all bit­
terness and wrath and anger and clamor 
and slander be· put away from you, with 
all malice, and be kind to one another, 
tender-hearted, forgiving one another, as 
God in Christ forgave you" (Ephesians 
5: 31f). It is interesting that this ex­
hortation follows the one which says we 
should "not grieve the Holy Spirit of 
God, in whom you are sealed for the 
day of redemption" (Ephesians 5:30 
RSV) . It becomes clear that those who 
are sealed for the future are to sow the 
spiritual seed for an abundant harvest 
of the Spirit in the present.

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Close the Back Door 
By ROBERT J. HASTINGS 

"There was a greater increase in non­
resident church members than in resi­
dent members in 1954." So reads the 
last paragraph of a recent Baptist Press 
release. 

This is discouraging in view of the 
unparalleled growth of Southern Bap­
tists. It indicates our new converts go 
out the back door faster than they 
come in the front. 

And for all practical purposes, the 
non-resident member is a loss as far 
as his service to any particular church 
is concerned. His life is an investment 
bearing no return. 

Somewhere at sometime he was con­
tacted and led to Christ and baptized. 
Effort, time, and money were spent to 
r each him. But no return is being real­
ized. He is not giving to missions, he 
is not winning others, and in many in­
stances he is cold and indifferent. 

Much has been written about the non­
resident problem. No one "cure-all" is 
likely to be found. But I would like to 
propose a suggestion that can help some. 

A Suggestion 

Recently a graduate of the Universi­
ty of Wisconsin visited in our home. 
While in the University at Madison, 
Wis., he was active in the newly formed 
Immanuel Baptist Church. It is the 
only Southern Baptist church in that 
city. 

I asked how this little-known church, 
with no building of their' own, ever 
located him in a student body of 15,000. 
He explained that his home church in 
Mississippi sent him their state paper, 
and that the Madison church had con­
tacted various denominational papers 
for lists of subscribers in Madison. 
After getting the list from "The Bap­
t ist Record," they visited and enlisted 

• him. 
Since much of the non-resident prob­

lem is locating such members who move 
away, why not duplicate this through­
out our Convention? Two steps are 
necessary. 

First, encourage evecy church to 
keep non-residents on their' subscrip­
tion lists. Wherever the absentee 
member moves, the post office will 
notify the paper of his change of ad­
dress. He can't get away without the 
state paper having a record of his new 
address! 

Second, the state papers could peri­
odically distribute lists of their' sub­
scribers who have moved into states or 
areas where Southern Baptist work is 
in its infancy. Thousands of Southern 
Baptists have moved north and west 
leaving no addresses with their home 
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churches. Keeping them on the sub­
scription lists of the state papers would 
help keep track of members. 

This plan may be too ambitious to be 
p ractical. But it would conserve some, 
as it did this Mississippian who found 
a church home in Wisconsin. 

There are other benefits too. Circula­
tion of state papers would increase as 
non-residents are retained rather than 
being dropped. And Baptists on the 
move would have one link with their 
denomination that emphasized their re­
sponsibility to Christ and his churches 
wherever they lived-the denomination­
al paper! 

The back door must be closed! Our 
state papers, with local church co­
operation, can give it a hard push if 
they try!

It seems to me that the verse I am 
nominating for this second place needs 
no special pleading or any debating; it 
is so clear that he who runs may r ead. 
It is like Jack said to Melissa in re­
sponse to her post script which was, 
"Why do you love me, Jack?" To 
which .J ack replied in his post script, 
"The reason why I love you, Melissa, 
is just because I do. And if that's not 
enough, Melissa, it's just because you 
are you." 

But if any one should press me for 
a more concrete testimony I should tell 
of my experience with one of my 
neighbors of blessed memory many 
years ago. Her father, her husband, 
her children, and she herself were dear 
friends of mine. She was in bed for 
a long time with a trying disease. It 
was my habit to visit her as often as 
practicable, talk with her, and try to 
encourage her as best I could. One 
morning I went in and found her older 
daughter standing by her bed. As the 
good mother reached out her clammy 
hand to me, she said in her feeble voice, 
"Brother Cullom, I'm almost gone." I 
thought she was right, but didn't think 
it wise to say so just then. What I did 
say was this:

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Fiftieth Anniversary 
Royal Service 

Mrs. Encil Deen, former president of 
Kentucky WMU, has been appointed by 
our president, Mrs. H. C. Randall, to 
serve as Kentucky chairman for observ­
ance of the fiftieth anniversary of Royai 
Service. We are grateful for her ac­
ceptance of this responsibility and know 
she will give splendid leadership in 
these plans. Most of you already know 
something of this anniversary from 
"Keynotes," from Royal Service and 
from the poster supplied by Mrs. Deen 
and used in the Regional Meetings. Read 
every word of this message from Mrs. 
Deen: 

"Greetings, Dear Members of Ken­
tucky WMU: Here I am again! And 
again we are going to observe a FIF­
TIETH ANNIVERSARY! This time it 
is the fiftieth anniversary of our WMU 
magazine-Royai Service . 

"Kentucky women are privileged 
above many of our Sister States in this 
celebration for at least two reasons: 
first, we have lately observed a Fiftieth 
Anniversary in our own Kentucky WMU 
and realize the value and the joy of such 
an observance. Many of our societies 
are still reaping a harvest of accelerated 
interest and growth that was started 
when we adopted high goals during the 
anniversary year. All of us have happy 
memories of the fun we had in the 
celebration. We know the blessings that 
came to us by a worthy observance of 
a fiftieth anniversary and know, per­
sonally, that it can be 'a hallowed year.' 
The coming year may be a repetition of 
the blessings and joys we have so lately 
experienced. 

"Secondly, Kentucky WMU members 
should have a peculiar ~1.terest in this 
anniversary because of the important 
part Kentucky women had in the history 
of Royal Service . 

"We shall gain a new appreciation of 
our heritage when we realize that the 
forerunner of Royal Service and the 
f i r s t missionary magat ine was, The 
Heathen Helper, published in 1882 by 
the Central Committee of Kentucky, and 
had as its editor our own Miss Agnes 
Osborne, assisted by nine women as 
State editors. It is said that The Hea­
then Helper rendered invaluable serv­
ice in rallying and unifying the scattered 
societies' and was a staunch advocate 
of a south-wide organization which re­
sulted in the organization of Woman's 
Missionary Union in 1888. 

"The Heathen Helper was succeeded 
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by The Baptist Basket in 1888 with Mrs. 
T~omas Osborne, a Kentucky woman, as 
editor and fourteen states furnishing co­
editors. The Baptist Basket was the only 
mission magazine published for Sou­
thern Baptist women until 1906 when 
the Union decided to publish its own 
magazine. Then it was that the quar­
terly, Our Mission Fields, edited by Miss 
Fannie E. S. Heck and furnished free to 
all societies, came into being. In 1914

the name was changed to Royal Service 
and through the years has served as the 
greatest single means of developing a 
mission-minded constituency. 

"Surely, every member of Kentucky 
will be thrilled to observe the fiftieth 
anniversary of the magazine that was 
born and cradled in our State and nour­
ished by our own Kentucky women who 
realized the value of the printed' page 
to give our women the necessary vision 
for missionary service. , 

"Present statistics reveal that only one 
woman for every 2. 7 members now sub­
scribe to Royal Service . The goal for 
the anniversary is a worthy one: 'Every 
woman with her own Royal Service .' 
Why not every woman with her own 
Royal Service? Certainly the cost is 
not prohibitive. One dollar and fifty 
cents for 12 issues means a cost of 12½c 
per month. I truly believe any women 
who will read through a copy of Royal 
Service will agree that she received 
many times the price paid.

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Georgia Baptists Assail Governor on Temperance 
SAVANNAH, Ga.-(BP)-The Geor­

gia Baptist Convention at its annual ses­
ion here said Gov. Marvin Griffin dis­
played a "treacherous" attitude toward 
legislation paving the way for breweries 
to be built in Georgia. 

The same social service commission • 
report that criticized the state's chief 
executive also rapped the state legisla­
ture for its action on temperance legis­
lation. 

In a third point, the social service 
commission called for leaders who will 
speak in a "calm and deliberate manner" 
on race relations, "based on the inner 
conviction that the unfolding of law and 
order is every citizen's duty." 

The convention authorized employ­
ment of a state worker to follow the 
Home Mission Board pattern in work 
with Negro Baptists in the state. 

The more than 2000 Baptists who at­
tended the sessions in Savannah adopted 
a 1956 Cooperative Program budget of 
more than $2 ½ million, which is 36 per 
cent higher than the 1955 budget amount.

The convention re-elected, its presi­
dent, James W. Merritt, of Gainesville, 
and selected Atlanta as the city for its 
1956 convention.

Jackson, Brunswick minister, said "Your 
task and my task as Christian stewards 
is to give to the w orld a standard of 
values which places first things in first 
place and second-place things in second 
place."

Mississippi Layman Appeals For Consecrated Businessmen 
JACKSON, Miss.-(BP)-The presi­

dent of the Mississippi Baptist Con­
vention, himself a layman, appealed to 
other businessmen to follow Christian 
principles in their affairs. 

Owen Cooper, vice-president of Mis­
sissippi Chemical Corp., Yazoo City, de­
plored the m anner in which many 
Christian tourists and businessmen be­
have. 

"People just can't reconcile inconsis­
tent living with those who profess to be 
Christians," he said. Along with South­
ern Baptists' genius for developing goals 
and slogans for their work, they need to 
develop more consecrated individual 
Christians, according to Cooper. 

The Mississippians re-elected Cooper 
to serve for another year as their presi­
dent and likewise decided to hold their 
1956 session in Jackson again, 

They adopted a number of resolu­
tions pertaining to the state's alcohol 
traffic. The Baptists called on the gov­
ernor and state officials to uphold ex­
isting prohibition laws and to extend 
prohibition laws to cover beer and other 
such beverages not prohibited. 

To Become Co-ed? 

Baptists also asked for repeal of a 
state tax on black market liquor which 
is sold in the state and asked the state to 
quit selling confiscated liquor to neigh­
boring states. 

A committee of five men will recom­
mend to the next state convention ses-
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sion whether Blue Mountain College, 
Blue Mountain, shall be changed from 
a school for women to a co-educational 
institution. 

A $1,675,000 Cooperative Program 
budget for 1956 was adopted, to be split 
55 per cent for state purposes and 45 

per cent for the Southern Baptist Con­
vention. 

The 1500 messengers also adopted a 
$2½ million, five-year fund-raising goal 
for improvements at Baptist colleges, 
a Baptist student center at Mississippi 
State College, and for improvements at 
Kittiwake, their state assembly grounds.

Song, o/ the Saviour', J3irth 
The story of the birth of Christ is of 

eontinual interest and constant blessing 
to those of us who know ,Him and love 
Him. His coming has meant more to 
the world by far than that of any other 
person. Therefore, we need to study 
these inspired songs of praise which 
eame to us from those who were thrilled 
about the birth of the Saviour. 

I. Prophecy, Luke 1:32-33. 

Mary, a Jewish maid, was engaged to 
be married to Joseph, a carpenter of 
Nazareth. It seems that it was a custom 
among the Jews for betrothal to pre­
cede marriage by a year. During this 
betrothal period, God sent the angel, 
Gabriel, to inform Mary that she was 
t he one who had been chosen through 
whom the Lord Jesus Chr ist would come 
into the world. Mary was a true servant 
of God for in the salutation of the angel 
she was told, "The Lord is with thee," 
and "Thou hast found favor with God." 
Her attitude of dedication to God's will 
is expressed in her statement, "Be it 
unto me according to thy word" (v. 38). 
This signal honor, which had been the 
hope of every pious Jewish maiden for 
centuries, was the highest that could 
come to any woman. 

This announcement of the coming 
birth of Jesus Christ was in perfect 
keeping with Isaiah's prophecy 700 
years earlier: "Behold, a virgin shall 
conceive, and bear a son, and shall call 
his name Immanuel" (7 :14). Gabriel 
also predicted the greatness of Christ 
and the perpetuity of His kingdom, to 
the encouragement of Mary who doubt­
less was thinking of the great blessed­
ness which would come upon future 
generations through her Son. 

ll. Praise. Luke 1:46-50. 

Upon being informed that God had 
chosen her as the medium of bringing 
the Saviour into the world, Mary went 
to visit her cousin Elizabeth. In re­
sponse to Elizabeth's words of greeting, 
Mary broke forth in the words of this 
inspired song which gives us a marve­
lous insight into her wonderful charac­
ter. 

A study of her song reveals that praise 
was its keynote. Having been stirred 
to the depths of her soul by the an­
nouncement that she was God's chosen 
vessel for the coming of the Redeemer 
into the world, Mary was moved to 
m agnify the greatness, the goodness and 
the graciousness of God in making her 
the channel of blessing to the whole 
w orld. 
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Instead of being filled with pride be­
cause she had been favored so highly, 
Mary expressed her deep gratitude to 
God for the grace and goodness which 
He had bestowed upon her. She praised 
Him for what He had done for her in 
various ways. She said, "My soul doth 
magnify the Lord . . . for He hath re­
garded the low estate of His hand­
maiden." She confessed her apprecia­
tion for the wonderful blessing of salva­
tion which she had received from the 
Lord. 

Mary praised God and thanked Him 
for salvation, both for herself and for 
others. She needed a Saviour just as 
every child of the human race does. 
She was fully conscious of her need in 
this regard. She said, "My spirit hath 
rejoiced in God my Saviour." She so 
thoroughly magnified the Lord, and 
thereby repudiated any idea of any wor­
ship of herself, that it is astounding that 
any group on earth would ever deify 
the mother of our Lord. "There is ONE 
Mediator between God and men, the 
man Christ Jesus" (I Timothy 2:5). 

Mary praised God for His almighty 
power, His absolute holiness and His 
abundant mercy. His abundant mercy 
was not confined to her, but it is "on 
all them that fear Him from generation 
to generation." 

A careful analysis of ,Mary's song 
indicates the fact that she was an earn­
est, careful and believing student of the 
Old Testament scriptures. Since God is 
always faithful in the keeping of His 
promises, that is sufficient reason for 
our loving Him, praising Him and obey­
ing Him. 

m. Prayer. Luke 2:29-32. 

According to the law of Moses, two 
things were required of Mary, namely, 
a ceremony of dedication for the child 
and one of purification for herself. While 
the law demanded a lamb as the offer­
ing at the ceremony of purification, in 
the case of poverty it was permissable 
to present a pair of turtledoves. Mary 
made the latter offering simply because 
she, like the widow and her mite, could 
only give what she had. 

During the ceremonies at the temple 
an aged seer, Simon, came into the pic­
ture. He was Spirit-anointed, Spirit­
enlightened and Spirit-led. Being a 
diligent and understanding student of 
the scriptures, he was anxiously await­
ing the coming of the One Whom the 
prophets had declared would come to 
the earth. He had been waiting for the 
appearance of the Messiah, qaving re-

ceived the assurance of the Holy Spirit 
that he would see the Christ before he 
departed this life. It is not at all sur­
prising, therefore, that, when Mary and 
Joseph brought the Lord Jesus Christ 
into the temple, the Holy Spirit enabled 
him to recognize the Messiah. He 
promptly considered Christ to be the 
fulfillment of God's promise which He 
had spoken through His prophets. 

Knowing that he was face to face with 
Christ, Simeon took Him into his arms 
and blessed God. He quickly concluded 
that the appearance of Him for Whom 
he had been commanded to watch en­
titled him to be released from further 
duty. His life-long hope having been 
fully realized, he was perfectly satisfied 
and ready to depart this life. He had 
been faithful to his duty and God had 
been faithful to His promise, so there 
was nothing else for which he desired 
to live any longer. He prayed, "Lord, 
now lettest Thou Thy servant depart in 
peace, according to Thy Word." The 
remainder of his prayer was given over 
to praising and thanking God for provid­
ing the long-promised and long-looked­
for salvation for both the Jews and the 
Gentiles.

Our Need for Wholeness 
One of the laws of mathematics is that 

the whole is greater than any of its 
parts. 

One may feel that a law in mathe­
matics has little to do with the Kingdom 
of God, but this law may serve as an 
illustration at least of one of our great­
est needs-our need for wholeness in 
our understanding and acceptance of 
the Christian message. 

To the New Testament Christians, 
the Christian religion was an invasion 
of their own lives by the living Spirit 
of God. Their response in repentance 
and faith was the means by which the 
divine could abide in them. They be­
lieved that "it is no longer I who live 
but Christ who lives in me." Obviously 
the early Christian did not divide his 
life into f>ar ts such as spiritual, moral, 

social and economic. The Christ who 
lived in him was the power that uni­
fied his life into one victorious whole. 

The Christian must reject as a deadly 
heresy the ideas of two absolutely dif­
ferent standards, one for his life in the 
Kingdom of God and one for his life 
in the social and ..economic order. 

All of us will agree that no amount 
of social emphasis will ever take the 
place of the gospel of repentance and 
faith as far as the initial experience of 
personal salvation is concerned., But 
when one becomes a follower of Christ 
through that initial experience he has 
a lot to learn about the relationships 
in his life as a Christian. Very soon 
after Paul left a church that he had es­
tablished he began writing letters to 
the new converts to answer their ques­
tions about how they could be Chris­
tians in a hostile society. He even had 
to tell some of them how to be Chris­
tians toward people who had formerly 
been slaves. They did have much to 
learn about living the Christian life.­

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signed to care for all of the Sunday 
School below the young people's depart­
ment. It was built at the very eco­
nomical cost of a little over $20,000, not 
including the equipment. 

In February 1954 the Cave City 
Church had the services of Chester A. 
Igleheart, associate in the Sunday Sch,ool 
Department, in an enlargement cam­
paign. As the result of this intensive 
effort of searching the "highways and 
hedges" and preparing our workers with 
the basic Sunday School methods we 
have moved up from a class school to 
a fully departmentalized school. Where 
we did have about fifteen workers, we 
now have approximately forty. Included 
in the departmentalization are two adult 
departments. Since 1952 there has been 
a thirty-three percent increase in aver­
age attendanee in the Sunday School.

One woman in the congregation sold 
400 dishcloths she had made. Another 
donated the money she had been paying 
someone to iron clothes for her; she did 
her own ironing instead. Other mem­
bers followed their own plans. 

When the five weeks were up, the 
congregation put their money in a horn 
of plenty. As it turned out, the collec­
tion was $699. The church voted to pay 
off the debt and use the remainder to 
launch a fund-raising drive for a new 
building.

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Doubling Your Evangelistic Opportunities 
By CHARLES H. MORRIS 

First Baptist Church 
Metropolis, Illinois 

Ours is a town of less than 8,000 
people. During the past three years 
we have enjoyed the influx of construc­
tion people moving into our town. Dur­
ing that time we reached a great num­
ber of these for Christ. 

Beginning about six months ago we 
began to feel the effect of these people 
moving from our city to other construc­
tion areas. Along with these available 
contacts for evangelistic opportunities 
we had won a great many of thJ per­
manent people. Suddenly we were con­
fronted with a lack of available con­
tacts in our immediate area. 

Were there no more persons to be 
reached for Christ? Yes, there were, 
but they were just beyond our imme­
diate church area. What were we to 
do? Should we be content to limp along 
when we had been having a great host 
of additions by profession of faith, or 
should we accept the challenge o:f; put­
ting a mission where the people were? 
We did the latter. 

In June, 1955 we began a Vacation 
Bible School in an empty store building. 
We thought that if we reached 50 we 
would have done a good job. The first 
day there were 32, the next day over 
100. In a few days we were looking for 
a new place to meet. We met in a bar­
ber shop, store, yards, and homes. Then 
we secured an empty dwelling house. 

As the first week began to draw to a 
close, we asked, ''Shall we have Sun­
day school?" We did, and over 40 came. 
This was the beginning. On decision 
day in Vacation Bible School we had 
19 conversions, 14 of whom later joined 
the church. 

Our next step was to have preaching. 
A young ministerial student was se­
cured, and regular services began 
Sunday School, Training Union, and 
two church services. With very few 
~xceptions nearly every Sunday has 
.seen conversions and additions. In the 
four months since the mission began 
there have been over 30 additions to 
the church. 

We have now secured and paid for a 
building on a permanent site and the 
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mission goes on reaching people for 
Christ. I am grateful for the privilege 
of being pastor of a church which sees 
that she can double her evangelistic 
contacts by reaching out an arm to an 
unreached area.
