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A VANISHING BAPTIST DISTINCTIVE 
By PROF. J. W. MacGORMAN 

Fort Worth, Texas 

Baptists believe in believer's baptism 
and its corollary, a regenerated church 
membership . Claiming the New Testa­
ment itself as the ultimate authority for 
our faith and practice, we have conclud­
ed that in the early Christian com­
munities baptism followed upon a faith­
experience with Jesus Christ and consti­
tuted a. public confession which identi­
fied one with the family of God in 
Christ. Thus we have rejected every 
interpretation of baptism which makes it 
necessary to regeneration; and thus we 
have rejected infant baptism, whose ur­
gency can be maintained only if infants 
are born guilty of sin before God and 
only if baptism avails to the alleviation 
of that inherited guilt. 

So well established is our identity 
with this doctrine that it would be 
superfluous in any informed gathering to 
take time to call a roll of historic Bap­
tist witnesses. Thus I may be permitted 
to come immediately to the burden of 
my message, namely, that we Baptists 
are forfeiting the right to claim this dis­
tinctive. The doctrine of believer's bap­
tism and a regenerated church mem­
bership has become for us a vanishing 
distinctive- at best, a molested ideal; at 
worst, a mangled fiction. 

There is not one of the 30,000 church­
es affiliated with our convention which 
does not have reason to be concerned 
about the number in its membership who 
manifest no evidence whatever of having 
committed themselves to Jesus Christ as 
Saviour and Lord. Check with the ar­
chitectural consultants who are familiar 
with our Baptist churches and you will 
find them realistically advising our 
churches to build places of worship 
which will seat approximately half of 
their resident memberships. Note the 
difficulty of rallying our churches as 
telling forces in social and moral issues 
or as dynamic bases for world evangel­
ization and you will conclude that the 
current Baptist dilemma is this: that 
while professing our historic identifica­
tion with the doctrine of believer's bap­
tism and a regenerated membership, we 
actually are tolerating emphases and 
practices which make it impossible. 

Quantitative Measurements 

One such emphasis is the unchallenged 
rule of quantitative measurements in 
our church life. We declare that Chris­
tianity is a spiritual religion; it proclaims 
that men must be born of the Spirit; it 
proclaims that the kingdom or rule of 
God in the hearts of men is a spiritual 
reality; and yet we persist in the use of 
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the categories of physical measurement 
in the determination of spiritual pro­
gress. Indeed, it would be difficult to 
exaggerate the extent to which this par­
ticular phenomenon has dominated our 
thinking. 

Ride in the back seat of an automobile 
enroute to the annual sessions of the 
Southern Baptist Convention and listen 
to a group of preachers as they talk 
about various churches. Evaluations 
and devaluations will be expressed 
largely through numerical categories, 
as they mention with praise or depre­
ciation the number of resident mem­
bers, the number on the Sunday school 
roll, the value of church properties, the 
amount of the budget, and the number 
of additions. 

Attend an annual associational meet­
ing and listen to the missionary or sec­
retary as he gives the report of his work 
during the year: "I have travelled 31,423 
miles, have attended 212 meetings, have 
preached 343 times, have granted 276 
personal interviews, have made 1622 
telephone calls, have sent 87 telegrams, 
and have mailed 14,643 items from my 
office." I never listen to such a report 
without becoming physically exhaused. 
My immediate impulse is to move that 
the association give the missionary a 
week's vacation in the nearest oxygen 
tent so that he can catch his breath. 
Then the next time that I have occasion 
to call him on the phone, I can't help 
but visualize him reaching for his record 
book to enter me as one more item in 
next year's report. I imagine that when 
he kisses his wife good night, he auto­
matically says: "That's two for today; 
where's my pencil?' 

Listen to the pulpit committee of one 
of the larger Baptist churches of our 
state as they tell an interim pastor ad­
visor: "We are going to take the Texas 
Baptist Annual, find the church which 
recorded the most baptisms last year, 
and try to get their pastor," and you 
will agree that Dr. Wilfred Jarvis of 
Australia gave Southern Baptists a 
timely admonishment when he warned 
us against the ravages of bacillus statis­
ticotis, showing how David had been 
bitten by the same bug to great loss. 

With some risk of being charged with 
irreverence I'd like to suggest the advis­
ability of a revision of the order of serv­
ice for all Baptist churches which are in 
the throes of this virulent disease. In­
stead of singing the Doxology, they 
might sing "Praise IBM from whom all 
calculators flow." Then the choir could 
sing as a special number "Count Your 
Blessings," while the ushers passed out 
slips of paper and pencils for the people 

to do so. Then the pastor might preach 
appropriately from the Book of Num­
bers, and the congregation could sing as 
the hymn of invitation "Almost Not 
Counted." 

In the first Corinthian letter Paul re­
calls that he baptized Crispus, Gaius, and 
and the household of Stephanas and 
then adds: " .. .. besides, I know not 
whether I baptized any other." That 
passage affords sure proof that Paul was 
not a Southern Baptist preacher. If 
he had been, he could have regained 
consciousness from a twenty-eight day 
coma and told you immediately how 
many he had baptized up to the time 
that he passed out. 

Of course, I have overdrawn the pie ... 
ture somewhat but have done so for 
the same reason that a writer uses italics 
in a manuscript. The fact remains~ 
however, that' where an obsession with 
quantitative measurements enjoys the 
prominence that it does among Southern 
Baptists, you have an emphasis tolerated 
which may be counted upon to make a 
travesty of the doctrine of believer's 
'baptism and a regenerated church mem­
bership. Any time that a preacher has 
occasion to feel that his ministry will be 
evaluated by churches and other preach­
ers upon the 'basis of quantitative 
measurements, you have fertile soil for 
the violation of this great principle. 

Numbers Leave Greater Part Untold 

Though numerical categories are im­
portant in the determination of spiritual 
progress, they do not merit the promi­
nence they hold among us. They al­
ways leave the greater part of the story 
untold. They give us linear measure­
ments only; they tell us nothing about 
depth, and the New Testament has 
much to say about this dimension. Has 
it ever occurred to you that the finest 
study in the evaluation of churches to 
be found anywhere is in the second and 
third chapters of the Book of Revela­
tion? Will you please notice that Jesus 
evaluates these churches with absolute­
ly no appeal to the quantitative 
measurements so dear to Southern Bap­
tists? In fact, the only time that Jesus 
even came close to one of them was 
when he commented on the very limited 
budget of the Grace Baptist Tabernacle, 
which he did only to provide a contrast 
for the commendation of their great 
spiritual wealth. And again, when he 
commented on the record-breaking bud­
get of the First Baptist Cathedral of 
Laodicea, which he did only to provide 
a contrast for the condemnation of their 
spiritual bankruptcy. 

It is possible that Southern Baptists 
could break all records this year in 
certificates sent, awards given, seals 
stuck, pins pinned, pennants hung, labels 
licked, tags tied, conventions attended, 
dollars spent, and pencils worn out and'

Daley Observations 

There's a chill in the night air 
and the first yellow leaves are drift­
ing earthward. This can mean only 
one thing-school days are here 
again. "Back-to-school" ads in show 
windows, mothers hustling to get all 
the children ready, new blue jeans, 
tight shoes that hurt, skirts and 
blouses and a hundred other things 
are all a part of this great American 
tradition. Children with freshly 
scrubbed faces that shine like their 

C. R. Daley bright eyes will be greeted by teach-
ers who, next to parents, will exert 

the most influence upon the youngsters. In the school 
room there will be that familiar smell of chalk dust, 
the white imprint on the wall left from last year's 
eraser battle, and, on a desk in a roughly carved heart, 
initials of school day lovers now married and enrolled 
in a more serious school. 

For several million six-year-olds school will be a 
new experience. They will be excited and nervous, 
but only a few weeks will be needed for their new 
adjustment. Some boys and girls will be meeting 
things like Algebra and Latin for the first time and 
some will accept them as life-long friends while others 
will tolerate them as enemies for a season. Several 
million more young people will be packing up to leave . 
parents and hometown for colelge. There is a strain 
of sadness in the thought of young people leaving 
horn~ for college. For many it marks the break from 
hom~ never to return again for long, but this is a 
nece"sary part of growing up, and no day is more 
significant for a young person. 

School affords for many of us the most precious 
memories, and every September I relive many vivid 
experiences of bygone days. How could I ever forget 
one day of my first year. To buy pictures and other 
needed supplies in those days of scarcity, each pupil 
was asked to bring an egg. The egg and I fared well 
until I met a bull on the mile walk to the school house 
and, trying to circle him, I stepped into a hole :md fell 
with the egg in my pocJ..- 0 t. The mess I was m upon 
arriving at school exp1aim why first grade teachers 
are scarce. Neither wi; I ever forget crying like a 
baby when I got my first w h; pping in the eighth grade. 

College was a big quec:tion mark for all aspirants 
in 1935. I wanted to go out those were hard years 
and the little farm I lived on with my parents did well 
to feed and clothe us. The turning point in my life 
came in the late summer with word of a scholarship 
to Brewton Parker College, where with the sacrifice of 
my parents, I managed to finish and move on to 
Mercer University. 

Two other Septembers are dear to me. One was 
in 1943 when I came to the seminary in Kentucky; the 
other in 1949 when I went to Georgetown College to 
teach Latin and Greek. It was with a hundred bor­
rowed dollars that I brought the family to Louisville 
,after one year, where I joined many other seminary 
students in delivering milk, throwing papers, jerking 
:sodas, painting with the campus crew and other avail-
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able jobs to stay in school. With many it's great to be 
through school but, as for me, it's difficult to stay 
away from school when September rolls around. 

Best wishes to all who are returning to school. 
Stick to it, friends, for Kingdom work among Baptists 
will have need of you. 

The Man of Macedonia 
Some of the most deplorable messes in Baptist 

life today are made when pulpit committees go out in 
search of a prospect for pastor of their church. Some­
times it is the fault of the committee, sometimes it is 
the fault of the preacher and sometimes it is the fault 
of both. The conduct of preachers is often shocking 
to laymen who have taken seriously the historic claim 
of complete dependance upon the Holy Spirit. The 
following letter was composed in jest by a Baptist 
preacher of a past generation. When I read it , I don't 
know whether to laugh or cry: 
Dear Sir and Brother: 

Doubtless you recall the invitation you extended to me 
to come over into Macedonia and help the people of that 
section. You will pardon me for saying that I am somewhat 
surprised you should expect a man of my standing in the 
church seriously to consider a call on such meager informa­
tion. There are a number of things I would like to learn be­
fore giving you my decision and I would appreciate you 
dropping me a line, addressing me at Troas. 

First of all, I would like to know if Macedonia is a 
circuit or a station. This is important, as I have been told 
that once a man begins on a circuit it is well-nigh impos­
sible to secure employment in station work. If Macedonia 
embraces more than one preaching place, I may as well tell 
you frankly that I cannot think of accepting the call. 

There is another important item that was overlooked in 
your brief and somewhat sudden invitation. No mention was 
made of the salary I should receive. While it is true that I 
am not preaching for money, there are certain things that 
need to be taken inito account. I have been through a long 
and expensive course of training; in fact, I may say with 
pardonable pride, that I am a Sanhedrin man-the only one 
in the ministry today. 

The day is past when you may expect a man to rush 
into a new field without some idea of the support he is to 
receive. I have worked myself up to a good position in the 
Asiatic field, and to take a drop and lose my grade would be 
a serious matter. Nor can I afford to swap "dollar for dollar," 
as the saying is among us apostles . Kindly get the good Mace­
donian brethern together and see what you can do in the 
way of support. You have told me nothing about Macedonia 
beyond the implication that the place needs help . What 
are the social advantages? Is the church well organized? 

I recently had a fine offer to return to Damascus at an 
i.IJlcrease in salary, and am told that I made a very favorable 
impression on the church at Jerusalem. If it will help with 
the board at Macedonia, you might mention these facts , and 
also some of the brethren in Judea have been heard to say 
that if I keep on, in a few years I may have anything in 
the gift of the church. For recommendations, write to Rev. 
Simon Peter, D.D., Jerusalem. I will say that I am a first 
class mixer and especially strong on argumentative preaching. 

If I accept the call, I must stipulate for two months' 
vacation and the privilege of taking an occasional lecture 
tour. My lecture on "Over the Wall in a Basket," is worth two 
drachmas of any man's money. Sincerely yours, Paul of Tarsus.

J. Edward Cunningham, director of 
the Kentucky Baptist Mountain Mission 
program, Campton, Kentucky, shares 
this letter from the heart of an Eastern 
Kentucky pastor, Finley Ray, whose 
church is at Hyden. Finley Ray writes: 

"Dear Ed.: 

"If I but could have the chance I 
would like to tell every preacher in the 
State of Kentucky the real thrills that 
come from being a pastor in Eastern 
Kentucky. I thought until the first of 
this year that I was happy in Louisville 
and that I was faced with a real chal­
lenge. Now I am thankful that the Lord 
changed my outlook a little and led me 
to be pastor here at Hyden. The chal­
lenges of an Eastern Kentucky pastor­
ate will only serve to keep a man busy 
and also humbled at his own inade­
quacies. Let me attempt to give you 
several reasons for believing this: 

"1. Throughout the State of Kentucky 
one of every four people~ one meets is 
a Baptist. Here in Leslie County only 
one of every sixteen or seventeen is a 
member of any church ranging from 
Holiness to Baptist. What an oppor­
tunity! ... with only six small Bap­
tist churches among some 18,000 people. 

"2. A small salary in Eastern Ken­
tucky doesn't mean hard times for a 
preacher for the people are constantly 
giving of whatever they have. Unless 
things change, my people are almost 
going to force my wife and me to buy 
a freezer before next summer, in order 
for us to keep all of the food that is

given to us. That is just a sample of 
how different things are here from other 
parts of the state. My people love and 
respect their preacher no matter who 
he is. 

"3. An Eastern Kentucky pastorate 
will convince a man that in order to ac­
complish lasting growth he must go be­
yond the Southern Baptist average for 
the length of a pastorate. I don't think 
that a man can stay here any less than 
five years and really leave an impact 
with his life, for here things move and 
grow slowly . . . but things will grow 
with perseverance. 

"4. It is true that I sometimes miss 
the association with other preachers 
which I had in Louisville, but there 
is a quietness of life here that breeds 
reflection and gives time for it. I think 
there would be no better place for a 
young preacher to formulate his basic 
philosophi~s, one that would be his and 
not passed on from someone else. 

"5. Finally, no preacher can work in 
Eastern Kentucky without being firmly 
convinced if the value of the Coopera­
tive Program. Only the future will tell 
the true wisdom of its having been 
used here. It is raising the level of the 
ministry, and providing missionaries and 
churches where they are needed. I'm 
proud to be a part of it. 

"Again, Ed, I want to tell you how 
much I personally appreciate your in­
terest and help, especially here at Hy­
den, but also throughout all of Eastern 
Kentucky. I feel that without your 
drive that perhaps I would not be here. 
Feeling as I do now, I would not change 
places with anyone I know anywhere."

Foundation Executives 
Conduct Workshop 
At Glorieta Assembly 

Dr. A. M. Vollmer, executive secre­
tary-treasurer of the Kentucky Baptist 
Foundation, aftended a workshop of 
Southern Baptist Foundation Executives 
at Glorieta, New Mexico, August 8-14. 
The Foundation meeting was held simul­
taneously with the Bible Conference. 
A survey of seventeen state Foundations 
revealed that the Kentucky Baptist 
Foundation with $1,343,315.97 in assets 
ranks fifth, being exceeded only by 
Texas, Georgia, Oklahoma and Louisi­
ana. The standing of the Kentucky 
agency is significant in view of the fact 
that from its inception its secretary, Dr. 
Vollmer, has served in a combination 
capacity, first as secretary of the De­
partment of Christian Education and 
during the last five years as secretary 
of the Department of Promotion. The 
income from trust funds now being ad­
ministered by the Kentucky Baptist 
Foundation will exceed $50,000 for the 
current year of 1957. 

Clifton C. Thomas Resigns 
As General Secretary 
Of Maryland Baptists 

BALTIMORE, Md. - (BP) - The 
state secretary for Baptists in Maryland 
has announced his retirement. Dr. Clif­
ton C. Thomas who has served for eight 
years submitted his resignation effective 
January 1, 1958. A native of Virginia, 
Dr. Thomas came from Virginia where 
he had served as pastor of First Church, 
Staunton. In his letter to the general 
board he said, "My gratitude for having 
some little part in the continued pro­
gram of advance ,among Maryland Bap­
tists is likewise inexpressible. The 
wholehearted co-operation and support 
of this Board, the pastors, the churches 
and our faithful staff have been a 
source of encouragement and challenge 
as I have tried to give my best as your 
servant. . . . I am anticipating with a 
great deal of pleasure the privilege of 
serving as supply pastor and of preach­
ing in revivals, during the years that are 
ahead." A successor is expected to be 
named in November.

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SHOULD WE NOT ALSO 
BE COURTEOUS?

Some ardent workers were out toiling 
one morning. They were of another 
church or faith than ours. They ap­
proached a man who was a Baptist and 
sought to engage him in an interview. 
He was at leisure. As soon as this Bap­
tist learned who these people were and 
the faith they represented, he immedi­
ately proceeded to take them apart in 
the most vicious and un-Christian man­
ner imaginable. His fury toward them 
was utterly without Christian tolerance 
or consideration. He poured upon them 
every invective in the dictionary. So 
terrible and unthinkable was his attack 
upon them, the writer, who was un­
intentionally a bystander, was greatly 
embarrassed and wanted to flee for 
cover. 

Now, this scribe does not share the 
faith of these people. He considers 
much of their faith unscriptural and 
very subversive. But, one thing about 
them could not be overlooked. They 
stood and took their abuse meekly. Their 
manner was humble and unresentful. 
They went on their way apparently glad 
they could suffer reprnach for their 
faith. They were far more Christian in 
their attitude and conduct than their 
attacker. 

The writer has thought much about 
this experience since. He is proud to be 
a Baptist because he sincerely believes 
Baptis,t doctrine to be New Testament 
teaching. No one believes the great 
distinctive doctrines of Baptists more 
strongly than he. He has stood for these 

doctrines unflinchingly and preached 
them with joy and confidence through 
the years. He has not always done so 
in the spirit of kindness and courteous 
consideration of others as he now wishes 
he had. He is thoroughly ashamed of 
any discourtesy and intolerance shown 
towards any who differed from him. 
And, he has all too slowly come to be­
lieve some things he very much would 
like to share with his younger brethren 
both of the ministry and the churches in 
general: 

I. We Baptists, Of All People, Ought 
To Keep Our Minds Open. Progress in 
all spheres is made through open­
mindedness. Nothing hindered the 
progress of the Gospel in Paul's day 
more than intolerance and the closed 
mind. Paul and his associates suffered 
much in many places because of it. 
Witness Thessalonica, Lystra and Philip­
pi. But, when they went to Berea it was 
different. Those of Berea "were more 
noble than they of Thessalonica." Why 
were they so? Because they were a 
people with open minds. They too had 
their religion. But, they were willing 
to hear some one who believed he had 
something good for them. They were 
a people without intolerance. So, they 
heard Paul respectfully ,and then 
"searched the scriptures daily to see if 
these things were so." 

We Baptists ought to emulate the 
Bereans. The devilish spirit of intol-

erance and the closed mind have slowed 
down the pace of progress to a slow 
creep. It is the cause of much of the 
trouble that plagues our churches. It 
is the enemy of truth and the weapon 
of the weak. Let us remember that 
tolerance and the open mind constitute 
a good Baptist doctrine too, and that 
this doctrine is taught far more abund­
antly in the Bible than that of the se­
curity of the believer or immersion for 
baptism. Let us learn to listen with 
Christian courtesy to those who differ 
from us and who feel that they have 
a message we need. By doing so, we 
stand a much better chance to get them 
to listen to us and to plant the seed of 
truth in their minds and hearts. One 
thing is certain; we can't win them 
away from their errors if we are boorish 
and rail on them and make them mad. 

2. Genuine Love For People Will Make 
Us Kind To Them And Patient With 
Them. We sorely need these old fash­
ioned Christian virtues in our churches, 
our homes, the school room, the busi­
ness office and all life relations. They 
are not luxuries but the most practical 
necessities, if we are to do the work of 
Christ and really enjoy living. We 
cannot do the work of Christ until we, 
in some measure at least, reproduce the 
spirit of Christ. He was kind. He was 
patient. "Love is very patient, very 
kind" (Moffatt). "Love has good man­
ners. It is not touchy" (Phillips). "We 
seek the fruits of love" (Phillips). We 
win only through and by love. No one is 
really won to Christ who is not won by 
love and to a life of love. If we "fol­
low the way of love" we will be hum­
ble and kind and ready to listen to others 
and be considerate of what they have 
to say. We will ·be patient with them

in their errors. We will be gentle in 
all our dealings. When will we learn 
that, to be like Christ, we must be 
gentlemen and gentlewomen? 

3. We Baptists are Causing Many of 
the Finest and Best People to Go Away 
From Us and into Other Churches by 
Our Ugly and Unchristian Conduct and 
Attitude. We have emphasized free­
dom and independence until many 
seem to think they are free only to stir 
up trouble and keep things in a stew. 
Some churches are torn up and in an 
uproar because of a lack of patience 
and kindness and tolerance and love. 
We call ourselves Christians and yet 
the fello-wship in lodges and clubs and 
business concerns often puts that in 
our churches to shame by comparison. 

We talk much of "Winning people to 
Christ," and we have brought many 
into our churches . But how many of 
our converts are really Christian? 

Do we not need sorely to redefine what 
it is to win people to Christ? Do we not 
need to read aga-in and again that 
"Love is of God and he that loveth is 
born of God and knoweth God. He that 
loveth not knoweth not God for God is 
love." Have we not fought over our 
doctrinal differences in such an un­
Christian manner that we have too much 
forgotten our Saviour's first command­
ment," " To love one another as He 
loved us?" It is not how many Baptists 
there are of us but how many of us 
really are the kind of Baptists Christ 
would have us to be. To be like Him 
and follow the example He left us we 
must learn to be kind and patient and 
tolerant and loving. Until we are such 
we may be many but we are not much. 

The writer knows well that our 
Saviour's righteous indignation did at 
times flare out and burn in hot flame 
against His enemies. But, a careful 
look at these occasions in His ministry 
when it was thus will reveal that the 
real and underlying cause of his de­
nunciation was wilfull and determined 
blindness into which His adversaries 
were led by intolerance and the closed 
mind. Had they matched the religion 
of their fathers with that humility and 
sweetness of spirit which belonged to 
Moses and Jeremiah and all the great 
leaders of Israel, Jesus could have found 
an approach to their hearts, and they 
could have been led into the knowledge 
of the truth. But they were hopeless, 
for the same reason so many Baptists 
are to be pitied. They had closed minds 
and so no one--not even Jesus- could 
tell them anything. Such a s-tate is too 
sad for words, and none are hopeless 
than those who occupy it. 

If we Baptists will match our doc­
trines with a becoming tolerance and 
kindness and love we will win many 
we will never otherwise win.

EZEKIEL, PASTOR OF HIS PEOPLE 

Ezekiel 1 :1-3; 2; 24:15-16; 34 

H. C. Chiles 

The Book of Ezek­
iel was written by 
the ar i s t o c r a t i c 
priest, coura g e o u s 
prophet and faith­
ful pastor whose 
name it bears . 
I . The Captivity of 

Judah. 
In 597 B. C. Nebu­

chadnezzar came up 
with his armies and 
ravaged the country, 
leaving it waste and 
desolate . He sacked 

the city of Jerusalem e1md destroyed the 
temple, which for generations had been 
the pride and joy of the pious Jews. To 
show His displeasure at and detestation 
had been the pride and joy of the pious 
Jews. To show His displeasure at and 
detestation of the sinful manner of life 
of His people, God simply permitted 
many leading citizens of Jerusalem and 
large numbers of the population to be 
marched off as hostages and taken into 
captivity in Babylon, but this punish­
ment was intended to be remedial. At 
that time, however, many believed that 
this was a fatal blow to the people of 
God. While there is no record that these 
exiles were persecuted cruelly, they con­
stantly longed to return to their be­
loved homeland. Those extremely dark 
days forbade them to entertain much 
hope for the future . 

n. The Call of Ezekiel. Ezekiel 1:1-3. 

Regardless of how dark the days, or 
how disappointed, disillusioned or dis­
couraged the people of God • may be 
their heavenly Father never leaves the~ 
without somebody to speak to them 
for Him. To this end God chose as His 
messenger to those in captivity a priest 
by the name of Ezekiel, who had not 
been permitted to perform the duties of 
the priesthood during his captivity. De­
spite the disobedience of His people and 
in the midst of their bondage, God c~lled 
a prophet to minister unto them for 
Him. 

God calls men into His service in 
different ways . He called Isaiah through 
a vision which he received in the temple 
where he had gone in a spirit of de­
pression on account of the death of Uz­
-ziah. In the case of Ezekiel we are 
told that on a certain day while he was 
among the captives the heavens were 
opened and he saw a vision of God and 
" the word of the Lord came ex pressly 
unto him and the hand of the Lord was 
there upon him." As proof of His 
great interest in the things that are 
done on this earth, God opened the 
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heavens a111d communicated His mes­
s~g~ to Ezekiel in preparation for the 
difficult task which he was to under­
take. God simply called out Ezekiel 
from the midst of his brethren to be the 
bearer of His mess~ge to them. There 
was not any doubt in the mind of the 
prophet about the call coming from 
God. 

Not only did Ezekiel see the heavens 
opened and did he receive a vision of 
God, but the Lord spoke to him and 
calle~ him to render a definite service 
~or Him. !he fact that he was a stranger 
m a foreign land did not prevent him 
from hearing the voice of God and being 
used by Him in a mighty way. 

God r evealed to Ezekiel the particular 
needs of those in captivity and im­
P7~sse? upon him his personal responsi­
biht:y m , connection with them. A call to 
service is always a definite appeal to 
respond to some particular need. The 
fact that the Lord laid His hand upon 
Ezekiel was a guaranrtee that He would 
ena_ble him to render the service for 
which he was called. It is encouraging 
to recall that, when God calls one of 
H~s children to render any service for 
~im, He always prepares the way for 
him and then furnishes the strength for 
the accomplishment of the pressing task. 

m . The Commission of Ezekiel. Ezekiel 
2:1-5. 

At the sight of the glory of God 
Ezekiel fell on his face in awe and wor~ 
sl;-ip, much as Saul of Tarsus prostrated 
himself before Christ when he received 
that heavenly vision on the road to 
Damascus. Adoration is the inevitable 
result of a clear vision and a correct 
understanding of God. Because God 
wants service as well as worship, He 
calls upon all of His worshipping serv­
ants to arise and execute His commands 
without delay. 

Impressed with God's majesty and 
awed by His spoken commands Ezekiel 
felt constrained to perform the duties of 
a spiritual mindstry to the best of his 
ability. God commissioned Ezekiel to 
convey to these exiles, who were look­
ing with longing eyes toward Jerusalem 
and their homeland , His message of re­
buke, warning, encouragement, comfort 
and cheer. It was his responsibility to 
tell them that, before they could hope 
to return to their beloved homeland 
they must turn to the Lord in sincer~ 
repentance. 

Ezekiel was warned that the rebellious 
and impudent people might refuse to 
heed God's message, but he was urged 

to be faithful in the performance of his 
duty regardless of whether or not they 
were willing to receive it. 

Overwhelmed by the enormity of his 
God-given task and tremendous respon­
sibility, Ezekiel went down quietly and 
took his place among the despondent 
exiles by the river of Chebar. His 
great longing was to be of real help to 
them in their despair. Sitting where 
they sat, Ezekiel learned their particular 
difficulties and came to have a greater 
sympathy for them. His presence, pray­
ers, sympathy, counsel and hopefulness 
were invaluable to them. 

Trusting God fully, Ezekiel declared 
His message faithfully, even though he 
was aware that they did not like what 
he was saying to them. He sought to 
keep before them their national sins, 
which had brought them i-nto such hu­
miliating circumstances, and to sustain 
their faith by predictmg their restora­
tion. He is a good illustration of the 
fact that God's resources are never ex­
hausted, but that He always has His man 
to deliver His message where, how and 
to whom He wills. 

Without fear or favor, Ezekiel called 
upon the people to repent of their sins, 
to turn from all of their wicked ways, 
to trust God for all of their needs and 
to be faithful in their obedience to Him 
in all things. Not only was he a splendid 
example of righteous living, but he did 
so much to preserve the worship of Je­
hovah and to prepare the people for 
their return to J eruslaem. 
IV. The Care of God. Ezekiel 34:11-16. 

In contrast with the false shepherds 
which were mentioned in this chapter, 
God assured His people that He would 
take care of them in an exceptional man­
ner. He promised to search for them, 
locate them, deliver them out of the 
betrayal of the false shepherds, out of 
the hand of their enemies and out of 
their bondage, return them to their 
heritage and satisfy all of their real 
needs. It was His wish that they ever 
remember and live in the blessed as­
surance that He would care for them in 
the very best way possible, and that 
under no circumstances would He ever 
abandon them.
