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THE ROYAL AMBASSADORS AND THE 
EDUCATIONAL PROGRAM OF A CHURCH

There is a place for the order of Royal 
Ambassadors in the total educational 
pr ogram of a Baptist church. 

This organization, dedicated to mis­
sionary education and the development 
of Christian character, fulfills a worthy 
function and meets a real need. 

In the early days of Sunday schools, 
many churches r efused to permit 
them to meet in the church buildings. 
After this first stage of antagonism and 
suspicion, the Sunday schools were tol­
erated and given permission to meet in 
the church buildings. Happily there 
came a day, when the churches adopted 
the Sunday schools enthusiastically as a 
basic part of its total church program, 
and in m ost churches today the Sun­
day school is thought of as th e church 
at work teaching and as much a part 
of the tot al church program as the morn­
ing worship service. 

This same process was followed !.c1 
the development of the Baptist Young 
P eople's Union which ultimately became 
the adopted t raining program of a Bap­
tist church providing for all ages. 

F or many years the majority of South­
ern Baptist churches felt no great need 
for the Royal Ambassador organization 
in their churches . Some churches, where 
such a n eed was r ecognized, lacked suf­
ficient enthusiasm to enlist and train 
the w ork er s. Happily, now, an increas­
ing number of churches are recognizing 
the need for a boys' org,anization spon­
sored by the church and dedicated to 
the fulfillment of the ideals and ob­
jectives det ermined by the church. 

The Royal Ambassadors organization 
is the only Southern Baptist organiza­
tion specifically for boys. Its program 
is designed to meet the very real needs 
of junior and intermediate boys. It 
supplements the work of the Sunday 
school and the Tm ining Union and 
other church activities now serving this 
age group , by providing an opportunity 
to meet the needs of boys not now be­
ing met by existing church organiza­
tions. 

Royal Ambassadors Have an Unique 
Ministry 

The camping program, recreation, 
crafts, the ranking program, and other 
activities play an important role in this 
week-day organization for Southern 
Baptist boys. The kind of fellowship 
and play they h ave during the week 
has a great influence on the lives of the 
boys . Boys identify themselves with 
the leaders that they admire and want 
t o imitate . It is important that Chris­
tian men be with boys in informal situa-
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tions on a comradeship level and dem­
onstrate before them the kind of Chris­
tian character and behavior that will en­
courage them to follow their example. 
The recreational program of Royal Am­
bassadors helps provide this favorable 
climate for Christian character develop­
ment. 

Leadership of boys in the Royal Am­
bassador organization gives to men in 
the churches an opportunity to perform 
a very real Christian service. 

Boys in the churches need to h ave a 
sense of divine vocations . God has a 
plan for every life. God is interested in 
the career of every boy, whether that 
boy should ultimately become a foreign 
missionary or a public school teacher, 
a banker or a minister of education. 
Unfortunately, many young people have 
wrongly assumed that God has nothing 
for them to do if he does not call them 
into some church-related vocation. 
Through Royal Ambassadors the finest 
young men in the church family will 
have an opportunity to discover God's 
plan for their lives and to develop a 
sense of purpose and direction. 

Making the Royal Ambassador Program 
A Part of the Church 

No longer should we think of the 
Royal Ambassador program as auxiliary 
to the church. It is time for us to adopt 
it as a basic part of our church program 
just as we have done with the Sunday 
school and Training Union. In most of 
our churches, when we have a need for a 
Sunday school teacher, the pastor and 
other church staff members help to find 
the right person for the task. Is this 
true when you need a Royal Ambassador 
counselor in your church? How long 
does it take to find this person? Should 
not the church lea~ership be as inter­
ested in providing the right kind of 
counselors for this missionary educa­
tion organization as for other programs 
of the church? When additional space 
is needed for a growing Sunday school 
the entire church assumes the respon­
sibility for their meeting place. The 
point is that we need to make Royal 
Ambassadors as much a part of the total 
program of our church as is the Sunday 
school and Training Union. 

To deserve such consideration and 
support, the Royal Ambassadors should 
in turn be a fully co-operating organiza­
tion in the total life of the church. Their 
activities, including recreational activ­
ities, should be planned with the com­
plete loyalty to the total church pro­
gram in mind. There should be perfect 
co-ordination between their activities 

and the activities of the Sunday school 
and Training Union and church music 
groups serving_ this same age group. 

Leadership Training Needed 

Who gets priority on the best leader­
ship in your church? Are all phases of 
the church work equitably provided for ? 
In our family we have six children. We 
try to keep all six of them properly 
clothed and fed . We seek to maintain 
a balance for all members of the fam­
ily in providing for them to the best of 
our ability. In the church, all mem­
bers of the church family should be 
equitably provided for. Literature, 
meeting space, and leadership are needs 
which the church can supply. A very 
real need in the missionary education 
program in most churches is for trained 
leadership. Counselors have been dif­
ficult to enlist because so few men had 
the necessary background of experience 
and information. To push somebody 
into such a position without adequate 
preparation is to seriously handicap his 
prospects of successful functioning. This 
means that as for other church organi­
zations, the necessary provision should 
be made for a leadership training pro­
gram for the missionary education or­
ganizat ions. By enlisting in such a train­
ing program those with interest and 
ability, it will be possible to have an 
adequate supply of properly prepared 
workers to give the leadership needed 
in the program of missionary education. 

Just as many churches have wisely 
sent their Sunday school, Training 
Union, ·and WMU leaders to Ridgecrest 
and Glorieta for specialized training 
there, the church wisely invests in its 
missionary education program when it 
provides for such leadership training in 
state and convention-wide assemblies, 
conventions, and retreats for missionary 
education leaders. 

Literature Provided 

Almost without exception, Sunday 
school and Training Union literature is 
prov,ided free to an those enrolled in 
Sunday school and Training Union in 
our churches. The time is rapidly com­
ing when churches with missionary edu­
cation organizations are providing the 
same type of curriculum materials for 
their missionary education organiza­
tions. When literature, leadership, and 
adequate facilities are provided we can 
look forward to a successful program of 
missionary education.

Daley Observations 
If you are a preacher, don't be 

surprised if you begin receiving a 
Roman Catholic magazine each week 
and if you are a church member 
don't get alarmed and call a special 
business meeting if you happen to 
see a Catholic publication in your 
pastor's mailbox. It's all part of a 
plan of the Roman Church to use 
their publications to win converts 
from other faiths. 

On the desk before me is the 
c. R. Daley August 4 issue of Our Sunday Visi-

tor, the national Catholic weekly. 
The front page headlines read: "Your Catholic paper 
can help win converts. Pass it on regularly to a non­
Catholic reader." In the article which follows it is 
claimed that already the O S V (Our Sunday Visitor) 
is passed on so that each copy averages at least one 
non-Catholic reader. The circulation of this periodical 
is reported to be nearly 900,000 which means that 
nearly a million non-Catholics receive it second-hand­
ed each week. The writer stated further that "not a 
few have actually entered the Church as a result of 
reading it." 

As a Baptist editor I am not only interested but 
greatly concerned 1by this report. Each week about 
57,000 copies of the Western Recorder are sent out, 
and naturally I'm anxious a:bout what happens to 
them. How many of them eventually reach non-be­
lievers and non-Baptists? A thought even more 
alarming is how many of them are actually read by 
the subscribers? A rural mail carrier wrote recently 
that his observation led him to believe that maybe 
30 per cent of those mailed were never opened. He 
said this in trying to be of help, and I hope he is 
wrong, but it's deadly serious with me. Let me bare 
my heart and ,be perfectly honest. It is no comfort 
to me to see on the front page each week, "Kentucky's 
Largest Denominational Paper," if we're fooling our­
selves. In fact, it's of questiona!ble comfort even if 
it 's true. Naturally I am concerned about the circu­
lation but I am not nearly as interested in the total 
circulation as I am the total effect. Maybe as Bap­
tists we are guilty of the numbers racket from re­
porting church membership to counting subscribers to 
Baptist papers. 

Why don't we use our Baptist paper both for 
ourselves and to pass on to others? Is it not worth it? 
Does it need something it doesn't have? If so, let's be 
quick to give it what it needs or else give up on it. 
Let's use it or stop wasting money on it. Let's not 
damn it with faint praise nor kill it with slight use. 

It is not unusual to hear the smug braggadocia of 
Baptists who believe they have the pure light while 
Roman Catholics dwell in spiritual darkness. It must 
not be too convincing to outsiders who see these same 
Baptists drop into the waste basket their denomina­
tional paper which bears the light they claim to have 
while those who dwell in darkness and worship in 
superstition and fear not only use their publications 
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but also pass them on to convert non-believers. 
Brethren, let 's wake up! 

Operation Understanding 

And now back to the O S V. The most pointed 
effort of this publication in the campaign to win con­
verts is a new feature called, Operation Understanding . 
The writer of this column is Dale Francis, a former 
Methodist minister of Ohio. In his first column is the 
account of his spiritual pilgrimage. He recalls the 
days when he was uncertain about basic spiritual 
truths and when he longed for absolutes. In his des­
peration he turned to an examination of the Catholic 
faith and became convinced he had always been a 
Catholic without realizing it. He 1became a Catholic 
and informed the Methodist Church of his decision. 

At this point it ought to be said that Mr. Francis 
did the right thing. His only mistake was waiting as 
late as he did. The Roman Church offers a comfort­
able haven for those who long for human authoritari­
anism in religion. People who want someone to de­
cide their spiritual destiny find comfort in subjection 
to religious authorities who not only dictate in mat­
ters of this life but also have the power to put into 
heaven or cast into hell. Baptists turn to the revela­
tion of God in Christ, not in a church or a pope, and, 
according to the Scripture, considered themselves as 
having personal access to God through Christ without 
the help of man-made priests or saints. 

Dale Francis claims that the purpose of his writing 
is not to win converts but to provide non-Catholics 
with the truth about the Roman Church. In a later 
column, however, he asks his readers to pray for three 
non-Catholic ministers who were considering ac­
ceptance of the Roman faith. 

The goal of Mr. Francis is to put a copy of the 
0 S V in the hands of every non-Catholic minister in 
the United States every week. Since there are 300,000 
of these ministers, he is asking for 300,000 of his 900,000 
subscribers to provide the $3.00 annual subscription 
price along with the name of a preacher to whom 
the O S V is to be sent. If no choice of a minister is 
expressed, Mr. Francis will choose one for the mailing 
list. 

Operation Understanding was first called to my 
attention by Pastor Wilburn Abbott, Lewis Lane 
Church, Owensboro. His experience is descri,bed in 
correspondence which appears in The Baptist Forum 
on the opposite page. I consider his response as ex­
actly correct and encourage others who_ are approached 
to respond the same way. If the O S V can make a 
convert out of a Baptist preacher, good riddance. He's 
in the wrong place to start wtih. If the Wes tern Re­
corder helps a Catholic find the light, let's praise God. 
It has been done. 

The one difficulty I foresee in sending a Baptist 
publication to a Roman Catholic is that it could be 
banned by the priest, bishop or pope and thus forbid­
den as reading matter. While no one can dictate to a 
Baptist as to his reading, a Catholic would be subject 
to discipline for reading a publication which had been 
banned by the church. Let us not be discouraged, 
however. A priest named Martin Luther saw the 
light in the sixteenth century. There's always hope. 
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What's Your Question? 
Question: What do you think 

about a Baptist church using in­
terdenominational literature in 
Sunday School and Training 
Union?-J. R . Hayes , Leitchfield, 
K entucky. 

Answer : A Baptist Church is 
completely autonomous and there­
fore can use or not use whatever 
it pleases. A Baptist Church, 
however, ought to provide the 
best h elps available to en able the 
members to understand the Bible 
and Southern Baptist literature is 
regarded as among the best avail­
able . If the church uses interde­
nominational literature conscien­
tiously to help its m embers assume 
a greater role in world evangeliza­
tion, well and good. If it is used 
because the church is opopsed to 
the Baptist message and world 
program of missions, that church 
ought to declare itself interde­
nominational instead of Southern 
Baptist. Editor

TRIALS AND TRIUMPHS IN TAIWAN

Are the rank and file of Chinese 
people communists? A visit to Taiwan 
and confidential conversations with the 
people disclose an emphatic "No!" When 
Generalissimo Chiang Kaishek was 
forced to leave China, he made Taipei 
headquarters for the Nationalists and 
was promptly elected President of Tai­
wan. He is revered by the people, gen­
erally, to whom he symbolizes the 
Chinese hope of deliverance from com­
munist occupation of the mainland. The 
visitor senses dread and anxiety among 
the people lest there be an effort to 
overthrow the Generalissimo and his 
government, but discovers little evi­
dence of Red sympathizers. Taiwan and 
its refugee population have undergone 
many trials, but the danger of com­
munist domination seems definitely 
passed. 

Taiwan is a Segment of Mainland China 

On the older maps, the island is in­
dicated as Formosa, the name given it 
by the Dutch. With the coming of in­
dependence, the name was changed to 
Taiwan. Taipei, the capital, is an at­
tractive, thriving, and, in many re­
spects, modern city. The interior is 
typically Chinese. The people live much 
as they did for centuries on the main­
land. Few automobiles are to be seen 
even in Tainen, the third largest city 
of the island. Transportation if not by 
foot is by bicycle and pedicaib. The 
pedicab is a three-wheeled vehicle pro­
pelled by a seemingly tireless man who 
pedals it like a bicycle . The chief staple 
is rice, which is cultivated by hand and 
by water buffalo. The houses are 
simple, but usually well kept and in­
viting. The people represent the sturd­
iest element of China, many having left 
their native land at great sacrifice rather 
than submit to the Red regime. 

Taiwan Affords Unique Missionary 
Opportunity 

Many of the people, uprooted from 
their native land, are not bound by the 
old religious traditions and family loy­
alties. Their dislocation has created a 
religious void. Many are therefore open­
minded to the approach of the mission­
ary and of their Christian neighbors. 
They are eager for their children to se­
cure educational advantages and respond 
readily to the invitation to send the 
children to the church school. The 
young people are ambitious to improve 
their lot and welcome the opportunities 
for enlightenment and advancement 
furnished by the churches. Adults are 
harder to reach, but they too are un-
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usually responsive to the appeal of the 
gospel. Perhaps nowhere in all the 
Orient is there so ripe a field for our 
Baptist sowing and reaping as Taiwan. 

Taiwan Churches Are Getting A Good 
Start 

In the old days in China, our Bap­
tist work usually had its beginning in 
a one-room building where a few in­
terested persons were attracted to hear 
a sermon. In Taiwan, a more effective 
approach has been used. Almost every 
Baptist church house has been built 
both for preaching and for teaching. 
From the beginning, a graded Sunday 
school and a Training Union have been 
provided for. The church buildings are 
well located and are attractive in design 
and functional in purpose. I found pas­
tors and members intensely interested in 
the improvement of teaching and train­
ing. 

During my brief stay, I found myself 
called on to conduct three two-hour con­
ferences a day in centrally located 
churches with attendance that frequent­
ly represented a large part of the mem­
bership of the participating churches. 
Rarely have I worked with such eager 
inquirers concerning better methods of 
teaching and training. Often they would 
not let me go until I was compelled to 
stop from sheer exhaustion. These con­
ferences were held just after the Simul­
taneous Evangelistic Crusade which re­
sulted in 2,000 professions of faith. No­
where will one find a better demon­
stration of the effectiveness of this 
strategy of growing strong churches 
through a teaching and training minis­
try than i~ Taiwan. 

Missionaries Are Developing Native 
Leadership 

Too often churches on a mission field 
have become over-dependent on the 
missionaries. Such veteran missionaries 
as C. L. Culpepper and Oz Quick have 
led in the policy of transferring respon­
sibility to the nationals as rapidly as 
possible. The missionaries are indis­
pensable for council, for the opening 
up of new work, for the training of the 
native leaders; but their motto is, "The 
nationals must increase while we de­
crease." It is thrilling to observe a 
native pastor, surrounded by devout 
deacons and competent Sunday school 
officers and teachers and leaders of 
Training Union, Woman's Missionary 
Union, and Brotherhood, in the process 
of growing a strong, self-supporting 
church. 

The teaching church is the surest 
guarantee of self-support. Christians 
who are taught the Bible and trained in 
church membership come to speak of 
their church as "ours," not "theirs." The 
independence and self respect which ex­
presses itself in nationalism finds ex­
pression likewise in loyalty to the 
church. Unlike sQme churches on other 
fields, where Sunday school and Train­
ing Union were conceived as apart from 
the church and chiefly for children and 
the young people, these Taiwan churches 
think of the teaching and training or­
ganizations as the church, functioning 
according to Christ's commission. 

Taught and Trained Christians 
Are Effective Evangelists 

How shall the Christless multitudes 
of a pagan land be evangelized? The 
answer once was, "Let the missionaries 
preach the g'Ospel to them." True, but 
there are not enough missionaries; racial 
and language barriers intervene; only a 
fraction will ever hear the missionaries' 
message. There is a better way: let the 
nationals be taught and trained and 
then inspired to bear a winning witness 
to their own people. A Bible teaching 
and training program prepares the way 
for evangelism and follows it with nur­
ture and conservation. 

A living example of the preacher­
teacher-evangelist is Lien Chow. Born 
in China of wealthy parents, Lien was 
converted while attending Shanghai 
University. Convinced of his call to 
the Baptist ministry, Lien came to the 
States and enrolled in Southern Bap­
tist Theological Seminary. Here he 
eventually received the doctor's degree 
with distinction. Since he could not re­
turn to the China mainland, he cast in 
his lot with his Chinese people in Tai­
wan. Now he serves as pastor of an 
important church, teacher in the semi­
nary, associate minister of President 
Chiang's chapel, and effective evangelist 
and leader of continuous evangelism 
among the churches. 

Pray for Taiwan and our Baptist 
brothers and sisters there. Pray for the 
lost multitudes who are waiting to be 
won. Democracy and Christianity are 
on trial in Taiwan. The triumphs al­
ready won are but a token of what may 
yet happen in this destiny-determining 
outpost of China and its restless, op­
pressed millions .

He pointed out that Christ . commis­
sioned his disciples to be "fishers of 
men" and referred to his followers as 
"sheep," thus accounting for both th,e 
fisherman's hook and the shepherd s 
crook.

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ONCE SAVED, ALWAYS SAVED 
By H. E. LINDSEY, Pastor, First Church, ·waco, Texas 

Everybody's tested his teenage love 
affair the daisy way. She loves me; 
she loves me not; she loves me; she loves 
me not-on and on until the last petal 
was plucked. And only then was it pos­
sible to know how the thing came out­
she loves me or she loves me not. 

Such apprehension is the lot of those 
who believe a man may be saved today 
and lost tomorrow. It makes full peace 
and joy impossible. It dishonors God. 
And it clouds the pathway ahead. 

First of all we must understand the 
doctrine. 

What do we mean when we say that 
if a man is saved he will never be lost? 
We mean that if he is truly regenerated 
he will continue in faith and will be 
finally delivered from all sin. Salvation 
has three stages: Its initiation in re­
generation; its continuation in sancti­
fication, and its consummation in glori­
fication. When a man is regenerated 
there is something in the nature of that 
initial experience which guarantees its 
consummation later. That's what we 
mean when we say if a man is saved he 
will never be lost. 

So we do not mean that a man will be 
saved finally even though he continues 
in sin; we mean rather that if a man is 
regenerated his nature is changed and it 
will be contrary to his nature to con­
tinue in sin. 

We do not mean that a man will be 
saved whether he continues in faith or 
not; we mean rather that he will con­
tinue in faith. And we do not mean a 
man saved by faith is then transferred 
to a basis of works; we mean rather that 
a man continues to be saved by faith. 
And we do not mean that God violates 
a man's freedom and forces final salva­
tion upon him; we mean rather that just 
as a man opens his heart to God at the 
outset of his salvation so he does all 
along the way. 

Peter sets out what we mean quite 
clearly. He said we are being kept for 
a salvation that is to be revealed in the 
last day. We are being kept by faith. 
So the same God who begot faith in our 
hearts at the outset of our salvation 
keeps it alive in our hearts and thus we 
have confidence that he who began a 
good work in us will perfect it. 

Then we must support the doctrine. 

Uncle Jim Compton was a venerable 
mountain preacher from the hills of 
western North Carolina. He had a mar­
velous Christian testimony. He always 
concluded it the same way, "I'm just ris 
bound to walk those golden streets as 
though I were already there." I used 
to wonder about his confidence. I 
didn't have it. But I've learned m11ch 
of his secret and now I, too, feel that 
I'm just as bound to walk those golden 
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streets as though I were already there. 
Why? 

The nature of the new life a man 
receives when he becomes a Christian 
promises it. It is called "eternal life ." 
The description is one of quality instead 
of quantity. It is a life the nature o.f 
which is so oppos·ed to sin that a man 
abhors it. It is a moral guarantee th:it 
a man will not persist in sin . 

Then the fact that Jesus prays for 
us is promise of final salvation. Before 
Peter denied Jesus, Jesus said, "Peter, 
the devil is going to sift you as wheat 
but I've prayed for you that your faith 
fail not." 

What Paul said reassures me about 
final salvation. He said we are sealed 
with the Holy Spirit of promise. The 
word "seal" is a term borrowed from 
the business world. It means pledge 
money, money put up in escrow to 
guarantee that a deal will not fall 
through. So God pledges to go through 
with the salvation he began in us. 

Finally there are statements in the 
Bible which I cannot explain apart from 
the hypothesis that if a man is saved he 
can never_ be lost. Jesus said he gave 
his sheep eternal life and they shall 
never perish. Peter said we are kept 
by the power of God through faith unto 
a salvation ready to be revealed in the 
last day. And Paul enumerated the 
things that might be thought to separate 
us from God and then declared that none 
could, but that · we are more than con­
querors through Jesus Christ. So there 
may come times when I backslide, and 
lose the joy and power of my salvation, 
but I will never lose my salvation. This 
I believe! 

Of course, we must answer the ob­
jections to the doctrine. 

There's the objection that the doctrine 
is a violation to a man's freedom. Such 
an objection is based upon the untenable 
idea that freedom means a man never 
becomes fixed-that he wants to vacilate 
between right and wrong. The truth is 
when a man becomes fixed in righteous­
ness he is free. 

Then there's the objection that the 
doctrine encourages a life of sin. It 
says that if a man is going to be saved 
anyway, then he is at liberty to live as 
he pleases. It's easy to see that such an 
objection is based on· the ignorance of 
the true nature of the Christian; he 
doesn't want to sin. 

Finally there's the objection that the 
Bible teaches the possibility of falling 
from grace and even gives examples of 
men who did. Granted there are pas­
sages that on the surface seem to teach 
such. But in every case where these 
Scriptures and ex amples are studied 
fairly one finds that instead o.f interpre­
tation there has been interpolation­
that is, ideas have been read into the

Just as it is impossible to deal with 
all the evidences for the support of this 
great truth, it is equally impossible to 
deal with all the objections. It is enough 
to say that one has a much harder task 
to disprove the precious truth than he 
has in substantiating it. 

Finally, we must heed the admonition 
of the doctrine. 

Perseverance is the only proof finally 
that a man is a Christian. Everyone 
who says he is isn't just because he says 
so. Only one thing tells-he must per­
severe. 

I used to have a pastor who preached 
on this subject once and I shall never 
forget his conclusion. He said, "I be­
lieve in the perseverance of the saints 
if they persevere." And such is no 
evasion of the doctrine, no turning it 
off easily, no lack of emphasis. It's the 
spirit of the admonition that precipi­
tates from this great truth. We must give 
diligence to make our calling and elec­
tion sure. 

Jesus preached a great sermon one 
day and he concluded it with a story. 
Two men built houses. One on the rock 
and it stood. One on the sand and it 
fell. The import of his story served to 
separate men-those who built on the 
rock and those on the sand. 

This doctrine does that. Some of us 
are on the rock; some of us are on the 
sand.

The deacons voted unam­
mously to recommend that the church 
put the paper in its budget for 1921, and 
the church unanimously adopted the 
recommendation. There has never be~n 
any question about this investment. m 
Kingdom work in our church durmg 
these 36 years. 

Putting our Baptist papers in . our 
church budgets has increased the circu­
lation of these papers from. less than 
200 000 in 1940 to the present impressive 
fig~re of 1,250,000. It is the _most ef­
fective method Southern Baptist_s have 
discovered by which we may mform, 
enlist, indoc'·.rinate and enthuse our 
people in the program of voluntary co­
operation in the furtherance of the 
Kingdom of God.

PAUL WRITES TO THE CORINTHIANS 
By H. C. Chiles Paul kn ew that the best antidote to 

these divisions in the church was the 
glorious gospel of Christ. He recog­
nied that there is a perpetual difference 
between the message of Christ's gospel 
and the wisdom of the world. 

Paul wrote the 
first epistle to the 
Corinthians for the 
specific purpose of 
dealing with the 
grave problems that 
had arisen in the 
church at Corinth. 
For eight Sundays 
we shall study some 
of the great truths 
which are contained 
therein. 

I. The Salutation. I Corinthians 1:1-3. 

This salutation informs us that the 
origin of this epistle is the will of God, 
the organ is the Apostle Paul and the 
object is the saints in Christ Jesus. 

An apostle is one who has received 
a commission and has been sent as a 
messenger with orders. This office of 
apostleship did not come to Paul by 
self-appointment, by his own choice or 
by the act of any man or group of men, 
but by direct, divine call and appoint­
ment-"through the will of God." With 
Paul it was not the pursuit of a pro­
fession, but it was a response to a 
divine commission. Paul had not sought 
the apostleship and did not consider 
himself to be worthy of it. 

writing had been saved. He meant grace 
to keep and to sustain; grace for all of 
the trials of life. Note that the source 
of grace and peace is divine. Grace is 
the activity of God which produces 
peace for the children of God. Grace is 
the root and peace is the fruit. 

n. The Situation. I Corinthians 1:10-15. 

In these verses Paul dealt with a 
matter concerning which he had re­
ceived accurate information from the 
household of Chloe. He did not deal 
with rumors about the prevailing con­
ditions in the church, but with facts 
about which there were no doubts . Paul 
appealed to the members of the church 
in the name of Him throug,h Whom they 
had received grace and peace to cease 
their wrangling and quarreling. He be­
sought them to eliminate their unholy 
divisions. He was anxious for them to 
be united in their thinking and testi­
mony. Sad but true, contentions, 
wrangling, strife, divisions and schisms 
were rampant in the church at Corinth. 
When these conditions prevail in any 
church, Satan is always the cause. He 
is merely working through the partici­
pants. Ever be on guard against those 
who would cause strife and divisions 

"It pleased God by the foolishness of 
preaching to save them that believe." 
Notice that this verse does not say the 
preaching of foolishness. To be sure, 
much foolishness is passed out under the 
la-bel of preaching, but what is meant 
here is that the message of the cross 
is an absurdity to those who are world­
ly-wise. They do not object strenuously 
to preaching Christ as the world's 
greatest man and as a wonderful ex­
ample. They admire His life and ex­
ample, but they reject His crucifixion as 
an atonement for the sins of men. The 
reason is that the cross prec.ludes any 
possibility of salvation through self­
effort. 

In the writing of this letter, Paul as­
sociated with himself Sosthenes, one of 
the Christian brotherhood concerning 
whom we know nothing further . Ap­
parently Sosthenes was well known in 
Corinth. It is possible that he was the 
ruler of the synagogue mentioned in 
Acts 18:17, who had become a Chris­
tian. 

in a church. They are influenced by 
Satan and grow worse as they get older. 

Occasionally, divisidns occur in 
churches over doctrine or procedure, 
but in most cases they arise over very 
insignificant things. Most frequently 
they center around the personal likes or 
dislikes of selfish and egotistic individ-
uals who crave recognition and think 
this is the best way to obtain it. 

In this passage we are brought face 
to face with three great types of re­
ligious life. "The Jews require a sign," 
that is, an outward display of the spec­
tacular and miraculous. "The Greeks 
seek after wisdom," that is, considering 
themselves the embodiment of culture 
in art, literature, science and philosophy, 
they unhesitatingly claimed intellectual 
supremacy. Paul spoke for the Chris­
tians saying in substance, as for us, we 
will stand by the Christ of the cross, 
Who may indeed be a stumblingblock to 
the Jew and foolishness to the Greek, 
but to those who are called, whether 
Jews or Greeks, He is the power and 
wisdom of God.

►The Golden Wedding Anniversary of 
Mr. and Mrs. R.. L. Duke, Henderson, 
Ky., was observing September 7, ac­
cording to news eminating from the 
First Baptist Church, that city. 

This letter was addressed to the 
church which belonged to God and was 
located in Corinth, the populous and 
wealthy city, which was the meeting 
place of the thought and the commerce 
of the East and the West. There trade 
flourished and wealth was multiplied , 
but men and morals decayed. Men 
worshipped money, drank deep at the 
fountain of pleasure, rocked in the chair 
of luxury, wall-owed in the mire of vice 
and lived for the things that were tem­
poral. 

Paul wrote this epistle to one class­
"the saints." "Saint" does not refer to 
a person who has attained rare heights 
of sanctity or is sinless, but it is simply 
God's name for every believer in 
Christ. Every person who believes on 
Christ to the saving of the soul is a 
saint. 

In the apostolic salutation, "Grace be 
unto you, and peace, from God our 
Father, and from the Lord Jesus Christ," 
Paul was not referring to the grace that 
saves, because those to whom he was

In the churC'h at Corinth there were 
divisions over preachers. The Paulites 
constituted one group. Another group 
went into ecstasies over Apollos. An­
other faction rallied around Simon 
Peter. Still another party refused to 
follow either of these men and pro­
fessed attachment to Christ as their ex­
clusive right. 

Paul rebuked all of these factions in 
the spirit of meekness and love. In 
his condemnation of their spirit and 
conduct, he pointedly reprimanded his 
own party by ridiculing the very idea 
of their undue exaltation of him. Paul 
told the Corinthians that whether it was 
hearing or believing the gospel of 
Christ all of it was centered in the 
Lord Jesus Christ. 

III. The Solution. I Corinthians 1:21-25. 

One difficulty in the situation at 
Corinth was that the members were 
exalting the messengers above the mes­
sage. They were dividing over men 
instead of uniting around a message.

Report of BWC Camp 

Cedarmore, 1957 
The State BWC Feder,ation met at 

Cedarmore, August 31-September 2, for 
the annual camp with 123 registered 
overnight guests and a number of others 
who came for a part of the weekend. 

Camp opened with conferences on 
Saturday afternoon with approximately 
90 in attendance. The Program Confer­
ence was led by Mrs. H. D. McBr,ayer, 
Lexington; the Fundamentals Confer­
ence led by Mrs. H . C. Randall, Colum­
bia; and the Presidents, by Miss Mary 
Morehead, Owensboro. 

The theme for the Camp was "New 
Growth for Enlarged Service" based on 
Isa. 54:2. 

On Saturday evening 150 attended the 
"Seeing Our State" banquet and listened 
to the "Geography Lesson" that helped 
us see how many of our Kentucky busi­
ness women have not yet been enlisted 
in the work of missions. 

Rev. J. Edward Cunningham, the di­
rector of Kentucky Mountain Missions 
Program, brought the Saturday eve­
ning message. He further inspired us 
to be busy in our own state as he told 
of the many areas not yet reached for 
Christ. 

Just before bedtime Saturday night 
came a period of fun and fellowship 
led by Jane Kent, Louisville. 

The music throughout the weekend 
was exceptional and meant much to the 
spirit of the camp. Mr. Eugene F . 
Quinn, state music secretary had charge 
of the song services accompanied by 
Mrs. Earl Robinson, Owensboro, pianist. 

Early each day the "Morning Watch" 
in the Tabernacle with Miss Grace Ty­
ler, missionary from Rome, Italy, made 
us aware of the needs in Italy . We 
realized again our need for new growth 
to reach out farther. 

Mrs. H. C. Randall, State W.M.U. 
president, taught the Sunday school les­
son. As we listened to the account of 
Josiah we realized more and more the 
parallel of that day with our day. Have 
we, too, "lost the book?" 

Edna Moody, Louisville, very effec­
tively conducted our "Pray Ye" period 
each day. On Monday, Mrs . A. C. Over­
all, state prayer chairman, further chal­
lenged us to practice the power of real, 
sincere pr-ayer in our daily lives. 

Our own state vice-president, Mrs. 
W. P. Denny, was our geography teach­
er at the banquet Saturday night and 
on Monday morning she came again to 
challenge us to see what enlistment in 
the task of all of us. 

Especially do we want to take note 
ot the business session on Monday morn­
ing. The following recommendations 
were presented by the Executive Com­
mittee and approved by the body. That: 

1. Total camp offering ($11.20) be 
divided between the two foreign mis­
sionary speakers, Miss Grace Tyler and 
Mrs . W. H. McGinnis. 

2. The State BWC Federation raise 
sufficient funds to complete the "Ice 
Project" for Cedarmore. (Explanation) 
Rather than buy the second "Ice Maker" 
Mr. Byrdwell has a better, more work­
able plan that will furnish more ice. 
This new plan will require approxi­
mately $900. We have $604 in the Ice 
Fund so we still need $300 . 

3. The body approve the purchase of 
a set of World Books for Pine Crest. 

4. Each BWC Federation have a 
"sheet shower" for Cedarmore in Jan­
uary, 1958. Twin size sheets are needed 
and each Federation is to be respon­
sible for getting their sheets to Cedar­
more. 

5. The "School Supplies Project" for 
the three Homes be continued for 1957-
58. Money or supplies may be given. 

6. Each BWC Federation follow the 
theme for their quarterly meetings as 
used by the Associational WMU for their 
quarterly meetings. The program out­
lines are mailed out from the State Of­
free and will have to be "streamlined" 
to suit BWC needs . 

7. Each BWC Federation plan and 
conduct conferences for its circle of­
ficers as early in the new WMU year as 
possible. (Detailed information will be 
mailed to each Federation president.) 

8. As many BWC Federations be 100 % 
in subscribers to Royal Service as pos­
sible. One subscription used by two 
members living in the same family may 
be counted. 

►First Baptist Church, Morehead , broke 
ground for a new $100,000 educational 
building Sunday, September 8. It will 
be the first new construction undertaken 
by the church since the early 1920's. 
The three-story structure will be the 
first unit in a building program. Eldred 
M. Taylor was principal speaker at the 
ceremony. J . C. Raikes, pastor, presid­
ed. First Baptist Church is the home 
church for Pine Crest, Kentucky Bap­
tists' newest children's home. It also 
serves Morehead State College. 
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Dr. Rogers Smith, associate secretary 
of the Foreign Mission Board, brought 
two messages on Sunday. He stirred 
our hearts as we looked with him at 
the world's need for the gospel. We 
saw missions in a new light as we heard 
this one who serves Foreign Missions 
at the "Home Base." 

At Vespers on Sunday evening and 
again Monday morning we looked to 
Africa with Mrs. W. H. McGinnis, so 
recently home from a term of service 
in Ghana. The many, many interesting 
items in her African collection and the 
messages she brought whetted our in­
terest to study more in detail for our 
fall mission study on Africa.

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BAPTISTS IN POLAND 
By HENLEE H. BARNETTE, Acting Dean, School of Theology 

Southern Baptist Seminary 

Recently I flew from Moscow to War­
saw and from my window I could see 
that the latter city still reveals foe 
scars of war. After a dozen years of 
trying to recover from the damage done 
by Hitler's armies, there are still many, 
many blocks of rubble in the city of 
Warsaw. One recalls the boast of Hitler 
that Poland would only be a spot on the 
map and that wheat would grow where 
Warsaw now stands. But Warsaw to­
day is a city of a million people and 

pressed optimism about the future of 
Baptists in Poland. 

in spite of the fact that 73 per cent of 
the city was totally destroyed it is today 
a thriving one. 

On Sunday, July 28, I preached in 
the Warsaw Baptist Church. It is called 
The Baptist Chapel, a room for one 
hundred persons and all seats were 
taken. As many as could stand around 
the walls did so. A dozen young people, 
three of whom were excellent choir di­
rectors, sang in the choir. Each took 
turn in directing the choir and they 
sang a-cappeHa though they had a small 
pump organ. As for the order oI serv­
ice, there was a hymn, a prayer, a 
hymn, the sermon, the offering, and a 
hymn after which the assistant pastor 
pronounced the benediction. 

I preached on Philippians 1 :21: "For 
to me to live is Christ." My interpreter , 
a young scholar at the Warsaw Uni­
versity with previous training in a semi­
nary, did an adequate job. His name 
was Zbigniew Wierskylowski and he ex­
pressed an interest in coming to South­
ern Baptist Theological Seminary. He 
also requested theological books and 
volumes dealing wi1h youth work. 

People in the congregation appeared 
to respond sympathetically to the ser­
mon. Afterwards we gathered in the 
court near the church and I took sev­
eral pictures of the congregation. Rev­
erend Aleksander Kircum, President of 
the Baptist church in Poland, is pastor 
of this church. At that time he was 
on a tour of the United States. 

Statistically there ,are four thousand 
Baptist church members in Poland meet­
ing in sixty churches. In Warsaw there 
are three chapels with about a hundred 
members at each one. In all there are 
forty-four trained ministers from col­
leges and seminaries . The seminary at 
Marbourg is now closed due to a lack 
of funds. Again they expressed a wish 
that some Polish students could come 
to Southern Baptist Theological Semi-
nary. 

Theologically Polish Baptists are con­
servatives. They believe in the great 
fundamentals of the faith. They have 
deep appreciation for British Baptist 
leaders such as Dr. Townley Lord and 
Dr . Payne, the church historian. Bap­
tists adhere to a rigid church discipline. 
Drinking alcoholic beverages, dancing, 
smoking and attendance upon the 
theaters, along with mixed marriages, 
are forbidden. 

Prospective church members must at­
tend prayer services and preaching 
services for a few months and demon­
strate genuine Christian living before 
they will be accepted into the church 
as members. Also they are tested as 
to doctrine and must have a conversing 
knowledge of the scriptures. 

Sunday schools are permitted in Po­
land. All Baptist churches have them 
for children between the ages of five 
and fourteen . Pastors recognize that 
there ought to be classes for children 
up to five and young people and adults. 

In contrast to the Baptist churches 
in Russia, Polish Baptists are permitted 
to engage in social service. They main­
tain a home for the aged who are pen­
sioned by the state. There are now 
fifteen persons in this home. They have 
no orphans homes or hosiptals. 

Polish Baptists have B~bles and I 
noticed several hymnals of 1946 vintage. 
Also, Polish Baptists publish a periodical 
entitled Slowo Prawdy which means 
"Thy Word is Truth." This periodical 
is published monthly. 

Church and state are separate in Po­
land. But Baptists are loyal to the 
state. They will fight for the father­
land. Since October, 1953, when Go­
mulka became prime minister, all re­
ligious groups have more freedom. Go­
mulka, of course, is head of the Com-
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Baptists have had a steady growth in 
Poland. The Warsaw chapel was found­
ed in 1914. The pastor and peop1e are 
now looking for a place to build a new 
chapel. Again and again they ex-
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munist government; however, he was 
able to rid the country of the Stalinist 
Communists and establish a milder form 
of Communism. The Russian army has 
been relegated to the edge of the city 
and cannot move without his permission. 
Also, Russian soldiers apprehended for 
crimes in Poland must be tried in Polish 
courts . Before Gomulka came to power 
Baptis-ts were persecuted by Roman 
Catholics. On at least three occasions 
Roman Catholics attacked Baptists and 
severely beat them. Baptists in Po­
t.and are friendly toward other religious 
groups. There are approximately seven 
thousand reformers (Calvinists), five 
thousand Methodists who appear to be 
declining in strength, four thousand 
Baptists, a hundred and fifty thousand 
Eastern Orthodox, a hundred thousand 
Jews, and a small number of Pente­
costals, J ehov•ah's Witnesses and old 
Ca-tholics. 

Poland, of course, is 92 per cent Ro­
man Catholic. 

S. Andres, one of the pastors in War­
saw, told me that things look brighter 
for Baptists in Poland than ever be­
fore. He requested that I bring greet­
ings from Polish Baptists to the Bap­
tists of America.
