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NORWEGIAN BAPTISTS' HOPES RISE HIGH 
By GAINES S. DOBBINS 

Golden Gate Baptist Theological Seminary, Berkeley, California 

The most important event in modern 
Norwegian Baptist history occurred the 
last week in June when dedication serv­
ices were held at Oslo for the new semi­
nary buildings. The seminary occupied 
the center of attention at the annual 
conference of the Union, which immedi­
ately followed . Old-timers said they had 
rarely known the spirit of optimism to 
run so high. 

Baptists of Norway have never had it 
easy as a result of the 16th century Re­
formation. The Roman Catholic hier­
archy was displaced by the Lutheran 
Established Church. The Baptists re­
vival in the 18th century was crushed 
by the "Converticle Decree," which for­
fade religious gatherings unless they 
were supervised by the Lutheran Clergy. 
Baptists were imprisoned, exiled, and 
their property was confiscated, until 
they became almost extinct. 

A new beginning was made in 1845. 
A young Danish sailor, Frederick L. 
Rymker, was converted in New York. 
He returned to Denmark, and was sent 
as a Baptist missionary to Norway. He 
was given support and encouragement 
by the American Baptist Foreign Mis­
sion Society. Slowly Baptists increased 
in number. In 1910, a theological semi­
nary was established in Oslo, Norway. 
Its first president was Reverend 0. J. 
Oie, who at his death in 1'943 was suc­
ceeded by Dr. J. Arnold Ohrn, present 
secretary of the Baptist World Alliance. 
Dr. Ohrn's place was taken in 1947 by 
President Nels J. Engelson, under vig­
orous leadership a new site was pur­
chased and the present campus made 
possible. 

Like New Orleans Seminary, the 
Norwegian Seminary m a y be de­
scribed as "The Child of providence and 
prayer." Through the years, the school 
had operated on the fourth floor of the 
First Baptist Church of Oslo. Then came 
the opportunity in 1950 to purchase a 
beautiful tract of land in surburban Os­
lo . Nearly 4 acres of land was obtained, 
together with some fairly substantial 
buildings. The purchase was made dur­
ing war-time at a valuation fixed by the 
government. The site was bought for 
about $40,000 and is now easily worth 
twice as much. 

The campus has several unusual fea­
tures. It will, first of all, house com­
fortably ·25 or more seminary students. 
Then it will serve as a youth "folkschool" 
with capacity for 50-60 students of high 
5chool ,age. About one-half of this num­
ber have been approved for next session. 
The Baerum Community high school is 
overcrowded, so the remaining unoc­
cupied space has been rented for school 
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purposes to the municipality at an ex­
cellent figure. The total school thus 
planned has been cordially received by 
the neighborhood - "Baptist stock" is 
high in Oslo. 

A striking feature of the building is 
an auditorium seating 300 persons. With 
ample classrooms available, the church 
to be established in connection with the 
school can put on a demonstration pro­
gram of teaching, training, youth activi­
ties and social work. It is confidently 
expected that the auditorium will soon 
prove too small, hence the future plans 
call for a building twice the size to care 
for the worship services. 

One has to be in ,a country dominated 
by the state church, where Baptists are 
a tiny minority, to realize the signifi­
cance of all this . From the folkschool 
and the high school will go out choice 
young people who know and respect 
Baptists, many of whom will no doubt 
be won to Christ and to church mem­
bership. Of the latter group, it is con­
fidently expected that some will hear 
God's call to full - time Christian minis­
tries. They will go out into the towns 
and cities of Norway, and beyond, to 
start new churches with a fuli-rounded 
program of teaching, preaching, and 
service. This is the vision of President 
Engelson and his colleagues and fellow 
Baptists. 

Southern Baptists of U.S. have joined 
in providing aid necessary for Nor­
wegian Baptists to purchase the proper­
ty and to erect and equip the splendid 
buildings. Dr. Edwin Bell, representing 
the American Baptist Foreign Mission 
Society, and Dr. George W. Sadler, rep­
resenting the Foreign Mission Board 
of the Southern Baptist Convention, 
have given encouragement and wise 
counsel from the beginning of the pro­
ject to the service of dedication, which 
they attended. Dr. Bell spoke represen­
tatively when he said, "We do not think 
of what we have done as gifts but as 
investments." What better investment 
can be made than in the preparation of 
ministers and missionaries for their 
God-called tasks? I thought of South­
ern Baptists' investment in their semi­
naries and the rich dividends that have 
been and will continue to be returned. 

The temperature, we were told, some­
times gets down to 40 degrees below 
zero in Norway's bleak winter months, 
when the land is covered with snow and 
ice. But on the thermometer of Norwe­
gian Baptists' hopes, the temperature 
was like that of the sunny spring days 
which warmed us while we visited this 
beautiful land of fjords and lakes, so 
plentifully supplied with water that God 
must have intended it to be possessed 
by Baptists! 

Newly Constituted 
West Side In Owensboro 
Shows Progress 

A very young church, West Side of 
Owensboro, has shown unusual pro­
gress and expansion in the few months 
since being constituted. Presently an 
educational annex is being constructed 
with completion scheduled for this fall. 

Located at 419 Ewing Road, West 
Side Church grew from a mission spon­
sored by Eaton Memorial Baptist 
Church, Henry S. Schaffer, Pastor. 
First mission services began in the home 
of Mark Greer in 1950 but shifted soon 
to the present location purchased by the 
Eaton Memorial Church. 

Organizational services for the new 
church were conducted in October, 1957. 
There were 46 charter members. Among 
those participating in the organization 
meeting were Brethren Lloyd Dunn, 
Leon W. Young, Arthur Short and J. T. 
Stivers. Brother Young is serving as 
West Side pastor. In February R. A. 
Sutherland, H. A. King, and Arvil John­
son were elected and ordained as dea­
cons.

Marion Next? 
Marion County is next. Aroused by the unfavor­

able publicity brought upon their community by the 
moving in of thirty state police to investigate reputed 
organized vice and lawlessness, the Christian citizens 
have risen up to protest. The good people of 
Marion won't likely admit the presence of as much 
vice as newspaper publicity pictures, but they surely 
are aware that legalized liquor of long standing is a 
source of much of their trouble. For this reason a 
city and county wet-dry referendum has been called 
for October 4 by 2,175 citizens of the town and county. 

A. B. Morgan, pastor of Woodlawn Baptist Church, 
is chairman of the Marion County Christian Citizen­
ship League, sponsor of the move to vote out 
liquor. State Representative Paul Huddleston of 
Bowling Green is legal counsel for the League. The 
Temperance League of Kentucky is also participating 
in the effort. 

The liquor forces have indicated their intention to 
conduct a vigorous campaign to retain liquor. A list 
of the leaders for the wet cause shows clearly that 
those who profit financially from this nefarious trade 
will try to dupe the voters. Heading the list are Ed 
Pepperman, Louisville, director of the U. S. Brewers 
Foundation's Kentucky division; John Cox, assistant 
to Pepperman; Frank Burke, Louisville attorney for 
the U. S. Brewers Foundation; John Marcum, execu­
tive secretary of the Kentucky Wholesale Liquor 
Dealers Association; and Elvis Lane, executive secre­
tary of the Kentucky _Beer Wholesale Dealers Asso-
ciation. 

Others dedicated to fighting for their destructive 
i.ndustry include W. J. Smith, Bardstown; and Dick 
Nolan, Lebanon, wholesale liquor and beer distribu­
tors; Dick Hamilton, Lebanon, manager of the George 
T. Stagg Distilling Company; Phillip and H. S. George, 
retail whisky dealers in Lebanon. The George bro­
thers and Bernard Nelson, another liquor dealer, were 
charged with misdemeanors, liquor-law violations 
after Safety Commissioner Don Sturgill sent 30 State 
policemen into Lebanon and Marion County June 3, 
claiming lawlessness existed there. All were ac­
quitted in Marion County Court. 

This battle in Marion will not be easy. Long an 
oasis for surrounding dry territory, the liquor forces 
will leave nothing undone to maintain legal liquor. 
Marion County has many fine churches including the 
Lebanon Baptist and a number of other strong rural 
churches. 

Marion County also has a strong Roman Catholic 
population and Catholic communities are traditionally 
wet. The Catholic vote plus commercial liquor in­
terests will be difficult to defeat. Every evangelical 
Christian in Marion County should join the fight to 
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free themselves of this curse. Those of us outside 
should lend every moral and spiritual assistance with 
encouragement and prayer. 

Amen, Mr. Allen 
Thank God for a newspaper man like Mr. Norman 

Allen, editor of The Floyd County Times , Prestons­
burg, Kentucky. In the July 31 edition of this out­
standing weekly Mr. Allen answers most effectively 
the July 27 Louisville Courier-Journal article describ­
ing the employment and financial plight of Bowling 
Green and Warren County due to the recent outlawing 
by referendum of legal liquor and beer sales. 

Speaking out of experience in his own community, 
Mr. Allen says: 

"Several years ago, a number of Prestonsburg and 
Floyd county residents were temporarily thrown out 
of work as liquor stores closed, but both town and 
county survived the shock. Many of those who 
owned, or who worked in these liquor stores, turned 
to more legitimate occupations and, consequently, 
have become more respected citizens." 

Showing the fallacy of the unemployment and 
loss of revenue arguments while admitting the prob­
lem of bootlegging and enforcement, Mr. Allen con-
cludes: 

"We of The Times who have profited financially 
from liquor advertising in the days when Floyd 
County was wet want no part of that darker evil 
which in this community thrived on 'Rat Row' filled 
city and county jails, cluttered the sidewalks with 
drunks until women and children often did not dare 
walk past the liquor stores and their customers 
gathered from all about and influenced by intoxicants 
to exhibit their natures at their coarsest. If you have 
any sighs for Bowling Green and Warren County, let 
them be sighs of relief." 

Norman Allen, a member of the Irene Cole Memo­
rial Baptist Church of Prestonsburg, is one of the 
outstanding Sunday school teachers among Kentucky 
Baptists. He also conducts a Bible Class in a mission 
each Sunday. He is typical of a great number of 
Baptist laymen in Kentucky who possess '·convictions 
and speak them. May their tribe increase!

The story of the Phelps Baptist Mis­
sion, sponsored by the East Williamson 
Baptist Church, Williamson, W. Va., is 
like the beginning of most any new 
work, yet unique in its own way. Phelps 
community is located in Pike County 
in the mountains of Eastern Kentucky, 
35 miles from Williamson, and several 
miles from any missionary Baptist work. 
The main occupation of those living in 
this area is coal mining. The religious 
condition is one that is alarming. There 
has been little organized effort by any 
denomination to do any.thing to meet 
the needs of the people. There are 
many "isms" but little genuine Chris­
tianity . 

As missionary, my first big job was to 
take a survey of the community. How 
revealing! A total population of 874 
and only 198 who professed to be Chris­
tians. Above the age of nine, there 
was .a total of 454 unsaved and 401 pros­
pects for a Baptist work. 

After a discussion with some of the 
leaders of the sponsoring church, we 
decided to have a one-night service in 
the old court house building. Six peo­
ple came for this meeting. They seemed 
to be very interested in a new work 
being established. Our next step was to 
conduct a Vacation Bible School in the 
old court house building. Our school 
proved to be successful with 48 enrolled 
and an average attendance of 41. Six 
of us traveled the 35 miles each morn­
ing from Williamson to conduct the 
school. We had no piano, but a very 
talented Home Mission Board summer 
worker led our singing. 

We began looking around for a suit­
able place to hold permanent mission 

services. Nothing -could be found in 
Phelps, but with the help of Mr. Earl 
Justice, later to become our Sunday 
school superintendent, a building was 
secured in Jamboree, Ky., just above 
Phelps. We rented this building for a 
month. A revival was held, and six 
people banded together to become a part 
of the new Baptist work. This was an 
answer to prayer. After the revival 
was over, we felt this was not the place 
God would have us so we began look­
ing and were able to rent an old store 
building in Phelps. We had tried to 
rent this building before but were not 
able to get it. It was being used for a 
dance hall. The Lord moved in and in 
a miraculous way, the place was closed. 
Thus, we were able to secure the build­
ing. We moved to that loc,ation in Au­
gust 1957 for afternoon services and 
continued until September 15, when it 
was decided to have services at 10:00 
a.m . 

The mission has continued to grow. 
Pastor J. R. Tackett, Walton, Ky., con­
ducted a revival for us in April, and 
42 people were saved. It was a wonder­
ful privilege to baptize 35 of these into 
the fellowship of the mission, making 
the present membership 51. 

The First Baptist Church, Springfield, 
Ky., has purchased a tract of land on 
which a new building is to be con­
structed. The East Williamson Baptist 
Church, State Mission Board of Ken­
tucky, and the Kentucky W. M. U. are 
going to give aid in the construction of 
the building. The pastor is employed 
by the Home Mission Board and the 
State Mission Board of Kentucky. We 
have now moved on the field and hope 
to be of more service to the people .

(1920-1947). 

"Data Forms" are in triplicate; one 
copy stays with the local church or 
agency, and the other two are to be 
sent back to the Kentucky Baptist His­
torical Society, one remaining there and 
the other going to the Historical Com­
mission at Nashville. 

A tentative allotment of a little over 
3,000 has been assigned to Kentucky, 
but it could possibly go far beyond that 
if the churches and agencies use up 
their allotments. Some person in each 
Association will serve as the key per­
son to get the "Data Forms" out to the 
churches or agencies. Then someone in 
the church or agency will get the in­
formation on the persons selected by 
the church or agency and have the 
forms typed. The forms and $1.00 for 
each person covered will be sent back 
to the Kentucky Baptist Historical So-
ciety. 

A working file can be made up of the 
copies retained by the society. The 
copies which go to the Historical Com­
mission, along with those from other 
states, will be arranged alphabetically 
and microfilmed. Films will be sold 
to libraries or agencies desiring to make 
use of them, thereby making available 
far more biographical material than has 
been available before.

Letters of Spiritual Counsel 
By WAYNE E. OATES 

Professor of Psychology of Religion 
Southern Baptist S:eminary 

Question: Recent­
ly the young people 
of our church went 
on a picnic after 
C h u r C h. I was 
s h o ck e d that the 
leaders of our young 
people would have 
a picnic on Sunday. 
Am I just old-fash­
ioned in believing 
that tennis, bad­

Wayne E. Oates minton, etc ., should 
not be played on 
S u n d a y? Our 

preachers preach against Sunday base­
ball, golf, and other sports. Isn't this 
the same?-An Inquiring Reader 

Answer: There are two basic issues at 
sta~e in your letter. First, you have 
:"ntten an anonymous letter. It makes 
it very difficult for me to be of fullest 

service to you when you do not tell me 
who you are and thereby prevent me 
from both the joy and responsibility of 
a personal relationship of correspond­
ence _and -conversation with you. Let 
me give you gentle guidance at this 
point, with no sense of impatience at 
all on my part, that it is never a good 
thing to write an anonymous letter. This 
means that you want the other person to 
be responsible for dealing with you but 
y_o~ . are not willing to accept res~on­
~1b1hty for dealing with him. Therefore, 
it would be a great privilege to me for 
you to write me and let me know who 
you are. 

In the second place, you have raised 
the question as to the relative merits 
of a picnic in comparison with more 
commercial kinds of sports on Sunday. 
I do not agree that a picnic is an evil 
thing, regardless of when it is scheduled. 
There may .be inappropriate behavior in 
a . social way, but we do young people 
violence when we interpret it as a sin 
~gainst. God. As the Apostle Paul says, 
All thmgs are lawful, but some things 

~re not expedient." We often confuse 
mappropriate behavior with immoral or 
sinful behavior. The two spiritually 
and qualitatively are not the same. 

However, let me encourage you in the 
last place to remember the word of the 
Apostle Paul again when he said· 
"Brethren, even if a man be overtake~ 
in any trespass, ye who are spiritual, 
restore such an one in a spirit of gentle­
ness; looking to thyself, lest thou also 
be tempted." (Galatians 6:1) Be very 
careful that in your eagerness to main­
tain a high standard of Sabbath ob­
servance you do not become harsh and 
vindictive in your criticism of the young 
pe?ple. They need very much your 
guidance, affection, and understanding.

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JUSTICE AMONG THE NATIONS August 24, 1958 
It should be obvious to us in this era 

of national misunderstandings, tensions 
and strife that justice can and will pre­
vail among the nations only where and 
when God is recognized as the Supreme 
Ruler. 

Micah 4:1-7 

Micah was a fearless preacher of 
righteousenss, condemning sin, de­
nouncing idolatry and scorning the op­
pressors of the poor. God called~icah 
to be His messenger in those terrible 
days of spiritual declension in Israel 
and Judah. Being pre-eminently a 
prophet of the poor and a friend of the 
oppressed, he championed their rights 
against the wrongs of his age with an 
indescribably delightful heroism and 
fearlessness which may well be emu­
lated by Christians today. Being a 
practical man, Micah stressed the fact 
that one's religion should manifest it­
self in upright and godly living. 

Micah not only rebuked the wicked­
ness of the secular rulers, but he also 
denounced the sins of the princes, the 
priests and the prophets. These re­
ligious leaders had failed to honor God 
because they were seeking their own 
personal benefit and advancement. 
Micah told them that God was not 
pleased with any mere self-satisfied 
conformity with the outward forms of 
worship when the eternal principles of 
right and wrong were disregarded. He 
made it perfectly clear that for all their 
offenses against God and their fellow­
men they were to be punished. 

While Micah's message was mainly 
one of rebuke and judgment, he also 
gave much valuable information re­
garding future events. After warning 
the people that their rejection of God 
and His love would bring them sorrow 
and judgment, he broke forth into glow­
ing prophecy of the glory that is to 
come during the reign of the Prince of 
Peace. Lifting up his eyes and looking 
beyond local circumstances, and, with 
a God-given vision and inspiration, he 
prophesied concerning the world's 
golden age which was yet to be. 

Micah did not picture conditions as 
they were in his day, but he portrayed 
them as they will be at the end of this 
age. The phrase "in the last days" re­
fers to the time when the people shall 
go up to Jerusalem to hear God's Word, 
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to discover His will and to learn to walk 
in His ways . 

Naturally the predictive element is 
prominent in this message. Micah saw 
a glorious day in the future when sin 
and idolatry will not exist, but the 
Messiah shall reign, nations shall be 
blessed, and the havoc of war will no 
longer menace the world . While our 
age is characterized by materialism, this 
coming age will be noted for spiritu­
ality. True unity will exist among the 
n ations . It will be a time of peace, of 
safety and of satisfaction. War will be 
abolish ed, and the weapons of destruc­
tion will be converted into instruments 
of usefulness. Men will give themselves 
to peaceful pursuits and there will be 
plenty for all. It will be a time of both 
individual and universal prosperity . 
Want and poverty will be banished. 
There will be perfect contentment. 
"They shall sit every man under his 
vine and under his fig tree.'' This re­
fers to the fruitfulness of the ground or 
agricultural prosperity. Micah made it 
plain that God's kingdom will be su­
preme, u n iv er s a 1, Christ-centered, 
peaceful and prosperous. To this glori­
ous time, when He shall reign whose 
right it is to do so, we look forward 
with anticipation and joy. 

Ephesians 2:13-16. 

In this great chapter Paul reminds his 
Christian r eaders that in their former 
condition they were dead in trespasses 
and sins, disobedient to God, deserving 
of wrath, without Christ, without a 
place among God's people, without a 
share in God's covenants, without hope 
and without God. They had been in 
darkness and despair. They had been 
herpless and hopeless . Even though the 
world was teeming with evidences of 
God's wisdom, love and power, they 
lived without any real knowledge of 
Him. 

From this passage of scripture we 
learn that it is a good thing for all 
Christians to recall their former con­
dition when they were Christless, hope­
less and godless. How marvelous that, 
while we were in that terribly hopeless 
condition, God loved us and made pro­
vision for us! Due to the atoning sac­
rifice of Christ on the cross, we are 
able to approach God and to enjoy a 
wonderful fellowship with Him . 

As Christians, we shoul d be grateful 
for th e wonderful change which has 
been wrought in us. The means by 
which this change was wrought was the 
blood of Christ. His blood is the only 
means that could effect such a chan ge. 
Moreover, the blood of Christ does away 
with the barrier between Christian 
J ews and Christian Gentiles . It is a 
well-known fact tha t the unsaved Jews 
were exceedingly scornful of the Gen­
tiles, and that the Gentiles naturally 
had a bitter hatred toward the Jews. 
After they had been gloriously saved 
by the Lord J esus Christ, their attitude 
toward each other was changed com­
pletely. This great change in them 
proves that Christ can abolish aliena­
tion, r emove bitterness and unite con­
t ending forces.
