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Let Us Worthily Honor

Southern Seminary’s Centennial

The year 1909 marked the 50th an-
niversary of the founding of the South-
ern Baptist Theological Seminary. I had
just enrolled as student and was called
on by Dr. J. N. Prestridge, editor of
The Baptist World, to report the meeting
for his paper and for The Courier-Jour-
nal.

The celebration was a notable oc-
casion, bringing to Louisville some of
the outstanding Baptists and other re-
ligious leaders of the time. Dr. A. T.
Robertson was especially featured as
the most distinguished New Testament
scholar and author of the English-
speaking world.

As a youngster, I was deeply im-
pressed by the occasion and the high
esteem in which Southern Seminary was
held at home and aboard. I remember
that I wondered if I would live to see
the celebration of the Seminary’s 100th
anniversary and tried to imagine the
tremendousness of the event. Just around
the corner is this celebration and I am
spared to write about it! In imagination,
I can see a cloud of witnesses looking
from heaven with eager anticipation—
Boyce, Broadus, Williams, Manly, Whit-
sett, Kerfoot, Mullins, Sampey, Robert-
son, McGlothlin, Carver, Gardner, Eager,
Dargan, Adams, Fuller, Davis and other
professors, and a host of alumni. If there
is sadness in heaven, would they mnot
be grieved if this anniversary celebration
should in any wise fall short because
of the misfortune that has just overtaken
the school they loved?

I came to the faculty of the Seminary
in 1920, when President E. Y. Mullins
was at the height of his career and the
institution had become world-renowned.
Hershey Davis and I, elected at the same
time, brought the total of full faculty
members to nine! Dr, Mullins died in
1928, just before the depression, and left
the Seminary with a building debt of
almost a million dollars. For the next
twenty years we struggled heroically to
pay the debt and keep the school finan-
cially solvent. Few new faculty members
could be added. We tightened our belts,
took salary cuts rather than raises, with
never a word of complaint. Always we
put the Seminary first. In the close-knit
fellowship of a dozen men there was a
sort of unwritten agreement that no
professor would be proposed to the
trustees for election unless we were
unanimous.

With the coming of Dr. Ellis A. Fuller
to the presidency, we entered a new
era. The debt was paid. The Conven-
tion’s growth and prosperity became
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phenomenal. Dr. Fuller possessed amaz-
ing ability to get money for the Semi-
nary. The student body increased to a
thousand, to twelve hundred, to fifteen
hundred, and of course there had to be
a corresponding increase in the faculty.

Dr. McCall came to a situation that
demanded reorganization and redefini-
tion of policy. The trustees had given
Dr. Fuller a mandate to be president, the
administrative head of the school, rather
than “chairman of the faculty” as in the
previous conception. Dr, McCall in-
herited this mandate which he was
obliged to implement. Much of the
trouble between certain members of the
faculty and the trustees grew out of
this difficulty of adjustment from an
old order to a new, and an apparent
failure to apprehend the genius of the
Seminary as a Southern Baptist institu-
tion.

I served successively with Presidents
Mullins, Sampey, Fuller, McCall. I bear
solemn testimony that there was never
abuse of administrative authority dur-
ing these 36 years of my close associa-
tion with these four men. The most
nearly authoritarian of the four was Dr.
Mullins, the most democratic Dr. Sam-
pey. Dr. Sampey so leaned backward in
his concept of himself as “first among
equals” that the trustees by formal re-
solution required of his sucessors the
exercise of more , administrative au-
thority. As is almost always the case,
the personal equation entered the picture
and inevitably mistakes were made.
Perhaps the gravest mistake of the
trustees was in not dealing decisively
with the difficulty nearer its inception.

What profit can possibly come from
agitating the trouble at the Convention
in the effort to assess the blame? Who-
ever in the course of time may be ad-
judged more blameworthy, this sin
should mot be laid at the door of the
Alumni—that we failed in our loyalty
at this crisis hour of our Alma Mater. For
disloyalty is sin—deep and dark. When
I think of what the Seminary did for
me, helping me to find myself when
I was groping and uncertain, giving to
me a foundation on which to build a
useful career, honoring me with a place
on its faculty, I am ready to cry con-
cerning the Seminary as did the Psalmist
concerning Jerusalem: “If I do not re-
member thee, let my tongue cleave to
the roof of my mouth!” And I am per-
suaded that I echo the sentiment of
Southern Seminary’s alumni at home
and around the world.

Let us not be too much disturbed by
the report of the Committee of the
American Association of Theological
Schools. The report was made by men
of known integrity who did not have all
the facts and who, I am afraid, were
at some points misinformed. Remember,
the Association is not “theirs” but ours.
No man did more than our own W. O.
Carver to promote its organization and
perfect its operation. The Association
has rendered and is rendering invaluable
service to the cause of theological edu-
cation. It is our friend, and I am con-
fident that we could expect and receive
fair and helpful treatment from the
Commission on Research and Counsel
if their services were requested by the
Seminary trustees. The purpose of the
Association is not to exercise control
nor to punish members after trial and
conviction, but “to promote the im-
provement of theological education in
such ways as may be appropriate,” as
its constitution states. The suspension
of accreditation would come, if at all,
as a last resort, and only if the Associa-
tion should be convinced that a mem-
ber’s affairs are in such condition as to
require time in which to effect changes
which the trustees themselves would
voluntarily make in the interest of
greater efficiency.

The assumption needs rethinking that
loss of these professors, with resultant
internal difficulties, imperils the Semi-
nary’s academic standing. Apparently
account was not taken of the outcome
if the demands of the professors had
been met by the trustees. The Seminary
would have lost its president and, I am
confident, even more of its teachers who
would not have stayed than those who
left.

The Seminary has passed through
many storms and weathered them all. A
visit to the school, such as I was privi-
leged to make recently, will convince
that already the storm is subsiding and
that the Seminary is emerging with pros-
pects for even greater usefulness dur-
ing the next hundred years than during
the past.

Alumni and friends of Southern Semi-
nary, hear my plea: Let us go to Louis-
ville perpared for a great outpouring of
love and loyalty to the school that for a
century has meant more to the cause of
Southern Baptists and of Christ than any
other institution God has gievn us! Let
us feel the presence of that “cloud of
witnesses” who with eagerness and holy
pride will be watching a§ we celebrate
the centennial of the school to which
some gave their lives and from which
others receieved the equipment and in-
spiration that blessed and fructified their
lives! Let no dark shadow fall across this
occasion, but let us dispel it with such
a display of gratitude and affection that
will fittingly mark the turning point for
another hundred years of still greater
achievement and usefulness.

The Lord’s Dilemma

The recent announcement of two special days of
prayer leaves one wondering about the dilemma the
Lord might face in answering both prayers.

On February 15 all Roman Catholic Churches in
the archdiocese of Louisville observed a special day of
prayer for persecuted Catholics around the world and
especially in China. Archbishop Floersh called the
special day of prayer for “supplication for the special
graces needed by the hierarchy, the clergy, and faith-
ful, there and elsewhere, to resist the inhuman and
cruel efforts of the ruling powers to bring about de-
fections from the faith.”

Repo_rts from China indicate an attempt by the
Communists to lead Chinese Catholics to rebel against
Rome and form an independent church.

The other special day of prayer is scheduled for
March 15 and is to be a day of prayer for Spain. This
call to prayer has been issued by the National Asso-
ciation of Evangelicals which claim that 20 non-Catho-
lic churches in Spain were closed in 1957 and six more
in 1958. These church closings and other forms of
persecution such as refusing to allow young people
to marry outside the Catholic Church are directly

traceable to Roman Catholic influence upon public
officials.

This report of religious oppression is not un-
founded rumors but is based on authoritative reports
of responsible observers. Edwin T. Dahlberg, presi-
dent pf the National Council of Churches, in describ-
ing his experiences on a recent visit to Spain, tells of
visiting Baptist churches in Madrid with Southern
Baptist missionary Charles Whitten and two Spanish
Baptist pastors only to find several of the churches
closed with signs forbiding anyone to enter. Dahlberg
also reports the prohibition of the publication of any
kind of evangelical literature in Spain and the actual
confiscation of 5,000 copies of the New Testament.

Baptist World Alliance President, Theodore F.
Adams, has reported the same conditions as a result
of his trips to Spain. I have received direct reports
from Southern Baptist missionaries of their own per-
secution with requests not to use their names for fear
they might not be allowed to return to Spain once they
left the country for anything.

Imagine the consternation of heaven bombarded by
prayers from Catholics for relief from Communist
persecution and prayers from Baptists and other
evangelicals for relief from Catholic persecution. At
least Almighty God is not faced with prayers from the
Communists. They don’t believe in God but believe
they can ultimately eradicate in their own strength,
Catholics, Baptists and all other professing any kind
of Christian faith.

The insight of Dr. Dobbins and his plea for loyalty
on the part of all Southern alumni are typical of this
big-hearted saint. Few men, if any, living today have
meant more to the entire life of Southern Baptists.

I have profound respect for every word Dr. Dob-
bins chooses to speak and regard his counsel as good
as is likely to be found anywhere. And while I do not
agree with every detail of his observations, I heartily
agree with his conclusion concerning our part in the
forthcoming Centennial observance. Let us heed the
wise counsel of this sage,

In the meantime, let us pray for the Seminary
Board of Trustees’ meeting scheduled next week,
March 10 and 11. The outcome of this meeting will
largely determine the feeling of Southern alumni in
May at the Convention and might well have much to
do with whether the Seminary retains accreditation
with the American Association of Theological Schools.

It is always easy to find fault with actions of
Trustees and this is the case in the Board’s dismissal
of 13 professors last June. But it must be said that
these Trustees acted sincerely and responsibly. They

.did what they thought was best and they need the
Lord’s guidance in doing the same next week. One
word of prayer for them is worth a thousand words
of criticism.

I am encouraged by the mail and in visiting in
many places because Baptists are prayerfully con-
cerned about this matter. A dear lady who never saw
the seminary nor knows a teacher or student there
now assured me recently she prayed every day for
Exod’? direction in settling this affair. This is our
ope!

A FURTHER WORD
Editor:

I concur heartily in the feelings and
statements of Mr. C. L. Smith as repre-
sented in the “Baptist Forum” of the
Western Recorder, February 19, 1959,
concerning our Child Care Program.

A further word concerning it ought to
be said. This move is only part of a
now well recognized trend throughout
our denomination. It was g major con-
tributing factor to the trouble we are
having at Southern Baptist Theological
Seminary. Its threat to the unity of our
Baptist state work will be remembered
by all who kept up with the General
Association at Eliabethtown. Done in
the name of efficiency and promotion it
may well turn out to be the millstone
about our necks. Students of church
history will recognize in it the same
forces that gave birth to the Roman
Catholic Church of the third and fourth
centuries. y

How long will Baptists accept the
growing ecclesiastical hierarchy and fi-
nancial burden it requires! Astute people
surely see in it a parallel between civil
and ecclesiastical bureaucracy. In the
former it is considered a sin; in the
latter a blessing.

Recent reports (see editorial of Janu-
ary 8, 1959) indicate that the percentage
of increase to the Cooperative Program
lags dangerously behind the rate of in-
crease in per capita giving to the church.
The answer usually given (same edi-
torial) is selfishness on the part of the
local church. With this indictment I
readily concur; as I have in most of
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your splendid editorials. Yet, there is
another answer of equal validity. It is
a growing awareness that the first line
denominational leader is “traveling first
class.” Looking at the “big” church
preacher and denominational Ileader
(evangelists included) one finds it in-
creasingly difficult to reconcile him with
that One who said, “Foxes have dens and
birds have nests, but the Son of Man
does not have a place to lay his head.”
It is the widely travelled leader who
challenges the widow to give her “two
mites” and the poor to tithe. The two
or three car preacher or executive with
the $15,000.00 a year salary plus hono-
rariums is the one most assured that
“it pays to tithe.” A visit to most of
our denominational buildings would
create in us quite the same feeling
Martin Luther received when he visited
Rome and saw St. Peter’s basilica.

Let us not add more. Both church
and denominational office are called on
to sacrifice convenience and luxury that
the gospel might reach to the ends of
the world. And that we ourselves might
know that it is in dying that we live and
through suffering we are made perfect.
Let the preacher and denominational
leader set the example and by so doing
put the heart back into the giver and
then we will see the kingdom of God
coming in power and glory.

BECAUSE WE CARE WE SHARE
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Foreign Mission Board Reports to the People

MISSION FIELDS JOIN
IN YEAR OF EVANGELISM

Among the actions of the Southern
Baptist Foreign Mission Board at its
February meeting was the appropria-
tion of a portion of the money provided
for foreign missions through the 1958
Advance Program section of the Co-
operative Program. This money, the
Foreign Mission Board’s share of Co-
operative Program funds received after
the Southern Baptist Convention’s
operating budget was met, is being used
to meet urgent needs and reinforce the
foreign mission task across the world.

“Among the designations made from
these funds, none is more significant
than the amount set aside for advance
project in evangelism and church de-
velopment,” Dr. Baker J. Cauthen, ex-
ecutive secretary, told the Board. “A-
cross the world 1959 is being stressed
as a year of evangelism. Many special
projects have emerged upon the recom-
mendations of Missions and conventions.

“One of the outstanding projects is in
Japan where the 70th anniversary of
the beginning of Southern Baptist mis-
sion work is heing celebrated. There
will be extensive meetings projected in
Japan during the year, and it is antici-
pated that several people will be going
from the United States to share in those
meetings.

“One of the reasons we are seeing
an increase in mission concern through-
out the Southern Baptist Convention is
that sizable numbers of leaders in re-
sponsible places have been able to make
firsthand contributions on mission fields
through preaching, conducting -clinics,
and rendering other types of special
services.”

SECRETARIES ABROAD

On February 13, the day after the
Board meeting, Dr. Cauthen left the
States to join Dr. Frank K. Means, sec-
retary for Latin America, in missionary
conferences in Buenos Aires, Argentina,
and Rio de Janerio, Brazil. He will re-
turn to Board headquarters about March
1. Dr. Means has been in South America
since January 26 visiting mission sta-
tions. He will return the middle of
March.

Dr. H. Cornell Goerner, secretary for
Africa, Europe, and the Near East, will
leave the last of Feburary for a month-
long tour of Europe and the Near East.
The principal occasion of his trip is
the dedication of a new chapel building
at the Baptist Theological Seminary in
Ruschlikon-Zurich, Switzerland, fol-
lowed by a conference on theological
education. At this conference representa-
tives from national Baptist seminaries
in Europe and faculty members of the
international seminary at Rushlikon will
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seek to reach a correlation of curricula
and increased co-operation among all
who are working to produce a trained
leadership for the Baptist churches and
convention of Europe.

While in Europe Dr. Goerner will in-
vestigate further the situation with ref-
erence to religious freedom in Spain,
confer with Baptist leaders in Italy, and
visit a Baptist congregation in France.
He will also consult with Baptist leaders
in Portugal, where Dr. and Mrs. A. R.
Crabtree, veteran missionaries to Brazil,
have taken up their residence as fra-
ternal representatives of the Foreign
Mission Board.

In the Near East Dr. Goerner will
inspect the proposed plot for the new
theological seminary in Beirut, Lebanon,
have fellowship with new missionaries
engaged in language study in Jordan
and Gaza, and survey progress being
made toward the establishment of a
student center in Jerusalem, Israel.

IMPRESSIONS FRON PORTUGAL

Dr. Goerner shared with the Board
portions of a report written by Dr.Crab-
tree on February 3, a few days after
he and Mrs. Crabtree arrived in Portu-
gal. “We are impressed with the fine
quality of the church members here,”
Dr. Crabtree said. “The Sunday night
congregation looked very much like an
average congregation of smaller churches
in the States. In spite of strong Catholic
opposition the people here seem to be
much more open to the gospel than I had
expected to find them.”

Dr. Crabtree reported that the finan-
cial assistance given Portuguese Baptists
by the Foreign Mission Board has been
gratefully received and has furnished
a stimulus and encouragement to the
work. Part of the funds were used by
one church to rent a preaching hall
on the first floor of a new building and
rooms above for living quarters for the
pastor.

“It was too early for Dr. Crabtree to
give a definite opinion as to whether
Southern Baptists should plan to send
personnel to Portugal,” Dr. Goerner told
the Board. “The wisdom of sending ex-
perienced missionaries from Brazil to
serve as our liaison persons has been
abundantly proved, as Dr. Crabtree’s
outstanding first impression was that
a major concern of Southern Baptists
should be to avoid creating the feeling
that our Foreign Mission Board is going
into Portugal to ‘take over’ the work
which has been so well done in the
past by the Brazilian Baptist Foreign
Mission Board.

“A beginning has been made in Portu-
gal. Just what the future contribution
of Southern Baptists in this small coun-
try is to be remains yet to determined.”

Dr. Cullen is both a great pulpiteer_
and a great pastor, as anyone can readily
know who hears him preach or who
reads the record of his accomplishments.
The Calvary Church in Evansville has
had a phenomenal growth under his
preaching, and that church, under his
leadership, has established five missions
most of which have become churches—
Vann Avenue, Fares Avenue, Northeast
Park Churches and Fulton Square Mis-
sion, all in Evansville, and the First
Baptist Church, Mt. Vernon, Ind.

The membership of his own church
has grown from 300 to 1,300.

[This is the fifth of seven articles deal-
ing with the work of suggested Brother-
hood Committees. Functioning commit-
tees eliminate “PROJECTS,” as such,
from Brotherhoods and focus the atten-
tion of men upon AREAS of church
ACTIVITY.]

“Pure Religion and undefiled before
God and the Father is this, To visit the
fatherless and widows in their affliction,
and to keep himself unspotted from the
world” [James 1: 27]

The Benevolence Committee is to
minister personally through fellowship,
Christian sympathy, and with physical
means to those who are sick, bereaved,
aged, sorrowing, or needy. The Benevo-
lence Committee is not the church’s
committee on welfare, but should seek
in every way to co-operate with the
church’s committee. Members chosen
to serve on the committee should be
men who are kind, friendly, sympathetic,
understanding, and of unselfish spirit.

PRACTICAL SUGGESTIONS

1. Make a list of persons in the
church membership who are sick, in-
valided, disabled and plan to keep in
touch with them from time to time
as they need friendship and help.

2. Work out a program of visitation
that will use man of the Benevolence
Committee, and other men in the
Brotherhood, in doing things for others
in Christlike spirit.

3. Help the church to build and
maintain a fellowship fund out of
which assistance may be given to mem-
bers of the church who are in distress.

4. Help the pastor by bearing some
of the load of visitation to the sorrow-
ing, sick, and aged.

5. Visit frequently the old people
who cannot attend church and keep
them informed of church programs. In
making such visits always read the
Bible and have prayer.

6. Encourage church members to at-
tend the funerals among church families.
Understanding sympathy at such times
means much.

7. Visit convalescent homes and homes
for old people, sharing reading matter,
and Christian friendship.

8. Make visits to hospitals, giving
particular attention to those who are
sick and away from their own families.

Ten

9. Keep before the Brotherhood and
the church the needs of the Baptist
Children’s Home.

10. When requested, work with wel-
fare agencies to provide subsistence for
widows and orphans.

11. Seek to help young preachers with
limited means to get started with their
ministerial education.

12. Install hearing aids in church pews
for the hard-of-hearing.

13. Sponsor Christmas trees and
Christmas services for children in mis-
sion communities.

14. Counsel with the pastor about oc-
casions to honor the aged at special serv-
ices, or in revivgls, and provide trans-
portation for them to attend church.

15. Render both personal and financial
help when possible, especially in cases
of prolonged sickness, broken health,
funerals.

16. Keep before the men the benevo-
lent causes of Baptists, including hospi-
tals, orphanages, welfare homes, and the
like.

17. If any church members should
ever be involved in trcubles, extend
sympathy, friendship, and help.

18. Conduct home services for ‘“shut-
ins” to read the Bible, sing, pray.

19. Provide radio or phonograph for
the blind, if they have none, to enable
them to hear sermons, music, news
events.

20. See that men of the Brotherhood
mail good-cheer cards, or send flowers
to those who are sick in homes or hospi-
tals. .

21. Report promptly to the pastor all
cases of sickness, distress, or need, and
co-operate fully with him in ministering
to individuals and families involved.

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RALPH AVENUE DEDICATES NEW

The Ralph Avenue Baptist Church,
Louisville, dedicated its completely new
auditorium with a seating capacity of
more than 500 on Sunday, February 15.
The new auditorium is equipped with
new Fawn Oak pews with white maple
ends and matching pulpit furniture. Also
the church has installed a new organ
with chimes, new piano to match the
furnishings, new hymnals, carpeting
and a public address system.

The day began with a procession from
the old building to the new, led by Pas-
tor John M. Snawder, who preached the
first sermon in the new building. He
spoke on “What Hath God Wrought.” To
climax the day, he buried 18 persons in
believer’s baptism.

Ralph Avenue is just over ten years
of age. Pastor Snawder has served con-
tinuously as the one and only pastor
the church has had. In fact, there was
no membership when he, at the invita-
tion of Dr. H. Leo Eddleman and the
Parkland Baptist Church in 1948, as-
sumed the responsibility for starting a
Baptist mission. At the first service 12
people responded to the invitation and
became the nucleus to which across the
years “the Lord added to the Church . . .
such as should be saved.”

Materially, Ralph Avenue Church has
expanded from $5,000 in property to
approximately $150,000 in buildings and
property. From open country the com-
munity has developed to a highly ur-
banized city. Ralph Avenue has built or
made a major expansion six times dur-
ing its ten-year history, and is making
long-range plans for further building.

Spiritually, Ralph Avenue has made
its impact upon its own community and
the world. Evangelism is a major con-
cept. Apart from its local mission work,
Ralph Avenue Church tithes its income
into the Cooperative Program, the For-
eign Mission Board and Home Mision
Board. Also in connection with the
“30,000 Movement,” Ralph Avenue is
sponsoring, in co-operation with the
Home Mission Board, a new Baptist
Church in Defiance, Ohio.

The present membership is over 500,
with a current Sunday school attendance
of above 300.

H. H. Culpepper, as
Professor of Missions

Hugo Hurlston Culpepper, missionary
to Argentina, has been elected, effective
June 1, assistant professor of missions
at Southern Baptist Theological Semi-
nary.

A professor in International Baptist
Theological Seminary, Buenos Aires,
since 1951, Culpepper is completing res-

idence requirements at Southern this
semester for a doctor’s degree in Chris-
tian Theology.

He, a native of Pine Bluff, Arkansas,
had completed studies at Marion Mili-
tary Institute in Alabama and was
studying at the U. S. Naval Academy,
when, in 1932, he resigned to study for
the Gospel ministry.

After study at Ouachita College, he
went to Baylor University, where he
received a B. A. degree in 1936. He
earned a Master of Thelogy degree at
Southern Seminary in 1939.

Appointed by the Foreign Mission
Board of the Southern Baptist Conven-
tion in 1940, he and Mrs. Culpepper, the
former Miss Ruth Cochrane, Little Rock,
Arkansas, went to Peiping, China, as
language students.

Because of international tension a few
months later, the language school was
moved to the Philippine Islands. In 1941
they were interned in the Baguio Con-
centration Camp. They remained there
until they were liberated by the U. S.
Army in 1945.

Following repatriation aboard a troop
transport, the Culpeppers, both of them
in ill health, went to Little Rock for a
two-year period of convalescence. Dur-
ing his interment Culpepper lost 40
pounds of weight.

In 1947 they went to Santiago, Chile,
wher-e Culpepper was a professor in the
Baptist Seminary. He left that post in

1951 for the teaching position in Buenos
Aires.

Mrs. Culpepper holds a degree from
Baylor and is a graduate of the W.M.U.
Training School, now the Carver School
of Missions and Social Work. They have
two sons, Richard Alan, 12, and Paul
Lawrence, 10.

The parents of Mr. and Mrs. Cul-
pepper live in Little Rock. Both couples
are active members of the Immanuel
Baptist Church there. His father, J. H.
Culpepper, now retired, is former chief
of the Federal Income Tax Division for
Arkansas.

Rio de Janeiro Prepares
For 1960 World Congress

RIO de JANEIRO, Brazil—(BWA)—
The Tenth Baptist World Congress will
be the largest convention ever held in
Rio de Janeiro. That is the personal esti-
mate of Dr. Abelardo Franco, director of
tourism for the city.

Rio Baptists will be ready for the
Congress. Dr. Edger Hallock, general
chairman of arrangements, says 26 com-
mittees with a total of 150 members are
already at work, though the meeting—
June 26-July 3, 1960—is more than a
year away.

Hotel men also will be ready. They
have allotted some 4,000 rooms for dele-
gates, have made plans to curtail opera-
tion of their bars, and have adjusted
dining hours to fit the Congress program.

Transportation companies have agreed
to furnish special buses, running from
hotels to the Congress and return. Rio
police have begun studying the English
and French languages to be a maximum
help to the visitors.

These are among the things told Dr.
Theodore F. Adams, president of the
Alliance when he met with Baptist com-
mitteemen and city officigls in early
February.

Registration at the Congress is ex-
pected to be about 15,000, of which 10,-
000 will come from the Baptist churches
of Brazil. Non-registered visitors to the
night session and a mass evangelistic
rally at the Congress close is estimated
to boost the total attendance to perhaps
200,000.

The meeting is expected, therefore,
to be one of the strongest evangelistic
witnesses ever known to Latin America,
a nominally Catholic area.

Rio Baptists are among the fastest
growing Baptist groups in the world.
There are 121 Baptist churches in Rio
proper and another 72 in the suburban
areas. Every one of these churches is
self-supporting.
