Earnestly Contend for the Faith which
was Once for All Delivered to the Saints
—Jude 3.
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- STEADFASTNESS IN THE FAITH

With church membership at an all-
time high it is disconcerting to learn
that only about fifty per cent of church
members attend services with any reg-
ularity. This ought to awaken our
churches to the need of having a minis-
try solely for our church members.
There is a need for messages that en-
gender stedfastness in the faith ‘“once
for all delivered to the saints.”

Paul writing to the church at Colossae
(2:5-7) commends them in the stedfast-
ness of their faith and in the orderly
manner in which they conduct their
lives. This stedfastness and orderly ar-
ray of their faith did not come about by
mere accident; but was a result of their
surrender to Christ and their putting
into practice the convictions they held
concerning Him. Thus, their faithful-
ness in surrender to Christ, their de-
velopment of convictions concerning
Him, and their putting into practice
what they believed, lays for us the
triad of victorious Christian living.

When we look at our surrender to
Christ we find that it is one thing to
surrender and quite another to remain
loyal to that surrender. When we first
gave ourselves to Christ it was an act
in which we expressed complete trust
in His saving grace, and a willingness
for Him to be our Master, The question
now arises, “Do we still maintain that
spirit of surrender that so characterized
our early Christian beginning?” It is in
this vein of thought that each one of us
should examine himself in determining
his loyalty to that surrender. We need to
be constantly aware of these dangers that
seek to upset the steadfastness of sur-
render to Christ.

Our committal to Christ demands that
we persevere and let nothing interfere
with our growth in Christian graces.
When the pull of the present replaces
our hope of the future, and the glitter of
the matenial blinds us to the reality of
the spiritual, we do well to reconsider
our surrender to Christ. When we
lose the purpose of surrender to Christ
we become easy prey for that which is
false and misleading. Jesus reminds us
that when we take lightly his words the
“cares of the world and the deceitful-
ness of riches” will strangle to death our
fruit-producing vitality.

The true Christian will not be critical
of those Christians who have forgotten
the meaning of their surrender to Christ,
but will in every way seek to help them.
Satan is ever active in his deceptions to
deceive the “elect” if possible; therefore
the church ought to be as active in seek-
ing to reclaim and restore those who
have fallen victim to his wiles. I be-
lieve that every Christian can go back
to the day and hour — and the sin —
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when he took his first step away from
his loyalty to Christ. I believe also
that when that Christian lifts his voice
to God in confession of that sin God will
forgive and restore him to usefulness in
His service.

When one remains true to his surrend-
er to Christ he will inculcate in his life
definite convictions about Christ and
grow immeasureably in His likeness. The
world appreciates, and looks for, con-
victions in the lives of men who claim
allegiance to Christ. If a man wavers
in his beliefs the world will question
the reality of his Christian experience.
Convictions are beliefs that a man ap-
propriates for himself which become
the determining factor in his life.

In this matter of convictions, does it
matter what one believes? Are beliefs
measured by one’s sincerity in believing
them? Do beliefs matter as long as a
man believes something? To me, it
makes a great difference what one be-
lieves. It means the difference between
being right and being wrong. It means
the difference between being a faithful
Christian and a faithless one. It means
the difference between being a stedfast
Christian and a wavering one.

Whenever Paul refutes an error he al-
ways places that which is true over
against that which is untrue. The Gnos-
tics, an heretical sect of Paul’s day, be-
lieved that Jesus was only one of many
emanations through which a man must
go if he is to approach God. Paul says,
“In Him (Christ) dwelleth the Godhead
bodily.” They taught that a man’s re-
ligious devotion and sincerity was mea-
sured by his observance of special days,
through an elaborate system of rituals;
but Paul answers, “These are after the
traditions of men, after the rudiments
of the world, and not after Christ.” We
conclude then that unless our convic-
tions are based on truth we are doomed
to disappointment. The joy of Christ-
tian living springs from the deep, abid-
ing convictions which govern our life.
Only those Christians who lack Chris-
tian principles will speak harshly of
those Christians whose convictions will
not let them compromise. It is far bet-
ter to be criticized for having strong con-
vietions than to be ridiculed for lax-
ness!

When Paul states that as we “have re-
ceived Christ, walk in Him,” he knew
that profession without practice has lit-
tle effect on those outside the church. A
witness of words, to be effectual, must
be supported by actions. No person can
convince another that Christ means
“a]] the world to me” if his actions speak
otherwise. Before the wvoice of truth
can be heard above the din of errors the
people of God must put into practice def-

inite convictions about God, about Christ,
and about the church, and let these con-
victions be interpreted through actions.

Surely a people redeemed from sin
by the grace of God will offer an effec-
tive witness to the world dying in sin.
However, the point of this article is
how much more effective can be our
witness when those who have become
disloyal to Christ will renew their al-
legiance to Him and let their lives ex-
press the beauty of faithfulness.

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Disease of Desire

Appearances are deceiving. This is nowhere more
true than in the huge budgets of today’s Baptist
churches and the record incomes reported by these
churches almost every year. The deception lies in the
assumption that because we spend more money, we
are doing more Kingdom work. In reality we might
be doing less when we spent fewer dollars. The prob-
lem is in what we call inflation.

Pastor Joseph R. Estes recently presented this
problem to the members of the First Baptist Church,
Bowling Green, in a thought provoking article in the
weekly publication of the church. He convincingly
showed how rising cost of living, increasing tax loads,
and high pressure salesmanship tactics directed to the
consumer have resulted in robbery of the church and
curtailing the ministry of the church to a lost world.

Many pastors and churches are worried over this
problem. The same lights, heat, insurance, literature,
Janitorial service, etc., of several years ago cost much
more today. The needed and fair raises given to
pastors and staff members take a record number of
dollars of the church budget. When it’s all over we
find we are spending many more dollars and doing
about the same. In fact, in some instances churches
are actually curtailing their local programs or their
mission gifts or both. This is because of the financial
strain of the church even with record contributions.

Inflation of the dollar, therefore, is a serious prob-
lem for every person and for every church as well as
for our nation. But there is another kind of inflation
which is even more disastrous. This is the inflation
of desire, more insidious and destructive than infla-
tion of the dollar. Inflation of desire is rampant among
us. We are manipulated as puppets by “hidden per-
suaders” of the profit crazed, commercial world. We
haggle for pay raises to eat more, wear more, go more,
play more, and wind up finding it hard to contribute
to God’s cause as much as we did a few years ago.

Inflation of desire afflicts churches as well as in-
dividuals for they are not immune to “hidden per-
suaders” of today’s world. Symptoms of the dis-
ease of desire are on every hand. Consider the sub-
urbia-mania of individuals which also strikes churches
and leaves great deserted and churchless areas in
our cities.

New million and multi-million dollar facilities for
Baptist churches and denominational agencies and
institutions are justified with many arguments, but
don’t quite make sense to millions on other continents
without a shed in which to worship, no more than it
makes sense that Americans spend millions of dollars
trying to lose excess fat from over-indulgence while
three of every four people in the world go to bed
(where they have a bed) hungry every night.
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It should not be the most coveted thing to be said
that the Baptist pastor is the highest paid preacher in
town, especially when we claim to be nearest in
doctrine to the Galilean who had nowhere to lay his
head. One Southern city is said to be able to boast of
three Baptist pastors in the $20,000 salary class when
all the fringe benefits are counted. This is bout as
noble as the opposite extreme where some Baptist
churches boast that they get the most out of their
preacher for the least money of any church that
they know.

Ancient non-Christian philosophers claimed man’s
greatest problem was desire. Their prescription of
suppression and destruction of desire by rigid associa-
tion was not the right solution, but control and
direction of desire as taught by Jesus in the Sermon
on the Mount is a great need today. “But seek ye
tirst the kingdom of God and all these things shall be
added unto you” (Matt. 6:33).

Deflation of unholy desire would go a long way to
help our personal and church budgets.

Two Signs

Is the world getting better or worse? This is an
age-old debate with support and evidence on both
sides. The answer may not be either . .. or .. . but
both ... and ... The world is getting better and
better. and worse and worse, as paradoxical as it
sounds. This is graphically illustrated in two recent
signs on a highway.

A “For Sale” sign recently went up on a highly
desirable piece of property in a rapidly developing
area of Louisville, “Sold” was written across the
“For Sale” sign a few days later and considerable
rejoicing spread through the community when it was
reported a church was to be built on the property.
A few weeks later another sign appeared a few
hundred feet away on the same thoroughfare. It
read, “Coming Soon To This Location, Red Bull
Liquor Store.”

A new church, a new liquor store—this is the
story of our age. In these two signs is epitomized
the age-old struggle between right and wrong. More
people than ever before belong to a church, but more
people than ever before are involved in immorality,
theft, prostitution, graft, and the like. More money
is contributed to churches than ever before, but more
money also is spent for gambling, liquor, and the like
than ever before. For every college girl there is a
barmaid; for every college boy there is a man behind
prison bars.

Unbelievable almest is the fact that many in our
day don’t see the conflict between the two signs.
They welcome the new church and the new liquor
store. How could this be? One represents life, the
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other represents death. “Thus saith the Lord; Behold,
I set before you the way of life, and the way of death”
(Jer. 21:8).

As those committed to the reign of God upon
earth, we who follow Jesus have no grounds for
false optimism considering the battle is over and the
victory is won. There are signs on every hand to
remind us that Satan has not surrendered. He would,
with the help of his children, set up a dozen liquor
stores and brothels for every church, steal the
chastity of every young man and woman, and de-
stroy every moral fiber of America.

On the other hand we have no reason to despair.
God in Christ Jesus has broken the power of Satan.
Ultimate victory belongs to Jesus who turned the
tide of war on Calvary’s battlefield. Ours then is to
1;;)ui: ton (‘;he whole armour of God and having done all,
o stand.

in enrollment of more pastors and church staff mem-
bers in the Southern Baptist Protection Plan.

We applaud the agreement. It is one of the few
things around the church that the pastor and his
staff are reluctant to promote. They’re involved and
thereby embarrassed by position.

The Protection Plan, as every informed Baptist
knows, is the denomination’s retirement plan for min-
isters and others of the church staff. It also has
provisions for the widow and other benefits. ~Only
about a third of the Southern Baptist pastors are
enrolled. )

Many of the churches are paying both their share
of the retirement program and that of the pastor and
others of the staff. It is a practice rather general
in the business world.

The Brotherhood can, if it will, double the enroll-
ment percentage of pastors and churches within the
year. It can be their easiest project and also one of

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My Experiences in the 49th State
As a Summer Missionary

Representing 10,000 Baptist students
and our Lord in our 49th state, Alaska,
this summer, was an experience I shall
never forget.

Like several other students on our
campus, I felt God wanted me to use
my summer for the building of His
Kingdom. I applied through the Summer
Mission Program of the Baptist Student
Union of Kentucky and was chosen to
represent my fellow students in Alaska.

Little did I realize that in the ten
weeks following my departure on June 2
from Louisville, Kentucky, would come
some of the greatest blessings of my life.

When I arrived in Portland, Oregon,
I met with the other eight students who
would serve in Alaska, and also those
who would serve in the states of Wash-
ington and Oregon. There were students

from practically every state in the South-
ern Baptist: Convention represented
there. I was the only one, however, from
Kentucky.

There were six college men and three
college women appointed to service in
Alaska. Of the six men, I was the only
student not preparing for the ministry.
Three were assigned to be pastors of
missions, two did V.B.S. work and I was
assigned to be pastor of a full-time
church in Valdez, Alaska. Of course this
was a new field to me. I had never
preached a sermon in all my life. I firmly
believe now that it would do all Chris-
tian laymen good to be pastor of a
church for ten weeks, or even two weeks.

Would Reach Half-Way Around World

Tape-use report just released by the Radio and Television Commission of the

Southern Baptist Convention indicate that this production center is now undoubtedly
the biggest user of broadcast tape in the entire Southwest.

More than 41,000,00 feet of blank tape (41,839,200 feet) were used the past year
to keep radio stations supplied weekly with “MasterControl” and “The Baptist Hour”
programs and to provide recorded tapes for church and Sunday School use.

“MasterControl” is now broadcast by 128 stations and “The Baptist Hour” by
463. This means heavy production must be maintained at Commission headquarters
to meet the weekly broadcast schedules of the many stations across the nation. These
radio program tapes and other tapes produced for specific needs of Boards and
Missions of the Southern Baptist Convention, require roughly 1,500 packets for each
two-week shipping period. More than 6,000 thirty-minute “MasterControl” tapes
are supplied stations during a year, and almost 13,000 thirty-minute tapes go to
stations broadcasting “The Baptist Hour” during the year.

The total tape footage used in one year at the Commission is enough to reach
from Chicago to Baghdad. The tapes in their shipping containers would make a stack
more than twice the height of the Empire State Building.

to help them. It would help us to be
greater servants for our Lord.

On our arrival in Anchorage from
Portland, the others went their different
ways while I traveled on to the little
town of Valdez, some 350 miles from
Anchorage.

I felt so uncertain in what I was to do
as the little plane circled around that
little town trying to land. I felt so weak
and afraid. I wondered what kind of
people I would meet, what I would be
doing, where I would be staying. . .. I
thought, too, about the problems and
how I would cope with them. The feel-
ing of emptiness left when Mrs. Dick
Shafer and her sons met me at the plane.
I knew right away that God gives no
task impossible.

The first few weeks went by so fast
I hardly knew they were gone. My
weekly run of activities kept me pretty
busy in such things as camping with
the boys, hiking, fishing, visiting the lost
and unconcerned, preparing two Sunday
sermons, teaching a Sunday School class,
holding weekly Prayer Meetings and
choir practice, conducting eight days of
Vacation Bible School. In the School,
I served as V.B.S. principal, junior prin-
cipal, song leader, janitor, server of re-
freflhments and whatever else there was
to do.

We had a total of 39 in our School.
We had 21 Juniors in all, only five of
them being girls. Without the help of
Mrs. Dave Kennedy, our school would
have had only Juniors. Mrs. Kennedy
took the Primaries and had 14 enrolled.
We had three Intermediate helpers who
kept records and helped with handicraft
for the girls.

Our School was successful in that we
had seven who rededicated their lives.

Our Royal Ambassadors met for sev-
eral weeks, but because there would be
no one to lead them after the summer,
they again had no Chapter. We enjoyed
camping, knocking about in the snow,
hiking and fishing together.

I taught a class of Intermediates com-
posed of girls and boys with an average
attendance for the summer of four.

The First Baptist Church of Valdez,
Alaska, has 57 members. Our Sunday
school ran from 20 to 35 in attendance
while the preaching service had from 30
to 70 in attendance.

When the last week rolled around and
again I was to pack all my belongings
and head back to Kentucky, I found
myself amazed at all the things I had
been privileged to do. In Valdez was a
church without a pastor for almost three
years, and I was chosen to serve them
for ten weeks.

When I arrived home, I had a mes-
sage to give to our people. People are
in need of Christ everywhere. Not only
across the seas, but here in our own
United States there is a great need. Yes,
God needs teachers, preachers, mission-
aries and all types of Christian laymen
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not only in Alaska, our 49th state, but
everywhere.

The ten weeks that I served in Valdez,
Alaska, are outstanding weeks in my
life. During that time, my Christian life
was strengthened, by Bible knowledge
increased as did my love and desire to
see the lost accept Christ.

God may be calling you to His service.

Everyone in the congregation seemad
to share in the joy of the extraordinary

occasion last Sunday night as one after
the other deaf mutes were buried in
the baptismal waters. This service was
evidence of the effectiveness of the
church’s ministry to the deaf through
Sunday school, Training Union, and the
worship services. There is probably no
happier, more enthusiastic group in the
church than the “silent” group.

Prior to the beginning the “Silent”
Sunday school class, October 11, there
was one deaf mute enrolled in the Sun-
day school—Mrs. Louis Waldridge. On
the first Sunday the class ‘met seven
deaf friends were present. The first
few Sundays were a difficult struggle.
But there was understanding, patience,
and help by the deaf and a daughter of
Mrs. Waldridge. Now the class has a
very efficient interpreter-teacher and
the enrollment has grown to fourteen.
These fourteen come from as far as
twenty-five miles in Kentucky and
Metropolis, I11. Last Sunday night there
were visitors from Princeton, Ky.

The work of Mrs. Kathy Roberts with
this group has been amazing-miraculous!
When the “Silent” class began she knew
none of the sign language. In a period
of five or six weeks she learned the
alphabet and about 600 words. On No-
vember 20 she interpreted the first wor-
ship service. Now she most efficiently
teaches the class, helps in Training
Union, interprets both the morning and
evening worship services and inter-

prets for Pastor Denzil Dukes in his
counseling and ministering to them.

This is the only such class in the entire
tri-state—the closest other class prob-
ably being in Nashville.

pThe new librarian of Carver School of
Missions and Social Work is Miss Hilda
Arnold, who has been promoted from her
work as library assistant to succeed Miss
Georgie Fancher. Miss Arnold is a
product of Drakesboro, Kentucky, and
obtained a B.S. in library science at
Western Kentucky State College and a
M.S. in library science at the University
of Kentucky.

Besides his wife, Mr. Hargis is sur-
vived by one daughter, Mrs. Badgett
(Pauline Hargis) Dillard, long field
worker with the Sunday School Board
and more recently teacher of elementary
subjects in the School of Religious Edu-
cation, Southern Baptist Theological
Seminary; two brothers, George Hargis,
Normal, Ill.; Walter Hargis, Somerset;
4 grandchildren, and 2 great-grand-
children.

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The Passing of Pastor
Frank B. Fitzgerald

The funeral of Frank Burdette Fitz-
gerald, 63, was conducted in the audi-
torium of the Crestwood Baptist Church,
Crestwood, Ky., on January 22, from the
same pulpit where he had preached in
previous years. The sermon was de-
livered by Pastor A. Jackson Prince,
assisted by Pastor Roy L. Puckett of the
Eastern Parkway Church, Louisville, a
friend of many years of the deceased,
and Pastor Earl Caldwell, of the Crest-
wood Presbyterian Church. Burial was
in nearby Floydsburg Cemetery.

Death came at the Pewee Valley Hos-
pital at 1:30 a.m., on January 20. Though
he was the picture of health, he had a
long acquaintance with suffering, es-
pecially with heart trouble, and in his
last years other complications set in.

He had suffered an injury while in
Virginia, but recuperated enough to get
to Louisville. He had wanted so much
to attend the Southern Baptist Conven-
tion, but, on returning to Louisville,
found that he could not make it to the
convention. He was bedfast ever after-
wards, until his death.

Fitzgerald was the quiet, scholarly
type, with a vast reservoir of useful in-
formation stored and primed for every
occasion. He was gifted both in the pul-
pit and in his pastoral relationships. He
could preach a sermon in a few words
or sentences, quite as effectively as he
could preach in public. His conversation
was filled with epigrams, with Scripture
quotations, with brilliant sayings and
stories of the great preachers, and he
had the gift of applying the exact words
for each incident. ;

Native of Virginia, where he was born
May 23, 1896, in Pittsylvania County, a
son of the late Henrictta and Samuel
Fitzgerald, he attended school in Lynch-

burg, Va., Moody Bible Institute at
Chicago, and Southern Seminary at
Louisville.

He was pastor of Sonora Baptist
Church, Sonora, Ky., for two years; of
Baptist Temple, Louisville, 12 years; of
Crestwood Baptist Church, 9 years
and of Moore’s Swamp Church, Surry
County, Va., and interim pastor at First
Church, Henderson, N. C., and Coving-
ton Church, Covington, Va., for shorter
periods. Until his recent illness he had
been preaching at Elberton, Va.

Mrs. Fitzgerald is the former Miss
Eunice Harris, South Hill, Va., who sur-
vives him, as do two -children: Mrs.
Jeanne F. Wilson, R.N., Pewee Valley,
who nursed him throughout his last ill-
ness; and F. B. Fitzgerald, Jr., 3421
Meridian Ave., Charlotte 8, N. C., min-
ister of music at the Matthews Baptist
Church, Matthews, N. C., and four
grandchildren. He also is survived by
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three brothers: James Fitzgerald, Welch,
W. Va.; Howard B. Fitzgerald, Roanoke,
Va.; and Alfred Fitzgerald, Chatham,
Va.; and by one sister, Mrs. Emily F.
Teare, Petersburg, Va.

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MEETING ORGANIZED OPPOSITION

This lesson brings us to a study of
Paul’s third missionary journey during
which he spent considerable time in
Ephesus. Paul’s arrival in Ephesus ful-
filled his promise to the inquiring Jews
of the city, made on his former brief
visit there (Acts 18:19-21). Located on
the main route from Rome to the East,
the populous and magnificent city of
Ephesus was an important commercial
center in which many wealthy and in-
fluential Jews resided. Two architectual
features adorned the city—the Theatre
and the Temple of Diana, the latter be-
ing one of the seven wonders of the an-
cient world,

Acts 19:8-10.

Coming into Ephesus, the capital of
Asia Minor and consequently the hub of

" commerce, Paul met twelve disciples of

John the Baptist. Instantly he recog-
nized the lack of scmething very im-
portant in their lives, so he asked them
a vital question, “Did ye receive the
Holy Spirit when ye believed?” Their
answer to his question revealed a funda-
mental deficiency. By their baptism
they had testified repentance for sin and
a readiness to trust the Saviour when
He should be revealed. But, strange to
say, they had never been informed that
Christ had come, and wrought, and died,
and arisen. Neither had they been told
about the epochal happenings at Pente-
cost when the Holy Spirit descended in
such mighty power. Paul gave them
this valuable information and told them
that they should believe on Christ as
their Saviour. They believed on Him
and were saved, whereupon they con-
fessed their faith in Him, they were
baptized and they received the Holy
Spirit. Prior to their trust in Him,
they had never been Christ’s disciples.

Notwithstanding his unfortunate ex-
perience elsewhere, as was his custom,
Paul entered the synagogue to witness
to the Jews, his brethren in the flesh.
He was neither ashamed of the gospel of
Christ nor afraid to preach it. Coming
from a brilliant mind and a Spirit-filled
heart, his preaching was characterized
by boldness, reasoning, faithfulness and
persuasion (v. 8). When Paul assailed
their spiritual blindness, idolatrous wor-
ship and resultant sin through public,
persistent, courageous, uncompromising
preaching, some were led to faith in
Christ, while others rejected Christ and
hardened in unbelief. It is solemnizing
to note that when the Word of God is
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heard its effect is either to harden or
to enrich the life, the result depending
upon the attitude of the individual to-
ward the Word. In this case, those re-
jecting the Word wilfully and deliber-
ately began to slander the preacher, to
insult the Son of God, to ridicule His
claims and to blaspheme Him before
the crowd.

Paul found a rare opportunity to
preach in the synagogue and he did not
fail to make the most of it. At the end
of three months, the opposition of the
unbelieving Jews to the gospel of Christ
was so strong that it became advisable
for Paul to find another place in which
to conduct the services and to preach
the gospel. Paul and the other believers
withdrew, from the synagogue and se-
cured the building in which Tyrannus
conducted his school. It was a solemn
day when they withdrew, because with
them went the truth and the blessing
of God. However, this withdrawal meant
the furtherance of the gospel, because
“All they which dwelt in Asia heard
the Wiord of the Lord.”

After Paul began his work in the
schoolhouse, he remained in Ephesus for
two years, which was longer than he
stayed in any other ecity which he
evangelized. He did this for two rea-
sons: first, because of the opportunities
afforded him, and, second, because of
the opposition which he encountered.
Paul knew that repeated and persistent
efforts really count,

Acts 19:23-28.

So greatly did Paul’s sincerity, man-
ner of life and preaching, teaching and
witnessing affect the people in Ephesus
that the sale of silver shrines of the god-
dess Diana decreased tremendously. It
was very obvious to Demetrius and his
fellow silversmiths that idolatry was
tottering before the power of the gospel.
Because of the interference of the gospel
with their nefarious business, Deme-
trius called a meeting of the craftsmen
and reminded them that the market for
their products was weakened materially.
What a tribute to the effectiveness of
Paul’s preaching and to the power of
the gospel which he proclaimed! How-
ever, it should be noted that their op-
position to and violent reaction against
the gospel was not because it endangered
their religion, but primarily because it
interfered with their business.

Evidently they had found their busi-
ness to be quite profitable, for Deme-

trius said, “Sirs, ye know that by this
craft we have our wealth.” In his in-
flammatory address he remarked, “this
our craft is in danger of being set at
nought.” Vested interests always seek
to block the progress of the gospel of
Christ when it interferes with the in-
come derived from their business. Even
though the angry silversmiths could not
reach Paul, they seized two of his com-
panions, Gaius and Aristarchus, and
rushed them into the theater. Paul would
have entered also, but his friends would
not permit him to do so. Nevertheless,
his desire spoke volumes for his courage.

Acts 20:1-3.

After the uproar had subsided Paul
again called together the disciples and
comforted them with much exhortation.
Then he departed on his intended jour-
ney to Macedonia, where he spent three
months at work in Corinth. Part of this
time was given to “setting things in
order.” Paul did mot spare those who
had caused the church so much trouble,
those who had defamed his own good
name, or those who were known as de-
spisers of his apostolic authority. His
Jewish enemies laid wait for him with
the intention of seizing him on his way
to Syria, so Paul changed his plans and
returned to Macedonia. Everywhere
Paul went he encountered opposition,
but he remained faithful to his duty and
enjoyed the consciousness of the Lord’s
presence with him in all of his trials.

State Training Union
Secretaries Begin Survey

NASHVILLE, Tenn. — (BSSB) —
Twenty-seven state Baptist Training
Union secretaries imitiated an intensive
study of certain aspects of that organiza-
tion’s work January 13-15 in Memphis,
Tenn. Philip B. Harris, Training Union
Department secretary, Baptist Sunday
School Board, Nashville, directed the
meeting.

The group explored 14 areas of Train-
ing Union work as objectives and reaf-
firmed their strong conviction that
Training Union is a guide for the Chris-
tian growth of church members.

Areas are: organization and commit-
tees, standards, planning meetings, con-
servation of new Christians, associational
work, specialized training in area of
church administration, study course
work, the Training Union youth pro-
gram, basic principles of growth, lesson
course programing, field promotion,
grading, and Convention-wide meetings.

In addition, the state leaders favorably
considered a plan that would provide
added specialized training of church com-
mittees and such officers as deacons,
treasurers, and clerks.

James L. Sullivan, executive secre-
tary-treasurer of the Sunday School
Board, climaxed the study session on
the concluding evening with a challeng-
ing message for a more effective pro-
gram of conservation of new Christians.

“For a church to try to teach and
train without using organizations is
like a man trying to push a wheelbarrow
without handles,” Dr. Sullivan declared.
“The Training Union is the organization
of the church which has a major re-
sponsibility for conserving new Chris-
tians and the conservation of new
Christians is a major responsibility of
the Training Union.”

State Training Union secretaries at
this meeting agreed to continue the
program of research and study begun
in Memphis.

In connection of the above, Kentucky’s

James H. Whaley, Sr., is chairman of
the group to study Organization and
Committees, and to serve on the group
to evanulate the study Course work.

As we make plans to attend the
Southern Baptist Convention, let us also
plan to go to Cuba for it is only an
hour’s flight from Miami. Such a wvisit
on the part of thousands of us will do
much to 1ift the morale of Cuban Bap-
tists and help to dispell any misunder-
standings between our countries. Let’s
all go to Cuba!
