James N. Griffith Jr., 54, has been elected executive 
secretary-treasurer of the Georgia Baptist Convention 
executive committee effective Jan. 1. 

Griffith, current president of the Georgia Baptist 
Convention, succeeds Searcy S. Garrison, who has 
been top administrative·leader for Georgia Baptists 26 
years. 

Griffith, a native of Macon, has been pastor of 
Beech Haven Baptist Church, Athens, the past 14 
years . He has been on almost every committee in the 
Georgia convention in the past 24 years, and currently 
is a trustee of the Baptist Sunday School Board. 

He is a graduate of Mercer University and South­
eastern Baptist Theological Seminary. He has honor­
ary doctorates from Mercer and from Atlanta Law 
School. 

The Georgia Baptist executive committee also elect­
ed R. Robert Riddle Jr., minister of e.ducation at 
Rehoboth Baptist Church, Tucker, Ga., as state 
Sunday school secretary. 

J. Estill Jones of East Point was elected consultant 
to head a new department on the state convention . 
staff dealing with three areas-Christian ethics, 
family life and church administration. 

Conscientious objectors 
may register with SBC 
Ninety-four percent of the estimated base population 
of 19-year-old males has registered for a potential 
military draft, according to Selective Service officials. 

A sampling of the 1.5 million registrants shows 1.8 
percent have indicated they are registering as consci­
entious objectors or are registering under protest. 

Registration as a conscientious objector does not 
guarantee a registrant will be granted that status in 
the event of a draft, since local draft boards will have 
to make a final decision. Because of that fact; Selec­
tive Service spokesman Joan Lamb says more persons 
may be conscientiously opposed to bearing arms than 
indicated. 

Under ·a 1940 action the Southern Baptist Conven­
tion provides for the registration of conscientious ob­
jectors with the denomination. Southern Baptists who 
wish to be formally registered with their denomina­
tion as conscientious objectors may do so by writing to 
the Public Relations Office, Executive Committee, 
Southern Baptist Convention, 460 James Robertson 
Pky., Nashville, TN 37219. 

Registration cards will be provided on request and 
the signed card then becomes a part of the permanent 
file maintained by the Executive Committee. This 
information is made available to the appropriate draft 
boards on request of the individuals who signed. 

Helms bill doesn't have 
a prayer: Kastenmeier 
Legislation denying federal courts jurisdiction in 
school prayer cases appears to be all but dead in the 
96th Congress. 

"I would say S. 450 is going nowhere," said Rep. 
Robert W. Kastenmeier, D-Wis., diainnan of the 
House subcommittee on courts, civil liberties and the 
administration of justice which recently concluded five 
days of hearings on the volatile school prayer issue. 

Kastenmeier told Baptist Press the bulk of testi­
mony was against the Helms proposal which was 
passed by the Senate in April 1979 as an amendment 
to S. 450. 

Without a favorable report from Kastenmeier' s 
panel and the full House judiciary committee, the only · 
way for the Helms Amendment to reach the House 
floor is through a discharge petition initiated by Rep. 
Philip M. Crane, R-Ill. , also an unlikely prospect. 

·Franchisee 
Smith angers Jews, Gentiles 
in remarks on God's thoughts 

American Jewish leaders are angry and upset over 
remarks made by Bailey Smith, president of the 13.4 
million-member Southern Baptist Convention, during 
a religious-political gathering last month. 

The remarks, transcribed from a tape of Smith's 
address to the National Affairs Briefing in Dallas, 
were circulated in a letter by Rabbi Solomon S. Ber­
nards, codirector of Interfaith Affairs of the Anti 
Defamation League of B'nai B'rith. 

Bernards' letter quotes Smith: "I'm telling you all 
other gods besides Jehovah and his son Jesus Christ 
are strange gods. It's interesting to me at great

political battle·s how you have a Protestant to pray and 
a Catholic to pray and then you have a Jew to pray. 

"With all due respect to those dear people, my 
friend, God Almighty does not hear the prayer of a 
Jew. For how in the world can God hear the prayer of 
a man who says that Jesus Christ is not the true 
Messiah? It is blasphemous. It may be politically 
expedient, but no one can pray unless he prays 
through the name of Jesus Christ. ' ' 

Smith, who also is president of the Baptist General 
Convention of Oklahoma and pastor of First Southern 
Baptist Church, Del City, said he made the statement 
and "it is true." 

"I was emphasizing the distinctive nature of Jesus 
Christ,'' Smith said. ''I still believe it is blasphemous 
to say Jesus Christ is not the Messiah or Savior. As-a 
Christian minister I must proclaim what the Bible 
says in 1 Tim. 2:5: 'For there is one God and one 
mediator between God and man the man Christ . 
Jesus." 

He added: ''The only prayer I believe God hears 
from anybody who has been denying Jesus is, 'Lord, 
be merciful to me a sinner and save me for Christ's 
sake," .Smith added. 

Smith said he is awaie of his role as president of 
the SBC, but added: "We make a mistake when we 
try so hard at public relations we lose our missions 
thrust.'' 

Marc Tanenbaum, national interreligious affairs 
director for the American Jewish Committee, took ex­
ception with Smith's remarks, calling them "morally 

· offensive, really a defamation of 4000 years of 
loyalty" and adding they are "an act of presumption 
and arrogance suggesting this one person knows the 
mind of God . . . and is placing himself in the place of 
God." · . -

Tanenbaum added: "We are struggling to under­
stand each other, not through caricatures and stereo­
types. His (Smith's) remarks seem an example of that 
sort of thing, a mindless departure from the under­
standing that has developed." . 

Tanenbaum charged Smith with having ''invincible 
ignorance'' and with being insenstive to his position 
as spokesman for the nation's largest Protestant de­
nomination. 

''The fact he used the occasion .of this kind of forum 
(NAB) to make that kind of declaration is very upset­
ting to many of us. There is concern-and not just 
among the Jewish community-about the secularizing 
of evangelization and the politicizing of evangelical 
churches," he said. 

Glenn Igleheart, director of interfaith witness at the 
Baptist Home Mission Board, Atlanta, said Smith's 
remarks, "instead of furthering understanding, ac~ 
tually impedes it.'' 

He noted Baptists should affirm ''the uniqueness of 
God's-act in Jesus of Nazareth for the redemption of 
all people, Jews as well as Gentiles. But to state God . 
only hears the prayers of Christians is another mat­
ter. I feel we must be wary of placing restrictions on 
who God will listen to lest we make the same claims 
of groups like Jehovah's Witnesses do of having the 
sole franchise of God." 

Theologian Edward Humphreys, a professor at 
Golden Gate Baptist Theological Seminary, comment­
ed he believes "salvation is only in Christ, but I feel 
he (Smith) is going too far. Who is he to say what God 
hears or doesn't hear? 

''I feel God loves all of his people, and listens to all, 
even when they are limited by knowledge or willing­
ness. God is working with man, and we should not 
measure his listening by the measure of understand­
ing or obedience. That is for God to do," said 
Humphreys, who taught in the Baptist seminary in 
Nigeria for 15 years before becoming a professor at 
Golden Gate 15 years ago.

Daley Observations 
Don't help Moonies 
and other cults 
We generally credit framers of the United States 
constitution with establishing an<;!. guaranteeing 
the religious freedom we prize so highly today. 
America's founders paid a.high price for reli­
gious freedom and they deserve our gratitude. 
The fact is, however, we continue to pay a heavy 
price for this blessing. 

Part of the price we pay is the toleration of 
almost any belief and practice claiming to be a 
religion. In order to assure ourselves of freedom 
to worship as we choose and to propagate our 
beliefs, we grant the same right to others no 
matter how false their beliefs and how unchris­
tian their practices may appear. 

One example is the followers of the Korean, 
Sun Myung Moon, called the Unification church 
or better known by their nickname, the Moonies. 
There is so much false about their beliefs and so 
immoral about their behavior that it seems un­
reasonable anyone would be attracted to them 

. but they are growing and greatly pr:ospering 
materially. 

They combine business with their religion and 
apparently are excellent business managers. 
They are buying and entering. more and more 
commercial enterprises. The latest scene of 
Moonie invasion is Gloucester, Mass., where 
they have _taken over a seafood processing plant 
and are buying other property in the city so fast 
residents fear they will gain control of the 
whole town. 

Where does the money to do these things 
come from? The answer is disturbing. It comes 
from millions of sincere but gullible Americans 
including some readers of this denominational 
paper. It comes from sincere persons who are 
approached by Moonies and asked to buy some­
thing or to make a donation for a religious cause. 
The lamentable thing is many have con­
tributed to Moon's false religion without know­
ing it because the solicitors won't reveal who 
they are unless they have to do so. 

Why are such questionable religions allowed 
to solicit funds? Because of freedom of religion 
in America. We believe every person should be 
free to choose any religion or no religion and 
also is free to solicit funds and to propagate it. 

The United States Supreme Court has seen to 
this. Only this year the court struck down a city 
ordinance in Schaumburg, ill. requiring 
churches to obtain permits to solicit and to prove 
that 75% of the contributions received will be 
used for charity and the court als~ upheld the 
right of the cult , Hare Krishnas, to solicit funds 
at the Indiana state fair. 

In allowing solicitation why don't we differen­
tiate between established and recognized reli-
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gions and cults such as the Moonies and Hare 
Krishnas? Because government authorities 
would have to decide which are and which aren't 
valid religions and the state is not qualified to 
make such judgments. If it could declare Hare 
Krishnas invalid, it conceivably could do the 
same to Baptists. 

How can such questionable solicitations be 
stepped? Not by government regulations lest 
!eligious freedom be threatened. The way to 
stop it is for every person solicited to refuse to 
buy any product or to make any contribution 
until a thorough check reveals where the contri­
bution is going and for whafit will be used. 

This is really not easy. It's easier to make a 
small contribution and hope it is for a good cause 
than to try to learn if the cause is worthy. But as 
long as enough people give blindly these 
charlatans will continue to operate. 

There is surely a place for contributing to 
causes of churches, even for door to door solici­
tation by neighbors collecting for known good 
causes. But as for churches, members, not the 
public, should provide the funds needed for their 
ministries. 

All of us like to be generous and helpful but it 
is better to say no to solicitors than it is to give 
without knowing where the gift is going. We 
might be helping Sun Moon buy another busi­
ness and propagate fals~ beliefs.

Sunday racing 
request is back!

Again Churchill Downs has asked for Sunday racing 
dates. 

You may remember only a short time ago a 
similar request was made and turned down by the 
Racing Commission of Kentucky. But it looks now as 
if the Racing Commission may very well grant per­
mission for Sunday racing. You may wonder why the 
probable change in the mind of the Racing 
Commission. 

You· should also remember in the last year we 
_. have elected a new governor. Governor Brown has 

seen fit to expand the Racing Commission to about 
double its previous_ size. It seems, according to news­
paper reports, most, if not all new Racing Com­
mission members favor Sunday racing. Governor 
Brown either did not care or did not use enough care 
in selecting the new Racing Commission members or 
did not use good judgment in deciding to expand the 
Racing Commission. Possibly all three are true. 

Now Governor Brown is a fellow Baptist, a member 
of Walnut Street Baptist Church here in Louisville. 
Wayne Dehoney, pastor of Walnut Street Church, 
was very enthusiastic in encouraging his fellow Bap­
tists to vote for Governor Brown. Now I hope Di~ 
Dehoney will be as enthusiastic about raising his 
voice and the voice of his people to protest this yet 
another flagrant assault on the Lord's Day. 

This request for Sunday racing by Churchill Downs 
is simply a drive to make more money. This money 
will come from betting, admissions and the sale of 
concessions from people who cannot afford it. This is 
wrong. Christians must express their disapproval. We 
can pray this request will not be granted. We can

Training for ministering to prostitutes 
Roman Catholics, long known for ministering to 
orphans, unwed mothers and outcasts of all 
kinds, are now breaking ground in ministering to 
prostitutes. Prof. DePaul A. Genska recently 
taught a course in female prostitution at the 
Catholic Theological Union in Chicago. He says 
the course was designed.to prepare ministerial 
students preparing for urban ministries to be­
friend female prostitutes '' as people with 
rights" rather than treat them as "objects of 
scorn." He hopes to develop internships for 
priests and lay peopfe who will help prostitutes 
reenter the regular work-and-family world. 

Prof. Genska says Catholics are becoming 
concerned and responsive to the spiritual and 
social needs of street walkers. His own ministry 
among prostitutes goes back to 1972 and by now 
he has won support from at least 35 American 
Roman Catholic bishops . Genska admits some 
fellow priests misunderstand his motives but 
generally the reaction has been affirmative. 

Upon first thought it would seem this would 
be a very limited ministry due to the small 
number of prospects. But the number is not <So 
small. It is estimated there are 500,000 full time 
female prostitutes in the United States. More 
surprising is the estimated number of male pros­
titutes, most of whom are homosexuals, which is 
placed at four or five the number of female 
prostitutes. Prof. Genska 's course did not 
include ministry to male prostitutes. 

Will Southern Baptists ever offer such minis­
terial training? Southern Baptist seminaries have 
been somewhat creative and innovative in recent 

years but there's no report of considering a 
special course for preparing preachers to minis­
ter to prostitutes. We have come only recently to 
minister to the divorced. 

But such ministerial training is not unthink­
able for Baptists. As Southern Baptists try more 
and more to reach American cities, such spe­
cialized ministries will probably be undertaken. 
And so the list of theological degrees of some 
Baptist seminary graduates in the future may 
include a DMin in female or male prostitution. 
This would be a new kind of bold mission thrust. 

Actually such specialized training would be 
more in line with the New Testament ministry 
than some training which has been offered. 
After all Jesus ministered personally to prosti- . 
tutes. He rescued an adulterous woman who was 
likely a prostitute from religious authorities who 
were about to execute her. He even restored her. 
to divine favor and pointed her to a new life free 
from her old ways. One of the chief charges 
against Jesus was his association with sinners 
including prostitutes. 

Prof. Genska and his fellow Roman Catholics 
are to be commended for showing such concern 
and providing such training. Southern Baptist 
preachers may not soon or ever have such 
special courses but the training they receive 
should include help in ministering to all persons 
including female and male prostitµtes. Else why 
would Jesus have said to the first gospel preach­
ers, " Go ye into all the world, and preach the 
gospel to every creature'' (Mk. 16:15 KJV) . 
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At last, one on the other side 

Editors who will take up the challenge 
of truth heap to themselves a lot of flak.

I must take my personal stand 
against the naive thinking on the part of 
many fellow believers, and this in­
cludes many Southern Baptists. I write 
more specifically about the backing of 
selected candidates for President of the 
United States . I do not see the pulpit as 
the place to do this. Apparently these 
well meaning Christians are not aware 
of the subtle tactics of politicians who 
mouth their glittering generalities and 
propaganda techniques. How easy it is 
for a candidate, who is not otherwise a 
martyr for the gospel, to quote pious 
phrases which ·please the religious peo­
ple who back a civil religion. As one 
more specific example, I must name the 
Moral Majority as one such group that 
plays into the hands· of charlatans. 
Jerry Falwell is doubtless a highly 
moral, highly ethical. preacher. It is the 
more the pity that he will find himself 
and his people duped. 

Since a religious lobbying group sets 
itself up· as the standard of righteous­
ness, the rest of us are cast as against 
God and motherhood and the American 
flag. 

As far as I am concerned, this bloc 
voting for selected candidates amounts 
to a modem application"of Emperor · 
Constantine's wedding of church and 
state in the third century. We who 
grapple with doctrinal orthodoxy must · 
still contend with the devilish tactic. If 
we are really going to "wake up Amer­
ica" we had better get back to history 
lessons and be able to make modem 
applications.

$339,700 for fair booth? · 
Southern Baptists may play.host to 
tourists from around the world when 
they visit Expo '82 International Energy 
Fair in Knoxville, Tenn., in 1982. 

''The Southern Baptist Home 
Mission Board currently is reviewing 
the opportunity to have a pavilion and a 
witness of some kind at Expo '82," said 
William G. Tanner, executive director­
treasurer of the board. 

If the opportunity works out the 
board probably will join forces with 
Knox County Association of Southern 
Baptists and Tennessee Baptist Con­
vention, Tanner said. A steering com­
mittee comprised of representatives 
from those groups already has been 

· formed to study the situation with a 
working budget of $339,700. 

Neither the board, the convention nor 
the association have officially signed 
contracts which financially obligate 
these groups to the fair. However, 
members of the Baptist steering com­
mittee have formed World's Fair Min­
istries Inc., a private corporation which 
has signed a letter of intent with fair 
officials so a pavilion lot on ~he 70-acre 
site may be held.

Added J. D. Hughey, Foreign Mis­
sion Board area director for Europe and 
the Middle East: ''In Old Testament 
times, God heard the patriarchs, the 
psalmists, the prophets and others, 
good and bad, who called to him. I 
think he is capable of hearing all pray­
ers iµid answering according to his love 
and wisdom.'' . 

Already, reactions ranging from out­
rage to extreme caution have begun 
reaching the Israel mission, Elizabeth 
Smith said.· 

One •Jewish Christian, who attends 
Baptist services in Jerusalem, ex­
pressed "fervent hope" the remarks 
were taken out of context. ''If they are 
correctly quoted and if he is really the 
spokesman -for Southern Baptists, I. 
don't want anything more to do with 
Southern Baptists. A true Christian 
would never presume to say such a 
thing," he said. He was assured that in 
the Southern Baptist system, a person 
speaks only for himself.

$5,000 in a bold mission grant and been 
approved for a $25,000 Extension Board 
loan for the black Jericho Mission spon­
sored by the church and Lynchburg 
Association. 

Pressler said "I want to remind you 
the tide is moving in the right direc-

· -tion . Our seminaries are going to .be 
ones we are proud to support before too 
long. Hang in there and don't let them 
disenfranchise you while we're winning 
the vote and winning the victory. The 
day will probably come in not too many 
years when they will be urging repeal 
of that because they won't be happy 
with the good, solid Bible teaching that 
will be coming out of our institutions.'' 

Pressler said W. A. Criswell, SBC 
president in• 1969-70, told him, "If I had 
known the powers I' had as president o.f 
the Southern Baptist· Convention, 
things would have been different. I 
didn't know I had the ability to appoint 
anybody I wanted to the committee on 
committees.'' 

"So," Pressler q1,1oted Criswell\ "the 
first thing you've got to.do is inform a 
president of the, powers which he has. 
The second problem I had was that I 
did not know who the knowledgeable 
conservatives were throughout each 
state in the convention, and you need to 
know who your conservatives are ." 

Citing the Houston Convention reso­
lution against "overt political activity" 
within the convention, Pressler said. 
"It's all coming from the other side,!' 
and cited as leaders Southern Seminary 
president Duke McCall, pastors •Wayne 

' Dehoney, Kenneth Chafin, "and 
others." · 

Judge Pressler said, ''The question 
today is what the Bible is, not the · 
methodology of transmission.'' 

He identified a liberal as one ' 'who 
believes the Bible does or could contain 
any kind of error. ' ' 

Admitting ''I am not a theologian,'' 
Pressler told the audience, "I believe 
everything the .Bible says, but I'm not 
sure what it says."

Baptists began with human rights 

Jesus said, '' ... as you did it to one of 
the least of these my brethren, you did 
it to me." Today Jesus is hungry'and 
thirsty and sick. He is without clothes. 
He stands alone. He can be seen all 
over the world, reflected in the faces of 
350 malnourished children. No one can 
justify this injustice. 

The issue of human rights is not a new 
one for Baptists . We can trace our roots 
back to 17th century England when we 
pioneered the right of religious liberty. 
Our Baptist ancestors in that country 
became convinced true baptism was 
immersion of believers signifying 
death, burial and resurrection, a convic­
tion sharply different from that of the 
established Church of England. Many 
separated from English orthodoxy and 
cam(;l to America only to find the 
Church of England established in the 
colonies. The final victory for the right 
ofreligious liberty was not won until . 
1833 when Massachusetts became the 

.last state to rid itself of state-sponsored 
religion. 

Someone has said, "Where there are 
two or three Baptists, food will be close 
by. ' ' This comic remark contains an 
element of tragedy .1ndeed it portrays 
our gluttonous attitudes. · 

Many of us go to church in nice cars, 
worship in luxurious sanctuaries, catch 
a cafeteria line for lunch and spend the 
remainder of our Sunday afternoon on 
the lake water skiing. 

Another example of Baptists advocat­
ing human rights was Roger Williams . 
Williams was disturbed at how the In­
dians were having their land taken by 
the English colonists. He verbalized 
protest of this violation of their right to 
the land. Banished from Massachusetts 
Bay Colony, Williams spent a long cold

recreation, but not at someone else's 
expense. What I am trying to say is, 
everyone has the right to food , clothing

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winter with the Indians. 
It is nQw time our history and heri--· 

tage repeat itself. We need to catch a 
glimpse of the gospel we were founded 
on and make the evil of hunger extinct. 
Hunger violates human rights in the 
most basic way. 

Stop talking and get moving 
What can one person do about world 
hunger? First, I have included some 
suggestions (from Southern Seminary's 
world hunger group) about starting and 
participating in a world hunger group. 

· There are many ways to begin a 
hunger group in your church. A group 
can begin as a result of the awareness 
created by one person expressing his 
concern about hunger. Here are some 
suggestions: 

1. Start .a prayer/study group about 
world hunger. Ron Snider ' s Rich Chris- -
tian in an Age of Hunger would be an 
excellent book to study. 

2. Subscribe to Seeds magazine as a 
further educational resource (222 East 
Lake Dr., Decatur, GA 30030) . _ 

3. Spon·sor speakers who can help 
educate the wider community about the 
hunger problem-alsofilms, devotion­
als, etc . 

4. Begin a miss-a-meal program. 
Donate the money saved to hunger 
relief. 

5. Designate a liaison with Bread for 
the World (BFW). BFW is an organi­
zation which will keep your group in­
formed of political issues related to 
hunger (32 Union Sq. E., New York, NY 
10003) . 

6. Involve yourselves in projects for 
the alleviation of hunger. 

For example: 
- participate in local emergency food 

distribution programs. 
-sponsor a child. 
- sponsor a refugee family . 
-participate in a "Walk for Hunger" 

to raise money for hunger relief. 
-plan "hunger awareness meals" to 

_dramatize the needs of the poor. 
- sponsor programs on hunger in local 

churches. . -
-participate in local food co-ops or 

plant community gardens. 
- participate in FMB and HMB 

projects . 
7. It would be helpful to formulate a 

statement of purpose and specific com­
mitments for your group. ·Commitments 
might include : 
-The commitment to the simplification 

of lifestyle. 
-The commitment to educate your­

selves and others about the causes 
and existence of world hunger and 
what can be done to alleviate it. 

-The commitment to political involve­
ment by informing our government 
officials of your desire to have effec­
tive legislation passed to aid the 
world's hungry. 

-The commitment to hunger relief in 
both a direct way and through eco­
nomic development. 
Two final suggestions I have found 

intriguing are the gardening techniques 
and political action in which individuals 
may participate. 

Growing our way out of hunger 

_ Most people have gotten away from 

growing their own food for reasons of 
urbanization , lack of time and some 
folks are just plain too lazy. At our 
house, meanwhile, spring means warm 
weather, green grass and gardening. I 
never realized gardening could help 
alleviate world hunger until I met Carl 
Ryther and John Freeman. 

Carl Ryther was a missionary and _ 
agricultural specialist in Bangladesh for 
17 years. He and Bob Salley, a Baptist 
layman, have developed a 17-acre ex­
perimental farm near Waco, Tex., 
which may become a model for third­
world countries. The experimental farm 
is really nothing more than an ecologi. 
cal food chain. 

"You begin with rabbits," declared 
Ryther. ''They are an excellent source 
of protein." 

Most third-world countries need pro­
tein and four rabbits can in one year 
produce enough protein to equal a side 
of beef. Underneath the rabbit pens is 
stationed a wooden box filled with red 
wiggler worms. These worms digest the 
rabbit waste and excrete compost which 
will make rich top soil for barren land, 

The. worms are fed to catfish which 
are grown in a rice fiell Catfish waste 
is a source of nitrogen for the rice and 
they themselves are also a good source 
of protein. 

Ryther is also working with Nubian 
goats as a supplier of milk. "It's easy to 
get a food chain started," said Ryther. 
'' Mostly what it takes is good common 
sense and lots of hard work. " 

John Freeman is professor of biology 
at Winthrop College, Rock Hill, S. C. 
Freeman is responsible for developing 
ecological classes at the school. His 
speciality is survival gardening. He is 
having tremendous success . 

''The survival gardening course had 
over 50 participants last semester 
(spring 1980)-the largest ever," he 
said. ''The basic idea is to maximize 
participation by nature and its contribu­
tion to the garden to achieve a very 
high yield, improve soil and at the same 
time decrease inputs of non-renewable 
resources.'' 

Freeman uses compost to build a top 
soil about two feet deep. He contends it 
takes a few years, but interestingly 
enough, after a season or two this type 
of garden is less work than convention­
al ones and pest problems_ virtually dis­
appear. 

Writing off hunger 
Finally one cannot address the problem 
of World Hunger without getting in­
volved in politics. As has been stated 
previously, Bread•for the World is an 
excellent organization to join. It is 
strongly supported by the Southern 
Baptist Convention. 

We must influence Congressmen to 
present and vote for bills that will get 
food to people. BFW tells one whom to 
contact and when and how to contact 
these important individuals. 

BFW was successful in getting aid 
for a starving Cambodia changed from 
$7 million to $99 million. It also pro­
vides newsletters-and information 
sheets which will be most helpful in 
world hunger awareness groups. 

The time for the harvest is now. You 
are the salt of the earth.

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Alphabet soup 
Touching stories result from Helen's 6-key mix

Mrs . J. S. (Helen) Parker has come a 
long way since her family moved to 
Kentucky from the mountain town of 
Honaker, Va., when she was six years 
old. They moved so she could attend 
the Kentucky School for the Blind in 
Louisville . It was there she learned to 
read and write by touch. She now 
touches others through her own 
writing. 

Mrs. Parker, who has been blind 
since birth, is an accomplished free­
lance writer for Southern Baptist publi­
cations. She uses her handicap as a 
stepping stone, not a stumbling block. 
· While her family lived in Danville, 
Mrs. Parker attended elementary and 
high school in Louisville. She joined 
Clifton Baptist Church during this time, 
a few blocks froin the school. 

After completing high school she en­
tered Centre College in Danville to 
major in English. "I did the opposite of 
most people,'' she said, ' 'I went away 
from home while I was young, and then 
returned home for college.'' 

She had a few misgivings when en­
tering college. 

"I entered college wondering if I 
could compete with sighted students,'' 
she said. Her fears were soon put at 
ease as she was readily accepted and 
went on to graduate with a B + 
average. 

"We didn 't have all the facilities we 
now have such as tapes and talking 
books for blind people, " she comment­
ed. So, a fellow student was her reader 
in college and lived in her home. 

Upon graduation she acquired a job 
with the American Printing House for 
the Blind. She ''returned home to 
Louisville" to be a Braille proof­
reader,'' she said. She worked for this 
non-profit organization until August 
1979 when she retired after 42 years . 
During this time she met and married 
her husband Jack, in 1942. 

It was not until recently the ''writing

bug really bit me," Mrs. Parker 
claimed. As a child she had entered and 
won a couple of writing contests. 

"In one citywide contest I won third 
prize, a .pair.of shoes," she laughed. 

But, five years ago Lucien Coleman, 
professor at Southern Seminary and a 
personal friend of Mrs. Parker "gave 
me the inspiration to write," she ex­
claimed. As a result of his encourage­
ment Mrs. Parker wrote an article 
which was accepted and published in 
the September 1976 Outreach maga­
zine entitled "A New Slant on Out­
reach." She said this article "outlined 
do's and don'ts to help blind people at 
church.'' 

Many of her articles are geared 
toward "helping sighted people under­
stand more about blind people," she 

. added . She accomplishes this by not 
just listing do's and don'ts, but putting 
her ideas into story form. When writing 
she tries to relate to both the blind and 
the sighted. 

Since her freelance career began 
Mrs. Parker has written for numerous 
SBC publications such as Home Life, 
Adult Leadership, Christian Single, 
Open Windows, Look and Listen, Pre­
school Leadership and others. 

" First, I have to get an idea, " she 
reflected. ''They come from all around. 

. I then work out in my mind what I want 
to say," she added. Once the idea has 
jelled Mrs. Parker heads for her Braille 
writer, a typewriter-like machine with 
six keys . "Braille centers around six 
dots in -different patterns. Each key cor­
responds with a certain dot," she 
noted. 

After typing her article Mrs. Parker 
reads it and rewrites it over and over 
again. 

' 'Sometimes articles write 
themselves,'' she mused, "other times 
it takes more work.'' ·The final step in 
her writing process is to dictate the 
article to Mrs. Virginia Crawford who 
types it according to Baptist Sunday 
School Board manuscript specifications. 

When not writing Mrs. Parker keeps 
busy in a variety of church activities. 
For 30 years she has taught the "old-. 
est ladies class," as she calls it, at 
Clifton Baptist Church. ''I graduate 
them to heaven," she joked. Her Sun­
day school lessons are prepared from 
the Braille Baptist. 

Aside from Sunday school, other 
church responsibilities include being 
WMU missions support chairman, pro­
gram chairman of a monthly prayer 
breakfast and serving on a committee 
for the visually handicapped. She is 
also active in Southern Seminary's 
Writers Guild. 

Mrs. Parker's future writing plans 
are to write more children's stories and 
devotional literature. She's already 
written for Open Windows three times. 

Although most of her writing has met 
with acceptance, there are some rejec­
tions to cope with. 

"Sometimes we don't always agree 
on what's good, editors and I," she 
smiled. But, she explained, ''The suc­
cess keeps me writing, while the rejec­
tions keep me humble.'' 

When asked if she had any advice for 
aspiring writers Mrs. Parker pondered, 
" If at first you don't succeed ... write, 
write some more! ' ' And that's just what 
she plans to do. 

Mrs. Parker's fingers deftly strike the keys of her Brailler. Unlike a typewriter the 
Braille writer only has six keys, one for each dot in the Braille alphabet.

LIFE AND WORK SERIES THE GOSPEL ACCORDING TO LUKE 

Luke 1:1-4 Luke; a scholarly and beloved physician, was the writer of the gospel 
which bears his name and Acts. He described the former as a record of what Christ 
began to do and to teach. Acts had to do with the things which Christ continued to 
do and to teach through his followers. 

One is impressed by the fact the Holy Spirit led Luke to make a wide and careful 
research and a thorough investigation, and then to add various details about the 
life, death and resurrection of Christ which had been omitted by the other evangel­
ists. In the gospel according to Luke we have a Spirit-inspired biography of our 
Lord up to and including the narrative concerning his ascension. 
Acts 1:1-8. Luke informed Theophilus , his friend and lover of god, on 20 different 
reported occasions Christ had presented himself after his resurrection. The 40 days 
which he remained with his disciples after his resurrection was a sufficient period to 
settle their doubts, stabilize their opinions and give them courage. 

Unwilling for the believers to undertake the task of worldwid~ evangelization until 
they were endured from on high, Chri~t co=anded his disciples to tarry in 
Jerusalem until they were endued with the power of the Holy Spirit. Only those 
endued with the Holy Spirit are enabled to witness effectively for Christ. 

INTERNATIONAL SERIES GOD'S COVENANT AND DAVID 

2 Samuel 7:8-16 David rejoiced greatly when the priests carried the ark to Jeru­
salem and placed it safely in the temporary quarters which had been prepared for it. 
That was a splendid achievement. One day,~avid, while sitting in his royal resi­
dence in relaxation from the contemplation of the heavy and pressing governmental 
problems, thought about the· numerous ways in which God had demonstrated his 
goodness to him. Wanting above all else to honor and glorify God, David concluded 
he should build a fine temple in which to house the ark and in which the people 
might worship God. . . 

Before launching this great and worthy project David went to his spiritual 
adviser, Nathan, and expressed to him his great longing to erect a·temple and 
dedicate it to the glory of God. Nathan's immediate reaction was to encourage him 
·to carry out his proposal without delay. Without consulting God about the project 
which David had proposed, Nathan hastily gave it his hearty approval. That night 
God revealed to Nathan that his endorsement was premature and contrary to the 
divine will, and he so informed David. Quite frequently God's children make plans 
which are beneficient in purpose and ·worthy of co=endation, but are not in 
accordance with God's will. 

We admire David for his recognition of the importance of worship in the-lives of 
his people, and his interest in erecting a center for that purpose, even though the 
temple was actually built under the supervision of his successor, Solomon. . 

Following the divine veto of David's plan, God instructed Nathan to convey to 
David the information he was going to build a nouse for him. This was not a 
reference to a material house, but rather a dynasty, including the uninterrupted 
bloodline which culminated in Christ, whose kingdom is everlasting.

How green was his valley

A letter and a $350 gift to help support a scholarship for one of our girls came re­
cently from Mrs. Martha Nolan of Lehigh Acres, Fla. She wrote in part: " Had it not 
been for Oneida, I would never have met Pearl Nolan, a wonderful product of your 
school and my late and beloved husband. He told me many times how the school 
was responsible for his education and even for his life . He said he felt sure he would 
never have made it if he hadn't gotten the chance to go to Oneida. 

''The many, letters from our friends show you were justified in giving that little 
redheaded frecklefaced boy a chance. He was considered a valuable and good 
citizen. He always stood for the right as he saw it which was many times in his 70 
years of life . ' ' 

Pearl Nolan graduated from Oneida ll7- 1922, and his first job after leaving Oneida 
was as a printer ' s "devil." His entire life was in journalism. For most of his life he 
was the publisher of one ·or more newspapers . Several of Kentucky's most outstand­
ing journalists began their careers under his tutelage. 

Pearl, himself, began his newspaper career in Oneida's print shop helping to 
print our little monthly paper, the Mountaineer. Mrs. Nolan's letter caused us to 
look back in our files and find a letter from Mr. Nolan, written in 1942 as he sent a 
gift for a scholarship. It reads in part: 

"I am reminded of the many pleasures and hardships at Oneida during the first 
World War. I remember our oatmeal without sugar at the dormitory. I remember 
how we sawed wood and dug coal to keep warm, and how we worked on the farm in 
the spring and summer, raising all kinds of crops and fruits and vegetables to take 
care of our winter needs . · 

"I wonder hqw many think as pleasantly now as I do of all this.:_plowing and 
hoeing, driving the wagon, mowing and pitching hay, milkirig nine cows, janitoring 
and dozens of other things. More pleasantly than anything else 1 rememoer workmg 
on the Mountaineer by lamplight, sometimes until early in the morning, especially 
of kicking off a 40,000 run of a single issue, one page at a time on the old foot press. 
No wonder I could boast of my muscles, my ability to run and jump. · 

"How well I remember my first coming to Oneida, how I was singled out and 
taken to be fitted with second-hand clothes; how I had pellagra and the others were 
afraid to stay near me. I remember the time when I became discouraged and dis­
satisfied and on the way home meeting Prof. T. L. Britton and how he r-eached down 
from his horse and picked me up from the creek, saying, 'You are going back to 
school.· . 

''I also remember the lessons, and can still repeat many of the hundreds of 
poems and songs we memorized. We learned from books and from the lives of our 
teachers and from our own experience and struggle. I remember it all , the easy and 

. the hard, and now everything is a pleasant memory about Oneida. 
''I remember agreeably the speech Mrs. Russell, then president of the school, 

made about me, of how I had worked and paid all my way. But I have always felt 
that I still owe everything to Oneida and the good people who helped me. I am 
proud of being a product of Oneida, and that we live in a country where even the 
humblest and poorest has an opportunity to advance and make good . 

"I realize that nothing is valuable unless it is worked for. The high ideals and 
principles instilled at Oneida have always stayed with me and have gone into my 
work wherever I have been.'' 

These lines from Pearl written nearly 40 years ago suggest ··how green was his 
valley" at Oneida . His widow continues to invest in young lives here today knowing 
the dividends that come from such investments. A great-nephew of Pearl Nolan is 
one of our eighth-graders _this year.

Three pillars 

Near a former home town (I've had many) at Cape Girardeau, Mo. I stood at the 
base of a television tower that reached nearly 1900 feet into the sky. It was, for a 
time, (I think now surpassed) the tallest manmade structure in the world. I was 
surprised to see that the metal structure stood on three legs-not four, as I had 
been accustomed to seeing. ·The tower was held erect by many guywires (cables). I 
was told that modem engineering calls for three legs as being stronger than four . 

The above came to mind as we recently put the Baptist logo on the front of our 
new building at Middletown. The large metal design is a composite of the world, 
the Bible and a cross. It is being widely used as a Baptist symbol. 

The three elements all belong in the Christian religion. They speak of the cross 
our Lord bore and of the crosses we must bear; of the Bible which tells us the story 
of redemption and the world that we are striving to win to Christ. 

Recently I heard a speaker call attention to the logo and its emphasis on the Bible 
and the world. He spoke of the Bible's declaration of God's love for a lost world. He 
didn't mention the cross. He didn't need to when it wasn 't the point of his words 
but the benign failure to observe the cross as part of the logo suggested to the 
writer a tendency in our modem day religion . 

We live in an affluent age that stresses security and benefits more than sacrifice 
and suffering. We must remember that the Christian religion is not just benefit but 
also demand. Not just a prize, but at a price . "Whosoever he be of you that forsak­
eth not all that he hath , cannot be my disciple " (Lk. 14:33) . 

Proclaim the Bible. Proclaim it to the whole world but don 't forget the cross . 
There is no salvation from sin without the cross of Christ and no Christian disciple­
ship without your cross and mine. " If any man will come after me, let him deny 
himself. and take up his cross , and follow me" (Matt .

the second mile

Taylor County Baptists cele-
. brated the 200th anniversary of 
Sunday school by a two-mile 
parade through Campbellsville 
Saturday morning, Sept. 6. The 
parade ended at Miller Park, 
followed by an old-fashioned 
basket dinner, special singing 
and addresses by James L. Sul­
livan and Fred E. Halbrooks. 

"The purpose of the celebra­
tion was to call attention to the 
importance of the Sunday 
school Bible-teaching program 
of our churches,'' explained 
Donald Gowin, associational 
Sunday school director. 

About 70 units, including 
colorful floats and marching 
groups, were in the parade, 
according to Terry Dabney and 
Lynwood N1lwton, parade cap­
tains. Most messages on the 
floats were related to Sunday 
school teaching or to the over­
all ·parade theme: "GOOD 
NEWS TAYLOR COUNTY! 
'For God So Loved t.he World' 

As the units reached a cen­
tral point on Main Street a 
.brief history of each church or 
Sunday school was given over a 

- public address system. The 
oldest known history, that of 

. Campbellsville Baptist Church, . 
reached back to at least 1791. 
Good Hope was known to be an 
organized church as far back as 
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1796 and probably existed prior 
to that . 

Grand Marshall of the 
parade was Paul G. Horner, a 

. former Bible professor at 
Campbellsville College and 
presently interim pastor of 
Campbellsville Baptist Church. 

Sullivan, former executive 
secretary-treasurer of the Bap­
tist Sunday School Board, 
spoke on ''The Big Little 
School. '' He emphasized: (1) 
The Book we teach in Sunday 
School is the Bible. (2) The 
people we try to reach are not 
merely the children but every­
body. (3) The purpose of it all 
is ' 'teaching them to observe 
all things" Christ commanded. 
· "We've got to go out after 

the folks where they live, '' 'was 
Sullivan's challenge to Baptists 
sitting on the hillside of the 
park. 

Next, Fred Halbrooks, direc-. 
tor of the Sunday School De­
partment of the Kentucky Bap­
tist Convention, gave a brief 
history of the Sunday school 
movement from its founding in 
England by Robert Raikes in 
1 780 to the present. 

"Today," Halbrooks said, 
''there are more than seven 
million persons enroled in 
Southern Baptist Sunday 
schools. In our 2200 Kentucky 
Baptist churches, 365,000 are 
enroled in Sunday school. " 

Participating in the parade 
were county judge/ executive 
Sam Phillips and city mayor 
Robert L. Miller. They had 
publicly proclaimed Sept. 1-7 
as Sunday School Week in 
Taylor County and Campbells­
ville . 

Fifteen persons in the associ­
at ion were recognized for hav-

ing s.erved 40 or more years as 
Sunday school officers or 
teachers . Four of them rode a 
special float: Mrs . Alta Carroll 
of Elkhorn, Mrs. Eva Chaudoin 
of Green River, James Hunt 
and Edgar Russell of Mt. 
Gilboa. 

The churches of the associa­
tion had been asked to set high 
attendance goals in Sunday 
school Sept. 7. 

' 'Almost all of the Sunday 
schools reported significant in­
creases," Gowin said. " Elk­
horn, which averaged 94 the 
past year, had set a goal of 
150, but they had 203 
present! " · 

Taylor County Association 
has no director of missions to 
help promote its programs. 
From the beginning Gowin' s 
chief concern was ''whether 
the churches would actually 
participate and cooperate in 
pulling it all together. '' 

The involvement and cooper­
ation of the churches greatly 
exceeded his expectations for 
only one church and two mis­
sions had no entry in the 
parade. 

''The feedback from viewers 
and participants has been most 
gratifying,'' Gowin said. 

One businessman comment­
ed: ' 'In all parades those 

• marching and riding floats try 
to look pleasant but often put 
on fake smiles. In this parade 
the people appeared to be 
genuinely happy. ' '
