Is 13 Severns Valley's 
lucky number? Or is 1?

For the 13th consecutive year Severns Valley Baptist 
Church, Elizabethtown, has led every church in the 
state in' giving to the Cooperative Program. 

-In the year ending Aug. 31 Severns Valley contrib­
uted $120,298.25 to the denomination's unified 
budget effort, or $38.64 per capita. Last year the 
church gave $126,191.44, or $5,893.19 more than it 
gave in the year just ended. 

Verlin C. Kruschwitz retired Aug. 31, 1980 as 
pastor after 28 years of service. J. J. Owens is interim 
pastor of the church. 

Borderland Baptist Church, Pike Association, who 
didn't make even the top 100 list in per capita giving 
in the state a year ago, moved to the top spot in 
1979-80. Its 12 members were led by pastor Lat Crum 
to send $2,275.38 to the Cooperative Program. This 
resulted in $189.61 per m!i)mber average gift. 

First Baptist Church, Somerset, once again ran a 
close second to Severns Valley's lead in dollar giving 
to the Cooperative Program. That church, with Eldred 
Taylor as pastor, sent $112,395.30 to the denomina­
tion's basic giving plan, up more than $8,000 over a 
year earlier. In three years the Somerset congrega­
tion has pushed Cooperative Program giving ahead by 
about $32,000.

Bill Powell, BFMF group go for 
Georgia editor's jugular-again; 
will attempt GBC election sway 
by Dan Martin 

Directors of the Baptist Faith and Message Fellow­
ship will decline a Georgia Baptist Convention request 
that the words ''Southern Baptist'' be removed from 
their publication, Southern Baptist Journal. 

"Our directors voted not to comply with the 
request," said William A. Powell Sr., executive vice 
president of the fellowship and editor of the publica­
tion. 

• 'They also asked me to write the Ge9rgia Baptist 
executive committee telling them our decision and 
requesting that they instruct the editor of the 
Christian Index (Jack Harwell) to state in each issue 
of the publication that he denies the Bible is the 
infallible word of God,'' Powell said. 

The request for the removal of the words from the 
Journal logo was officially relayed to him by Searcy S. 
Garrison, executive secretary-treasurer of the Georgia 
Baptist Convention, Powell said. 

Garrison was instructed last fall by messengers to 
the 1979 Georgia Baptist Convention to "make a 
formal announcement to the press stating the 
Southern Baptist Journal is not affiliated with the 
Southern Baptist Convention" and to formally request 
removal of the words "Southern Baptist" from the 
publication. . 

Powell will send a letter to all members of the 
executive committee, which includes • 'between 120 
and 130 people," informing them of the decision not 
to comply with the request and making their own 
counter request. 

• 'We voted not to comply with their request and the 
main reason we did so is that one Baptist organiza­
tion cannot tell another Baptist organization what to 
do. The Georgia Baptist Convention does not answer 
to us and we do not answer to them,'' Powell said. · 

Although an attempt is being made to force Harwell 
to include in the Christian Index a statement that • 'he 
denies the Bible is the infallible word of God,' ' Powell 
said no concerted effort will be made at the 1980 
Georgia Baptist Convention to get Harwell fired. 
.. Harwell, who has been Christian Index editor 14 
years, survived a heated attempt to have him ousted 
over alleged liberal views toward the infallibility of 
the Bible at the 1979 meeting in Savannah. 

Powell did say "a move is underway to elect a con­
servative as GBC president who will follow in the 
tracks of (Adrian) Rogers and (Bailey) Smith. I did not 
head the move U,P, nor did I start it, but I will do all I 
can to help it along,,,, he said. 

A movement has been launched to turn out 2000 
laymen to elect Charles Stanley, pastor of First Bap­
tist Church of Atlanta and a well known religious and 
political conservative. 

The Georgia Baptist Convention meets Nov. 10-12 -
in Tucker, Ga., an Atlanta suburb. 

Powell, a former staffer of the Home Mission 
Board, also said BFMF directors elected Walter M. 
Fowler, pastor of Oak Level Baptist Church in Winter 
Garden, Fla., as president and chairman of the board 
of directors. 

Fowler was elected to replace M. 0. Owen of 
Gastonia, N. C., who resigned in June during a direc­
tor's meeting at the Southern Baptist Convention in 
St. Louis, Mo. 

The membership of Baptist Faith and Message 
Fellowship is a "relatively small number," he said. 
• 'The major function is the publication of Southern 
Baptist Journal. We are not promoting an organiza­
tion or trying to build membership. Our task is to try 
to inform Southern Baptists ... to alert people of the 
cancer of liberalism existing in our Southern Baptist 
Convention colleges and seminaries and portions of 
the SBC establishment.''

A · backlash to morality dictators 

·It was predicted and apparently it is happening. 
When Jerry Falwell and other right wing evan­
gelical leaders announced their intentions and 
revealed their methods for defeating certain 
political candidates and electing others, some 
observers said such tactics would generate anti- · 
clericalism and ultimately produce a backlash. 
This backlash is now taking place as more and 
more voters express resentment for would-be 
morality dictators. · 

In a way this is unfortunate because the idea 
of Christian influence in the political process is 
altogether biblical and is much needed in this 
era of moral promiscuity. The exhortations to 
Christians to become informed on issues and 
candidates and to cast their ballots in every 

. election are most appropriate. 
The trouble comes in the methods employed 

by these morality zealots. They pose as 
omniscient in matters of morality and make no 
room for opinions which differ from theirs. More 
than that they infer all who do not agree with 
them are immoral and devoid of true Christian­
ity. This is degrading and insulting to many who 
have as much moral insight as these self-appoint­
ed judges of morality. 

Most Americans respect preachers and grant 
them right to their choices in politics. They 
don't, however, consider preachers infallible and 
they don't feel preachers should abuse their high 
office of preaching the gospel by publicly en-

dorsing political platforms and candidates. They 
expect preachers to tell them how to live but not 
how to vote. 

Fair-minded persons resent grading office 
holders solely on how they vote mi certain 

· issues.They have no respect for a grading 
system that gives a clearly immoral man in his 
personal life a high grade because he voted 
"right" and a failing grade to a known person­
ally moral man because of how he voted on a few 
selected issues. 

People soon see through religious leaders 
whose conduct does not square with their claims. 
They lose respect for one who will tell an out­
right lie to make a point and for those who call 
dogmatic indoctrination a briefing on national 
affairs. 

But such an approach by such leaders should 
not be surprising. They operate this way in all 
they do. As pastors they call all the shots and 
dictate all positions and practices of their con­
gregations. Those who disagree with them are 
silenced or have to get out. The Baptist churches 
they preside over are more autocratic than many 
Roman Catholic churches are today. 

This approach works with non-reflective hero 
worshipers who do not want to think for them­
selves. But it is contrary to the basic nature of 
man to decide for himself and sooner or later 
such leadership style results in a backlash. 

A heritage to hallow, a faith to keep 
One of the most inspiring chapters of early Ken­
tucky Baptist history is the account of how about 
40 Baptist families from Orange and Culpepper 
counties in Virginia ended up settling in the 
lovely rolling bluegrass land which is now part of 
Clark County. The decision to come to Kentucky 
was not easy and the trip was severely difficult 
but they made it and their heroism and faith 
were properly taken note of Oct. 19. The occa­
sion was celebration of the 200th anniversary of 
the Providence Baptist Church near Winchester. 

Pastor Jack Hatfield, Mrs. Hatfield and other 
members of Providence had prepared long and 
well for the celebration. The 110-year-old sanc­
tuary with original pews was lovely to behold, 
the 18th and 19th century styles of clothes worn 
by most members lent an air of authenticity and 
the picnic dinner including old Kentucky ham 
cured and cooked for the special occasion made 
the experience more memorable. 

On such occasions one has to wonder if Bap­
tists are as hardy today as those 200 years ago. 
Imagine giving up the security of Virginia and 
the comforts of civilization for the rigors of Ken­
tucky winters and the dangers of a wilderness 
still claimed by hostile Indians. Imagine starting 
for Kentucky and then waiting three years at 
Holston ·near the Virginia-Kentucky border 
until the Revolutionary War was over and the 
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ferocity of the Indians abated somewhat. 
This was the year 1780 and while waiting 

these pioneers organized a Baptist church and 
. made it a traveling church as they moved on to 
Kentucky in 1783. After meeting in one 
members' house several years they finally raised 
a log church building on Howard's Creek making 
peepholes in the logs so some could watch for 
Indians while others worshiped. 

The roll call of early members includes 
William Bush who selected the land for the 
settlers, Squire Boone Jr. and Samuel and Mary 
Boone. The first pastor, Robert Elkin, served 42 
years. 

It was in the Old Providence meeting house 
the agreement of Regular and Separate Baptists 
in Kentucky to merge was ratified in 1801. In 
1830 the church survived a split over the doc­
trines of Alexander Campbell with 65 members 
leaving. 

Only the perseverance of the faithful through 
the years has saved old Providence from extinc­
tion. Strong Baptist congregations in nearby 
Winchester could easily absorb this faithful flock 
but that would be a sad loss. We need such 
shrines for inspiration and the vigor of pastor 
Hatfield and Providence Baptists in 1980 gives 
assurance this one will be around many years.

Taxes may top $1 million 
Direct intervention by the White House 
has resulted in a two-month extension 
of the former Oct. 15 deadline for filing 
and paying federal income taxes by 
employes of religious and charitable 
organizations who earn income 
overseas. 

R. Keith Parks, president of the 
Foreign Mission Board, said: "We 
really appreciate the efforts of those in 
Congress and the administration to help 
us. But all the deadline extension until 
Dec. 15 amounts to is a stay of execu­
tion for missionaries and other overseas 
workers now forced to pay full taxes in 
.both the United States an_d the country 
where they serve. 

'' A stay of execution is not enough,'' 
Parks declared. "We need action. This 
bas been delayed too long. Southern· 
Baptists and others interested in 
mission work overseas must recognize 
the seriousness of this and let their 
elected representatives know how they 
feel." 

Parks added: "If Congress does not 
remedy the situation when it recon­
venes in November it will cost the For­
eign Mission Board, which has more 
than 3000 missionaries in 94 countries, 
over $1 million a year, not to mention 
the millions others will have to pay. It 
appears this issue has become a politi­
cal football in .an election year,'' he 
said.

Long Run acts on takeover 
Baptists in the Louisville area in an 
annual session of Long Run Baptist 
Association Oct. 21 adopted a resolu­
tion expressing concern for the current 
"divisive efforts" in the Southern Bap­
tist Convention and encouraged 
churches to send pastors and other 
members to the 1981 meeting of the 
Southern Baptist Convention to con­
serve the ''integrity of our boards, 
agencies and in,stitutions." . 

The resolution was offered on behalf 
of ''concerned pastors'' in Long Run 
Association by Edwin Perry, retired 
pastor of Broadway Baptist Church, 
Louisville. The resolution committee 

made one minor change in the original 
w_ording of the resolution before sub­
mitting it to messengers. Perry spoke 
for the resolution and no one spoke 
against it. It was overwhelmingly 
adopted. . 

In preliminary statements the resolu­
tion called attention to the leadership of 
God among Southern Baptists which 
has resulted in calling thousands of 
missionaries at home and abroad who 
look to Southern Baptists for spiritual 
and financial support and the raising of 
support for all missions through the 
current bold mission program. Atten­
tion was also called to what was termed 
an organized effort among Southern 
Baptists to take over control of all 
boards, agencies and-institutions of the 
convention and some success of those 
efforts through the power of appoint­
ment of the Southern Baptist Conven­
tion president. 

In addition to encouraging churches 
to provide financial assistance to send 
messengers to the 1981 convention to 
conserve the integrity of Southern Bap­
tist agencies, the resolution appealed to 
those ' 'engaged in this strategy of take­
over'' to turn from their course and to 
seek desired changes through orderly 
processes of the convention. The reso­
lution also reaffirmed Baptist historic 
and biblical commitment to world mis­
sions, to soul competency, to the lord­
ship of Jesus Christ and to peace and 
goodwill among all Southern Baptists. 

Going to L.A.? Hurry!· 
Only three of the original 12 hotels in 
the Southern Baptist Convention block 
for the annual meeting in Los Angeles 
have rooms remaining. 

The Ambassador, with 65 rooms, the 
Biltmore, with 500, and the Bonaven- · 
ture, with 1300, have rooms in the 
$60-$80 range. The Biltmore and the 
Bonaventure are within 10 blocks of the 
convention center; _the Ambassador is a 
couple of miles away. 

Hotel rooms beyond those that co­
operate with the Los Angeles Housing 
Bureau are available, according to SBC 
convention manager Tim Hedquist. 
There are 11,000 hotel rooms in down­
town Los Angeles and the SBC has only 
half of them reserved. 
· Messengers who want to know alter­

nate housing availability should write 
for a Housing Accommodations Direc­
tory supplied free from the Housing 
Bureau, Box 71608, LOS Angeles, CA 
90071. 

Buchanan down the drain? 
A series of legal setbacks has serious-

. ly diminished the reelection chances of 
John Buchanan, R-Ala., the only South­
ern Baptist minister in Congress. 

The most severe blow to Buchanan's 
bid to win a ninth term as representa­
tive of Alabama's sixth district came 
when the U. S. Supreme Court let stand 
an order by the Fifth Circuit Court of 
Appeals in New Orleans preventing the 
veteran lawmaker's name from 
appearing on the ballot as a Whig Party 
candidate. 

Further damaging Buchanan's 
chances is a ruling by the local board of 
electors refusing to permit his write-in 
campaign to distribute stickers with his 
name printed on them to be used on the 
ballots. 

' ' As of this moment, we're still in the 
race," a top campaign official told Bap­
tist Press, but he described Buchanan's 
write-in chances without use of stickers 
as ''remote.''

LIFE AND WORK SERIES WHY DID PEOPLE HATE. JESUS? 

Luke 4:16-17 Since there were not any regular speakers in the synagogue, the one 
in charge of the services invited Jesus to read the scriptures, one lesson from the 
law and the other from the prophets and then to deliver any message he might have 
for the people. , 
Luke 4:18-19 When Christ stood up to read, the scroll of Isaiah was handed to 
him. From Isa. 61 he read the verses which declared God' s purpose to send the 
messiah to preach the gospel to the poor , to heal the broken-hearted, to preach de­
liverance to the captives and recovery of sight to the blind, to set at liberty those 
who are bruised and to preach the acceptable year of the Lord. 
Luke 4:20-24 With the attention of all riveted upon him, Christ made the explicit 
and startling declaration Isaiah's prophecy was fulfilled in him. As they thought 
about the claims he had made for himself, they became very angry. Although they 
were compelled to admit the graciousness of his message, they immediately began 
quibbling about the messenger. They refused to believe what he said because they 
regarded him only -as the son of a local carpenter. Having known him most of his 
life, they thought of him as just being one of the boys of the town. They demanded 
he work a miracle if he expected them to believe his claim he was the messiah, but 
he never worked a miracle to satisfy the curiosity of critics or because somebody 
demanded he do so.Luke 4:28-30 Bitterly resentful at Christ's claims of himself, 
his townspeople resolved they would put him to death. They not only rejected the 
truth of Christ's words, but him as the truth. They cast him out of Nazareth and 
intended to throw him over a precipice nearby. But God's purposes could not be 
thwarted, so Christ miraculously passed through their midst, went his way and 
disappeared without being harmed. -

Acts 2:14-17 When Peter heard the critics falsely accuse the followers of Christ of 
drunkenness he boldly and bravely arose and disproved their charge and vindicated 
the things which the believers were doing. Transformed by and filled with the Holy 
Spirit Peter explained the .phenomena which these accusers had been witnessing, 
instead of being the result of drunkenness, were the.product of the work of the Holy 
Spirit. and a fulfillment of the prophecy in Joel 2:28-32. From this incident we learn 
that when the Holy Spirit. indwells and controls the life of any Christian there is no 
justification for cowardice and fear. When a believer is filled with the Holy Spirit he 
is truly bold and courageous in speaking for Christ.

Recently I found myself with some quiet time while walking along the beach. I was 
on the coast of South Carolina holding a revival meeting. 

One- particular morning I was simply lost in observation of the sandpipers moving 
swiftly along the water 's edge gathering their nourishment from within the sand. It 
was almost amusing that they would wait until a wave would wash upon the shore 
and begin to recede, at which time they go to work. It amazed me they were able 
always to get out of the way before the onrush of the next wave. 

As I was standing entranced by this little drama I noticed one sandpiper who was 
having trouble getting his "lunch" out of the sand before the next wave came. In 
fact, it wasn't long before what I had feared would happen really did. 

He was so intrigued at getting his meal from the sand he wasn't watching as the 
waves came in, and before he could get out of the way, he was carried out into the 
surf. With a great deal of struggle and a lot of desperation he was able finally to get 
out of the boiling surf. I was also intrigued that none of the rest of the sandpipers 
were able to help him. 

I could not help but draw a parallel to child care. How often it is that unsuspect­
ing youth are caught by some of the waves of life and swept out into a sea of . 
circumstance which is way over his head. Just like the sandpipers they do not 
control the force of the next wave tl~at comes. Sometimes, as in a lack of good 
family communication, honest love and caring-that often results in divorce, 
separation or just alienation or rejection-more sweeps over some of God's children 
than they can cope with and they find themselves swept out over their heads. 

However, unlike the sandpipers who could not help the one in trouble, Kentucky

I am responsible for the feeding, housing and disciplining of over 3p0 teenage boys 
and girls. Believe me that is a job. I supervise the work of 64 staff members, 57 of 
whom live on campus. Our campus has extended nearly two blocks in the past four 
years . I personally show all guests around the campus including every prospective 
student with whom I normally spend at least two hours. 

Oneida is scheduled to receive approximately $150,000 in Cooperative Program 
funds this year. How grateful we are for this pledged support. We have little more . 
than this that is certain. But that leaves over $1 million we must raise from other 
sources. Our operating budget this past year was· nearly $1,100,000. This was up 
$262,000 over the previous year, and we anticipate a similar rise this year. 

Oneida has been a faith work from the beginning. No member of the staff has a 
written contract and the average salary is $4600 yearly. 

We never turn a student away for financial reasons. Yet if we looked at our 
unpaid bills at any given time we would never accept another student. Scores attend 
our school receiving room, board, books, attending sports events and movies, while 
paying nothing or almost nothing. The most any Kentucky child is paying this year 
is $150 monthly. That breaks down to $5 daily, and each child eats three times 
daily. Of course, we do far more than feed our students. 

We do not investigate people. We trust each to be honest with us. Most are. But 
not everyone. Some take advantage. If a person-says he can pay so much, we expect 
just that. Often, however, we have the child and nothing but a promise for payment 
ever. Our creditors, however, insist on hard c;ash. Thus we are under never ending 
mental and physical strain. 

Our operating expenses have increased sixfold in the past eight years .while 
enrolment and staff have tripled. We still do not have a public relations director, no 
development staff or an alumni director. We have no fundraisers and no recruiters. 
Recruiters are not needed. The word-of-mouth reputation of our school's work these · 
past 80 years has made us the fastest growing boarding school in the United States. 
This is particularly remarkable as we are 40 miles from the nearest bus or airport. 

Eight major buildings have been added to our campus in the past five years, as 
well as several lesser support buildings, two houses, three double-wide trailers and 
four regular trailers. 

Our teacher-student ratio at the time of this writing is 1-11 and for weaker 
students the ratio is 1-4. Our curriculum has been greatly expanded and our library 
housed in new facilities has 13;000 volumes. We have 17 differing varsity athletic 
teams, eight of these for girls. In the past two years we have won two state 
championships, have been runnerup in two state tournaments and have participated 
in five other state competitions. 

The spiritual emphasis is vigorous with daily chapel attended by all students and 
staff, Sunday morning and evening services, BSU in its 30th year on our campus, 
RAs and GAs again after a lapse of some years and scores of young people making 
professions of faith. 

Except the Lord build the house, they labor in vain that build it. Our labor is not 
in vain.

An outreach 

to the unreached

A bewildered teenage runaway, who 
has been hitchhiking acrosi, the country 
for the past two months, finds his way 
to the River City Mall in downtown 
Louisville. His matted hair, ragged 
clothes and bare feet attest to his 
travels as he rests irf a doorway, his 
duffel bag by his side. A well-groomed 
young man approaches the weary 
youth, strikes up a conversation and 
invites him to come with him to Free­
dom House. 

Within an hour the young runaway 
bas determined to return home and face 
his problems. He leaves Freedom 
House feeling better, looking better and 
sensing he has a direction in life. 

Ron Lentine, who shared his time 
and concern with this teenager, is a 
third-year theology student at Southern 
Seminary. His dream of providing an 
outreach ministry in the inner-city has 

recently turned into reality. The De­
troit, Mich. native is the founder and 
director of Freedom Ministries, an 
organization which provides a Christian 
coffee house, recreation center and 
street witnessing ministry in downtown 
Louisville. ~ 

"Last summer I had an idea about 
starting up a work like this in the River 
City area," related Lentine. "I couldn't 
imagine starting something new while 
still being a student but I told the Lord 
that I was ready and open for any op­
portunity. '' 

A few months later Lentine was 
approached by a local pastor who had 
heard of his desire for such a ministry. 
Several interested pastors began to . 
confirm their support and a building 
was provided at a rent of one dollar per 
month. 

"Out of the blue came checks," 
stated Lentine. The doors of the coffee 
house were opened in February with 
support coming from several Southern 
Baptist and Methodist churches in the

area. Pool tables, ping pong tables, re­
freshments and other needs were 
donated to begin the work. 

A recent increase in financial sup­
port has allowed Lentine to hire three 
more seminary students as part time 
staff members . In addition to witness­
ing to people in the inner-city staff 
,members also conduct weekly Bible 
studies and provide a referral service to 
local churches and other ministries such 
as Teen Challenge and Salvation Army. 

"It's not just to tell them about Jesus · 
and give"them a tract," remarked Len­
tine. 

Joe O'Quinn, pastor of Baxter Ave­
nue Baptist Church, one of the 
churches which works with Freedom 
House, confirmed Lentine's statement. 

"Freedom House has been·very suc­
cessful in confronting the downtown 
area with the gospel and with caring 
Christians," explained O'Quinn. "I 
think of it as an extension of the local 
church as a ministering arm." 

"We want to get a good founda­
tion. " stated Don Rissler, one of the 
ministry's assistant directors. "It's 
more of a place for nurturing friend­
ships, a place to care for people." 

As Freedom Ministries continues to 
take the good news of Jesus Christ to 
the downtown area·of Louisville its 
workers look expectantly toward the 
future . 

"It's exciting to see the power of the 
ministry and I want to see it continue 
after I'm gone, '' said Lentine.
