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Students experience a revival, honor
Franklin Owens at BSU conclave

A commitment service ‘‘unlike anything
I've seen in student work in this state in
11 years,’’ a tribute to retiring execu-
tive secretary Franklin Owen, summer
mission testimonies and addresses on
the theme ‘‘Called to Care’’ highlight-
ed the 55th Kentucky Baptist student
convention Sept. 24-26 at Elizabeth-
town.

Don Blaylock, director of student
work for the Kentucky Baptist Conven-
tion, made the observation above after
scores of young people streamed down
the aisles. They came forward to regis-
ter some decision with campus minis-
ters across the front of historic Severns
Valley Baptist Church,

‘It was a thrilling sight, one I'll not
soon forget,”’ said one observer.

Don Blaylock [1] presides over a tribute
to the Franklin Owens during the state
Baptist student convention.
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““That was a tremendous blessing ih
there,”’ Sue Owen, wife of Franklin
Owen, remarked.

Both of the Owens were brought to
the platform earlier that evening to be
honored by the crowd of perhaps 650
Baptist college students from campuses
all over the state. Mrs. Owen received
an engraved plaque and Owen was
given a Bible on behalf of his 10-year
tenure and support of student work.

Testimonies were included in the
recognition. State BSU president Kevin
Thomas of Morehead State University
spoke on behalf of Kentucky Baptist
students. Dwight Lyons, campus minis-
ter for metropolitan Louisville, recount-
ed memories from his years of associa-
tion with Owen.

Blaylock reported that, while Owen
had been executive secretary, four new
Baptist student centers had been com-
pleted at the University of Louisville,
the University of Kentucky, Murray
State University and Eastern Kentucky
University. A former residence was
converted into a student center at
Northern Kentucky University and land
for a future center was purchased
there. The student center was relocated
at Western Kentucky University and a
house converted there.

A $200,000 debt at Morehead State
University was paid off and no debts
on any student properties exist today.

Statistically, Blaylock acknowledged
that in the last academic year Kentucky
ranked:

e Second in the number of Baptist
students involved in campus ministry
programs

® Third in the number of summer
student missionaries sent out

® Third in the number of students
accepting Christ as savior

e First in the number of students in-
volved in community missions

e First in the number of members of
campus Baptist Young Women organi-
zations.

Throughout the weekend Kentucky
students who filled assignments as
summer or semester missionaries in the
state, elsewhere in the nation and
around the world shared testimonies of
their experiences. At least 10 young
people spoke at three worship periods.

Three principal speakers addressed
the convention on the subject ‘‘Called
to Care.”

Delivering the keynote address,
Wayne E. Ward, professor of Christian
theology at Southern Baptist Theo-
logical Seminary, Louisville, said, ‘‘God
has already called every one of you by
your name.

‘‘He doesn’t call you into summer
missions simply because you’re special
He says, ‘I have called you.” What it
means to care about somebody is to
realize you weren’t just born into this
world for nothing.

‘‘Jesus called people who were busy
doing something,”” Ward concluded.

Later, William D. Jaggers, president
of the Kentucky Baptist Convention,
told collegians: '

‘“All around our world today there is
a great dearth of caring.

‘Do we really care? Really? Honest-
ly? I hope you’ll never underestimate
what you can do for the cause of
Christ,”’ he continued. ‘‘Whatever
you’ll do that’s committed to Jesus,
he’ll use and bless and let someone
know that somebody’s there in Jesus’
name. God takes what we have and
what we are if we’re committed to it.”’

Finally, Jaggers asked, ‘‘When we
admit God wants us to care, where do
we begin?’’ He suggested three things:
care about yourself, care for your fam-
ily and care for somebody else.

In a concluding address to the con-
vention, Campbellsville College presi-
dent W. R. Davenport suggested that
“‘God cared enough, not only to share,
but (he) held back nothing.

‘‘He’s calling for you and me,’’ said
Davenport. ‘‘Ask God to work his work
in you. Trust him for the caring that -
goes far enough to let you share.”’

A world hunger offering taken at one
session totaled $438.00.

In a business session a $46,000 stu-
dent summer missions budget was
adopted. Of this amount, $2000 will
come from miscellaneous receipts and
gifts and the remainder is to be raised
by Baptist students on Kentucky cam-
puses. :

The largest single goal is projected
by Cumberland College students who
hope to raise $8000 this school year for
summer missions. Georgetown College
is next with a goal of $5100, closely
followed by Murray State University at
$5000. Twenty-six campuses are repre-
sented in the goals totaling $44,000.

The convention body also approved a
plan to provide 40 Kentucky Baptist
students for mission service opportuni-
ties in 1983. This includes one to
Honduras or Japan for spring semester,
one for fall semester to Japan, 16 for
in-state summer teams (Sonburst, Son
Celebration, Son Share Players), one
Sojourner and 21 more to fill remaining
requests in 1983. This latter category
includes one to Panama, one to Ger-
many, one to the Cayman Islands and
one to Israel, with the remainder serv-
ing in the United States but outside
Kentucky. A motion was passed that
up to $5000 in surplus funds received in
the mission offerings on campuses this
year will go to fund a 1984 Kentucky
student team going to Chile and Argen-
tina. This same provision was made a
year ago, and $3000 was collected
above the stated summer missions
goals. :

A motion was also passed that schol-
arships for mission service previously
denied seniors be reinstated.

The 1983 state Baptist student con-
vention is slated for Sept. 30-Oct. 2 in
Louisville.

Today’s young people, sometimes iso-
lated, keep in touch with their world
through radio. ‘‘On Track,’’ the con-
temporary Christian music program
produced by the Southern Baptist Radio
and Television Commission, Ft. Worth,
Tex., is such a medium. Barely one
year old, ‘‘On Track’’ is heard on more
than 267 radio stations across the
country.

Southern Baptists
grow, others decline

Southern Baptists, with increases in
membership and territory in the last
decade, are unique among mainline
U. S. denominations, according to a
new church membership study.
Churches and Church Membership in
the United States 1980, a cooperative,
interdenominational research effort, re-
veals growth in adherents (full mem-
bers, their children and other regular
participants) in Judeo-Christian reli-

_gious groups in the U. S. is lagging

slightly behind population growth for
the first time in 30 years. All mainline
denominations except the SBC have ex-
perienced significant decreases.

The study was based on data from
church bodies (denominations) with
231,708 congregations reporting.

Researchers calculate the 112.5 mil-
lion adherents counted in the study rep-
resent 49.7 percent of the total U. S.
population and 91 percent of the adher-
ents of some religious group. The con-
clusion that approximately half of all
Americans do not adhere to a religious
group conforms to numerous other
similar surveys.

The 76 percent of the representation
of congregations in U. S. counties for
Southern Baptists ranked fourth in the
study. The 2383 total for Southern Bap-
tists leaves more than 700 counties
without a Southern Baptist congrega-
tion. Some of these counties are sparse-
ly populated.

United Methodists have congrega-
tions in 2986 counties or county equiva-
lents, followed by Catholics, 2881, As-
semblies of God 2452, and Southern :
Baptists.

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OBSERVATIONS

Churches should
restudy their
tax obligations

South Carolina editor John Roberts
recently reported and commented
on an unusual action of the city of
Charleston. The city sent a letter to
all its churches ‘‘inviting’’ them to
pay taxes on their property or to
make a contribution for city services
they receive. -

The letter to each church con-
tained the actual assessed valuation
of its property so the church could
know what its tax would be if paid.
Payment was not demanded by the
city but four possible options were
recommended. The options were:
(1) pay taxes on fully appraised
value; (2) pay for services such as
street and sidewalk maintenance,
sanitation, service, fire and police
protection (estimated to be 60 per-
cent of full taxation); (3) pay for
sanitation, police and fire protection
(estimated to be 40 percent of full
taxation); (4) make a contribution to
the city of any desired amount.

Editor Roberts takes a negative
view on all four options citing and
affirming the historic practice of
America of tax exemption for
churches. At the same time he
warns churches to expect more and
more pressure from governing
bodies to pay taxes.

Roberts is right in affirming that
separation of church and state in
America does not allow the state to
tax churches. The power to tax is
ultimately the power to destroy and
churches should never submit to
such authority of civil government.

On the other hand churches
should never be freeloaders. If they
accept municipal services such as
garbage collection, fire and police
protection, they should pay for
them. If not, then non-church
people, atheists and members of
non-Christian religions who pay
local taxes are helping pay for these
services to churches.

The argument that church mem-
bers already pay taxes and this
should suffice for their churches is
not valid. Employes of local busi-
nesses also pay taxes individually
but this doesn’t exempt their busi-
nesses from their fair share of the
tax load.

Churches should have already
taken the initiative in an agreed
upon contribution for municipal ser-
vices in lieu of paying taxes. This is
only fair and it’s a shame local gov-
erning bodies have to suggest it.

The truth is churches in America
have been receiving too much spe-
cial treatment. While holding to the
principle of tax exemption for all
property used directly in worship
and Christian education, churches
should gladly pay taxes on all other
property as well as for municipal
services they use.

In my opinion taxable church
property includes parsonages. The
practice of not taxing living quar-
ters for ministers was originally
based on the fact these housing
facilities were a part of the church
building and the minister was re-
quired to live in the church prop-
erty. That still prevails for Catholic
priests but never for Baptist minis-
ters. Real estate not used for actual
worship purposes should be taxed
whoever lives in it.

Churches and denominational in-
stitutions could improve their public
image and thus their influence by
gladly assuming their share of the
necessary expenses of local govern-
ments. What’s necessary is that
churches do not relinquish their
right to exist and pursue their ob-
jectives apart from government hin-
drance by taxation or in any other
form.

Furthermore the day will likely
come when church contributions are
not tax deductible for income tax
purposes. As a result church
income will drop but not dramati-
cally and it will separate the true
stewards of God from the self-serv-
ing ones.

We might as well face it. Ameri-
can society is becoming more and
more secular which means churches
will not always get the favored
treatment they have enjoyed
throughout American history. One
of the places this secularism will be
expressed is in tax reforms. Would
it not be better for churches to
initiate needed and overdue
reforms instead of being forced to
do so?

Alexandria Baptists
show their courage
The Main Street Baptist Church in

- Alexandria is a story of conviction,

courage and sacrifice on the part of
a small but determined group of
Baptists who faced overwhelming
odds 25 years ago. Sunday, Sept. 12
those remaining from this remnant
and many who have joined them
during the 25 years paused to cele-
brate their heritage and to recall
God’s blessings.

Until 1954 Alexandria Baptists
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were a united fellowship and a part
of the larger fellowship of Southern
Baptists. Then a tragedy befell the
church in the form of a pastor who
decided to leave the ranks of South-
ern Baptists. Lacking the fairness
and integrity to go out and start a
congregation sharing his senti-
ments, he convinced the majority of
the members to break historic ties
with Southern Baptists.

There were those, however, in
the congregation who were not mis-
led nor manipulated by the pastor.
They dared to start a new church
loyal to historic Baptist principles
and identified with Southern Bap-
tists.

The first meeting of this group
took place Noy. 21, 1954 with 29
present. They started a mission
under the sponsorship of Newport’s
Trinity Baptist Church and Aug. 25,
1957 constituted Main Street Bap-
tist Church with 61 charter
members.

Under capable and dedicated
pastoral leadership Main Street
flourished. Pastor Merwyn Borders
led in the construction of a beauti-
ful sanctuary and educational
space. Pastor Don Lamb followed
Borders and led in strengthening
the church organizationally. Then
came Calvin Perry under whose
leadership the entire building debt
was retired in 1976 and a new pas-
torium was constructed in 1978.
Never lacking a challenge, pastor

~Perry and a long range planning

committee are now developing
plans for the next needed facilities.
Alexandria’s Main Street is a
testimony to the truth that adver-
sity never discourages the faithful.

Feeding the hungry
is a Christian
responsibility

Every moment 13 people in the
world die of hunger and hunger re-
lated illnesses.

During the time it will take to eat
your dinner next Sunday more than
200 people will die of hunger.

Next Sunday is World Hunger
Sunday for Southern Baptists. Be-
cause of the above facts and many -
more World Hunger Sunday should
be observed in some manner by
every church.

Concern for those suffering from
hunger and hunger related diseases
has intensified among Southern
Baptists in recent years. Tradition-
ally we have been more concerned
about bread for the soul than bread
for the stomach. More and more,’

however, we are realizing that it is
hard to convince someone we really
care while letting him and his fam-
ily starve to death. It should be
hard for us to believe we really care
if we don’t want to share.

Why should Baptists not make
much of hunger relief? Jesus is our
model and he always expressed
concern for the whole person. In
fact, many of his miracles were per-
formed to relieve physical suffering
including hunger.

Sharing by those who have with
those who do not have is stressed
everywhere in the Bible. Generos-
ity is pictured as an essential ele-
ment in sincere religion. When the
hearers of John the Baptist asked
what they could do to prove their
sincere repentance, the wilderness
preacher said, ‘‘He that hath two
coats, let him impart to him that
hath none; and he that hath meat,

‘let him do likewise’” (Lk. 3:11).

Of all people on earth Americans
have most to share with others. Our
temptation, however, is to use more
of our materials than we need while
becoming immune to suffering and
insensitive to the hungry multi-
tudes.

Americans consume four and a
half times more grain than those
living in the developing nations.
The money spent on one meal at a
fast food restaurant for an
American family of four would feed
a Haitian family for a week. Our
farm harvesting machines leave
enough corn and soybeans in the
fields to feed many starving people.

The only way many who are hun-
gry will ever eat is to be given food.
The sad fact is that three-fourths of
the world’s population do not have
enough money to buy food.

Churches should seek to relieve
hunger in their own communities as
well as in the rest of the world. In
addition to a special hunger offer-
ing to be channeled through the
Southern Baptist Foreign Mission
Board to many parts of the world,
why not start a food closet in the
church? Small periodic contribu-
tions from our pantries at home
could provide a well stocked church
food closet.

Instead of giving because we
have been given to, we are prone to
debate whether those who are hun-
gry deserve our help. If we
conclude they don’t and we refuse
to help, remember where we would
be if God had waited to save us
until we deserved his help. The
question is not whether to help but
how best to help. A generous offer-
ing on World Hunger Sunday is one
good way.

United by the voice
of the people

‘‘Right Wing! Left Wing! Inerrantist!
Moderates’’

Labels—we are hearing more and
more of these in Southern Baptist cir-
cles. All are applied to groups repre-
senting various persuasions within our
ranks, each claiming to represent
‘‘grass root’’ Southern Baptists. This
claim, coupled with the presidential
power to appoint the committee on
committees, has led these groups to
seek insurance of ‘‘grass root’’ repre-
sentation in Southern Baptist decision
making by electing one of their persua-
sion president. Thus, the strife within
our convention. .

As long as the president has this
power, the presidency will remain a
political football bringing further divi-
sion within our ranks, until the poles
become so far apart and the lines so
sharp that every Southern Baptist will
be forced to identify with one group or
another, eventually splitting our great
convention.

There is a solution to this dilemma,
one which will take the presidency out
of the political arena and insure ‘‘grass
root’’ Southern Baptist representation
on the committee on committees. It is
an amendment to SBC Bylaw 21 pro-
posed by Russell Bennett at the New
Orleans convention and subsequently
referred to the Executive Committee:

The amendment reads as follows:

‘‘A committee on committees shall be
composed of two members from each
qualified state. Each state convention
shall nominate two candidates to be
elected by the convention during its
first day of meeting annually. Persons
so nominated shall be notified in
writing at least one month befgre the
meeting of the convention and shall be
named in the first issue of the Conven-
tion Bulletin. The president may fill va-
cancies occuring in nominations or by
registration. This committee shall nomi-
nate all special committees authorized
during the session of the convention not
otherwise provided for. All special con-
vention committees shall transfer, upon
their discharge, all official files to the
Executive Committee of the Southern
Baptist Convention.’’

Opposition to this amendment might
be raised on twoe grounds: (1) Southern
Baptist polity and (2) the traditional . .
role of the president. B :

To the question of polity there are
three points that need to be recognized.
First, the amendment proposes that
states nominate, not appoint, their rep-
resentatives on the committee on com-
mittees. The right of election is re-
served for the convention.

Second, if states’ participation in
these nominations is contrary to the
proper relationship of the state conven-
tions and the SBC, does it also apply to
the Cooperative Program? Although

state conventions have no control of Co-
operative Program funds after they
have been received by the SBC, they
have complete control of the flow of
funds to the convention. In essence, the
states hold the purse strings of the SBC
because they determine what percent-
ages of the Cooperative Program funds
they receive from local churches go to
SBC causes.

Third, the proposed procedure is not
new in Southern Baptist practice. There
is precedence of state conventions
nominating their representatives to the
SBC. From 1914 to 1917 state members
of SBC boards were nominated to the
convention in essentially the same
manner proposed by Bennett’s amend-
ment for membership on the commit-
tee on committees. The bylaw stated
the committee on nominations ‘‘shall
nominate, as state members of boards,
men who have been previously nomi-
nated by their respective state conven-
tions . . . .”” (Bylaw #9).

Again from 1946 to 1948 the states
played an active role in determining
who would be their representatives on

the committee on boards. At the annual
SBC the messengers from each state
caucused and selected three persons
whose names were submitted to the
current committee on boards which was
to ‘‘select one name from each state
from the three names referred to them,
and present all names so selected to the
convention for election’’ (Bylaw #7).

In 1949 the present procedure was
adopted for purely practical reasons.
The logistics of finding a place for the
state to caucus was virtually impossi-
ble. To resolve this problem the respon-
sibility of nominating the committee on
boards was given to the committee on
committees which was appointed by the
president (Bylaw #7). Well meaning
Southern Baptists initiated this change
never dreaming it could politicize the
office of president.

In response to the objection to Ben-
nett’s amendment on the basis of the
traditional power of the president we
have already seen that no such tradition
existed. Prior to 1940 there was no hesi-
tancy on the part of Southern Baptists
to alter the procedures for the selec-
tion of the committee on committees,
committee on boards, etc. At times the
president had more appointive power
than he had official rule, directly or in-
directly, in the selection of the commit-
tee on committees or the committee on
boards. :

It is time to change the procedure
again and begin the healing process by
depolitizing the office of president
through the abridging of its appointive
powers.

If these political action groups truly
believe they represent ‘‘grass roots’’
Southern Baptists, they too will
welcome and actively support this
amendment.

Let the ‘‘grass roots’’ be heard.
Through our churches, associations,
and state conventions let us pass reso-
lutions supporting this amendment and

send them to the SBC Executive Com-
mittee. Let us write Executive Commit-
tee members and encourage fellow
Baptists to get behind this amendment.

Our convention is too great and our
mission is too important to let partisan
politics destroy it.

I long to make known to every Ken-
tucky Baptist the unusual dedication
and heavy duty service currently being
performed by our Convention Board
employes whose work connects with the
Baptist Building at Middletown.

All our people are doing just
about all they can to thus promote Bold
Mission Thrust in the associations and
churches. This is addition to the
ongoing work of their offices and their
Departmental activities and meetings
all over our state.

I believe these good staff people right
now are working harder than anyone I
know. I pray that we are not overwork-
ing any of them to the point of en-
dangerment of their health and welfare.
They need your prayers and spiritual
support and encouragement—like
pastors and local ministers need to feel
supported and appreciated in their
faithful endeavors. Your state Board
Missionaries are fully deserving of your
material and financial support and the
transportation you have thoughtfully
provided them.

I salute all our state Mission Staff
Employees. Let us all give them our
hearty support and appreciation.

Christian’s yielding to the temptations
which assail us from within and with-
out. What then? Are we to despair? Not
at all. No allowance is made for sin, but
in case we do sin there is a divine pro-
vision for us. ‘“We have an advocate
with the Father, Jesus Christ the right-
eous.’’ This, however, does not excuse
sin; but in case we do sin there is an
advocate to help us through.

John spoke of the tests whereby one
may know he is a child of God. One of
these is obedience to his command-
ments. The thing of supreme impor-
tance is not how you talk about Christ,
but how you walk in obedience to him.
The genuineness of one’s profession is
determined by the consistency of his
walk. Talking about our love for, devo-
tion to, service for and faithfulness to
Christ means nothing unless we obey
him. Walking as Christ walked means
to pattern our lives after his, which was
one of submission to God’s will and
obedience to his Word.

1 John 2:9-10 Love is a test of fellow-
ship with God. If love for one’s brother
is lacing, such a person is disobedient
to God and walking in darkness. If one
has hatred in his heart rather than love,
one cannot prove to others he is a child
of God.

1 John 2:15-17 Believers are exhorted
to ‘‘love not the world.”’ ‘‘The world”’
means the whole aggregate of things
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material and visible, together with
those who are separated from God.

John declared that the world in itself
is transitory— ‘‘The world passeth
away;"’ and transitory in its power to
excite desire—the lust thereof passeth
away. ‘‘Lust’’ means all of the desires
that are stimulated by, directed toward,
and fed on the fleeting things of this
life. The only life that abides forever is
the one which is lived in love for Christ
and in devoted service for him.

GOD ESTABLISHES THE PASSOVER

God instructed Moses and Aaron to
deliver the children of Israel from their
bondage in Egypt. Before their deliver-
ance occurred, God inflicted nine
plagues upon the Egyptians which
made life miserable for them, but
Pharaoh refused to permit the
Israelites to leave. To bring about their
deliverance God sent the final plague,
the death of the firstborn of men and
beasts in one night. We cannot imag-
ine the grief and the wailing which
characterized the homes when the first-

‘born were put to death.

Exodus 12:11-17 The plan which God
devised whereby each family of the Is-
raelites could protect their firstborn
from this plage was for each household
to take a yearling male lamb, slay it,

catch its blood in a basin and with a
brush of hyssop apply the blood to the
lintel and the sideposts of the door of
their house and to remain therein until
God gave permission to come out. If the
blood were in evidence, the messenger
of death to the firstborn would assur-
edly pass by. The only hope of protec-
tion was to remain inside the blood-
sprinkled house. It was the blood alone
which made them safe.

By the same token, it is the blood of
Christ alone that provides safety from
judgment against all sin. The blood of
Christ satisfied God’s holiness, main-
tained his righteousness and vindicated
his justice. Every soul who would
escape the wrath of God must person-
ally accept the finished work of Christ.
Exodus 12:24-27 Upon the arrival of
the Israelites in their own land, God
commanded them to observe the Pass-
over faithfully, constantly guarding
against the danger of forgetting its sig-
nificance and meaning, and to make
much of the occasion as an opportun-
ity for them to give the proper instruc-
tion to the rising generations. God was
deeply concerned each future genera-
tion receive careful instruction about
him —his will and his work, and for this
he held the Israelites responsible. The
same task has been divinely com-
mitted to God’s children in our gen-
eration.

“Q’’ CIRCLES

In a recent conference I was exposed to
the Quality Control Circles as a philoso-
phy of management and production.
“Q.C."”" Circles, used effectively by
Japan to increase both quality and pro-
ductivity, is one reason they have come
from the shambles of war to a leading
industrial nation in 30 years. ‘‘Q.C."”’
Circles is a plan of management that in-
volves a group of employes meeting
regularly and voluntarily to focus on
identifying and solving work-related
problems.

This philosophy of Quality Control
Circles reminds me of what I call
Quality Circles. It takes me back a few
years to the family circle which to me
was a ‘‘Q’’ Circle (Quality Circle).
There was the ‘‘Q’’ Circle around the
table for supper. After Dad thanked
God for the food, we ate and talked
about the events of the day.

After supper we gathered in a circle.
In the summer it was on the porch or
out in the yard. In the winter that circle
was around the fireplace. We talked
and listened to the parents tell interest-

ing stories. The day was ended with
Bible reading and prayer.

It was a sad and difficult day when
that circle was broken. My brother, 21,
just married a few months, was killed in
an automobile-train accident. There
was left a vacant place in the circle and

- in our hearts. Though he has never

been forgotten, time and faith healed
the break. We continued living with the
“‘Q’”’ Circle broken here, but our faith
in God and the saving power of Christ
made us know the circle would not be
broken in heaven.

So many family circles are broken
today, not only by death but by divorce,
desertion, alcohol, crime and a multi-
tude of other destructive forces. Many
of these broken families are not able to
cope and to heal the break.

Your Baptist Homes for Children was
formed by Kentucky Baptists because
of the great need to minister.to de-
pendent, neglected and often abused
children. We are in the business of
ministering to children that come from
Broken Circles. It is our joy to fold them
into a new Q.C. and share with them a
quality life —the abundant life in Christ.

Cothen hospitalized;
no signs of cancer

Baptist Sunday School Board president
Grady C. Cothen entered a Nashville
hospital Sept. 26 for a series of exhaus-
tive tests and minor corrective surgery.

Cothen, 62, entered St. Thomas hos-
pital after experiencing continuing
health problems. No evidence of any
problem related to Cothen’s 1980 stom-
ach surgery for cancer was indicated.

He was expected to be released after
a stay of three to five days.

Because of continuing medical prob-
lems Cothen asked board trustees in
August for medical retirement effective
Mar. 1, 1984. The trustees elected a
seven-member presidential search com-
mittee and adopted guidelines for
selecting Cothen’s successor by Febru-
ary 1983 or as soon thereafter as pos-
sible.

New Nashville facility
for SBC nearer reality

Plans for a new building to house eight
Southern Baptist Convention agencies
moved ahead during the September
meeting of the SBC Executive Commit-
tee with the approval, in principle, of
an agreement between the agencies
which would jointly occupy the build-
ing.

The Executive Committee, which will

either own or be trustee of the proposed -

new building authorized its long range
study committee to proceed, obtaining
- detailed plans, engineering studies,
square footage requirements and cost
estimates.

Rodney Landes, a layman from El
Dorado, Ark., pointed out it was the
fourth report the study committee has
made to the Executive Committee in
the nearly two years it has been in
operation. Other members are William
Fortune, Knoxville, Tenn.; Dotson
Nelson, Birmingham, Ala.; and SBC
president James T. Draper Jr., Euless,
Tex, ) :

Landes, chairman of the committee,
pointed out. much of the work of the
agreement was done by work teams
from each of the agencies, as well as
the executives, who have met regularly
to work out details of the joint occu-
pancy.

Harold C. Bennett, executive secre-
tary-treasurer of the Executive Commit-
tee, told members that the ‘‘several
agencies . . . require housing beyond
the space presently afforded. These en-
tities believe that good stewardship
calls for them to occupy a building
together.”’

Currently, seven of the eight
agencies are housed in the SBC Build-
ing at 460 James Robertson Pky. in
downtown Nashville, a 19-year-old facil-
ity. They are the Christian Life Com-
mission, Education Commission, Exec-
utive Committee, Seminary External
Education Division of the six SBC:semi-
naries, Southern Baptist Commission
on the American Baptist Theological
Seminary, Southern Baptist Foundation
and the Stewardship Commission.

The eighth, the SBC Historical Com-
mission, currently is housed in the
Baptist Sunday School Board building
at 127 Ninth Avenue, North in Nash-
ville, but plans to move to an SBC
building, if it is built.

Under the agreement, the Executive
Committee would accept the gift of a
tract of land at Ninth and Commerce—
adjacent to the BSSB building—from
the Sunday School Board, and would
contract for the planning and construc-
tion of a building.

Draper says radio-tvis
‘our agenda for the future

Calling the ministry of the Radio and
Television Commission ‘‘truly futur-
istic,”” SBC president James T. Draper
Jr. outlined his views on religious
broadcasting for the agency’s trustees
who met in Ft. Worth, Tex. to approve
a record budget.

“‘I would think the Radio and Tele-
vision Commission, for Southern Bap-
tists, is our agenda for the future,’”’ he
said. ‘“You are dealing with tomorrow
today.”’ .

During the meeting, trustees unani-
mously adopted a base budget of $5.5
million for fiscal 1982-83, which in-
cludes $4.2 million from the Coopera-
tive Program operating budget. A
budget addendum of $2.5 million in
anticipated income will be used to
develop TV programs and finance satel-
lite transmission of the programs for
the American Christian Television Sys-
tems (ACTS).

RTVC president Jimmy R. Allen told
the trustees the additional income will
come from commitments already made
to the commission. The RTVC also is
scheduled to receive 20 percent of the
1982 Cooperative Program advance
budget, the money given to the
Cooperative Program in excess of its
operating budget.

Arkansas elects pastor
as its next executive

" Don Moore, 49, a Ft. Smith, Ark.

pastor, has been elected executive sec-
retary-treasurer of the Arkansas Bap-
tist State Convention.

Moore, pastor of Grand Avenue Bap-
tist Church, replaces Huber Drum-
wright, who died Nov. 2, 1981. L. L.
Collins, associate executive secretary,
has been interim executive secretary.

The Ft. Smith pastor, who was
elected unanimously in an open vote at
a called meeting of the 92-member
state executive board Sept. 23, planned
to resign his pastorate Sept. 26 and
assume responsibilities in Little Rock
Oct. 18.

Kerry Powell, pastor of First Bap-
tist Church, Forrest City, and chairman
of the nine-member search committee,
said the group held 15 meetings since it
was formed nine months ago. He de-
scribed Moore as ‘‘a man who loves
Jesus . . . preaches the Word . . . raises
our sights (as a state convention) . . .
and is of impeccable character and high
standards.”’ s
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Moore has been pastor of the Ft.
Smith congregation 12 years. During
his tenure church membership has in-
creased 59 percent, growing from 1910
to more than 3000, and Sunday school
enrolment has grown 70 percent, rising
from 1583 in 1970 to 2697 in 1981.

According to the Arkansas conven-
tional annual, Moore’s church was
second in the state in 1981 in Coopera-
tive Program giving. The annual
reports the church gave $288,127 to
missions, including $197,778 through
the Cooperative Program. The total
church budget was $1,819,735.

Moore attended the University of Ar-
kansas and graduated from Ouachita
Baptist University in 1955 and from
Southwestern Baptist Theological Semi-

nary in 1958. He has been pastor of

churches in Smackover, Camden and
Jonesboro, Ark., Corum, Okla., and
New Orleans, La.

He was president of the Arkansas
convention, 1974-75; state pastor’s con-
ference, 1972; and cochairman of the
1976 statewide evangelistic campaign.

Bennett, Draper, Falwell
deny SBC to push rally

A nationally-circulated news article,
reporting the Southern Baptist Conven-
tion would cosponsor a rally for Israeli
Prime Minister Menacham Begin, is in
error, SBC leaders say.

The report, circulated by United
Press International, quoted Moral
Majority leader Jerry Falwell as saying
he had agreed to cosponsor a rally Nov.
16 in Dallas with the Southern Baptist
Convention.

Harold C. Bennett, executive secre-
tary-treasurer of the SBC Executive
Committee, said the convention is not
involved in the rally, although individ-
ual Southern Baptist pastors or
churches might be.

SBC president James T. Draper Jr.,
pastor of First Baptist Church of .
Euless, Tex., said he had been asked
““months ago’’ to participate in a rally
of support for Israel, but will not be in
town on the scheduled date, so will not
participate. :

Draper said also he has some diffi-
culties with a ‘‘rally’’ which he says
‘‘implies support . . . almost like sup-
port for him (Begin) personally. While I
wish to extend friendship and prayers, I

to not wish to indicate political support: *

in any way.’’
