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Reagan, Bush address religious broadcasters, 
_call for support of issues, defense policies 
President Reagan called on evangelical 
and fundamentalist broadcasters to 
lend their support to his economic and 
defense policies, citing a passage in 
Luke's gospel to justify his administra­
tion's arms buildup as a necessary pre­
condition to peace talks with the Soviet 
Union. 

In a separate appearance before the 
National Religious Broadcasters annual 
convention, vice president George Bush 
hit themes more familiar to the politi­
cally conservative audience by con­
demning abortion and praising school 
prayer and tuition tax credits. 

Reagan, making his fourth consecu­
tive appearance at the NRB meeting, 
quoted Luke 14:31-32 ("Or what king, 
going to encounter another king in war, 
will not sit down first and take counsel 
whether he is able with ten thousand to 
meet him who comes against him with 
twenty thousand? And if not, while the 
other is yet a great way off, he sends an 
embassy and asks terms of peace.") as 
scriptural justification for his long-held 
policy that only by being stronger than 
the Russians can the U.S. hope to 
achieve peace. 
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After reading the Luke passage, 
Reagan declared: ''I don't think the 
Lord gave us all this to one day have to 
negotiate from weakness." 

But he also reiterated a theme he 
frequently has used since his inaugura­
tion - that the U. S. is now at a point of 
sufficient military strength to pursue 
negotiations with the Soviets. 

Only in passing did Reagan mention 
topics he has hit hard in previous ap­
pearances before the same convention. 
He likened the broadcasters to the 
apostles Peter and Andrew in being 
'' good and faithful fishermen'' and for 
having ''fought the good fight, for 
prayer in the schools and against abor­
tion and for freedom in the world.'' 

And in a passage that drew sustained 
applause, the President declared: 
''When I was reelected in November I 
didn't figure I was being sent back to 
the White House to turn back to the 
policies of the pasi. I still believe the 
government is the servant of the people 
-and not the other way around.'' 

Before Reagan spoke, an invocation 
by Southern Baptist Convention presi­
dent Charles Stanley offered thanks 

Thailand to limit 
foreign missionaries 
The government interior ministry has 
indicated plans to limit the number and 
activities of foreign missionaries in 
Thailand. The plans don't seem to be 
leveled directly at the 79 Southern Bap­
tist missionaries there, and it remains 
unclear how their work will be affected, 
according to Southern ·Baptist Foreign 
Mission Board officials. 

The government singled out mission­
aries of the Mormon Church, who num~ 
ber 200 of the some 3000 foreign mis­
sionaries in Thailand. The Mormons 
often have asked to stay in the country 
for extended periods, but the Ministry 
of Interior is considering limiting their 
stay to no more than three months at a 
time, a government official said. 

Some missionaries have been 
accused of bringing hilltribe people into 
Thailand from neighboring Burma and 
giving them money if they become 
Christians. Other reports indicate both­
ersome door-to-door witnessing tactics. 
The Mormons have publicly denied 
charges against their missionaries. (BP) 

"for answering our prayers to place 
(Reagan) at the helm of our country.'' 
The Atlanta pastor and television 
preacher also prayed fQr Reagan's suc­
cess and safety during his second term. 

Bush, while praising America's reli­
gious pluralism, went on to declare that 
those opposed to public school prayer 
and tuition tax credits and favoring 
abortion have renounced it. 

"I can't believe," he said, "that the 
founding fathers intended that the 
Constitution prohibit children from 
opening their school day with voluntary 

. prayer. I cannot believe that they in­
tended that the Constitution would pro­
hibit measures to extend pluralism and 
tolerance in education- measures like 
the tuition tax credit ... . I cannot 
believe the Constitution . . . could ever 
sanction the wholesale destruction of 
innocent human life." 

Like Reagan, Bush was applauded 
loudly when he declared that ''compas­
sion at the national level is no substi­
tute for loving our neighbor at the local 
level." He added: "I believe it's time 
we looked less to Washington and more 
to our states and cities and counties and 
towns, and more, beyond government 
- more to our churches, our communi­
ties of faith." (BP)

Following is the complete prayer 
statement: 

KTJowing that 14 million Southern 
Baptists are looking to our husbands as 
exemplary leaders in churches, agen­
cies and institutions, we, the officers of 
the 1985 SBC Ministers' Wives Confer­
ence, do hereby request the sincere and 
urgent prayers of all ministers' wives 
across our convention fo,: the return of 
harmony within our fellowship. 

Realizing that we are all subject to 
error and pride, we urge prayer for for­
giveness, for humility, for unity of pur­
pose and for renewed power to follow 
the Lord's command to "go into all the 
world and preach the gospel. '' 

Furthermore, we are aware of the 
tremendous accomplishments of women 
through the ages when their hearts 
were bathed in prayer and when their 
requests were according to God's great 
will and purpose for his work.

West i~ married and is the father of 
two children, Mrs. Coy Dillard, Louis­
ville, and George A. West ill, Nash­
ville. 
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Where is the fire? 
When the final figures for 1983-84 are compiled 
Southern Baptists will learn we have baptized about 6.5 
percent fewer people than we did the year before. The 
Home Mission Board reports this is the third straight 
year the baptism rate has declined, while population in 
our country grows about one percent per year. We are 
simply losing the battle for the salvation of lost people 
and it appears the fire has gone out. 

Our budgets continue to grow: Our organizations 
continue to grow'. Activities sponsored by our churches 
increase every year. Yet baptisms are declining because, 
it appears, we have put our strength into something less 
than the main thing. 

It _is past time to change course. We must find the 
. spark of evangelism and tum once again to the white 
harvest field of lost people. Perhaps the place to begin is 
at the evangelism conference Feb. 25-26 at Immanuel 
Baptist Church, Lexington. Jay Brown, director of evan­
gelism for the KBC, has put together a strong group of 
people whose combined record in evangelism stands on 
its own. Perhaps the fire can. be lighted this year in the 
heart of some of us. 

I urge lay people to see that the pastor and staff. 
members are provided the means to attend this meeting. 
It will be a two-day feast on the word of God and could 
be the best investment of time and money your church 
makes this year. Your leaders may catch a spark that 
will ignite all of us to win more people to the Lord this 
year and stop the downward trend in baptisms. 

Keep your eye 
on Nash ville 
The SBC Executive Committee meets in Nashville next 
week and one of the items of importance to all of us is 
the report of a study committee investigating charges 
against Baptist Press. 

The charges came about because Paul Pressler ac­
cused Baptist Press of unfair reporting last September. 
Baptist Press released a story alleging Pressler tape 
recorded a conversation with J. Stafford Durham, a 
Southern Seminary student, without Durham's knowl­
edge. Part of the tape was released to the Houston 
Chronicle and Durham brought charges against Pressler 
to the FCC. The next day Baptist Press also released a 
statement by Pressler, but by then the furor had started 
with Pressler crying foul. 

As a Baptist editor I have a particularly.keen interest 
in this matter because the outcome of the whole thing 
will say something about freedom and conformity in our 
Baptist life. Pressler did tape record a conversation and 
he released part of that conversation to a secular news­
paper. Baptist Press then made that fact known to Bap­
tist state editors and the general Baptist public. Most of 

the state papers ran the Baptist Press release as a news 
item illld carried the Pressler statement from Baptist 
Press alongside it. (WR, 9/25/84) 

The fact that Baptist Press is being investigated raises 
some questions in my mind that will not go away. If 
Baptist Press is now to be censured for doing its job of 
reporting news, then what is ahead for any of us? Must 
Baptist editors soft pedal news about prominent lead­
ers? Must we seek permission from some hierarchical 
body before we are free to print news items? Must we 
print only sweetness and light and ignore the ugly 
things we do to each other? 

It will be a sad day for all of us whenever any of us 
loses the freedom to speak his mind openly. Hindsight 
indicates Baptist Press could have stayed clear of hot 
water if a statement from Pressler had been printed 
alongside the news item. No one will argue if Baptist 
Press is chided for that. Anything else would smack of 
censorship. This is perhaps just one more skirmish in 
the larger battle in the convention, but if Baptist Press 
loses this one, all Baptists lose. 

_Prayer in high places 
Last week more than 3000 people gathered in Washing­
ton for a national prayer breakfast attended by leaders 
in the House, the Senate and the White House. 

Principal speaker was President Reagan who declared 
that ''in some of the most troubled parts of the world 
political figures who are old enemies are meeting with 
each other in a spirit of peace and brotherhood.'' He 
said he wished he could be more specific, "but it's 
working precisely because it is private." 

It seems that, at least on the surface, political leaders 
have set an example Christian leaders would do well to 
follow. The divisions among politicians are continual, 
leading to divisive actions that touch all mankind. If 
prayer among these leaders is used to calm some of the 
tension, then why not try prayer among our own leaders 
who are so far apart? It seems a naive suggestion, but 
the promise of the scriptures is that God answers prayer 
and provides light for those who seek it. Perhaps the 
only way we will ever have peace in the SBC is through 
a mighty prayer crusade that brings all of us closer to­
gether. It is apparent our continual bickering and name 
calling are not going to do anything more than escalate 
the tension now so thick you can cut it. 

In all honesty you look with a bit of a jaundiced eye on 
political prayer meetings. Yet deep inside you know that 
prayer is the way to discover the mind and will of God 
for any situation. If the politicians do open themselves 
honestly to the will of God, that is good news for all of 
us. If the politicians can find answers to divisive matters 
through prayer, why can't we also find answers to the 
problems which divide us? I believe we can if we are 
willing to make the effort. Constant, fervent, effectual 
prayer from now until the Dallas convention would pro­
duce an atmosphere of trust now lacking among us. It 
may be the only way we will ever find the way.

Indian church turns 
flood into blessing 
The rains came down and the floods 
came up, as the children's song says. 
But Bowen Indian Church in Tulsa, 
Okla., was "built upon the rock" so it 
stood firm. 

The building suffered, but the 
"church" is rebuilding from a May 28 
flood which rose five feet in the audi­
torium, warped pews and piled them 
against the door alongside the pulpit, 
pushed out walls, soaked the preacher's 
library, ruined two buses and left mud 
everywhere. 

But pastor Ira Pisachubbee calls the 
flood a blessing because, in the re­
building, the church is expanding its 
facility which had been bursting with 
people. 

The church had grown from 40 in 
Sunday school when Pisachubbee be­
came pastor in September 1980 to a 
regular 130-150 attendance. The rebuilt 
sanctuary will seat nearly 300. 

The church is buying surrounding 
land and is talking about building a new 
facility . · 

' 'If we really want to se·e something 
done, this is the time to do it." Pisa­
chubbee told his congregation recently, 
"I don't ever want us to slow down or 
stop. I just want us to keep going be­
cause there are a lot of people that 
aren't saved yet that need to be 
saved.' ' 

Pisachubbee thinks big. He was 
pastor of an Anglo church in Oakhurst 
for 13 years before coming to Bowen, 
his first Indian pastorate. 

' 'Many Indian churches feel like they 
can 't do it because they've never 
tried, " says Pisachubbee, a Choctaw. 
"I've always felt anybody can do any­
thing they want to."

children 
They need us now 

"Of all created things the loveliest and 
most divine are children." I recently 
heard a national news commentator say 
these words on the evening newscast. 
He indicated they were the words of a 
poet. The quote prefaced the showing 
of pictures which revealed the plight of 
children in our society. 

It is a fact that an alarming number 
of children are being abducted today. 
They are being stolen away, misused 
and abused by adults. Most often they 
are used in child pornography, prosti­
tution and other methods of sexual 
abuse. After being used, many of them 
are murdered and only a few are ever 
recovered alive. Parents are warned not 
to let their children far from them in 
public. And children are being taught 
not to take up with strangers. 

Our children, the potential victims of 
such horrible atrocities, cannot protect 
themselves, or even call attention to 
their plight. Therefore, we adults must 
pay the price to provide protection for 
them. Legislators also must be urged to 
pass stiff laws that will help protect our 
children. 

Among children who are not stolen 
away are multitudes who live in cir­
cumstances that hurt and scar them. 
These children are caught in the cross 
fire of family troubles and disintegra­
tion . These comprise the host of chil­
dren who need the ministry of Baptist 
Homes for Children. Whatever may 
have happened, circumstances are such 
that these neglected, dependent chil­
dren cannot now live in their family 
situation. The children are not the 
cause of the problem, but they feel the 
burden and hurt of it and must have 
help. 

Surely no one would dispute the 
poet's word about the child being the 
loveliest of all created things. What is 
more, precious in our eyes than an inno­
cent, dependent, trusting child? And I 
certainly believe they are the most 
divine of all created things, because

On Jan. 13-16, race track chaplains 
from all over the country met at Breck­
inridge Inn, Louisville, to conduct their 
annual national convention.

Race Track Chaplaincy of America is 
a non-denominational organization be­
gun in 1971 at Gulfstream Park Race 
Track in Florida. It is now based in Ft. 
Worth, Tex. The founder, Horace 
"Salty" Roberts, was "determined to 
bring the gospel of light into the midst 
of darkness." 

The organization has grown to 28 
chaplains from many denominations on 
approximately 50 race tracks through­
out the United States.

As I grow older 

When the scribes and Pharisees 
brought a woman taken in adultery to 
Jesus, they were tempting him, trying 
to catch him in a misstatement or a 
contradiction of Moses' teaching. Our
