Church attendance dips, 
but prayer is on the rise 

Chicago-Religious institutions may be waning in the U.S., 
but private religious practices like prayer are actually on the 
rise, a new University of Chicago report reveals. 

While weekly attendance ofreligious services dropped from 
32 to 26 percent of the population between 1983 and 2006, peo­
ple praying daily rose from 54 to 59 percent. 

"There's some weakening of traditional religious affiliation 
and practices such as attending religious services, but there's 
a slight increase in belief in the afterlife and a slight increase 
in the frequency of ... prayer," said Tom Smith, author of"Reli­
gious Change around the World." 

In 1973, 69 percent of respondents said they believed in the 
afterlife. By 2006, 73 percent believed in the hereafter. 

Belief in God remains strong, according to a range of sur­
veys, said Smith, director of the General Social Survey at the 
university's National Opinion Research Center. "If we were just 
having what secularization theory predicted, then we would 
be seeing everything going down across the board," he noted. 

Instead, while some Americans continue to attend services 
and be involved in other spiritual practices, others have "rede­
fined" what it means to be religious. 

"They n,o longer think that means they need to go to Mass or 
services every week, but they still have some type of religious 
belief and practice, more often personal than organized," 
Smith pointed out. 

The percentage of people who never have attended a reli­
gious service was 22 percent in 2006, a sharp increase from 9 
percent in 1972. (RNS)

Pair of Ky. senators propose gambling amendments

Frankfort-TI1e issue of expanded gam­
bling once again has taken center stage 
in Frankfort. 

A pair of Republican senators last 
week each proposed separate constitu­
tional amendments-one in favor of ex­
panded gambling, the other against it. 

Senate President David Williams, R­

After failing to pass an expaned gam­
bling amendment in 2008 that would 
have brought free-standing casinos to the 
bluegrass, a new bill was introduced this 
year that would have brought video lot­
tery terminals to the state's racetracks 
without a constitutional amendment. 

Proponents of the legislation said the 
VLTs would fall under the jurisdiction 
of the Kentucky Lottery, which was ap-

proved by voters in 1988. 
was active in leading a de­
feat of legislation that 
would have allowed video 
lottery terminals at state 
racetracks, offered a pro­
posal last Tuesday that 
would prohibit expanded 
gambling without a consti­
tutional amendment.

According to Thayer, his legislation 
would provide the state's horse racing 
tracks with the revenue necessary for 
them to remain competitive with tracks 
in surrounding states. 

In the last year, horse and track own­
ers have called on lawmakers to pass ex­
panded gambling in the commonwealth 
in order to save the racing industry. They 
claim that slot machines at racetracks 
in other states have boosted purses and 
are driving horse owners away from Ken­
tucky's tracks. 

tion from the racetracks. 
Ostrander said the possibility that Wil­

liams' amendment-which he and the 
Family Foundation support-will make it 
through "is a little better, but not much 
better, because the Democrats in the 
House will absolutely work hard to kill 
that one." 

According to a report in last week's 
Louisville Courier-Journal, horse and 
track owners statewide have come out 
strongly against Thayer's proposal. Many 
in the industry claim their cut of the rev­
enue is insufficient, and that it is merely 
a Republican political maneuver to retain 
a House majority in 2010. 

Kentucky Thoroughbred Association 
President Don Robinson told the C-J that 
the senators' proposals are attempts to 
drive a wedge between horse and track 
owners. He stressed that his group still 
supports the bill that died earlier this 
year. 

And why wouldn't they, Ostrander 
suggested. The proposal would have al­
located nearly 60 percent of an estimat­
ed $800 million in revenue to the race­
tracks-a quintupled profit in one year. 
"That's why the racetracks are so excited 
about it," he said. 

Thayer's proposal would only allocate 
an estimated $100 million to the tracks, 
keeping a much larger portion for state 
projects. 

The Courier-Journal also reported last 
week that Thayer's proposal would make 
available seven potential licenses for slots 
parlors, one for each county with a race­
track. However, those would not be limit­
ed to tracks, potentially paving the way 
for free-standing, casino-like gambling fa­
cilities. 

Ostrander said he doesn't think Thay­
er's bill has much chance of success "un­
less it's radically changed." But the bigger 
picture, he stressed, is keeping the focus 
on Williams' bill, which would ban ex­
panded gambling in Kentucky without 
a constitutional amendment and, more 
importantly, a people's vote. 

"Given the manipulation of Frankfort 
to try to tell the people that we already 
passed slot machines in 1988 in the lot­
tery amendment, ... it's time for the peo­
ple to rise up, straighten out those kinds 
of politicians and put it right there in 
blad< and white-there will be no expan­
sion of gambling unless there's a consti­
tutional amendment where the people 
decide it," Ostrander said. 
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CP gifts start new 
fiscal year strong 

Louisville-Ahead oflast year's pace and on 
target for the 2009-10 working budget, the 
new fiscal year has opened with Cooperative 
Program receipts totaling nearly $1.98 mil­
lion through the end of September. 

According to Lowell Ashby, Kentucky Bap­
tist Convention's business services team 
leader, tlle $1,973,480 given by churches 
through the Cooperative Program in Sep­
tember was $257,682 (15 percent) more than 
the $1,715,798 received in tlle same month 
last year. 

Ashby said tllat amount is technically 
$66,520 (3.26 percent) behind the $2.04 mil­
lion needed each month to meet the fiscal 
year budget of $24.48 million. 

However, the KBC is operating under a 
working budget of $23 million for the year, 
and September receipts fell in line with what 
was anticipated, he explained. 

Mission Board members originally ap­
proved a detailed $24.48 million budget for 
this fiscal year, but the downswing in the na­
tion's economy prompted the board to ap­
prove the $23 million working budget at its 
May meeting. 

Ashby said the difference between the 
budget goals set by messengers and antic­
ipated revenues would be placed in a con­
tingency section of the budget, which will 
not be spent unless the funds are actually 
received. 

"The amount of gifts invested in Coopera­
tive Program mission causes in September is 
an encouraging start for the 2009-10 budget 
year," said Billy Compton, executive associate 
for Cooperative Program and resources. "Our 
partnership as Kentucky Baptists enables us 
all to shine a very bright light for Christ to 
people in need."

greatly in need, and the congregation subsequently paint­
ed her house and installed a new roof, the cost of which one 
church family covered. 

"She said, 'I had given up on people. You've renewed my 
hope in people,'" McMain recalled. 

The pastor recently organized an Acts 1:8 group at the 
church, concentrating on local missions during the first 
year and state and foreign outreach, respectively, in its sec­
ond and third years. 

"We want to involve as many people in missions as we 
can," McMain said. "We want every member to have a min­
istry to be involved in what God's doing." 

The church sent a mission team to New Orleans last year 
to engage in recovery work still continuing after Hurricane 
Katrina through Baptists' Operation NOAH Rebuild. Sever­
al members are regularly involved in missions, including 
16-year-old Ashley Townsend, who has traveled to Haiti, Ro­
mania and the Honduras. 

"God just opened a lot of doors, a lot of opportunities for 
her to go," McMain said of the teenager. 

The church also is active with the sports camp at Freeda 
Harris Baptist Center in Pike County and a Bible school in 
Fleming-Neon. 

McMain said he is particularly excited about the church's 
outreach to youth, recalling a recent block party that drew 
people from as far as 35 miles away and opened up ministry 
opportunities to 16 new families. 

"We've had a lot of success with kids," he said. 
The pastor even offered some advice for churches that 

want to become more involved in missions-either at home 
or at the ends of the earth. 

"I say just find out what God's doing and just join Him 
in what He's doing," McMain said of the missions emphasis 
at First Baptist, Clay. "To me, it's the most exciting time to 
live in. There are people who are hurting and we have the 
answer." (BP)

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Father's illness is inspiration for Kentucky Baptist pastor

Eddyville-If Tim Perdue ever needs in­
spiration to withstand the challenges of 
ministry, he can find it by looking to the 
man who led him to faith in Christ at the 
age of 9: his father, Terry. 

"One thing that Dad taught me was 
you have to be committed to what God's 
doing, even when you don't feel like do­
ing it," said Perdue, pastor of First Bap­
tist Church of Eddyville. "We didn't skip 
church because he was tired." 

Nor does the elder Perdue give up be­
cause of physical limitations. 

Terry, who turned 70 earlier this 
month, still teaches Sunday school at 
Westmoreland Baptist Church in Hun­
tington, W.Va., 14 years after being diag­
nosed with Lou Gehrig's disease. 

Amyotrophic lateral sclerosis, or ALS, 
got its more commonly known name from 
the former New York Yankee star who re­
tired from baseball in 1939 after his ALS 
diagnosis. 

The disease is marked initially by mus­
cle weakness or stiffness and often is fol­
lowed by progressive paralysis of the 
limbs, speech and other functions. 

Though 80 percent of ALS patients die 
within five years, Terry has outlived those 
odds. And he has inspired numerous peo­
ple within his church and family. 

"It's unbelievable," said Tim, who visit­
ed his father's class over the summer dur­
ing a trip to Ridgecrest in North Carolina. 

"The thing I have gleaned from this 
is my little petty problems are nothing," 
Tim said of his father's perseverance. 
"Most people would have given up; many 
would have been bed-ridden. But he stays 
after it. 

"If he can spend 45 minutes putting 
his shirt on (before church), I can do what 
God calls me to do. With a healthy body, it 
shouldn't be a problem."

Terry prompts similar comments from 
his "Mixed Blessings" class members, 
which includes men and women of vari­
ous ages. 

"I think what he does and still does is 
terrific," said class secretary Bob Moses. 
"He's an inspiration to me." 

"I think that's one reason our class is 
one of the largest in the church," added 
Bob's wife, Becky. "If he can make it here 
every Sunday, as hard a struggle as he has 

to get here, the rest of us try harder to get 
here." 

Westmoreland's pastor, C.J. Adkins, 
called Terry one of the most vibrant 
church members he has known since en­
tering the ministry in 1976. 

That experience includes 14 years as 
pastor of two Kentucky Baptist churches 
in the Ashland area prior to Adkins' cur­
rent position. 

"He's got the wisdom that comes from 
years of experience and the crucible of his 
illness," the pastor said. "He's just a great 
example of joy in the midst of difficult cir­
cumstances and faithfulness in general." 

Westmoreland Baptist is where Tim 
spent most of his formative years and felt 
called to teach Sunday school as a teen. 

After leaving the state for two years fol­
lowing high school, Tim returned to Hun­
tington and, through his involvement at 
Westmoreland, sensed a call to ministry. 

Inspired, he left Marshall University in 
Huntington for Clear Creek Baptist Bible 
College in Pineville. 

Ministry studies meant turning his 
back on the chance to eventually join an 
established, family-owned business in his 
hometown. 

"Some people in the family thought I 
was nuts," Tim recalled. "But Mom and 
Dad were elated." 

In addition to serving as an interim 
music minister at Westmoreland, Terry 
had led music for a Southern Baptist con­
gregation while living in Delaware. 

That meant the family often was in 
church, exposure that would eventually 
lead Tim into ministry. 

"We would go over early and hang 
around and find every nook and cranny of 
the church," Tim said. "We were real com­
fortable being" there. 

Not surprisingly, during his studies at 
Clear Creek, Tim served as the minister of 
music at First Baptist Church of Pineville. 

After graduation, he was the music 
minister at three Southern Baptist church­
es, including Pollard Baptist in Ashland 
and Northside Baptist in Princeton. 

While filling in for Northside's pastor 
who had suffered a heart attack, some 
members of First Baptist, Eddyville, came 
to hear him preach and extended a call for 
him to become their pastor. 

"With music you're dealing with par­
ents or choirs, but as a pastor you're deal­
ing with everything," Tim said of the 
Eddyville pastorate, his first. 

Still, he enjoys it because of that child­
hood exposure to church, which he said 
had a major influence on him. 

His sister, Anita Cunningham. a mem­
ber at Westmoreland Baptist, and broth­
er, Darren, also are dedicated Christians­
something Tim said is the strongest as­
pect of his father's legacy. 

How long Terry will last is uncertain, 
since his health has been failing in the 
past year. In a recent interview, Terry said 
he doesn't expect to survive past 2011. 

Tim acknowledged that he sometimes 
longs to be closer to home to be able to vis­
it his father more often. However, he said 
that if God wants him to stay in Eddyville, 
then that is where he will remain. 

"I want to be obedient to God more 
than anything else," Tim said. 

Despite his father 's short life expectan­
cy, Tim doesn't get morbid or unhappy 
over the prospect of his passing. 

Insisting that he tries not to dwell on 
that, Tim said if his father died today, Ter­
ry would be in heaven and reunited with 
his wife (who died in 2003) and father. 

"Who knows?" Tim said. "He may live 
10 more years. We never thought that he 
would live for 14 (after his ALS diagnosis). 
Life isn't about us getting pleasure. It's 
about giving God glory." 

And that is a task that Perdue's father 
seems to have handled well . 

Campbellsville University launches Vision 2025 'bold plan of action' 
Campbellsville - Seeking to make it one 

of the nation's premier Christian insti­
tutions, Campbellsville University has 
developed a new Vision 2025 statement 
that will serve as a guide in reaching that 
goal. 

"Preparing Christian servant leaders, 
who are logical thinkers, keen problem 
solvers, effective communicators and who 
are compassionate" is the essence of the 
document, said Campbellsville President 
Michael Carter. "We want to combine the 
finest in academic rigor with the ability 
for students to become leaders who are 
guided by a sense of Christian ethics and 
care for all people. 

"Vision 2025 outlines a very bold plan 
of action to help facilitate an environ­
ment at Campbellsville University where 
there is academic excellence, character 
development, integration of faith and 
learning, scholarship and research, and 
community learning," he added. 

Vision 2025 is the result of two years 
of work by school administrators and its 
board of trustees, along with input from 
Campbellsville faculty, staff, coaches, stu­
dents, alumni and community leaders. 
The trustee board ultimately approved the 
document. 

Trustee Chair Jay Conner said that 
through the implementation of the 
Vision 2025 document's goals and initia­
tives, Campbellsville will become a top­
tier Christian university. 

"It will lead us as we focus on creating 
new academic programs which are mean­
ingful to our society and our world," he 

noted. "It will hold us accountable as we 
increase our emphasis on servant lead­
ership and ensure that we maintain our 
commitment to strengthen the financial 
condition of our beloved school." 

According to Carter, the statement's 14 
points include commitments to: 

■ Placing students and the school's mis­
sion first. 

■ Providing the faculty, staff and coach­
es with the resources to teach and men­
tor students. 

■ Increasing the university's endow­
ment. 

■ Providing new and enhanced facili­
ties. 

■ Increasing the size of the campus, stu­
dent enrollment and academic offerings. 

■ Expanding the footprint of the insti­
tution across the region, state, nation and 
beyond. 

■ Providing a variety of educational 
opportunities and venues for a rapidly 
changing world. 

■ Emphasizing a "work-to-learn" pro­
gram for students. 

■ Remaining a strongly Christ-centered 
institution and maintaining the school's 
Baptist identity while remaining open to 
people of different backgrounds and ex­
periences. 

■ Fostering a sense of earth steward­
ship. 

■ Integrating ethics into all academic 
and student-life programs. 

■ Making Campbellsville a diverse com­
munity of learners reflective of the glob­
al family ' 

■ Being Great Commission Christians 
who believe in the "whosoever will gos­
pel" of John 3:16. 

■ Challenging Campbellsville students 
to be Christian servant leaders in all areas 
of their lives. 

Conner said, after having served on the 
board for the past 10 years, "I have seen 
the institution make tremendous prog­
ress in positioning herself to move ag­
gressively into our second century of ser­
vice in Christian higher education. We 
have created incredible momentum to­
ward constantly improving ourselves on 
all fronts ." 

Conner called the Vision 2025 docu­
ment a "key ingredient" to maximizing 
the university's opportunities in the next 
15 years and beyond. 

The completion of the statement also 
will set the stage for a series of fundrais­
ing campaigns to move Campbellsville 
University to the next level of achieve­
ments, Carter pointed out. 

"Vision is necessary for the growth and 
development of a Christian organization, 
whether a church, a faith-based ministry 
or a university," he said. 

Conner added: "We continue to be­
lieve that Campbellsville's best days are 
still ahead of her, and we are committed 
to making those days come sooner rather 
than-later."

gether helps us all to be more effective in 
sharing the gospel. 

The upcoming Find It Here door-to­
door evangelism emphasis is an obvious 
example of the power of partnership as 
we are working simultaneously with the 
North American Mission Board, associ­
ations and churches in reaching North 
America for Jesus. The partnership with 
NAMB goes beyond special evangelism 
campaigns, however, as it also involves 
planting churches, sending missionaries 

By Bill Mackey and working together in a wide variety of 
evangelistic efforts. 

Church planting focused on evangelism has been a high 
priority for KBC during the past five years. During this time 
we've seen 284 church plants, including 22 High Impact 
churches, which have very specific goals for growth. 

Mission Service Corps is another important part of our 
partnership with NAMB. There are 120 NAME-approved 
MSC missionaries in Kentucky. KBC provides coordination, 
encouragement, training and funds to assist them. 

A second area of KBC partnership is with our churches. 
The convention's Mission Board staff works hard to equip 
church leaders. Helping churches be strong and effective 
is imperative because of the impact they can have on lost­
ness in the local community. These churches also provide 
the support for missions through the Cooperative Program 
that enables Baptists to share the gospel worldwide. 

A third KBC partnership provides development for young 
people who participate in Bible study, worship and missions 
experiences. More than 1,600 Baptist Campus Ministry stu­
dents are involved in short-term mission projects each year 
with about 350 of these students committing to vocational 
Christian ministry. 

Through KBC missions mobilization efforts, more than 
26,000 missions volunteers were involved in missions expe­
riences last year. More than 1,000 of these were youth who 
were involved in Kentucky Changers. Others were involved 
in partnership missions, missions education activities, 
summer assemblies and camps, and campus revivals. 

A fourth KBC partnership is the one we have with Chris­
tian education. Through our convention's support, future 
lay leaders, ministers and missionaries are equipped. 

A fifth area is in the promotion of missions support 
through CP and Southern Baptist missions offerings. This 
partnership also involves collecting, acknowledging, ac­
counting for and channeling with integrity the budget 
funds as approved by the KBC and its Mission Board. 

These are just a few ofKBC's partnerships but all are im­
plemented through the lens of an approved missions plan 
by a well-trained, God-called and highly-motivated staff in 
partnership with associations and churches. 

It is gratifying to work in partnership with God's peo­
ple to carry out the Great Commission in Kentucky, across 
North America and around the world.

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Providing relief opens doors to hear gospel 
Teams of volunteers arrive in mass donning bright 

yellow shirts and ball caps, but to those devastated by 
disaster they might as well be attired in snow white 
robes and golden halos. This year's hurricane season 
has not been as active as 2008, which saw the Gulf 
Coast reel from blows by hurricanes 
Gustav and Ilce, the Midwest sloshed 
by 500-year floods, and the Deep 
South gashed by tornado outbreaks. 

Still, Coy Webb and the Kentucky Bap­
tist Men on Mission have remained 
extremely busy. 

Five Kentuckians were part of a 
team of 30 disaster relief volunteers 
who just returned from the Phil­
ippines, where residents of Manila are recovering 
from extensive flooding caused by a typhoon. Near­
ly 80 percent of the city was underwater and weeks 
later remains covered in mud. During a five-day pe­
riod, the Kentucky crew members contributed a 
combined total of more than 50 hours of labor, us­
ing power washers, brooms and squeegees to clean 
up a school, four homes and a church, reported 
Webb, who coordinates Kentucky Baptists' disaster 
relief responses. 

Each October, Southern Baptist churches observe 
the World Hunger offering emphasis. These funds 
helped enable international missionaries working 
with a church in the Philippines to distribute more 
than 300 bags ofrelieffood, which included rice, noo­
dles, milk, fish and cooking oil. While there still is a 
tremendous need for mud-out crews, grief and trau­
ma counselors, and feeding teams, Webb noted, "Hun­
ger funds are providing food and other basic needs for­
victims of this unbelievable flooding," and giving to 
the World Hunger Fund is "a great way to make a dif.. 
ference in disaster reliefresponses around the world." 

But mud-out jobs, home repairs, debris removal 
and providing meals are only a part of any disaster re­
lief story. Recipients often are deeply moved by the fact 
that Southern Baptists care enough to come help those 
in need. During this trip, Kentucky Baptists helped 
train 20 Filipinos, presented the gospel 25 times, made 
94 ministry contacts, and recorded 11 professions of 
faith. In fact, volunteer Dovie Smallwood even had an 
opportunity to share Christ with a Filipina roommate 
at a hotel. 

The Manila trip, however, was just the latest disas­
ter relief effort of Kentucky Baptist Men. In January, 

disaster relief teams from Kentucky and 15 other state 
conventions responded to the ice storm that crippled 
much ofWestern Kentucky, leaving more than 700,000 
without power for days. And, they were among 34 
teams from six conventions that responded to the epic

flooding in Georgia that damaged 
an estimated 20,000 homes. Back in 
Kentucky, chainsaw teams respond­
ed after a tornado swept through 
Kirksville; a clean-up team assisted a 
church in Bowling Green that was de­
stroyed by fire; mud-out crews helped 
families clean their flooded homes 

By Todd Deaton while feeding units served meals in 
Eastern Kentucky; and mud-out crews 

worked in Louisville after record rains this summer. 
Beyond our nation's shores, Kentucky Baptists also 

sent a construction team to South Africa this Septem­
ber in response to humanitarian needs of AIDS vic­
tims. The team constructed a community ministry cen­
ter that will provide medical care and distribute medi­
cines and food to those affected by AIDS and to homes 
that now are headed by children. 

All told, Kentucky Baptist volunteers provided 5,640 
days of labor; prepared and served 76,548 hot meals; 
and completed 158 mud-out and clean-up jobs, 810 
chainsaw tasks, 42 home repairs and five roofing jobs. 
Specially-equipped disaster relief units provided 1,332 
showers and washed 57 loads oflaundry. But the great­
est results of their work were the 1,200 ministry con­
tacts made and the 77 decisions for Christ recorded. 

Among Webb's many disaster relief stories about 
families who were helped during the ice storm is one 
related to an elderly couple in Western Kentucky. "Our 
teams were helping a neighbor when the man was cu­
rious about who we were and why we were helping cut 
trees for his neighbor," Webb recalled. "Our volunteers 
shared that we do this work because our Lord is a Lord 
of compassion for the hurting." 

After learning that the man's wife was undergo­
ing chemotherapy for cancer, the disaster relief crew 
cleared debris from their yard while she was receiv­
ing treatment. Overwhelmed by the kindness that had 
been shown, the couple accepted Christ that night. 

Through their compassionate acts, Webb rejoiced, 
disaster relief volunteers are able to open doors for the 
gospel, as they live out 1 John 3:18: "My little children, 
let us not love in word or in tongue, but in deed and 
truth." 

Not unexpected why did God bother? the sciences that would one day

God sure­
ly enjoyed the process. With that in 
mind, it is hard to believe that He 
would have rushed it, as that does 
not seem to be His way.

A: In a Facebook world where everybody is either 
single, in a relationship, engaged, 
married, divorced or widowed, it 
certainly is an oversimplification to 
call any young adult "a single." Be­
sides, a single was what we used to 
call 45 RPM records, individual piec­
es of cheese or Wendy's hamburgers 
that only had one piece of meat. It 
does not do justice to the dignity of 

the person to refer td them only by their unmarried 
status. As Facebook designations suggest, there are a 
lot more nuances to one's relationship status than we 
have thought about in the past. 

More to the point is the difference between young 
adults and median-age adults. Young adults, full of 
i!iealism and promise, do not want their future la­
beled by their present. Sometimes young adults have 
not yet hit the major "bump" of life (and this, too, is 
a simplification) characterized by either the death of 
a marriage (divorce), the death of a spouse (widow­
hood), or the death of a dream (still single at a cer­
tain age). 

Oftentimes when someone gets beyond childbear­
ing years they can come to the point of seeing their 
unmarried status in a more positive light, after com­
ing to terms with their particular situation.

Giving a designated gift is fun as well. It's nice to know 
that when I give to the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering, the 
Annie Armstrong Easter Offering, the World Hunger Fund 
or to any of the other excellent special offerings we have in 
Southern Baptist life that the money I give is going to a very 
specific cause and to nothing else. I get great joy from the 
thought that my gift is mal<ing it possible for someone I will 
probably never meet in person to receive a Bible, hear a gos­
pel message or eat a meal. 

While I am grateful for these special offerings and re­
joice with those who are blessed with the ability to make 
those big gifts, designated giving makes me even more 
thankful for the Cooperative Program in Southern Baptist 
life. I say this as someone who can trace the opportunity for 
my salvation to both kinds of giving. 

I came to Christ as a child through the ministry of South­
ern Baptist missionary Alvin "Bud" Spencer at Koza Baptist 
Church on the island of Okinawa, Japan, back in 1967. Part 
of Spencer's ministry there was to American military per­
sonnel on the island, and I have to wonder what my life 
would be like today if both the Cooperative Program and 
the Lottie Moon Christmas Offering hadn't been around to 
make the big ex-Marine's ministry to my family while my 
father was stationed there possible. 

What is exciting about the Cooperative Program is that 
it provides the foundational support for many ministries. It 
is the underpinning of the Cooperative Program that mal<es 
the impact of designated giving more powerful. 

The Cooperative Program is not seen as being too glam­
orous these days. To start with, t:l;le W?ra "p~ograrn" bugs 
some people and the name feels.a little dated after nearly 85 
years. But "Cooperative Program" is so well known in Bap­
tist life, leaders were concerned that changing the name 
risked confusing people. 

The Cooperative Program also is not glamorous because 
in its role as "foundational support," it does a lot of things 

opportunities. It repairs the roof on a Baptist campus minis­
try center on a college campus. 

All of these and much more are vital to the ongoing mis­
sion of fulfilling the Great Commission. They don't get tall<­
ed about a lot because they don't make great inspirational 
stories, but those things that really get our hearts pumping 
are made possible because of the Cooperative Program. 

Have you ever thought about why, when the World Hun­
ger Fund is promoted, we are able to claim that "100 per­
cent" of your gifts are used to meet hunger needs? Surely 
someone has to administer those funds . Someone has to 
handle food distribution. Some expenses have to be paid 
that are outside the offering's stated purpose. But the beau­
ty of giving through the Cooperative Program is that CP al­
ready has piclced up the tab for these expenses, and person­
nel already are in place to meet the hunger needs. 

This scenario pretty much is the same with whatever 
designated gift you mal<e in Baptist life-whether the Lottie 
Moon Christmas Offering, Annie Armstrong Easter Offering 
or some other designation. Your designation becomes more 
powerful because the Cooperative Program already was 
there providing the base support for the ministry. 

Pastors also appreciate the beauty of the unified budget 
in their church and the fact that most church gifts are un­
designated. Can you imagine what would happen in church 
life if all of the money that was given was tied up in some 
designation? You might have plenty of money for the next 
mission trip but no money available to pay the phone bill, 
cover the pastor's health insurance, repair the leaky toilet, 
buy pqper-Sor the copier, or do any of the other thousand 
things that the regular church budget covers. 
. The same is true for the· Cooperative Program, and it's 

one of the reasons it is important that we protect the integ­
rity of the definition of Cooperative Program gifts.

Spiritual disciplines of effective Sunday school leaders Charitable remainder trusts

When it comes to maintaining a vital relationship 
with the Lord, Sunday school leaders never graduate 
from the spiritual disciplines prescribed through the 
ages for all Christians: praising God and hearing His 
Word in weekly worship; praying to the Father and 

How do you keep the needs of people in mind? By 
praying for them. Make a notebook-or buy a spiral 
one-and mal<e a page for each member of the class. 
Keep a list of the needs in each person's life and note 
advances in their spiritual walks. 

■ Concerned care. Respond to your members in times 
reading His Word in daily devotions; al­
lowing the Holy Spirit to work through 
our spiritual gifts· to minister to others;

of crisis. Occasionally try to see them face 
to face away from the class. Call or send a 
note on birthdays and anniversaries. 

obeying Jesus by witnessing to His love and sharing the 
good news of eternal and abundant life in Him; and 
gathering with other believers for fellowship. 

You could add other disciplines to this list, includ­
ing a few that are unique to the effective Sunday school 
leader. Here are few of those specific disciplines: 

■ continuous preparation. The Sunday session al­
ways goes better when you start preparing early in 
the week. That may mean simply reading the Scrip­
ture passage on Sunday afternoon or Monday morning 
and glancing at the teaching materials (especially the 
teaching aim). There are obvious reasons to do this, but 
there are less obvious reasons as well. 

By putting the passage and aim in your mind, you'll 
become more sensitive to iliustrations through the rest 
of the week. Things you read, the people you encounter 
and the experiences you have all could be useful anec­
dotes next Sunday morning. 

For example, I was shopping one week and came 
across the cutest little toy barbeque grill. It made a 
cracl<ling noise and came with pretend food to "cook," 
including a fish. Knowing that next Sunday's Bible sto­
ry in our kindergarten class was "Jesus Cooked Break­
fast for His Disciples," I couldn't resist buying it. The 
kids loved it, and it related to the lesson, too. 

■ consistent prayer. You many have heard it said, 
"We don't teach the Bible, we teach people the Bible." 
Really effective teachers go a step further still: They 
teach people the Bible in such a way that they address 
the needs in the lives of those people. 

Remember anniversaries of events such as the loss 
of a job or getting a new one, a successful surgery or 
the beginning of physical therapy, moving into a new 
home, the birth of a child or death of a spouse, etc. 

This kind of care doesn't just happen. It requires 
spiritual discipline. 

■ Conjunctive outreach. Any time I try to alliterate, 
I run into a challenge. I'm using a word I don't use of. 
ten to describe the spiritual discipline of outreach: con­
junctive. It is defined variously as "serving to connect," 

• "joined together," or "involving the joint activity of two 
or more." 

It is not just important that you set the example in 
outreach. It also is important that you take along other 
leaders to show them how it's done. Invite a group lead­
er to accompany you on a visit to a prospective mem­
ber. Show them how it's done rather than just telling 
them to do it. 

■ Concerted multiplication. Perhaps the most ne­
glected spiritual discipline of Sunday school leaders 
is an intentional effort to multiply themselves. Always 
be on the look-out for an apprentice teacher you could 
train to help birth a new class. Watch for the person 
God has gifted to be an outstanding outreach leader. 

Remember the work of the Sunday school leader: 
enlist, equip, encourage. It will take discipline, spiritu­
al discipline and the kind of strength the Lord provides 
abundantly to those in service to Him. (BP)

Charitable gift planning not only offers a variety of ways 

to provide valuable support to causes that are important to 
you, it also can help solve certain personal 
financial challenges. 

One such giving plan is a charitable re-
-- mainder annuity trust. A CRAT is an irrevoca-

m ble trust that pays a fixed, never-changing in­
come stream to the giver and/or others for life 
or a term of years, and the remainder to one 
or more charitable organizations. 

Your lifetime gift of cash, securities or real 
estate to a CRAT entitles you to a charitable income tax de­
duction equal to the present value of the remainder interest. 
In addition to the tax savings, a CRAT can provide beneficial 
ways to solve a variety of financial challenges. 

Providing funds for college. Your grandson will be heading 
to college in the fall. You'd like to provide a good portion of the 
funds he'll need each year. A gift of $100,000 to a 10-percent, 
five-year CRAT will provide your grandson $10,000 per year for 
five years (a total of $50,000) and entitle you to a charitable in­
come tax deduction of approximately $54,150. If the trust as­
sets earn al). average annual total return of7.2 percent over the 
five-year trust term, there will be approximately $78,700 left to 
distribute to the charitable causes you designate. 

Financial assistance for family members. You have been 
providing $425 per month ($5,100 per year) to your 85-year­
old father for the past few years. While, at age 65, you have 
no current health problems, you want to make sure that sup­
port would continue for your father, no matter what your fu-

. ture circumstances. A gift of $100,000 to a two-life, 5.1-per­
cent CRAT allows you to set up a plan that would pay your fa­
ther $5,100 per year for the rest of his life, and then that same 
amount would be paid to you for the rest of your life. Your gift 
to the CRAT entitles you to a charitable income tax deduction 
of approximately $33,600. Most importantly, your gift will re­
sult in a significant future gift to charitable causes.

SWBTS breaks ground on new chapel-Southwestern Bap­
tist Theological Seminary unanimously approved the con­
struction of a new 3,500-seat chapel, which will be located 
at the center of the Fort Worth, Texas, campus. A ground­
breaking ceremony was held Oct. 21. Currently, the semi­
nary is unable to hold graduation on campus due to a lack 
of adequate seating in the present chapel. The new facil­
ity will be the largest of its kind in Fort Worth. Trustees 
also elected Steven Smith as the new dean of the College 
at Southwestern, effective Jan. 1, 2010. Smith currently is 
an assistant professor of preaching and associate dean for 
the professional doctoral program at Southwestern Semi­
nary. He also will serve as CSW'.s first professor of commu­
nications. 

Midwestern to build new chapel complex-Midwestern Bap­
tist Theological Seminary's trustees agreed Oct. 19 to move 
forward with the building of a 1,000-seat chapel complex 
on the Kansas City, Mo., campus. President R. Philip Rob­
erts said the $5.6 million project, which will include a wel­
come center, classroom space and corridors connecting 
the current administration and classroom buildings, will 
meet current needs and afford an opportunity for further 
growth of the seminary. Administration officials also an­
nounced that the seminary will partner with Baptist Build­
ers for Christ, based in Birmingham, Ala., that networks 
volunteer builders to assist in church construction proj­
ects across the United States. The volunteer efforts are es­
timated to save nearly 40 percent of the overall cost of the 
chapel complex construction. 

Golden Gate Seminary adopts long-range plan- Trustees 
of California's Golden Gate Baptist Theological Seminary 
recently adopted the Diamond Plan, the seminary's new 
strategic document, designed to guide the school toward 
its 75th anniversary in 2020. President Jeff Iorg outlined 
a revised statement of the seminary's mission, vision, val­
ues and goals, all of which will be unveiled and imple­
mented throughout 2010 and 2011. Trustees also elect­
ed Mark Bradley as the new director of the school's Pacif-_ 
ic Northwest Campus. An Oregon native, Bradley has re­
ceived two degrees from the seminary. He begins his posi­
tion on Jan. 1. 

Van Loo named l'!eW VP at SBTS-Southern Baptist Theolog­
ical Seminary has named Scott Van Loo as vice president 
for enrollment management, effective Jan. 4, 2010. At the 
seminary and Boyce College, Van Loo will oversee admis­
sions and student administrative services, which includes 
financial aid, the registrar's office, graduation and interna­
tional student services. Van Loo also will develop and im­
plement a student retention and success strategy for the 
schools. Van Loo previoulsy was director of admissions at 
Cedarville University in Ohio. 

European Baptists ponder seminary's future-European 
Baptist leaders gathered in Prague, Czech Republic, earli­
er this month to discuss the future of the cash-strapped In­
ternational Baptist Theological Seminary. The seminary is 
owned and operated by 51 Baptist unions and conventions 
that make up the European Baptist Federation. The school 
has been hit hard by a weak dollar diminishing the value of 
gifts from the United States, rising maintenance and ener­
gy costs, and a global banking crisis that has eroded endow­
ment funds . Leaders said finances could force IBTS to sell 
all or part of its campus in Prague. The first preference is to 
remain on the current campus, but leaders said that will 
require significant cost cutting and increasing income, pos­
sibly requiring the appointment of a development officer. 
If leaders determine the school must move, options are to 
either seek a more affordable site in Prague or relocate 
to another EBP partner union, possibly changing the lan­
guage of instruction and accreditation. 

Man ruled unfit for trial in pastor murder-The man charged 
with killing an Illinois pastor as he preached at a Sunday 
service is mentally unfit to stand trial, a judge ruled last 
week. Madison County Circuit Judge Richard Tognarel­
li made the ruling after a psychologist who performed a 
court-ordered examination said Terry Sedlacek was schizo­
ph,renic, the Associated Press reported. Sedlacek was 
charged with first-degree murder and aggravated battery 
after the March 8 shooting that killed Fred Winters in his 
pulpit. A not guilty plea was entered on Sedlacek's behalf. 
Tognarelli has placed Sedlacek in the custody of the state 
Department of Human Services, which is required to re­
port within a month whether it is likely that his mental ca-
pacity for a trial will improve within the next year. •

VBS is most common evangelism tool

Nashville-When it comes to evan­
gelistic outreach, the most com­
mon methods Southern Baptist 
churches use these days are vacation 
Bible school, feeding ministries, vis­
itor follow-up and prayer for those 
who have not made a decision to re­
ceive Christ. 

Most pastors, however, struggle to 
lead by example in the area of per­
sonal evangelism. 

These were the key insights 
drawn from an online study, con­
ducted by LifeWay Research, that 
asked Southern Baptist pastors more 
than 30 questions about their per­
sonal evangelism efforts, evange­
lism in their preaching and their 
churches' evangelism methods. 

By far the most common out­
reach event conducted by Southern 
Baptist congregations is vacation 
Bible school. Eighty-five percent of 
pastors say their churches held VBS 
in the past 12 months. The next most 
common event, registered by 58 per­
cent of pastors, is a prayer emphasis 
focused specifically on outreach or 
unbelievers. 

The next most-often mentioned 
events are servant evangelism proj­
ects (46 percent), revival services (45 
percent) and door-to-door canvass­
ing (44 percent). 

Pastors also were asked about 
ongoing evangelistic activities. The 
most common, as cited by 86 per­
cent of pastors, is conducting week­
ly follow-up with people who visited 
a church service. 

Concerning their personal beliefs 
about evangelism, 43 percent of pas­
tors strongly agree that evangelism 
often is overshadowed by other pri­
orities. Only about one-third of pas­
tors cite evangelism training as an 
ongoing activity, though 96 percent 
strongly agree that every Christian 
has a responsibility to share the gos-

pel with non-Christians. 
The second most-often men­

tioned ongoing activity is offering 
food to people who are in need in 
the community (77 percent). 

"Government stats show that 
use of food stamps is up, and our 
research shows that requests to 
churches for financial assistance 
are up," said Scott McConnell, asso­
ciate director of LifeWay Research. 
"Churches have the responsibility to 
help believers be prepared to share 
the reason for the hope they have in 
Jesus Christ, and this is a tangible 
way of being prepared." 

Other questions about dimen­
sions of pastoral evangelism re­
vealed that pastors set good exam­
ples even though many feel evange­
lism is difficult. 

The survey found the traditional 
"invitation" still is alive and well in 
Southern Baptist churches, with 82 
percent of pastors strongly agreeing 
that they invite people to come for-

ward to make spiritual decisions. 
Additionally, 81 percent of pas­

tors strongly agree, and 18 percent 
somewhat agree, that they feel re­
sponsible to lead their churches by 
example in the area of evangelism. 
A total of 86 percent agree, either 
strongly or somewhat, that they 
pray daily for people they know who 
are not professing Christians. But 
39 percent say personal evangelism 
does not come easily for them; only 
25 percent strongly agree they find it 
easy to share the gospel one on one. 

In spite of the challenge, howev­
er, almost all pastors-96 percent­
say they have shared the gospel with 
at least one person outside of church 
in the past six months. 

"Many pastors are setting good 
evangelistic examples," McConnell 
noted, "but their congregations may 
benefit just as much from hearing a 
pastor honestly share that it isn't al­
ways easy for him. The typical believ­
er can relate to that."

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South African HIV/ AIDS crisis 

Ministry aided by Southern. Baptists 
cares for disease-ravaged families

Pieterrnartizburg, South Africa-The HW/AIDS pan­
demic sweeping African nations is destroying en­
tire families-from grandparents to children. But 
one Christian ministry, with the help of South­
ern Baptists, is making a difference in the lives of 
thousands of adults and children. 

A feeding project conducted by Tabitha Minis­
tries in Pietermartizburg, South Africa, aims to al­
leviate much of the suffering caused by the deadly 
disease by providing food and assistance to adults 
and children who are affected by RN/AIDS. 

Most of Tabitha Ministries' work is done in the 
surrounding community of Sweetwaters, where 
thousands of people have HN. Tabitha Ministries 
itself ministers to more than 4,700 children and 
1,500 adults in that area. Because so many more 
people in Sweetwaters are in need, Tabitha Minis­
tries focuses its limited resources on those whose 
needs are most desperate. A six-month segment of 
the feeding program used money provided by the 
Southern Baptist World Hunger Fund to help 645 
people, primarily children and adults with no in­
come, at a cost of about 40 cents per day. 

Providing food is an important ministry strat­
egy, according to project director Gail Trollip, not 
only because of the pervasive hunger in Sweetwa­
ters, but also because AIDS patients cannot fight 
the disease and maintain their anti-retroviral 
drug treatments unless they receive a certain lev­
el of nutrition. 

"Due to the devastation caused from the AIDS 
pandemic, many adults and children in Sweetwa­
ters, ;ire sick anct d),ing from the vir1,1s:: Trollip 
pointed out. "When an adult becomesiiJl, he is i;J.O 
longer able to provide for himself and has no in­
come. When it is a child, they are unable to care 
for themselves, as there are no longer adults to 
provide for them."

This morning began like most Saturdays. I 
slept just a little later than normal but soon 
made my way to the office. The evening before, 
our campground was filled with about 40 camp­
ers, and another 20 or so volunteers were in our 
guest housing.

Tabitha Ministries' community efforts are 
built around 29 volunteer caregivers who travel 
Sweetwaters ' streets, checking on patients. Some 
of those caregivers-called "Mobile Moms"-are 
women who have been specially trained to work 
with children, many of whom live in child-head­
ed households because their parents' lives were 
claimed by AIDS. 

An important aspect of the ministry is that chil­
dren who are forced into the position of being 
heads of their households often resort to immor­
al or illegal ways to provide food and care for their 
siblings, Trollip noted. Providing food relieves 
some of that pressure so they don't have to strug­
gle to survive, she added. 

In several ways, the project exemplifies the com­
passion of Christ for people in need, Trollip said. 

"This project only responds to those who are 
the poorest of the poor," she said. "These are the 
people who are unable to work due to the fact they 
are sick." 

Tabitha Ministries has been working in the 
Sweetwaters community for almost 10 years, and 
each year the ministry grows as the number of 
those infected with HW grows, Trollip noted. The 
volunteer caregivers and Mobile Moms live in the 
community and bring to light families in need. 
The provisions of food and assistance to these pa­
tients is essential to alleviate their suffering and 
for their survival. 

"This ministry is a truly biblical one," said Su­
san Hatfield, who with her husband, Mark, directs 
work in Sub-Saharan Africa for Baptist Global Re­
sponse. "It helps orphans and widows in their dis­
tress, visits people w)19. are sick and helps those 
who are destitllte." 

The fact that Southern Baptists care enough to 
give to the World Hunger Fund literally makes the 
difference between life and death for those who re­
ceive the aid , Trollip stressed.

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Petition seeks repeal of strict 
blasphemy laws in Pakistan 

Geneva-A petition calling for the repeal of Pakistan's blasphemy 
laws, which impose the death sentence on a person found desecrating 
the Quran, has been delivered to the United Nations' high commission­
er for human rights. 

The signatories say the law is used to settle scores with non-Muslims 
and has been exploited to incite hatred and attacks against Pakistan's 
minority Christian community in recent times. 

"These laws condemn to death any person·who desecrates the Holy 
Quran," said the petition, which bears more than 9,000 signatures. "The 
testimony of just one Muslim is sufficient to bring charges against the 
alleged culprit who is then immediately put in jail, where he often re­
mains for months or years pending trail." 

Rory Mungoven, head of the Asia-Pacific unit of the Office of the U.N. 
High Commissioner for Human Rights in Geneva, received the petition 
Oct. 14 from a delegation of the London and Pakistan-based Center for 
Legal Aid Assistance and Settlement. 

"Almost all charges brought under these laws are fabricated or false 
and made to settle private scores,'' said Nasir Saeed, the chairperson of 
the legal aid center. 

Mungoven said what was given to him would enable the U.N. to raise 
the issues in meetings with the government of Pakistan. 

Blasphemy against the prophet Muhammad is punishable by death 
under the law of Paldstan, although nobody has been executed for it. 
Courts have acquitted those accused of blasphemy in more than 100 
cases after overruling lower tribunals. However, some lawyers have said 
that non-Muslims they defended, including Christians, had been killed 
while awaiting trial. (RNS)

Dallas-Market analysts and pundits, as 
well as average investors, expressed a mea­
sure of excitement and skepticism as the 
Dow Jones Industrial Average closed above 
the 10,000 mark Oct. 14 for the first time in 
more than a year. 

"We think everyone is expressing relief 
as the markets continue an upward trend," 
said O.S. Hawkins, president of Guide­
Stone Financial Resources. "While we do 
not know when they'll regain all of the val­
ue lost since October 2007," when the mar­
ket rose above 14,000, "we know that mar­
kets are cyclical, and that if history is any 
guide, they will eventually return to pre-re­
cession levels." 

American and world stock markets have 
witnessed a turbulent 18 months, losing 
nearly half their value between October 
2007 and March 2009. Markets have signifi­
cantly rebounded throughout the summer 
and fall of 2009. 

The Dow Jones Industrial Average slid 
below 10,000 in October of last year, before 
bottoming out above 6,600 in March 2009. 

Skepticism has been voiced by some that 
the recovery will be short lived. Many pun­
dits have reduced the question of the econ­
omy's recovery to a series of letters to de­
scribe the "shape" of the recovery. A "V­
shaped" recovery would include a deep 
drop, followed by a steep climb. A "U­
shaped" recovery would be a steady drop, 
followed by a slow climb. And a "W-shaped" 
recovery would have a drop, followed by a 
steep climb, followed by another drop and 
then growth. The "W-shaped" recovery is 
sometimes referred to as a "double-dip." 

"While guessing the market's direction, 
or the shape of its recovery, is the meat and 
potatoes of cable news and finance chan­
nels, long-term investors-as we encourage 
our retirement investors to be-should in-

stead focus on long-term investing princi­
ples," Hawkins noted. 

Those principles include malting reg­
ular contributions to one's retirement ac­
count and making adequate contribu­
tions in an appropriate asset allocation 
based on one's risk tolerance and time ho­
rizon. GuideStone offers helpful calcula­
tors on its MyGuideStone online service­
www.MyGuideStone.org- to help its partic­
ipants gauge their retirement investments 
and determine if they are on track. 

"Many investors who fled the equity 
markets near the bottom in March of this 
year have missed the growth in the market 
since then," Hawkins pointed out. "This is 
commonly referred to as 'locl<ing in your 
losses,' and is something less likely to occur 
to those who don't let short-term market 
swings impact their decision making." 

One word of caution: Changes in the 
market may have caused a participant's se­
lected asset allocation to change. It is im­
portant to consider reallocating one's ac­
count periodically to ensure that it remains 
properly allocated. 

One approach to maintaining an age­
appropriate asset allocation is investing 
in the GuideStone MyDestination Funds, 
five date target funds designed to adjust ra­
tio of equity investments and fixed-income 
investments as a participant moves to and 
through retirement. 

"Whether the stock market continues 
on its upward climb, or ifit meanders near 
10,000 for weeks or months, or if it drops 
again, it's important to remember that 
while historic trends are no guarantee of fu­
ture results, the market has rewarded those 
investors who develop a plan and stick to 
it," Hawl<ins said.

Faith leaders: Stop Nazi comparisons 
Washington-Religious leaders are urg­

ing their colleagues and politicians to keep 
comparisons to Nazism and the Holocaust 
out of American public-policy debates. 

The Interfaith Alliance responded to a 
recent onslaught of references to Adolf Hit­
ler and the Holocaust, particularly as an 
analogy to the current discussion on health 
care reform. 

"There is no place in civil debate for the 
use of these types of metaphors," 15 re­
ligious leaders said in an open letter, re­
leased last week. "Perpetrators of such lan­
guage harm rather than help both the in­
tegrity of the democratic process and the 
credibility of religious commentary." 

In a recent instance, Richard Land, pres-

ident of the Southern Baptist Ethics & Re­
ligious Liberty Commission, compared the 
proposed health care reforms to "what the 
Nazis did," and gave an award to President 
Obama's chief health care advisor that was 
named for a Nazi physician. 

Land apologized in a letter to Abraham 
Foxman, the national director of the Anti­
Defamation League. 

"It was never my intention to equate 
the Obama administration's health care 
reform proposals with anything related to 
the Holocaust," Land wrote. 

Other use of Nazi imagery has come 
from the Republican National Committee 
and Fox News Channel host Glenn Beck.

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Doctor's conscience clauses 
not just about abortion anymore

Washington-Faced with a request to 
give an unmarried female patient a pre­
scription for birth control pills, Michele 
Phillips looked to her conscience for the 
answer. 

'Tm not going to give any l<ind of 
medication I see as harmful." said Phil­
lips, a San Antonio doctor. The drugs 
would not protect her patient from 
"emotional trauma from multiple part­
ners," Phillips reasoned, or sexually 
transmitted diseases. "I could not eth­
ically give that type of medication to a 
single woman." 

After the evangelical Christian re­
fused to write the prescription, she re­
signed her position. She now does con­
tract work at a faith-based practice that 
permits her to "prescribe according to 
my ethical values." 

Medical technology 

'reasonable distance' is really a difficult 
one to figure out." 

While larger communities and hospi­
tals have the luxury of a range of practi­
tioners, conscience quandaries are trick­
ier in smaller communities, said Leslie 
LeBlanc, managing editor of The Journal 
of Clinical Ethics. 

"It's a very difficult question because 
you can't compel someone to do some­
thing they think is morally wrong and, 
by the same token, clinicians make a 
promise to help people in need," said 
LeBlanc, who attended the bioethicists' 
meeting. 

State legislatures have passed a pleth­
ora oflegislation on the issue, with most 
permitting health care providers to shun 
abortion services, the Washington-based 
Guttmacher Institute reported. Some 

has surged forward in 
recent years, leading 
to many life-saving and 
life-giving procedures. 
At the same time, le­
gal and ethical reme­
dies have not kept pace, 
and officials at the state 
and federal level still 
are working out how to 
address the sometimes 
competing needs and 
values of doctors and 
patients.

Convenience vs. conscience 
Often, experts say, the debate boils 

down to a question of convenience ver­
sus conscience, of personal choices af­
fected by medical personnel. 

"Do we really want co-workers decid­
ing if our religious motivations and rea­
sons are correct?" asked Joan Henriksen 
Hellyer, a postdoctoral research fellow at 
the Mayo Clinic in Rochester, Minn. 

For example, at the annual meeting 
of the American Society for Bioethics 
and Humanities this month, a panel in­
cluding Hellyer discussed the disparate 
dilemmas facing health care workers to­
day, such as: 

■ A housekeeper who refuses to clean 
an embryonic stern cell lab. 

■ An ultrasound technologist who 
doesn't want to work on Saturday. 

■A respiratory tech who refuses to 
turn off a ventilator. 

Bioethicist Holly Fernandez Lynch 
said consistency is crucial to prevent pa­
tients from facing discrimination based 
on race, religion or sexual orientation. 

"A consistent objection to a service, 
I think, is totally appropriate as long as 
there is someone available to provide 
that service at a reasonable distance," 
said Lynch, author of "Conflicts of Con­
science in Health Care: An Institutional 
Compromise." 

But, she acknowledged, "the phrase 

son and State." "I thinl< 
that's more consistent with the com­
mon good than everybody grabbing for 
the reins of state power." 

Luke Vander Bleek, a Morrison, Ill., 
pharmacist is fighting in court against 
an Illinois regulation that requires him 
to dispense Plan B and other emergency 
contraception. 

"I wanted to be able to practice phar­
macy in this small town that I live in 
where I raised my family, and I want­
ed to be able to do it with a good, clear 
conscience and sleep well at night," said 
Vander Bleek, a Roman Catholic. 

He insisted other pharmacies with­
in 12 miles could provide those servic­
es instead. 

Elizabeth Nash, a public policy asso­
ciate at the Guttmacher Institute, coun­
ters that patients should be able to ac­
cess drugs if they are legal. 

"Putting barriers in their way to ac­
cess those medications only hurts pub­
lic health," she contended. 

As the arguments continue, David 
Stevens, CEO of the Christian Medical 
Association, said physicians like Phillips 
are "a growing reality" and he worries 
that other physicians· might quit perma­
nently. In an April poll, his organization 
found that an overwhelming percentage 
of faith-based physicians preferred end­
ing their medical practice to violating 
their consciences. 

"This is the most urgent issue for our 
membership," he said. "Because they re­
alize that if they lose this battle, they 
will no longer be practicing medicine."

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'Go tell ... ' 
Group uses concert 
tour to promote 
world missions

Nashville-In a first-of-its-kind ven­

ture, a Christian music group is re­
cruiting people for missions while 
promoting Southern Baptists' Coop­
erative Program during its fall con­
cert tour. 

Nashville-based No Other Name is 
using its "Go Tell Tour," which stops 
at Southern Baptist churches in 30 
cities, to challenge at least 150 peo­
ple to go on a mission trip with them 
next summer. At the halfway point 
of the tour, the three-member group 
had about 100 slots filled. 

Throughout their decade of per­
forming together, the group·had re­
ceived inquiries from various para­
church organizations wanting to be 
promoted during their concerts­
but nothing seemed to click. 

Missions has been a longstand­
ing passion for the group, and ear­
lier this year they explored the idea 
of partnering with the International 
Mission Board and the Cooperative 
Program division of the Southern 
Baptist Convention's Executive Com­
mittee to encourage people to pray 
for and get involved in missions. 

"Southern Baptists have such 
a presence in what God is doing 
around the world, but sometimes 
that is lost on the average church 
member," said Laura Allen, who is 
joined by her brother, Sam, and 
Chad Smith in No Other Name. 

"It's our desire to see people in 
Southern Baptist churches get a pas­
sion for missions," she added. "This 
is not to say that most people are not 
already involved in some way. We 
just want to fan the flame and may­
be make someone think about some­
thing they've never thought about 
before." 

Ead1 church on the tour receives 
a pad<et before the concert contain­
ing jointly produced resources from 
CP and the IMB, and a missions 
thread runs throughout each con­
cert, sometimes kicking off with a 
rendition of "Jesus Saves" while im­
ages of baptisms around the world 
scroll across a screen. 

SBC annual meeting in Louisville 
heard the song and saw the video 
when No Other Name performed 
it during the Cooperative Program 
report. The video also is included 
in this year's Lottie Moon Christ­
mas Offering promotional materi­
als delivered to Southern Baptist 
churches. 

Craig Martin, managing direc­
tor of IMB's global communications 
team, helped craft the video to tell 
the story of Martha Myers, a mission­
ary physician who was murdered in 
2002 by a Muslim extremist at a hos­
pital in Yemen.

"Honestly we don't get many 
bands that come and say they want 
to partner with us and use their 
whole tour to promote the work 
of our missionaries. That's pretty 
amazing," Martin said. "I was very 
excited when they offered up the 
idea. It's been a joy to work with 
them because as Southern Baptists 
they really get who we are and un­
derstand what we're all about." 

During their concerts, Sam Allen 
recalls going on his first mission trip 
to Brazil. A woman in his church 
who was physically unable to go felt 
burdened to pay for someone else to 
go. The pastor contacted Allen about 
joining the missions team. If that 
woman had not sacrificed, he said he 
would not have been able to partici­
pate and see about 600 people come 
to faith in Christ. 

The song that sparked the idea 
for the tour, "Lead You to the Cross," 
is the first single from No Other 
Name's upcoming album. In March, 
the group traveled to the • United 
Arab Emirates to shoot a video for 
the song on the sand dunes and the 
city streets of Dubai. 

Laura Allen also recalled how God 
. first stirred her heart for missions. 

Then in June, messengers to the "I was one of those kids who 

would get excited when missionar­
ies would come to our church and 
bring their slides," she said. "I loved 
hearing their stories and learning 
how they were 'making disciples' in 
all nations." 

As part of each concert, Allen 
makes an appeal for individuals to 
give through the Cooperative Pro­
gram, Southern Baptists' unified 
giving plan, by tithing in tl1eir local 
churches, and she suggests buying 
one less Christmas present this year 
and giving the money instead to the 
Lottie Moon Christmas Offering for 
International Missions. 

"Last year's shortfall in the Lottie 
Moon Christmas Offering has given 
me a new burden. We're closer than 
ever to sending the gospel message 
around the world. We can't slow 
down now," she said. 

A few months ago, No Other 
Name was part of a program along­
side Gordon Fort, an IMB vice presi­
dent, who said a person can't honest­
ly tell God they're willing to go wher­
ever He calls them if they don't even 
have a passport. 

"That struck a chord with us, and 
we decided to incorporate that con­
cept in this tour," Allen noted. "Ev­
erywhere we go, we take a stack of 
passport applications that we print 
off the Internet, and lots of people 
have taken one. If we can encourage 
people just to tal<e that small step, 
who knows how God will use it?" 

John Kyle, director of Cooperative 
Program development for the Exec­
utive Committee, said he is excited 
about No Other Name's Go Tell Tour 
because one of its goals is to raise 
awareness of the vast number of 
people in the world who still do not 
know Christ as Savior and Lord. 

"We forget how lost the world re­
ally is, whether it's people who have 
never heard the gospel, or people in 
America who have heard it and not 
accepted it," Kyle noted. 

Although no tour dates current­
ly are scheduled in Kentucky, the 
group will be touring in surround­
ing states through next year. For a 
list of upcoming free shows, visit 
NoOtherName.com. 

"I am really looking forward to 
our mission trip next summer," Lau­
ra Allen said. "I can't believe how 
many people have signed up already, 
and most of them have never gone 
on a mission trip before. I can't wait 
to see what God is going to do." (BP)

increase from 19 percent of undesignated receipts cur­
rently to as much as 30 percent. 

Describing Madison Street as an Acts 1:8 church, 
Waller said he appreciates the CP system of encouraging 
churches to contribute at least a tithe to support local, re­
gional, national and international outreach. 

Church for the workers 
Madison Street has its beginnings in First Baptist 

Church of Commerce which sponsored the congregation 
as a ministry to those working at what was the commu­
nity's largest industry in the late 19th century, the tex­
tile mill. 

Today, many of Madison Street's oldest members are 
retired textile workers who are too elderly to venture to 
the mission field, Waller said, noting that the Cooperative 
Program allows the church to reach populations it can't 
possibly minister to personally. 

"We don't believe that when the Great Commission 
was given to us Uesus) said, 'Pick which ones you're going 
to minister to,"' Waller pointed out. "We want to have a 
balanced ministry reaching all the parts of the world, be­
ginning here in our own Jerusalem." 

While no members of the church currently serve on 
an overseas mission field, a missionary couple from Peru 
on stateside assignment through the local Sarepta Baptist 
Association now is worshipping with Madison Street and 
will speak to the congregation in December. The church 
recently heard from a young woman on her way to Thai­
land to minister to women caught up in human traffick­
ing there. 

Among Madison Street's active ministries is a food pan­
try, which the church is considering converting into the 
Madison Street Missions House, moving it off site and ex­
panding it to include clothing, household items and a 
heightened evangelistic focus. 

"We believe that when Jesus fed people that He 
didn't just feed them and let them go to hell fat," Waller 
quipped. "He also gave them the bread oflife." 

Reaching the world locally 
The church supports International Friends, a Sarepta 

Association ministry to international students at the near­
by University of Georgia in Athens, and fills shoeboxes for 
Samaritan's Purse's Christmas ministry to children world­
wide. Madison Street also is considering re-instituting its 
English-as-a-Second-Language class. Waller's own ministry 
over the course of 40 years has included mission trips to 
Brazil, the Philippines, England and several other Europe­
an countries. 

The pastor has appointed a 15-member leadership 
team to study all aspects of the church in an effort to rec­
reate the congregation as a regional, rather than local, 
church. The intent is to grow the congregation by attract­
ing young members from the community, encouraged by 
the 60 youth who attended the church's recent vacation 
Bible school. 

"The church is very receptive to doing what we have 
to do to reach those generations," the pastor said. "In the 
four months I've been here, there's been a real good spir­
it among the people who are here and a great biblically 
based spiritual desire to reach people." (BP)
