Prayer is key 
far Kentucky's 
Haitian Baptist 
congregations

Lexington-The Sunday following 
the deadly earthquake in Haiti , Pas­
tor Paul Dumay led his small Hai­
tian congregation in a time of con­
tinuous prayer. 

Everyone of the 40 or so mem­
bers of Lexington's Faith Taberna­
cle was affected, Dumay said, by the 
Jan. 12 tragedy that took the lives of 
an estimated 200,000 people on the 
impoverished island nation. 

With communication still spot­
ty on the island, information about 
family and friends killed or injured 
in the quake is trickling back to the 
Haitian commuinities here in Ken­
tucky. 

"Every day you hear new things," 
Dumay said, adding that updates 
come primarily via Internet cor­
respondence for brief periods of 
time. 

There are four Haitian church­
es affiliated with the Kentucky Bap­
tist Convention- two each in Lex­
ington and Louisville. KBC officials 
said they are doing what they can 
to help these often small congrega-

Port-au-Prince, Haili-Baptist disaster relief officials, 
along with assessment teams deployed to Haiti by 
Southern Baptist Disaster Relief and the Florida Bap­
tist Convention, are scheduled to meet this week in 
Miami to begin drafting a comprehensive response 
plan to the Jan. 12 earthquake. 

A five-member Southern Baptist team, including 
Kentucky Baptist Convention's Disaster Relief Associ­
ate Coy Webb, and a four-member Florida team recent­
ly returned from Haiti. 

The assessment teams have been at work "identi­
fying volunteer housing, food supply, logistics, trans­
portation, how we get into the country, how we move 
about the country, how we move our supplies, how we 
warehouse," said Mickey Caison, adult volunteer mo­
bilization team leader for the North American Mis­
sion Board. "It's a tall responsibility." 

Following the day-long debriefing and planning 
session Jan. 26, Caison said Baptist entities will have a 
"pretty clear picture" of what's ahead. 

"We should be able to say this is what we're going 
to do, how the state DR teams will plug in and how

we're going do things," he said. "It will probably be 10-
14 days out before we start sending in general teams. 
Certain specialized teams now on standby may go in 
earlier." 

"The volunteers who ultimately go in will have to 
be the best of the best," Caison explained. "They'll 
probably have to be tent dwellers, able to rough it. 
They'll have to be stand-alone guys, able to survive on 
their own." 

Food and water distribution, recovery and rebuild, 
water purification, communications, chaplains with 
cross-cultural training and interpreters who speak 
Creole likely will be the top priorities, Caison pointed 
out, noting that traditional DR feeding units probably 
will not be deployed in Haiti. 

"From our experience over the last several years in 
Florida, we've learned that it's sometimes better to 
give locals access to a bulk food distribution and let 
the ladies of the house prepare and cook the food the 
way they normally do," he said. 

"Logistics have to be worked out in advance" for the 
Haiti relief initiative, Caison stressed. "We can't have 
our volunteers go in and get stranded or not have food 
or lodging or not be safe. We've heard stories from oth­
er agencies where that has happened. We want to get 
started, but we must prepare because we're going to be 
there a long time. There are a lot of needs." 

Caison said many residents of Port-au-Prince, ac­
cording to reports, are leaving the devastated city and 
returning to their villages in the countryside, where 
living conditions are not as grim. Thus, Southern Bap­
tist disaster relief operations probably will not be re­
stricted to the capital city, but also based in a number 
of outlying locations. 

"There are security issues the teams need to be 
aware of. The situation is still precarious," said Webb 
of the KBC. "A medical team or a feeding team could be 
overrun just because the people here have such great 
needs." 

He added that there also were many needs that ex­
isted prior to the earthquake. "People are rebounding 
quickly, but they didn't have a lot to begin with." (BP) 
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Louisville ministry brings clean Water to Haiti quake survivors

Louisville-For those who survived the dev­
astating earthquake in Haiti, the biggest 
threat to their survival is that which they 
need most. 

"Water is going to be killing people," said 
Mark Hogg, executive director of EDGE Out­
reach. 

News reports have estimated that the 
final death toll from the 
Jan. 12 quake could ex-

The EDGE purification 
method uses a system of 
hoses, pipes, a tank, a car 
battery or solar panel, and 
a handful of salt. Using an 
electrolysis process, the 
salt-water solution is con­
verted into a chlorine gas 
solution, which is then in­
jected into the water, pu­
rifying it. 

The EDGE systems can 
"take care of 99.9 percent 
of waterborne contami­
nants," Hogg said, purify­
ing as much as 55 gallons

Louisville, is one of the 
few ministries in the world working to pro­
vide clean water through its simplified water 
filtration and purification systems. 

An initial team of eight EDGE Out­
reach volunteers arrived in Haiti last week, 
ready to install the water purification sys­
tems throughout the devastated region. 
More teams will follow over the next sever­
al weeks. 

Kentucky Baptist partners 
The relief effort in Haiti for EDGE and oth­

ers organizations surely will be long term­
and the EDGE teams likely will get help soon 
from Kentucky Baptist students. 

Keith Inman, who directs the Kentucky 
Baptist Convention's collegiate ministry de­
partment, has partnered with EDGE Out­
reach for student missions efforts for the last 
six years. The collegiate Acts 1:8 Leadership 
teams have done water purification work 
with EDGE in impoverished countries the 
past two summers. 

Inman said there has been talk among 

With so many of the 
dead around the Haitian capital of Port-au­
Prince being buried in mass graves, the wa­
ter problem will grow even worse, Hogg 
pointed out. 

• "In time, the corpses will contaminate the 
aquifers throughout Port-au-Prince," making 
the already poor water worse, he said. "It's a 
nightmare that has incredible longevity." 

Initially, EDGE Outreach teams will work 
to set up clean-water systems for the Salva­
tion Army-with which EDGE works closely­
and its five bases around Port-au-Prince. The 
teams also will work to purify water at the 
CURE International hospital there, another 
EDGE partner. 

The most difficult aspect of establishing 
the purification systems in Haiti is tracking 
down 500-gallon tanks in which to hold the 
clean water. 

EDGE Outreach missionary Bowin 
Tichenor, who is based in nearby Dominican 
Republic, arrived in Haiti within two days of 
the quake and has been scouring the region 
for the tanks since then. 

"Tanks are hard to come by, but he's scarf­
ing what he can," Hogg said. 

The other obstacle for EDGE is money. 
The initial need was $79,000, Hogg pointed 
out. To sustain the effort for an anticipated 
eight weeks, he estimated EDGE would need 
$500,000. 

Although the group has been quick to re­
spond to the relief effort in Haiti, EDGE Out­
reach is not a disaster relief organization, 
Hogg emphasized. The group's first experi­
ence in a disaster situation came just more 
than a year ago when an earthquake struck 
Costa Rica. 

An EDGE water team already was in the 
country and responded within two days. 
"The leaders of the Salvation Army and 
the Costa Rican Red Cross wept when they 
saw what the equipment could do," Hogg 
recalled. 

"We're not disaster relief professionals, 
but we have disaster relief experience," Hogg 
said. "And we have something of value to 
offer."

tions cope with the devastation in 
their homeland. 

"We're there beside them," said 
Larry Bal<er, KBC's interim missions 
growth team leader. Baker also over­
sees many of the state's ethnic con­
gregations through the new work 
and associational missions depart­
ment. 

He said he has spoken several 
times to each of the Haitian pastors 
and has offered any assistance they 
may need. But there is one thing, 
Baker said, Haitians everywhere 
need most of all. 

"The most important thing both 
ways-for what's going on there 
right now and what we're doing 
with our Haitian pastors and their 
congregations-is to pray for them," 
Baker explained. 

In Louisville, Haitian church 
leaders, including Frantz Philippe, 
pastor of the KBC-affiliated Haitian 
Tabernacle, recently took part in an 
interfaith prayer service at a Catho­
lic parish. 

A day after the earthquake struck, 

members of Philippe's congregation 
held a prayer service of its own at 
their church building near Louis­
ville's Churchill Downs. 

"We are o·utside of our country, 
but it's very important to be togeth­
er to pray for our country," Philippe 
told the Louisville Courier-Journal. 

Dumay said the earthquake-the 
largest in Haiti in more than 200 
years-was a wake-up call for his 
countrymen. 

"My message to them is to be 
ready for the Son of God," he said. 

"What happened in Haiti is not 
anybody's fault because it was a nat­
ural disaster-but we have to learn 
something from it," Dumay stressed. 
"God wants to tell us that Jesus is 
very near. We need to get ready." 

Dumay and the other Haitian 
Baptist pastors have been offered 
the opportunity to travel to Haiti 
with the KBC's disaster relief teams, 
Baker said. Those teams are on hold 
while all state conventions await 
word from the Southern Baptist as­
sessment team's report that is due 
this week. 
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Strong December 
puts CP ahead of 
last year's pace 

Louisville-Kentucky Baptists 
gave $2,119,062 through the Co­
operative Program in Decem­
ber, the highest amount giv­
en in any month so far this fis­
cal year. 

According to Lowell Ashby, 
Kentucky Baptist Convention's 
business services team leader, 
the strong December receipts 
are keeping CP totals ahead of 
last year's pace, now by 5.2 per­
cent. However, monthly totals 
have, on average, been slight­
ly behind what is needed each 
month to meet the 2009-10 
working budget of $23 million. 

Kentucky Baptists have giv­
en $7,564,743 so far this fis­
cal year, which began last Sep­
tember and will end in August. 
That amount is $101,924 (1.33 
percent) behind the $7,666,667 
needed through the end of De­
cem ber in order to meet the 
working budget, Ashby said. 

"We're thankful for such a 
strong month of giving through 
CP because we know that each 
of those dollars will be sup­
porting missions and minis­
tries across our state, nation 
and world," said Billy Comp­
ton, KBC's executive associate 
for Cooperative Program and 
resources. 

According to Ashby, while 
CP totals have stayed ahead of 
the 2009-10 working budget, 
totals technically are $595,257 
(7.29 percent) behind pace for 
the originally approved fiscal­
year budget of $24.48 million. 
Because of the ongoing eco­
nomic recession, the KBC is 
operating under an approved 
working budget of $23 million 
for the 2009-10 fiscal year, he 
reminded.

'Shepherds' reaffirm being encourager to spouses

lexington-While every mm1ster lrnows 
one should be, "the reality is it's not easy 
to be an encourager," Donnie Fox, president 
of Clear Creek Baptist Bible College, confid­
ed to participants at the 12th annual "Shep­
herding the Shepherd" conference. 

In the midst of all the seasons that God 
brings into our lives, "it means so much 
when you learn how to encourage one an­
other," Fox affirmed. "And, I'll just be hon­
est, it makes the journey bearable some­
times," he said, while finding reassurance 
in Jeremiah 29:11, which affirms that "God 
has a plan for our lives." 

Fox, who shared the platform with his 
wife, Penny, was one of four presenters at 
the January 14-16 conference for Kentud<y 
Baptist church leaders and their spouses 
in Lexington, which focused on the theme, 
"Be an Encourager." Other speakers includ­
ed Paul Chitwood of Mount Washington; 
H.B. London of Colorado Springs, Colo.; and 
Jay Wolf of Montgomery, Ala. 

Chitwood, pastor of First Baptist Church 
of Mount Washington, urged pastors and 
their spouses to sign up for graduate class­
es in encouragement. The curriculum pro­
posed by the assistant professor at South­
ern Baptist Theological Seminary included 
choices between history and home econom­
ics, physical education and chemistry, and 
art or art of war. 

"Be forewarned that history-living in 
the past and recalling ancient conflicts­
isn't helpful," Chitwood cautioned. "In fact, 
it may be counterproductive talking about 
the same old hurts and picking up weapons 
you have used for so long," he added, citing 
Isaiah 43:18. Instead, he commended home 
economics, the science and art of home 
management, which provides couples with 
crucial lessons on how to create a success­
ful, healthy home life. 

Recommending chemistry over physical 
education, he advocated, "Be more interest­
ed in her as a person and take time" to be 
with her. While most men would probably 
prefer physical education, Chitwood coun­
seled, "For her, physical education has a lot 
more to do with chemistry." 

Studying art is preferable to acquiring 
the art of war, where one learns how to de­
fend one's territory, advance a cause, and 
to keep one's guard up, Chitwood asserted. 
"What good is taking the ground if in the 
end, the war has left it burned and salted 
to the point that it's no good anymore?" he 
asked. "Beat your swords into plowshares," 
he urged. "Make your marriage into a work 
of art." 

Marriage is a sacred task that has eter­
nal ramifications, Chitwood concluded, 
describing it as "a dress rehearsal for the 
greatest relationship you will ever lrnow." 
As far as a final course grade, he said, "My 
prayer for you is that you all get an 'A' in en­
couragement." 

Penny and Donnie Fox provide a transparent 
look at encouraging each other during different 
seasons of ministry. 

Ministers and their wives participate in praise and worship led by Erik Kerr and the Network Band 
during the "Shepherding the Shepherd" retreat. 

In a message spiced with wit, London, 
vice president of church and clergy out­
reach for Focus on the Family, reminded 
ministers that the most important mem­
bers in their churches are the ones who re­
side under their roofs. 

As he faced a critical illness, London 
said, "It dawned on me that the most im­
portant people in life were standing at the 
end of my hospital bed, and nobody loved 
me and cared for me more than they did." 
Choked by emotion, he added, "I felt the

power of the love of God in a way that I can't 
even express to you: my family!" 

"As successful as you want to be and as 
powerful as you might become-with all 
the prestige and notoriety that comes along 
with whatever you do-it pales in compar­
ison with the lmowledge and reality that 
you and the one who you call your husband 
or your wife love each other uncondition­
ally; those kids that God has given you to 
raise and nurture become the most impor­
tant project that you will ever have," he as­
serted. 

Claiming that every church has its "joy 
suckers" who "like Ghostbusters ... have a 
hose that they hook up to your heart and in 
three seconds all your joy is gone," London 
urged spouses to "be part of the solution 
and not part of the problem" by encourag­
ing each other. 

"If you allow negativity to define your 
ministry," he warned, "not only do you 
serve with your head down, but you begin 
to develop a callousness, you don't love peo­
ple the way you should, ... and you are not 
as effective as a shepherd or leader." 

Wolf, pastor of First Baptist Church of 
Montgomery, Ala., told conference partici­
pants about a major crisis his family faced 
when their 26-year-old daughter-in-law suf­
fered an unexpected, massive brain hemor­
rhage while cooking one evening. Though 
she miraculously survived, it was the begin-

ning of a dark, treacherous ordeal through 
which the Wolf family has learned of God's 
grace and experienced the kindness of fel­
low Christians. 

"Remember, the church is not a hiding 
place, where hurting people cower in a cor­
ner," he began. "It should be a place of inti­
macy," he maintained, observing that the 
word sounds like "in to me see." 

Through observing his son's coura­
geous and faithful response to his wife's 
heart-wrenching ordeal and her contin­
ued struggles dealing with partial paraly­
sis and a speech impediment, Wolf gleaned 
some powerful lessons on encouragement 
and facing advetsity: We need Jesus and 
each other (Mark 5:41; Galatians 6:2); trans­
late your pain into spiritual gain (Romans 
8:28-29); God grows miracles and waters 
them with our prayers (Luke 11 :9); and run 
your race with faithfulness , endurance and 
grace (Hebrews 12:13). 

"We live in a fallen world where peo­
ple suffer great tragedy. It doesn't matter 
who you are; that's the world we live in," 
Wolf declared. "Build on the rock, because 
storms are coming. Be prepared because 
when the rains come, if you are building it 
upon the shifting sands of our culture, you 
will fail," he warned. 

"The bottom line is, 'Jesus wins!"' he af­
firmed. "That's what I'm banking on." 

In the last session, Penny Fox joined her 
husband, Donnie, for a transparent dia­
logue about the importance of being an en­
courager in what he described as "my per­
spective of what my best friend has meant 
to me over the seasons of my life." They each 
reflected on four seasons in ministry togeth­
er: pre-calling years, preparation period, 
pastoral ministry, and transition times. 

"As a man, encouragement did not 
come naturally to me, and I didn't always 
see things the way I do now," Fox aclrnowl­
edged. But through these different seasons 
in their lives, "God has shown me some new 
ways to be an encourager," he said. 

Fox pointed to three key lessons: "I need 
to be a better looker at my wife," watching 
closely for things that bother her or bring 
her joy; "I need to be a better listener," hear­
ing what she is saying, rather than inter­
rupting or rushing to fix things; "I need to 
be a better lover" by nurturing and being 
considerate of her feelings and viewpoints. 

Declaring God's faithfulness in "giving 
us what we need when we need it," Penny 
Fox observed that at different times, ·one 
or the other has stepped up to be the great­
er encourager, uplifting the other partner 
through hardships they were facing. 

"I truly feel in my heart, ifwe ever hope 
to be an encourager in whatever ministry 
God has called us to, we first have to learn to 
be an encourager to each other as husband 
and wife," she said. 
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Ky. Baptists among 
critics of Beshear's 
budget proposal 

Frankfort-Some Kentucky Baptists 
said they are disappointed in the bud­
get proposal laid out last week by Ken­
tucky Gov. Steve Beshear that is count­
ing on millions of dollars from expand­
ed gambling revenue. 

The governor's Jan. 19 proposal in­
cluded $780 million in revenue from 
an expanded gambling bill that has yet 
to pass-and which many lawmakers 
reportedly do not support. 

'Tm highly disappointed that the 
governor has chosen to pursue this 
(budget) when there obviously is an up­
hill battle, even among his Democrat­
ic legislators," said Chip Hutcheson, 
chairman of the Kentucky Baptist Con­
vention's Committee on Public Affairs. 

The backlash even within Beshear's 
own party became evident shortly af­
ter the announcement. The next day, 
House Speaker Greg Stumbo, D-Pres­
tonsburg, ordered a new budget pro­
posal drawn up. 

The Louisville Courier-Journal quot­
ed Stumbo as saying that no House 
Democrats had spoken to Gov. Bes­
hear about the spending plan, nor that 
there was much support for it. 

The expanded gambling bill in ques­
tion would bring video lottery termi­
nals to the state's horse racing tracks. 
The budget-which runs from July 1 
to June 30, 2012-estimates $295 mil­
lion from gambling tax receipts and 
around $485 million from gambling li­
censes sold to the tract(s. 

Without the gambling revenue, 
Gov. Beshear said last week that the 
state would need to make more than 
$850 million in cuts. 

"Gaming revenue is the only practi­
cal option to begin funding long-term 
priorities with recurring revenue," Bes­
hear told the state General Assembly. 

Hutcheson disagreed with that as­
sessment, saying that government is 
facing what private businesses have 
been dealing with for the past couple 
of years. 

"We're in an economic downturn, 
and every company I know of has had 
to re-evaluate where they spend their 
money," said Hutcheson, who operates 
the Princeton Times-Leader newspaper 
in Western Kentucky. 

"Every business still has the same 
mission, but you try to do more with 
less," he explained. "You try to cut the 
fat out of your operations, ... and gov­
ernment has not wanted to do that." 

James Jones, pastor of Pleasant Hill 
Baptist Church in Campbellsville, who 
also is a member of the KBC's public-af. 
fairs committee, said state government 
should adopt the widely used mantra: 
"Live within your means." 

"When you start realizing you've 
got more going out than you've got 
coming in. you're going to have to cut 
somewhere," Jones advised. 

Both Jones and Hutcheson said they 
are confident Gov. Beshear's expanded 
gambling bill ultimately will fail-but 
are concerned the governor is going 
about addressing the commonwealth's 
budget woes all wrong. 

"I am afraid the governor's using 
scare tactics ... rather than getting in 
and doing what he was elected to do, 
which was to study (and) find ways to 
streamline state government and still 
be productive," Hutcheson said.

You might also want to consider becoming a trained 
disaster relief volunteer by participating in training that 
is provided regularly around the state. Southern Baptists 
will need to be sending teams for months and even years 
to come to help this nation recover. The KBC Missions 
Growth Team will be developing strategic plans for asso­
ciations and churches to be involved in the long term re­
building phase as well as the immediate relief stage. 

God has blessed Kentucky Baptists and I know that we 
will respond generously to this incredible humanitarian 
crisis and to provide resources for those who can go.

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'God has given me a heart for Haiti' 
W

hat if in the next 60 seconds everything in 
your life crumbled around you? Your home, 
the place where you work, the market where 

you find food, the school where your children study, 
the hospital where you go when sick 
or injured- all left in ruins . Even 
more devastating: loved ones-your 
mother or father, husband or wife, 
brother or sister, friend or neighbor­
to whom you were speaking or with 
whom you were playing only minutes 
ago lie buried beneath mounds of 
rubble. Cries of pain, anguish and loss 
reverberate from every crack and cranny. Yet, you are 
scarcely able to assist anyone. The gnarled masses of 
concrete, sheetrock and plywood are too heavy. Dazed, 
gashed and bleeding, people stagger about still grap­
pling to understand what has happened. Bones are bro­
ken; bodies mangled; spirits crushed. It's a terror so in­
conceivable, so incomprehensible: a world gone awry. 

Stories coming out of Port-au-Prince these past few 
days have been horrifying and heart-wrenching. The 
7.0-magnitude earthquake killed an estimated 200,000 
people, injured another 250,000, and left 1.5 million 
homeless. A strong, 6.1-magnitude aftershock rocked 
Port-au-Prince again, sending traumatized residents­
many of whom have been sleeping outside in open ar­
eas-scrambling as rubble from earlier-damaged build­
ings tumbled to the ground. 

In the midst of this devastation and human suffer­
ing, however, it is a tremendous relief to find Southern 
Baptists already are there offering words and deeds of 
comfort and hope. Gordon Fort, IMB vice president for 
Global Strategy, observed: "People in the places where 
our personnel are serving are dealing in a very harsh 
reality. Some have lost their loved ones. They don't 
know where their families are. They've lost everything, 
their homes destroyed. But sometimes their reality in­
tersects with hope .... " In the midst of a harsh reality, 
God sends His people to extend a message of hope, Fort 
explained. 

For example, a bivocational pastor in Mississippi, 
who has been ministering in Haiti for 15 years, was 
moved by compassion after hearing about 150 children 
at two orphanages who were desperate for food, med­
ical supplies and fuel for generators. Through prayer, 
Tim Dortch was convicted: "God has given me a heart 
for Haiti." The pastor contacted the International Mis­
sion Board, offered a compound he had built in the Do­
minican Republic to a team of volunteers, and traveled 
with them to do relief work. Once there, he filled two 
trucks with water, food and fuel to deliver to the or­
phanages. 

Another IMB worker, Mark Rutledge, unable to give 
food to so many desperate people around him, took 
out pen and paper and jotted down contact informa­
tion to alert other disaster relief teams that would be 
arriving soon. The Haitians flocked around him, five to 
10 people deep, and even chased after his truck as he 
departed. Still, in such a small act of Christian charity, 
he gave a sign of hope. 

Though many of us may not be able to go ourselves, 
we have been similarly moved. By midweek Southern 
Baptists already had given more than $500,000 to Haiti 

relief work through International Mission Board chan­
nels. More will be coming through state convention di­
saster relief channels to feed hundreds of thousands of 
hungry Haitians. Southern Baptist officials anticipate

spending $2 million or more on relief 
and rebuilding projects. 

Coy Webb, director of disaster re­
lief for Kentucky Baptists, was part 
of the first assessment team that he­
roically ventured with Bruce Poss, 
disaster relief coordinator for the 

By Todd Deaton North American Mission Board, to 
Haiti only days after the earthquake. 

The five-man team flew into the Dominican Republic 
and made an arduous, seven-hour trip through rugged 
mountains to Port-au-Prince. The team, which is meet­
ing this week to map out Southern Baptists' response 
to the crisis, reported Jan. 21: "It is clear that medical, 
emotional, and spiritual care are priorities, along with 
food and shelter. One medical team has been deployed, 
more teams are expected to be mobilized in a few days, 
communication equipment is being prepared, and 
chaplains are on alert. Staff in Haiti and here at home 
are working to get plans in place to provide for teams 
once they arrive." 

Southern Baptists again will make a long-term com­
mitment to minister to disaster victims. "We're not go­
ing to go in, do a few things, cook a few meals, take a 
few pictures and come back out," Poss assured. Short­
range plans will provide food, water, medicine and oth­
er supplies; midrange plans will involve relief aid and 
spiritual help, such as counseling survivors and min­
istering to approximately 900 Haitian Baptist congre­
gations. "This is a huge disaster that will require years 
of attention," agreed Jeff Palmer of Baptist Global Re­
sponse. "Our heart is for the long-term, transforma­
tional impact after basic needs are met." For now, ex­
perienced and well-trained volunteers are needed be­
cause of safety hazards and harsh living conditions, 
but in the months ahead those interested in volunteer­
ing should contact the Kentucky Baptist Convention or 
e-mail HaitiResponse@IMB.org. " 

On my way home from work last week, I listened 
to news reports from Haiti on the radio. In one eye­
witness account, I heard a surprising sound: The 
Haitians were ... singing. They were lifting up their 
voices in praising God. Though most likely a separate 
incident, our front-page photo depicts this striking 
phenomenon. What a stirring testimony! Believers 
in Haiti-in the midst of their own pain and loss- are 
pointing their fr.iends and fellow citizens to where 
they can find real hope amid tragedy. 

It is indeed a blessing to know that Southern Bap­
tists are a caring people who are willing to go and be­
come personally involved in the lives of those who have 
been affected by this tragedy and who are willing to 
commit to being there long-term to assist them in re­
covering. God has given us a heart for ministering to 
both their physical needs and the spiritual needs that 
arise. Certainly, in despairing times like these, compas­
sion should be a hallmark of every believer, as we are 
spurred on by the words of our Lord in Matthew 25:40: 
"Whatever you did for one of the least of these brothers 
of Mine, you did for Me."

His 
mom explains it this way: "When you like who you 
are, you are going to respect others." He does not boast 
about his achievements or show up other players. Jeter 
says, "If you're accomplished and have done things, 
people will talk about it for you." How refreshing ... 
and Christlike. 

Jeter appreciates his family and credits them with 
teaching him important values when he was young. 
"And all the time, I thought they were just teaching 
me to play baseball."

Three greatest financial risks

Good financial planning can help you avoid or re­
duce the risk of these financial disasters: 

Dying too soon. No one likes the thought, but some 
do die sooner than expected. The least 
one can do is make sure there is ade­
quate life insurance to take care of the 
needs of their family and other heirs. 
Life insurance is basic to every sound 
financial plan. If you still have depen­
dent children, adequate life insurance 
is even more critical. 

The amount should be adequate to cover any fi­
nal illness expenses, burial, family living needs, edu­
cation, etc. Most people have insufficient coverage but 
some coverage is at least better than none. 

Becoming disabled. Have you every considered 
what would happen to your family if you became dis­
abled- no longer able to provide family financial sup­
port? Protecting yourself and your family from the fi­
nancial effects of disability is essential and can be 
done by having adequate disability insurance. 

Otherwise your disability could cause drastic 
changes in your family's lifestyle. This is true whether 
the disability is temporary or permanent. Think of dis­
ability insurance as "income insurance" in the event 
of your disability. 

Living too long. Most people understand the conse­
quences of dying too soon, but most probably do not 
adequately foresee the danger in outliving their in­
comes. People are tending to live longer. But with in­
flation, more and more elderly folks find they can't af­
ford those things they consider necessities. Sound fi­
nancial planning includes saving adequate amounts 
to fund your retireinent years, no matter how long 
you live. 

Former First Lady Eleanor Roosevelt said, "It takes 
as much energy to wish as it does to plan." Set con­
crete, attainable goals for retirement, commit to those 
goals, and set aside funds needed to reach the goals.

It's time for a visit from the Great Physician 
By Richard Harris 

I have been asking myself a question over and over since 
the Southern Baptist Convention met in Louisville lastye9r, 
voting to form the Great Commission Resurgence Task 
Force. My question is this: Is our convention's main prob­
lem primarily organizational, structural, systemic, faulty 
processes or partnerships-or is it spiritual? 

I have a great deal of respect for Chairman Ronnie Floyd 
and all the work being accomplished by the GCR Task Force. 
It is impossible for most of us to realize the excruciating 
hours of analysis they are spending as they examine moun­
tains of material and information. Their assigned task is 
huge and so few months remain for them to reach conclu­
sions and make recommendations to the convention in Or­
lando as to how Southern Baptists can more effectively and 
efficiently fulfill the Great Commission. 

Since I was asked in August to serve as interim president 
at the North American Mission Board, I have often repeated 
that NAMB's leadership and staff welcome any recommen­
dations that will make us more effective or more efficient. 
Time is too short and the needs in the culture of our day are 
too many for us to settle for anything less. With 255 million 
lost people in North· America- three out of four individu­
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cent in 2005 and 2006 and 24 percent in 2007. With each 
year that passes, a larger percentage of our churches bap­
tize no one. 

Since 2001, the sad fact is an increasing number of our 
churches are baptizing no one, fewer of our churches are 

als- the hour is urgent for Southern Baptists to 
be doing all we can to fulfill the Great Commis­
sion given to us by our Lord. 

FIRST PERSON 
baptizing 10 or more people annually, and an 
increasing number of our churches are baptiz­
ing no teenagers. 

I would suggest the greatest need of Southern Baptists 
is spiritual. Two minutes of Pentecost would do us more 
good than 20 years of reorganizing or restructuring. This 
is not to say that some restructuring or reorganizing could 
not make us more effective or efficient. It certainly can. But 
allow me to share just some of the rationale as to why I be­
lieve our need is spiritual. 
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Research completed in 2009 by Richie Stanley ofNAMB's 
Missional Research Center found that from 2003 through 
2008, 29 percent of SBC churches were growing, 43 per­
cent were "plateaued and 28 percent of SBC churches were 
declining. This means 71 percent of SBC churches are pla­
teaued or declining. 

Why is this happening? For some it is a shift in popula­
tion. For others it is a change in community demographics 
or economics. For others it is the secularization of our soci­
ety. But I believe for the majority of our churches, it is a loss 
of passion to reach lost people with the gospel and a drift­
ing away from a sincere commitment to fulfill the Great 
Commission. 

Data from the Annual Church Profile gathered by Life­
Way Christian Resources reveals some alarming informa­
tion in 2008. Twenty-five percent, or 9,169 of Southern Bap­
tist churches, reported no baptisms. Sixty-two percent­
that's 22,877 churches- saw less than five. Another 22 per­
cent-or 7,946 SBC churches-baptized more than 10, and 
251 churches-less than 1 percent- baptized more than 
100. 

In 2008, there were officially 44,848 churches in the SBC, 
not including the 5,267 church-type missions. There were 
37,151 churches that reported on the ACP, and 7,691 church­
es did not report. The numbers above reflect only the 82 
percent of churches that reported. 

Part of the issue of declining baptisms and other growth 
measurements on the ACP is that fewer churches are re­
porting, but this certainly is not the main problem. The 
average number of baptisms for all reporting churches in 
2008 was 8.75. If the 7,691 non-reporting churches would 
have maintained this average, we would have reported 
50,409 more baptisms (392,607 instead of342,198). 

When we look at year-to-year trends, unfortunately the 
news gets worse. In 2008, 25 percent of reporting churches 
indicated zero baptisms. In 1999 that percentage was 18. It 
has ~own steadily since then to 19 percent in 2000, 20 per­
t ent irt 2001 aiid·2002;' 2i p~~i ehfili 2CJ03
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I believe these statistics bear out that our primary prob­
lem is spiritual. It is reflected in plateaued and declin­
ing churches, in decreasing baptisms, conflict in church­
es, dissension among church leaders, moral failure on the 
part of pastors and church staff, and a diminished or to­
tal loss of a burden for lost, unchurched and/or unreached 
peoples. The church in North America increasingly is too 
inuch of the world and the world's ways are too much in 
the church. 

In 2 Chronicles 7:14, God makes it plain when a nation 
or a people move away from God, the Father looks first and 
foremost to His. people, the church. First Peter 4:17 says, 
"For it is time for judgment to begin with the family of 
God ... " 

Where do we begin? The leaders ofG"od 's churches and 
this denomination must evaluate anew our passion and 
commitment to the Great Commission by the persopal 
sharing of the gospel. As leaders, we must lead our mem­
bers to do likewise. We must begin to believe, as never be­
fore, that anyone without a personal relationship with Je­
sus Christ as Savior and Lord has no hope of heaven. 

But this renewed passion and commitment will only 
flow out of each of us taking a spiritual inventory, evaluat­
ing if we are as close to the Lord and as committed to His 
agenda as we once were. In many of our lives, this will re­
sult in profound repentance, revival of our walk with the 
Lord, commitment to living holy and pure lives, and seeing 
with new eyes our world as the Lord sees it. 

Then the empowering of the Holy Spirit will enable us 
to fulfill the Great Commission. When we have His power, 
we will operate on His-agenda, not man's. Whether we act 
individually, as church leaders, as members, or as denom­
inational leaders, we will enthusiastically cooperate to do 
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our part to reduce lostness, make disciples, build His King­
dom- not ours, and be truly focused on fulfilling the Great 
Commission. We will be on mission Christians. 

Almost any organizational structure will work for the 
SBC if our people, our churches and our denominational 
entities are spiritually renewed. When our people and our 
church leaders are renewed ~piritually and become more 
concerned about pleasing the Lord rather than man, tben 
w~ will see an increase in baptisms, disciples, resources, 
growth, ·unity, passion, cooperation and commitment to 
fulfilling the Great Commission. •

Missionaries, Dominican 
Baptists aid Haiti survivors

Jimani, Dominican Republic - As 
Southern Baptist disaster relief offi­
cials were in Haiti last week assess­
ing needs, International Mission 
Board missionaries in neighbor­
ing Dominican Republic were pro­
viding immediate relief supplies, 
medical aid and spiritual counsel­
ing to survivors of the 7.0-magni­
tude earthquake that rocked the is­
land nation. 

"We have asked almost all of our 
IMB missionaries in the Dominican 
Republic to set the majority of their 
other work aside and focus on the 
Haiti response," said Adam Ham­
mond, IMB's strategy leader for 
Central America and the Caribbean. 
"Pray that the Lord would lead us to 
the areas where we can be most ef­
fective, where we can be used the 
most. We don't want to go in and 
spin our wheels in a hundred differ­
ent directions. We want to go in and 
do what God is calling us to do." 

After initial relief efforts, teams 
of IMB missionaries and Domini­
can Baptists traveled to the disas­
ter zone last week to deliver more 
relief supplies and offer counseling 
to quake victims and relief work­
ers. Several 1MB missionary coun­
selors in the Americas traveled to 
the Dominican Republic to train 
teams in post-trauma counseling 
Jan. 19-20 and have accompanied 
the teams to Haiti." 

Hammond asked Southern Bap­
tists to pray for the teams' safety as 
security concerns worsen in Haiti. 

As teams provide relief in Haiti, 
IMB missionaries and their Domin-

• ican Baptist partners are delivering 
water, food and medicine to help in­
jured Haitians streaming across the 
border into the Dominican Repub­
lic. They also are providing water 
and food to exhausted relief work­
ers there. 

After hearing of an urgent med­
ical need at a clinic in the Domini­
can border town ofJimani, 1MB mis­
sionaries Sam and Delores York trav­
eled there Jan. 17. Delores, a nurse, 
immediately began caring for pa­
tients who had undergone ampu­
tations. Sam provided logistical and 
spiritual support for patients and 
workers. 

Less than 48 hours earlier, the 
Yorks had received news that the 

quake claimed the life of Alexan­
dre Alincy, a Haitian immigrant 
church planter they were train­
ing in Santiago, Dominican Repub­
lic. Alincy had been visiting family 
in Port-au-Prince when the earth­
quake struck. 

"He was like a son to us," Delo­
res said. 

Volunteer efforts 
While ministry at the clinic con­

tinued, 1MB leaders worked with 
Dominican Baptist physicians to 
secure permission for U.S. medical 
volunteers to help with overwhelm­
ing needs along the border. 

"There's going to be a vast need" 
for short-term volunteers involved 
in many forms of ministry, Ham­
mond noted. 

Hammond urged Southern Bap­
tists interested in volunteering 
in the Haiti relief effort-in medi­
cal care or other ways- to send an 
e-mail to HaitiResponse@IMB.org. 
In that e-mail, potential volunteers 
should indicate their name and 
contact information, what skills 
they have and when they are avail­
able. 

IMB officials in the Americas will 
form short-, mid- and long-range 
plans for helping Haitians based on 
the determinations made this.week 
by the disaster relief assessment 
team in Haiti, he indicated. 

Hammond noted that the 1MB 
currently has five missionaries as­
signed to work with Haitians- Mark 
and Peggy Rutledge, Sam and Delo­
res York and Dawn Goodwin. Col­
lectively, these missionary families 
have more than 50 years of experi­
ence living and working in Haiti. 
The Yorks and Goodwins work with 
Haitian immigrants in the Domini­
can Republic but maintain relation­
ships with Baptists in Haiti. The Rut­
ledges are on stateside assignment. 

Hammond stressed that because 
of these missionaries' experience 
and contacts in Haiti, the 1MB has 
been "uniquely positioned" for this 
relief effort in the country. 

All of these missionaries still are 
"focus_ed on reaching Haiti and con­
tinue to relate to and work with 
Baptist conventions in Haiti," Ham­
mond said. Although the IMB had 
no personnel living in Haiti at the 
time of the quake, "we've never 
stopped working in Haiti." (BP)

'We cannot cross our hands' 
Orphanage refuses to turn people away

Cabaret, Haili-"When people come 
to us we cannot cross our hands" at 
the Cabaret Children's Home, 30 
miles north of Port-au-Prince, a Hai­
tian worker there told Florida's Jack­
sonville Baptist Association. 

What Haitian worker Pierre Prin­
vil was saying, as interpreted by the 
association's churd1 and communi­
ty director David Garret was, "When 
people come to us, we cannot cross 
our arms, meaning, we cannot turn 
them away.' I got the visual of that. 
And he's right." 

Despite the upheaval and after­
shocks of the Jan. 12 earthquake, a 
newly built coastal highway route is 
clear all the way from Port-au-Prince, 
and communications and electricity 
at the children's home are intact 
thanks to a satellite dish and solar 
panels. 

But the only visitors to the com­
pound- who are arriving with their 
hands outstretched in need-are 
hundreds from surrounding com­
munities who lost their homes in 
the earthquake. 

"Obviously feeding is going on 
for displaced folks" at the com­
pound, Garrett told the Florida Bap­
tist Witness. "They are sharing their 
food with people who have nowhere 
else to be." 

Garrett said he initially told Prin­
vil, who works as the Jacksonville as­
sociation's on-site coordinator at the 
Cabaret compound, to "take it slow 
and budget" funds he had there for 
purchasing food. "I don't know how 
soon I can get stuff to you," Garrett 
told Prinvil in an e-mail. 

Then came Prinvil's response. 
Many of the older students at the 
school on the children's home com­
pound, for example, left classes 
Jan. 19 to feed 160 young orphans 
gathered in a nearby town about a

mile away that the earthquake had 
turned to rubble. The students made 
sandwiches of pita bread and peanut 
butter and cut them in pieces to dis­
tribute to the hungry younger chil­
dren. This was likely their only meal 
of the day, Garrett noted. 

Members of nearby Berey Baptist 
Church, meanwhile, have helped 
provide supplies for the orphanage 
and school. Garrett said he is not sur­
prised by their response, yet he real­
izes that many could be giving away 
all they have. 

"They are such a resilient peo­
ple," Garrett said. "They really do re­
spond and recover and move on .... 
These are things that would make 
Americans throw up their hands 
and give up and say, 'I can't."' 

Clinging to hope, faith 
Even immediately after the earth­

quake, Garrett recalled stories of 
churches getting together and sing­
ing, lifting the sounds of believers' 
voices throughout the countryside, 
praising God. 

In an answer to a query about 
food supply at the compound, Gar­
rett said, "They haven't mentioned 
the food today. I know the church 
pooled their money and bought 
more food supplies. I assume that 

won't last long." 
Garrett said Prinvil, who served 

23 years in the United States, has 
pulled together a seven-person team 
to prioritize the needs in the com­
munity. "And he's never had a sin­
gle class in disaster relief," Garrett 
quipped. 

Joking aside, Garrett said he is 
hopeful help can be provided to the 
Cabaret community soon. He plans 
to leave this week, along with his 
wife, Donnie, and two others to as­
sess· what needs future teams can 
meet at the compound and in the 
community. Garrett said he believes 
the compound might prove a valu­
able site for teams needing shelter 
and communications facilities from 
which to stage operations for ongo­
ing work in Haiti . 

There are a number of reasons 
there are so many orphans and 
orphanages in Haiti , Garrett ex­
plained. Citing AIDS. a high mor­
tality rate, health conditions. large 
families. sex trafficking and aban­
donment, Garrett said some fami­
lies simply cannot care for children, 
therefore orphanages take them in. 

The Jan. 12 earthquake tore up a 
perimeter fence at the Cabaret com­
pound and lmocked over everything 
on the property that wasn't fastened 
down. The compound's buildings, 
however, were reported to be only 
superficially damaged. 

The rolling boil of the 7.0-magni­
tude earthquake and its dozens of 
aftershocks sent screaming children 
and panicked adults running out of 
the three steel-reinforced buildings 
that comprise the compound's or­
phanage, school and church. 

A week after the qual<e, the 16 
teachers at the school resumed class­
es last week. However, everyone at 
the compound will continue to sleep 
outside, as advised by the govern­
ment, Garrett noted. (BP)

Missionary offers quake 
victims small ray of hope

Port-au-Prince, Haili-As people in and around Port-au­
Prince, Haiti, continue to clamor for food , water and shel­
ter, one International Mission Board missionary tried last 
week to offer a little hope by simply providing a pen. paper 
and a listening ear. 

While walking along some of the hardest hit streets 
in Port-au-Prince, Mark Rutledge and an IMB media team 
found thousands of people searching for someone to help 
them. The team stopped to talk with a small group of men 
about the crisis. Before long. the conversation turned to 
what Rutledge and the team could provide right then. 

"We have no food, we have no water," pleaded one man. 
"We need help now." 

Another man showed the team a gash in his head from 
where he was hit by debris. 

With. only a couple of bottles of water and a bag or two 
of trail mix, Rutledge considered the risks of giving some­
one a handout in a crowded street when he didn't have 
enough to go around. The situation easily could become 
dangerous. 

Rutledge decided to help another way. He told the men 
he would give their names and contact information to a 
Southern Baptist disaster relief team that was assessing 
needs in the city. 

As the men jotted their information on scraps of pa­
per, more people came running to see what was going on. 
Within 30 minutes, a group of four had turned into more 
than 50 gathered around Rutledge. Some were on their 
cell phones spreading the word. 

People passed out pens. Some tore off pieces of a near­
by flier to write down a name, phone number and street 
address of where they were staying. An envelope soon sur­
faced and the notes were stuffed inside. 

One man spoke passionately about his needs to Rut­
ledge. As the missionary stood surrounded by a crowd five­
to 10-people deep, he calmly wrote down information and 
offered consolation. 

"It's overwhelming how many need help," Rutledge 
said later. "It's frustrating seeing so many people in the 
U.S. and other countries wanting to help, but the people 
here need help now. • 

"The only thing I can do is encourage them to hold on," 
he added. 

"They don't see anything happening. They want to talk 
to someone who can make something happen. 

"I had no idea it was going to escalate," Rutledge said. 
"I knew I had to give people an opportunity to hand me a 
piece of paper- a sign of hope for them ... that something 
positive would happen in the near future." 

Before Rutledge drove away, he took the envelope filled 
with the dozens and dozens of scraps of paper-some with 
long lists of names. One man ran to catch the truck after 
it left, stopping the team about a mile down the road to 
hand them his information. 

Rutledge delivered the envelope to a Southern Baptist 
disaster relief assessment team the next day in the Domin­
ican Republic, where he and the 1MB media team were 
staying. 

The assessment team, with a caravan of three trucks. 
then headed toward Port-au-Prince to deliver supplies to 
an orphanage near the city and assess needs. (BP) 
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Brown win in Mass. likely is setback 
for health care, abortion, gay rights 

Boston- When Massachusetts citizens surpris­
ingly elected Republican Scott Brown to the U.S. 
Senate last week, they not only delivered a blow 
to health care reform, it also may prove to be a set­
back for homosexual and abortion rights groups. 

Brown, who upset Democrat Martha Coakley, 
is not considered a social conservative on every is­
sue, but was backed by Massachusetts Citizens for 
Life and is prcx:hoice but sides with pro-life advo­
cates on a host of issues, including supporting pa­
rental notification laws and opposing partial-birth 
abortion, taxpayer funding of abortion and the 
Freedom of Choice Act. 

Brown also opposes same-sex marriage and the 
Employment Non-Discrimination Act and sup­
ports the military's Don't Ask, Don't Tell policy 
and the federal Defense of Marriage Act. 

As Massachusetts attorney general, Coakley's 
office filed a federal lawsuit last year seeking to 
overturn much of the Defense of Marriage Act and 
force the federal government to recognize same­
sex marriages from Massachusetts. Brown, by con­
trast, as a state senator voted for a constitutional 
amendment defining marriage as between one 
man and one woman- which was defeated. 

Brown replaces former Sen. Edward Kennedy, 

who died last August after battling a brain tumor 
for more than a year. Kennedy was a well-known 
supporter of abortion rights . and homosexual is­
sues during his 46-year Senate career. Brown is the 
first Republican to win a Senate seat in Massachu­
setts since 1972. 

Richard Land, president of the Southern Bap­
tist Ethics & Religious Liberty Commission, called 
Brown's victory "the biggest (political) upset I can 
think of in my lifetime." 

Health care was at the heart of the Massachu­
setts campaign, with Coakley promising to vote for 
the current health care bill and Brown pledging 
to oppose it. Brown repeatedly said the bill would 
lead to higher taxes. After he is sworn in, Demo­
crats will have 59 senators in their caucus, pre­
venting them from breaking filibusters- 60 votes 
is required- without GOP support. No Senate Re­
publican backs the current bill. 

"It is a three-alarm wake-up call to the Dem­
ocratic leadership in the Senate, House and the 
White House," Land said. "If they refuse to heed 
this call and try to continue to jam this (health 
care bill) down the throat of the American people, 
they're going to provoke a catastrophe on steroids 
for their electoral prospects in November." (BP) 

Military contractor to pull verses from guns 
Wixom, Mich.-A Michigan military contractor 

said last week it will remove encoded Scripture 
references on weapons it builds for U.S. military 
after a firestorm of complaints arose. 

ABC News' "Nightline" reported Jan. 18 on the 
biblical references on weapons used by soldiers in 
Afghanistan and Iraq after learning about them 
from the Military Religious Freedom Foundation. 

One rifle sight included the code "JN8:12," a ref­
erence to the Gospel of John in which Jesus says, 
"He who follows me will not walk in darkness, but 
will have the light oflife." 

Mikey Weinstein, founder of the military 

watchdog group, hailed the company's decision. 
"Trijicon's outrageous practice of placing 

Bible verse citations on military-issued gunsights 
for weapons was an unconstitutional disgrace of 
the highest magnitude to our military and an ac­
tion that clearly gave additional incentive and 
emboldenment to recruiters for our nation's en­
emies," he said. 

Welton Gaddy, president of the Interfaith Alli­
ance, urged President Obama on Jan. 21 to launch 
a thorough investigation "aimed at creating guide­
lines that ensure that religion no longer plays an 
inappropriate role in our armed forces." (RNS)

Haiti response may need $2 million

Rockville, Va.-Southern Baptist workers anticipate spending 
at least $2 million on relief and rebuilding projects in earth­
quake-ravaged Haiti over the coming months, International Mis­
sion Board trustees were told during their Jan. 18-19 meeting in 
Rockville, Va. 

A joint disaster assessment team is in Haiti, comprised of per­
sonnel from the 1MB, North American Mission Board, Baptist 
Global Response and the Florida Baptist Convention, which has 
longtime ministry ties to Haiti. 

"We've already released an initial $150,000, but anticipate 
over the coming months appropriating at least $2 million for 
projects in Haiti," Scott Holste, associate vice president for glob­
al strategy, told trustees last week. 

"Establishing supply lines for water, food and temporary 
housing will be an integral part of our response. Anticipated 
needs over the coming months will include clean-up, distribu­
tion of food, temporary and permanent construction projects, 
counseling and medical care." 

As relief projects get underway, Southern Baptist volunteers 
will be recruited to work alongside Haitian Baptists and others, 
Holste said. Longer-term education and microenterprise efforts 
also are being planned to help Haitians get bad< to work. 

Recovery will take years for the impoverished Caribbean na­
tion, where authorities estimate as many as 200,000 people died 
from the Jan. 12 quake. Hundreds of thousands more suffered 
injuries, lost their homes and lack food, water and medicine. 

"Southern Baptists are a people who care," Holste said. "They 
want to be personally involved in the lives of those affected by 
this disaster." 

Churches and individuals already have given nearly $500,000 
to Haiti relief via 1MB funding channels. Money can be donated 
online at www.IMB.org/HaitiFund.
