Lexington-During the long walk from 
the center of the Kentucky Horse Park to 
the security command post on the out­
skirts, Bob Vickers talked about the need 
for a chaplain's work at an event like the 
World Equestrian Games. 

Tall, lean and nearly deaf in one 
ear from, years ago, standing too close 

• to a firing howitzer, the retired Army 
Chaplain recently worked with Affili­
ated International Ministries _and the 
Kentucky Baptist Convention to apply 
his battlefield experiences to working 
with security efforts such as those at 
the games. 

"The stress level is high at an event 
like this when you're· trying to keep 
300,000 people safe," Vickers noted. 
"We just want to be available if(security 
teams) need us." 

At a cluster of Humvees, Vickers 
strikes up a conversation with soldiers 
cleaning and replacing parts on their 
vehicles. 

"Are you all here for the whole time?" 
Vickers asks. 

One of the soldiers holding an anten­
. nae rod answers yes. 

"Well I served as an Army chaplain," 
Vickers continues. 'Tm here with a 
group of chaplains and we'll be around 
if there's anything you need."

Committee members, as dictated by 
the KBC's constitution and bylaws, 
includes a pastor from each of the 
state convention's eight regions, as 
well as seven other Kentucky Baptist 
representatives. Among its members 
are nine pastors, a director of mis­
sions, three women and an African­
American pastor, Mathis noted. 

Paul Badgett. pastor of First Bap­
tist Church of Pikeville and a past 
KBC president, was named as chair­
man of the Executive Director-Trea­
surer Search Committee. A longtime 
pastor in the state, Badgett also has 
served on the Executive Committee 
of the Southern Baptist Convention. 

Also serving on the committee 
are Charles Barnes, a member of 
Hurstbourne Baptist Church in Lou­
isville; Paul Chitwood. pastor of First 
Baptist Church of Mount W~shing­

Badgett said he is beginning his 

task with an attitude of prayer and 
humility, seeing it as perhaps his 
"best opportunity to impact the 
kingdom" for the sake of all Ken­
tucky Baptist churches. Expressing a 
desire to find "someone all of us can 
be as happy with as we were with Dr. 
Mackey," Badgett added that it will 
be hard to fill his shoes, but the hope 
is to find "someone who wears the 
same size." 

"We believe that our next exec­
utive director will build upon the 
wonderful legacy left by Dr. Mackey 
and other predecessors," Mathis said. 
"So, it is with a mixture of regret at 
the retirement of Southern Baptists' 
best executive director, and a sense 
of excitement that I look forward to 
seeing what God has in store next as 
we begin the search process." 

A South Carolina native, Mackey 
came to the KBC following a success­
ful tenure as director of the leader­
ship development and evangelism 
growth team with the South Caro­
lina Baptist Convention. 

Following his retirement, Mackey 
and his wife, Kay, plan to move to 
Raleigh, N.C., to be near their chil­
dren and grandchildren. 
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Celebrate L.I.F.E. 
West Kentucky ministry helps bring incarcerated mothers together with their children

Fredonia-Prison life took a dramatic turn 
for Ashley Carnahan this month. 

An inmate at Western Kentucky Correc­
tional Complex, Ashley signed up to par­
ticipate in the Rubies for Life program that 
was established by HR Ministries after the 
prison was converted to house females ear­
lier this year. On Oct. 8, Ashley said she had 
a life-changing experience. 

"I became a Christian. As I listened, I 
felt my heart racing. Everything she (Laurie 
Copes) said was touching me in every part 
of my life. She hit the nail on the head," 
said the Greenup County resident who 
attended a worship service prior to "Cele­
brate L.I.F.E." day at th_e prison Oct. 9. 

"After accepting Christ, I felt cleansed. 
I lost my mother, and have a lot of fam­
ily problems-but I just had to give it all 
to God. 

"I had been trying to keep it all on my 
shoulders. I feel a million times lighter. 
This program is a blessing and the voli.m­
teers are a blessing. I am glad I am here to 
experience it.

"I know I'll have problems, but now I will . 
have the-Lord with me." 

Ashley told her story while holding 
3-year-old daughter, Jaelyn Roberts. They 
were among 42 inmates and 62 children 
who spent about six hours together on the 
prison yard during Celebrate L.I.F.E. (Living 
in Freedom Endures). 

Previously, HR Ministries formed a Mal­
achi Dads and Returning Hearts event for 
male prisoners- but when the facility was 
converted to a females-only population, it 
presented a major challenge and was some­
what of a discouragement for many since 
the program with the men had created sigi­
nificant momentum. 

But the first foray into a program for 
women met with applause from HR Minis­
tries, the inmates and the prison staff. 

Celebrate L.I.F.E. was marked by children 
crying with joy, hugging, laughing, playing 
and reconnecting with their mothers. 

"We were disheartened-Malachi Dads 
was just taking off- and it takes a couple of 
years (for a program like this) to take off," 
Warden Bryan Henson said. "But we asked 
HR Ministries to see if they would be willing 
to convert" the program to women. 

"It's been great- the inmate population

has been very excited. The participation has 
doubled what we had with the men." 

Rubies.for Life involves a mentoring pro­
gram as well as Bible study sessions. The 
Celebrate L.I.F.E. day was open only to those 
women who had been participants in men­
toring and Bible study. • 

"When they were introduced to Rubies 
for Life, the inmates were excited and we 
were excited," Henson said. 

"I can't say enough about HR Ministries' 
desire to come in and mentor to the female 
population like they have," he added. "If 
it changes their lives, it changes our work 
environment and J11akes it a safer place for 
the staff. It's a win-win situation." 

The win-win observation was evident. 
Inflatables were set up to allow children 
and their mothers to play together. Also 
available were horse rides, various games 
where the children won prizes, popcorn 
and snow cones. Some inmates spent much 
of the time sitting and talking with their 
children to catch up on what's happening 
in their liyes. • 

"This is a fantastic opportunity for the 
inmates to reconnect with their children," 

Deputy Warden Steve Woodward said. 
"Some see their children on a pretty fre­
quent basis, but for some this may be the 
first time they have seen their mother in 
quite some time." 

Woodward said the HR Ministries affilia­
tion with WKCC for the past nine years has 
been a solid partnership, and that the work 
by HR and its volunteers is making a posi­
tive impact on many women. 

And he credited HR with being able to 
adapt quickly to the change from working 
with male inmates to females. . 

"HR stopped, took a deep breath and 
then tapped into its female base of vol­
unteers. This has been a very good experi­
ence," Woodward noted. 

"I believe it will have an effect with 
our population, especially after today," he 
added. "It should really set the stage for the 
next group. With the stories that will come 
out of today's event, the participation level 
will increase for the next group. 

"I have not heard of one problem-there 
has been a lot of planning by HR and the 
institution, and I think that pays off. There 
is a lot of behind-the-scenes work." 

Woodward added that the Kentucky 
Department of Corrections "has been very 
supportive-this is a very positive thing for 
the inmate population." 

He also noted that the mentoring pro­
gram was not available to the male popula­
tion at WKCC. "The female population has 
done an outstanding job responding to the 
counselors." 

An estimated 150 volunteers with HR 
Ministries, a Princeton-based ministry 
directed by Mission Service Corps mission­
ary Harrell Riley, were on hand to facili­
tate activities with the women and their 
children. Many inmates commented that 
having such an activity was unheard of in 
other prisons. 

The volunteers represented churches 
from across western Kentucky, but the 
group also included Tennessee and Louisi­
ana residents. There also were 18 students 
from Campbellsville University who orches­
trated the games for the event. 

There are approximately 650 inmates at 
WKCC, which can have a maximum popu­
lation of 693. Currently the ·staff numbers 
about 200.

"He -said he remembers a South­

ern Baptist chaplain praying with 
him after the bombing incident 
down there," Vickers said. "It left 
such an impression on him that 
when he heard the Southern Bap­
tists were here, he wanted us to join 
him." 

The team of five WEG chaplains 
serving with AIM was given the 
task not only of ministering to secu­
rity teams but to vendors. and other 
behind-the-scenes individuals. 

"Sometimes with so much going 
on, it's hard to remember all the peo­
ple who mal<e this event possible," 
Vickers said. "We're here to minis­
ter to those people and remind them 
that they aren't just employees, but 
people as well . You can't believe how 
much opportunity this provides us 
to be a Christian presence here."

rue to form, Bill Mackey's retirement announce- • 
ment was not a sullen occasion. Rather, he used 
his time to urge those around him to "pursue the 

mission" and "keep the focus on tremendous opportu­
nities before you." His messages of encouragement, 
love and _hope have become some­
thing of a hallmark of his 13-year ten­
ure as executive director, endearing 
him with diverse Baptists all across 
the commonwealth. 

Mackey thanked God for "the 
incredible privilege" of traveling 
some 300,000 miles across the state 
on behalf of Kentucky Baptists. His 
journeys, he said, have allowed him "to see God at 
work in some incredible situations and through 
some incredible people, to meet some who have 
great stories of faith and who have served faithfully 
in so many ways." • 

And, he thanked God for having "brought together 
one of the finest convention staffs and entity leaders 
of any state convention." Calling them "incredibly 
gifted," he commended his colleagues for their will­
ingness "to use those gifts to accomplish the mission 
of our Lord Jesus Christ" and to work together.

We look for­
ward to worshipping God, serving 
Him and fellowshipping with our 
church family there. But, lil<e that 
loose doorknob, we may not notice 
habits or distractions that deter 
first-time guests. No, you're not sell­
ing ~ house. It's much more impor­
tant than that. You 're welcoming 
others to worship the God of the

ai:e provided exclusively to the pas­
tor for his personal review, evalua­
tion and possible action. 

Here's an alternate idea: Do a 
reverse "secret worshipper" plan. 
Assign some church members to 
visit a growing, effective church in 
a neighboring city to observe prac­
tices that might help your own 
church. 

If you notice a guest at your 
church's worship service next 
Sunday, will you welcome them 
warmly? They just might be secret 
worshippers. (Don't ask; that would 
negate the entire process.) Or-even 
more exciting-they might be real 
first-time guests seeking God or a 
place to worship.Him.

Each October, the Council for Christian Colleges & Uni­
versities and its member and affiliate institutions mark 
Christian Higher Education Month. 

House Resolution 300 in June 2003 declared the special 
month, which celebrates the role of Christ-centered col­
leges in America's history and in students' lives. 

Campbellsville University, located in south central Ken­
tucky, is one of those colleges. 

This year, the theme of Christian Higher Education 
Month is "Serving Those in Need," as based on Matthew 25: 
35-40 (The Message). 1n particular, verse 40 says, "Then the 
King will say, Tm telling the solemn truth: Whenever you 
did one of these things to someone overlooked or ignored, 
that was me-you did it to me."' 

In today's world, we can find some common observa­
tions that most people would agree on, no matter their 
age, ethnic heritage, political affiliation, or chosen religion 
or spiritual commitment.

Charitable contributio·ns and taxes 
By Don Spencer 

Most people reading this column are primarily 
motivated to make charitable contributions to support 

causes to which they are committed or 
want to ·provide aid. As we approach 
the end of the year, we are reminded 
there also may be tax saving benefits on 
2010's taxes for those gifts. Here are a 
few points to keep in mind: 

■ Tobe tax deductible you must have 
written proof-bank documentation or 

a proper written acknowledgement from the donee. 
■ Cancelled checks generally provide adequate 

proof of cash contributions ofless than $250. 
■You · must have prior written substantiation for 

cash contribution greater than $250. 
■ Designated contributions to a church-approved 

project or program will generally be tax deductible as 
long as the church has full control over the funds. 

■ Designated contributions that ordinarily are not 
deductible include contributions to a benevolence 
fund or scholarship fund that designates a specific 
individual.' 

■ The value of personal services is never deductible. 
Unreimbursed expenses incurred in performing ser­
vices on behalf of a church or charity may be. Example: 
Bill, a plumber, installs a sink for the church at no cost. 
The value of his time is not deductible. The cost of sup­
plies and materials he donates are deductible. 

■ Charitable contributions must be claimed on 
one's taxes for the year in which they are delivered. (A 
check is considered "delivered" the date it is mailed.) 

■ Charities should provide acknowledgement of 
non-cash donations with an adequate description of 
the gift. It is up to the individual to determine and 
justify the value of those gifts for tax purposes. 

■ Non-cash contributions valued at $500 or more 
must meet other substantiation requirements to be 
deductible and values of more than $5,000 must be 
supported by a qualified appraisal. 

■You can deduct 14 cents per mile for miles driven 
in performing sezyices for your church or a charity. 

A final word for ministers: your tithe must be 
treated as a charitable contribution for tax purposes. 
Some ministers have sought to count their tithe as 
a: . "business expense" to save self-employment social 
security on that amount. The IRS generally will not 
allow this.

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Bread for the World leader 
says government must do 
its p~rt to end world hunger

Washington-The recent news about hunger and poverty 
is bad, but David Beclm1ann remains optimistic, convinced 
that it's possible to eradicate hunger in our lifetime. 

A Lutheran minister, economist and president of the 
interdenominational anti-hunger group Bread for the 
World, Beclanann received the $125,000 World Food Prize 
Oct 14. He helped found the ONE cam­
paign with U2 lead singer Bono and 
authored a new book, "Exodus from 
Hunger: We Are Called to Change the 
Politics of Hunger:· (Some answers have 
been edited for length and clarity.) 

Most of the news about the economy 
lately has been bad, yet your book has 
a hopeful perspective. Why? 

I believe it is possible to virtually 
end widespread hunger and poverty 
within the next 20 years. Not all Amer­
icans know this, but the world has 
made historic progress against hunger, 
poverty and disease in the last two to 
three decades. According to the World 
Bank, the number of people in extreme 
poverty in developing countries has 
dropped from 1-9 billion in 1980 to 1.4 
billion today. If you believe in God, then 
surely this is God answering the prayers 
of hundreds of millions of people. 

What's the link to "Exodus" that you indude in your 
book's title? 

I believe this -progress is God moving in our history. It's 
the great Exodus in our time. It makes what happened in 
the Red Sea look like small potatoes. And it is happening 
right now, in our lifetime. Clearly God is calling on all of us 
to get with the program. -

What is that program? 
The U.S. government is key. Most of the work of end­

ing hunger will be done by poor people themselves, but 
we've got to provide the leadership. We have opportuni­
ties before us to do some affordable, feasible things in Con­
gress that will help lots of hungry people. The elections 
coming up are really important, but the question of what's 
going to be the best news for poor and hungry people is 
not getting asked. 

Too often, the binding constraint on further progress is 
a lack of political will. My hope is to provoke a surge in the 
"constituency of conscience" for hungry people. 

Many churches help the hungry with soup kitchens or 
food pantries. But in your book you write, "We can't food• 
bank our way to the end of hunger in America." Wby not? 

Churches and charities can't do it all. Our government 
has to do its part. 

Right now there's a huge debate going on about taxes, 
most of it focused on whether taxpayers in the top 2 per­
cent can keep their tax breaks. But tax credits for the work­
ing poor will also expire at the end of the year, and that's 
not in the news. Ifwe can extend these tax credits, it will 
mean six times as much to poor families than all the food 
that all the churches and charities can mobilize in one year. 
Ifwe don't extend them, it could push 1 million more peo­
ple into poverty. 

In your work, you've rubbed elbows with Brad Pitt, Ange­
lina Jolie and Bono. Do you ever encounter skepticism 
about their involvement? 

Everybody's got mixed motives. I've·gofmixed motives. 
The point is not to have pure motives. If they're helping, 
they're helping. I'm really grateful some of these people 
have helped us draw attention to what we can do to he-lp 
poor people. 

Why do you have a heart for this issue? _ 
To me, it's pretty o~vious. Every day, we pray, "Give us 

this day our daily bread," but millions of people in the 
world are not getting their daily bread. It }ust seems so fun­
damental to human life and to what God's about in the 
world. You can't be close to God and turn your back on hun­
gry people. And you don't have to be Mother Teresa; you 
only have to have faith the size of a mustard seed to move 
mountains. -

Have you seen mountains move? 
Yes. While I've been at Bread for the World, the organiza­

tion has touched the lives of tens of millions of the poorest 
people in the world. (RNS)

Life is not easy for families liv­
ing in the Chittagong Hill Tracts, an 
area bordering India and Myanmar 
that once was protected for tribal 
people groups. 
. Civil unrest plagues the hill 
tracts, but many of the health -
issues of the 1.3 million people 
there are caused by malnutrition. 
UNICEF reports that in the three 
hill tracts districts, 43.4 percent of 
teens ages 13-19 are anemic. 

"• 

Southern Baptists, through the 
World Hunger Fund, provide food 
for boys living in Bandarban Boys' 
Hostel, which houses 55 boys, and 
Sajek Boys' Hostel, home to another 
22boys. 

IN THE FIELDS Boys at the Bandarban Boys ' Hostel help plant and weed some of 
the fruit trees planted on the hostel's land. The hostel, run by the Bangladesh Baptist 
Church Fellowship, allows boys educational opportunities that are not available in 
their rural communities in the Chittagong Hill Tracts of southeastern Bangladesh. 

These hostels, run by the Ban­
gladesh Baptist Church Fellowship, 
allow boys educational opportuni­
ties otherwise unavailable in their 
rural communities, said Burt Gal­
vin*, who oversees Southern Baptist 
ministry in Bangladesh and north­
eastern India. By staying at the hos­
tels, the boys can attend school in 
town. 

There are several other hostels 
.for boys and for girls in the area. The 
hostel system is well known through­
out the Christian community and 
provides a Christian learning envi­
ronment as well as discipleship. 

"We have seen a transformation 
of tribal people in just one genera-

• tion," Galvin said. "First and fore­
most is the spiritual transformation 
that takes place when the tribals 
leave Hinduism and Buddhism and 
embrace Christianity. Along with 
that, when these groups become 
Christian, they immediately see a 

need for education." 
Most of the tribal Christians 

come from a non-literate back­
ground. In part, their newfound 
desire for education may be because 
they now want to read God's word, 
Galvin noted. 

Most areas in the hill tracts have 
schools for children in grades 1-3 but 
do not offer any higher-grade levels. 
Some students who have excellent 
grades upon finishing third grade 
may receive admission into schools 
elsewhere, but those opportunities 
are few. Boys with less-than-stellar 
marks do not have much hope of 
continuing their education. 

"Culturally in Bangladesh, only 
students who mal<e excellent grades 
from their first days in school will 
be considered, allowed (or) have any 
opportunity to continue up through 
the grades," said Finn Aurora•, a 
Southern Baptist representative. . 

The Baptist hostels meet this

"While the students realized they 
were still afforded the opportunity 
to attend school, obviously they were 
hungry at times and knew there was 
a shortage of food," Aurora said. 

Now they have three meals a day 
and protein every day.

Chilean pastor_ and miner 
share message of hope

Santiago, Chile-Joy and relief 
resounded last week in Chile upon the 
successful emergence of the 33 min­
ers who had been trapped 2,300 feet 
below the surface of the earth in the 
coastal Atacama desert for more than 
two months. 

But the traumatic ordeal forged 
many new friendships-perhaps none 
more important than the ones between 
the miners and those ministering to 
them and their families. 

Marcelo Leiva, a Baptist pastor, and 
Jose Henriquez, one of the miners, had 
never met before the mine collapse. 
They had only communicated in hand­
written letters and in a single, brief 
phone conversation-with a half-mile 
of rock between them. 

Despite the physical distance, the 
two Chilean evangelicals developed a 
special friendship. 

Henriquez has been an encourage-
- ment to his co-workers as they strug­

gled to stay positive during their con­
finement. An evangelical Christian, he 
held daily Bible studies for the miners 
as rescue efforts developed. 
_ When Henriquez requested an evan­
gelical pastor to aid the miners and 

their families at the site, Leiva, pastor 
ofVallenar Baptist Church in Chile, was 
coqtacted. 

As crews planned the rescue, Leiva 
read part of Henriquez's last letter to 
him Oct. 6: 

"I thank you for each and every 
one Cif your words of encouragement 
directed to the 33. Tomorrow I will be· 
reading your letter, which will certainly 
be a blessing. Thank you for writing in 
hopes that the Lord fulfills His purpose 
in us-as well as in you on the outside." 

Leiva sent his final response to Hen­
riquez Oct. 11 in the paloma- the name 
given to the device that transports 
small objects between the mine cham­
ber and the surface. 

"I encouraged him for the remaining 
days of confinement," Leiva recalled. 
"that he would remember the prom­
ises of the Lord, to have hope and con­
-fidence, and that he would also convey 
to the other 32 miners the message that 
the same God who has guarded them is 
the one who is going to guide them in 
the rescue." 

Leiva closed his letter to Henriquez 
with Firmes, adelantes, huestes de la fe 
("Be strong and go forward, Hosts of the 
Faith"), a line from the Spanish version 
of"Onward Christian Soldiers." (BP)

shirts), my heart was ... really fast," 
Christian Maur~ira said about watch­
ing the rescue. "I was really excited 
because a lot of people around the 
world wer~ looking at that. They gave 
the glory to God." 

Maureira suggested his T-shirt idea 
to Jose Henriquez after meeting Hen­
riquez's daughter, Hettez, at Camp 
Esperanza (Hope), where many of the 
miners' families were holding vigil. 
Henriquez, one of the trapped min­
ers, became the spiritual leader of the 
group and conducted nightly Bible 
studies for the men. 

On the back of the shirts was a refer­
ence to Psalm 95:4: "In his hand are the 
depths of the earth, and the mountain 
peaks belong to him." 

Maureira said he chose the Scripture 
verse after receiving a letter from Hen­
riquez that included the reference. He 
wanted the T-shirts to help the miners 
express thanks to God in a way no one 
could miss. 

- "God allowed this situation, and the 
miners are alive by the grace of God," 

Maureira noted. "I thinl< the most 
important fact was the glory of God in 
this situation." 

Along with the T-shirts, Maureira 
sent the miners 33 MP3 players contain­
ing audio versions of the Bible and the 
"JESUS" film. 

To Maureira, the miners' decision 
to wear the shirts is evidence of how 
he said he hopes this event will affect 
Chile. 

"Our society is really humanistic 
and secularist. They don't believe in 
God," he said. "But with this situation, 
the Chileans accept that we are a Chris­
tian community. The people express 
their faith in God freely. The people say, 
'It is a miracle. Thank you, God."' 
• Maureira said he has seen Chile 
go through many challenges-chang­
ing governments, earthquakes-but he 
hopes the rescue of the miners will be 
one event that defines the country. 

"With these T-shirts, we want to tell 
• (Chileans) it is the plan of God and the 
glory of God. God is in this situation," 
Maureira said. "That was the mission­
and we completed the mission." (BP)

"There are preparations we 
need to make in our lives to really have 
God's heart for the lost," York said, citing 
four areas of preparation: 

Abuse and neglect never 
take a holiday. 

The church Luter leads, Franklin Ave­
nue Baptist, was among the New Orleans­
area congregations that suffered over­
whelming loss in Hurricane Katrina in 
2005. York, in addition to his seminary 
role, is pastor of Buck Run Baptist Church 

• in Frankfort. 
Luter noted, "If we are going to walk 

worthily of the calling, we must understand 
the power that is in God's word because 
we will be under constant attack." 

Luter Hsted three ways believers need 
the word of God: in your hands, in your 
head and in your heart. 

■ Prepare to suffer reproach, he said, 
noting, "Not everyone is going to be 
happy about evangelism, not even in your 
church." 

■ Prepare to shift your priorities, he 
. said. "When something valuable goes miss­
ing, there is no longer a list of things to do 
but only one thing to do." But among many 
churchgoers "a concern for the lost often is 
not high on the priority list," he added. 

■ Prepare to actually search, York said. 
"Don't just talk about it, but do it," he 
urged. "When fishermen fish they flour­
ish, and when fishermen don't fish, they 
fight." 

"Take it up and read it, for it is the way 
for the young man and woman to cleanse 
life," Luter said. "Hiding the word of God 
in your heart is the best weapon against sin • 

■ Prepare to succeed, York suggested. "If 
we will search diligently, if we will search 
'until,' God will give success to our all-out 
efforts to find the lost." (BP)

Nashville, Tenn.-LifeWay Chris­
tian Resource's True Love Waits 
ministry has introduced "True Love 
Waits 3.0: A Path of Purity." 

The new initiative, introduced 
during the National Youth Work­
er's Conference held Sept. 13-15, is a 
result of a study of how the 17-year­
old ministry can be more effective 

·tor future generations. 
Jimmy Hester, co-founder of True 

fove Waits, explained that feedback 
from student ministry leaders indi­
cated a need for more emphasis on 
parental participation, specifically 
to support parents in their role as 
the primary spiritual developers of 
their children. 

"While the message in society 
today is one of encouraging teen 
sex, these leaders emphasized that 
many parents are in denial as to the 
scope of the problem and the ways 
their children are affected," Hester 
said. 

In response, True Love Waits cre­
ated "True Love Waits 3.0: A Path of 
Purity," which builds on the minis­
try's sexual-abstinence-until-mar­
riage message to include a variety of 
markers students experience from 
childhood to young adulthood. 
Resources supporting this new 
emphasis will guide parents and 
church leaders to take advantage 
of these markers and treat them as 
teachable moments on purity. 

"Walking the path of purity is 
not easy, but it's the right way," 
Hester said. "After careful consider­
ation through interaction with stu­
dent workers and students, we real­
ized that this emphasis (True Love 
Waits) has often been viewed as a 
one-time event emphasis.'' 

True Love Waits is a process, Hes-

ter explained, noting that the new 
emphasis will focus on 18 life-mark-

• ers that will provide student minis­
try workers and parents the oppor­
tunity to have conversations about 
abstinenc_e. 

"It's a spiritual development pro-
cess," he added. • 

During the National Youth 
Worker's Conference, Seth Buck­
ley, student minister at First Baptist 
Church, Spartanburg, S.C., intro­
duced Jelf and Angie Rosenlund 
and their daughter Teal. 

The Rosenlunds are members of 
FBC Spartanburg and spoke about 
how True Love Waits impacted their 
family. 

Teal Rosenlund, a junior at Clem­
son University, attended a True Love 
Waits ceremony in seventh grade, 
but explained her commitment to 
purity came long before the event. 

"The True Love Waits ceremony 
wasn't the big 'a-ha' moment," she 
said. "I had made a commitment 
in my heart before the ceremony. 
I grew up with my parents talking 
openly about dating, purity and 
waiting until marriage to have sex. 
The True Love Waits ceremony was 
huge because it reinforced every­
thing I had already believed. It was 
neat to see my peers commit with 
me. I loved that my parents were 
there at the ceremony. It just rein­
forced that we were all holding 
each other accountable." 

Jeff Rosenlund said the key to 
teaching kids about purity begins 
with teaching them about God's 
standards for their lives. 

"We tried to teach our kids early 
on, through conversations, lifestyle 
and Bible studies, that God's way is 
the right way," he said.
