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1992 Statistical Trends and Highlights
Mary Frances Jones

The 1992 statistical data revealed increases in 
some areas that have been experiencing growth 
for several years. However, this year's increases 
were generally of a lesser magnitude than those 
of previous years and seem to indicate a plateau- 
ing of the growth patterns rather than significant 
growth.

Inspite of the increases in number of churches 
and program enrollments, most of the atten­
dance statistics reflected decreases.

Between 1980 and 1992, there has also been a 
3.5 percent decrease among reporting churches 
which indicate they have two (a.m. and p.m.) 
worship services on Sunday. A factor that may 
be impacting this statistic is that some churches 
are beginning to offer one or more of their pri­
mary worship services at a time other than Sun­
day morning or Sunday evening. However, to 
date, there has been no measurement of the 
extent of this practice.

Reporting Churches Having 
Two (a.m. and p.m.) Worship Services

Number of Churches
The net increase of 237 churches brought the 
total to 38,458 in 1992. There were 10 state con­
ventions in which the number of churches in 
1992 was less than or equal to the number in 
1991. This is compared to only four states in 
1991 that had experienced a decline in the num­
ber of churches. The net change of 237 some­
what masks the volitility in the number of new 
and reorganized churches and the number of 
churches dropped from the Convention.

In 1992, there were 514 new or reorganized 
churches which became part of the Convention 
for the first time in recent history. This was the 
largest number of churches to be added in a sin­
gle year in over 15 years. However, there was 
only one year (1986) in which a larger number of 
churches were dropped (306) from the Conven­
tion during the same 15-year period (1977-1992). 
In 1992, there were 277 churches which either 
disbanded or chose to no longer maintain their 
affiliation with the Southern Baptist Convention.

Size of Churches
The Southern Baptist Convention has tradition­
ally been known as a convention of small 
churches. This phenomenon was and still is cor­
rect. The profile is not static, however. In the 
period from 1972 to 1992, the percentage of 
churches having fewer than 300 members 
changed from 64.4 percent in 1972 to 60.1 per­
cent in 1992. Concurrently, the percent of 
churches with 1,000 or more members increased 
from 6.4 percent in 1972 to 8.2 percent in 1992. 
During the 70s SBC churches were growing at a 
somewhat faster rate than in the 80s and early 
90s. The average number of members per report­
ing church has grown from 390 in 1982 to 408 
in 1992 (a 4.6 percent increase), while the 10- 
year period preceding that (1972-1982) churches 
experienced an increase of 10.2 percent in the 
average number of members.

A companion tradition to the small church 
phenomenon has existed—that a majority of the 
Convention membership was in churches of 500 
or more members. This second tradition has 
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grown to the point that the churches with 500 or 
more members now have 62.1 percent of the 
Convention members as compared to 54.8 per­
cent in 1972.

While the total number of churches and the 
average membership of the SBC churches has 
increased by 5.9 percent and 4.6 percent respec­
tively over the last 10 years, the average size of 
program enrollments has varied by 3.2 percent 
or less.

While it is true that a majority of Southern 
Baptist members are now in the larger churches, 
and, therefore, larger churches account for a 
majority of enrollments, contributions, and addi­
tions, approximately three fifths of the churches 
are in the under-300-members category. The 
Southern Baptist Convention is still a Conven­
tion of small churches.

Location of Churches
In the early 70s, over half (54.2 percent) of the 
Convention's churches were located in rural 
areas with populations of fewer than 500 per­
sons. The intervening years have seen the distri­
bution reverse itself so that, by 1992, the rural 
churches made up only 46.8 percent of the 
churches. The greatest growth in the number of 
churches has taken place in medium-sized cities 
with populations of 10,000-49,999. Between 
1972 and 1992 there was a 50 percent increase in 
the number of churches in the medium-sized 
cities (4,165 and 6,251 respectively) while the 
increase in the Convention as a whole was only 
11.4 percent. The increase in the population of 
many communities, churches growing in mem­
bership, and new churches likely to be started in 
areas with more than 10,000 population have all 
contributed to the change.

Racial/Ethnic Composition of Churches
This year represented another step forward in the 
effort to classify all Southern Baptist churches 
according to the racial/ethnic group that makes 
up the largest portion of a church's membership. 
This information helps identify areas where 
materials and services need to be more culturally 
matched to the needs of church members. In 
1991, there were 231 churches for which the 
racial/ethnic category had not been identified. 
That number was narrowed to only 10 in 1992.

There is an increasing number of churches in 
which the largest group of the membership is a 
racial or ethnic group other than white (non-His- 
panic).

Church-Type Missions
In 1992, 833 churches reported starting 1,083 
new church-type missions. This was higher than 
the 1,027 started in 1991 but fewer than any oth­
er year since 1981. There were also 3,289 
churches reporting that they were operating 
4,776 missions (including the 1,083 started dur­
ing 1992). This was the second lowest number 
since 1983. The lowest number since 1983 was 
4,650 reported in 1988.

Baptisms
There was a total of 396,668 baptisms in 1992. 
This was a decrease of 28,821 in the number of 
persons baptized compared to the previous year 
(a nine-year high of 396,668) and represented a 
7.3 percent decrease from last year. It was also 
the largest single-year decrease since 1977 and 
the first decrease in a five-year period. Each of 
seven age groups was impacted by this decrease. 
However, the two age groups decreasing the 
most were children 9-11 (-10.3 percent) and 
young adults ages 18-29 (-10.0 percent.) There 
were 17,156 churches that experienced a 
decrease in the number of persons baptized in 
1992 compared to 1991. This is compared to 
14,380 churches that increased the number of 
persons baptized in 1992. Unless there is some 
intervention in this trend during the next seven 
years, it would imply that the number of persons 
baptized into the Southern Baptist Convention 
by the year 2000 will be averaging approximate­
ly 373,000.

The number of churches reporting no bap­
tisms on the 1992 Uniform Churches Letter was 
up to 5,771 from 5,596 in 1991. These are most 
likely not the only churches without at least one 
baptism because there are another 2,294 church­
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es which did not submit a letter in 1992. There 
was a 1.5 percent increase in the number of 
churches reporting fewer than three baptisms in 
1992.

Membership
In 1992, there was an increase of 127,203 total 
members. Although that number is lower than 
most recent years, 1990 and 1992 figures reflect a 
high proportion of the increase in resident mem­
bership (those living close enough to the church 
to attend).

The number of members received from non­
Baptist churches exceeded those lost to non-Bap- 
tist churches by 21,820 (66,140 versus 44,320). 
This was the 14th year in a row that members 
received has exceeded members lost.

Receipts and Expenditures
The 1992 total receipts for the Convention set a 
new record of $5,216,167,835. This represented 
an increase of 4.0 percent over the 1991 receipts. 
Of this amount, $4,899,015,605 was tithes and 
offerings which was also an all-time high and an 

increase of 4.1 percent over 1991.
While the local expenditures reported in 1992 

($4,184,497,310) represented a growth of 
$139,187,805 or 3.4 percent over the 1991 local 
expenditures, the total mission expenditures for 
1992 ($751,773,457) increased by $19,682,479 or 
only 2.7 percent. Between 1970 and 1992, the 
Cooperative Program gifts as a percent of total 
tithes and offerings decreased from 9.4 percent to 
7.5 percent.

An analysis of churches that give to the Coop­
erative Program revealed that these churches are 
more likely to have increased, rather than 
decreased, their giving. However, the increases 
to the Cooperative Program are smaller than the 
increases in total gifts received by churches.

The amount of money that churches reported 
spending on new construction in 1992 represent­
ed the smallest dollar increase over a previous 
year since 1975 and the smallest percent increase 
over a previous year since the 1940s. In spite of 
the smaller percentage increases the total dollar 
amount was the largest ever reported.

Associations
In 1992, there were 1,212 associations of church­
es in the 36 state conventions, three fellowships, 
and the Caribbean Area Office. The average asso­
ciation had 32 affiliated churches. The largest 
association had 292 churches, and the smallest 
had only one. Ninety eight associations had few­
er than 10 churches while 19 had 100 or more.

Church Growth is nothing more than churches 
faithfully fulfilling the Great Commission it 
their context. When we look at the SBC in terms 
of church growth, we find pockets of exciting 
growth. Many churches seem to have found the 
key that has enabled them to reach their 
respective communities. African-American, 
ethnic, and language work continues to be a 
great source of Southern Baptist expansion. (See 
the graph on page 19 of this section.) Beyond 
the sheer statistical information, we are seeing a 
renewed emphasis on reaching the unsaved who 
live around our churches.

In spite of the many inspiring stories of 
growth, many churches are still languishing. 
Some are in transitional neighborhoods; others 
are in declining communities and are struggling 
to survive.

A Look at the Facts
The median Southern Baptist church has 233 
members, an average Sunday School attendance 
of 60, and baptizes 5 persons. Nonetheless, 38.1 
percent of Southern Baptists belong to churches 
with memberships over 1,000. Thus, while we 
are a denomination of small churches, a majority 
of our people are in larger churches.

What percentage of our churches are actually 
growing? This is a somewhat complex question 
to answer because of the shifts in population 
concentration. We could argue that a church is a 
growing church if it outpaces the population 
growth in its area. Thus, on a national basis we 
could tie our figures to population growth and 
argue that any church which increased by 10 
percent or more during the last five years would 
be a growing church. Any church that has 
declined by 10 percent or more would thus be a 
declining church. And those churches falling 
between those two categories would be 
plateaued. Accepting these guidelines, 31.2 per­
cent of our churches would be growing, 49.9 per­
cent would be plateaued, and 18.9 percent 
would be declining.

Southern Baptists as a whole are slightly older 
and more educated than the total U.S. popula­

tion. We are predominately female. Thirty-six 
percent of Southern Baptists have at least one 
child at home. Fifty-seven percent had incomes 
of less than $30,000 for 1989. Both the boomers 
and preboomers among Southern Baptists regard 
sermons and other messages from the pulpit as 
the most important source of information on 
religious matters.1

Are we experiencing true church growth in 
America? To answer that question we need to 
look at the change in population in America and 
the growth among the largest evangelical bodies. 
The population in the United States grew from 
206,827,000 to 249,415,000 between 1971 and 
1990. That is an increase of 20.6 percent. The 
total number of adherents of evangelical denom­
inations grew by 12.5 percent during the same 
period.2

Projections concerning population growth to 
the year 2000 might be helpful in determining 
ministry needs. While the total population will 
show an 8 percent increase, adults aged 45-54 
will increase by 35 percent. The second largest 
group will be adults 55-64 who will increase by 
15 percent. Persons aged under 18 will increase 
by 7 percent, while those aged 25-34 will actual­
ly decrease by 12 percent.3 The church must 
become more effective at reaching median and 
older adults to grow in the later half of the 90s. 
With an actual population decrease among 
younger adults, we must work harder to disciple 
today's youth to provide an adequate leadership 
base for the continued growth of our churches.

A Look at the Supernatural Promise
Church growth teaching often tends to be heavy 
on methodology and light on supernatural 
empowering. With our focus on programs, mar­
keting plans, and growth strategies, we could eas­
ily forget that church growth by definition is a 
supernatural event. When Jesus found the 
church, He promised that He would build it (see 
Matt. 16:18). Paul recognized that God was the 
agent of growth in his confession—"I planted, 
Apollos watered, but God was causing the 
growth" (1 Cor. 3:6, NASB).4 Nothing that has 
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eternal significance will occur without supernat­
ural empowering.

Thus, the first step for any church that desires 
to experience growth is a divine encounter with 
God. The introduction of changed methodology 
without a spiritual awakening in the church gen­
erally meets with either apathyor hostility. The 
attempt to grow a church without a powerful 
and ongoing prayer ministry is futile.

A Plan for the Future
A growing church should focus on the faithful 
fulfilling of the Great Commission. Sometimes 
church growth ideas are rejected by churches 
because the ideas are interpreted to be only 
numerical and egocentric. Once a church has 
truly encountered God and is in a state of 
revival, the innate desire to fulfill the Great 
Commission will occur. The Great Commission 
that demands our priority concern be making 
disciples by going, baptizing, and teaching. 
Thus, a church must have an intentional plan of 
evangelism, assimilation, and discipleship train­
ing-

The methods and strategies with which we 
fulfill this commission in Southern Baptist life 
will be multiple and varied. Your specific strategy 
will depend on the unique gifts and opportuni­
ties given your church. Your goal should not be 
to grow to any certain size but to faithfully fulfill 
the Great Commission in your own setting. If 
your church is declining or plateaued, begin 
with a simple strategy such as a renewed empha­
sis on prayer, outreach, and Sunday School. You 
may need to look at innovative ways of doing 
the basics in order to reach your community. 
Don't be afraid to experiment.

Ten Steps to Church Growth
1. Supernatural encounter and empowering.— 

This is the foundation of all church growth.
2. Concerted prayer.—Since church growth is 

supernatural, it is fueled by an ongoing interces­
sory prayer ministry.

3. Understanding your church's mission.— 
Focus on the Great Commission.

4. Identify and develop key leadership in your 
church.

5. Do an environmental study.—Determine 
the characteristics of your church family and 
those of the surrounding community. Who must 
be reached and what resources do you have to 
accomplish the task?

6. Develop a mission and vision statement.— 
The mission statement should always clearly 
reflect the Great Commission. The vision state­
ment should contain a strategy for fulfilling the 
Great Commission. Make it simple and keep it 
before the people.

7. Set goals.—Goals should include numerical 
plans for growth but not be limited to them. 
Goals give direction and motivation.

8. Develop a long-range plan.—Your plan 
should look at factors such as space, staff, land, 
and so forth.

9. Plan your strategy.—How will you accom­
plish your goals and reach your long-range 
objectives?

10. Ministry implementation.—Just do it!
Ask the Father to reveal to you His strategy for 
reaching your community. He desires that none 
should perish, and He wants to use your church 
to fulfill His Great Commission. Your church can 
grow.

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The Year the Unthinkable Happened

Revolutionary events that began in Eastern Europe and 
spread to the former U.S.S.R. in late 1991 resulted in the 
disintegration of the monolithic Soviet empire and the 
demise of Communism in those places and other areas in 
the world. Prior to that time the specter of Communism 
seemingly would continue to spread and dominate large 
sectors of the world’s land and peoples. Just prior to 
those revolutionary events, it seemed that it would take 
many years for the Foreign Mission Board’s fledgling 
nonresidential missionary program to reach significant 
portions of the 1.2 billion people who live in restricted- 
access countries where neither the gospel has been pre­
sent nor have the people heard of Jesus Christ.

By 1992 the unthinkable had happened. The gospel 
could now be taken to many difficult places where it had 
previously been denied entry and where believers had 
been persecuted. Major advances began to occur in 
1992. As Communism crumbled and the U.S.S.R. split 
into multiple independent republics, the Foreign Mission 
Board was called on by the Baptist churches, unions, and 
federations of the former Soviet stronghold to deepen its 
longstanding relationships and even establish a residen­
tial missionary presence.

Among the 3,893 missionaries under appointment in 
129 countries in 1992,26 missionaries worked aggres­
sively in Belarus, Ukraine, and the Russian Federation to 
evangelize, plant churches, publish literature, distribute 
Bibles, and train leaders among the 211,726,000 people. 
Those three republics reported 452 new churches started 
and 18,660 new believers baptized among 2,452 church­
es. The same deepening of relationships and residential 
placement of personnel occurred in Eastern Europe 
where the gospel is spreading like wildfire. During the 
same time, the nonresidential missionary force grew to 
298 personnel working through Cooperative Services 
International targeting 48 population segments (peoples 
and cities) in 30 countries with a population of 
371,371,000. These personnel worked with local believ­
ers among target peoples and had a part in planting 20 
new churches and baptizing 919 believers. Though this 
approach to evangelism and church planting is still new 
to Southern Baptists, its effectiveness among restricted- 
access people has been established.

As the unthinkable happened in the eastern sectors of 
Europe, extraordinary response continued among many 
harvestable peoples of the world. In Africa growth con­

tinues to escalate yearly as reflected in the 647 new 
churches organized and the 93,306 believers baptized. 
Growth continued in the Americas, where 181 new 
churches were organized and 92,170 believers were bap­
tized. The work in Asia also grew as 255 new churches 
were organized and 34,130 believers were baptized.

The potential for growth is bright in each of the areas 
of the world as seen in the collective report of 23,889 
preaching and mission points — churches in embryonic 
stages of growth. However, this is contingent on 
increased maturity rates, especially in the Americas and 
Asia. Continual reaping of this harvest depends not only 
on giving these prechurch groups the attention they need 
to mature, but also depends on an increasing supply of 
pastoral leaders. To keep pace with current new church 
growth rates and to be in a position to achieve increased 
maturity rates of the preaching and mission points, 
28,349 new pastoral leaders are needed within the next 
five years. Should these mature into churches, 74.7 per­
cent of the Bold Mission Thrust goal for the number of 
churches will be met.

Foreign Mission Board report totals from the field set 
several records during 1992. The total number of 
churches passed the 30,000 mark to reach 32,797; bap­
tisms set a new all-time high at 251,901. Members 
passed the 3 million threshold to reach a total of 
3,450,900. Net church growth was 17.4 percent, while 
new church growth in the reporting year was 5.75 per­
cent and membership growth was 15.4 percent.

All of this happened even as the missionary force 
experienced a negative growth of 13 missionaries during 
1992. The loss resulted from continued high retirements 
of the large number of post World War II appointments, 
slightly elevated resignation figures, and completion of 
service of a larger International Service Corps comple­
ment. On December 31,1991, there were 3,906 mission­
aries in the force and on December 31,1992, there were 
3,893. It takes at least 440 to 480 annual appointments to 
attain significant gains in the force. There were 414 
appointments in 1992.

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Home Mission Board Highlights

Phil Jones

The purpose of the Home Mission Board is to 
serve Southern Baptists by assisting churches to 
proclaim the gospel of Jesus Christ, to start and 
grow New Testament congregations, and to min­
ister to persons in need in the name of Christ. 
The Home Mission Board cooperates with 
churches, associations, state conventions, and 
other Southern Baptist Convention agencies to 
develop and implement a comprehensive strate­
gy of missions and evangelism in the United 
States and assigned territories. The Home Mis­
sion Board has five priority emphases:

• evangelism
• church starting
• church growth
• ministry
• prayer and spiritual awakening

Personnel
A major strategy of the Board is to appoint, 
approve, support, and equip missions personnel. 
At the end of 1992 the Home Mission Board had 
4,868 home missions personnel assigned to serve 
in all 50 states, the Caribbean, American Samoa, 
and Canada. Included in this count are 828 Mis­
sion Service Corp workers who have completed 
two years of service. Another 972 Mission Service 
Corps workers have tenure of less than two years.

A second major strategy of the Home Mission 
Board is to:

• endorse chaplains
• recruit, train, and deploy short- and long­

term volunteers
• encourage and support bivocational ministers 
At the end of 1992 there were 2,293 chaplains 

who had been endorsed by the Board. These 
include 1,034 military chaplains, 737 health care 
or pastoral counselors, 297 institutional chap­
lains, and 225 business and industrial chaplains.

During the previous year the Board assisted in 
assigning over 71,740 volunteers throughout the 
nation. This is the largest number of home mis­
sions volunteers ever recorded. These personnel 
were part of a number of volunteer programs 
supported by the Home Mission Board such as 
Mission Service Corps, Christian Service Corps, 

innovators, semester missions, student summer 
missions, and Sojourners. The number of volun­
teers includes assistance in placement of youth 
groups, evangelism, and language church exten­
sion volunteers.

A report based on analysis of the 1991 Uni­
form Church Letters indicated that 26 percent of 
all Southern Baptist churches (or 9,944 churches) 
have bivocationals pastors. Most churches with 
bivocational pastors are small, rural churches. 
Interestingly, churches with bivocational pastors 
have slightly higher baptism rates than churches 
with full-time pastors. The report concluded that 
using bivocational pastoral leaders is an effective 
approach for new work, especially in urban areas.

Evangelism
The Home Mission Board has a goal of leading 
Southern Baptist churches to baptize 500,000 
people by the turn of the century. This overall 
goal is broken down into yearly incremental 
goals. In 1992 the goal was 400,000. The report­
ing of Uniform Church Letters showed that SBC 
churches reported 367,847 baptisms—a shortfall 
of 32,153. Unfortunately, the results in 1992 
were 7.3 percent less than the number of bap­
tisms reported in 1991.

The missions personnel of the Home Mission 
Board, the staff, and the missions volunteers 
reported that their work resulted in 106,207 pro­
fessions of faith during 1992. These groups 
reported 33,290 additions to churches and 5,773 
decisions for special service. Chaplains reported 
24,000 professions of faith and 4,600 baptisms.

Church Starting
During 1992, there were 1,235 new congrega­
tions started. Of these, 649 were primarily Anglo 
congregations, 515 were ethnic congregations, 
and 117 were Black. These figures highlight the 
remarkable diversity of new Southern Baptist 
congregations.

Ministry
An objective of the Home Mission Board is to 
lead all Southern Baptist church members to 
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meet people's needs in Jesus' name and to 
involve them in the life of a church. Analysis of 
the 1992 Uniform Church Letters indicate that 
58.6 percent of SBC churches have special min­
istries to meet the needs of people in their com­
munities. These community ministries include 
(among many others) giving food, clothing, day 
care for young and elderly, literacy training, 
work with internationals, and resort ministry.

Financial Resources
The work of the Home Mission Board is made 
possible by the generosity of Southern Baptists 
primarily through their gifts to the Cooperative 
Program and to the Annie Armstrong Easter 

Offering. In 1992, the Home Mission Board 
received $27,031,392 through the Cooperative 
Program and $37,614,592 through the Annie 
Armstrong Easter Offering. Cooperative Program 
funds accounted for 28.6 percent of the total rev­
enue of the Board while the Annie Armstrong 
Easter Offering accounted for 39.8 percent.

Other sources of income include interest and 
fees on the church loans and bonds, investment 
income, rent, and other gifts and contributions. 
The total of all funds received in 1992 was 
$92,410,910.

This is the second of the final 10 annual reports on 
Bold Mission Thrust. The 1991-92 church year 
ended with only eight years left in the final decade 
of an emphasis planted in the hearts of Southern 
Baptists in 1976. A Missions Challenge Committee 
completed two years of study with recommenda­
tions that challenged Southern Baptists to pray, 
give, and work so that "every person in the world 
shall have the opportunity to hear the gospel of 
Christ by the year 2000."

The term Bold Mission Thrust became the theme 
of the emphasis in 1979 at the meeting of the 
Southern Baptist Convention in Houston, Texas.

In 1987, the Southern Baptist Convention, 
meeting in St. Louis, Missouri, adopted the 1990- 
2000 Bold Mission Thrust Denominational 
Emphasis Plan prompted by the same statement of 
purpose that made the Convention in 1976.

The purpose of the 1990-2000 Bold Mission 
Thrust Emphasis Plan is to provide a way 
whereby Southern Baptists can pray, plan, 
and work together to carry out Christ's 
commission to go into all the world and 
make disciples.

Fourteen priority concerns were identified as 
requiring the most urgent attention of Southern 
Baptists:

1. Reaching losts persons with the gospel of 
Christ

2. Accepting and teaching the Bible as the 
authority for faith and life

3. Engaging in worship that magnifies and 
honors God

4. Helping disciples grow toward Christian 
maturity

5. Strengthening love and harmony within the 
fellowship of the church

6. Demonstrating commitment to missions 
through personal involvement

7. Ministering to families, including singles and 
senior adults

8. Establishing and growing new congregations 
and other forms of new work among all people

9. Penetrating diverse urban cultures and atti­
tudes with the gospel

10. Following Christ's servant pattern in Chris­
tian service

11. Understanding and sharing Baptist doctrine, 
heritage, history, and polity

12. Supporting the church's mission by sacrifi­
cial, joyful giving

13. Ministering to persons in need, such as the 
alienated, homeless, hungry, displaced, and abused

14. Demonstrating commitment to intercessory 
prayer through a Conventionwide network of 
intercessory prayer

Thirteen goals were approved, each in two five- 
year increments. The Year 2 report of accomplish­
ments relates to goals for 1990-95.

The 1990-95 period theme, Share Heritage and 
Hope, was focused in 1991-92 on Share Heritage 
and Hope ... Embrace God's Word (2 Tim. 3:15- 
17). Annual themes for the current year and two 
remaining years of the five-year period are:

• 1992-93 Share Heritage and Hope...Equip 
Believers (Eph. 4:12)

• 1993-94 Share Heritage and Hope...Serve in 
Christ's Spirit (Phil. 2:5-11)

•19 94-95 Share Heritage and Hope...Evangelize 
the Lost (Luke 19:10)

At no time in Southern Baptist Convention his­
tory has equipping believers been a more crucial 
task for churches. The reality that God calls all 
believers to be involved in ministry and that the 
encompassing goal of Bold Mission Thrust cannot 
be reached without the effective involvement of all 
believers makes it critical.

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Southern Baptist School 
Enrollments and Budgets

Enrollment figures at Baptist schools again in the 
fall of 1992 showed an overall increase. This was 
the 11th consecutive year the enrollment at 
these institutions has shown an overall increase.

The 115,353 enrollment figure for those seek­
ing academic credit at Southern Baptist colleges 
and universities in 1992 was a 2.0 percent 
increase over the 1991 total of 113,262.

These enrollment figures, released to the Edu­
cation Commission of the Southern Baptist Con­
vention by each school,include both full-time 
and part-time students in credit courses. These 
figures do not include students enrolled for con­
tinuing education units nor those enrolled in 
noncredit courses.

The enrollment figures show that 36 of the 53 
colleges and universities identified with a Baptist 
state convention reported an increase in 1992.

In a recent article on enrollment published in 
The Southern Baptist Educator, Tim Fields of the 
Education Commission staff, reported that some 
of the Southern Baptist institutions have reached 
or surpassed their established enrollment limits. 
This means that some of these schools are limit­
ing the number of incoming students accepted 
and have restricted recruiting activities or have 
set higher admission standards for the students 
who are accepted.

Fields also reported that an "Early Estimates" 
report by the U.S. Department of Education had 
predicted that total college enrollment at private 
and public institutions in the U.S. would only 
increase by 1 percent. The of 2 percent enroll­
ment increase at Southern Baptist colleges com­
pares well with the enrollment increase predicted 
in both private and public four-year institutions.

An article in The Chronicle o f Higher Education 
earlier quoted college administrators as saying 
that freshmen enrollments would be down at 
many colleges because of tuition increases and 
because of the declining numbers of high school 
graduates. At the same time, according to The 
Chronicle article, overall college enrollments, in 
fact, had increased because of "an influx of adult 

students who were waiting out the recession in 
college classrooms."

The enrollment of significant numbers of 
nontraditional students has obviously affected 
the enrollment picture in all colleges and univer­
sities, as well as those related to Southern Baptist 
state conventions.

The enrollment figures for the Baptist institu­
tions do not seem to reflect a trend for either a 
type of institution or for a geographical area. In 
states with more than one Baptist school, enroll­
ments both increased or decreased at individual 
institutions.

Southern Baptist college and university enroll­
ments continue to include a number of persons 
classified as nontraditional students. These are 
persons who, for the most part, have returned to 
complete unfinished programs, started higher 
education later in life, or who seek to receive 
training in additional professional areas than 
those in which they previously have been serv­
ing.

Older students and those seeking some addi­
tional education usually are unable to attend 
school full-time or must fit the scheduling of 
classes around other responsibilities in their life. 
They need and seek faculty members who under­
stand and respect the circumstances the students 
face in their endeavor to complete or enlarge 
professional experience.

Faculty members at Baptist colleges and uni­
versities perform true Christian service by recog­
nizing the opportunity to minister to and to 
serve the needs of such students.

The nontraditional students have been one of 
the factors involved in the continued growth in 
enrollment in the Baptist institutions.

Financial support from the state conventions 
to the various Baptist schools did not change 
appreciably during the 1992 school year from 
that of earlier years. The average amount of the 
annual budget of each of the Baptist institutions 
received from state convention sources continues 
to be about 10 percent. Most of the state con­
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ventions have faced decreased incomes in the 
gifts received from church budgets. As the state 
conventions have been forced to rethink budget­
ing to convention institutions, these state con­
vention entities have faced increasing budgets 
and rising costs. This means, of course, that the 
amount received from contributing state conven­
tions continues to be a smaller percentage of the 
total institutional budget.

The continuing significant difference between 
the amounts received from state convention 
budgets and the rising budgets of the educational 
institutions must be met by tuition increases and 
raising fairly large amounts from private donors 
for operating costs and for increasing the 
amounts of institutional endowments. Many 
Baptist institutions are forced increasingly to 
become dependent on income from endowment.

Even the six theological seminaries, which all 
receive a significant part of their budgets through 
the funds contributed through the churches of 
the Southern Baptist Convention, are feeling 
pressure to seek additional funding for their pro­
grams.

The theological seminaries have been able to 
maintain the costs to the students at these insti­
tutions at a considerably lower level than the 
amounts charged at comparable theological 
schools. The seminaries are facing increasing 
financial pressures as the Convention resources 
have leveled and as operating costs have contin­
ued to escalate.

As state convention and SBC income contin­
ues to plateau and costs of the Convention mis­
sions operating budgets continue to increase, the 
institutions related to the conventions will face 
the growing possibility of lowered percentages of 
their total costs being covered by funds received 
from convention budgets. Many of the state 
conventions are currently studying the formulas 
by which allocations are made to educational 
institutions.

Within recent years several Baptist colleges 
have faced crises in their relationship with the 
state Baptist convention to which they have 
related historically. Some observers have predict­
ed that these changes in relationship may con­
tinue to be a pattern.

The loss of relationship is a tremendous blow 
both to the institution and to the Baptist state 
convention as the opportunity for witnessing to 
a significant portion of society, especially to the 
developing leadership of that society, is lost.

The challenge to all Southern Baptist educa­
tional institutions today is the opportunity to 
educate those who will serve in all fields of 
human endeavor and to lead these persons to 
understand their opportunity to integrate their 
personal faith in God within their chosen profes­
sion.

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The Next Ten Years
Population Age-Group Projections, 1993-2003

Since Southern Baptist Sunday School enrollment generally follows population trends, fluctuations or 
trends can be anticipated. The U.S. Census Bureau has projected the population by age for each year 
until 2050,1 and much of this data is based on persons living at this time and their expected lifespan. 
Of course, unexpected catastrophes could change these trends.

Another factor that could affect these projections is the number of births in the future. According 
to those persons who have projected the number of anticipated births, there will be slight changes 
from year to year, with a small decrease over the next 10 years.

Preschoolers
For purposes of analysis by Sunday School age grouping, we will look at the categories of birth 
through two-year-olds and three through five-year-olds for the preschoolers.

According to the Population Division of the U.S. Bureau of the Census, the birth through two-year- 
olds category, is expected to experience a slight decrease each year, with an overall decrease of approx­
imately 4.4 percent between the years 1993 and 2003.

A significant demographic trend in recent years has been the emergence of childless couples. Child­
less couples are in the minority, but their increase warrants attention. Projections indicate that the 
proportion of women now in their early 20s who will never have children will probably exceed 25 per­
cent and could even reach 30 percent. This is far above the 5 to 10 percent rate that has characterized 
most American women in this century.2

The other category—three through five-year-olds is expected to increase slightly through 1995 and 
then decrease for the remainder of the 10-year period. The net change for this age group is projected 
to be a decrease of approximately 2.1 percent.

Although the number of children is expected to decrease, the problems they face will intensify. 
Nearly a fourth of all U.S. children are born to unmarried women, and many more are born into mar­
riages that end in divorce. Among the single-parent families approximately 87 percent have a female 
head. About a third of absent fathers provide child-support payments, and even fewer pay if they 
have never been married to the mother.

Fathers who do not live with their children often show little interest in them because they have 
remarried and may have acquired stepchildren or fathered more children. Loyalty to the new children 
may shift from the old just as marital loyalty shifted to the new wife. Some men are biological fathers 
and sociological fathers, but many are not both at the same time.3
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Projected Population, Ages Three Through Five Years

Children
The age group 6 through 11-year-olds, is expected to have an annual increase each year until 2001 
when it will begin to decrease. The overall change for the 10-year period is projected to be an increase 
of 7.3 percent.

Another factor which may affect curriculum materials for this age group is the existence of middle 
schools in some public school systems and not in others. The question is whether 12-year-olds will be 
included in the Children's Division or the Youth Division. Probably some churches will include them 
with children, and others will include them with the youth. A research project is currently underway 
in which churches will be surveyed to determine how this situation is being presently handled and 
how church leaders prefer the curriculum materials be designed.

Youth
This group, the 12 through 17-year-olds will increase each year throughout the 10-year period. The 
total expected increase for the 10-year period is 16.3 percent.

Again, the middle school concept will affect this group because of the 12-year-olds. Another situa­
tion which must be dealt with, is the date on which children are advanced to the Youth Division. If 
they are moved at the end of the school year, some churches have the understanding that the newly 
advanced youth may not participate in certain activities such as youth choir trips because they have 
not been rehearsing for the musical presentations.

Young Adults
The 18 through 24 age group is expected to show a slight decrease through 1996, and then an increase 
each year after that for the remainder of the 10-year period. The net change is projected to be an 
increase of 7.3 percent.

The age group 25 through 34 is expected to experience a decrease each year throughout the 10-year 
period and beyond. The total decrease for the 10-year period is projected to be 12.5 percent.

At the present time, this group includes a portion of those individuals who are referred to as baby 
boomers. As younger persons are promoted into this group through the years, the baby boomers will 
advance to the next group resulting in decreases for the young adult group.

The life-style of baby boomers will greatly affect their participation in the church. The fact that 
they have less free time than the average American does not keep them from treating leisure as a 
necessity. They do not think of leisure as something that must be earned through hard work, accord­
ing to Adweek's Maria Fisher: "A generation of Americans has come to see leisure as a birthright, even 
if the way they spend it seems anything but leisurely."4

"People aged 30 to 49 have only 16 hours of leisure a week because of their work and family 
responsibilities. No wonder so many baby boomers feel rushed. The baby boom's leisure lifestyle- 
single and unencumbered—has become a married and harried lifestyle as it juggles work and family."5

The well-educated baby-boom generation has raised the percentage of Americans currently reading 
books, which could make them good prospects for study programs in the church. Also, their concern 
that their children adopt moral values should make the church important to them.

Of crucial significance is the fact that baby boomers and other younger Americans are becoming 
less denominationally loyal. They are more concerned about the kinds of benefits they receive from 
the church than with which denomination the church is affiliated. They may attend one church on 
Sunday morning, and another on Sunday evening or some other evening to attend a special interest 
support group. If denominational distinctives have not been emphasized, these persons may be easily 
drawn to the church which offers ministries in the area of their interest.
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Adults
The group that is frequently called median adults, ages 35 through 64 is expected to increase each year 
throughout the 10-year period and beyond. The total increase for this group is anticipated to be 22.4 
percent.

A large portion of this group consists of the baby-boom generation, which includes those persons 
who are now between the ages of 29 and 47. As this group moves up the age scale, they will continue 
to affect the median age.

Senior Adults
The group that has received so much publicity related to future growth, those aged 65 and older, will 
not experience dramatic increases during the next 10 years. The group will increase each year during 
the period, and the overall increase will be 8.9 percent according to the projections

The latest Census Bureau projections indicate that the population ages 65 and older will continue 
growing—steadily at first, from 31 million persons (12.5 percent of the total) in 1990 to 39.7 million 
(13 percent) in 2010.

After 2010, however, the elderly population is projected to grow rapidly, as the baby boomers enter 
its ranks. By 2030, when the younger boomers reach age 65, more than one in five Americans—nearly 
70 million— will be age 65 and older, according to the projections. In the meantime, median age, 
already a record high 32.8 years in 1990,will also climb—reaching a high of 39.4 years in 2040.

Along with the graying of America will come changes in ministry challenges. Cheryl Russell 
divides this age group into three classifications and describes each by their life-style. First, there is the 
Go-Go Stage—the age between 65 and 74. This is an active time, when people have the most inde­
pendence and can usually fully enjoy their leisure. Many people in the Go-Go Stage head South for 
the winter, take up long abandoned hobbies, discover new interests, and travel.
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The second stage is the Slow-Go Stage, from ages 75-84. People slow down, but they can still carry 
on most of their usual activities. Some slow-gowers need help doing daily chores, but most continue 
to live independently.

The third and final stage is the No-Go Stage, ages 85 and older. Many people aged 85 and older

need help with daily chores, and some need skilled nursing services.
Since many retirees are in excellent health, are mentally alert, and desire to be physically active, 

they can become assets to the church through volunteer projects. On the other hand, if they are not 
challenged properly, they may become disinterested in the church and spend their time in seeking 
personal pleasure through travel and other activities.

Retirees of the future should not be compared to retirees of 40 years ago. Retirees of the future will 
be better educated, more adventuresome, probably more affluent, and more independent.

Many of the retirees of the next 10 years will be part of the small generation born during the 
Depression of the 1930s when fertility in the United States fell and immigration slowed. They worked 
hard and participated in retirement plans and investing in homes. They will probably live comfort­
ably on these benefits in their retirement years.

Summary
Total population is projected to increase almost 9.4 percent during the 10-year period 1993-2003, but 
some age groups will increase and some will decrease. Preschoolers are projected to decrease slightly. 
Young adults will also decrease. The youth, adults, and senior adults will experience an increase, with 
adults having the greatest percent increase during this 10-year period because of the baby boomers. 
Senior adults will increase, but not as rapidly as they will when the boomers enter that segment of the 
population

7. foreign missions (includes Lottie Moon 
Christmas Offering and other designated gifts to 
foreign missions)

leges, seminaries, etc.)

Total Receipts—Total receipts consist of total 

gifts plus money received by the church from 
other sources such as rentals, day-care program 
fees, income from savings, pastoral aid, parking 
fees, etc.

Undesignated Gifts—Undesignated gifts 
include the total amount of money given by 
members and visitors and includes money 
received in envelopes or the collection plate. The 
church uses its budget to determine how to 
spend this money.
