+ OHIO BAPTIST CONVENTION.

We have received a printed copy of the
Minutes of this Convention, compnising also
the proceedings of other societies of the Bap-
tist denomination in Ohio. The 20th anniver-
sary was held at Lebanon, last May, and ap-
gem to have been well attended by delegates

om churches, associations, and corresponding
societies.

From the annual report we learn, that 32
missionaries, including agents, had been ap-
pointed, the past year. e of these was em-
plgyed to labor among the colored brethren in
different parts of the State. Anotheris a Ger-
man, David Rothen, who is under the

joint patronage of the Convention, and the
American Baptistt Publication Society, in the
capacity of colporteur missionary. He will la-

bor chiefly with the Germans. The result of
the labors of these missionaries is, 28 regular
stations have enjoyed stated preaching, 7 new
stations and fields of labor have been occupied,
and four churches previously assisted will
need ro further aid; several churthes consti-
tuted, and 150 persons baptized. The receipts
into the treasury, for domestic missions was
$2,717. ;

The Foreign Mission Society had received
the sum of ﬂl&?: the “Bible “Society $682.
The Education Society reported that 12 young
men, preparing for the work of the ministry,
had received assistance during t ear.—
The sum of $436, had been pus into the trea-

sury.
