located. A University was at last chartered, |
and a school commenced which is designed, as |
soon as possible to take that form, at Murfrees- |
borough, in this vicinity. The Religious E
Herald, Va., of the 19th November, speaks of}
us thus:—

“A few years ago our brethrenin Tenngssee,
resolved to make an effort to establish a college
in that State, for the,improvement and more
thorough education of the youth in the Baptist
church. The citizens of ﬁur{rulborough. of-
fered to raise a considerable sum, provided the
College should be located there. JE‘he proposi-
tion was accepted, a charter obteined for an In-
stitution to be called Union University, profes
sors were appointed, and also an agent. The
latter in a short time resigned his agency; the
professors also resigned; and the University,
we believe, never went into operation.

Not discouraged, however, by the failure of
their previous efforts, it was tfewrmim-d ‘last
year that another agent should be appointed,
and a strenuous effurt made, to raise a sufficient
sum to endow the institution, so far at least, as

to enable it to commence operations. Elder

Bradley Kimbrough, a highly respected minis-

ter, was prevailed on to undertake the agency,
and from various reports in the Baptist, we
judge that he will be able to accomplish his ob-
Ject.”

This statement is correct, except in {weo par-
ticulars. ‘The Institution was carried indo op-
eration at the time, and has continued regularly
to progress until now; and although the Pres-
ident, who was the first agent, did resign, the
Professors did not. Rev. Joseph H.-Eaton, a
brother of Professor Eaton of Madison Uni-.
vetsity, N. Y., and inferior to him in no-re-
spect, except in age, took charge of ot school
at first, and is still at its head. He has had
associated with him always one Professor, and
sometimes two, who have had usually under
their charge about sixty ptipils. We have an
edifice and grounds, those formerly belongmg
to the Bradley Academy, snfficiently large and
commodious for our present purposes. Our

The progress we have made, though not equal
to our desires, has, upon the whole, perhaps,
been as rapid as we had any good reason to an-
ticipate. We have made nospecial noise about
our school, because we did not think ourselves
particularly “smart.” Probably we have not
said as much as we ought to have , and
this may have been the reason why so little
has been known about us in other States.

Regarding Baptist education in the South
generally the Herald states some very interest-
ing facts:—

«In Georgia and South Carolina, within a
short period, large sums have been raised for
the betterendowment of the Baptist literary and
theological institutions. In Kentucky, George-
town College has been placed in a position to
carry on its operations successfully; thus prov-
ing that funds can be raised in the South and
South West, for institutions of learning. We
regret that our own State and North Carolina,
are so far behind their sister States, in this
work: Whake Forest Institute is still in debt,
‘brethren in that State have been making a stre-
nuous effort to pay this debt, and to raise an
additional sum to endow their institution.

Richmond College is free from debt, but it has
yet no endowed professorship. Ithas en agent
in the field, but we have not heard from him for
several weeks past, and fear that he has not
been very successful in his efforts this fall. Tt
is true, that Virginia has done much towards
sustaining Columbian Collegein past years, and
that an agent hds also been successfully labor-
ing in behalf of that institution the past yearin
our state. Considerable sums have also been
raised for Rector College, and Bottetourt Sem-
inary, by our brethfen within a few years past.
Still, notwithstanding these drawbacks from

ournumbers and wealth, we might, without |

imposing on ourselves any onerous burthen,
raise in a short time the requisite amount.
