TIPPLING 'BILL.

In this number we publish the late law li«
censing tippling houses. To our friends in
the country, who may not be apprised of the
ease with which penal sanctions are violated,
anl how difficult it is to bring offenders to
justice, the law may seem well guarded; and
without thinking, may be led to regard,
pecially Ly the demagogue who aided in pa
ing it,) the law as a wonderful prodigy ¢
superior legislation. But friends, be not
ceived; it is a most insidious thrust at the
morality and good order of society; and we
appeal to you now, to raise the toesin of a-
larm at once, nor cease your efforts uatil
these legislative offenders are brought to jus-
tice, and the foul bloteh wiped from our fair
escutcheon. :

The passage of the law is a foul disgrace
to the State. It has humbled her amongst
her sister sovereignties, and in the estimation
of the good in every place. ‘I'ennesses was
the first State to prohibit, by law, the retai
of spirituous liquors. And for this bold and
magnanimous step she was extolled and boo-
ored, And by how much this ‘step elevated
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and dignified her, by so much does the late
law degrade and disgrace her fair name.

All the friends of this law, proclaimed
themselves, in the legislative hall, the advo-
cates of temperance, and avowedly voted for
it upon the ground, that it would more suc«
cessfully stop the retail of ardent spirits. But
they must have been either dishonest or ig-
norant of the effect of legislation upon pub,
licsentiment. If the latter, they may claim
some apology; if the former, they cannot
meet too large a share of condemnation.

By the passage of this law our legislators
bave formed a partnership between the peo-
ple of the State and rumsellers, whereby each
individual is to receive a certain proportion
of the amount which he pays into the T'reas-
ury. The retailing of spirituous liquors is
also rendered as honorable a culling, so fur
as legal sanction is concerned, as any other
in the land, Such men will not now hang
the head, and, of necessity, fix up their blinds,
but will garnish their rooms, and decorate
their apartinents with all that is beautiful
and enticing. '

As it respects the guards thrown around
the law, they are all stuff, except such as will
enure to the advantage of the retailer. If the
Legislature had simply said—Resolved, that
the retailing of spirituous liquors be regard.
ed as disgraceful and dishonorable, it would
have been an hundred per cent. more formi-
dable than the present law with all its oaths
and penalties. Public sentiment is more fear-
ful than the gibbet, or prison with its thou-
sand bars. Who can bear the frowns of an
indignant populace?

But we have no more time 1o devote to
this subject at present; we refer you to
tha law, and appeal to you as lovers of
your country, of the rising generation, as
the friends of good order, to popder well its
provisions. It raises revenue by legalizing
vice—makes widows and orphans—builds
prisons—raises the gallows—produces dis«
cord—death—and subverts the foundations of
good society.

CONGRESS.
We have advices from Congress up to the

26th ult, Both branches were occupied with
the discussion of the Oregon question, and
the measures consequent upon it. In the
Senate, Mr. Crittenden’s resolution to give
Great Britain notice of the termination of the |
joint-occupancy of the territory, was still un-

der cousideration, together with various a-

mendments; the House was in committee of
the whole upon the same subject. As yer,
nothing definite has transpired, and the dis~
cussion promises to be lengthy and protract-
ed. Itis hoped that the intelligence from
England, received by the Hibernia, which is
of a decidedly pacific character, will have a
favorable effect upon the action of Congress,

dopted in both chambers of the General As-
sembly, this body adjourned, without day, on
the 24 inst. We copy the following para-
graph, on the subject, from the Republican
Banner, of the 4th:—

ed, as was expected, on Monday evening—
having been in ion within a few days of
four months. They have done a good many
things that they ought not to have done, and
left undone things Wwhich they ought to bave
done, but still they have passed several mea-
sures that, in all probabpfity, will prove a

reat advantage to their cghistituents. Prom-
inent among these are THe acts for the incor«
oration of the Nashville and Chattanooga

ailroad Company, and for the improvement
of the navigation of the Cumberland by
means of Locks and Dams. ‘I'hey have
been liberal in theif appropriations .for the
erection of the Capitel and towards the sup-
port of those noble institutions—Asylums for
the Blind *and for the Deafl and Dumb; and
they have manifesied their humanity and,
we think, a considerate regard for their own
reputation and future success, in refusing to
adopt the Bill, which passed through the
House of Representatives, for the sale of
the Lunatic Asylum, and the return of its
unfortunate inmates to the places whence

they came.”

TRUTH IS OMNIPOTENT AND WILL PRE-

Christianity can never be eradicated by
persecution, though its pro in a given
region may be for a season thereby retarded;
and such was the fact with Baptist churches
in New England in the periods of their ear-
ly history. For about a century they seem
not to have had any very great visible en-
largement. During this long period onl
eighteen churches had been gathered in a
these States. Meanwhile their sentin.ents
were, to some extent, pervading the whole
country. In 1639 the first Baptist Church in
America was constituted; the same being
now known as the First Baptist Church in
Providence, R. I. In about fifty years from
| Lower
Dublin, Pa., which is the oldest in the Ulni-
ted States without the bounds of New Eng-
and. In 1707, there were only seventeen
Baptist churches in America, nine of which
were in New England, und four of these
were in Massachusetts. In 1740, they had
increased to thirty-eight; eighteen of which
were in New England—seven in Massachu-
setts. F'rom this period the multiplication of
Baptist churches began to be accelerated.
At the close of the war in 1788, they had in-
creased in New England to one hundred and
two; thirty~seven of which were formed du-
ring the war, The number without New
Er:fhnd at this period, was two hundred
and seven; seventy-four of which were con-
stituted during the war,

The Baptist denomination first gained a
rormnnem location in the States of ‘Rhode
sland, Massachusetts, Pennsylvania, New
Jersey, and Connecticut; and these have
been the centres of emigration from which
bave originated a people now numbering in
their communion more than 720,000 mem- .
bers,—(What a mighty army)—most of
whom are already in the field, battling nobly
in the cause of Christ. It was for the pur-
pose of nromi:g the American, churches to
that activity and zeal in the cause of Christ,
which characterized the early ages of chris-
ti-:li':!, and 10 coneentrate the action of the
friends of Zion, that State Conventions and
General Associations were organized. The'
amount of which they have effected can
only be realized in the morning of eternity.
