It is the same board which
last spring censured ['This idea of eensure is
a mistake] the Alabama Convention for their
queries 1o the Boston Board, expressing at
the snme time their confidence in that Board,
and disapproving ['I'bis is another mistake. ]
of the eall of the Southern Convention, or
the organization of a Southern Missionary
Society., ‘T'hey further recommended the
churches to continue to contribute to the
Boston Board. [Another mistake.)

We supposed that these brethren were act-
ing on imperfect information; and that when
they attnined a better knowledge of the facts
in the case, they would no longer remain the
advocates of the Boston Board. More es.
peeially did we hope this would be the case,
when they learned that the Conveniion had
met, and with such great unanimity organiz-

“ed a separate society.  We could not believe

after the formation of such a society, by such

a Convention, convened from so many states,

concurring sospontuneously and harnonious-
ly in the expediency of a division, that any
portion of ‘I'ennessee Bapti-ts would prefer

i
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to those whose interests, and views, and feel-
ings were so much in unison withtheir own.
But we have been disappointed, grievously,
sorely disappointed. In the abose resolu-
tions this Board has given in its adhesion to
the Boston Board, and the Baptist Missioua-
ry Union, There cun be no mistake in re/-
erence to their position. The Pywo Karen |
Mission, the one obviously meant, is one of
the missions under the care of the Boston
Board, and Kincaid, ns one of their mission~
aries, would not be permitted to accept any
agency unless for tqcir benefit.” He would |
be the agent of e Boston Board, as well as
the agent of the! ‘Tennessee Board, and his
collections would necessarily Le paid into the
treasury of the former as a specific appropria
ation, and entitle the I'ennessee Society toa
representation in the Missionary Union.
(We thought that the American Baptist Un-
1on was ade up of Life Members; andnot |
representatives—Have nt you made here an- |
other mistake, bro. S7?)

We do nor believe that the course of the
Board will he generally approved by the |
‘T'ennessee  Baptists. \We hope that the
Boards of the two other portions of the siate
will not follow their example; but, making
common cause with the southern states in the
great object of missions, will forward their
contribdtions, and send their delegates to the
annual meeting of the Southern Convention
in this city next June.”

Brother Sands may be assured thatall these
resolutions will be rescinded at the next
meeting ol the Board. We have said before,
and we will now say again, that the Southern
Convention will find, nowhere, firmer friends
than the Baptists of Teanessee—Middle |
Tennessee if they please. More able, and |
active, others may be, but not more decided, |
He may think this assertion rather badly sus-
tained by any thing that appears. Very well,
let him, and ofhers, think so. They do not
know quite so many things as we do, nbout
‘Tennessee matters, If the Southern Board
will send an efficient agent among us, he will
find ve ready to nct.

2. And be it further resolved, That nothing
herein contained 1s intended to interfere with the
right and discretion of the proper authorities of
the two contracting parties to renew or pursae ne-
gotiations for an awicable settlement of the contro-
versy respecting the Oregon territory.’
