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ALL RIGHT.

It has so bappened “that, during the last |
twelve months, the action of the Tennessee |
Foreign Mission Board has, out of the
State, been singularly misundersiood, and
therefore, wrongly represented. We bhave
occasionally ulluded to this fact, and com-
plained of the injustice. We dil pnot sup-
pose that any of our editorial brethren de- |
signed 1o place us before the public in a
wrong attitude, nor, in any other way, to
assail wantonly our feelings. Nor did we
choose to enter into.any formal defence of |
ourselves.
