TO SELL?

We take the following fromn a most start-
ling article on this question in the March No.
of the Journal of the American T'emperance
. Union, .

\We are able to hrove that there is no bu-
siness in the community, hcensed or unlicen-
| sed, in which there is =0 mueh dishonesty,
! fraud, vile and abominahle imposition prac-
- nised daily, to the detriment of the people, us

there is in the lujuor husiness. We do not
affirm that one half of the men who apply
for license or obtain hiceuse practise fraud, or
know what they sell, but it is known what
those (enuds are—what the vile adulteration
and fabrication of liquors are and it ought to
be known by every inan who drinks, and eve-
ry man who is called upon to vote for license.
One of the greatest distillers of New Yaork
has affirmed that, in the height of prosperity,
a French chemist cameinto his distillery and
told him how, by the use of certain poisons,
he could manufacture from his whisky every
kind of wine sold in the market, | looked,said
the distiller, athis proposal. 1 saw 1 could
at once maye an itnmense fortune, but when
I looked at the inaterials, my econscience
. would not suffer me to engage in it. In

France, so great has become the extent of the
fraud in the manufacture of hrandies, that an
association has been formed by the chief
vineyard proprietors of the district of La
Rochelle and Gognac for self-protection,—
‘I'hey state, *‘that the practice of diluting and
adulteratimg brandies, by «the excessive com-
petition it endured, is driving all the best
dealers into it.”? On the authority of Mr.
Walsh we learn that in France there are a
set of officers ealled 1'ateurs, whoge duty it
is to taste and test the wines sold by retail,
and they mnearly all resigned, being afraid
they should lose their lives by poison, with
which the wines were adulterated. A physi-
cian in Massachusetts affirms that he pre~
scribed some port wine for a sick ahild,
which the child refused to swallow, because
it took the skin from its lips. He examined
the wine, and found in it ingredients which
would have proved the death of the child.—
T'o such an extent is this system of fraud car-
ried that books are published and, exposed
