1. It is an authenticated fact that Mr. C,
has heen twice excluded from the fellowship
of the Baptist Church; first, from the Church
at Salisbury and Amesbury, (Mass.) in 1524,
Itistrue he was subsequently restored to
membership of said Chureh; but after a {ull
investigation of facts, by an impartial Com-
mittes, it was decided by the York Baptist
Association of Maine, (with which Mr. C,

then stood connected,) on the 13th June, |

1333, that ““Mr. Clark was not restored to a

regular standing as a minister by the Church |

in Salisbury and Awmesbury, but only to'a
place as a private member in the Church, and
only as a private member was he dismissed
from them to the Church in Saeco; conse-
quently he has not, and never has had, a rege
ular standing as a minister in our denomina-

tion, since his exclusion from the Salisbury |

and Amesbury Baptist Church in 1824, al-
though he was aceredited as such by several

ministers and churches, who had not a full |

knowledge of his character and standing.”
