Cerwinly if our hearts were set upon the
work of the. Lord as they ought to be, it
i would be done more vigorously than by the
l most of us it is. Alas! how few ministen

preach with all their might, or speak about

everlasting joys and torments in such a man-
| ner as may make men believe they are in
| earnest! It would make a man’s heart ache
| to see a number of dead men and drowey si-
} ners sit under a minister, without baving a
| word that is likely to quicken or awaken
[ them. ‘I'he blow often falls go hght,
| bard-hearted persons cannot feel.\ Few min-
| isters will 5o murh as exert their voice, and
! stir themselves up to an earnest delivery. Or
| if they speak loud and earnestly, oftentimes
| they do not answer it with earnestness
| matter, and then the voice does but lin
| good. Thbe people will esteem it but m
| bawling, if the matter does not correspond,
| Oun the other hand it would grieve one
| hear what excellent subjects some minist
| treat upon, who yet let them die in 1
| bands for want of a close and lively appli
| tion; what fit matter they bave for convi
| ing sinuers, and yet how little they make
| it. O sirs! how plain, how close, how
ous should we be in delivering a message
such importance as ours, when the everl
ing life or death of men are concerned in it
Methinks we are nowhere so much wanti
as in seriousness; yet nothing is more unsi
| able to our business, than to bhe slight
dull.  What! speak coldly for God and
the salvation of men? Can we believe t
| our people must be converted or condemn
| and yet can we speak 1o them in drowsy 1
' In the nawe of God, brethren, awaken y

| hearts before you come into the pulpit;
when you are there, you may be fit to a
en the hearts of sinners. Remember 1
| they must be awakened or damned; but s

ly a sleery preacher is not likely to awak
them. Though you give the holy things o
God the highest praises in words, if you do
- coldly, you will unsay by your mafner
| that you have said. It is a kind of cofite

of great things, especially so great as t
| to speak of them without great affection
fervency. Speak to your heurers as to m
that must be awakened, either here or in hel



Look upon your congregation with serious-
pess and compassion, and think in what a
state of joy or torment they must be forever,
and that surely will make yeu earnest, and
melt your hearts for them. Whatever you
do, let the people see that you are in good
earnest.  You cannot soften men’s hearts hy
jesting with them or telling them a sinooth
lale, or patching up a gaudy orator. ‘They
will not cast away their denrest pleasures, at
the drowsy request of one who seems not to
mean as he speaks, or to care much whether
bis requést be granted or nag. )

Let us then rouse up ourselves to the work
of the Lotd. Let us spéak to our people as
for their lives, und ““save them as by violence,
pulling them out of the fire,” Satan will not
be charmed out of his possessions; we must
play the battery of God’s ordnance against
it, and play it close, till a breach is made; not
suffering them to make it up agnin, As we
bave reasonable creatures to deal with, we
must see to it that we make the light of Serips
tre and reason shine so bright in the faces of
the ungodly, that unless they wilfully shut
their eyes, it may even force them 1o see.—
A sermon full of mere words, while it waunts
the light of evidence, and the zeal of life, 18
but an image or a well-dressed carcass. In
preaching, there is intended a communion of
souls between us and our people, or a comn-
munion of somewhat from ours to theirs.—
We must endeavor to communicate the full-
est light of evidence from our understanding
to theirs, andl to warm their hearts by en-
kindling in them holy affections from our
own,— Bazxter's Reformed Pastor.
