We should think that brother
Baker's self-respect would not have permitted
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him to write as he has done in this instance.
His captiousness and ill nature will injure him
more than any one else. We will show our

It is not the first time that Dr: H. has en-
deavored to excite the prejudices of his Ten-
nessee brethren against us. What motive he
can have in doing this we tannot divine. We
have never made an effort, either directly or
indirectly, to extend the circulation of our pa-

rin Tennessee and we do not suppose we
E:ve over halfa dozen subscribers in the whole
State. We have made no appeal to the State
pride of Georgia brethren, to arouse their in-
dignation against Dr. H., when he has reflected
on any of our acts or institutions. We have
always thought that it argued a consciousness
of a bad cause, for one to resort to such an ex-
Eedien: to gain an advantage over one whom

e opposed. We think so still.

It is very unpleasant to us to write such an
article as tgis. of one whom we have truly lov-
ed. As we approach eternity we are more and
more disinclined to personal repartees.”

On this we will make some remarks.

1. If any of the Professors of Union Univer-
sity were ever engaged in “perambulating the
country, boasting of their professorships,” we

] never knew it, or heard of it.

2. The plan of Union University was de-

vised by brother Farnsworth. The charter
is not now at hand, or we would publish it,
with pleasure, although it may be like a plais-
ter to cover the State. .
3. Brother Farnsworth way actually the'
resident of Union University, and so remain-
until he resigned. He therefore did enter
n the duties of his office. Bro. Crane was
not one of its ““original professors,” and he did
not enter when elected, upon the duties assign-
ed him, because he did not think it expedient
for him to do so.

4. We had a part in getting up the Coving-
ton Theological Institute, and do not remem-
ber ever to have made a remark in “disparage-
ment” of it. except the expression of an opin-
ion that it is too much under Northern influ-
ence to be acceptable to the South can be so
considered.

5. Of Mercer University we never did say
a word *‘disparagingly.” We have said much
with a view to advance it, but never a word to
retard it, unless when, a year or two since, we -
said we feared it was not prepared to impart
a thorough theological education, was regarded
as offensive. A Trustec responded, in a
courteous manner, showing the advantages of
the Institution, for which we felt obliged to
him. Mercer and Union Universities are not
rivals. They are both laborers in the same
good cause. They are in different fields, and
have room enough. Mercer is our University

'uml
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as much as the Union, and we intend to do all
we can for both.

6. We never attempted to *‘excite the pre-
judices of our Tennessee brethren’ against Dr
Baker, or the Indéx. Such a thought never
entered our mind.

7. Nordid weever imagine that the Index by
possibility might rival The Baptist in Tennes-
sce, or the Baptist the Index in Georgia. We
hereby inform Dr. Baker that we have no jea-
lousies in our soul, nor do we engage in any
rivalries. 'We never thought to do good by
tearing down the cause in one State, to build it
up in another. We love the interests of reli-
gion, and as much in Georgia as in Tennessee.

So much we thought it our duty to say, and
here we | dismiss the subject. When brother
Baker has again occasion to refer to us, or to
any of our Tennessee affairs, we trust he will
be more under the influence of “‘the mind
which was in Christ Jesus.” H.
