dred and thirty-eight thousand two hundred
dollars. The Hearn Manuel Labor School, a
very flourishing Seminary, and also the Pen-
field Female Schoo], are under its direction.
The Christian Index, edited by our old friend
and bro. Dr. J. S. Baker, isits organ. Its mis-
sionaries, who appear not to be very numerous,
seem to unite, very properly wh think, with
their ministry, the labor of colporteurs. Fif-
teen Associations are constituent members of
the Convention, whose aggrezate membership
is thirty-cight thousand five hundred and

eighty-one. Seventeen Associations, with an
