A NEW BOOK.

“Sketches of the History of Roman Liter-
ature, from the earliest period to the accession
of Constantine the Great. By Wilkins Tan-
nehill.”

A small work, of 167 pages, with this title
has recently come forth from the press of Bur-
ton & Billings of this city.

Our friend and neighbor Mr. Tannehill has,
in the preparation of this work, evinced very'

extensive research, and no slight acquaintance

with the Literature, and Philosophy of the
Greeksand Romans. Wehaye read it through
carefully, from beginning to énd, and we state
this fact as one of the best proofs that it is
really interesting and instructive. We think,
however, that the book has the wrongtitle. It
is in fact not a History of Roman Literature,
no such thingappears, but & minia'ure Biogra-
phy of the principal Writers, Philosophers,
and Orators, of ancient Greece and Rome, in-
cluding a few of the earliest Christian Fathers.
Of these last Mr. T' has evidently read Gibbon
with too much attention, and confidence, to
have any very high opinion. His style is some-
times quite careless. The work closes with
an Appendix containing essays on the Origin
of Language, Hieroglyphics, and Alphabetic
writing. 'We commend it to the perusal of our

literary friends.
