As it is encouraging to Christians to hear of

OREGON—HOME MISSIONS.

Letters of different dates, the latest being
April 19th, have been received at 3
Mission Rooms, from Rev. Messrs.
and H. Johnson, . missionaries in
tracts from which would have been publishe:
some weeks ago, but for circumstances beyond
our control.

It will be recollected that these brethren
commenced their jou:‘ney from lowa wuln‘:
numerous compan; emigrants, in
pril, 1845. They Lw inform us that ar-
rived at the Twalletine plains about the 5th
December, having been upon the road about
seven months a half, and traveled more
than 2500 ll:lilel. F borwany il

Bro. Fisher says, * my full proportion
of the services of the company, and walked
further in the performance of them than would
cover the whale distance of the journey.—
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Neither myself nor family laid off our clothing
at night more than four or five times during
the whole journey, always sleeping in our
tent on the groum{ so that we were worn
down with protracted fatigue and care” The
hardships of their journey were increased l‘)y
the rainy season setting in about 15 days be-
fore their arrival. They were kindly received

the people at their stations; quartered for
2-‘ winter in comparatively comfortable cabins
with the families of the occupants.

Brother Johnson and his family had suffered
severely with camp fever, but had nearly re-
covered. With other sliiht exceptions they
all had, up whd:lte of their last letters, en-
joyed ve ealth.
p}iiro. Friylher says: “We were kindly receiv-
ed into the cabin of bro. George, where we have
resided up to the present time.

It is a very small house, being only 18 by
22 feet, and although his fnmﬁy consists of
thirteen persons and mine of six, and almost
every night one, two, or three travelers stop
for entertainment, yet we have passed the
winter thus far as pfeaaantly as you could im-
agine under the circumstances, and probably
more so than did a large |i,ortiun of the last -
migration, though, possibly, a little more strait-
ened for room.”

The brethren had commenced missionary la-
bors, but the wide extent of country over which
the settlers were scattered, the swollen state of
the streams after a whole winter’s rain and the
difficulty of crossing them, together with the
necessity of providing for the comfort and sup-

of their families, had, as may well be sup-
posed, proved serious obstacles to their exten-
sive prosecution. Nevertheless, says one of
them, I have preached every Lord’s day but
three; and as [ am almost daily having inter-
course with inhabitants from various parts of
the country, I hope throngh them, the way is
opening for more extensive labors very soon.

The other—Bro. Johnson, says: "&fhile my

~ family were sick I could not have public wor-
ship in my own house, but I have been invited
to occupy the pulpits of other ministers in dif-
ferent directions. My prospects of having a
good congregation statedly is very satisfacto-
r '!’

At present there is but one regularly organ-
ized lptilt Church in Oregon, but the bre-
thren enjoy encouraging prospects of organiz-
ing _t,wo'orthree_othc rs, and explering the coun-
try very extensively during the approaching

§eason.

As yet there are but few schools in Oregon,
on which account many of the inhabitants suf-
fer much anxiety for their children.
man Catholics, however, are making great ef-

es of -education, where they purpose to
teach all the branches essential to a thorough
education without direccfg inculcating their pe-
culiar religious tenets! Our friends therefore
have already laid the foundation for primary

in superintending and managing a considerable
number of small schools.

They are greatly in want of Sunday School
Libraries; elementary school books on Geo-
graphy, Grammar, Arithmetic, Natural Philo-
sophy, Reading and Spelling, and eamnestly
desire their friends in this part of the country
to provide for them, if not new books, at least
second hand ones.

They also inquire if there are not friends
who will be willing after reading their periodi-
cal religious pamphlets and ﬁcviewa. their
Sermons and other religious literature, to send
them to Oregon, where no such thing is at pre-
sent to be obtained in any other way. They
say: **we are almost in a heathen land, so far
as the circulation of religious intelligence is
concerned, while there is a readiness and eager-
ness on the part of the people generally toread
any thing from the United States. e know
of no country where religious tracts would be
read with more interest than in Oregon."”

The benevolent in our female Societies
might for a year or two find ample scope for
their peculiar efforts in making up boxes of
clothing for the families of these missionaries.
The demands upon their slender resources are
at present very numerous and pressing.

As was anticipated by the missionaries, they
find some serious discouragements—enough to
make ordinary men despond, but their lan-
guage is, “We are by no means discouraged,
but, on the whole, have a growing convigtion
that we were never in a more responsible sta-
tion,” and, ‘““we are often strengthened and en-
couraged by the reflection that we have the
prayers and sympathieg, of many, very many
christian friends, especially when they bow
together round the throne of our exalted Re-
deemer.

The following extract will be read with much
interest by many who have friends in Oregon,
orare themselves thinking of emigrating to that
country:

«Hitherto I have but barely alluded to the
field before us, and I have time now only to
say that the population from the States is esti-
mated at about 5,000 or 6,000, and when once
settled in their homes will extend up the river
about 120 miles above this, and up the various
tributaries from this downward to the lower
mouth of the Willamette. At the mouth of
the Columbia a strong settlement is being
made, and another on Pugett’s Sound. Our
Country below the Cascade mountains is not
extensive, yet as far as I have seen, I think
the fertility of the soil generally will exceed
the description given by Lieut. Wilkes and
Mr. Townsend. The truth is it is in a great
