Deducting from this sum the current expenses
of the year, there remain'in the treasury fifteen
hundred and forty -seven dollars and'ninety-twao
cents ($1,547 92), towards buyilding a chapel
and mission house for the accommodation of the
Society.

Printing. Though we have done less in
this way than desirable for want of funds, yet
I have the pleasure of stating that 3,492 capies
of Mark, and 45,694 copies of sheets and tracts

have been printed or.paid for by the Society, |
