1. In the first place, we say yes, be a man,
brother Roberson, and spcak out whatever
you have to say. We donot like any under-
hand work. None of your dark corner whis-

in the diﬂ'usioan religious knowledge, and
in sustaining a proper medium of christian ip-
telligence.

3. In the third place, the arguments he pre-
sented were in fact, all good and gemuine.
Brother Robertson says he has “found them
all to be false.”” For this he has stated his rea-
sons, but they are not admissable. Let us
look at them.

1. That “traveling preacher” told brother
Robertson that the Baptist would *‘help for-
ward -the cause in our state.” This he says
“he has found to be false.” His proof is thus
expressed—*Our Association has fallen off if
anything this hole year"! Fallen off how? In
numbers; in religion; in activity; in what? We
do not know what Association thisis or wheth-

| er a single copy of our }mpc‘r is taken by any

one of its members. Our paper cannot, of
course, benefit those it never reaches. We
can very'readily imagine that brother Rober-
son's Association might fall off during the whole
year, dnd yet the cause have been materially
helped forward in the State, which contains
‘more than forty other Associations. It is,
therefore, u mistake that this first argument of
that preacher is “found to be false.”

2. That preacher told brother Roberson that
he *could reduce his tobacco bill from twelve
dollars to fen dollars a year, and 80 save the
two-dollars he paid for the paper.” This he
says was false, for “instead of using less, he
has used more' tobacco! But could he not
havevused less tobacco? We say he could,
and ihxa't the preacher’s argument was, there-
fore, good. He says he did not. But that is
nothing to the purpose. Did he try? We
imagine not. Tobacco does nobody any good;
and Dr. King has lately shown this in our
columns, most forcibly. Is it not revolting that
a Baptist brother, who pays twelve doliars a
year for tobacco to chew, or to'smoke, or both,
cannot afford to pay two dollars for the only
Baptist paperin the State!  W¢ have too many

| such Baptists in Tennessce. Of the two we

That preacher could not an-
ticipate that a christian would feel, as brother
Roberson says he does, no interest. in revival
news. His argument here, therefore, only
failed because he did not imagine that a chris-
tian could be unmoved by religion—unaffected
by the consideration of the salvation, or dam-
nation of men.

Now this is really a
hard case. ,We are fully convinced that a pa-
per is essential to the posperity of the cause in
our State., We have labored for two years to
get it up, dnd make it éfficient, and as its in-
come is not yet sufficient to pay any thing, we
edit it without pay.

ondly. What constitutes’ a public offence
upon the part of a church member? If a mem-
ber were to be found at a gambling table, would
that be an offence against the member who
might, by accident, see him there! Or, would
it be an offence against the church?  And sup-
pose a member be guilty of going to a place of
public drinking and become intoxicated, (and
he a member of the temperance society,) and
the church covenant, to which he has subscrib-
ed, positively prohibits the drinking of spirits
in drinking assemblies; would that be a public
offence? And how should such member be
dealt with?

And suppose a member be guilty of fighting
in addition to the above named crimes; woul
not that constitute another offence, for which
he ought to make satisfaction to the church?

And again: Suppose some member go_and
admonish him privately, and the uﬂ'undcrl'ivc
him satisfaction; would that restore the member
who had acted wholly unworthy of the chris-
tian character, to the fellowship of the church,
or wounld it be his duty to make public ac-
knowledgement to the church, and give such
evidence as would satisfy the church that he
did truly repent of his sins!

But suppose a member guilty of all the
crimes, above mentioned, and cited to appear
before the church to answer to the charge of
gambling only, and he would not make a free
and full C(l'lf;'fiiﬂ_ll of the other two offeusive
acts; would the church act right to hold such
member in fellowship!

But again: If a member should confess his
guilt when charged with gamnbling, and express
some sorrow for the act, and at the same
time fail to make- confession of his other of-
fences, because he was not regularly cited to
answer for those erimes, would the church be
justified in coneluding he was sorry for the act
committed!

And again: 'If the church were not satisfied

that he was truly sorry for his copduct, could !

she consistently hold him in fellowship!?

Lastly. Ifa christian were to conunit such
acts, (if a christian can do such th}ugx‘) wounld
he not likely be very sorry for his conduct, and
furnish evidences of penitence.

| nor the world, has any usc for. A man whose
moral habits may be described by these terms
cannot be such a christian as Christ will ap-
prove, and he ought not to be regarded as hav-
: ing any title to the character. Any one guilty
| of two or three such offences, and charged be-
fore the church and convicted of one, for which
he expresses sorrow, but refuses to acknow-

!

| ledge any thing inregard to the others of which
he is known also to be guilty, becausc he has
not been regularly prosecuted on thein, evine-

es in this an anti-religious spirit, and could not
be consistently regarded as in good stamling.
' Nothing short of a public acknowledge-
| ment, and satisfaction in such cases ought to
| be considered competent. No nan, being a
christian, could cpmmit such acts, and not “*be
very sorry for his conduet;” nor unless “the
Church was fully satisfied that he was truly
| sorry for his conduet” could she with proprie-
ty continue to **hold him in fellowship.”
