Agreeable to my promise, this moraing, 1
propose to address you this ev ening upon the
Condition'of Woman in China. 1 know of no

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counitry in thé world, where the condition of
woman is more deplorable than in China.  In
all nations, upon whose darkness the light of
christianity has not shone, we find woman a
miserable, }\'rc'tchﬂl being, cast from the high
sphere which God designed her to fill. Her

| condition, in all countries, uublest with the

gospel, then, is most pitiable, but in none more
80 l‘\an in the Celestial Empire. The birth of
a female child is mn-idvrm{ a lamentable oc-
currence. - When a male child is born the house
resonnds with mirth, music gnd song, and eve-
rv demonstration of jov.

house is filled with the lamentations and plaints

tention is paid to their cducation. 1 know of
only one female who can read in China!!

[ have seen servants at the table frequently,
but never have I seen the wife, or the daugh-
ters. The servants are allowed+to see and en-
tertain company, while the wife is not allowed
a sight of them.

We find kidnapping in all enuntries where
slavery existd, But | believe in none to so
ereat an extent; and so openly and beldly car-
ried on, asin Ching.  And in this we find Bome-
thing singularly strange, that the kidnapped
should consist almost entirely of women! This
can readily be accounted for, from the fact, that
the law attaches but a trivial punishment to the
stealing of a female, while that of a male is vi-

| sited with a severe penalty.

Slavery in China is general, ship loads of
slaves. consisting cntirely of females, are
brought to China from Formosa. We are told
by some writers that infanticide does not exist
in the empire. But it is great mistake. It
does exist there. Hundreds and thousands
arc slain yearly. The tender babe is dashed
by its mother “against the rocks of the field,
commiserating its deplorable fate in life. Now
bear in mind, that every child, every babe.thus
slain is a female! Why bave not you, my
hearers, witnessed similar scenes in your own
country, and in your own midst? Why have
not you, mothers of Tennessee, with your own
hands, torn your babes from your breasts and
dashed them against the rocks, or smoth-
ered them in their slumbers? It is beceuse
you livein a land, and in a cnmmunili,' that
i1s enjoying and governed by the salutary
effects of the Gospel. Oh, that you would

prize it more, and  feel more for those who are
deprived of so glorious and priceless a bless-
mg.

The condition of woman in China is the more
wretched and hopeless, because she is salisfied
with her degradation.

1f we could arouse her;




if we could kindle in her breast an aspiration
for nobler and higher attainments, more hope-
ful would be her state. She never can be rais-
ed from her present position, until she is arous-
cd—and nothing but the gospel can awaken
her—nothing but the gospel can bridge the now
impassable gulf that divides her from the high
position and commanding sphere that her Ma-
ker destmed her to fill. 1 said that she was
satisfied with herdegraded condition. 1 never
have heard a note of complain, not & murmur-
ing word, nora wish for a better, or nobler
fate. China, among her thousand and almost
million of authors, can boast of only one female
writer. She lived about two hundred years
ago and wrote much upon this very subject;
the sphere of woman. Strange to say, instead
of implanting the desire, in the bosom of her
sex, to aspire to what she felt and en
asserted that woman in China, downecast and
downtrodden as she was, occupied her praper

place. Bricks, she said, and paving stones, by |

being lain down and trodden upon for a long
time, become smooth and bright. In like man.

ner, tiles used for a long time  become imper-

vious, consequently the more valuable and
useful. So, she said, women oecupy their
proper places, only when they are downtrod-
den, for like bricks and tiles, their virtues and
good qualities only are brought to light in this
situation. ~ She has thus been taught to be sat-
isfied with her allotment. It would be well if
her ideas in regard to herself were Jimited only
to this life. But there is no bright spot upon
which she can gaze. No ray of hope hghts
her from the fature. If she ?noks beyound this
life all is darkness and despair. The same im-
pressions that follow her in this life, pursue her
eyond the grave. She is denied heaven.
The Chinese heaven is a paradise, abound-
ing in all pleasures and conceivable der]ights.
but from which woman alone is excluded. Ac-
cording to the teachings of their-philnsophen,
one woman would imparadise it. It was a

teachersy if woman would act well here, live
virtuonsly and obediently, can she not enter
heaven?  No, say they, fet her live thus here
she cannot enter heaven as a woman, but she
shall be rewarded; for in death she shall be
ed the joys of paradise! Thus vou see that
mortality to light for the ‘poor female of China.
How, my dear sisters, and the christian females
of Tennessee, would you like. to exchan
states with your sex in"China? Your condi-
tion is better ouly because vou have the Gos-
pel.  No beingsor class of individuals owe more
to the gospel than woman. None should be will-
ing to do more for its extension than woman,
Reflect one moment, not « solitary christian
woman in China! How sad the thought! Yon
may be struck Wwith surprise at this, when you
know that the gospel has been preached there
for the past tep years.
