I \va.s lately told 
by a luinLstaing brother of much expejieuce m the 
niattcr. press the adherents of the .system, anil tbev 
will admit that baptizeil children are nicnibers of 
the ehurrh, and entilleil to all its privileges. That 
a practice so inconsifltent and nnineaiiing .should 
be rapidly falling into di-sxepute and ilisuse. is ju.st 
what we might (expect. 

Let us look at fact.s. AVhen the uniteil (jencral 
.V.ssembly of the Pre,sbytcrian Church represented 
JiiiiMim communicants, aliint twenty-five years 
since, there were 10.(hi0 infant baptisms reported 
for a year, or one to twelve and a half communi-
cants-• while from a late report it appejws that in 
Episcopal Churches numbering l.."/.*-! commuiii 
cants, there were Ml infint baptisms, or one to 
about eight communicants in a city population, 
where, it is well known, the proiiortion of births is 
much le.ss than in the country. This indicated a 
senous ncglect of the institution among our Prcs 
liytcrian brethren, and a>nM<iuently there was, a 
few years later, a general cflbrt throughout our land 
fn>m pu!|iit and press, to justify the waning prac-
1 ice. J 

AVith what leKult! The Old School Assembly, 
for the year ending May, lii54, report in their con-
ni-ction, •J25.-ilH communicants, and 12,(41 infant 
baptisms, or only one to eighteen snd two-tliiitls 
communicants. The A.ssembly of New School 
Presliytcrian.s, who are le.ss strict, report, fur the 
.same dates, 141.477 coniiiiunicants, and in-
fant liaptisms, or no more than one fur nearly tliir-
ty-.seven nieinliers 1 With the one body, infant 
Iia|iti>ni has ileehned fifty per cent., with the other 
almost three hundred : with the other two togcth<-r, 
nearly one hundred per cent, in .-i quarter of a cen-
turv-l ^ • 

Looking into the minutes of the Xew Si-hool 
boily, for a previous year, we Ihiil one church of 
forty-five menibers reporting ten infant liaptisms, 
indicating that with them tho practice is not very 
impopular, wlrile others, numbering from one hun-
drcil to seven hunilred member^ report fiom ten in-
fant baptisms down to a single one, while many re-
port none at all. Wilh the eld Scliool l)Oily for 
the last year, there were less than five and a half 
infant bapti.sms to each minister : wilh the New 
School, less tlian two and a half. A German re-
form«l minister, belonging to a Ixidy j^et holding 
the I rinciple of '• hereditary church roembcrsbip, " 
recenily retired from his charge, having baptized 

infants in tliirty-six and a fourth years, an 
ayeragc of S4 each 3'car. 

.\nd •• more than half the Congregationaljst 
Cliurchcs in New-England report no infant bap-
ti.sms, '' while the neglect of tho practice with tlio,se 
out of New-England is doubtless greater. 

The reader will pardon a few rellections upon the 
above. 

Tho real pedobaptist has a consistent sysUm 
throughout, how greijt soever the errors connected 
with it. Our bret^en"Vvho, in our opinion, cherish 
far more of gospel yicws in geoeral. occupy an 
anomalous positimi in reganl to bapti.sm. Many of 
them have only been b ^ p t i ^ ' in mfancy, while 
they refuse they refuse to pre.scnt their children for 
baptism, thereby virtnally repudiating their own 
baptism. Persons will ayow themselves dissatisfied 
with their own-baptmn, and still go on in the 
church relation, and partake qf the communion, who 
would not deny the" necessity o£ baptism in onr 
Christian system, to which so much importance is 
attached" by the Ne>r Testament Christians. 

Men, possessed of r ^ o n . will not long occupy 
so false a position. The open abandonment of bap-
tism cannot prevail among profcsscl Christians, to 
any extent, and they will either follow out all the 
legitimate conseqaentes of infanf baptism, or pye 
it up entirelj^ iw jre see many are rapidly dtring.

There 
can scarcely '-e a place without reiectors of infant 
baptism, ami - a IVIobaptist chnir-li is no bonie f.ir 
such."' lint tliey should lie gathcrol mto a chnrrh 
where their iight can fully shine. Jf a placc in ..nr 
land ran lie found wiihout snch. there, e.speciallv 
ought the w ay of the I.ord to l>c t.iught more per-
fivily. Withal, the Bairtist inHnence should be 
kindly and tiniily exerted everv-n here. to maintain 
among Chri-tian.-- ihr |>n-i.er teniis of chnrrh ni 
liership. 

Baptist should eheri>.h more tlian they do. 
just denonunational spiiit. They should iwt lie 
delicate in maiutaining their peculiar views, so im-
portant iu reganl to the • oiiler of Christ's hou.se.' 
Merc little more is nece-ssary than lo maintain that 
all tilings slioulil be done a.s Chnst appointed 
Pious Cliristians relu.se to raiisider the Baptist 
grounds, from the small inqiortancc of the dilferen-
ces iavolved, and even persist in acknowledged er-
ror on -•minor points. ' .\nd sometimes Bapti.sl 
charity half assents to the propriety of the i-ourse. 
Let those christians whose views of church inem-
liei-ship are evaiigelictil. feel tliPt all things should 
be ilone ju.st as Chnst has prescribed, and there 
would lie little ditlieully in reganl to eil her the sub-
jects or the mode of baptism, from a wider, or nar-
rower survey. It mi^ht be diflicult to explain why 
the rams' skins were to be dyed red, rather than 
some other color, or even to be left undyed. e.spe-

Baptists, in fine, sliould avoid evcrytliing tending 
to inqiair iheir influence, and put into action all 
their encrgie.s. and inipiuvt all the facilities placed 
ill their power. It is painful to vritness the influ-
ence of the tnith cnfecbh-d. as it often is by extra-
neous causes. 

The succe.ss of Baptist scntimentii under all dr-
cumstauces, is surprising. But relying on the cor-
rectness of their view.s, Uiey are often remiss in 
mproving the ordinary means of success. --These
