But all w i l l agree that there must be restrictions 
somewhere. Where then shaU they be p laccd '— 
Where ought they to be placed? Where must 
they be placed in accordance w i t h the Divine pre-
ccpl! 

I f we adopt the rule to commune w i t h every 
Church that contains pious persons, then we must 
receive Catholics, Quakers, and Mormons to our 
communion. W h o now is prepared to sit down to 
the Lord's table w i t h a mixed mul t i tude of these 
orth..^o.t, heterodox, and errorists of every class and 
grade, all pressed into one common brotherhooil (or 
the special occasion' I apprehend none are. 

Suppose then we adopt the rule to cominune w i t h 
all those, and only those, who are evangelical. To 
do this we must renounce and abandon aU our pr in-
ciples as Baptist?, give np our Bibles and our con-
scien.-es to onr synipathie.^, and admit pouring and 
spr ink l ing to be baptism; which, ia all char i ty and 
candor, we cannot believe. Suppose, however, that 
we yield up our conscientious convictions in regard 
to the Scr iptural order of comi rg to the Lord's ta-
ble. and invi te all evangelical Christians to com-
mune w i t h us' Uow are we to decide who are 
evangelical? '^When Doctors disagree, who shall 
dccide?" Bat this decided, then to be consistent, 
we mu.st extend to them every other Church privi-
lege. 

W i t h , perhaps, a single e.xception, all other 
denominations deny the independency of their 
churches, and locate the governing power in some 
b--Kly beyond the Church itself. These, too, restr ic . 
all their other church acts, commu.iion alone cxceft. 
eJ, to themseves. Baptists, on the cont rary , main-
taining the independency of the churches, the ciiusl-
i t y cf their members, and the restr ict i . in of tncir 
act.s, and ordinances: i f they violate t h d r principles 
by adopi icg mixed communion, they must necessa-
rily adopt miTcd baptism ..Jso. F . r all admit bap-
ti---m to be pre-requisite to cotnmunron. .\nd there 
w i l l be no stopping point this si'Je a total extinction 
of the denomination. I t would be to blot out that 
church, of which Sir Isaac Xewton fays: ' - I t is the 
only Church that refuses to symbolize in any meas-
ure w i t h the Church of Rome; and the nily CkurJi 
trhich heps the ordinances AS TEST WERE DEL IVEKED. " 

Other denominations can, w i t h their views of bap-
t ism, consistently unite in the supper. A i l admit 
immersion to be baptism. Let them then- yield up 
the other two, spr ink l ing and p o t j i n g , and they wi'd 
st i l l have left all that we contend for. I f , however, 
we yield immersion, we not only have nofAiJig le f t , 
but we violate our own conscience'), and sacriSce 
what all admit to be the t ru th . Would Chr ist , our 
head, approve of such oommunionT Would there 
be rcnlly any communion in itT 

But. again, every Church is, f rom the very nature 
of the case, obliged to restr ict its communion to i ts 
own members, or have their discipline broken down 
and cnmmune w i t h their excluded members. For 
instance, the Presbyterians, fur good reasons, ex-
clude a member, and he goes and jo ins another 
Church, . ^ y the Methodist, and then at their next 
communion season he-may present himself as a com-
municant, and they dare net reject h im. The Bap-
tises then exclude a member, no matter for what 
oSence, and the next Sabbath he proposes himself 
and in due t ime becomes a member of a Pedobap-
t ist Church, then at our very next communion Sab-
hath, he comes right up wi thout any confession, or 
satisfac-jon whatever, and t i kes his seat a^ a o m • 
municant, and we can't help cumelves. You tee 
where i t leads. God commands us to ' w i thdraw 
ourselves f rom those who walk disorderly, ' ' ' 'mid 
irith siulK an one not to eat," that is, not commune; 
but open communion obliges us to eat w i t h t h t m . 
Can that be right which puts us under nrci.-3sity of 
violat ing the commands of Christ? 

Bu t again; as I wish to notice all the prominent 
objections urged against us, we are told that i t is 
the Lord 's table, and as such we have no right to 
debar any one f rom i t . 

It is the Lord's Tchle. True: and being His, he 
only has a right to pressribe the order of coming to 
i t . As "Head of the Church,"' he says helieie and 
be baptized, then come to the table and partake.— 
Such was the order He established, and the Holy 
Ghost has never since changed this order of coming 
to the Lord 's table. Having, therefore, established 
precisely the o r f e r , and made i t obl igatory upon the 
Church to car ry oiit that order, we dare not deviate. 
U is fo r t t i s very reason, therefore, that we are so 
str ict to obey the rules of admi . ^on to i t . 

The churches fellowahiped by the Apostles, all 
had one Lord , one fa i th , and one baptism. Our fel-
lowship extends jus t as far as did theiia.

The body of the review is devotcil to prepare 
the minds of all candid reader.s to cstima'e their 
use a.s helps to divot ion: ' the books of prayer 
are only br i tUy coticed. This is very prudent — 
The vast major i ty of professors in Kentucky belong 
to the anti- l i turgical sects; an article intended to re-
view prayer-books, should be pr inc ipal ly devoted 
to a defense of wr i t ten forms, by showing their pro-
pnety . There is a decided opposition among Bap-
tists to t'-e .studied ihotroic, and bleak, cold forms 
contained in these helps to devotion. We are free to 
confess sinco we renounced to icy embrace cf Roman 
ism, we have been opposed to every thing which ha.s 
received the breath of hfe f rom her pestiferous lit-s. 
or been baptized iu the fountam of her iniquities-
We know t h i t there is danger in such casesof car-
ry ing our opposition too f a r , thereby rushing into 
an improper extreme. W e cannot, however, con-
cur ia the opinion that opposinon to wr i t ten forms 
was the result of the mere antagoni.^m of opposing 
religionists. 

Whatever may be said of the reasons of some who 
have opposed l i turgies, i c . , that oppusition f i rm and 
decided to all wr i t ten forms, is now bas>Kl on Scrip-
ture, and the essential artlcssness of the gospel 
prsctices. There are those who do not regard 
Chist ianity as a system of impoEicg ceremonie.s. 
l iv ing in the fretted vaul t , pleased only w i th the 
chanting choir, the organ's ba-ss, or the studied dic-
tion of a book-maker's prayers. Her noble enor 
gies disdain to be repressed by such insidiou.s foes 
to her pu r i t y . In h-"r hallowed' mission, she has 
blessings for the poor, and smiles for the wretched, 
dehghting to hear the song of praise as it wells up 
f rom the fu l l heart. She turns not away f rom the 
broken prayer of penitential sorrow or grateful ac-
knowledgment; though the expressions f i l l harshly 
on ears attuned to the verbal melody of a Cni.shed 
form, they are borne on high, and God hears- the 
wail of a broken and contri te hear t A l l w i l l ad-
mit that suitable words and expressions should 
clothe our thoughts M prayer,as well "IR ia every o'.h 
er exercise. But the essence of prayi r is unaf i lv t 
cd by won'.<. Desirous of suitable exprission.s us 
we .should bp, we should always remembor t h i t , 
• raver docs not con.sist in sentences of 
ncatnc,s,s, delivere ; in a devotional att i tode. 

Let us cxsmine that which la r f l , red in the Uc 
view as • incontrovertible ' prorf in favornf wr i t u n 
f ' jnas of p-av< r. The author i ly to establish tln ir 
propne'-r, is derived f rom the examples of Joini 
the Baptist and the Messiah Dr. Pick doe.i not 
pfTer any proof besides what he supposes is contain-
ed in thrse eximplex. therefore we call atteniion 
part icular ly to t l iem. 

If theflc-cxampies fail in proving the fitness an.l 
propr iety of wr i t ten pr.iycrs. then wc think that 
there is no other proof relied on in Dr Peck's dffense. 
The que.stion then, so far as the.se exaijiples are 
concerned, « easily derided. We « i ! l quote all the 
Dr . has urged in ,bis alleged proof: L u k e i i - 1, 2-
'•And it came to pas.s, that as he was [ raying in a 
ccrtian place, when he ceased, one of his disciples 
said unto h im, Ix i rd , teach us to pray, a.s John also 
taught his disciples. And be said onto them, when 
ye pray-Kay, Our Father which art in heavrn," 
4c . 

Dr . Peck argues that the example of the Baptist 
and Messiah, as above recorded, proves the propri 
ety of wr i t ten forms. ' The epitome," says he, 
'•commonly called the Lord's Prayer, was given, 
not as a mere form, for the Evangelists do not re-
cord exactly the same words and sentences, but as 
a comprehensive, appropriate specimen cf prayer, 
br ie f , but to the purpose; of which, also, the Old 
and New Testaments abound. Th ' se examples 
furn ish proof direct and incontrovertible, that w r i t -
ten forms of prayer are lawfu l . " ' He (theEaptiBt) 
gave them (his disciples) lessons and forms of pray-
er. [^There are these forms found ' ) They f tel them-
sdves st i l l deBcient on hearing their divine Lord 
pray , and ask Jesus to teach the same divine art 
Does he rebuke them b y condemning all fonns of 
p r a y e r because his dispensation was spiritual? Does 
he sneer at and reprove them bccaose they could not 
pray as pro f i tab ly , at least in a social manner, w i th 
out a fo rm of words.' Does he tell them that God 
looks on the heart, and must be worshipped in spir-
i t therefore hig'ear is indifferent to suitable words? 
Docs he call them formalists and Pharisees on ac-
count of t h e r desire to I earn how to pray in prop-
er langua^? None of these. ' H e graciously con-
descends to leach them how to pray, »nd thus gives 
an eternal reproof to all who, through ignorance 
and h i g o t r y j sneer at and despise suitable forms, of 
pray er , and the mstruct ion and praot i ro necessary 
to the e i i f y i n g performance of t h i s i c t of worship. ' ' 

W e have given p ioo f - t e i t and comment B r the 
l o g i c of these puissant interrogatories, the proof of 
w r i t t e n forms IS thought to be cen' lusively estab-
lished. W e u t te r ly fa i l in perceiving where the 
dightest-enJence ensts in these exampira, for the 
use of pr inted forms, or forms of any k ind . I t is 
the prevalent sentiment among all respecUble com-
menUtors, that the example commonly known ag 
the Lord 's prayer , was not given as a form. 

Before we pass on to what we th ink shows that 
i t was not intended as a fo rm, and that no argu-
ment i n fa ro r of forms can be drawn from i t , we 
w ish to i»eseiit a Tiew of the subject which, we 
th i nk , precludes the-use of prayer-books. W e may 
gmnt al l that is asked afaoat the examples of prayer 
being ftnnsj and yet this Tery v iew of them w i l l 
destroy e r e i y bopeof the forms contafaied i n prayer 
books. I f the prayers w h i d i abound in the Old 
and New Testaments are intended as fa rms, then i t 
mnstb® admitted tha t those forms must be t m i * ^ 
s a U y n p d : ^ t h e r e « a n b e n D power i n man to dis-
p e n s e ^ i & t h e m .

is thero in this exam[.Ir, any authority f i r wr i t ten 
furms? If a minister, a.s many d,->. were to give in 
s'jTictions in prayer, and condmie w;th one to illus-
trate the manner and spirit, would it be just or safe 
to conclude that he w i s in favor of wii'tten forms 
and had given in'-nntrovertible pno f of t l .Hr pro-
pr ie ty ' 

Wo think it n pcr.eral E n d mf? iv.nrliisioii the 
prayer of our Savirr w-s not given as a form to be 
used invanably . In the sixth chapter of M i i t h e w , 
we find the prayer prefaced by the expression— 
•After this manner, therefore, pmy ye, ' w h i i h 

shows the purpose for which it was civ, n. Wc 
wi l l quote ihe sentiments of some of our ablest 
commentators, showing their views of i t Barnes 
— •'This prayer id ;;ivon as a mylel. I t is designed 
to express th-; ino.mcr in which we are tc pray: ev-
idently not the preci.se words or pemions which wc 
are to use. 

'•The substance r f this prayer is recorded in Luke 
i i , 1. 2, I t however TL,-;BS from the form given 
in .Matthew, sliowing tha'. he int indcd not t.i prp-
scribfi tins as a f. rm of pra) cr to l;e used always. 
That he did not inten l to prcscr:! -; tlas p.s a f i r m 
to bo inv.%ri»bly u.strl. IS f m h e r e - i J tn t from the 
fact that nei ih t r he nor his disciples ever used ex-
actly this form of p r a v r , l u t clear evidence tha: 
they prayed often in other language. ' We think 
th» reasoning conclr,sive. 

W e wi l l hero quote that able divine. Andrew 
Fuller: ' Th is admi r ib lo sumtn i ry o[ prayer, as 
introduced by Matthew, would seem to be only for 
the purjKlsetil" i l lustrat ing by example, the forego-
ing precepts. Luke, however. repre=ent3 it as oc-
casioned by the Savior's loeing en^ged in prayer at 
a certain place, nn.l when lie ceasvd. one of his dis-
ciples said i into h-m. • I / i r i l . tench us to prayj as 
J;)hn taught al.so his disciples.' If i.i anything we 
need divine instructi on. It is in drawing ni-ar to 
l iod I t do's not apjiear to have l.oen Christ 's de-
sign to estibli.sh a form of prayer, nor was it ever 
used by the disciples, but ii iciely a brief directory 
as to the matter and m i r n e r o f it.' 

Believing that the views enteitoineil nnd expr ss 
ed by the eminent men rofem-d i " an.l Iry all re-
spectable commentators are the true one-ŝ  we mav 
ask. how is i t possible tc support wr i t ten forms by 
•such evidence' I f the p r i ye r of our Savi-r is not 
intended a.s a form how can '- incontrovertible p roo f 
be afl.jrded in favor nf wr i t ten forms—real prater -
books, -entered afoording to act of Congres.s w i th 
prayers for all OTasion.s. public or piivatc'' 

This is the ouli; proof relied on by Dr . Peck to 
establish the propriety of wr i t ten forms: we see 
that i t does not yield proof in favor of wr i t ten f i rms . 
So far as the example is applicable, it is proof that 
form wa.s n"' intended. W e judge f rom ihe nature 
of prayer. itr!>f. wr i t ten forms are improper andca'-
culatcd to subvei t its t rue purpos-?s Prayer is the 
offering np our desires and wants to God. There is 
no true prayer where thereaie no real desires. Di-
vine wisdom fereseeing the diversifieil wants, the 
various desires of those who comc to a throne of 
grace, to unburthen the soul's sorrows, or pour forth 
the warm utterances cf gratitude, left no sterecty-
pcd forms of prayer. 

The publication of prayer-booli^ to macadamize 
the way to a throne of grace, wc th ink calculated 
to foster fo ima l i t y—the direst f.>e of religion. I f 
a prayer was a mere human composition, we might 
become reconciled to wr i t ten forms; but we believe 
all acceptable prayer is of f i red by the help of the 
S p i r i t Th is agency, so essential to prayer, is dis-
pensed w i th , to a great extent, by the use of wr i t -
ten forms. ^ 

A t one of these times when we feci impelled to 
pray—"these spring-times of p iety ' "—who would 
ret i re in secret and b» satisfied w i th a form^ I f we 
would not use one in secret why use one in public? 
This distinction could only be acc.ounted for by pride, 
the bane of all t rue prayer. . The ful l heart and 
prayerful upturned eye woulddfscard the form and 
pour out in unshidied expressions tho offering of 
the hear t The crit ical ear might be offended at the 
improper "phraseology," or the want of verbal judg-
ment in the selection of terra.*, yet i t would be pray-
er, and such as would be rewardo l opefl ly. 

Wet have said that written forms are calculated 
to fos t i r formality.' D r . Peck says, ' ' W E a f f i rm, 
that after l istening to the extempore prayers cf Bap-
tists, Methodists, and Presbyterians, and other anti-
l itUfRical sects, for more than half a century, we 
have been o(T«n mortified and distressed at tha evi-
dences o f mere f m n a l f t y M the unstudied effusions." 
He enumerates many other evils, as local and do-
nrai inat ional fonnaliUes, I C . t h e great evil so 
mireh deprecated is I b rma l i t f . Th is isaHegedasan 
OFI"set to a am i la r charge made against the use of 
wri t t en forms. A U Christians are often sadly oon-
scicus of their want of eaniestneE.S in devotion.— 
Instances of fo rmal i ty are only too numerous. WE 
enter o n r jnvtest agunst fwtnaUty , and a s k D r . 
Peck w h y ^ o e s he attempt to make the evil uni»«»<-
sal? - mriversal! for such it w o « H become, if 
his l o w of forms was generally entert«ned. He 
s p e a k s OF eppoatioB to forms as Toof ish a n d o n -
•URIFTUIRTT and that it originaled and has BEENPSP^ 

petnated* BT THCLJAME perverted ooBsdence as RE^P-

even m secret, we aro to have the forms. I n our 
journeys we are to have a book of forms as a " t ra-
veling companion."' I f this is not fo rmal i ty , an in-
tet«e love of fo rmal i ty , we would l ike to know what 
i t is. I t is our firm belief, that reading these would 
produce a cold, formal spir i t , at war w i th the piety 
and simpl ic i ty of true religion. Ve r i l y , D r . Peck 
may charge extempore prayers w i ' h formal i ty . Ue 
strains at a gnat, and swallows a camel. 

Are Baptists prepared to submit to the adoption 
of these wr i t ten forms upon all occasions? W i l l 
not their united voicc utter a solemn protest against 
the innovation' Wo rejnicQ to know that Baptists 
retain much of the love that characterized tlieir fa-

j l l iers, for tho spir i tual i ty and simpl ic i ty of worship. 
; I jong may i t continue to be so. 
I Whatever may be said of the propriety of com-

posing sermons as a profitable exercire, we decided-
ly object to the reading of them in the pu lp i t Sup-
po.se we make unother advance. The preacher takes 
Chalmers' or Davies' .sermons, or any other compi-
lation, and goes into his pu lp i t , reads a form from a 
prayer book, and also reads one of the beat sermons 
Ur. Peck, as an a'lvocate of wr i t ten fonns of pray-
er, could take no exception to the services. For 
reading fcrmona is certainly as objectionable aa 
reading pra j ers. Where is the dilTerencc between 
reading a pnnted sermon and a private prayer? 

There is not a Baptist church in Kentucky, and 
we hope cone in the wor ld, but what would soon 
dispense wi th the preaching g i f ts of such a devoted 
iover of forms. We can see no good reason to pre-
vent the application of the practiccs, to reading the 
printed scnnons of other men, and call i t p cach-
ing. Would Dr. Peck be prepared to go thus far , 
and if not. why ' No objection can be urged against 
extempore prayers but what can be urgc<l w i t h 
griater f i r ce against extempore preaching 

rb ject ions could be, and were, urged against the 
hold, broken appeals of the Craigs, Wallers, and a 
host of others, whose souls were stirred wi th in 
them, as w i t h il lumined v i r o n they beheld the form-
ality and corruption of the existing church, yet, 
what lover of the cause cf Jesus Christ does not re-
joice that the extemporaneous appeals were made' 
Even the song of t r iumph of Lewis Craig, as he 
marched through th? streets of Fredericksburg, so 
well described by Elder S. I I . Ford, might be con-
sidereil rough and uncouth, when compared w i t h 
that aiodem whorshiper in R^ptist houses of wor-
ship, the organ. I u the tide of fonuali ty that tl ireat-
ens to sweep our churcli w i th destruction, we would 
dread more than any thing el-e the use of prayer-
books. We believe i t wooid carry religion to the 
iinwarmed dreariness of the f r ig id zone. 

' Helps to devotion"' is a phrase cf such frequent 
u.se and questionable meaning, that we rather dis-
trust i t . Some fashionable aux i l ia ry is introduced 
to give eclat to divine service, and it has its place 
among ' helps to devotion. ' 

What helps to devotion did our religious forefa-
thers netd, in the shape of organs, prayer books, 
i , - ' There was a nerve to their piety that disdain-
ed, such aids. They had not received the benefits 
of the l ight of the nineteenth century, and conse-
quently viewed religious proxyism w i th l i t t le favor. 

Where has a holier, brighter lustre rested upon 
the Baptist cause than in those times, in which 
Baptists, down-trodden and oppressed, raised the 
voice of t ru th against the hideous mass of formali-
t y w'.iich reared its brazen front, and claimed to be 
the r l iurcb of God. I liave reference to the Bap-
tists in t le i r f a r l y strnpgle.s in this country. The 
cause of t ru th wt.^ defiTirted by plain, uncompromis-
ing men, who pre-iched 'ht; gospel in its simplici ty 
and power, regardless cf the tyrants 's hate or the 
f rown of the ungodly. COnld they revisit the scenes 
of their labors and tr iumphs, they wonbl witness 
change, and such a changel Instead of beholding 
the severe rule of their discipline carried cut, viz: 
reprimanding those that played on any musical in-
s t rument they wotild see a muacal instrument dom-
iciled in the house of Ciod. Those that had battled 
against Epiiicopa'Jani.>;in and l i t u rgy , would thmk 
they had fallen upon evil times, when men of dis-
tinction in the gjorious cause in which they labor-
ed. were found compi ing prayer-book?, and u tng 
their influence to extend their use. Odium is fre-
quently leveled at a man for referr ing to the prac-
tice of our fathers, as if i t argued a supcrrt i t ions 
deference to the past. We know that they, h"keall 
others, w r re fal l ible and err ing, and that the word 
of God is <iiir only guide; yet we do profess a deep 
and heart f r t l r^verencc for the practice of those pec-
ple of God. who lived and labored amidst scenes of 
contempt, persecution,»nd death. TVe do not envy 
the Baptist that feels no emotion of holy joy and 
gratitude, as I r s mmd rests upon the glor i :us mem-
ories that cluHter around our denominational history 
—the record of the churches of C h r i s t . ^ 

We must conclude by making some quotaticns 
f rom the Bible Prayer-Book, the only one of the 
three which we posse^ W"e have one called the 
' Key of Heaven," which is Catholic, and in which 
our last pcnanco w m read. 

The Bible ftimishei: many prayers of beauty and 
power, and though comparisons are said to beodious. 
we must compare som e of the Bible prayers w i t h 
those in the Bible Prayer Book. '•Our Father w h i ( « 
art in heaven," A f . " L o r d , be mercifal to me a 
sinner.'' ' 'Create in mie a clean heart, and renew 
a right spir i t w i t h i n me." Here- is one sentence 
froi& the prayer on the second oommandmentr " In -
the vast amptitude of thy epadous works, we look 
in vain for a visible representation of thy g^oCfeaa 
person, for as matter c.jnsii totes not thyessemx, 
ndther can form trace out thy likeness; acd al-
though thou h i r t informed us i n thy word that thou 
d idr t create ma4*in th'me own image, yet we k q w 
that the resemblance was m o ^ and spir i tual in i ts 
nature, i t coniisted in rightetNisness and t m e hoS-
ness, the one the beauty of the divine nature, flie 
o the r the basis of the divine -goremment." 
is one sentence, and i t resembles a theological thesis 
more than a p raye r .

To the a^jove questions a s reply ; 
1- So far as our observation has extended, i t is 

now, and always ha.s been, the pract i f* of the >L 
E. Church to baptize all tAt.'dreii who»e parents or 
guardians present them for the ordinaice. 

2. We do not now remember that anv ' i f our stand 
ard woiks contend specifically i o r tht» baptism of 
children of unbelieving parents. But i».ineof their 
argumen.tR rest upcn predicates which, embrace all 
children. , 

Having thus caUgorically answered ibe interrog-
atories proposed, i t may not bo amifw to append a 
few remarks on the subject involved. 

1. The term "unbeliever," as i t is -ased in this 
connection, is no t as wc undcrBtand,^.s3-nonymotis 
w i th ' ' inf idel ," but embraces all clas!%8 of uncon-
verted persons. The very fact t h a t ^ parent pre-
sents his child for baptism, is prima '^cia evidence 
that he is, in the broad acceptaticn of the term, a 
believer. This being the case, i t is fair to presume 
that the child wi l l be reared w i th in the circle of re-
ligions influence in some meastire, or at least, that 
he w i l l be accessible to the church anJ the ministry 
for religious instruction. As baptiiim seems design-
ed to imtiate a course of religious t ducatioa, the 
conditions making it appropriate are i.re.ser,t in this 
case. < 

2. One conclusive argument for the ' ^p t i sm of in 
fants is. that they are subjects of ret^mpt ion, and 
therefore entitled to all the privi lege^ (so far as 
Uiey are capable of receiving themj^ which flow 
from redemption. Some of these areSaptism and 
its consequences, which are of i aes t in fc le value to 
the child. Ought net the church, th J , to second 
t'ne gracious purpose of the Kedeemei|g which em-
braces all children, by extending b a j ^ s m and in-
struction to as many as she can? ^ 

3. The christiaa is distinguised froni ihe Jewish 
dispensation, amongst other things, By the fact that 
i t disseminates univeraally the forms as well as 
the spiri t of true religion. The Christian minister 
is accredited by Divine credentials to all natiots, 
and to every creature. To them all he is come in 
the "fulness of the blessing of the gospel." He is 
to disciple them by baptism,and then to teach them 
all things commanded. I f he fails to disciple or to 
teach any one when he has the p o w c ^ i r the privi 
lege of doing so. he is responsible forl l^aronsequen-
ces. which may be fatal. No n n w n r t l j j ^ s s of the 
parent can eif l ier disfranchise the c h i l ^ or excuse 
the fai lure of the minister. To be s u f i t h e parent 
can control the body of the child, a n d ^ ' withh.i ld 
him from baptism, and then (he g n i l t ^ hi.s. B u t 
iu any event, under the gospel, (he infant has the 
r ight , by divine warrant , to receive the ordinance; 
and be who deprives him of i t , steps in between 
him and Christ, and arrests invaluable privileges 
designed for L im by the Savior. I f parents, through 
unbelief, commit so great a crime, let not tho church 
nor any minister become a party to the a c t 

W h a t we mean (o say is, that (he t i t le of the 
child results directly f rom its relation to Christ and 
the atonement, •withoutany intervention of the pa-
ternal p i e ^ or fa i th. Of this right the'child may 
be deprived by a monstrous abuse of parental pow 
er, or ecclesiastical adminislration, bftt this does 
not destroy the ne f t t— i t simply wronps the child. 

4. The application of the rule in t lne'former of 
the above questions, would restrain th^ minister in 
some cases where the rite would be 'msiftfestly .sp-
propriate under any view of the subject The wr i -
ter of th's article was called npon yesterday to bap 
t i re a sick chi ld, and this morning t> bury i t In 
this ease, rnnther of the parents is a iDcmber of the 
church.

tal mistake, has both instituted and positively en-
joined the observance of an ordinance whally insig-
nificant and entirely useless, or n o n ^ j ' r a f i o i . T b i 
first hypothesia we dare not admit, for in so floing 
we unavoidably impeach the testimony not only of 
(Jod, but also of angels, men, and devils, for all tes-
t i fy "1 h i j real character, as the Son of God, the 
Chriat, the true (Sod, i c . I t is further icadmissi-
We, because it destroys the gospel. I f i t were true 
three could bo no mediator, no Redeemer, and in-
stead of the bcautift i l day of tho sun of righteous-
ness enjoyed by us, we would be enveloped in the 
misLs of S"maitenorstricken the fierce l ightning 
of Jehovah's just ice, accompanird by the awfu l , 
thundering denunciations of his wrath. The second 
hypothesis is equally inadmissable; for the same 
fa l l ib i l i ty that has erred in one instance ia liable to 
err in another. I f Christ m i s U x i his mission in 
inst i tut ing and enjoining the ordinance of baptisni, 
what evidence have we that he has not made similar 
mistakes in enjoining the duties of repentance and 
faith? I f be is fall ible, what surety have we t i iat 
be wi l l have a sufficient number of mansions pre-
pared for all that love him? 'What that he may 
not pluck up the wheat w i t h the tares, and bind 
and bum them? W h a t that he may not ac-
quit the gui l ty and punish the innocent' Admit -
ting the fa l l ib i l i ty of the teacher, there is no sat-
isfactory testimony on which fai th may r a t , whi le 
hope gazes and feasts upon the untold joys of hea-
ven. Drear unceartainty and dread confusion reign 
throughout the Christian wor ld , both as i t regards 
oof relation to our God and to each other here, and 
to the joys and sorrows of a hereafter. A l t h o u ^ 
such is the legitimate insac of the doctrine, yet onr 
P«do-baptist hrcthr»n, regardless of consequence, 
however disastrous, w i t h one voice unito in decry-
ing the ordinance of baptism as non essential. A n 
ordinance of so lictle consequencc that i t is a 
of titter indifference, le f t whol ly to the fancy of the 
candidate, ss to the manner in which i t is observed, 
whether by spi inkl iog, pouring, or in direct obedi-
ence of divine command, by immersion. A J t h o o ^ 
they sink tbe ordinaoce into sach insigniiicance, jet, 
if a candidate can be fcmnd. peradvcnture the ad-
ministrator w i l l immerse the end of perhaps two 
fingers i n water, and w i t h those fingers tip the 
Forehead of the candidato so neatly as not to so l a 
starched shirt; i f he is not pleased w i t h this he w f f l 
sprinkle water upon him; i f this is not satisfactoiy 
be wi l l pour upon h im rich efi 'oaon of waten and i f 
he is yet dissatisfied, and persists i n his determina-
tion to render impl ic i t obedience to the positive in-
junction ofCThri j t , he"wil l probably immetse him i f 
tie w i l l w u t un t i l wa rm weather, sad i f he wiD sat 
wai . rather than that he should forego the benefit of 
tbe EO-called non-essential ordinaice, w i l l cut the 
ice, and he and the candidate hBriog together gona 
down into the water, as <£d Phi l ip and ti ie fimach, 
be w i l l , after the (Jd fsshim^ famy h im w i t h Chriat 
in baptism.

The readers of the 'Baptist' remember an ex'tract 
which I published some weeks since from the letter 
of a correspondent, whom I designated a ^'leameJ

tr.g the Scriptures. This translation of Job, so far 
as it goes (18 chapters) ia in itself so lumiuous, 
that it almost supersedes the need of a commen-
tary. I confess 1 never understood Job before, 
though I have road cod re-ri-ad the bestannotati 'ns 
within my reach. I see there is a groit out cry 
against the work, but it proceeds from ignorance or 
bigotry. Some people appear to be very happy in 
their know-nothingism. and to endeavor to distuib 
their contentment is generally a very thankless bu-
siness. 

People fear thit after tho new version has been 
rompletfcd we must all cf necessity become Imm^r-
siouists. Now I hope ths revi.-ers will leave that 
one word (baptiz') unlnioslatcd. as in King James" 
Bible; but sure 1 am. if ihey are honest intn and 
compoteot to the task they have umlertaken, as I 
believe them to be, thoy cannot translate it 'sprin 
kle' or 'pour.' My rcas"n for the hope is this, that 
It will excite a world ol opposiitioa. and hinder, 
to a very great extent, and serious lo.s3 to mankind 
the adoption of that version in plare of tho commou 
one. I would Iroj/ti c ia this one iusiance only, 
and thai from vihal I thiuk wouM not be culpable 
expediency. Good should be our aim and object all 
the time, and the prejudices of weak brethren must 
sometimes be consulted, liat iven if t'.iey do trans-
late this word, it will cot prevent my patronizing 
it and advising all my neighbors to subscribe I'or it. 
For my own part, if I hko what is coming, nunly 
as well as wtat 1 have saen. I intend using it in 
my family nigli: and m. ruing and,putting copics of 
It in the hands of my children-'' 

I commend the foujroiag to all whom It may 
concern- The underscoring is not mine, but that 
of the author of the letter. And he underscoi-es 
the teruis'•ifftiorrt/irL"-" and "/•i^ofri/." .As to the 
propriety of retaining baptizn uniran^lateil, a dif-
ference of opinion may be expccttd. :t is ca<y. 
however, "to see that it would be improper to es-
tablish a rule of trajislation having a rpccial appli-
cation to any one word. The same rule ought to 
be applied to aU words and the cxact meaning of 
the original Ucbrew ard (.'nok nr.g'nt lo be given 
to the English reader.

MARRIAGE OT PtlCAUOSTAB. 

BT BKKS3S 1. LOSSINOi 

DrBiKO the lovely Indian S immer time, in the 
autumn of 1608, there was a marriage on the banks 
of the Powhatan, where the English had laid the 
corner-stone of the great fabric of Anglo Saxon 
Empire in the New World. It was celebrated in the 
second church which the English setders had erected 
there. Like their first, which fire, had devoured 
the previous winter, it was a rude structure, whose 
roof rested upon rough pine columns, fresh from 
the virgin forest, and whose adomings were littlo 
indebted to the hand of art. The officiating priest 
was 'good Mister Hunter, " who had lost all his 
books by the confligration. History, poetry, and 
song, have kept a datiful sileni-e respecting that 
first English marriage in Araenca, because John 
Lajdon and Anne Burrows were common people. 
The bridegroom was a carpenter, among the first 
adventurers who ascended the Powhatan, then

MR. RICE, the Editor of this paper, and the Mnd-
erator of the last Old School Presbyterian General 
Assembly, for several weeks past, sc'-ms to have 
concerned himself a good deal about what he con-
siders the diversity of opinion among Baptists as to 
the - Design of Baptism."' I think, however; his 
trouble is gratuitous. Baptists are very well satis-
fied with their views of Baptism. At any rate, it 
is not likely that they will call on Presbyterian Ed-
itors to instruct them. Baptists are often ridiculed 
for making baptism sjmbolize the burial and resur-
rection of Jesus Christ, and their opponents insist 
that it represents the work of ths ritily Spirit— 
Hence the inquiry is s-imetimes made, -Do Biptists 
ignore the wot k of the Spiritl ' Now while Bap-
tism has a commemorative reference to the Redeem-
er's burial and resurrection, it is also emblematic 
of death to sin and resurrection to newness of life. 
Thi.s, so far as I k^ow, is the view of Baptists — 
They regard every candidate f jrthe ordinance as 
professing in it deaih to sin. &c. Now I a.sk, is this 
ign^rins; the work of thn Holy Sfirit! Can there 
be death to sin without the agency of the Spirit?— 
Mr. Ribe will s - / that there cannot be. And so say 
I. If then in Bapti«m there is a profession of death 
to sin, and if this death is effi-cted ty the operation 
of the Holy Spirit, huw do Baptists ignore the work 
of the Spirit? Will it not be well for our opponents 
to look into thi.s matter! 

Mr Rice"s remarks about the non-agreement of 
BaptisU in regard to the Design of Baptism may 
well excite a smile in view of the great diversity of 
sentiment among Pedobaptists as t j the design of 
infant Baptism. Mr. Rice says in his paper of 
March 27, "Baptism is designed to impress upon 
tha mind, the necessity of sanctification by the Holy 
Spirit, and at the same time to admit the baptized 
person into the vi'ible church." The former mem-
ber of this sentence I may notice at some future 
time. At present I call attention to the fact that 
Mr. Bice considers the baptized person as admitted 
into the visible church. This is his view. And 
what was th? view of one of his Theological In 
structors, Samnel Miller, long a Professor in the 
Princeton Seminary? It is we'l known that in his 
Book on Bap'ism he ins sts that the children of be-
lievers are in the church by virtue of their birth, 
and that their baptism is a recognition and ratifica-
tion of their membership. Here is a direct conflict 
of Presbyterian opinions. And what was Calrin's 
view? That in some mysterious mani.er faith is 
wrought in the mind of the inf»nt so that its bap 
tism is in fact an exemplification of believers' bap-
tism. Episcopalians, according to the Prayer-Book, 
baptize children to regenerate them. Wesley thought 
infants ought to be baptized to wash away original 
sin. And some have argued that they ought to be 
baptized becaase they are holy. 

I respectfully suggest to Mr. Rice that when he 
chooses to refer again to what he thinks diversity 
of seiitiment among Baptists on the Design of Bap-
tism, he will be so good as to inform bis readers 
that the opinions of Pedobaptists as to what infants 
ought to be baptized for are vastly more antagjsnia-
tic and nmneroas. ' J. X. P. 

Thomas Forrest, gentleman. The.ce were the first 
while women ever seen at the Jamestown settle-
ment. 

Almost five years later there was another mar-
riage at Old Jamestown, in honor of which, history, 
poetry, «iid snng, have been employed. The bride-
groom was 'Master John Rolfe an honest gentleman 
and of good behavior," from the realm of England; 
and the bride was a prince.ss royal, named Matoa, 
or Pocahontas, the well-beloved daughter of the 
Emperor of the great Powhatan confederacy, on the 
Virginia peninsula Tho ofB;iatirg priest was 
Master Alexander Whitaker, a noble apostle of 
Christianity, who went to Virginia for the cure of 
souls. Sir Thomas Dale, then Governor of the col-
ony, thus britfly tells his masters of the Company 
in London, the story of Pocahontas : 

' Powhatan's daughter I caused to be carefully 
instructed in the Christian religion, who, after she 
had made a good progress therein. renounced pub-
licly her country's idolatry, openly confessed her 
Christian faith, was. as she desiretl, baptized, and 
IS since married to an English gentleman of good 
understanding (as by his letter unto me, containing 
the reason of his marriage of her, yon may percive) 
another knot to bind this peace the stronger. Her 
faiher and friends gave approbation to it, and her 
uncle srave her to h m in the church. She lives civ-
illy and lovingly wilh him. and 1 trust, will increase 
in goo-lness, as the knowledge of God increaseth 
in her. She will go to England with me, and were 
it but the gaining of this one soul, 1 will think my 
time, toil, and present stay, well spent." 

So discoursed Sir Thomas Dale. Curiosity would 
know more of the Princess and her marriage, and 
cunosity may here be gratified to the extent of the 
revelations of recorded history 

The finger of a s; ecial providenct, pointing down 
the vista of ages is seen in the character and acts 
of Pocahontas She was the daughter of a pagan 
king, who had never heard of Jesus of Nazareth 
yet her heart was overfljwing wiih the cardinal 
virtues of a christian life.

The Emperor yielded tD the maid, and the captive 
was set free. 

Two years after that event, Pocihontasagain be-
came an angi-l of deliverance. She hastened to 
Jamestown during a dark and stormy night, inform-
ed the English of a conspiracy to exterminate them, 
and was back to her couch before dawn. Smith 
was grateful, and the whole English colony regarded 
her as their deliverer. Bat gratitude is often a plant 
'f feeble root, and the canker of selfishness will 

destroy it altogether. Smith went to England; the 
morals of the colonists became depraved; and ArgaU 
a rough, half-piratical navigator, unmindful of her 
character, bnbbed a savage, by the promise of a 
copper kettle, to betray Pocahontas into his hands, 
to be kept as a hostage, while compelling Powhatan 
to make res'itution for injuries inflicted. The Empe-
ror loved his daughter tenderiy. agreed to the terms 
of ransom gladly, and promised unbroken friendship 
for the English. 

Pocahontas was now free to return to her forest 
home. But other bonds, more holy than those of 
Argall, detained-her. While in the custody of Ihe 
rude buccaneer, a mutual attachment had budded 
and blossomed between her and John Rolfe, and the 
fruit was a haj^py. marriage—"arother knot to bind 
the peace" with Powhatan much Elronger. 

April, in the Virginia peninsula, where the Eng-
lish settlers firat bailt a city, is one of the loveliest 
months in the year. Then winter has bidden a final 
adieu to the middle regions of America; the trees 
are robed in gay and fragrant blossoms; the robin, 
the blue bird, and the oriole, are just giving the first 
opening preludes to the summer ooncerts in the 
woods, and wiki flowers are laaghing merrily in 
every hedge, and upon the green banks of every 
stream. 

It was a day in charmmg April, in 1613, -when 
Rolfe and Pocahontas stood at the marriage altar in 
the new and pretty chapel at Jamestown, irtiere, 
not long before, the bride had received Christian 
baptism, and was named the L a d y Rebecca. The 
sun had marched half way up towards the meridian 
when a goodly company had assemWed beneath fte 
temple roof. The pleasant odor of tbe "pews of 
cedar" commingled with the fragrance of the wild 
flowers which decked the festoons of eveigreens and 
sprays that hung over the "flur broad windows," 
and the commandment tablets above the chaneeL 
Over the pnlpit of Hadc-walnnt, hung gariaaiaa ot 
white flowers, with the waxen leaves and n r i e t 
berries of tbe hi«y-- The commnniaa table' wim 

Upon the chancel steps, where no railing interfer-
ed, the good Whitaker stood in his sacredotal robe-
and, with impressive voice, pronounced t ie mar 
riage ritual of the liturgy of the Anglican church, 
then first planted on the Western t'ontinent. On 
his right in a richly carved chair cf state, brought 
from England, sat the Governor, with his ever at-
tendant halberdiers, with brazen helmets, at li-^ 
back. 

There were yet bnt few women in the colony 
and these, soon after this memoraole event, return 
ed to native England. The '-ninety yonrg womin 
pure and nncorrupted," whom the wij-e Siad( > 
caused to be sent to Virginia, as wives for the plan-
ters, did not arrive until seven years la'cr. All 
then at Jamestown, were at the marriage. Tne 
letters of the time have transmitted to us the nimef 
0 ' some of them. Mistress John Rolfe. with her 
child, (doubtless of the family of the bridegroom ) 
Mistress Easton and child, and Mistress Hoi ton and 
grandchild, with her maid-servant, Elizibelh Par 
sons, who, on a Christmas eve before, had married 
Thomas Powell, were jet in Virginia. Among ihi 
noted men then present, was Sir Thoma.s Gates, a 
brave soldier in many wars and as brave an adventu. 
er among the Atlantic perils as any who ever trus'ed 
to the ribs of oak of the ships of old England. And 
Master Sparkes, who had been co ambassador wi h 
Rolfe to the court of Powhatan, stood near the old 
soldier, with young Henry Spilman at his bide.— 
There, too, was young George Percy, brolaer of the 
powerful Duke of Northumberland, whose c.iiidnci 
was always as noble as his blood, and ne-ar bim 
an earnest spectator of the sccnc, was tbe elder 
brother of Pocahontas-, but not the dcsuncd suc-
cessor to the throne cf his father. There, too, was 

younger brother of the bride, and many youih.-
and maidens from the forest shades; bat one noble 
figure—the pride of the Powhatan confederacy -
the father of the bride, was absent. He had con 
sented to the marriage with willing voice, but "ould 
not trust himself within the power of the English 
at Jamestown. He remained in his habiiatiun ai 
Weroworomoco, while ths Rose and the Totum 
were being wedded, but cheerfully commissioned 
his brother, Opachisoo, to give away his daughter. 
That prince performed his duty well, and then, in 
careless gravity, he sat and listened to the voice of 
the Apostle, »n-l the sweet chanting cf the little 
choristers. The music ceascd. the benediction fell, 
the soletlnn •"•Amen"" echoed from the ruda vaulted 
roof, and the j:iyous company left the chapel for the 
festal hall of the Governor. Thus -the peace" was 
made stronger, and the ROSE cf Lngls nd lay nndis-
turbed upon ths HirrirETof the Powhatars while 
the father of Pocahontas lived. 

Months glided away. The bnde and groom - liv-
ed civilly and lovingly togeiher, " until Sir Thomas 
Dale departed for England, in 161C, when th<y; 
with many other settlers, accompanied hira. Tom-
oconio, one of the shrewdest of Powhatan's coun-
sellors, went aleo, that he might report all the won-
ders of England to his master. The Lady Rebecca 
received great attention from the court and all below 
it. ' She accustomed herself to civility, and carriid 
herself as the daughter of a king." Dr. King, the 
Lord Bishop of London, entertained her '-with fes-
tival stale and pomp," beyond what he had ever 
given to other ladies; and at court she was received 
with the courtesy due '0 her rank as a princess.— 
But the silly bigot on the throne was h'ghly incens-
ed, because one of his subjects had dared to marry 
n lady of roy"l blood, and in the midst of his dreams 
of prerogatives, he absurdly apprehended that 
Rolfe might lay claim "to the crown of Virginia " 
Afraid of the royal displeasure. Captain Stiiith, who 
was then in England, would n'-t allow her to call 
him father, as she desired to do. She could not 
comprehend the cause, and her tender, simple heart 
was much grieved by what seemed to be his want 
of ofic-ction for her She remained in England about 
a year, and when ready to embark for America with 
her husb«nd, she sickened, and died at Gravesecd 
in the flowery month of June, 1017, when not quite 
twenty-two years of age. She left one son, Tho 
mas Rolfe, who afterwards became quite a distin-
guished man in Virginia. Be bad but one child, a 
daughter From her, some of the leading families 
in Virginia trace their lineage Ataong these ai e 
the Boilings, Murrajs, Guys, Eldndges, and Ban 
dolphs. But Pocahontas needed no posterity to 
perpetuate her name—it is imperishably preserved 
in the amber of history.

BEOTnsB Gsavxs:—Several months since, I sent 

the substance of the following communication to 
the Baptist for publication; since I reached here, I 
learn that it never came to hand. Being desirous 
that it should be published, I re-write the article 
whilst here. 

Sometime in December last, I learned that there 
was a communication in the Memphis Advocate from 
the Rev. Mr. Neil, (Methodist,) purporting to he a 
refutation of the doctrinal charge preferred by my-
self against him, during the past summer. I have 
been unable to secure a copy of the paper, (Metho-
dist documents sometimes are hard to get hold of) 
but am informed that it is a denial of the charge 
rfith a list of names certifying thereto. ' 

I would have Mr. Neil understaird that I am not 
in the habit of making statements or charges that 
I do not personally know, or for which I have not 
relUble authority. With Mr- Nen I can never have 
a personal controversy, and though he at one time 
declared that he would not load his musket to shoot 
musquitoes, has lowered his figures considerably, 
and has not ocly loaded his pop-gun, but has ac-
tually fired it at a smaller specimen of the buzzing 
tribe!

And t m t h to tsU, there was someihing peculiar 
m the glance of the boy's eye: there wx'3 mind— 
active, fpeaking mind—looking through it. lie 
lesmcd aa one who gazed on a wondrous vision, 
and who^e every sense was bound np in the display 
of gorgEOua pageantry Uoating before him. He had 
sat watching the escaping steam until the thin va-
poroas colnmn had appeared to ca.st itself upward 
in fkntastic changing shapes: sometimes the subtle 
flmd, gathering in force and quantity, would gently 
raise ana aide o f the lid of the kettle, emit a white 
pnff and let the metal fall with a low clankmg 
Bonnd.

Who ever heard of a Rmisian serf, a 
Gtnnan boor, or an Irish vassal prodnring anything 
h t j m i a meunre of wheat or a peck of potatcesi 
When the foddesa of liberty was a babe in her cra-
dle, aha was rocked tomatu i i ty In the Bible shops 
of Masndinsatta and Conr ecticnt. A Bums at the 
p l o e ^ and » shepherd on the heather hilla of Scot-
land, with no books save the Bible have ecIipsMl 
Byam with aU his bamhast and jingle. 

^ 'Another crying sin of the times, almost the re-
verse of that noticed in the lust number, is Penuri-
o'lsness. Take an instance of tboussnds: An a^rent 
f - r some brnevelcn! irstirutiou—say. Mi-sionary 
Sodety, Theological School, or ERble S.Tiety—goes 
to some wealthy planter, who raLsf.s his liiO. per-
haps 500, bags of cotton, and jire-sents the claims 
of that in-stitution clearly ar.d fordMy, and modest-
ly asks a l i t t le-hrip for it. Ue is too often either 
repelled. or receives a dcllsr, or fifty cents, and 
with such looks as make him wish he had not call-
ed.

Bat the he -jt sick-
p s to e n u m e r ^ instances of t i e penunousness of 
the times. All the wealthy are not thu.i chargea-
ble; but b j far the l a i ^ r portion of the funds col-
lected for benevolent purposes come from the poor, 
and those who possess only a moderate portion of 
this world's goods, but who are rich in faith and 
good works, knowing that it is more b!essc<l to give 
than to receive..—BicnvUlc Times,'

Can we, as a church, spare four of our pas-
tors from the pastoral work?

To go 
from that to a Professors chair, is to descend to a 
lower work. We arc aware that it has been con-
sidered as gning irp: bui: this wo cannot help think-
ing ia a perverted view of the matter. Paul places 
pallors before tcachers, (doctors). We are aware 
of the argument commonly u«cd: '-The church 
must have mini-sten; and he who devotes his time 
and talents to the business of preparing laborers 
for the vineykrd, does a great work; even greater 
than if he were to remain in tlie pastorate." This 
would be ronclunve if it were absolutely necessary 
to have Theological seminaries to prepare a minis-
try. But of this necessity the Sciiptnres give no 
intimaticn. This plan of training can be placed 
only on the ground of expediency. The question 
then recurs: IB it expedient to Uke eCicient pastora 
and place them in professor's chairs? The popnla-
tion of our country is rapidly increasing; our 
chmdics are multiplying in the number of commu-
m'auits and in orgamiations. I m p o ^ n t T a r d e a 
are becoming unnsoally nnmerons. We certainly 
cuinot spare a single man firtjm the pastorate. If 
by manning oar seminaries well i t would increase 
the unmher of the candidates for the ministiy, i t 
wtrald change the question. But i t is obvions that 
i t wonld have no effect in this direction. Candi-
dates increase or diminish according to the vigor-
ous or weakly state of piety in the. churches; and 
not accordmg to the condition of onr seminaries.

according to Christ's direction, brethren—and the ' -''e I"':'! e -̂.rth 
title would not be so eagerly sought after, or 30 glad • ' r 
ly received as now. In vain do Christians u-n'c 
against the title, so long as in practice they uphold 
it. 

But wc are still farther inconsistent. We de-
claim against the title Doctor, and then call elderly 
ministers by the title of Falher, which is eiiunlly 
unscriptural and as plainly condemned, by the Sa-
vior, in immediate connection with the above often 
quoted passages. In Matthew 23: 0, we read, ' Call 
no man your father on earth, for one is your father 
which is in heaven.'' Now, evidently, we are here 
forbidden to call any one our father in spiritwil mat-
ters. Elderly ministers are our elderiy brethren— 
and as such aro entitled to our respect, but they are 
not spiritual fathers. God only is our spiritual fa-
ther, and we ought not to call a fellow mortal by 
the title which belongs to God. Leave to the Ro-
manists, who have not the Bible to guide them, the 
practice of calling their priests father; but let us 
who read the word, call no man father in spiritual 
matters. 

We Uke the practice of the converted heathen, 
who call the missionaricj by the scriptural name of 
teacher or pastor, (Eph. 4; 11 ) This title belongs 
to all who labor in the ministry, or have the care of 
a church, and does not make distinctions in the min-
istry, as does the title D. D., which seems to indi-
cate that those only who have it, a n qualified to 
tcach theo logy .

1. I t is by far the most durable lence that can bo 
made. 

2. I t ia more protective than any other fence.— 
When completed it is not only impassable for all 
kinds of stock, but for thieves, mischieves boys, 
dogs, poultry, &c. 

3. For cheapness and economy the advantages are 
four to one in favor of the hedge in fifty years. 

4. Back water cannot floa t it off, neither can the 
winds blow it down. 

5. Fire cannot easily hum it up. 
6. I t is the most beautiful of all fencop, when 

compared with others. 

The downward tendency of the roots, places them 
entirely out of the way of the plow. No fear need 
bo entertained of their spronting or spreading from 
the roots. The annual clearing oat of fence com-
| n is dispensed with, as briars, thistles, weeds, Ac., 
are completely choked down. Heavy crops can be 
grown within > few feet of the hedge. I t occupies 
at most ba t fanr feist of groond, and the hedge can 
b e m a d e _finn, compact, a n d syrniutriuil, f r o m t h e 
bottom to the top, and pr^serred ao, with much 
less labor than is required to keep an ordinary fence 
in r e p w , An actire man can clip half a mile of 
hedge in a day. 

No fears need be entertained of i ts hardiness.— 
O s ^ Orange Hedges haye been completed in Oon-
necticnt, Vermont, Northern New SoA, Wisconan, 
and Canada, t h e y stood uninjured through tbe 
winter of 1854 and 1855, in places where the ther-
mometer indicated 30 d ^ . bdow zero.
