And in '-'The Planting and Training of the Chris-
t M Church" he says, 'The usual form of submer-
sion at baptism practiced by the Jews, was trans-
ferred to the QedBle Christians.

So also says Goleman, another noted" Pedobaptist 
author, the friend and exponent of Neander, who is 
regarded as high authority by the opponents of the 
Blasts , and who takes frequent o ^ o n to ex-
p j ^ his aversion to their faith and J^tice—yet 
a regard for the obvious truth compi^Tiim to say, 
page 372, "Ancient Christianity Exeiij^ed," "The 
term baptism is derived fromrthe Gr^wt)rd Bapto.

It would be presumptuous for us to indulge ia'any 
speculations concerning the number of the vrorif's 
population that shdl sarnie the appaling judge-
ments of tho ''great ̂ y of wrath,'"' and also incon-
sistent with the character and design of these ar-
tides. Our object is not to indulge in speculations 
or conjectures, but to studj the great lessons of 
God's word on this rabject r He does not tdl us the 
how, the why, or the wherefore of lus proceedings;

in?caks, tad to be dTeat whe^ ̂  u raWt 

(Jod has declared, 'Sit snniy times and in divea*"̂  
manners," that "aU the kingdoms of this wo^ ^ 
shall become the kingdoms of lus Son," that "aU 
kindreds of the nations shaU worship before him; 
for Uie kingdom is the Lord's, and he is the gover-
nor among the nations;" that "dl nations shdl caU 
him blessed," and tiiat "the whole earth shall be 
filled with his glory." 

That the human race wiU not cease to exist on 
tte earth after the coming of Christ, is evident &om 
innumerable pldn and unambiguous passages of 
scripture. We mean Uie race, not in its resurection 
and glorified state, but m its nnglorified condition. 

In theSOth chapter of Revelations, we have an ac-
count of the commencement of the truTlmnifl̂  perf. 
od. It is there stated Uiat when Sataa is bound 
and imprisoned, "he shaU deceive the nations no 

more," until the expirations of the thousand years. 
These nations who are delivered from the blinding, 
corrupting, and deceptive influence of the Devil, are 
evidentiy a different class from those who are rdsed 
from the dead, and who reign vith Christ during 
themiUemum. Those raised from the dead are 
rulers, kings Md Priests, united with Christ in the 
exercise of Sovweign rule over the nations, who sub-
mit to the sceptre of the Messiah. 

In the twenty-second chapter, we have another 
view of the glorified Saints, symbolized by the 'new 
Jerusdem coming down from God out of heaven, 
prepared as a bride adorned for her husband." The 
New Jernsdem is not a literd d ^ . it is a ^ b o l 
of tiie bride, the Lamb's wife, the glorified Saints, 
(see Revelations, 19: 7-9,) descending fiom heaven 
to reign witii Christ on ths earUi. "And the na-
tions of them which are saved shdl walk in the light 
of it; and the kings of the earth do bring tiieir hon-
or and ̂ ory into i t " This passage shows that the 
nations on the earth differ from the glorified Sdnts, 
that they acknowledge Uieir dependence upon tiiis 
unearthly dty that "they walk in its light," aad 
pay it appropriate honor.

The Uible gives the world's history in 
epitome It contains a variety of predictions, many 
of which have b^en accomplished, and the remain 
der of which will certainly be fulfilled. The gene-
ral opinion in the Protestant world seems to be that 
the prophecies relative to the overthrow of mrsticsl 
Babylon are on the eve of accomplishment This is 
the view taken by Dr. Kice who dates the rise of Po-
pery from the year 606, when the Emperor Phocas 
conferred on the Bishop of Rome the title of univer-
s e Bishop Of Babylon Dr. R. says, " This perse-
cuting power was to continue for a period of twelve 
hutidr^ and sixty years, and then to be destroyod. 
According to Daniel, it was to continue • until a time, 
times and the dividing of a time.' According to 
Juhn, 'power was given nnto him to continue forty 
and two months,' or 1260 days. In prophetie Ian 
gaage. each of theso periods amounts to 1S60 years." 

Dr.B., therefore, entertains the opinion that about 
the year 1866, the downfall of Romanism will take 

the 1260 years began, nor consequently when they 
will fermiDale." 

This is widely said. That something remarkable 
will befall the system of Romanism aloat the year 
1666, we confidendy e x p ^ ; but that Babylon wiU 
be overthrown within a little more than ten yean we 
d m not afiirm.

This is wisely said. That something remarkable 
will bofall the system of Itomanism ahovt the year 

we confidently expect ; but that Babylon will 
be overthrown within a little more than ten years ti-e 
dare not affirm. Daniel and John in their prophe-
tic reference to the rise, progress, and fall of the Ro-
mish hierarchy give pretty fu l l outlines, but they do 
not so enter into details as to enable ns to name the 
exact year when it rose, and the precise time of its 
fall is' involved in just as much uncertainty as the 
penod of its rise- f h e probability is that the true 
chronology c.m only be approiimated-

Secondly. They will prevent an aggregate exhi-
bition of the amounts contributed for Indian Mis-
sions in the South. The particular churches and 
Asscdations, acting thus, will know how much they 
have severally contributed, but it will never be 
known how much, in the aggregate, tho South has 
^ven, unless the funds pass in some way, through 
the Tresuiy of the Domestic Board. 

Thirdly. They will embrace effidcncy, and per

To one gallon of water, 
Tako one and a half pounds of salt; one-half 

pound of sugar, a half ounce of saltpeter, and a half 
ouncB of potash. 

Into this ratio, the pickle to be increased to any 
quantity dsired. Let these be boiled together, un-
til all the dirt from the sugar, (which will not ba a 
little) rises to the top and ia skimmed off- Then 
throw it into a tub to aool, and when cold, pour it 
OTCT your beef or poric, to remain the usual time, 
lay four or fire weeks. Tho meat should be well 
covered with pickle, and should not be put down 
for at least two days after killing, dormg which 
time, it should be slightly sprinkled with powdered 
saltpeter. ^ 

^ Several packers have omitled the boiling of 
the pickle, and found it to answer equally as welL 

' I t win not, however, answer quite so well. By 
boiling tha pickle,^ purified—for the amount ^ 
dirt which is thrown off by the operation, from the 
salt and sugar, would surprise any one notacqufin-
ted with tho fact.

Faialhly. These plans would introduce the very 
difficulties, by a multiplication of agendes, that we 
have been striving to avoid with respect to Domes-
tic JEssions. Two sets of agents would traverse 
the same fields worry the same churches, and injure 
all the Indian Mission organizations. Let us avoid 
a division of our resources. They are two meagre 
when united. 

Fijlhly. ani I vrill Biy—lastly. 
That local individual plans are, invariably, im-

permanent and unsuccessful. This has been tho 
truth of thdr history hitherto. The officers are 
not salaried; the members of the Board are scatter-
ed, or necessarily prevented from attending on ac-
count of the distance they live from the place of 
meeting; a wet day would adjourn the meeting of 
the board for a month, unless the meeting should bo 
permanently in a town where all tho members re-
side. Ic would not do to put off action on Indian 
Mission reports from one Asaodation to another. 
This would be too long. But this would have to be 
done, and if done, the Treasurer would have to ai-
vanci. T l ^ word advance—I have reason to know 
—does not fall pleasantly on tho ears of a treasurer 
of a benevolent sodety. 

Evei^ ^fficulty can be avoided by Churches and 
Assodationa acting through the Domestic Board. 
Let this Board—of their own creatio>—attend to the 
Mimonaries, appoint their field of labor, fix their 
salaries, recdve their reports, remit ^ e amounts 
due them; give due credit for funds obtained btsm 
other bodies—whether churches, associations, con-
ventions or individuals—designating a particular 
missiooaiy, if desired, for whose support the funds 
were contributed, and make a full report of these 
missioo transactions at the dose of the year. This 
plan will succeed: no other wiQ. Such a general 
co-operatioa would encourage and support the Do-
mestic Board in its unenviable but onerous task; a 
different course may crash it, and with it, the inter-
ests of thfjlTidiansi forever. 

The Domestic Board wnnld allow other bodies a. 
choice of several ways of co-operation. The West-
em Indian Mission Assodation in iCssouri, is aux-
iliary, and simply labors to raise funds for tha Do-
mestic Board to disburse. The Goshen Assodation 
of Virginia, designates a missisnary, and sends the 
amount of his support to the B o ^ for disburse-
ment Tha Bigby Assocution of Ahibama, does 
likewise, and so do several Associations in Gwrgio. 
None of thtse work independently but through the 
Domestic Board. 
* In oondnsion, I am happy to state that the debt 
of seven thousand dollars against tho Lonisvilla 
Board, has been reduced since the middle of Junt, 
to four thousand dollars. Some of the poor mission-
aries who had suffered for years, have been pud en-
tirely up, and all will soon. The Board folt duty 
bound to pay them first This has been no small 
achievBuentin so short a time.

be my people; and they shall teach no more 
every man his neighbor and every man his 
brother, saying know the Lord; for they shall 
all know me from the least of them to the 
l a t e s t of them, saith the Lord; for I will 
forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their 
sin 00 mwe." This, Paul explains to be the 
new or gospel covenant, Hebrews eighth chap-
ter.

a peculiar treasure unto me above all people, 
for all the earth is mine. And ye shall be 
unto me a kingdom of priests and an holy na-
tion. These are the words which thou shalt 
speak unto the children of Israel. And Moses 
came and called for the elders of the people, 
and laid before their faces all these words, 
which the Lord commanded him. And all the 
people answered and said, all that the Lord 
hath spoken, we will do." 

Here is the old or legal covenant, man binds 
himself to keep the law which he could not do, 
Aerefore the covenant or contract is faulty, one 
of the parties (man) is incompetent, and there-
fore the apostle informs us the new covenant is 
introduced, which is designed, and does reme-
dy the imperfection of the first. "For by one 
offering he hath forever perfected them that are 
sanctified," Hebrews lU: 14. 

'Saw let us contrast the provisions of the 
two covenants. The first was written upon 
tables of stone, the second upon the hear t In 
t i e first, man struggles with his own strength; 
in the second, God binds himself on both sides 
, " I will be their God,, and they shall be my 
people." The first is a broken covenant, the 
second is unbroken. " He that is ^ m of God 
cannot sin," says John, of course, he means in 
a legal sense.

The most prbminent traits 
in his morl character were strict integrity, generos-
ity and disinterested fricndiihip, o n ^ e exercise of 
r.tiich, he has, under trying circumstances, been 
known to sacrifice all selfish considerations, to ob-
lige a friend, or aid the distressed. With these dis-
tinguishing moral traits he combined an intellect 
that, with proper cultivation, would hare graced 
any station in life. He was, indeed, one of nature's 
true nobility. But an all-wise, and graaous God, 
whose ways are inscrutable, andiwhosa judgements 
are past finding out, has been pleased to renxrve 
him while full of promise, and in the pride of yoong 
manhood, from the midst of idolizing friends and 
rtilatiTes, to the blissful abode of Paradise, where 
"Sickness and sorrow, pain and death' are felt and 
feared no more." He obtained evidence of the par-
doning love of God, several years past, but never 
attached himself to the militant church of Christ, 
until he joined the Church triumphant, as hia be-
reaved friends and relations have consoling evidence 
of from his deportment while in vigoroos health, 
and while calmly and composedly grapling with the 
King of Terrors, in his passage frt>m time to eterni-
ty. His fondness and devotion to his favOTite song, 
"Ah, lovely appearance of death," Ac., was remar-
kable and extraordinaiy for one of his age, and 
manifested a spirit subdued by grace, refined from 
the dross of sensuality, and full of serious and sol-
emn contemplation on this momentous subject. 

The writer feeU that he cannot do justice to the 
memory of the deceased, but would mingle hia tears 
with those of the bereaved, and tender them his un 
feigned condolence, while be would adopt and ap-
propriate to them and to himself, the chaste and 
sablime sentiment of Bishop Heber, as expressed 
in the following lines.
