Wiiile we remain in the
church, and its present discipline is retsimed,
Rt is our intention to submit to it. May not a
man find fault with the government upder
mhich he lives, without treasonously inveiglifing
against it? But if the discipline be really, as
We conceive, in many respects inconsistent with
the Scriptures, and unprimitive in its chame-
ter, where is the sin of opposing it, provided
it be done in a proper manner? The fincmers
of our diseipline doubtless saw that this clsuse
on the subject of ‘inveighing’ would be of
great importance, in support of the unnatural
and almost nondescript form of government,
they were about to adopt.
