R the fiirst fortnight after his depariurs,

anxiety was less than it had been at
time previously since the commeneement of guf
diffionities. 1 knew the Burmese offieerd at he
camp would feel the value of Mr. Judsen’s seFvices
too mnch to allow their using any measures thregl:
enmg hia life. I thought hia situation, alss, weHld
be much more comfortable than it really was; HeRes
my anxiety was less.

seventeen days, when the blisters were applied. 1
nore began to recover slowly, but it was more ihan
a month after this before I had strength to stend.
While in this weak, debilitated state, the servant
who had followed your brother to the Burmese cafip
came in, and informed me that his master had aF-
r‘wed, and was conducted to the court-house in
town: I sent ofi a Burmese to waich the move:
ments of government, and to ascertain, if possible,
in what way Mr. Jadson was to be disposed of. He
soon retarned with the sad intelligence that be saw
¢ | Mr. Judson go out of tho palace yard, sccompanied
b'yf twe er three Burmavs, who conducted him to
one of the prisons, and that it waa reported in town
that he was to be sent back to the Oung-pen-la
prison: I was too weak for ill thirgs of this kind ;
309 | but a shock 8o dreadful as this almost annihilated
me. For sometime I could hardly breathe, but at
last gained sufficirmtt cowjposure to dispatch Moong
dug to our friend, the governor of the north gate,
and begged him to make one moie effort for the re-
lease of Mr. Judson, and prevent his being sent
back to the country prison, where I knew he mast
suffer much, as I could not follow. Moung Jag
ther} went in search of Mr. Judsem; and it was nesr-
ly dark when he found him in the interior of an ob-
scure priscn. I had sent food early m the after
noon ; but being tmable to find him, the bearer had
retormed with it, which added another pang to my
distress, as | feared he was already sent to Oung-
pen-ls.”

When we talk of suffering for Christ, let us read
the above, and hide our faces with shame. 1 de-
sire to see Mrs. Judson in heaven.

“If T ever felt the value and effiexey of prayer, |
did at this time. I could not rise from mv ceteh j
I could make no effiwts to secure my htsband; I
could only plead with that great and poweiful Be-
ing who has said, %all upon me in the day of trouble,
and I Till hear, and thou shalt glorify me,’ and whe
made me at this time feel so powerfully this promise
that I became quite confMeed, feeling assured that
fiy prayers would be snswered.

“When Mr. Judson was sent from Maloun to Avs,
it was within five mmutes’ notice, and without hie
kaowledge of tha cause. On his way up the river,
he accidentally saw the ccmmunication mads to
government respecting him, which was smply this:
'Wa have no further use for Yood-than ; we thére-
fore return him to the golden city.” On arriving at
the cotft-house, there happened to be no one pres-
ent who waa acquainted with Mr. Judson. The
presiding officer enquired from what place he had
feen sent to Maloun. He was answered from Oung-
pensla. ‘'Let him, then,’ said the offizsr, ‘be re-
turped thither;’ when he was delivered toa gusrd
and eenddeted to the placé above mentioned, there
te remain until he could be conveyed to Qung-pen-
3. In the meantime, the governor of the north gate
presented a petition to the court of the empire, of-
fered -himself as Mr Judson’s security, obtained
hia release, and took him to his houss, where he
treated him with considerable kindness, and to which
1 was remoeved as soon as returning health would
aliew.

«The advance of the English army towards the
capital at this time, threw the whele town inte the
greatest state of alarm, and eonvineed the gevern-
faent that some speedy measures must be taken to
save the golden ity. They had hitherto rejected
all the overtures of Sir Archibald Campbell, imag-
ining, until this late period, that they could in some
way 6F other drive the English from the countiy.

Tire last article closed with Christ's igaking and
then baptizing disciples, &. We now consider the
commission, &€E.

7. The great commission of Christ, which is the
standmg law of membership in the church of G d,
requires faith in the subject aa prerequisite to bap
tism and membership, (Matf- 28: 18-20 ; Mark 10:
15,16.) Read these Scriptures. This commission
ia full, definite, and immutable. It is a limited
commisaon, and implies a prohibition of all things
not contained in it.

ThiJ is the law of baptism. It requires the bap-
tism of believers, and impliedly forbids the baptism
of «myj others, Consider well the natore of posi-
tivk Jaw?, and limited, or specific commissions.

8. The apostles all so undejstood this commmission,
and, acting in accordance with it. admitted none to
baptism and membership without faith professed.
In Jerusalem; on the memorable daj of Pentscost.
when filled with the Holy Spirit, Peter first preach-

td it, then, and not until then, they were baptized.

When Philip went down to the city of Samaria,
and preached Christ unto them, there was great joy
in that city, “But when they believed Phlip,
preaching the things concerning the kingdem of God,
and the name of Jesus Christ, they were baptized,

both men and women,” (Acts 8: §-12.) Thisisa E

beautiful place to have put in the babies! But the
language forbids the idea that any were baptized
before they believed. The term beth cannot apply
to but two classes ; and, a8 men and women are
specified, it ia certain that none others were baptiz-
ed ip Ssmena. “THen Simon himself believed also,™
before he waa baptized. Whether bis faith waa
genulne or not, does not affit the wniversal prac-
tiee of the apostles, requiring's profession by each
subject before baptism. In tbe same chapter is
tecorded the case of the Ethiopian Eunuch. He
was required to believe with all hia heart, before he
was admitted to baptism and church privileges,
(Acta 8: 27-40.)

The same rale was obaerved in Damasens in the
case of Paol. The eireumstances all imply that he
was a believer in Christ befere his baptish, (Acts
9: 1-18)

There
is not a record of the admission of the first iffant
to baptism, or to & church relation in all this in-
spired history. All those churches planted by the
apostles, were such as would now be called Baptist
Chttrekes. There were no conflicting sects then
among the diseiples of Christ—hence, there was 0o
need of a distinguishing appellation to deseribe the
Church of God. There should be but one order ef
churches now : and they should admit fene but be-
lievers to baptism and imemibership.
