Answer.—Evidently i t is. The license is the au 
thority to preach.

However, such cxses mast 
occur very rarely. I tiave never known one- I f 
church is fully satisfied that a brother has not abil 
i ty to preach before she withdraws his license, how 
can the question of r e - l i c e n ^ g him come u p ' 
would be a question about his ability to preach, that 
is to say, a question already settled. In case 
preacher licensed or ordained is excluded from 
church for immorality, it is far frcm certain wheth 
er he ought ever to be allowed to preach again, 
some instances peculiar circumstances ought to be 
considered.

I i , c p c a k m g of t h e ^ ' l U c a t i o i i of minis ter .^ , o u t 
mind, naturally recur l u the culUvation of the fac. 
cities of the mind: uut the subject of education, 
considered in connei;iion with ministers of the gos-
pel, can be as readily divided into the dtvelopemeni 
of the physical and moral, as well as inteliectuil 
faculties of man, as when considered in coniecoon 
with any other class of men. I shall therefore con-
sider the subject physically, morally, and i.T^iellcct-
ually. 

I regard these three bratiches of education as in 
separable from successful labor m the gospel min-
istry- The imixirtance of a proper developement of 
the physical fa; m of man in counectioii with minis-
terial labor, may be seen by a moments reflection 
A man may be possessed of an extra degree "f 
piety; he may have so far overcome the power i>f 
bin, as not only to have entire control "f his actions 
but also, his thoughts: a t least to such an extent 
that scarce a wicked thought will cuter bis niui.l 
or if one should enter, he can instantly rtpel it 1 
do not mean by this, that a man can be entirely 
exempt from sin, but that he can continue to ap-
proach, and grow m grace till he shall arrive at a 
very near approximation to holiness—he may be 
endowed with extraordinary intellectual faculties 
there may be no subject of science which lie 
cannot grasp; no application of science to the arts 
which he cannot readily comprehend; no heretical 
dogma which he cannot easily expose; intellectua 
ally, there may be nothing which he cannot grasp 
within the great compass of his mind: he may pos-
sess powers of exhortation eiiualled by none of hi.s 
fellow men; he may possess gif ts which would di 
rect the mind of the church to him and point him 
out as one destined to run a race of brilliancy and 
usefulness in the gospel ministry , bu t if he posse.ss 
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EraffiiUJS 1 : 6, " T o the praise of the glory of 
his g n e e , whetem he h i t h made-us accepted in the 
beloved."

not physical strength, if his body is not able to en 
dure the toil and labor incidental to ministerial life: 
if he cannot su.stain the mighty spirit that dwells 
within, his coursc will be short, his usefulness will 
be limited. 

But. we are toM that the phyai^-al constitution of 
man is fully developed before he enters the gospel 
ministry. This to some extent is t r u e - n o t wholly 
so. We frequently see young men entering the 
ministry, wlw devote themselves to several years 
of preparation before entering active service, and 
so devotedly do they attend to intellectual culture 
that the phy-sical man is entirely forgotten; su 
tha t when the education of the micd is so far com 
jdeied, a.̂  to enable them to enter the service, their 
constitutions are so impaireil thai it requires seve-
ral years to restore them to their original vigo.- uf 
health, whereas, during their scholastic term, had 
proper attention t)een paid to exercise, the health 
of the Ijody would have kept pace with the devel 
opement of "the mind. But we are told that some 
men are naturally of weak constitutions - s o it is 
with the mind. There are grades of physical vigor 
« well as mental vigor. The weak, both of body 
and mind, are capable" of a certain degree of im-
provement, wliich bears the same relation to the 
natural abihty, that the development of the strong 
mind, or body has to its natural ability. Where 
much is given much will be required. 

But in speaking of the education of the physical 
mah, 'my object is not so much to notice the devel-
opement of the physical forms as their preservation. 
iMucation is not completed in youth, i t goes on 
through our whole life; where is the christian who 
w i n icknowledge tha t his christian education was 
completed wi th his converoon? Then as the moral 
or christian edoMtioncaDsi i^ in ag rowth in grace, 
snd in 1 knowledge of the mystenes of Godliness; 
and as the education of the mind consists i a a ccn-
staot a c q u l ^ o n of knowledge throughout the 

whole course of life; so physical education consists 
in the preservation of the bodily strength, and pow-
ers of endurance with which we are endowed.— 
Physical education, considered in this hght , is al-
most wholly neglected by ministers. You find 
them in almost every neighborhood exhausted and 
worn out by the labor and fatigue incident to their 
avocation: suffering with shattered voice, bronchial 
afil-ction. diseased lungs, and other complaints. 
Manv are forced to give up their ministerial labors 
en t l ^ ly . No doubt, the preaching of one sermon, 
in a state of exhaustion, has cut off, in many in. 
stances, a long life of usefulness in the go.spel min-
Lstrv. and doomed to inactivity many a minister, 
who might have been instrumental in saving sinnen 
from eternal woes and never ending death. 

W e all believe tha t those who suffer for Chra t ' s 
sake w l l have their reward—the martyr will lie 
bles.sed. But I cannot believe that God will justify 
that martyr who wilfully expo.ses himself to deatti, 
and thus cuts off a long life of usefulness, when by 
a difi'erent and christian course of conduct, he might 
have been spared to serve his family, his country-
and h i s t i od . Nor can that minister be justified 
who makes a living mar tyr of himself, and renders 
himself useles-n to the cause of Christ by over exer-
tion, and a failure to preserve the strength and 
powers of endurance with which God has endued 
him. Nor can the church be justified which iosi-sts 
upon tbe s icnf ice of its minister. The minister 
who is called of God to preach the eternal gospel cf 
truth and salvation, was not callcd to make a .sac-
rifii-e of himself, but wa,s called, if weak and feeble, 
to prea.-h with moderation - -if strong to go forth in 
tbe Blight of his Strength- I would not be undsr-
stoort to desire to ab i t e tbe zeal of ministers in the 
great cause in which they are engaged. 1 would 
simplv require of ibeiii no more labor than they are 
capable of enduring Reflect one moment, and you 
will find tha t there are more men warn out in the 
pisjicl ministry than in any other profession of 
life. ' Let us watch and pray. ' Let those who 
fear God speak often one to another, and there will 
not l)e so much speaking for preachers to do, but 
the? will better be a t l e to preserve the strength of 
body with which they are endued 

1 regard this, the preservation of health, strength 
and vigor of constitution, as a veiy important 
branch of ministerial education. Powder and ball, 
while lying in the magazine, po:..-eas all the ele-
ments of the tremendouseflect which they produce, 
but are inefficient without the cannon by whose 
agency the ball is propelled. Thus it is with the 
minister—his piety and intellectual attainments, no 
matter how great, are insufiicent for the accomplish 
ment of good, in a ministerial way, if he has not 
the strength of body to su.'Jtain him in enforcing 
the precepts of the gospel by word and action. 

It is very important that ministers should receive 
early moral training in their youth, for when the 
s-eds of vice are once sown in the mind, it is with 
the utmost difficulty that tliey can be eradicated. 
Thus, moral training it is true, is very much to be 
desired by all youth, but its importance to the mini.s-
ter i.s very hard to be estimate,! A great deal 
0i..ulJ be said on the moral feature of education, 
particularly on the importance of a strict moral 
t iaining on the part of ministers, kept up through-
out the whole course of their lives; but I shall pro-
l eed to comiider the importance of a complete and 
ful l j developemmt of the facultie.s of the mind, 
a-s connected with ministerial labor. 

The education of the mind, as the word indicates, 
is iiiuply a drawing out of the forms of the mind 
U is a preparation for after life. The mind is led 
from subject to subject—as soon aa it comprehends 
one it is [lermitted to lay hoM of another. The 
object in thus drilling and training the mind is to 
, -pile It for grappling with whatever subjects it 
may r'.me in coiita.^t with, in the various avocations 
of life. 

Education, more or le.^s, i.s nece.ssary to guaran-
tee succesi in any profession. Tha t profession 
which has the most difficult problems to solve; 
the iiiosi abstruse theories to investigate, should 
nece.ssir'ly have the most learned members. No 
science can compare with theology for the incora-
prehen.sibility of the facts connected with it, and 
the stariling t ru ths which it inculcates; how im-
portant then, that the ministers who are to solve 
•hese great problems, and expound these great 
ttuthH should be so educated that they can grapple 
with the mystery of Godliness, and make plain to 
ihe understanding of their hearers the attributes of 
Go<l. 

If the mind is able to grasp one subject, it can 
comprehend all others of equal magnitude. If it 
can comprehend the greatest t ru ths connected with 
the sciences, it can comprehend all those of equal 
magnitude connected with the s tudy of theology, 
and approximate to an understanding of those 
which are incomprehensible. To illustrate: there 
are three things which I regard a.s in incomprehen-
sible: immensity of space, eternity of time. anJ 
tlie existence of (io<l. The first belongs to the stu-
ly of a.stronomy. the two latter to the study of the 
ology. Of each we can have some slight concep-
tion Imt he v^ho best comprehends immensity 
of space ran best comprehend eternity of time and 
the existence of God. 

It is often argued in favor of an uneilucated 
ministry, that many ot the apo-stles were uneduca-
ted men. Thi.s is so, but I have no doubt but they 
possessed excellencies of cbaract tr which could 
not be found in any educated man of the day In 
reading of the apostles, I have thought that they 
combine mow excellencies of character, and a great-
er variety of taleiit.s than the world has ever seen 
combined in the same number of men. Had Christ 
aelectdl them entirely from the educated, this great 
variety of talent, perhaps, could not have been 
found. Such a combination could not be found in 
any one man. As no man can excel in more than 
one branch of science at the same time, so each 
man has some trait of character more strongly de-
veloped than others. The apostles, no doubt, were 
selected with this view, to combine all the excellen-
cies of character and varieties Of talent So, then, 
the apostles considering the ditlerent points in 
which each excelled, cannot be regarded as an or-
dinary ."iet of men; their example cannot be pointed 
to, to jus t i fy an uneducated mimstry. I do not 
wish to l)e understood as advocating the doctrine of 
total exclusion of the uneducated from the gospel 
ministry. There is labor for all, and if an unedu-
cated man does not suit one location, he may per-
haps till another to advantage. But no one can 
deny the proposition, that , if this man waa well 
etluf-ated and hia mind well trained to expound the 
ilernai principles of gospel truth, his labors would 
be productive of more good. 

Let us for a moment suppose tbat tlie iiimi.stry 
which now counts in its ranks the best scholars of 
the world, was composed wholly of uiiedncatedmen. 
Who would meet the aXiacks of the educated and 
intriguing infidel' Who could repulse his assaults 
upon the divine word of God ' France was once a 
christian nation—she was emphatically the land of 
m a r t y r s , ye t she was converted to infidelity by the 
extraordinary powers of intellect of a man who, 
while grapphng with death, exclaimed, - O God! if 
there tie a God, haveuiercy on me " The influence 
exerted upon the christian world by this man is still 
to be felt, and it is the best commentary that can 
be wiitten upon the extraordinary powers of an ed-
ucated mmd. Had its influence been exerted in 
favor of the ctuistiaa religion, instead of against it, 
it would have given it an impetus which would have 
been felt for centuries to come. 

When we consiiler the heavy responsiWlity that 
devolves upon tbe minister—he stands up as the 
mouth piece aud oracle of God ; he takes the Bible 
as h i s chart , and as {^ot to the ship of our existence, 
guides i t OTer the tempestuous wives of time and 
latindieB i t into the ever-rolling w i t e i s of e te rn i ty ; 
when we c o n f e r the crnfidence which tbe people 

have npon their minister—they hang upon I d a ^ r d 
with the confiding a n c e t y of children listening to 
the admonitions of a pa ren t ; Ws words fall upon 
Iheir ears as if they fell from the mouth of one 
who.se hps had been touched with a live coal from 
the a l t a r ; t h e y can regard his admoniUons in no 
other light than as an exposition of the inspiration 
of God ; when we consider all this, we are forcibly 
impressed with the importance that his instructions 
should be in accordance with the word of God; that 
he should teach no false doctrines, and should be 
able to expose heresy and infidehty, in whatever 
form it may appea r ; that he may be able to meet 
the enemies of chrisUanity on every field, and put 
them to flight—that he may accomplish all this and 
fa thful ly serve his church and his God—a proper 
drilling of the mind by all the means which educa-
Uon aflbrds, will materially assist. 

Heaven forbid, that, in the day of final a-counls, 
any one should rise up and charge the damnauon 
of his soul to the false teaching of his miwster, and 
that that false teaching should be the result of a 
defective mind. ••• " "

of immortality. If only a talent, or even the faa-
t ionof a t a l en t be ours, that- is to be assiduously 
cultivated, and as earnestly used, in the promotion 
of others good, i s though it were five.

When we are arraigned before the tribunal of hea 
v e n s h i g h c o n r t , the verdict of justice wUl not be 

passed according to the brightness of the jewel in-
trusted to our keeping, but in proportion as we 
have used, improved, or abused, the imperishable 
gem encased within the casket of earthly mould. Let 
not the worse gifted capacity of others discourage 
us from aiming at high things, but rather let it be a 
mental impetus to urge us on to lofUer at tainments 
in hfes contest. 

Sujcess crowns not always the gifted few of eai th. 
But l ingersof tener mid those r f humbler talent 

and birth. 
M a n y of mental capacities far superior to the 

common stock, lazily fold their hands while those 
of fewer abilities earnestly engage in "the battle, 
bring from the tield trophies of worth enshmmg in 
the heart tribuU-s of graUful remembrance, that 
fresh and green will flourish when all else has pass-
ed away. Some of Americas noblest sons, have 
come from the obscure vale of poverty, from the 
ragged urchins to fill the chair of the legislator an.i 
statesman, bending multitudes have listen.

conceive. Their defence is as clear as the scintilla-
tions of tfe noon day sun, and any o=e if not hope. 
Itssly bliided by prejudice and animoiity, need not 
err'.l Doibtless the hand of the ''God of right" is 
in this, aid the storm that has raged so fearfully for 
the momot, causing the friends of the movement 
to trembfe for its safety, is now as rapidly passing 
over, ani the calm that succeeds will stre ngthen 
the hope and pve new, undying impetus to the 
Eevisior cause : while around it will gather closer, 
and more trustingly, its hosts of God-fearing snp-
Dorters, and, despite the gathering storms, mutter-
ing thinders, and croakings of those from whom 
we shoild expect better things, will continue their 
labor rf love and truth, until to the world shall be 
given 1 pure and unadilterated version of immuta-
ble tmth.

Treatise, which-he haa published, on the snbject of 
Baptism. He says, page 161. 

"If then, the ^ t i s t s are right,( touching tbe one 
i ^ o a of haptism and the proper aabjecU of bap-
tism,) then are there no true churches on earth but 
theirs; and Pedobaptist ministers are intruders In-
to the sacred office, and profanera of the ordinancw 
of God's house." 

Once more, hear Dr. Griffin, for ao many years 
the renowned President of Williams' Collet. He 
says: "I agree with the advocates of close com 
munion in two points—first, that baptism is the in-
itiatory ordinance which introdaces us into the vis-
iUe church-of course, where.there is no baptism, 
there are no visible churches; second, that we ought 
not to commune with those who are not baptized, 
and of course not church members, even if we re-
gard them as Christians. Should a pious Quaker 
so far depart from his principles aa to vrish to 
commune vrith me at the Lord's table; whUe he re-
fuses to be baptized, I could notieceive him, be-
cause there is such a relationship esUblished be-
tween the ordinances, that I have no right to separ-
ate them; in other words, 1 have no right to send 
the .sacred dements out of the church. The only 
question, then, is whether those s.ssociations of 
evangelical Christians that call themselves the 
churches, and practise .sprinkling, are real churches 
of Christ, in other words, whether baptism by 
sprinkling is valid baptism? tf nothing but im-
mersion is baptism, there is no visible church ex-
cept among the Baptist," 

Now, my dear brother, did these great men argue 
justly? You see they are unanimous in the opin 
ion that, : / the haplists are ri^h', in their vievs of 
bi'plismtmd its proper suhjerls. tUit they are the 
only visible church upon earth—that Pedobaptist 
societies are not churches—that their ministers are 
intruders into the sacred office, and their members 
not entitled to como to the Lord's table. And this, 
if I understand it, is the doctrine of the old land-
mark undisguised. 

Do you dissent from the views they take of this 
subject, or are you ready to concede that the Bap-
tist are nut right in the views above sperijiedl -
Or, if they are, that such grave consequences, as 
these learned and talented gentlemen suppose, do 
not follow upon that supposition? 

This is the question—and we, a denomination, 
shall be forced to meet, discuss and decide it. Slay 
the Lord help us to do it in the light of revealed 
truthi Aud as yon are well aware that you are

Well, I think the advice gof"!. aud intend to abide 
by it in the matter at issue le:wtcn you and broth-
e r S h a v e r — h o p i n g that ask ing you a question or 
two, to show your consistency on a point not very 
clsarto my mind, will not be considered a depar-
ture from this prudential rule, and will be met in 
the same spirit which dictates it—that is a desire to 
see truth prevail in all things, whatever may be its 
eSect upon our theories, though dear as a right 
hand or a right eye. 

Not to be tedious, then, sir, you say in jour ciit-
iciimi on brother Shaver"s sermon, preached at the 
l a s t Dover Assodation: "Wo are not an old land-
mark man;"' andyet, to show what you consider a 
gratuitous inference assumed by the author of the 
sermon, -that a refusal to co-operate with others 
ig equivalent to a prohibition cf their acting," you 
say, "No such conclusion can be drawn, if I under-
stand them from their fundamental position. This 
is (identical with close communion Baptist, of 
whom the author of the .sermon is one, &c."

Methodist book, printed in New Haven, in 1831.— 
It is entitled "A History of the most interesting 
events, in the rise and progress of Methodism," 
By James Yoangs, 2d edition. 

Several of the statements found in the Great Iron 
Wheel, are cocfirined by the writer of this book 
He says, in reference to tbe origin of class meeting-;, 
•When they first bcgsn to meet, they read Divmi 

ty on the Sunday evenings, and on other nights 
the Greek and Latin Classics. " This was m the 
year 1729 In 1T:58, Mr. Wesley wrote. 1 went 
to America to convert the lnd!an,«. but, ohl who 
shall convert me? Who is he that will deliver me 
from the evil heart of unbelief I have fair sum-
mer rehgion. I can talk well, and believe myself, 
while no danger is near- Bat let death look roe in 
the face and my spirit is bumbled. Nor can I say 
to die, IS glin." May 23d. 1738, Mr Charles Wes-
ley wrote a hymn on his own conversion, which 
had taken place a few days before Mr Youngs 
after speaking of this, say^ "Mr. John Wesley, 
although not a partaker of it. continued to declare 
•the faith as it is ui Jesw,'' which those that were 
convinced of sin gladly received."' Not lon-g after 
this, Mr. John Wesley profes,sed conversion. This, 
according to his own statement, was in tho year 
173S. 

The (irrat Iron Wheel states that the Father of 
Methodism did not claim to be the Founder of a 
Church of Jesus Christ, but .simply to found Socie-
ties in the Church. 

Mr. Youngs, page '.U, says 
' This was the rise of th3 United Society, tirst in 

Europe and then in .\merica Such a society is no 
other than a company of men, having the form and 
seeking the power of Godliness, united in order to 
pray together, to receive the word of exhortation, 
and to watch over one another in love, that thev 
may help each other to work out thur salvation." 

The manner in which the transfurmation fn'm a 
."^iety to a sn-called Church, wis made, is thus 
stated; 

• Dec. 27, 17M The thirteenth Conference be 
gan in Baltimore, which was considered to be a 
General Conference, in which Thomas Coke and 
Frir.ci.s .\3bury presided. .At this Coulerence we 
formed ourselves into a regular Church, by the 
nime of the Methodist Episcopal Church making 
at the same time the Episcopal office elective, and 
the elective snperintendant amenable to the body 
of ministers and preachers. Mr. Asbury was ap 
pointed a superintendent by Mr. Wesley; yet he 
would not submit to be ordained, unless he could 
be voted in by the Conference; when it was put to 
vote, he was unanimously chosen He was then 
ordained Deacon, then Elder, aud afterwards Su-
perintendent, before the end of the Conference." 
It seems, then, that the Methodist Episcopal 
Church will be seventy two years old on the 27th 
of December, 1H56 

When first formed this Church had no Bishops, 
simply a Superintendent U seems to me Mr. Asbu-
ry did not deem Mr. Wesley's appointment as vaild 
unless confirmed, or rather affirmed by the Confer-
ence. 

'Being now formed into a Church, a regular plan 
of proceeding was lai'J, and a form of discipline 
drawn up. In the minutes of this Conference there 
were eighty one questions with answers, ' We co 
py one of them-

"'Quest 2- What can be done in order to the fu 
ture tmion of the Methodists?" 

•'Ans. During the hfe of the Rev. Mr. Wesley, 
we acknowledge ourselves his sons in the Gospel-
ready- in matters belonging to the Church (iovern-
ment to obey his commands. "

Mr. Wesley's command.s in matters belonging to 
the Church government, wis afterwards the cause

of life was gone, and the extremeties of the body 
assumed the coldness of death. Others surround-
ing them with melodious songs or fervent prayers 
for their happy conversion; others collecting into 
circles round the varied scene, contending with ar-
gument for and against the work." 

Many othei- matters mentioned in the much abu-
