Oorriewsitf thefhtoreareiaotafieet 
ed in tits lesst by the endowment of Majaooth, or 
the cootemplated endowment of the Bomiah priest-
hood in Ireiaad. We hare been for some time 
prepared to witoeos DQttMOQfl co&Tersio&s to B> 
martsm, both from ̂ iUishedaad from (fisamting 
chuichea. We fbllr aspect that systems not foond 
ed oa prmdple will be giadoally deserted. Woridly 
minded protestanto win drew oil towards Rome ; 
they may halt m their way at inriting resting 
places, but Bome is their destinatioo. Protestants 
whoee retigioa is persoaal, will draw off towards 
ooiMisteot, seriptoial ToJantaryism. Large accos-
aioas from sevenl popolar ooanexiota will take 
place, en long, to tbi» sorpfisa, tt may be, of their 
kaders, b«tin(hn aecoidanea with antidpatioas 
which wa hare ehsriahed.

Be, in his turn, besame an au&or, 
and putdisbed lis "Practical View of Christianity;̂  
the fun eSKt of vrhich ca the higher dasses of £og-
iand can never he tcld in time. Dr.'Chahjere says, 
'-The human author wbo did me mort good was 
Wilberforce, by his work on The Christiani^ of 
th* Bigfaer and Middle Cnaaes.'' It vras thk book 
whicb broogbt Legh Ridimood to tb* knowledge of 
true religion, and Richmood vrrote '-Tbe Dairyman's 
Danghter," which has l>e«i translated mto more 
than fif^ languages, and has probaldy been hieiced 
to the conversion of thounnis in all ranks, friim 
tbe pakce to the cottaga.
