Mr. Whipple next introduces the testimouT 
of perMaswho hare been in the South, up<» 
the subject of the treatment of the slaves, and 
the moral effect of the institution. 

And first of Doctor Nelaon. He says, " I 
never heard a sermon to slaroa but what made 
bbedienee to masters by the slaves the funda-
mental and supreme law of nligion. Any 
candid and intelligent mau can decide whether 
such p m e h i ^ ia not, aa to religious purposes 
worse than non* ataMy 

Now, it will be remembered that Doctor Nel-
son waa an infidel for the greater part of the 
perio4 of his residence South. He was also, 
a practisine physician of lalonte and charao^ 
ter. He had very little leisure to hear preaching 
to slaves, and less inclination to hear it, unul 
he became pious. 

At «iy rato, I must say, if he heard many 
sermons addressed to them, he was most unfor-
tunate as to the character of the preachers he 
h«rd. I was brought up on a plantation in 
Virginia, among slaves, and have livedumong 
them until I am sixty-six years of age. I 
liave heard many, very many sermons addressed 
to the people of color,—some by preachers of 
TOlor, and some by white men, and I differ en-
tirely from Doctor Nelson. I have not heard 
the peculiar relation of the slave to his master 
often aUudtd to, otherwise than as its duties 
might be included in the cDfQrcczneQt of hoc* 
esty, integrity, fideUty, truth, etc.. i s Chris-
tian duties. But if tho preaching addressed 
to them is "worse than none at all," how does 
it happen that there are so manv Christians 
among them f 

Mr. Whipple would have it believed that 
the slave owners do everything to corrupt, to 
oppose, and to debase them,—caring nothing 
for their comfort in this life, or for their sal-
vation in the life to come ;—and that the 
ireaching addressed to them is worse than none 

at all,—how then, I ask, does it happen that we 
find so many Chrbtians among them ? It mtist 
be seen that the facU in this aspcct of the 
ca^ are greatly distorted by Mr. Whipple 

So al», is it, in relation to the licentious 
connection of whita men with female ŝ laves. 
ilr. Olmstead was told by a Southern plan-

ter, that there wa-s not an old plantation in 
which the m n d children of the owner wsro 
not whipped by the overseer. Mr. Olmstead 
had the means withiu his own knowledge, by 
which to contradict the assertion of the planter, 
for, in hb traveb South, he knew that there 
was comparatively few mulatloes on the plan-
tations. They are to be seen for the nio.st part 
in the village and towiis.
