Tbe prodacticn, within a few years past, of twt> 
volames of reh'jtoss Jietio*, entitled Tbrodosia, and 
wUcb attained at cnce an almost nrpreoFdented 
popnlarity, sodtlenly gave to Mr. Daytcn a rcpau-
tkn of tLe higbrs; character.
