And 
the Apostle to the genUles says, " If I know 
not the meaning of the voiee, I shall be onto 
him that speaketh a 'barbarian, aad he that 
speaketh shall be a bsriiarian anto me. In 
the choreh I had rather speak five words with 
my nnderstandiag, that I might teach others 
alM, thaa ten thotisasd words in an onknowa 
toas^e." 

Be clear, perspieaoas, thea, in your style. 
Use such wc^ , and figares, and ornaments, 
and only saeh, as will most el;Mrly and forci-
bly convey the thonght yoa wish to present 
Dng in no big words, or high soaadiDr, bat 
empty phrases, to stand as dark, optqae bodies 
between yoor hearera and the traih. That 
style u baet whioh attracts least attentioa to 
itself. Not the words spoken bat the thing 
said, not tho stylo or the speaker, bat the 
traUis attered are to ba seen aiul f<̂ lt. 

3. F»tNici/y is apother element of good 
s^le. Yoa need to speak ss a live man to 
living men. And yoor wurds shoald be so 
felected, and arracged, as to bring oat fully, 
all the life and Ti({or of the thought TfaL-
quality depends maeh upon the tumber a-i 
well as arraogcaseat of the words. Tac leâ  
wordi need in 'ilearly oJOTey 113 the thonght, 
^ e greater the life and animatioo. hcpg 
iavolred sentences can nevw be lively. Short 
seotcDces, and short words fall cf meanii:̂  
will ever be animated. Tho " fpnff " in the 
sermoa will often be more tfficactnus in keep 
ing yoar aadieoce awake than if placed iu the 
ejos of yoor hearers. 

4. Yoar sermons thoald l>« comps.̂ cd in 
strong and ntrrous style. This is tbe oppo-
(ite of a weak, mboctancaa, droggiog. saper-
fidal style. Your sabjects aro of th»> greatest 
mcaent, yoor troths an the weightiest reali 
Ues and a weak, saperficial style i* bat a moek 
ery of yoar saBject This style r^jccts the 
pretty words of the school b-jy ooaipoMtion, 
aad seizes the strong asd effective. " It is 
brief and eondeos^ Deals in special rather 
than general terms; tells of the tiger's dart, 

img oa hk prey, nther than the leaping forth 
of soms ftrociotn animal It k a stipgeslive, 
rather than an expanded style, setung the 
mind of the hearers at work. It will often 
essî oy interrogatioa; and inthearraagement 
of words, it will in obedieace to aatara's im-
pulse, give dae prciaineBce to that word or 
olaase, oa which a hearer's mind thoald be 
dtiefiy fixed; like Peter, "SUver atid gold, 
have I aone; bat saeh as I have give I thee." 
Tlus qulity of style k clearly allied to the 
preoeding aad like that k depecdent, aneh, 
upon tke vigor of thooght and ̂ a i a e eaiteet-
aess of the speaker. 

5. I hardly need mcntioa that svitaiUntas, 

to yoar sahject, yoor aadienee and to ycor^elf, 
thoald ever eharacterixo yoar style as a 
prcadier. A style approprkte for one speak-
er may be wholly inappropriate for another, or 
wella&ptedto oaeaodieccc, entirely oot of 
plaes what addressed to another. Gravity 
aad serioosness shoald be exhibited in every 
seraou Grave irony,,aad ridienle may Im 
naed, very rarely, ia toe'polpit, bat levity aad 
witticisa, ttsvtr.

The 
men vfco deal with spiritosl interests, must 
themseWcjs fa« spiritual. Our age, in peject-
isg ascctieî tm, laay only be passisg to the op-
posite extreme. It is intensely practical.— 
Action ia its intchword. This prxcticalaess 
cfa;a becomes mere carrowaets aad shallow-
ar^. It overiooks the profounder laws of the 
Ohristian life. The internal life-forees cf 
Ocristiaaity lie deeper thaa all human action. 
They aro mightier than all the efforts of ha-
maa reaijOQ. They an the Divine energies 
acting throagh the hnman; God wotVirg 
through the taaa; tha Holy Ghost permia-
ting, qaiekeniog sJl the fesalties of the preach-
er, asd speaking by hk vdee to the sotils of 
the people.
